N a! recent Issue of 
.the Farmers’ Re­
view I saw an ar­
ticle concerning 
roup.

•person who wrote the article in the 
Review by saying your house is too 
warm, or perhaps you keep up your 
birds two or three days at a time Jn 
•he coldest weather—£hen when you 
J it them out the change is too much 
for them. Or perhaps you have too 
many in one house. What shall you 
do? Do not shut the house up tight 
at night, just enough so the combs will 
not freeze, a warm winter like this. I 
have closed both windows and doors 
but very few nights this winter. I 
leave one or the other open, but not 
both, for If they are opposite one an­
other it will cause a draft.. But if the 
wind blows in one window it will not 
do any damage. For treating the birds 
now sick, make a mixture, mostly lard 
with a little carbolic acid and red pep­
per in it. Grease their heads every 
day for three or four days, that is, the 
Bick ones. Put a little of this mixture 
In the roof of the mouth, by means of 
a small cil can that has a good spring

Myrici. in!his book on "Turkeys and 

How to Grow TheW*’ says: j “The chief 
hindrances and obstacles'rto turkey­
growing are human and animal thieves, 
licq and disease. You can always find 
a market for your dressed turkeys; you 
can generally make satisfactory ar­
rangements with your neighbors, if 
your birds trespass upon, their land; 
but all the obstacles may be overcome 
by patience, perseverance and in te lli­
gence. In the more thickly settled por­
tions of the country, thieves are the 
worst enemies the turkey grower has. 
In some parts of NeW England poultry 
thieving seems to be a profession with 
some people, as our court records, when 
a culprit is caught, will show. But 
these thieves rarely steal in their own 
neighborhood. They center in some 
large town or city and go out by night 
with teams, five, ten, and sometimes 
twenty miles in their predatory excur­
sions. If your turkeys roost out of 
doors, it will be necessary to keep one 
or more dogs "to warn you of the ap­
proach of the thieves. Of animals, 
dogs do more mischief than foxes. If 
you cannot cure your dog of worrying 
turkeys, shoot him. For -other ani­
mals, the gun, traps and poison, Judi­
ciously used; are effective remedies. 
Lice, a great annoyance to the poultry 
keeper, may be exterminated'-from your 
flock, if they get possession, but it is 
easier to keep them away. If the young 
turkey begins-to droop, refuses to eat, 
and acts depressed, at once examine 
the head for lice. You many find three 
or four large brown ones half buried, in 
the flesh. Remove them and rub the 
head with sweet oil or fresh lard 
mixed with kerosene. Examine also 
the ends of the wings. There you may

run together, and all that can see to 
eat and are able to do so will be well 
in a week or two. Try it and let me 
hear If it doesn’t work. Of course. If 
a bird is so weak it can’t eat, I use 
the hatchet on those, and burn or bury 
them, but that is not the case once 
in' twenty with me. Better let your 
birds be a little chilly at night than 
so warm they will take cold when out 
next day. Never shut up birds in a 
box or small house to doctor them. The 
air will get foul and kill them surely. 
Turn them .out, and if tt êy die they1 
would die anyway. Of course, judg­
ment should be used, and the birds 
should never be turned out of doors 
in a hard storm or put out into a snow­
bank. Fowls must have fowl air. and 
that is fresh air, if you want them to 
be healthy. I know that many per­
sons will tell you to shut up your siefc 
fowls when you want to doctor them. 
But I don’t care what they say. I have 
been fighting the roup for ten or fifteen 
years. I think I have used every rem­
edy known. I keep from 100 to 200 
birds every year, and I think I have 
not lost six In two years from roup. 
Now, I expect some breeder will jump 
on me and say I am a'crank or fool, 
or that my success is merely luck. Well, 
let them say so; only, friends, try my 
remedy for roup, and If it be not a suc­
cess write me, up. Come and see my 
birds or write to some of my neighbors 
if you think that roup robs me of my 
sleep. True, I can look back five or 
six yoars to the time when this dis­
ease was a worry to me, but that time 
is gone, I hope never to return. I do 
not charge you anything for these cast 
iron rules, as some may call them, 
and I have nothing to sell In the medi­
cine line. But these rules have saved 
my poultry, and why won’t they do 
the same for you? You may hear more 
relating to this later, and knowing that 
many a poor breeder has lost valu­
able birds for want of this very in­
formation, I am putting him only 
where I once stood myself. I pen this, 
trusting it may be of use to many and 
not fall by the wayside.

T uberculin  T est In Eng land .
From the Dairy World of London we 

take the following: During the recent 
congress of the Sanitary Institute in 
Newcastle, the compulsory use of the 
tuberculin test, in order to free our 
dairy herds from tuberculosis was free­
ly advocated. Some very useful infor­
mation on the subject has arrived from 
America, which cannot fail to inter­
esting to those who followed the pa­
pers on the subject. A good example is 
quoted of a large dairy herd belonging 
to Mr. G. W. Ladd, of Bloomfield. This 
was inspected early this year, and sev­
eral animals condemned and got îd of. 
The whole of the byres and barns were 
thoroughly disinfected, and everything 
done to help on the work'of eradication. 
Six months after he demanded and ob­
tained a second test, which showed 
that every animal in his herd was free 
from the disease. In the official report 
issued by the state a number of such 
cases are reported, and it is stated that 
in only some 2 per cent of the herds 
tested the second time were traces of 
■disease still to be found:

Horn* M ark e t fo r  Cheeite.
It is often said that Canadians are 

not cheese eaters, says the Sussex (New 
Brunswick) Co-operative Farmer. Thisy 
are not as compared with the people 
of England and it seems to ua for two 
very V bad reasons and one good one. 
To take the last first, the good reason 
Is the cheapness of meats and other 
foods, and this is not a reason that we 
as cheesemakers should really mind. 
There is a reason, though, that calls 
for urgent attention, and that is the 
high retail price of cheese. The other 
day we went to a store to buy some 
good cheese, cheese that was bought 
from the factory at not more than 9 
cents per pound, and what do you 
Imagine the retail price was? Why, 
nothing less than 14 cents per pound. 
This heavy margin, which is general 
among grocers all over Canada, is one 
had reason why cheese Is not popular 
as a food among our rpeople. It is a 
gross Injustice to the farmers of Cana­
da, a bad habit of trade that should 
be broken as soon-as possible, in the 
Interest not only of the consumer and 
farmer, but even- the storekeepers 
themselves. A strong stricture on this 
course is that adopted by the grocers 
In England, who, although today they 
are paying very close on 11 cents for 
their cheese, are retailing it.’at sixpence 
per pound and realizing more profit 
from the business than our. men who 
demand an increase in price of over 
50 per cent. By their course they cre­
ate and foster a large consumption of 
cheese, to the great advantage of our 
dairymen. The Canadian grocer, when 
asked about his exorbitant . price, 
claims that It is only sufficient to cover 
loss in cutting.

A n exchange advises that if* you milk 

at 6 o’clock, morning and«feveping, do 
so every day as nearly as you can, 
says Texas Live Stock Journal. If 
you feed before milking, do so always, 
for the cow expects it, and :is disap­
pointed if she does not get.it before 
being milked, and the chances are that 
she will^nut give down freely and fulj 
ly. When you commence to milk 4o 
not stop until you have finished to the 
last drop. Many cows will withhold 
their milk in whole or in part if the 
milker is not ready to take the milk 
when she is ready to give i t  Any un­
usual excitement at milking will cause 
the cow, many times, to withhold her 
milk. Let each milker have his special 
cows to milk, and never change milk­
ers, unless obliged to do so. IfYitom 
any cause or neglect a cow is made: to 
shrink her flow of milk, you probably 
will not get her back again to her nor­
mal flow until she has her next calf. 
Remember. If you excite or ill treat a 
cow yoif pay for it at the expense of 
impoverished milk, j

Have a Feeding Floor.—We have 
seen COrn"thrown to hogs in lots so 
muddy that the ears would sink in the 
mud and filth and the hogs had to lift 
out-the ears and carry them'to adme 
solid place before they could eat. And 
yet the farmer called this fattening 
hogs. When asked why he did not put 
down a fattening floor, he said he could 
“not afford It.” The fact is he could 
not afford to waste feed by throwing 
It into a mud-hole. The saving of corn 
and energy is a double saving. It takes 
feed to produce energy, and’ If part of 
the feed is expended In producing root­
ing power, just so much is wasted and 
by so much ft the1 cost per pound of 
growth increased. It pays to have clean 
ground or floors to feed pigs on, where 
they waste no corn, and eat In quiet 
and comfort.—Rural World.

The Peruvians certainly show great 

ingenuity in the manufacture of pot­
tery. A favorite form of vessel has a 
long, slender neck and rather stout, 
;hunky body. The vessels for the most 
?art are made to' represent living crea- 
lures, and have openings for the eyes, 
nostrils and mouth. When these ves­
sels are filled with any liquid, the air 
rushes from these openings with char1 
icteriBtic sounds.** A vase representing 
1 mountain cat gives forth sounds like 
the -mew of Uie living creature. A 
bird-design sings or whistles; a dish 
with colled serpents hisses. Other fig­
ures squeak or Screech, according to 
:he animals they resemble. An amus­
ing object is the figure of a very old 
woman. When water was turned in­
to this jar there were sounds of sob- 
Ding and grief, and tears trickled from 
the eyes and rolled down the cheeks. 
A peculiar design was a  vessel shaped 
like a double-headed ‘bird.

Se n a t e .—56th day.—Attention was 
recalled to the Cuban question by  
the presentation of three resolutions 
on that subject. One of these came by 
unanimous vote from the committee on 
foreign relations and called for the im­
mediate and the unconditional release 
of Julio Sanguilly, held at Havana. 
Another resolution by Mr. Allen, of 
Nebraska, oalls on the President to ef­
fectively protect American citizens in 
Cuba and for that purpose to send bat­
tleships to Cuban waters. A third res­
olution by Mr. Hill, of New York, was 
agreed to. requesting the secretary of 
state for the correspondence with Con­
sul-General Lee relative to Americans 
imprisoned in Cuba. Little progress 
was made with the Indian appropria­
tion bill and it was decided to'hold ses­
sions until midnight. H o u s e . —The 
feature of the session was the appear­
ance of William Jennings Bryan, late 
silver candidate for President, on the 
floor. He as an ex-njetnber was en­
titled to the privileges -of the floor. 
The Democrats gave him a round of 
hearty applause, the people in the gal­
leries took up the demonstration. . He 
was surrounded on all • sides by his 
former colleagues. Mo&t of the day 
was -devoted to District of Columbia 
business. The conference report on the 
bill to define the rights of the purchas­
ers of the Atlantic & Pacific R. R. un­
der the foreclosure sale was adopted.

S e n a t e —57th day—This was one of 
the most remarkable days in the annals 
of the ujjper house of congress. Cuba 
was the theme and seemed to stir all 
the pent up emotions of months. It 
brought about the complete displace­
ment of appropriation bills, threaten­
ing their failure and the advancement 
of the Cuban question to the very front 
of Senate business. The first resolu­
tion coming over from the previous day 
was that of Mr. Allen, asking the Pres­
ident to qse effective measures to pro­
tect American citizens in Cuba, and to 
that end to send U. S. warships to 
Cuban ports. Mr. Allen said American 
citizens were daily being arrested in 
Cuba and thrown into prison without 
trial, many of them being denied access 
to the U. S. consul-generaL It seemed 
to be the'disposition of Spain to punish 
every American citizen in Cuba. It 
was, he said, a story full of barbarity 
and atrocity. Mr. Morgan, of Alabama, 
who reported the resolution demand­
ing of the Spanish the immediate re­
lease of Sanguilly, followed iu a speech 
reciting the serious breach of treaty 
rights in Sauguilly'scase. Mr. Daniel, 
of Virginia, in a fervid plea for San­
guilly stirred all the latent passion of 
the Senate, and became involved in a 
heated combat of personalities with 
Mr. Hale, of Maine. This was followed 
by a series of explosive incidents, cul­
minating with a ringing declaration by 
Mr. Frye that if he had his way a war­
ship would start forthwith for Havana. 
H o u s e .— The Cuban fever' was even 
more acute in the House; at least one 
member was very hot-headed. Rep. 
Sulzer, of New York, introduced a bill 
declaring war against Spain. The bill 
provides: That war be declared to ex­
ist between £he kingdom of Spain and 
her colonies and the United States of 
America and their territories to usei 
the whole land and naval forces of the) 
United States to carry the same intoj 
effect and to issue to private armed| 
vessels of the United States commis­
sions or letters of marque and general 
reprisal in such form as he shall think; 
proper and under the seal of the United. 
States against the vessels, goods and 
effects of the government, of the said 
kingdom of Spain and the subjects 
thereof. The banking and currency, 
committee brought forward the bill toi 
authorize national banks to take out) 
circulation to the par value of the 
bonds deposited. The bill was bitterly 
opposed and there was a lively debate* 
but the bill was passed 144 to 46. Ai 
resolution was unanimously adopted 
requesting the President to transmit 
to the House all correspondence on file; 
at the state department relative, to the 
imprisonment of American prisoner^ 
in Cuba. Final action was had on both 
the agricultural and army bills.

S e n a t e —58th day—The fact that in­
formation had been received of the re; 
lease of Julio Sanguilly by the Spanish 
in Cuba somewhat cooled the Senators 
who quite generally assumed, as Sen­
ator Lodge expressed it, that the 
threatening attitude of congress and 
of American public opinion had shown 
Spain that patience ihad almost reached 
its limit and consequently Sanguilly 
was immediately -given his freedom. 
Mr. Morgan called attention to the 
case of George Washington Aguirre, an 
American boy aged 19, who surren­
dered July 4 last to the "Spaniards after 
two or three week’s experience as an 
insurgent and who is yet in a vile 
prison. Mr. Lodge said these 1 wo 
cases were but samples of many others. 
Mr. Call scored the Cleveland adminis­
tration for mot going to' the aid ojf 
American prisoners in Cuba and said 
thdt the latter were actually appealing 

-to Great Britain’s representatives for 
protection. Mr. White and Mr. Gray 
defended President Cleveland and Sec­
retary Olney, declaring that they had 
been untiring in urging the rights of 
America^ citizenship. The • Indian 
appropriation bill was passed at the 
evening Session and the postoffice ap­
propriation bill was taken up. H o u s e —  
The last si-jc days of the session are sus­
pension days. All the ordinary rules 
are suspended and bills can be passed 
and resolution^ adopted by a two-thirds 
vote. This was he first of these days, 
and the House passed the Senate inter­
national monetary conference bi|l, 
after a lively debate of two hours, by 
a vote of 279 to 3. It was supported 
alike by Republicans, Silver Republi­
cans, Gold Democrats and Silver Dem­
ocrats. The Silver Democrats and Sil­
ver Republicans disclaimed any faith 
in this httefnpt to secure bimetallisjm 
by am international agreement, but 

41they expressed themselves as willing 
and anxious to see the 'test m a d e .N o  
other business of importance was 
acted.

j Se n a t e .—59th day. — Appropriation 
bills, particularly the postoffice bill, 
[occupied the day, with the exception 
jof a sensation created| I by Senator Du­
bois, of Idaho, who warned his former 
Republican associates that they could 
not control the next Senate and that 
the silver Republicans! would never co­
operate with them while they clung to 
the single gold standard. A lengthy 
{session was held at mght contin-i 
juing until 2:30 a. m. The postoffice 
[bill was passed and tihe consideration, 
of the sundry civil bill opened. 
[House.:—A five-hours’ fight on the anti- 
railway ticket scalping bill resulted in 
its'passage by a vote of 142 to 52.

. S e n a t e . —60th day.—With the larg­
est number of members that has at­
tended a session in a long time the 
Sendte held a Sunday session in order 
to push-the appropriation bills through. 
■The sundry civil bill; was under con­
sideration, a number of important 
items in payment of sugar bounties, 
for rivers and harbors, etc., retaining 
to be passed upon. The sugar bounty 
amendment was agreed to, 37 to 12. 
The amendment appropriates $1,085,- 
156 for the balance of boun tie s> earned 
from August, 1894, to June, 1895. 
The river and harbor items were next 
considered, most of the committee 
amendments being agreed to as r e ­
p o r te d .  The bill carried the unprece­
dented total of $51,000,000, of which 
$17,000,000 was for rivers and harbors 
c o n t r a c t s  and Senator Gorman, of 
Maryland, made an earnest speech, 
pointing out the enormous total of the 
bill and urging that it be not loaded 
down with new river and harbor items. 
Senator Hill, of New York, took oc­
casion to chaff the Senate on working 
on Sunday that it  invjolved a debate on 
electric light conduits in Washington 
and that the Senatpr (McMillan, of 
Michigan,) who urged this conduit 
amendment had himself offered a bill 
“to protect the first ;|dLay of the week, 
commpnly called Sunday, as a day of 
rest and worship.” The amendment 
providing for a comn^ission- to visit the 
Alaska seal fisheries caused further de­
bate which turned upon the treaty re­
lative to the arbitration of the Alaskan 
boundary recently sent toU_ the 
Senate by the President. Senator 
Morgan, who was a member of the 
Paris seal arbitration tribunal, said 
that as usual when the court was made 
up of European arbitrators, the decis­
ion w is  against us; it always would be 
so under like circumstanced. There 
was more veal danger of trouble over 
this seal question since the arbitration 
than there ever was before arbitration 
was adopted, owing to the deliberate 
refusal of Great Britain to carry out in 
good faith the spirit of the Paris award. 
“I do hope,” said Mr. Morgan, ‘'that 
the incoming administration will have 
the fortitude to insist that Great Brit­
ain will comply with the Paris award.” 
The amendment continuing the seal 
investigation was agreed to. The Sen­
ate, by a unanimous! vote, then j added 
an amendment cqunteractihg the Pres­
ident's recent order withdrawing 21,- 
000,000  acres of land from the'public 
domain and establishing it as: forest 
reserves. The bill was then passed. 
H o u s e —No session.

S e n a t e —61st day--^Sensational Sena­
tor Tillman created la stir% during the 
consideration of the naval appropria­
tion bill. The recoipmendatioa-of the 
committee that the price of armor 
plate be ■fixed at $400 per ton was being 
discussed and Senators llawley and 
Squire had spoken against Senator 
Chandleris amendment to reduce the 
prjee to $300 a ton, and Senator Elkins 
had complained of the lack of infor­
mation on the cost of making armor 
plate, when Senator Tillman took, the 
floor. He charged that the armor 
plate manufacturers had their paid 
agents in the Senate who were rob­
bing the government. The charge 
was resented by Senator Hawley, 
whereupon Mr. Tillman replied that 
“the galled jade winces,” and it looked 
for a time as though a personal con­
flict was imminent,! until-Mr. Hawley 
was escorted to the {cloak room by his 
friends. The Chandler amendment 
was adopted, but Ian amendment to 
authorize the secretary Of the navy to 
establish a government armor plate 
factory at a cost of $1,500,000 if  he 
failed to make contracts at $300 was 
lost. The naval bill was not passed 
until midnight. The President sent to 
the Senate correspondence relating t<̂  
American citizens 'arrested in Cuba. 
H o u s e —Almost the entire day was 
spent in dull routine work until the 
bill to prohibit the transmission of de­
tailed accounts of prize fights by 
mail or telegraph was brought jup. 
This led to a very lively ■ skir­
mish in which prize fighting was 
denounced on all! sides, but the 
bill met with most strenuous op­
position on the ground that it would 
tend to establish a j censorship of the 
press. No action was taken. The 
sundry civil and pOstoffice appropria­
tion bills were sent to conference. A 
bill was passed to provide for the trans-, 
mission to Washington of presidential 
election returns by mail and to abolish 
the present system of messengers.

29 bills were introduced, among them

•Arbor to bondj for $100,000 for art gal­
leries for the U. of M.; to restore Fort 
Mackinac to t îe U.'S. government; fix­
ing the; rate f<)r the transmission of dis­
patches by ttelegraph companies be­
tween any two points in the state at 
10 words for 25 cents; exempting mus­
ical “societies from taxation; prohibit- 
the sale of intoxicating liquors in the 
City of [Albion: for the designation of 
deposiUories of public moneys by 
boards o f supervisors; for the incorpo­
ration jof bicycle insurance companies; 
for the registration of . physicians and 
.surgeons; to prohibit the sale of malt 
and spirituous liquors. Out of 95 bills 
introduced in the House the most im-v 
portant were these: For the taxing of 
mortgages on property in Michigan 
held by persons outside of the state; 
for defining diseases dangerous to the 
public health; to-license-big depart­
ment stores; foj am entirely new law 
for the incorporation of fourth-doss 
cities; to do away with the Detroit 
board of health; to amend the charter 
of Bay City so as to allow that c ity . to 
take in West Bay City and Essexville; 
to tax bachelors; providing for a non- 
sectarian board of medical examiners; to 
.permit any railway company to buy or 
lease any street railway in any city and 
thus enjoy the same rights accorded 
the original company in its franchise; 
for an excise commission of three mem­
bers, with deputies in all counties, to 
examine all applicants for saloon li­
censes and to see that liquor laws are 
enforced; for' a state 'tax commission 
who are to report on the best system 
of taxation on all lines to the next 
legislature; to have'the receipts from 
liquor taxes turned back to the town­
ships,. villages or cities, instead of hav­
ing alij the money go to the county;
