Report of Auditor-General on Finance*

of the State Makes a Good Showing
— A Chapter of Accidents and lnter!-
eating Happenings In the State.

Michigan's Finances

Retiring: Aud.-Gen. Turner’ report,
just issued, for the past year, says
there is now more than $3,000,000 ii
the delinquent tax list. Under the
homestead provision of the law, a total
of 210,969, acres of land have beea
deeded to the state and made subjett
to homestead. There have already
been homesteaded 40,125 acres.

The receipts of the state treasurer
from all sourcesior the last fiscal year
were $5,256,059.37i and the disburse-
ments for all purposes were $4,634 -
054.73, making the excess of reeceiplfi
$622,004.64, which, added to the balance
on hand at the beginning of the yea\
makes the balance $912,422.43. De-
ducting from the total receipts the
amount of refunding, $21,919.63, tlie
net cash receipts are shown to te
$5,234,139.69. The bonded indebted-
ness of the.state amounts to $19,000 (if
past due, non-interest bearing $5,000,-
000 loan, part-paid bonds adjustable i.t
$10,992.83.

The state institutions, in the aggre-
gate, drew from the state treasury.a
total of $1,628,133.52, and earned $699,-
669.93, a total of $2,327,794.45. The r
aggregate disbursements for currert
expenses were $1,889,693.50, and for
building and special purposes $224,-
044.85, a total of $2,213,738.35, the ex-
cess of receipts being $114,056.10.

The net receipts from direct taxes
were $2,745,679.80, and the receipts
from specific taxes were $996,061.78.
The receipts' from liquor' taxes were
$1,899,752.52.

THE OLD AND THE NEW.

Fifty-fourth Congress Diesand the Fllty-
flfth la Beady for Business

Senate—64th day—The closing (Jay
of the Fifty-fourth congress found the
Senate with decks almost cleared. All
of the appropriation bills were
passed excepting the general deficiency
billwhich was allowed to go oyer. The
bill was passed providing for a labor
commissioner to investigate the condi-
tion and needs of labor and report
within two years. No action \Jras
taken on the Presidents veto of the
immigration bilL Vice-President fcjte-
venson temporarily surrendered this
chair to Mr. Hoar, of Massachusetts,
when a resolution was offered by Mr.
Morrill, of Vermont, and was unani-
mously adopted, tendering to the vice-
president the thanks of- the Senate (for
the dignified, impartial and courteous
manner in which he had>presided over
its deliberations. A resolution to the

same effect was offered by Mr. Faulk-,

ner, of West Virginia, thanking JIr.
Fry, of Maine, as president pro tem,
the terms used being “courteous, dig-
nified and able.” Senators Hoar, of
Massachusetts, and. Brice’, of Olio,
were appointed to notify the President
of their readiness to adjourn unless he
had some further communications to
make. At 12:15 Mr. Hoar reported
that the committee had beeh requested

by the President to extend his eon-'

gratulations to congress and the
country and to say that he had no-fur-
ther communications to make. [As
soon as that report was made the vilce-
president-elect! was announced, and |all
stood up while Mr. Hobart walked
down the aisle to the vice-president's
desk and took a chair there reserved
for-him to the
dent Stevenson. At 12:23 the Pres-
ident and President-elect were an-
nounced, and the assemblage st*od
while Mr. Cleveland and Mr. McKin ey
walked slowly up the main uisle snd
took the seats reserved for them.
Then, in the presence of the Senate,
the House, the President and Pr<si-
dent-elect and the diplomatic co *ps
Garret A. Hobart took the 'oath of
office as vice-president, and took 'he
chair. Mr. Stevenson delivered a fare-
well address after which Vice-Presi-
dent Hobart called upon the bind
chaplain. Rev. Milburn, for prayer snd
then the vice-president declared lie
Fifty-fifth congress opened, after
which .he® made a. speech and cal ed
upon the senators present to take :he
oath of office,. All present were sworn
in and at 12:33 the Senate was declared
adjourned for the day. House.—The
appropriation bills were all passed and
the House adjourned sine die and ihe
-Representatives marched over’to lhe
’Senate wing to participate in the ce re-
monies there, as related above.
McKinley’s Cabinet Confirmed.

The Senate of the Fifty-fifth con-
gress continued, in extra session, with
Vice-President Hobart presiding, to
transact such business as was required
by the induction of a new chief exe<u-
tive. The firstimportant matter after
the forming of the new-Senate was the
confirmation of! President McKinley’s
cabinet, as follows:

IMPORTANT AND INTERESTING
MATTERS IN BRIEF.

Flacky Little Greece Still Declines to be
Bulldozed, bat is Willing to Meet
the Power* Half Way la Peaceably
Settling the Cretan Trouble.

Greece Defies the Powers.

The Grecian cabinet held a pro-
tracted meeting, at which it was fin-
ally decided to issue a note to the pow-
ers saying it was impossible to with-*
draw the Greek troops from Crete, be-
cause it would lead to pillage, murder
and incendiarism .the moment the
Greek troops disappeared. The note
also points but that the Cretans, who
alone should be regarded as entitled
to determine their fate, have declared
their unalterable resolution to be an-
nexed to Greece as the only solution
that will finally pacify the island.

Kiftg George has sent orders to Col.
Vassos, commanding the Greek forces
in Crete, to hold all the positions- now
occupied {by him. Every pffortisbeing
made to concentrate; the Greek troops
on the Turkish frontier before the
threatened blockade of the Greek coast

effected.

The trains are bringing in thousands

of reserves from the. provinces, aud
these are parading the streets of
Athens with their accoutrements.

Great crowds join the soldiers in hur-
rahing for warand proclaiming loyalty
to Greece, to King George and to the
government. The decree summoning
the remainder of the reserves was held
back at! the last moment. The
troops alyeady ou the frontier are
deemed sufficient for the present,
and, moire than this, it is be-
lieved that the presence of .foreign
men-of-war near the Piraeus indicates
that the. blockade will commence at
once, thus severing communication
with the frontier by sea.

Some of|the members of the foreign
legations and other foreign residents
have already left Athens and it is re-
ported that several of the legations
have advfeed all foreigners to leave
Greece.

Mrs. Henry Ward Beecher.

Mrs. Henry Ward Beecher died at
her home; at Stanford, Conn., on the
tenth anniversary of the death of her
famous husband. She was 85 years of
age.

Eunice Ruliard was born in 1812, in
Sutton, Mass., the daughter of. jfr.
Bullard, a physician. Miss Bullard’s
marriage to Henry Ward Beecher was
quite romantic. Mr. Beeches*, though
not ordained, had received a dall to the
pastorate of the church at Lavprence-
burg, Ind., and he then pleaded until
she consented to an early marriage.
Miss Bullard's sisters had been married
in stormy weather.! She declared that
she would be wedded .while the sjan
shone. The hour was tot for 3 oclock
of Aug. 3,.1837. Just before that tiiiji
a violent storm arose, with thunder
and lightning. The parson -was in
waiting, the guests nad assembled, and
Beecher was impatient. The bride
was firm, however, and. the ceremony
was postponed one hour. At 4 o'clock
the sun appeared, and as the ceremony
was performed a most beautiful rain-
bow appeared on the horizon. Of the
children four are living ami four are
dead.

Jacknon and Walling Mast Hang.

Scott Jackson and Alonzo Walling,
in jail at Alexandria, .Ky.. awaiting
their execution Mbrch 2p, for the mur-
der of Pearl Bryan, are both ill. The
mother® of both of the condemned
men will remain with them until the
day of execution. Gov. Bradley has is-
sued orders for troops to be present at
the hanging. Walling addressed a
letter, to Gov. Bradley appealing ljpr
executive clemency. Every effort pos-
sible is being made to have, the sen-
tence of Walling-commuted life im-
prisonment. but itisgenerally believed
that he will hang with Jackson.

The Qaeen is Quite 111

Despite the Statement in medical
papers that Queen Victoria isin perfect
health, considering fier age, the state-
ment is again published and emanates
from a very' excellent source, that the
sovereign is nearly powerless to walk
because of sciatica, and it has become
so much worse that, with support, she
canonly walk a few feetand that with
difficulty. She has to be carried up
and down stairs and into her carriage
and wheeled around from room to
room.

Four Killed la a Snowstorm.

A heavy snowslide .started from the
mountain peak west of the Morgan
mine at Park City, Utah, and struck
one of--the Daly mine bunkhouses,
which was shivered into atoms. Nine
men were sleeping in the house at ihe
time. Fdur were killed. Five of the
men were riescued alive with great dif-
ficulty. .

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MICHIGAN’S LEGISLATORS.

The, bill making constitutional
amendments a partofeach party ticket
met with strong opposition in the Sen-
ate, after being agreed to in commit-
tee of the whole, and it was finally
tabled. The Senate passed a bill re-
pealing the present plank road com-
pany laws and placing the toll road
companies in charge of a township toll
road commissioner, who shall have au-
thority to opefi toll gates to the public
if the companies do not keep their
roads in proper repair. The Senate
committee on public health reported
favorably'a bill which provides fora
medical registration board, to be non-
sectarian, to consist of six-members”
four to constitute a quorum, not more
than three members of the board to be
appointed from any one school of medi-
cine. In the committee of the whole
the Senate agreed to the joint reso-
lution, providing that the electors
must be citizeps of the United States,
be able* to read *the Constitution of
Michigan ind write their own names.
This resolution will not disfranchise
anyone Who could vote on Jan. 1, 1897.
Bills passed by the Senate: (H. B. 13)
Providing for duplicate instead Of
triplicate election return; (H. B! 159)
for a bounty of $15 for the killing of
wolves, $3 for wildcats, and $5for lynx;
(H. B. 81) requiring county treasurers
to furnish abstracts and transcripts
and fixing the fees therefor; (H. B. 122)
making it unlawful for prosecuting at-
torneys to assist in defense of any
person charged with crime in their re-
spective counties; (S. B. 259) permitting
Allegan to V°n<* to*' water power. In
the House the committee of the whole
agreed to the home rule bill for cities.
It provides that before local municipal
bills are considered by the legislature
they must be brought to the attention
of the people and given a public hear-
ing, the common council of such cities
to pass upon the proposed legislation.
Notice of the public hearings upon any
bills for municipal legislation must be
given. Residents may get proposed
legislation before the legislature even
if the council and mayor refuse to con-
sider it in the above way, by so certify-
ing. All expense is to be borne by cit-
ies affected. On motion of Rep. Saw-
yer, Ann Arbor, was exempted from
the provisions of the bill. The com-
mittee of the whole also agreed to bills
appropriating $22,000 for the state
Agricultural ccliege; permitting mu-
nicipal corporations to be garnislfged
the -same as individuals. Rep. E. YW
Moore’s bill to reduce the salS-ry of su-
preme court judges from $7,00 to $5,000
a year, was recommitted to the com-
mittee on judiciary. A currentresolu-
tion was introduced providing for a
committee of three from the House
and two from the Senate, to prtoeed at
once to seat of the minei-s’strike at
Norway, to investigate the same, and
to effect a settlement if possible, be-
fore the miners become state charges,
it being alleged that the men are strik
ing against starvation wages and the
fereign corporations who control the
mines pay no attention to their ap-
peals. Bills passed in the House in-
cluded: (H. B. 579) Preventing the kill-
ing of deer in Monroe county for five
years; (S. B. 81) making,the division of
townships into two eleetym precincts
wherp the vote cast is over 650 discre-
tionary: with township boards.

McKinley's inauguration had an en-
livening influence upon the state legis-
lature. .The Senate was quite pro-
fusely decorated with flags and pic-
tures of McKinley, Alger and Pingree.
The House decorated somewhat but
not as extensively as the Senate, and
both branches unanimously, adopted
resolutions of congratulation to Presi-

dent McKinley. Both Republicans
and Silverites spoke approvingly of
-the resolutions. After agreeing in

committee of the whole in the Senate
to the bill for the repeal of the mort-
gage tax law, the measure lacked one
vote of passage when it came up on
the order of third reading, but was
reconsidered and.went on the table.
A second measure which failed by a
narrow margin in the Senate was the
joint resolution for *an amendment to
the constitution prescribing an educa-
tional qualification for electors. Tlu*
usual reconsideration and tabling fol-
lowed. The joint resolution amending
the constitution by cutting the limit
for the introduction of bills from 50 to
30 days was passed by the Senate unan-
imously. TIlid House voted to unseat
James Kerr. Silverite', from the second
Saginaw district and to hold another
election April 15. Both Kerr and
Baird are allowed $325 each for their ex-
penses. The single firsttax proposition
in the House got a very black eye. It
provided for the exemption of all
buildings of less value than $5,000.
Among the bills reported favorably to
the House was the one prohibiting
Sunday photographing. Another bill
reported,favorably is one to place pri-
vate banks under supervision of the
banking commissioner. The House
passed the bill whjch does away with
ink pads and metallic stamps in elec-
tion booths, which have been found
amply a nuisance to voters. The bill
provides for the use of blue pencils for
marking ballots.

Charles L. McClellan, head of the
commercial department of Albion col-
lege, died at Albion. Prof. McClellan,
had been very iow with appendicitis,
but it is thought that'his death was
dkused by an internal abscess.

Col. Oscar A.- Janes, of Hillsdale.
Mich., to be pension agent at Detroit
was the first nomination sent to the
Senate by President McKinley and it
was at once confirmed. In executive
session Senator Davis, chairman of the
foreign relations committee,, offered a
resolution to refer ‘back to the com-
mittee the treaty of,;arbitration and it
was agreed' to. Opponents of the
treaty say that there wijill be a great
deal of discussion before the bill can
pass, no matter if the committee again
amends it as before.

X v method# of building require n
mriiauL-es. and often.an entire repcfn-
J-union of the management of gjiiien
nrlions of their equipment. Thjs| is
irticularly true di the class of shtic-
r--s known as sky-scrapers. Aiming
jthr.r things that must be entirelypre-
somstnicted is the- fire-protective I1®rs-
em. Ordinary equipment is absalpte-
ly worthless in these tall towers, thj*res
ore ingenuity has suggested tanka at
the roof, and what is, equivalent to a
waterfall all around them. Tf a fire
accurs in an adjoining building the
pipes are opened and a heavy and] con-
tinuous shower,of rain falls all round
‘he structure. This is kept up as: long
is there is danger, and is said to fur-
jish an impervious barrier between the
fire and the building. What it might
do in a heavy wind has not been
demonstrated, but'under ordinary cir-
cumstances it seems to have been a
perfect success. The safety oif the
roof is assured by sprinklers kept con-
stantly in motion. -The volume and
force of the water j»ay be regulated at
will.  Properly adjusted, this would
.eem to be the most rational method of
protecting high buildings that has yet
oken suggested.

J SNAKE STORIES J

The mythical side of folk lore is.full
of snake stories. Tiijit particular study
is called sphiolatry, and its exponent
was the late Captain John G. Bourke.
*We may take, interest in thei fables
about snakes, but it shows ignorance
today to discredit the reptilian with
supernatural attributes. Mr. W. J.
Hoffman, in ApplefOn's Popular Science
Monthly, describes some of the yarns
which have been believed about snakes:

As an iliustration’bf the belief in the
transformation of human beings into
serpents. | will relate a circumstance
said to have occurred during the first
half of the" present century.; Near
Trexlertown, Lehigh* county, dwelt a
farmed named Weller. His wife and
three daughters had, by some means or
other, incurred the enmity of a witch
who lived'but a short distance away,
when the latter, it is supposed, took
her revenge in. the following manner:
Whenever visitors came to the Weiler
residence the girls, without any pre-
monition whatever, would suddenly be
changed into snakes, and after crawl-
ing back and forth along tlhe top
ridge of'the wainscoting for several
minutes they were restored to their
natural form. This curious transfor-
mation occurred gxfite frequently, and
the circumstances soon attained wide-
spread notoriety. About the end of the
third month the spell was broiken and
everything went on as before,

Another popular fallacy Isj the ex-
istence of the ho”p snake. This crea-
ture is usually reported as capable of
grasping the tip ofits tail in its mouth,
and like a hoop running swiftly along
in pursuit of an unwelcome intruder.
This shake is believed, furthermore,
to have upon its tail a short, poisonoup
horn, likela jecock’s spur, and that if
it should strike 1any living Icreature
death: would result. The stories on-
cerning this marvellous snake usually
end with the statement that|the per-
son pursued barely escapes and, that
the snake strikes a tree instead, caus-
ing it to wither and die.
