At the Conclusion of 
this work Justice Gibson formally bound 
the three men over to court w ithout bond.

% er4 confident of being released and dul­
ly expected to return home that day. 
They each wore a large buttonhole bou­
quet; and appeared cheerful, although one 
could notice tha t jail life was fast te lling 
On them.

W hen told they would be bound over 
for trial they appeared veryj much down­
cast and seemed anxious to  ta lk  with 
theiit attorneys and ascertain what their 
chances were for acquittal. . ,

A m atter tha t has occupied the at­
tention of a great many people this past 
week, has been .the charges ami affidavits, 
made by,Marshal Peterson against Sheriff 
Judsou, as to the amount of liberty allow­
ed the three prisoners who are confined 
in the ja il in connection with the Richards 
m urder. . ,

The first intimation was given Saturday 
moffciug, when three young men stated 
tha t They had seen Rupert Jpne4 in Fred 
Brown's saloon, itsking for some bottled 
beer< The back door of Brown’s saloon 
opens into the alley which runs alongside 
the jail. Sheriff Judson was greatly put 
out at. the statements, w hich soon became 
noised~aboard and reached his ears. He 
denijed the charges and said tha t he could 
produce affidavits to prove tha t the state­
ments are false.

Mjarshal Peterson then introduced the 
affidavits of two young men whbVffaimed 
that; they :had seen Jones. Don. Stark 
swore tha t he saw R upert Jones -going in­
to Brown's saloon Saturday, morning un 
attended. He further deposed that when 
Sheriff Judson took him to the ja il to 
identify Jones, he said it was the same 
man he sad  in-the alley unattended by an 
officer.* J . Stew art Cole also swore that 
he saw Jones in Brown’s saloon on Satur­
day morning about 9 o’clrtck. unattended 
by any officer.

M arshal M. C. Peterson swore to an af- 
fidalv.t in which he stated tha t on Wednes­
day or Thursday of last week he spw Lar­
kins in the jail yard in the custody of no 
officer; also tha t on March 15, in the 
morning, he saw R upert Jones in the hall 
of the ja il alone when the  door was un­
locked, thus enabling the  prisoner to  go 
at large if he so desired.

On Saturday, Mr. Peterson hud a state 
m eet in the W ashtenaw Evening Turns, 
in \jkhich in addition to giving the facts as 
abojve sworn, to, lie stated that, lii spite of 
Mr. Judson's belief m the innocence'of 
the  [prisoners, he is. making no effort a t 
finding the guilty parties.

In  rebuttal of these charges Sheriff Ju d ­
son; seen red a statem ent from the bartend­
er of a saloon in which it was said Jones 
had! been seen, who said tha t Jones did 
not {enter there at any tim e Saturday, ac­
companied or unaccom panied; also from 
his i deputy sheriffs tha t not one of the 
three men had been away from the per­
sonal supervision of officers since being 
confided to the sheriff’s care, and further 
stated tha t his deputies are still quietly 
at work on the case.

W hile scoffing a t the* story and affidav­
its bf Marshal Peterson, the sheriff says 
tha t Jones has been out of his cell several 
times, but always in  the company of a 
deputy or himself. A few days ago he 
was taken to  a H uron street barbershop 
to  have his hair cat, and was taken for a 
little walk on another occasion, but the 
story of his hanging around saloons unac­
companied is emphatically denied.

G. y .  Sickles, brother of P. II. Sickles 

of thisjeiiV, is commander-in-chief of the 
arm y of la peculiar expedition. The 
expedition is composed of a colony who 
purchased a vessel. and sailed from San 
Francisco Feb. 24, for the island of 
Bougainville, iu tlie  Solomon group,where 
it is kno^n  there is a rich deposit of 
copper. The company is composed of 
100 members who have passed a medical 
examination and are sound, morally. Each 
member put up $100. . The vessel, the 
brigatine Perfcy Edwards, purchased by 
the company,--carries Supplies sufficient 
to last the jcolony fo r a  year. The colon­
ization idea was started by the publication 
in a  San Ffancisco paper of the peculiar 
condition ilf the inhabitants of St. John ’s 
islands, reported at the Hydrographic 
Office by Cjaptain Berg-man a few months 
auo. On the islands were several hundred 
women and! only a few. men. The women 
were clamoring for husbands. However 
this m ay bel the colony w ill explore *the 
^island of Bouganville and if it is found to 
offer sufficient inducements, will settle 
there. Ilf the island is found unsuitable, 
others w i|l be visited, and when the 
colony is established and put. ou a -usfuin- 
itig basis, ijhe vessel will be sent back for 
the  sweethearts of the colonist.^ and homes 
will take tne place of bachelors’ quarters 
of the!;pioneers. .Mr. Sickles, who has 
the hojnor of being commander-in-chief of 
the colonists’ army, has been away from 
here for abjout six years having spent the 
time in WiUhington. and Idaho. He has 
an honorab e discharge from the United 
States arm }. W hat the outcome of this 
rem arkable venture may be, time alone 
can tel 1.—1 'ontiac P o tt.

MICHIGAN’S LEGISLATORS.

T he D udley b ee t su g ar b o un ty  b ill 
now  requ ires  only  th e  governor’s sig­
n a tu re  to  m ake i t  a  Jaw . The S enate- 
adopted  an  am endm ent ta k in g  th e  ap ­
po in tm ents u n d e r th e  b ill from  the  
secre tary  of s ta te  and  giv ing , them  to  
the  land  com m issioner and  th e n  the  
b ill w as passed unanim ously. I t  th en  
w en t to  th e  House w here th e  am end­
m en t m e t considerable opposition, b u t 
w as finally  concurred  in an d  th e  bill 
passed. In  th e  S enate Co veil’s b ill to  
ta k e  an o th e r b ig  appo in tm en t from  
th e  hands  of th e  governor—the 
ra ilroad  corm nissionership—and  m ak­
ing  i t  elective w as passed w ith  
only  fo u r nega tive  votes, j l i e  Sen­
a te  com m ittee on fisheries recom ­
mended a  85,000 deficiency appro­
p ria tion  fo r th e  s ta te  fish commission. 
T here w as a  p re tty  . con tes t in tlie 
House over th e  K im m is b ill provid ing  
fo r fem ale physicians and a tte n d a n ts  
fo r wom en inm ates of the  s ta te  insane 
asylum s, b u t the b ill w as finally passed, 
as  w ere the  follow ing: (II. B. 479) P ro­
viding fo r . th e  approval by the  s ta te  
boarclo f correc tions and  ch a ritie s  of 
the  p lans  and specifications of th e  
s ta te ’s educational bu ild ings; (H. B. 94) 
provid ing  a  p ena lty  fo r g iv ing .false  in­
fo rm ation  to  school censusenum ,erators. 
(S. B. 105) p roh ib iting  the  w earing  of G.
A. R. and  Loyal Legion badges excep t bv 
menlibers of those organ izations in good 
stand ing ; (II. B. 568) au tho riz ing  the  
a tto rn ey  - gene ra l to  proceed aga in st 
corporations th a t  a re  de lin q u en t in fil­
ing  an n u a l reports.

St. P a trick ’s day  and the  g re a t Cor- 
.bett-F itzsim m ons figh t & em  to  have 
had  th e ir  effect upon th e  m em bers of 
bo th  houses fo r n e ith e r  b ranch  accom­
plished very  much. T he m ost im por­
ta n t  piece of leg islation  disposed of in 
the  Senate w as the  passage, a f te r  lots 
of ta lk , of the  m edical exam ination  
board  b ill. A fte r  th e  b ill becomes 
a  law  a ll those en te rin g  th e  m edical 
profession and practicing, m edicine 
m ust have a  license g ran ted  by th is 
board  of n ine  physicians. T he bill 
does n o t affec t those w ho a re  a t  pre$: 
e n t  engaged in the  p ractice of mJclT-i 
cine. . The o th e rs  bills passed by the 
S enate  included: (II. B. 248) For the . 
incorporation  of hom es - fo r th e  aged, 
infirm  or in d igen t men o r wom en; (II.
B. 503) fo r bonding Chippewa county  
fo r 840,000 to  pay  e'xisting indebted­
ness; (S. B. ,73) to  au thorize commis­
sioners of h ighw ays in tow nships to 
purchase tools and  m ach inery  fo r m ak­
ing  roads, -upon jo in t req u est of five 
overseers of h ighw ays. In  executive 
session th e  nom ination of M ilo D. 
Cam pbell, of Coldw ater, fo r insurance 
com m issioner w as unanim ously passed. 
T he House in com m ittee of th e  whole 
ag reed  to  th e  b ill to  p reven t'lynch ing .

The com m ittees a re  beginning  to  g e t 
dow n to  th e  m eat of the n u ts  the jr a re ' 
try in g  to  crack, and  w arm  sessions are 
f req u en t in  th e  m eetings. The ra il­
road com m ittees of both  the  Senate 
and the  House held a  jo in t session a t  
w hich th e  local taxation  of railroads 
and  th e  fla t 2-cent fare  w ere consid­
ered. Gov. P ingree and Rep. A tk in ­
son, of W ayne, w ere p resen t u rg ing  
th e  need of these  law s and M anager 
H eald, of the  D., G. 11. & \Y. railroad , 
held  up-the o th e r end fo r the  railroads, 
w ith  G eneral M anager A shley, of the 
Ann A rbor ra ilroad , to  help  him . The 
S enate com m ittee on ra ilroads  also ) 
held a  m eeting  of its  own and consid- ! 
cred  S enato r Robinson's b ill to reduce 
the  ra ilroad  fa re s  in  the  u p p er pen in ­
su la  to" accord w ith  th e  fares in . the 
low er, peninsula, and  erad ica te  d istinc­
tions betw een  the  ra ilroad  law s of the  
tw o  peninsulas. Several ra ilroad  a t ­
to rneys  rep resen tin g  the  upper pen in ­
su la  roads w ere p resen t, also W. R. 
B u rt, of Saginaw . ‘The discussion w as 
very  sp irited  and lasted  tw o  hours. 
The business tran sac ted  in  the  Sen Ate 
did n o t am ount to  m uch th e  principal 
b ills  passed being  as follows: (S. B. 
389) A uthoriz ing  the  village of Sand 
Beach to  bond fo r w a te r w orks; (S. B. 
8) app ro p ria tin g  825,000 fo r O nton­
agon fire sufferers; (H. B. 22) providing 
th a t  franch ise fees be applied  on edu­
ca tional funds; (H. B. 28) fo r th e  pro­
tection  of ow ners of bo ttles  used in the 
sale of m ilk, soda w ate r o r beer; (IL B. 
88) fo r $5 a  day com pensation fo r upper 
pen insu la  m em bers p f  the  leg islature. 
In  th e  S enate com m ittee of th e  whole 
S enato r M erriam 's h ill p rov id ing  th a t  
p robate  judges m ust be a tto rn ey s  was 
k illed  by  s tr ik in g  o u t a ll a f te r  the  en ­
ac tin g  clause. T he h ill of S enator 
M udge to  reduce th e  ra te  cf legal 
p r in tin g  from  70 to  50 cen ts a  fo lio  m et 
a  like fa te . T he Senate com m ittee on 
th e  U. of M. recom m ended an  appYo- 
p ria tion  of^O.OOO for an  e lectric  lig h t 
p la n t a t  th a t  in s ti tu tio n . Hon. W. R. 
B u rt,o f Saginaw , addressed the  Senate 
and com m ended them  upon passing the 
su g ar bee t boun ty  bilL The principal 
e y e n tin  th e  House w as the  tig h t over 
the  Lusk-Gordon hom e ru le  b ill fo r 
cities. F o r th re e  hours the  b ill • w as 
u n d er consideration  and th e n  failed  to  
receive th e  necessary tw o-th ird s vote, 
b u t  i t  w ill be reconsidered. T he bill 
provides th a t  cities can  govern th em ­
selves by  a  vo te  of th e  m ajo rity  
of th e  electors, excep t upon m eas­
ured of indebtedness, e n la rg in g ' the  
c ity ’s lim its, taxation  o r m easures 
th a t  w ould in ju re  th e  r ig h ts  of coun­
ties o r tow nsh ips. Upon th e  petition  
of 1,000.electors in  cities of th e  first- 
class th e  common council is obliged to  
consider th e  m a tte r  o f  su b m ittin g  the  
proposed local leg islation  to  th e  people. 
I t  ta k es  a  tw o-th ird s vote to  do so.'

| 3. Test .your cows by weighing the
milk of each cow for a year, and test-

edge so ah to &t the feet of the fowls. 
I place them on trestles with suitable 
notches in them,? with the rounded 
edge up. -Keep .the roosts ’ clean, and 
by placing oil or tar on the bottoms 
of them you will be without lice. A 
good coat of whitewash is also good 
to keep away the pests.

4. To renew or increase your herd

raise the .heifer calves from your best 
cows. » , .

5. Use the best dairy-bred sire you 
can get; one, if possible, that has a 
long line of ancestors and have been 
first-class dairy animals.

6. In this way you can make each 
generation better than the preceding 
one, if they have at all times proper 
care and feed.

7. It is,neither profitable nor neces­
sary for a cow to go dry more than 
four to six weeks.

8. Especially should your young, 
cows be watched and not allowed to 
acquire the habit of drying up too 
soon.

9. Darken the stable In which the 
cows are milked through fly time. It 
will not only economize the patience of 
the milker, but the cost of milk pro­
duction as well.

10. Keep a record of the time when 
cows are bred, and have no guess 
work about the time of calving.

IF Provide a roomy box stall, and 
allow the cpw to become accustomed 
to it a week prior to calving.

12. Rich foods should be withheld 
for a short time prior and subsequent 
to calving.

13. The udder should receive prompt 
attention. An obstacle may be re­
moved from the teat the first hour 
that might baffle science later.

14. A pail of scalded bran should be 
given to the cow as soon as possible 
after calving.

15. The calf should be permitted to 
nurse its mother for two or three 
days.

16. After separating the calf from 
its mother, feed the natural milk as 
soon as drawn, for a week or ten days.

17. Then begin gradually to substi­
tute skim milk with oil meal jelly 
stirred into it.

18. Scald the calf’s feed pall daily.
19. Ij'eed three times a day and not 

more thaff three quarts at a time until 
the calf is  well started.

20. Warm the milk by placing the
vessel that contains the milk in hot 
water. ,

21. Warm the milk in 90; degrees 
Fahrenheit.

22. Don’t trust your finger, but 
thermometer. It will save many 
calfs life.

23. The man whose ideal of a cow 
is high, coupled with good care, feed 
and gentleness; is sure to receive the 
highest profit in milk and pleasure 
that can be made in dairying.

We will add a couple of other 
points: T _

24. Always clean out the box stall 
after a cow has calved therein, and 
thoroughly disinfect It with a solution 
made of one part of sulphuric acid to 
nine of water. This is to prevent 
septic poisoning of the next cow, 
which may easily pccur.

■r* 25. Do not milk the udder out clean 
until the four day after calving. 
This will often prevent a chill, which 
Often prdauces milk fever.

C h ic k e n  B o o s t* .

A great mapy of our farmers seem toi 
think thAt a hen will do as well with a 
poor roost as a good one, If I may 
Judge from my own observation, says 
a writer in an exchange. The style of 
roost that seems so scientific and eco­
nomical to the general class of farmers 
is that of the step or stair style—ore 
roost back and above the other. • The 
tower pole is very cfose to the floors 
while the u|>per one is, generally, 
near or nearer the roof or celling. It 
saves space, of course, but you are al­
ways surer Jo find the lower pole near­
ly empty, while the upper one is 
crowded full. Often the fowls crowd 
one another off with fatal effects. Some 
argue that fowl wish to roost high, 
therefore the roosts should all be high 
to satisfy their desires. It is true thajt 
fowls wish, to roost high, but it is an 
inherited habit handed down from the 
fowl in its natural state. They wish to 
roost high to keep from danger. If 
your hobse is kept well closed there Is 
no need of high and dangerous roost^s 
I  place my roost Poles on a level and 
about eighteen inches above the floor. 
This Is in the part of. the room where 
the air Is the pur^rt. T ie  impure air 
rises to the ceiling and some gases 
fall close to the floor; this style of 
roost avoids both, as well as prevents 
injury to fowls jumping down from the 
roosts. For roosting poles I use a 
2x2-inch scantling, rounded on one

If they had gotten wet dur­
ing the day and had the warmth of the 
sun, it might have been different, but 
to remain wet all night means that 
they were chilled through. It is a sur­
prise that they did not die -in a few 
days The treatment is correct but 
laborious, and as the climate of Texas 
is mild they may recover. If they 
mane a complete recovery they can be 
used for breeding. The best remedy 
i s  to add a teaspoonful of chlorate of 
potash to each quart of drinking wa­
ter, and repeat the peroxide of hydro­
gen occasionally.

L o o k  a t  T h a t  B u l l .

Prof. Sheldon, the eminent English 
authority on dairying, epeaks his mind 
on the vicious practice of using scrub­
by, low grade bulls, as follows:

Look, for Instance, iat the weedy, 
miserable bulls that many farmers are 
content to use in their herds—wretched 
quadrupeds tjiat should never be al­
lowed to live beyond the age of veal. 
Some men say, by way of excuse, ‘My 
poverty, not my will, consents’; yet, 
on the other hand, it may be remarked 
that no man can really afford to use 
inferior, low valued bulls in his herd. 
That any man should continue to do so 
yeas after year can only be regarded as

kind of heedless infatuation which 
precludes all hope of improvement. 
‘The bull is half the herd,’ is an axiom 
which should be drilled Into the mind 
of every farmer’s son who is himself 
to be a dairy farmer—drilled in until 
he fully realizes what it means. That 
there are many of the present genera­
tion of fanners who do not half com­
prehend the vast importance of this is 
greatly to be feared, for' It Is plainly' 
enough to be seen in the inferior sires 
that are kept for stock purposes. It 
would be interesting to hear the an­
swers such men would give to the fol­
lowing questions: What sort of stock 
do you expect such a bull will get? or, 
Dc you really expect to pay your way 
as a farmer by using a bull like that? 
or, What would you say if you saw an­
other man burdened with, a similar 
load of crass stupidity? ‘ Unfortunate­
ly, it never occurs to them to put such 
questions to themselves, and It Is too 
commonly nobody’s business to do so 
in their default. There is no excuse 
nowadays for a man who uses scrubby 
bulls among his cows.' Plenty of well 
descended bulls are to be had at prices 
within the reach of any nfan who can 
afford to keep cattle at all.”

E sse n tia l*  o f  a  D airy . F a rm .
A United States Agricultural- Depart­

ment bulletin makes the following sum­
mary of what is essential in the suc­
cessful operation of a dairy farm:

A roomy, clean, dry, light and well 
ventilated stable or cow house. To pro­
duce good milk, cows must be comfort­
able,.and these conditions not only add 
to their comfort, but are absolutely 
necessary to keep them in the best of 
health.

Healthy and clean cows, which ap­
pear well fed and contented,

An abundance of pure water to which 
cows are given access at least twice a 
day.

Feed of good quality, the grain and 
coarse fodder should be free from dirt, 
decay or a musty condition.

A spirit of kindness towards the 
stock, exhibited by every one employed 
about them, and gentleness of the ani­
mals. themselves.

Provision for washing and sterilizing 
or scalding of utensils which come in 
contact with milk.

Provision for straining, aerating and 
cooling the milk in a clean atmosphere, 
free from all stable ancj other odors. 
This treatment should take place im­
mediately after ihe mi^k Is drawn fromi 
each cow.

Facilities , for storing milk and keep­
ing it cold.

Especially great cleanliness in re­
gard to everything connected with the 
dairy. 'The atmosphere of the stable 
should be pure and free from dust 
when milking is being done."Employee 
should carefully wipe the udders and 
wash their hands before milking,’ sad 
should be in clean clothes. Whitewash 
is  a  good disinfectant, and should'be 
seen in many more stables, and land 
plaster should be sprinkled1 about to 
absorb moisture and odors.
