Effect April 4, 1898.

It waS thought that after the vote on
township division that that would settle
the matter so far as talk aud arguments
were concerned, but it seems that such is
not the case.

However that may be, the bill is signed
and will not become a law until 1898 as
stated before. @

lusive, be and the same are hereby de-
fctached from the township of Plymouth,
Pin Wayne county, and organized into a
separate townshiﬁ to be Known as the
township of Northville, in said county.

Sec. II—The township board of the
township of Plymouth, as constituted im-
mediately preceding the passage ofthis
act, shall have the authority, and it shall
be their duty, to appoint, both for the
said township of Northville and the town
ship of Plynrouth, as constituted by the
provisions'of this act, a board composed
of four (4) members, which shall act with-
in their respective townships for the first
election to bo held therein, as a board of
registration, board pf election commis-
sioners and lipard of inspectors of election.

Sec. I I1—The first elecrion. which shall
be held on thp first Monday in April, A.
D. 1898, in said township, and the regis-
tration therefor not otherwise provided
for herein, shall be conducted under the
general laws of the state of Michigan.

All township officers iu the said town-
ship of Plymouth at the time of the pus-
_gage of this act shall continue to exercise

HISTORY OF GLOVES.

They Have Played it Great
Annals of Romance

Gloves have breathed defiance
from knight to knight, served
pledges of love between cavaliers anrl
ladies fair, hung upon the altars of
gloomy mediaeval churches, mute wit-
nesses to the vows of pious devotees;
have been fastened upon church walls
as challenges to mortal combat from
foe to foe, says (Lipplncott’s. They
have embellished the pages of history,
the annals of romance, the flights of
poesy, and more than once have borne
in, their perfumed palms the seeds of
death. Whence or where the* glpve
originated is unknown. A plausible
theory suggests that the early man in-
vented them for use in his slow and
painful labor -:among the bushes. A
very rough, homely glove it must have
been, of untanned skins or coarse fab-
ric, and fingerless.

They are mentioned in Homer as
having been worA by Laertes in his
retirement, and Xenophon makes men-
tion of Cyrus' gloves. Their use was
held up to scorn by both these writer-
and among orientals was considered
a mark of effeminacy. They were worn
by the Greek pugilists and wrestleijs
and when introduced in Rome made
rapid progress in popularity among
men of wealth and nobility: ~ UndeT
the emperors they developed fingers
called digitalia. Athenaeus relates a
story of a celebrated glutton who used
to wear gloves at the table in order
to finger the meat while it was hot and
so devour more thaq his companions.
It is not known ho\*iey reached Brit-
ain, Ibut it musC have'been at-an early
period. Mention is made of them iu
the poem of Beowulf.. As the word is f
of Saxon origin, from glof, they may
have been introduced by that people;
but their use was never common until
after the advent of-the Normans, and
then it was restricted to the gentlemen
of the noble and royal families.

HE Ohio . Experi-
ment Station has
used several meth-
ods of treatment
and two of |these
were uni formly
successful. A.third
method reduces the
smut .one-half to
three-fourths.j The
successful methods
axe immersing the
seed for 10 to 15 minutes In scalding
water—temperature of water 132 jto 133
degrees F., and soaking the seed from
18 to 20 hours In a solution of potassi-
um sulfid (liver of sulfur) made by dis-
solving one and one-half pounds of the
sulfld in twenty-five gallons of water.
This solution should be.kept In a [wood-
en vessel. In the hot water treatment
the seed is placed In a wire mesh ves-
sel or in an open gunny bag and then
immersed. Ten minutes treatment
gave the same results as fifteen; min-
utes, while the longer did no injury.
W ith the potassium sulfid method the.
grain is covered directly by the (liquid
ind allowed to remain for the time
stated. In both cases the seed will
need to be dried to sow in the drill, but
may belsown broadcast while still wet.
Details of these methods will be jfound
in Bulletin 64 of the Ohio Experiment
Station. Another method was tried in
1886. It consists in treating thi seed
oats in piles by sprinkling with a solu-
tion of potassium sulfid from a water-
ing can with rose. The grain must be
repeatedly stirred during treatment
and the sprinkling is done also at in-
tervals of an hour. By this sprinkling
method the smut was reduced from 12
per cent to 1 per cent in one gase; 1from
28 per cent to 10 per cent in another.
Hot water and sulfld soaking treat-
ments of the same seed reduced the
smut to 1-10 of one per cent and 6-10
of one per cent of smut respectively. It
will be seen that the sprinkling method
Is not so complete a prevention as the
hot water and soaking methods.

The details of the sprinkling method
are as follows: Dissolve one pound of
fresh potassium sulfid in fifteen and
one-half gallons of water In a wooden
vessel. This solution will be enough
to treat 500 pounds or fifteen and one-
half bushels of seed oats. In other
words, every gallon of the mixture,
made as directed, will treat one bushel
of oats.. Place the oats In piles of five
to eight bushels upon a tight floor and
sprinkle with the sprinkler every hour
until the liquid is used. Just enougn
should be applied so that none goes to
waste. The seed should be well stirred
between sprinkings. After ail the so-
lution has been applied, the oats Should
lie not more than six. Inches deep and
should be thoroughly stirred twice a
day. “ It is best sown'about t"o to
three days after treatment. Manifestly
the seed will be swollen andvmust be
applied in a-larger fuantity per Acre.
The -attention to the condition of the
s8ed after treatment and before sowing
is evidently as exacting as foi- the hot
water or soaking methods. The pref-
erence of the Experiment Station is for
the hot water method as most effective
and at the same time most practicable.
This sprinkling reatment fs staged for
the benefit' of any who desire to use it.
There is no method of seed treatment
that does not involve labor.

Mnck Lauda Mode Valuable]

Beginning near Lawton, MicbL, and
extending westerly past Dowagiac, is
an immense swamp, says Drainage
Journal. A portion of it is[covered
with black ash and birch and) other
large portions have In ages past been
burled under water so long that Its
growth ofetrees has been smothered.

Owners of
swamp land constructed laterals, and
a large body of the land was brought
into condition for cultivation. Shrewd
residents of Lawton, Kalamazpo and
other points invested in the swamp.

The ground produces fine celery, and
an effort has been made to colonize-
Hollanders from Kalamazoo to work it,
but so far without marked success. Be-
fore ‘being drained these nJuck lands
had only a nominal value.

yet remunerative. The mint produces
s valuable oil when distilled. Each
mint grower has a small still, and the
distillation is said to be a very, simple
process. It is claimed that mint grow-
ers realize a profit of $40 or more per
acre.

Good Roots In Transplanting Trees*

Mr. H. M. Stringtellow, a_fruit grow-
er of Texas, and who Is regarded in
that section as a good authority on
practical'fruit culture, has lately start-
led planters by contending that young
trees planted for orchards, or, one may
say, for anything’else, are better with-
out roots than with them. He cuts in

all' the roots to a mere stump, ntaking.:

the tree little more than a mere cut-
ting. says Mehafi’s Monthly. T le top
is of course at, the samp time cut in
severely. It fa argued that there is a
great point gained, provided suc®i trees

value fa placed on the root fibers; and
distinction should, be made between
the truerootsand root fibers. The fiber
is practically only a thread-like pro-
duction which pushes out of ~hel main
roots in large quantities. They live
only for one year, just as the leaf does,
and they can be of very little practical
use to a tree In transplanting. The
success of a transplanted tree cornea
from the new production, of thesa
flbera The food of a tree fa taken in

these fibers, the trgfenwill not grow.
What is needed in a successful trans-
planting is an abundance of two or
three-year-old roots, and not annual
fibers. It is this which makes a trans-
planted tree much more of a success
than one not transplanted. When the
large old roots are shortened, and.a
pumber of new, true roota-prbceed, this
Is the claBs of roots desirable. If there
are a number of this class to the maiD
stem of the plant, we should be apt to
regard all the other mass of very old
roots and half-dead fibers as being in
the way of success rather than to aid it.
For trees generally, Mr. Stringfellow’s
taethod will not be adopted, but the
thought is useful in showing us the
absurdity of many of our old views. '

Irrigating JUII-Sldea.

i The Country Gentleman calls atten-
tion to the test of a Connecticut farmer
of the value of irrigation on sandy soil.
By the aid of rams water is elevated
from a valley brook to a reservoir at
the top of the hill. From here it is dis-
tributed to leading points on the farm
in two and one-half inch pipes, and
from these old discarded fire hose is
used to distribute the water over the
fields. Wooden troughs in twelve-foot
sections feed into each other, and are
easily moved about the fields. These
are set at propergrades whereverwant-
ed, and the water turned into them
through the hose. «J3y a series of little
piles along the trough water is allowed
*o run down to rows of melons, straw -
berries or asparagus, the flow being
regulated so as to run freely, but with-
out washing. This year, wishing to
carry over some old strawberry beds
for fruiting another season, Mr, Eddy
cleared the rows, narrowed them to
eight or ten inches, and turned on the
iwater. The beds took on a new,
ptrong growth, and are as nearly per-
fect as can be. Then, to extend the
plantations, runners from new beds,
as new plants developed, were taken
lup with little or np root and thickly
lined out in rows a foot apart, the
water* put trickling down the rows so
as to keep them moist all the time, and
the little runners went at once jto work
making strong, new plants with abun-
dance of fibrous roots. Celery, cabbage
and other crops are treated in like
manner.

Treating 8trawl>erry Plants.

An eastern exchange says: L. J.

Farmer, a widely known strawberry-
grower of Pulaski, N. Y., has a methbd
of his own for spring treatment of
strawberry plants. The plants are tak-
en up very early and trenched closely
!In sloping trenches, about seven inches
deep, twelve to fifteen plants fo the
linear foot, and crowns even with the
surface. The roots are clipped before
trenching. The whole surface is mulch-
ed, the beds (each consisting of three
trenches eight inches apart) thoroughly
Soaked, and a week after sprayed with
Bordeaux mixture. The plants are
kept in the beds, where they can be fre-
quently sprayed for mildew (which in
Oswego county fa worse than rust)
about six weeks. Ten thousand can
thus be treated on a square rod of
land. About May 20 the plants are set
in the fields, and will ordinarily need
no more spraying until after they have
knade a crop. Mr. Farmer putB the win-
ter mulch on early, about a3 soon as
the ground will ‘bear a wagon. Horse
mmanure is the preferred mulch.
! The Farmers* Review? regards the
above with a good deal suspicion,
and does not advise its readers to try
It It can hardly be believed .that the
plants set out in May could develop
enough roots to giv« a large yield of
fruit

Profitable Dairying.—There Is no use
trying to make dairying profitable on
bid lines. Better cows are needed at
pnee, and they should have the best
icare. Stock that has to stand out in alj
kinds of weather and has no shelter

from the fierce storms that sweep
across those prairies, other than a
barbed vrir?, fence, will never vyield

enough milk to be a source of impor-
tant income to the owner. Cows must
be well housed and well fed; and beeter
care of the milk before it goes to th”
creamery Is absolutely essential. Clean-
liness in the barn, about-the 1141k
rooms, with the pails and cans in
which the milk Is handled, should re-
ceive very close attention. Get the
milk to the creameries in first-class
shape, free from the bad odors that
are so often absorbed by it, and fthe
fault will lie with the creamery man-
agement if the finished product is not
<f 2 high grade.

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MICHIGAN'S LEGISLATORS

The House got another rub at Gov.
Pingree by passing over his veto the
Flintcharter bill by a vote Of 7?to 19.
The House also passed the bill abolish-
ing the fee system for all county offi-
cers, except sheriffs, Wayne and Blent
counties alone exempted. It proyides-
tliat all. fees reoeired by county officers

shall be turned into the dbunty t&eras-:

uriesahd the'boards of Supervisors-of
the various counties affected shall fix
the salaries of the officere at the last
meeting of the board preceding an
election. The Senate'has killed the
joint resolution which jfnWided that a
constitutional amendmend be submit-
ted to a vote of the people, -whereby
the regents of the II. of M. would be
subjected to the authority of the leg-
islature. The House committee on pri-
vate corporations is haying a time with
the independentand the Bell telephone
companies. The representatives of in-
dependent companies'of various cities
areurging-Jhe passage of a bill to pre-
vent the Bell company from making
ruinous rales for the purpose of driv-
ing out competitors.

Railroad bills have had another in-
ning in the House and this time the
people s welfare induced a little more
favorable consideration. Three" bills
wfere passedionc step nearer completion
by being agreed to ki committee of the
whole, but they have yet to receive
the formal vote, of approval before
passing on to the Senate. The+most
important of the bilisagreed to was the
anti-discrimination bill which in its
latest form providesthat-every shipper,
shall be entitled to the lowest:rate for
the transportation of freight that such
railroad gives to any ptlier shipper on
the same class of freight; providing, in
case o( a violation of this provision,
that the shipper discriminated against
may recover from the road before any
justice of the peace in the city or town-
ship where such overcharges are made
an amountjequal to double the amount
charged for the transportation of his
freight aufi 850 additional. The bill
originally provided a penalty for dis-
crimination in passenger rates also,
but .this Was killed. The other two
bills provide that each railroad passen-
ger shall be entitled to have one bicy-
cle carried free as ordinary baggage,
and compelling the railroad company
to equip its cars with hooks, racks or
appliances' for storiug wheels so its not
to mar or scratch them, the company
not to be eresponsible for the wheels
except by the carelessness or negli-
gence of its employes: also requiring
automatic bellsignals at crossings that
can be heard a distance of 20 rods
away, upon the approach of a train,
such signals to be established upon the
order of the railroad commissioner,
who is obliged fo investigate any cross-
ing and determine as to the necessity
for such signal whenever five freehold-
ers. who use such crossing, petition
for it. (The fight over these bills, par-
ticularly the one against discrimina-
tions. was so long thatall other busi-
ness was crowded out for the day.
The Sena'te when itrecently passed tne
bill to prohibit the coloring of butter
substitutes to imitate butter (kno'yn
as the oleomargarine bill) in some way
left off the enacting clause. This was
potdiscovered until the bill'reached
Gov. Piugree. It was then recalled
and has again been passed, enacting
clause and sill. The Senate backed up
the House in its jab at the governor
and also pasised thel Flint charter bill
over the- governor's veto.

To adjourn May 3! was the purport
of a resolution introduced by Senator
Coleman, but after considerable talk it
was defeated. Ontonagon county will
not be cut in two to make a new
eount.y, which'it was proposed to name
Lincolu lcounty, as the Senate killed
the bill by a vote of 21 to 8. The Don-
ovan curfew bill was passed by tho
‘Senate. The Senate debated the uni-
form text book bill at length and the
bill waareferred to the committee on
appropriations. The House has got its
hand in the killing business and*is
butchering right and. left in great
shape. The Lusk-Gordon home rule
bill got in the way was laid low.
It is said, however'that an attempt
will be made to reconsider it. April
27 bas been decided upon as special
railroad day when railroad bills will
be considered. Atkinson's bill for a
uniform law for negotiable instruments
failed to pass the House. The Eikhoff
Mower bill and two railroad bills, the
bicycle and dangdr signal bills, passed
the House without debate. One of the
most interesting sessions of the House
teas a three and a half hour debate on
the Bates bill permitting the members
pfanv fraternal'and beneficial society
the right of appeal to the courts of ,the
state in case of disputed insurance
claims. No action was taken upon the:
measure.

The; ' railroad committee of the
House is apparently working hand
in glove with the railroads. The com-
mittee decided to report unfavor-
ably bills providing for the repeal of
the Michigan Central special charteu;.
to prevent special chartered railroads
-from making law: rates between points,,
even on commutation tickets, which
they do.notgrant all other points on
their lines. The committee”reported
out favorably tbte bill permitting vail'
roads incorporated -m other states to.
hold sealt-y te Michigan;.-also the bill
permitting, railroad directors to hold
meetings in any part of the state.

The others were as follows; Providing
means whereby to secure the judg-
ments againsfcivillages that have no as-
sessing officer within court jurisdic-
tion; permitting one-third the
directors of hunting, yachting; fishing,
boating, rowing and othersporting as-
sociations to be non-residents of tlie
state, and permitting secretaries and
treasurers of such associations who are
not members thereof; permitting the
eastern Michigan asylum’ to- expendf
825,000 of its funds for a laundry aino*
electric lighting-plant; prohibiting the
killing of beaver until 1906.and making
a close season.for otter, fisherand,mar-
ten from Ma3’1to Nov. 150f each year;
providing for an appeal to- the circuit
court from the decisions of the. probate
court with regard to the sanity of per-
sons and granting a jury trial npoo ap-
peal. This last bill was made retroac-
tive for two years. During a 20-minute
session the .Senate passed one local- bill,
appointed the conference committee
with regard to the Donovan amend-
ment to the conymlsory education* law,
and concurred in the resolution- con-
gratulating President Angell.
