Seven Pensioners Whose Husbands Served 

Under Washington.
Seven w omen are s till draw ing pen­

sions as  the. w idows of m en w ho saw 
active service in  the  w ar of th e  revolu­
tion; women whose husbands served 
under W ashington  m ore th a n  120 years 
ago, says the  Ladles’ Home Journal. 
T he e ldest of these surv iv ing  widows 
of the  revolution is living in  Los A n­
geles, Cal. She is Mrs. Lovey Aldrich, 
now in the  98th year of he r age. H er 
husband waa P riv a te  Caleb Aldrich, 
who w as born  in  th e  year 1763, and 
served as a  soldier boy in  the  New 
E ngland cam paigns of th e  w ar. Mrs. 
Nancy Jo n es  of Jonesborough, Tenn., 
whose husband was D arling Jones, 
private in one of the N orth  Caroling 
regim ents, is the youngest o t  the  revo 
lu tionary  widows, bein'* now  abou t 83 
years of age. T he o ther five are 
N ancy Cloud, w ho is  liv ing  a t  Chnifa 
Va., and is the  widow of Sergt. W il­
liam  Cloud of Capt. C h ristian ’s V ir­
g in ia line; E sthe r S. D am an of P lym ­
outh  Union, VL, whose husband was 
P riva te  Noah D amon of M assachusetts; 
M ary Snead, liv ing  a t  P arksley , Va., 
widow of P riva te  Bowdoin Snead; 
Nancy A. W eatherm an, who lives at 
E lk Mills, Tenn., and. whose first hus­
band was R obert Glascock, a  filer in 
one of th e  V irginia regim ents, an'df R e­
becca Mayo, liv ing  a t  N ew burn, Va., 
widow of S tephen Mayo, a  soldier from 
V irginia. T ha t thdse womlen can be 
the widows of revolu tionary  soldiers 
can be readily  understood in view of 
the  fact th a t the ir husbands w ere well 
on in years when they m arried. As, for 
example, w hen E s th e r Sum m er m ar­
ried Noah Damon in the  year 1835— 
fifty-tw o years after the close of the 
w ar—she was bu t 21,. w hile he was 67. 
The la st revolu tionary  pensioner who 
had m arried  p rio r to  the  close of the 
war, and had therefore ac tually  lived 
during  revolu tionary  tim es, w as Nancy 
Serena, widow of Daniel F. Bakeman. 
She died about tw enty-seven years ago 
only a  year o r tw o after he r husband, 
who was the last of the  revolutionary 
soldiers on the  pension roll.

an  ardent, uneom - 
p r o  raising public 

advocate of w om an's righ ts. Is
now  seriously  ill in  th is  ' city. 
D isease h as  laid low th e  wom­
an  whose sta lw a ft w ill carried  her 
th rough  a  successful career in th e  face 
o f opposition and obstacles of every 
sort. Few  careers have been m ore ro­
m antic . A beautiful g irl, she w as be­
sieged w ith  adm irers, and  m igh t have 
m ade ' m any b rillia n t m arriages. At 
one tim e a  vice p resident of th e  U nited 
S ta tes and tw o U nited S ta tes senators 
sough t he r hand. B ut she disdained all 
offers. She had her m ission to  fulfill, 
and  Inexorably pursued i t  u n til m is­
fo rtune  and illness finally showed her 
th e  fallacy of h e r  course.

the first w om an to
become a  U nited
S ta tes m arshal, and 
fo r m any years 
know n over the
leng th  and b red th  
of th e  coun try  as 
an  arden t, uncom - 
p r  o m islng public 

advocate of wom an’s righ ts. Is
now seriously ill in th is  city. 
D isease h as  laid low th e  wom­
an  whose sta lw a rt w ill carried  her 
th rough  a  successful career in  the  face 
of opposition and obstacles of every 
sort. Few  careers have been m ore ro­
o m  tic. A beautiful girl, she was be­
sieged w ith  adm irers, and m ight have 
m ade m any b rillian t m arriages. A t 
one tim e a  vice p resident of the  U nited 
S ta tes and tw o U nited S ta tes senators 
sough t h e r  hand. B ut she disdained all 
offers. She had  h e r  ipLssion to  fulfill, 
and  Inexorably pursued i t  un til m is­
fo rtune  and illness finally showed her 
th e  fallacy of he r course. F o r Phoebe 
Cousins now believes th a t she h as  been 
m istaken all he r life, and  th a t th e  tru e  
aim  of womanhood is not civil equality  
w ith  man; but home and  m otherhood. 
H er paren ts w ere o rig inally  from  the  
E a s t  H er father, who was am ong the  
m ost prom inent U nionists c* St. Louis, 
received the  appo in tm ent o f chief o f 
police and provost m arshal of th e  city  
during  the w ar.. H er m pther was the 
head of. the  St. Louis branch of the 
san ita ry  com mission, and  had charge 
of th e  city  hospitals. As a  g irl Phoebe 
Cousins was as b rillian t as  she was 
beautiful. She very early  showed Tier 
disinclination , or ra th e r he r contem pt, 
fo r social life. F o r  several years she 
w as th e  belle of St. Louis. B ut none 
o f he r adm irers could m ake headway 
w ith  her. I t w as her favorite  them e 
th a t wpmen had a  h igher m ission in 
life th a n  m arriage.

W hen i t  w as know n th a t Phoebe 
C ousins had entered  the law depart­
m ent of the  W ashington  U niversity 
th e re  was no surprise. St. Louis had 
become fully acquainted w ith h e r  bent. 
H er friends knew th a t he r years of 
reign ing  bellehocd had been from  her 
po in t of view m ost unprofitable, and 
th a t from  them  she had derived but 
m oderate p leasure.- H er beauty had 
won m any adm irers and su ito rs quite 
as m any, b u t so pla in ly  did she show 
her preference fo r men of years and 
wisdom th a t one by one they left her 
side. Miss Phoebe did not appear to 
even notice th e ir  desertion. She was 
in  th e  zenith  of her beauty then , tall,, 
slender, supple, w ith  delicate patrician  
features, b rillian t b lack  eyes and raven 
hair. H er com plexion was olive, w ith 
a  rich  sh ifting  crim son in her. cheeks.

H ers were chiefly clerical duties, 
b u t they enabled h e r  to  gain an  in­
sigh t in to  the requirem ents of the  offi­
cial life of he r chief, and w hen her 
fa ther died she w as appointed to fill 
th e  vacancy during  th e  unexpired 
term .

respiration . M. P atriz i, an  Ita lian  
physiologist, had  a  p a tien t w ith  a 
wound in  the  sku ll w hich laid  bare 
the  brain . H e w as th u s  enabled to ob­
serve th e  ac tual effect of m usic on the 
cerebral c irculation . M usic occasioned 
an  increase! in  th e -s iz e  of the  brain 
itself. The effect on th e  cerebral c ir­
culation w as variable, th e  vessels be­
ing  som etim es constricted  and  some­
tim es dilated. A t o ther tim es no effect 
was produced. MM. B inet and- Cour­

t i e r  experim ented on a  m usician. Iso­
lated notes, chords in  unison and d is­
cords w ere -first tried . Both m ajoi 
chords stru ck  In a  lively m anner and 
discords quickened th e  resp iration , the 
la tte r  m ore especially. M inor chords 
tended to  re tard  resp iration . W hen 
melodies w ere tr ied  i t  w as found thai 
a ll, w hether grave o r gay , produced 
quickened resp ira tion  and  increased 
ac tion  o f  th e  h e a r t  The lively tune* 
produced th e  g rea tes t acceleration.

At 
present the boards of the various state 
institutions and departments drawn the 
money Appfoprta-ted for them in quar­
terly installments, often months in ad­
vance of the time when it is needed. 
There has been cases where the state 
has been compelled to borrow money 
and pay interest upon .'it in order to 
lire np to the law which allow the 
hoards to get their m o n e y  in advance. 
There is no way of knowing whether 
the state g$ts interest on the various 
deposits,or not. The bill* proposed is 
intended toprovide that all state funds 
are to be kept in the state treasury, 
th e money to be taken therefrom, by a 
system of checks, tph^ passed through 
the office of the auditor-general and 
then |>aid from tbo state treasury. By 
th is system the state would get all the 
interests and there would be some 
means of knowing just how the various 
institutions spend their money.

I t & understood that there is room 
for reform <in connection with the fi­
nances of state departments, also. 
One o f  the most prominent officials of 
th e e&te, who handles about $30,000 a 
.year, does not hdve to give one dollar 
in  boode.aod another spends his money 
without having to aecouut to the state 
board of auditors or any one else.

The public clamor in Athens became 
so strong that King George sent for 
Premier Delyanis and aftcra long con­
ference demanded his resignation 
which was given on the spot.

Demetrius Ralli. the new premier, 
was the leader of the opposition to the 
retiring cabinet. He has been minis­
ter of justice and minister of the in­
terior and is widely known. As soon 
as the legislative chamber appro*fes 
the new cabinet the premier and min­
ister of war will start for Pharsala.

The public tension is much relieved 
by the change of ministers and it is 
now believed that all serious danger of 
internal disorder is removed.

at Velestino in which the Turks were 
driven back. The main Turkish force 
has advanced from Larissa and taken 
positions before Pharsala and sev­
eral skirmishes have ^occurred.

Following quickly upon a fetor in of 
cyclonic proportions, a mighty wall of 
water six feet high and a mile wide, 
caused by a cloudburst, rushed upon 
West Guthrie, Okla., with a frightful 
roar,#sweeping all before it  with a 
fury that .was resistless. Death rode 
rampant on the wave and scores of 
people were whirled away by the mer­
ciless flood. The number who lost 
their lives will not be known for weeks 
but it is thought that over 60 people 
were drowned.

Every movable thing was swept be­
fore the deluge which passed on into 
the valley with resistless force, wreak­
ing terrible destruction to life and 
property wherever it reached. Hun­
dreds of houses were wrecked; for 
miles farms were completely ruined,

along the Cottonwood river. Many 
farm houses in that district are re­
ported to have been swept away.

Henry Daniels, a highly respected 
Negro termer, 60 years of age, was 
found destroyed by fire, and in the 
smoldering ruins, were the bodies of 
Daniels, his daughter Mary, aged 17, 
and hi8 son's little girl, aged 9. It was 
very evident that they, were murdered, 
and bloddhounda were brought into 
use and led to a house occupied by 
a family named Thomas. Four of 
the boys were arrested. They were 
soon induced to confess that they had 
assaulted the two girls and then mur­
dered the three and burned the house. 
They implicated Fayette Rhoan/Will 
Gates and Will Williams who were also 
arrested. That night a mob overpow­
ered the guards and dragged out the 
seven murdqrers, none of whom was 
over 21 years of age. They, were all 
strung up to one tree and their bodies 
riddled with bullets.

41 Person* Killed by. Hailstone*.
The Riceverde valley in the state of 

San Luia. Potosi, Mexico, was visited 
by a terrific hail storm, which not ojtily 
ruined the growing crops, but caused 
great loss of life. Reports have been 
rereived of-the'killing of 41 persona, by 
hailstones.

The Senate committee on finance cut

lic health committee of the Senate op­
posed the House amendment to the 
anti-cigarette hill, placing the age of 
persons to whom the sdle of cigarettes 
and tobaccos are prohibited under 21, 
and the committee cut off four years.

Gov. Pingrec's latest appointments 
received more respectful treatment 
from the Senate than previous ones. 
Joseph L. Cox, of Battie Creek, was 
confirmed as state labor commissioner 
without liisappointment being referred 
to a committee. A batch of minor se­
lections iwerit.to the committee on exe­
cutive business. Prize Rights and glove 
contests are to ‘bo prohibited, in all 
forms, in thie state by a bill passed by 
the Senate by a vote of 17 to 0. Sen­
ator Warner offered a concurrent reso­
lution to bring express companies to 
time in the matter of taxes It directs 
the attorney-general tjo collect from 
the express companies a one per cent 
upon the gross moneys collected by 
them in the state instead of collecting 
one per cent ttipon the gross earnings 
within the stjatc. The Senate also 
passed the bill to pension Detroit fire­
men totally.disabled while on duty at 
t}ie rate of $73jper month. It provides 
that those totally disabled previous to 
the passage ot the bill are entitled to 
a pension. The anti-cigarette bill was 
passed by the Senate as were the fol­
lowing measures: Prohibiting the kill­
in g  of prairie'chickens for five years; 
to prevent th^ forfeiture of fire insur­
ance policies jby the violation of any 
condition of the policy when such vio­
lation has been without prejudice 
to the insurer; providing that 
the bodies of the paupers of 
the Saginaw' valley be sent to the 
Saginaw Medical college. The House 
helped Gov. Pi agree by killing the bill 
which provides .that tliej governor must 
make appointments to lull official va­
cancies that j exist duifihg the legis­
lative sessions. Game laws were 
altered considerably bjhtho House in 
committee of)the whole, the principal 
changes being: To prohibit hunting of

Rep Chamberlain's bill waa agreed 
to in the House condmittee b t  the 
whole, to prohibit prize fights, glove 
contests, sparring matches, or any form 
of pugilistic encounter or exhibition; 
also the reprodnetion of the same by 
the biograph, vitascope, kinetoscope 
or any kindred device or machine. 
An attempt was made by the opponent# 
of the btU'to include fobt■'bagl Fames 
in tbe biU but this was knosktdroht as  
was a move to prohibit newspapers 
publishing accounts of prize fights. 
The Williams election bill, providing 
that persons who cannot read the Eng­
lish language may select any elector 
to aid them In easting theiir-vofe, in­
stead of being, guided by 'election in­
spectors, as at present, was killed in 
the House committee of the whole. 
Another bill which was “laid out” in- 
the House was the one appropriating 
$11,000 for farmers’ institutes, and the 
farmer members themselves did the 
killing. It will pr’obably be reconsid­
ered. The Senate passed the follow­
ing bills: Appropriating $115,000 for 
the Michigan college of mines; to per­
mit sureties on bonds given by execu­
tors, administrators, guardians or 
trustees, to appear in probate court in 
opposition to the allowance of accounts 
of such executors, guardians, etc.; re­
quiring judges of probate to 
give notire to foreign consuls 
of an application for administra­
tion of the estate of deceased persons; 
for the appointment of guardians df 
persons who are habitually addicted to 
the use of narcotic or noxious drugs, 
and for habitual drunkards; providing 
that when factory inspectors order im­
provements to factories the expense of 
the same shall be borne by the owner 
and not the tenant; permitting tele­
phone stock to be issued in $10 shares; 
providing an automatic b£ll signal at 
railroad crossings^ appropriating $7,500 
for improvements at the Ionia asylum.

memory-and their ambition unlike any­
thing that we retail or hope for? With 
more emphasis than you put into the 
interrogatory “Wny,” I answer, Flirst: 
Because our Christ was an Asiatic. 
Egypt gave to us its monuments, Rome 
gave to us its law1, Germany gave to us 
its philosophy, but Asia gave to us its 
Christ. His mother an Asiatic; the 
mountains that looked down upon him, 
Asiatic; the lakes on whose pebbly 
banksvhfe* rested and on whose chqpped 
waves he walked, Asiatic; the aposUea 
whom he first commissioned, Asiatic; 
the audiences he whelmed with bis il­
lustrations drawn from blooming lilies 
and salt crystals,| and great rain-falls, 
and bellowing tempests, and hypocrites 
long faces, and croaking ravens—all 
those audiences Asiatic.,  Christ during 
his earthly stay Was never outside of 
Asia. When he had sixteen or eighteen 
years to spare from his active work, 
instead of spending thdt time in Eu­
rope, I think he goes farther toward 
the heart of Asia, namely. India. The 

‘Bible says nothiing of Christ from 
twelve years of age until thirty], but 
there are records In India and tradi­
tions In India which represent a 
strange, wonderful, most excellent, and 
supernatural being as staying in India 
about that time. J think Christ was 
there much of the time between his 
twelfth and his thirtieth year, but how­
ever rhat may be, Christ was born in 
Asia, suffered in Asia, died in Asia, as­
cended from Asia, and all that makes 
me turn my ear mere attentively toward 
tli^t continent us I hear its cry pf dis­
tress. • • *

Most interesting are the people of In­
dia. At Calcutta, I said to one of their 
leaders, who spoke English well:

“Have these idols which I see any 
power of themselves to help or de­
stroy?”

He said: “No; they only represent 
God. There Is but one God.”

"When people die, where do they go 
to?”

"That depends upon^what they have 
been, doing; if they have been doing 
good; to heaven, anil if they have boen 
dping evil, to hell.”

“But do you not believe In the trans­
migration of souls, and that aftejr death 
we go .Into birds or animals Of some 
sort?”

."Yes; the last creature a man Is 
thinking of while dying is the one into 
which he will go. If he is thinking of 
a bird, he will go Into a bird; if he is 
thinking of a beast, he will gq into a 
b^ast.”

"I thought you said that at death the 
soul goes to heaven or hell?”

“He goes there by a gradual process. 
Tt' may take him years aud years.”

“Can any one become a Hindoo? 
Could I become a Hindoo?”

“Yes, you could.”
“How could I become a Hindoo?”
“By doing as the Hindoos do.”
From the walls of one of their mu­

seums at Jeypore I had translated for 
me these beautiful sentiments:

The wise make raiiure equal to suc­
cess.

Like threads of silver seen through 
crystal beads, let love through good 
deeds show.

Do not to others that which! if done 
to thee would cause thee pain. And 
this is the sum of duty,

A man obtains a proper rule of action 
by looking on his neighbor as himself.

From that continent of interesting 
folk, from that continent that gave 
the Christ, from that continent which 
has been endeared by so many mis­
sionary heroics, there comes a groan 
of eighty .million people in hunger. 
Mor  ̂ people are in danger of starving 
to death in India to-day than the en­
tire population of the United States. 
In the famine in India in the year 1677 
about six million people starved to 
death. That is more than all the peo­
ple of Washington, of New York, of 
Philadelphia, of Chicago, put together. 
But that famine was not a! tenth pari 
as awful as the one therex now raging. 
Twenty thousand are dying there of 
famine every day: Whole villages and 
towns have died—every man. woman 
and child; nohe left to bury the dead. 
■The vultures and the jackals are the 
only pallbearers. Though some- help 
has been sent, before full relief can 
reach them I suppose there will be 
at least ten million dead. Starvation, 
even for one person, is an awful pro­
cess. No food, the vitals gnaw upon 
themselves and faintness and languor 
and pangs from head to foot, and hor- 

wor and despair and insanity take full 
possession. One handful of wheat or 
corn or ride per day would keep life 
going, but they cannot get a handful. 
The crops failed and the millions are 
dying. Oh. It is hard to be hungry In 
a world where there is enough grain, 
and fruit, anil meat, to fill all the hun­
gry mouths on the planet; but alas! 
that the sufferer and the supply cannot 
be brought together. There stands In­
dia to-day! Look at her! Her face 
dusky from the suns of , many centur­
ies; under her turban such achings of 
brow as only a dying nation feels; her 
eyes hollow with unutterable woe; the 
tears rolling down her sunken cheek; 
her back bent with more agonies than 
she knows how to carry; her ovens 
containing nothing but ashes. Gaunt, 
ghastly, wasted, the dew of1 death upon 
her forehead and a. pallor such as the 
last hour brings, she stretches forth 
her trembling hand towards us and 
with hoarse whisper shejsays: “I am 
dying! Give me bread! That is what 
I want! Bread! Give it fo me quick! 
Give it to me now—bread! bread! 
bread!** America has heard the cry. 
Many thousands of dollars have al­
ready been contributed. One ship la­
den with breadstuffs has sailed from 
Saw Francisco for India.) Onr senate 
and house of representatives in a bill 
signed by our sympathetic president 
have authorized the secretary of the 
navy to charter a vessel to carry food 
to the famine sufferers, dnd you may 
help to fill that ship. We Want to send 
at least six hundred thousand bushels 
of corn. That will save the lives of at 
least six hundred thousand people.
