Last Monday, acting under orders of
the court; Clerk Nichols took the ballot
boxes before Judge Carpenter, of Detroit’
for a,recount for the office of township
treasurer, of the township of -Plymouth.

It was claimed by Mr, Sessions that
tickets had been counted that bore “dis-
tinguishing” marks and that a recount
would materially change jthe result of
the election, which it did, but ~not in the
way It was anticipated, as the majority
instead of being diminished was increased
six, three from each precinct. Mr. Whit-
beck is well pleased over the way it result-
ed, it being the hardest fought battle that
has occurred in this township for many
lyears. The evenness of the vote was not
so much due to the political parties as it
\yas to the ‘men themselves, as both are
men of sterling qualities and men that
would honor the office.

Crop Report,

April was acool wet month. The mean
weekly temperature of the state during
the month was from two to nearly four
degrees below the normal, and the rainfall
after the 10th in excess djf the- normal.
The last week of the month the rainfall
was excessive, almost drowjining out wheat
on low, flat and undrained fields. The
eastern portion -of the central section
seems to have suffered most. The reports
were made on Saturday, May 1, before
the rains had ceased.

The average- condition of wheat is as
follows: Southern counties, 84; central,
74; northern, 87, and state, 82 per cent,
comparison being with vitality and
growth of average years. The average
for the state in 1896 was 92, 80in 1895
and 90 in 1894. The condition in the
southern counties is 7 per cent lower than
one year ago.< 11

Very little wheat will be plowed up in
the southern and northern counties be-
cause winter-killed or otherwise destroy-
ed. The proportion-inthn central coun:
ties is reported at 11 per cent.

Correspondents in their notes comment
extendedly on the outlook, but these
notes are not quoted as the percentages
given fairly indicate their views.

The amount of wheat reported market-
ed by farmers in April is 889,458 bushels
Ss compared with 468,634 bushels in April,
896, and 8ip,226 bushels in April, 189,
and the amount in the nine months, Aug-
ust-April, 8,364,329 bushels, as compaied
with 7,781,870 bushels in the same months
last year, and 9,670,541 bushels in 1895.

The wet weather has been favorable
for grass, and the area thatwill bellowed
up because winter-killed or otherwise
destroyed is estimated at only 7 per ceDt
of the total area in the state. In May,
189C, the percentage was 26. The average
condition in the southern: counties is 90;
central 86 ; northern, 87, and state 80.

Apples promise less than two-thirds,
and peaches less than one-half, of an
eavefage crop. The figures are, southern
counties, apples 62, peaches 41; central
counties, apples 66, peaches 64, and north-
ern counties, apples 79, peaches 58. One
year ago apples promises 96 per cent, and
peaiches 84 per cent, of an average crop.

On the other hand,
the rumor is revived of the existence
of a secret treaty, by the terms of which
Russia undertakes Ao uphold the in-
tegrity of Turkey, who thereby becomes
her vassal. It is alleged that there can
be no other reason for Russia’s unex-
pected attitude toward Greece.'

Destructive spring freshets have oc-
curred this,Iseason over a wider area
than ever before in the history of the
North American continent. There is
but one cause—the destruction of the
forests. The immediate results, loss
of human life and loss of valuable
property, are lamentable enough; but
the more remote consequences are mat-
ters of evep greater public moment.
The final consequence is barrenness,
aminhabitatjleness. The general awak-
ening to the necesity of.a united move-
ment for the preservation of the for-
ests that remain and the restoration of
wooded areas where they are needed
has been decayed too lopg. This is one
of the most! important questions before
the people of this continent.

So far asithe government of Manito-
ba is concerned, the long-vexed paroch-
ial school question has been settled by.
the enactment by the legislature of a
bill carrying into effect the provisions
of the compromise recently agreed upon
between the Dominion and Manitoba
ministries. Under this settlement pro-
vision is made for religious teaching! in
the schools at the close of the day’s
sessions, trie teaching to be Catholic;or
«Protestaut,J according to the wishes,of
the parents, and attendance thereon to j
be voluntary. The arrangement also |
provides for the employment of Gath- 1
ollc or non-Catholic teachers, accord-
ing to the religious preferences of a 1
certain proportion of the parents, and
for the use of French in schools where

certain number of pupils speak
French as their native language.

Treaties have been negotiated be-
tween President Kruger of the South
African Republic and President Steync
of the Orange Free State which amount
almost to a federation of the two little
Dutch republics! Under the terms; of
the treaties, which await the ratifica-
tion of the Volksraads, the two repub-’
lies agree to aid each other in case of
attack, and the burghers of each state
are given the franchise in either re-
public. The South African Republic
has about twenty-five thousand men
available for military service, and the
Orange Free Stdte has seventeen thous-
and. This alliance has been hastened
by the disturbed relations between the
South African Republic and England.
The fact that more than one-third of
the white population of Cape Colony is
Dutch in origin, and to some extent in
sympathies, has also a bearing upon
any contest between Dutch and English
for supremacy.

*HB HAS METHODS THAT
ALL.HER OWN.

Acquiring a Knowledge of TTnrinr—
One Depositor Wai Uaiag Bor .Bool
for Her Personal Memoranda—A Vol-
ume of “Don't*.”

&E steady increase
in the number ot
women  customers
in New York banks
Is looked upon by
many people as a
sign of woman’s
growing knowledge
of business meth- "
ods, 'but the fact
that much of her
business knowl-
edge is acquired after she becomes a
bank depositor is not generally known,
says the New York Tribune. The hank
people know it and tell many funny
stories about their women customers.
When a man goes to a bank to open
an account the officers take it for grant-
ed that he knows how to draw checks
and how to Indorse them; how to make
out a deposit slip and what to do with
his bank book; but women who have
never bad a bank account must be
coached, and still they make many er-
rors, which cause the bank people much
trouble. It is not unusual for a wom-
an to leave her signature as “Mary
Smith,” and then sign her first check
"Mrs. John Smith.” When a check
comes back to her marked “no account”
she rushes to the bank and usually
tells the officers that they should have
known that the check was all right.
One error of that kind generally cures
a customer, but there are other mis-
takes which are not so easily overcome.
Among these Is the failure to write
checks with pen and ink, and to omit
to write the amount of the check in
figures in the place set apart for that
purpose. “But overdrafts,” said a
bank official, “give us the most work.
The women overdraw their account
because they keep no record of their
checkB, and the story of the woman
who came to the bank to remonstrate
because her check had been returned
branded ‘no funds’ and who said-that
there must be money to her credit be-
cause she had not used half of her
checks was no exaggeration.I In a
neat little vplume published by one
bank the customer is informed that
“'the passbook, while kept by the cus-
tomer, is really the property of the
bank, and nothing should be written
in it by the depositor. The custom of
some persons using their hank pass-
books aa personal memorandum books
causes endless annoyance and labor to
the bookkeeper, who has to handle
large numbers of these books in a short
space of time.” The necessity for pos-
itive instructions of this kind was dem-
onstrated recently when a woman
handed her book to the receiving teller
to have a deposit recorded. It was
found that a line had been drawn un-
der the last figure made by Khe bank,
and the amount figured up, and then
came the. following memoranda:

Paid Sterne... .J
Cook .
Theater tickets.. 3.00
Gab . 2.00

When the bank clerk told the woman
that the book should not be used for
such purposes he was informed indig-
nantly that it was her book and that
she knew how to keep tatty on the
bank. An amusing Incident took place
at an uptown bank a few weeks ago,
and it served to show that some wom-
en are as careful as others are the re-
verse. The new depositor asked where
ahe .could find a deposit slip, and hav-
ing counted her money, separated the
bills of the various denominations and
then wrote on the slip:  $20 in ft bills,
$14 In $2 bills, $40 in $5 bills, $20 in
$10 bills.  In order that depositors may
avoid making errors one bank has
published the following list of
“Don’ts:” Don't draw a check unless
you have the money in the bank or in
your possession to deposit. Don't test
the courage and generosity of your
bank by presenting, or allowing to be
presented, your check for a larger sum
than your balance. Don't draw a check
and send it to a person out of the city,
expecting to make it good before it can
possibly get back; sometimes tele-,
graphic advice is asked about such
checks. Don’t exchange checks with
anybody; this is called “kiting” and is
soon discovered by your bank. It does
your friend no gopd and discredits you.
Dopt quarrel with the teller because he
does not pay you In money exactly as
you wish; aa a rule, he does the beat
hejean. In all your intercourse with
the bank officers treat them with the
same courtesy and candor that you
would expect and desire if the sltua- ,
felons were reversed. Don’t give your
check to &stranger. la an open
door to fraud and if the bank lose*
through yon it win‘not feel kindly
toward you. When yoir send your
checks oat of the city to pay hills
wiftt© the name and residence ot your'
payee, thus: “Pay to John Jones & Co.
of Boston.” This will put yOnr bank
on, guard If presented at the Counter.
Dont commit the folly of supposing
that because you trustthe' bank with
money the bank ought to trust yon by
pairing your overdrafts. Don’t sup-
pose yon can behave badly in one bank
end stand well with the others. Re-

Senate.—34tii day.—The most im-
portant event of the da}’ was the re-
port by the finance committee of the
Dingley tariff bill, or rather a tariff
bill, for the original bill was plastered!

The
speeches were not of akind to stimu-
late the galleries to applause, being in
the main calm and dispassionate re-
views of the situation in Cuba. A res-
olution was agreed to requesting the
secretary of war for information as to
the steps taken to locate a deep-water
harbor at Port Los Angeles or San
Pedro, CaL, in accordance with the re-
port of a commission. House.—The
House resumed the' transaction of pub-
lie business, which had been suspended
since the Indian Appropriation bill was
sent to conference three weeks ago.
The consideration of the Senate amend-
ments to the sundry civil appropriation
bill was taken up. Mr. Simpson, of
Kansas, pursued his tactics of attempt-
ing to harass the majority with pointy
of no quorum, b*t without success.

GREEKS ROUTED.

RETREAT FROM PHARSALA TO
DOKOMOS.

Detent the Turks With Terrible Loea at

Veleatlno, but Superior Number*

Compel a Retreat to Dokomoa—

Powers Will Now Intervene.

The Greek armies at Pharsala and
Velestino under Crown Prjnce Con-
stantine and Gen. Smolenski. respec-
tively, were attacked by the Turkish
forces under Edliem Pasha and a ter-
rible battle resulted. At the close of
the first day’s fight. Crown Prince
Constantine telegraphed: “With God’s
help our side has conquered. The
Turks attacked our advance posts at 2
o'clock. Their movements indicated
an intention to cut off our left wing,
and later they attacked our front.
Our advance posts retreated, as they
| were fighting against very superior
numbers, and took up a position in
front of our right wing. An artillery
duel ensued along the extensive line.
The enemy’s infantry advanced in per-
. fect order at three points and in large
numbers, but they were speedily
‘checked by our infantry. We main-
tain all our positions intact the Turks

being completely repulsed, and
the engagement will certainly be con-
tinued to-morrow.” »

Other dispatches say: The fighting

was the most desperate, and the losses
on both sides were heavy, there being
1,000 Greeks and 0,000 Turks slain.
But the close of the day showed the su-
perior numbers of the Turks had en-
abled them to jJartially outflank jthc
Greeks, and Crown Prince Constahiiufe
therefore decided to make a virtue of
necessity and gaye orders for the evac-
uation of Pharsala? and a rctroak to
Dokomos.
i It was not a stampede, but an or*
derly and well executed military move-
ment, which began as soon as darkness
settled down, and was continued until
the last man. all the arms, artillery
and ammunition had left the place.
Before the first gray streaks of dawn
showed in the east the Greeks had be-
gun the preparations tp defend the
heights of Domokos. Incessant skir-
mishing had been kept up by the out-
lying forces to mask the retreat, but
as soon as the Turks discovered the
situation they tobk possession of Phar-
sala without opposition.

The railroad between Velestino and

. Pharsala was cult by the Turks, thus
shutting off communication between
the Greek armies, cutting off the base
of supplies for Velestino, which forced
Gen. Smolenski to commence a retreat
from that point,to Armyros.

The powers have decided to inter-
vene, and the ministers of Great Brit-
ain, France, Russi®, Germany, Austria
and Italy will hand a collective note to
both the Greek* and Turkish govern-
ments calling upon them to ceasa hos-
tilities on the distinct assurance that
the. powers will undertake the final
solution of pending difficulties.

Senate Kills the Arbitration Treaty.
The final consideration in the Unitpd
States senate of Ithe arbitration treaty
between.the United States aqd Great
Britain, and refusal of that body to
ratify the treaty, by a vote of 43 to 26;
was marked by;a spirited debate in-
troduced by Senator Mills, of Texas,
who made a strong appeal against rati-
fying the agreement.’” He assented
that as amended the document was
most objectionable, not to say contra-
dictory, in terjn, and that under it
England justly iould claim that ques-
tions of territorial rights were still in-
cluded within the scope of the treaty.
Under such circumstances, he asked,
what was to prevent England from
purchasing the! island of Cuba or alny
other American- territory, and in case
of objection on the part of the Uniied
States insisting upon the reference of
the dispute to arbitration. He spoke
of the conduct pf England in connec-
tion with the Graeco-Turkish wa« ajnd
implored the feenate to protect the
United States against the proposed jal-.
liance. The speech made a visible im-
pression and the opinion was general
that the treaty jshould be amended: sp
as to remedy the inconsistencies,
but;this required unanimous consent
and Senator Carter objected. The lat-
ter said that there could be no doubt
of the partiality of the government,
and the people of the.

MICHIGAN’S LEGISLATORS.

After facing what looked like certain
defeat Rep. Edgar, who is a physician
and chairman of the Houstf committee
on public health,won a big:victory by
carrying through the House committee
of the whole his substitute for the raed-
ieal league measure. There was a
lobby of 15 persons on the floor work-
ing against Dr. Edgar's substitute, but
it was finally agreed to with a few
amendments, and how provides that the
governor must appoint a board of six
members, non-sectarian. This board
shall examine all applicants for admis-
sion to-the practice of medicine. Any-
one possessing a certificate or diploma
from any Michigan college which hasa
24 months’ bourse of study must be ad-
mitted to practice without examina-
tion. There is also a proriso in the
bill, againsL which Mr, Edgar fought,
exempting purses or anyone who prac-
tices the arjt of healing without drugs
or medicine (Christian scientists, faith
enrists, magnetic healers, etc.) from
the provisions of the bill. The House
passed the uniform text book bill; also
a bjjl providing for an appeal and a
jury trial in the circuit court from the
decision of the probate judge. This
bill is made retroactive for two yearfc.
President Dunstan of the Senate ruled
to be out of order the concurrent reso-
lution to appropriate 87,300 for a Mich-
igan exhibitat the Tennesseecenten-
nial exposition at Nashville and was
sustained, and that killed it The Sen-
ate committee on the. 1J. of M. reported
without recommendation the bill for
the removal of the homeopathic school
to Detroit and it was placed upoh the
general order.

The Senate
passed the bill appropriating 85.000 fo™
the, state board of health to provide
for teaching in the public schools
meth'bds for the restriction of danger-
ous and communicable diseases; also
the bill compelling ,citieb of 10.000 to
employ police matrons. Among a
batch of appointments sent to the Sen-
ate were those of ex-Mayor T. C
Brooks, of Jackson, asa member of the
board of control of the Jackson state
prison and C. D. Uanaher, of New-
berry, as a member of the board of
control of the upper peninsula hospital
for the insaue, both of which were laid
on the table.

Gov. Pingree sent to both nouses an
exhaustive message on the subject of
taxation of railroads. The governor
claims that instead of the. railroads of
Michigan paying into the state treas-
ury 8743,408.77 d year -they should pay
82,267,523.  All other kinds of properly
are paying increased assessments and
there is no reason why railroads should
not do the same. The governor also
gets in adrive at the express compa-
nies and shows that in 1805in Michigan
they paid S2.74J.34 in taxes, when, if
the assessments had been made in pro-
portion to those in Indiana they would
have p)\id 537,253.93. The governor
says that the laws and system of taxa-
tion of railroads is wrong and gives
thermevery opportunity to defraud the
state, but that lie does notcharge them
with fraud. In conclusion he' said:
“One thing is certain, that Michigan
is not receivingi from railroad compa-
nies any such returns as is received by
other states no more favorably situ-
ated. We get lin Michigan less than
three-quarters of .a million of dollars.
Our adjoining sister, state of Indiana
gets lhore’than two and a quarter mil-
lions, although we have 1,336 miles of
railroad in Michigan in excess of the
mileage of Indiana, and although our
manufactures and  commerce arc
greater than that of Indiana. Taxa-
tion in Michigan has become a question
of paramount importance. It amounts
in many cases to confiscation. It de-
mands the earnest thought and honest
action of those entrusted by the people
with the management of their affairs.”
In the Senate the message'was received
in sileqee and referred to the commit-
tee on state affairs. There was not
much demonstration in the ifousc,
but 5,000 copies; were ordered printed.
Dr. Edgar's hard work irg the House
for hissubstitute for the medical league
bill came to naught, as it. was defeated,
failing by 11 votes to receive the nec-
essary two-thirds vote. There was a
fishy odor in the House during a four
hours’ fight between the state fisbebm-
tnission and the- commercial fishermen
of the state and each side won a point.
The commercial fishermen killed the
bill providing ajlicense system for fish-
ermen, and thejfish commission passed
the bill establishing a closed season for
whitefish and lake trout during Nov-
ember and December, and enlarging
the meshes of «the nets to be used.
Other bills passed by the House: Pro-
viding for police matrons in cities of
10,009 population; amending the dog
tax law so “that: money derived from
dqg taxes shall Iremain in the school
dfetriet where it is collected; making it
cotepulsory up«m the city of Detroit to
issue S130,000 ini bonds for the erection
of a manual training und normal
school. The Senate unanimously pass-
ed the Merriatu bill to increase the
specific taxes pu railroad earnings.
The Senate also adopted a resolution
to adjourn May 31. The retroactive
bill, providing for appeals from pro-
bate judges to circuit courts with a
jury trial, in cases of persons adjudged
insane, was alsq passed by the Senate.

The struggle which independent
telephone companies hiive been mak-
ing against the Bell telephone monop-
oly in various pdrts of the state lias
been recognized in tht House anil a
bill was called from the private corpor-
ations committee establishing a maxi-
mum rate for telephone servigij in cit-
ies of the state at a point equivalent to
the highest rate now charged by Inde-
pendent companies, bnt from 25 to 50
per cent below the old rates for service
that the Bell company charged before
the independentcompanics entered the
field in competition. The committee
bad decided to pigeon-hole tip* bHI.
The Bell company does not want any
telephone legislation, and the Bell
lobbyists were highly pleased with the
action of the committee, but their grat-
ification was short-lived. The bill is
now upon the general order of the house
for future consideration. The Bell
people claim it is unconstitutional.
Rep. Edgar is making a campaign for
the passage of his bill for the emasen-
lation of third-term convicts and in-
mates of the home for feeble-minded.
The physicians of the state are stand-
ing back of him in the measure. In
the House committee of the whole Rep.
Perry's bill for the regulation of the
printing of state documents—condens-
ing'department reports and stopping
the publication of joint documents—
was agreed to. It will save the state
812,000.

Gov. Pingree is becoming accustomed
to handling his veto power and is nsing
it quite frequently. The most recent
instance is the veto of the anti-cigar-
ette bill. The governor's special veto
message says the present law prohibit-
ingthe selling or giving of cigarettes,
cigars or tobacco to any minor under 17
years of age, and providing a penalty
therefor, fully covers ~thc first two
sections of the new bill. He is en-
tirejly opposed to the remainder of theJ,
bill in that it makes it a misdemeanor
jfor jsuch minor to buy or accept cigar-
ettes™or tobacco and provides a penalty
with a possibility of imprisonment.
The governor says he favors punishing
the seller or giver of cigarettes, etc.,
but he objects to the arrest of boys and
making criminals of them. Both
houses are now agreed upon May 28 as
the date to cease acting on bills and
May 31 for final adjournment. Sena-
tor Holmes’ lien bill met strong oppo-
sition in the House, but it passed by
a good majority. It protects, the prop-
efty owner from irresponsible con-
tractors and extends lien rightsequally
Ito building material men and labor.
An attempt was made to pass the Bu-
kirk local option law in the House, but
it was tabled. Several important bills
were passed by the House: Providing
for the preference of discharged union
soldiers, sailors and marines of the
late rebellion in public work and pre-
venting their removal, transfer or sus-.
pension from municipal office without
a full hearing before the mayor or
common council of the municipality;
appropiiating 83,750 for improvements
at the upper peninsula prison at Mar-
quette. 562,000 for the state public
schools at Coldwater, 88,000 for im-
provements at the Jackson state prison,
825,400 for improvements at the Michi-
gan asylum for life insane at Kalaina-'
jz00;. 82,500 <for a physicians' residence
‘at the Fair Oaks colony farm at the
Michigan asylum for the insane at
Kalamazoo. 83.000 for the Michigan
Pioneer and Historical society; permit-

*

ting insurance companies to insure
against theft: restricting the pub-
lication of state documents and
providing for the distribution of
the Michigan state manual. Dur-
ing a short session the Senate

parsed several bills, the most import-
;ani being: To appropriate 8146.300 for
Hhe school for the deaf; .allowing peo-
ple to vote at school elec *ons who own
property which is assessed; authorizing
organized townships to issue bonds for
the payment of claims; for the plug-
ging of abandoned salt wells in the
counties of Saginaw and Bay.

Improper care of the sows. The Un-
natural habit ofTI?e sow trying to de- *

Itroy her young c<bmes largely from j
improper ~ diet, and unsanitary sur-
rounding: says pacific Rural Press,
If the mother feverish and ab-
normally excited  to impossible to say
what she will do, even toward her
young offspring. Infanticide is not un-
common among human beings that are
surrounded by filf:h and unsanitary
conditions, and we cannot wonder that
some of our poor brutes have the same
desire when we consider the life they
have to lead.

Feeding.—The ration of the farrow-
ing sows should be generously varied,
and only sufficient corn be given to
generate enough heat to resist the
cold. In the summer time they need
scarcely any comtj, but the conditions
are different in winter.  The -animal
should not be fattened, for .this causes
fever at the farrowing time, and
makes the mother frenzied. A reason-
able amount of food is apt to make the
animals ifat unless given a fair amount
of exercise in the open air. If the sows
will not take this of their own free will
they should -be driven about gently.
This exercise will keep their muscles
hard and in splendid order, and it is
the muscular system that must resist
the plan of farrowing chiefly.

Sorroundings. — As ‘'the farrowing
time approaches separate the sows
from the other hogs, so that they wil!,
not be worried or unduly chasec
around. Give them clean straw foT
bedding, and clean out their pens
every few days to make their con-
ditions as pleasant os possible. No cpfn
should be given now. Feed largely on
loose slops as to cause weakness. The
Judgment of the owner must be exer-
cised in such a case. Give the animal
all the water she needs, for she will
become more or less feverish as the
time approaches.

After Caree—When the pigs have been
borne the mother needs the most care.
Give her all the water she wants and
*keep standing -In the pen a-few hand-
fuls of bran and middlings stirred in
water. She should not be forced to eat.
Let her eat when she feels like it. The
pigs for the first few days will require
very little to eat. By the time the pigs
begin to eat much she should be fed
more liberally>and in a week or twp
she should be living on full rations,
She should have* all the milk produc-
ing food she wants to eat then.  Sec
that the swill is'cllean and sweet, and
Dot sour. The- latter will cause scours
and other bowel Lrpuble. If the sow
appears feverish and shows a desire to
Injure her young ones, her back should
be cooled with a doth saturated with
coal oil. Even cold water is beneficial.
