The South Australian farmers, ;"*'who
hold nearly all the wheat of South
Australian growth, feel very confident
as to the future, because the quantity
of wheat cleaned up was not as much
as the size of the heaps led them to
expect, and their statenients quite con-
firm the figures that the yield of the
harvest will be 500,000 bushels less
than requirements. Consequently this
quantity, which means 13,500 tons, will
have to be imported «; e < to supply
the necessities of our owm colony, and,
that being the case, itfis not likely
that, we shall see lower prices for
some time to come.”

Prof. R. O. Becker, a music teacher ili
Marion, Ohio, has received a letter from
his father in Germany notifying him
that'the military court at Leipsic de-
mands hip return to Germany and his
appearance before the military court by
April 26 to show cause why he left the
German military service, and that a
levy has been made upon his father by
the German government of $2,000 year-
ly for his absence. To this the profes-
sor says "Nit.” People who have been
good citizens of this country for six
years, as Prof. Becker has, are not
likely to do army duty—not if they
can help it. If they are hankering for
army life they can get it right here,
provided they are worthy.

Over much of Oklahoma the amount
of moisture in the soil is considerably
greater than is usual at this season
of the year. At the Experiment Sta-
tion at Stillwater the rainfall from
January 1 to March 16 was 4.71 inches,
compared with a ‘little less than two
inches for the full three months last
year. Frequent observations are made
at the station as to per cent of mois-
ture in the soil. A few hours after the
close of a rain of 1.60 inches, which had
fallen in twenty hours, the first foot of
three classes of upland prairie soils
were found to contain the following
percentages of moisture: Fall plowed,
22.5; prairie grass, 25.6; "alkali spot™
grass covered, 20.8. The first had a
gain of about ten, the second a little
over 1 and the third about 1~ per cent
p? compared with their moisture con-
sent Uo d*ys previously.

Manslaughter In this country has in-

eased from 1418 in 1S86 to more than
14,000 in 1896. says Texas Farm and
Ranch. Italy has long been considered
the most homicidal of nations, but: we
surpass her more than ten times over,
and more'than five times in proportion
to population. Our increase in this one
crime has been 100 per cent per an-
num, or 1,000 per cent in ten years.
This is not all—pther crimes against
persons and property are similarly in-
creasing.  Convictions for crime iare
not keeping up with the ghastly pro-
cession. There are two reasonable! ex-
planations of this disagreeable fact:
As a people we are becoming altogeth-
er too clamorous, for “personal liberty,”
and hence tolerate, and often champion
customs and institutions that breed
crime. Also, our courts have ceased
to be a terror to evil -doers. The en-
tire legal fraternity; from the highest
judge to the most ‘contemptible petti-
fogger, unite in their devotion to ab-
surd formalities and obsolete prece-
dents which multiply indefinitely, the
chafes of the guilty to escape punish-
ment The proof of guilt may be nev-
er 65 abselute”yet unless all the musty
formalities be fully complied with, no
final conviction can be had. Thus the
law has become a thing for public con-
tempt, and inspires but little fear oji
the part of the criminally inclined.
There is another cause which no doubt
operates to a considerable extent to in-
crease crime. Poverty has always been
a contrihutary factor In criminal an-
nals. This poverty may be real, or
merely comparative—the result is the
same. Unless an unexpected reform
shall soon be an accomplished fact, the
result in the near future is tearful to
contemplate.

Senate—39th day—The sugar inves-
tigation of 1894 was recalled by the in-
troduction of a resolution by Mr. Allen,
of Nebraska, reciting the circum-
stances of the investigation, the refusal
of Elverton R. Chapman to testify, his
conviction in the courts as a contuma-
cious witness, and the present efforts
toward his pardon. The resolution
proposes that Chapman be brought to
the bar of the Senate to pjurge himself
of contumacy as a prerequisite to par-
don. It wentover on objections. On
Mr. Morgan’ request the) Cuban reso-
lution went over owing to the efforts
being made by the foreign affairs
committee to prepare a report from
documents iq the state department,
A bill was passed granting to Montaua

Senate—40th day—Senator Tillman,
of South Carolina, created a sensation
during the discusion of the Allen reso-
lution to bring Everton R. Chapman
before the Senate for his alleged con-
tempt in refusing to testify before the
sugar investigating committee in 18%4.

ACCEPTS THE POWERS' PLAN
TO END THE WAR.
Turkey is not as Anxious and Refuses

to' Grant an Armistice "Unless Her

Big; Demands are Granted—Trouble

Ahead for the Power*.

Greece Accept* Powers’ Mediation.

Greece has finally and uncondition-
ally capitulated to the powers and has
officially notified them that the condi-

ing antonomy as proclaimed by the
powers for the island, and unreservedly
placing Greece in tlie hands of the
powers,with regard to the conclusion
;of the Turkish war.

There is a sense of relief in Athens
at the prospect of an immediate end to
the calamitous war. That Greece is
thoroughly in earnest is evident, as no
time was lost in ordering the return of
the Hellenite forces at Crete and~the
immediate preparations for their em-
barkation for Athens.

Thp London Standard correspondent
says: | learn that a circular has been
issued by the Sheik ul-lslam to the
Imams in Constantinople and the prov-
inces which foreshadows the speedy
approach of a holy war, the sacred
edict for .proclaiming which ,is already
being prepared.

TURKEY DEFIES THE POWERS.

Will Not Grant an Armistice Until Her
Big Demand* are Granted.

The porte of Turkey has replied offi-
cially to the note of the'powers, and
declines to agree to an armistice until
the following conditions are accepted:

The annexation of Thessaly.

An indemnity of $50,000,000.

The abolition of the capitulations.

The porte proposes that plenipoten-
tiaries of the powers should meet at
Pharsala to discuss the terms of peace,
and declared that if these conditions
are declined, the Turkish army will
continue to advance. '

The demand for the annexation of
Thessaly is based upon the fact that
the province was originally ceded to
Greece on the advice of the powers
with the object of ending brigandage
and Greek incursions into Ottoman ter-
ritory, the porte believing at the time
that this would attain these objects.
The recent incursions, however, of
Greek bands and the events immedi-
ately preceding the war have proved
to the contrary. This is the substance
of the reply.

Power* WI11L Back Greece Now.

The London Times’ correspondent at
Athens says: M. Ralli, the premier,
visited the various legations and
obtained assurances that the powers
would undertake to prevent any of-
fensive action on the partof the Turks,
providing the Greek forces maintained
a strictly defensive attitude.

CUBA'S BELLIGERENCY

May be Recognized by Uncle Sam Soon—
Congress and the People Awakened.
Washington: Cuba has simply taken

possession of. the capital, body and

ones and but little else can be heard

on the streets, or, in fact, anywhere
else. The interest culminated in a
mass meeting held at the Columbia
opera hopse, at which startling charges
were made against the state depart-
ment under the Cleveland administra-
tion* showing conclusively that the
government was piaying directly into
the hands of Spain. Surprise and in-
dignation was aroused by the reading
of samples letters written, by the state
department under Mr. Cleveland to
American consuls in Cuba, and signed
by Assistant Secretary Rockhill: “I1
advise yoii to make your reports less
favorable to the insurgents hereafter,
as the administration wishes to avoi<J
ail possible friction with Spain.”
“Hereafter, when you have matters of
this kind (Spanish outrages on pacifi-
cos) to report, mark your communica-
tions ‘confidential’ so that if senators
demand consular reports from Cuba
your reports need not be given to the
senate.”

This mass meeting was attended by
many most prominent Washington peo-
ple in official, business and private life.
Several senators pnd congressmen par-
ticipated in the exercises and letters
of regret were read from others, in-
cluding Senators Burrows and Chan-
dler. The latter wrote, in part:
“1 wish tosee the United States declare
and maintain the independence of the
island as France did that of the Amer-
ican colonies and made the United
States a nation. 1 hope and believe
that congress and the President will
soon formally recognize a state of war
and Cuban belligerency. This' step
cannot fail to insure the Cuban inde-
pendence.  Moreover, without delay
we ought to send a fleet and an army
to land upon the soil of Cuba, first to
protect the lives and property of Amer-
ican citizens, and secondly, to stop the
atrocious and uncivilized methods of
warfare adopted by the Spanish gen-
erals. President McKinley willingly
recognizes the binding force of the
platform upon which he was elected,
and will soon do his part towards mak-

ing Cuba free and independent.”

Karl Decker, a well-known news-
paper correspondent who has just re-
turned from -Cuba, gave a description
of the condition of.affairs there and of
the pitiable plight of many of the pfeo-
ple suffering for the necessities of. life.
He ridiculed the claims of Gen. Weyler
that the island "y& pacified and said
that if the Cubans were granted bel-
ligerent rights by the U. S. they would
certainly win.

It &certain that congress, acting in
conjunction with the President, will
take some action within in a very short
time as the sentiment in both houses,,is
growing stronger daily.

MICHIGAN’S LEGISLATORS.

Whether or not the representatiifes
believed that the governor was making
a bluff when he threatened to kfeep
them in session all summer if they did
not take some action to increase rail-
road taxation it is certain that-Hhev
immediately tumbled into fiiis band
wagon and kept time to Col. Atkinson's
music. The railroad people when they
saw everything going against them
decided it would bo better to swallow
the dose of increased specific taxes
rather than have local taxation forced
down their throats and to that
end the committee, as soon as the
House session opened, .reported the
Merriam bill favorably and had it
taken,, up at once. The Pingreeites
had evidently come to the conclusion
that it would bfe easier to get this bill
through than the local taxation meas-
ure so they surprised the railroad peo-
ple by turning in and working for it
like Trojans. Col. Atkinson, tlie gov-
ernor’s first lieutenant in the House,
carried the day with his vigorous
speeches and when the committee of
thsj whole had completed the .bill it in-
creased the specific taxes as follows:
Railroads with gross earnings of $2,000
or less per mile, increased from 2 per
cent to vi per cent; between $2,000
and $4,000, from 2}» to 4 per cent; be-
tween $4,000 and $6,000, from 3to 0
percent; over $6,000 from 33* to locPer
cejnt. The bill was then amended to
apply to all railroads notwithstanding
special charters. When the comfoittee
of the whole arose CoL Atkinson se-
cured a suspension of the rules and the
bill passed.. 66 to 24. The Bingree
strength hadrincreased on every vote
from the first amendment to the final
vote. Itis estimated that the bill as
passed will increase the taxes of the
x-ailroads from $750,000 to over $1,500,-
000. During the ;day tlie House also
passed the bill to”repeal the special
charter of the Michigan Central rail-
road. The flat two-cent passonger
fare bill failed to pass, however. Col.
Atkinson had the local ta'xation bill re-
ferred to the judiciary committee to bo
perfected in details. Rep. Edgar’s bill
providing for the emasculation*of third-
term convicts and inmates of the home
for feeble-minded was agreed to in the
House committee of the whole. The
‘House passed the ‘following bills:
Appropriating $5,000 for ithe improve-
ment of t'ne Mackinae island state park;
appropriating $25,000 for the Ontona-
gon fire sufferers; permitting railroad
directors to hold their annual meetings
anywhere within the state; appropri-
ating $11,000 to enable the state board
of agriculture to hold farmers' insti-
tutes; raising the limit of taxation for
school purposes in fourth-class cities
from 14 to 2 per cent of assessed val-
uation. The Senate passed the Mason
tax lien bill which provides' that tax
purchasers must glgive notice by regis-
tered letter to all persons having an
interest in the lands on which they
have purchased tax titles, and gives
the owner six months in which to re-
deem his propertj*. In case the owner
lives in the county where the tax title
was purchased, he must be given per-
sonal notice by the tax buyer. Other
bills passed by the Senate: For the
payment of accounts of state institu-
tions through the state treasury; for
the. formation of corporations for the
?urpose of improving anil owning lands
or summer resorts; abolishing days of
g_race; reducing the number of‘legisla-
ive employes; for the pu.nisliment of
persons fraudulently using
electric or gas service.

The bill increasing the specific taxes
on Michigan railroads was promptly
tabled in the-Senate when it came over
from the House, and the general im-
pression was that when it is taken up
the nouse amendments will not e
concurred-iu and the Senate will de-
mand big concessions from tlie House
conference; The Pingree people saw
this possibility and in the House had
the flat two-cent passenger fare bill
reconsidered and'tabled, to be passed
in case the schedule of the. specifiic tax
bill is materially cut down. The local
taxation bill is also being held as a
club to .keep the Seuate in check.
As the time for final adjournment
draws near there is a crystahzation of
sentiment and effort on billsj that are
of most important. The bill to repeal
the mortgage tax .law wdllTbe allowed
to die in the House committee. Bus-
kirk’s local option pill is now deemed
rather faulty and will not be pushed,
mbut an effort will be made to restrict
the sale of liquor by druggists. In the
committee of the House defeated Bost-
wick's anti-prize fight bill, but the
Housq refused to concur and tabled it
for future action. The House has
agreed to the Senate amendment t.otbe
Graham game bill permitting the use
of dog'sin hunting quniL Clerk Lew
M. Miller is relieved of a great deal of
labor in his compilation of the stat-
utes of the state by the passing of a
bill to repeal a large number of gjb-
solete and inoperative statutes. Clute’s
bill makitig only four road districts in
each township and for the election of
pathmasters ivas killed. The fight be-
tween Dr. Edgar and the State Medical
league has resulted in the abandon-*
raent of all medical legislation.
Dr. Edgar’s emasculation bill, which
was supposed to be sure of passage in
the House, was knocked out, but was
reconsidered and will get another trialL
The House has passed bills: Providing
that Detroit laborers shalL be paid
81.50 a 4ay; appropriation of' $132,300
for state normal school at Ypsilanti;
allowing road commissioners to dis-
continue county roads; the tax lien bill
providing for a notice to owners of
property covered by tax title' and an
opportunity to redeem the property;
to provide for prosecution of persons
using indecent language in country
districts; to permit probate judges, to
marry in secret couples in eases where
the good name of the woman is at
stake.. The Senate refused to con-
firm the governor’s appointment of
ex - Mayor T. C. Brooks, of Jack-
son, as a member, of the board of
control of the Michigan state prison at
Jackson., 1 y Y ji m$aqj;

water,

As was anticipated the Senate re-
fused to concur in the House amend-
ments to the Merriman bill for increas-
ing the specific taxes on railroads.
The House has been officially notified
of this fact; has insisted upon-its
amendments, and instructed Speaker
Gordon to appoint a conference com-
mittee of five toon tier into negotiateois
with a Senate conference committee
the purpose of effecting a compromise?
The bill to close photograph galleries
on Sundays was made the butt of a
good deal of fun in the House and was
then knocked out. llcp. Stoaem&n’s
bill to compel notaries to keep a record
of all instruments they execute and to
have a notary public seal was killed on
the ground that it involved a needless
expense to notaries. The House also
declined to pass the Bricker bill to
prevent express companies from charg-
ing more for express over the lines of
two companies than the maximum
charge for the same distance over the
line of one company. The Stoneman
bill for the local taxation of railroads
has been referred to the House com-
mittee on general taxation. The
House committee on liquor traffic has
reported out the bill for the taxation
of beer, recommending that it be cut

in two, making it 32 instead
of 64 cents on a barrel of beer.
This rate, if the bill passes, it is

estimated, will raise $320,000 in taxes,
r Apparently the railroads have given
up the idea of opposing legislation in
.the House and will depend upon the
Senate to defeat or cripple such bills
as meet the displeasure of the railroad
people. The House in committee of
the whole, with very liftle opposition,
agreed to bills for a 3-cent passenger
fare in the upper peninsula; for an in-
terchangeable mileage book of 500
miles good for ai member of a family
or firm; for a 500 ihilo book at 2 cents
per mile in.the lower peninsula and 3
cents in the upper. There was not au
objection to the Eikhoff bill; giving
quuor dealers the right to keep their
saloons open on New Year's, Labor
day and on July 4. The bill also pro-
vided that township boards may per-,
rait liquor dealersto keep their saloons
open from 6 oclock in the morning un-
til 11 o'clock p.-m. The Mason con-
stitutional amendment, providing that
alFelectors must be able to read the
constitution of the state in English,
which has passed the Senate has also
been agreed to in the House commit-
tee of the whole. The amendment to
the constitution if adopted will not de-
prive those who are physically disabled
from reading, nor those who had the
right to vote Jan. 1, 1897, from their
electoral franchise. Rep. Colvin tried
to kill the bill appropriating $2,000 for
the state horticultural society urging
that it was a useless expense and one
only to keep people in offices. It was
agreed to however. The House failed
to pass the Dickinson bicycle path bill,
which provided that boards of super-
visors should license bicycles for a sum
not less than 50 cents or more than $1.
and provided for the election of three
county bicycle sidepath commissioners
(to be bicyclists), to devote the license
moneys to the construction of bicycle
side paths in the county. The vote on
the bill was 45 for to 16 against. Cy-
clists generally petitioned for the pass-
age of the bill and it will be reconsid-
ered. The Senate, in response toAhe
resolution of the House, asking for
a conference committee on the Mer-
riman railroad specific tax bill,
authorized the lieutenant-governor to
appoint a committee of five to meet
the House committee. Senators Mer-
riam, “Maitland. Preston. Teeple and
Youmans were named. The Zimmer-
man bill for an appropriation of $3,000
to keep the I\ of M. hospitals open
during the summer met some opposi-
tion, but it passed, as did the following
measures: Amending the plank road
law so that toll cannot be collected on
less than a mile of road; amending the
tax law so that bondsmen shall sanc-
tion the appointment of a deputy to
township  treasurers; appropriating
$10,000 for improvements at the Jack-
son state prison; prohibiting the em-
ployment of barmaids.

A Strange Race.

In the archipelago in the Bay of Ben-
there exists a race of savage dwarfs.
Sailors call them "little niggers,” be-
cause the average height of them Is
four feet ten inches, the women reach-
ing a stature of four feet seven inches.
The oddest thing about these little peo-
ple is that they look like babies all
their lives. It Is only-lately that these
dwarfs of the Andaman Islands have
known how to build fires. There is a
volcano on one of these, islands, and
from this they have iprocured fresn
rupplies of fire when necessary, but
tir?y know how to keep slow slumber-
ins; embers sufficiently alive not to
compel, them often to visit the vol-
cano. The thing which has excited
tbnir curiosity most of anything In-
treduced by the whites is the friction
match. Formerly the dwarfs of the
Anjlamans were accustomed to murder
til. strangers who reached their shores.
*ilveu now sailors wrecked In the Bay
of Bengal would probably be massa-
cred. It is believed the inveterate hos-
tility of the "little niggers” arose orig-
inally from the cruel practice of -the
Malays, Burmese and Chinese, who
visited the Andamans to get edible
birds’ nests and sea cucumbers, and
who used to capture the little natives
and sell them for slaves. There are
several shades of color among them,
ranging from bronze to shiny black.
Their hair is extremely frizzled, grow-
ing in spiral tufts. It is fine, and sel-
dom becomes more than two or three
Inches long. Most of the women shave
stheir heads once  week, leaving only
two narrow strips of hair from the
cr->wn to the nape of the neck. Many
of tie men do the same, although the
estylo Is different. They leave a patch
like n skull cap on the crown of their
he-uts. The most reiparkable custom
of Oese little people is the wearing of
necklaces of human bones. When a
ehud dies it is buried, only to be dug
up again. The father, carries the body
to the nearest creek and removes the
flesh from the bones with the greatest
-ecare, carrying them and the skull back
to h-s hut. The mother, after painting
the latter with a yellow pigment, hangs
It around her neck. Infant skulls, be-
ing fragile, are protected by a cover-
ing of string."For a few days a mother
will spend all her time stringing the
bits of bone into necklaces, to be dis-
tributed among her friends as memen-
toes. These are supposed to ward off
fe-»ea3e. Teeth arc also strung as neck-
laces, every native of the Andaman
Islands wearing a chain of «ome sort
<t human bones.

Combwtloi. Charcoal

It has been stated from time to time
that charcoal used to building refrig-
erating chambers on shore as weil as

hoard vessels has ignited spontan-

eously. Although it la known that
charcoal te liable, under certain condi-
tions, to take fire spontaneously, there
has been no direct evidence that it has
ever done bo to the cases alleged, and,
with the object of settling tfcp ques-
tion, an inquiry into the matter was
seme time since undertaken, fhe facts
brought out by this investigation are
that, though freshly-made wood char-
coal—that is, charcoal which has not
absorbed Its moisture—and oxygen is
liable to so-called spontaneous com-
bustion, it te never liable to reignite
after having been exposed to the air
for a day or two. It appears conclu-
sive, from tests and experiments made,
that in any case if, after a few days no
fire shows itself, the charcoal may be
regarded as entirely free from liability
to spontaneous combustion." The scare
caused by the supposed danger from
the Ignition of charcoal used in refrig-
erating chambers may consequently be
regarded as groundless, and as no di-
rect evidence exists of its ever having
Ignited under such circumstances, it is
somewhat of a mystery how any alarm
should have arisen.

SUBMARINE CUNNERY.

» Gun Fired Under
W ater at a Target.

The experiment of firing a gun under
water has been made in the harbor oi
Portsmouth, England, and was attend-
ed by an apparent complete success,
says the New York Herald. A 110-
pound gun was used. At low water
the gun and its carriage were lowered
beneath the surface and a diver sent
down to place it in position on.a solid
plank platform laid at the bottom. The
platform was weighted wish large
blocks of granite to keep it steady and
the gun and carriage were then placed
In position. For the first test a target
composed of oak beams and planks
twenty-one Inches thiek was lowered
and set in position beneath the water
at a distance of seventy-five feet from
the muzzle of the gun. Behind this
target the hull of an old vessel was
towed into position directly in line of
the fire from the gun. In order to make
the test the more severe sheets of boil-
er plate three inches in thickness were
riveted to the hull of the craft at the
point where the shell from the gun
would strike if it was not deflected
by the water,and succeeded in passing
through the target—something which
the majority of army and navy expert
present did not anticipate. Having
made all these preparations, the diver
came' to the surface and, taking the
shell with which the experiment was
to be made, again went below the sur-
face and carefully loaded thet gun,
which was then aimed at the target
and the hull of the vessel beyond. A
wire connecting with the firing mech-
anism of the gun led to the shore some
distance away, where it connected with
an electric battery in charge of the
firing party. The test was made at
high tide. When, all the conditions
were right the word! was given and the
current sent from the battery hrough
the wire to the submerged gun. There
was a slight disturbance of the water
over the place where the gun was
sunk and the vessel anchored beyond
the target was seen to rock and sway
and then gradually settle in the water
and sink.

Successful Test of

A Beautiful Sapphire.

There is at present in the keeping of
Mr. Hayward a Ceylon sapphire belong-
ing to Maj.-Gen. Robley which is not
less remarkable for its size than for its
translucency and the brilliance of the
optical effects It can show. The weight
of the gem is 638 carats and it is of a
dark milky blue color, perfectly trans-
parent and flawless. Larger sapphires
have been known, but they have usual-
ly, if not always, been dull and muddy
instead of having the clear, translucent
color of this specimen. But in addition
it possesses a property occasionally
found in slightly clo‘iidy or milky Cey-
lon sapphires—and sometimes in other
gems, too—which greatly enhances its
value in the eyes of believers in the
occult powers of precious stones to con-
fer health and good fortune on their
wearers. It is a star sapphire or as-
teria. That is, being cut en cabochon,
it displays a beautiful opalescent star,
dividing its six rays at the apex, which
changes its position according to the
movements of the source of light by
which it is viewed. By employing two
or three sources of light two or three
of these stars can be simultaneously
seen in the gem. By further cutting it
is said that the beauty of this Btone
could be still morq increased, but, of
course, at the expense of Its size—Lon-
don Times.

Beecher’s First Chnrch.

, From the Chicago Chronicle: It has
been determined that the bfiurck to
which Henry Ward Beecher began his
ministry shall be torn down to make
room for buildings of up-to-date de-
sign. When Mr. Beecher became the
pastor the church was the finest to
Indiana. His salary was $800, but at
the same time the governor received
only $1,300, which included pay for his
private secretary. Beecher is remem-
bered by members of his first congre-
gation for his wit, popularity and so-
ciability, and as a lecturer to young
men.
