Reports from all ther large towns
where General Weyler nas congregated
helpless Cubans to starve them to
death show thatithe mortality is in-
creasing rapidly. In some sections half
of,the concentrados have died; in oth-
ers 25 to 35 per cent has been the death
rate. Riots are occurring in several of
the larger towns and only the guns of
the Spanish soldiers have kept the
paciflcos from a general outbreak. They
are so desperate that they would about
as readily be shot down as to take the
chances of starving to death. Spanish
officials at the palace deny the great
victory of General Garcia at Manza-
nillo!

The "war-chest” of Germany is kept
in the fortified city of Spandau. Here
Is deposited coined gold equivalent to
thirty million dollars, Instantly avail-
able for military -purposes. It is un-
derstood that Great Britain and France
are even more richly supplied with
ready money, although neither of
these countries keeps its treasure in
a "war-cheat” Italy, on the other
hand, has very little, and her people
are taxed to the verge of starvation
that that little may be kept untouched.
Russia has been a chronic borrower,
partly to supply a fund of which no
one outside of Russia knows the ex-
tent It has been asserted, possibly
with some exaggeration, that Germany
could put two million men into the
field, fully equipped, within ten days
after hostilities began. On a war foot-
ink the German, Russian and French
armies would number, each, more tha”
three million men; the Italian and
Austrian about twro millions each. To
support such multitudes would soon
empty any “war chest” A country
like Germany, whose public debt is
only about ten dollars per capita—
Italy’s debt is -almost eighty dollars
for each inhabitant—could resort to
taxation, and by various means with-
stand a long strain. But it staggers
Imagination to dwell upon the burdens
that protracted war would -lay upon
the unhappy subjects of the bankrupt
nations.

DOES NOT PROVE RACE.

It If a Distinction of Socondnry Eth-
'nologlcal Importance

Language, like religion, is a distinct-
ion of quite secondary ethnological im-
portance, says the Monlst After an
individual has remained a long time in-
a country he usually learns the lan-
guage and rits customs. And yet the
Italian colony In France is made up
chiefly of immigrants more or less tran-
sient who scarcely) ever learn to speak
the language of the country they in-
habit. But the Italian laborers are
contented with very low wages. They
therefore compete with French laborers
apd thus tend to lower their wages.
But In Austria, where there are, accord-
ing to the last census, about 46,000 Ital-
ians, almost all laborers, the wages cf
the Austrian laborers are no higher
than those of the Italian; hence be-
tween the two there arise no serious
competition.” There Is, however, the
same difference of language. In France
the union of native laborers against tie
Italian is not on account of any antag-
onism of raoe, but solely an economic
phenomenon. The same thing does not
happen In Austria because there is no
antagonism.

In France the Italian language has
become almost a mark of distinction of
the laborers accepting a low wage. "In
India,” says Ibbetsont “similarity of
food is employed as an exterior sign of
community of blood.” Now, what
would be said of an ethnographic clas-
sification of Indian races based upon
eating? Language is no better, for it
is only an external characteristic of no
intellectual or physiological import-
ance. If it were taken as the principal
distinction of ’the various races ;it
would have to be admitted that the peo-
ple who speak the modern Romance
languages aref m™>t Latin—but that
would be absurd. Frederick Muller,
taking language as the distinguishing
feature of human races, Is not able in
his ethnography to avoid a classifica-
tion entirely empirical. He forgets
that an inferior people may learn a
language from one race to another.
“There la no proof,” says Huxley, “for
asserting the incapacity of a race to
substitute another language for its own.
Physical, moral and mental peculiari-
ties are transmitted with blood and not
with language. In the United States
the negroes have spoken English for
generations.”

Along the north Jersey.coast from
Long Branch to’ Asbury Park the
coast is fornied of bluffs and high
ground and walls that will offer direct
resistance to the waves must be' con-
structed to protect them from the
waves, says Lippincott’s. These bluffs
are being washed away rapidly where
mot protected by some'artificial device,
and the sand is carried back into the

where sandbars are formed with
it; Many years ago when the Jersey
seaside resorts first became prominent
efforts were made to protect this shore
with heavy timber bulkheads. But
each recurring winter these massfve
timbers were washed away and a good
slice of the bluffs was leveled. No
matter how heavy and strong this
sort of protection is made the sea Is
pretty sure to batter it down in time
and the work must be repeated. For
fifteen years now property-owners have
wasted their money in building make-
shift timber walls to. protect their land
from the ocean aloilg many parts of
our coast. The same amount of money
put in strong ,walls of masonry and
concrete would’yield permanent results
that would endure for half a century
and in time this must: be the outcome
of the present! abortive attempts
keep back the sea.

Besides wooden walls numerous jet-
ties run out into the ocean to break the
force of the current, and’in this way
the damage toi the bluffs is somewhat
lessened. Nearly every storm of any
great fury nof only carries away
demolishes pari of t\ue walls but makes
great Inroads into the bluffs of sand
behind' them. _A solid stone wall with
sloping faces to the sea, would protect
the bIUIfS SO Ijthat private and public
property would *be secure for all time.
The best illustration of this principle
of coast defense can be seen in the
numerous stone breakwaters construct-
ed by the government for harbor pro-
tection.

Electric Blcyole Light

A St. Louis inventor has patented a
device by means of which a bicycle-
rider may furni3h himself with an
electric headlight, the necessary cur-
rent being generated by the revolution
of the wheels of the machine. A gov-
ernor is provided which keeps the cur-
rent substantially uniform, so.that the
light does not die out if the speed is
reduced, or blaze too brilliantly when
the speed is increased. *By throwing
the shaft that rotates the armature into
gear as darkness comes on, the wheel-
man at once provides himself with a
light; but of course he has tp work for
it, as it is his own muscles that form
the source of the energy from which
the electric current is,developed.

Taxes—+4,392,134.25—for 1897-8.

General State Accountant Humphrey
has completed official figures giving
in detail the amount and the pur-
pose or each appropriation made by
the legislature for each of the years
18&1 and 1898. These figures show
that ttie special appropriations of the
legitdature aggregate $1,284,177.23 for
1897, and $968,952.02 for 1898. To these
totals must be added the levy for the"
general purposes of the state govern-
mentand the; fixed charges provided
for by previous legislatures, in order
to obtain the total amount of state tax
for these years, whigji for 1897 will be
$2,379,907.23, as compared with $3,013,
919.52 for 1895?and for 1898 it will be
$2.012,227.02, as compared with $2,068,-
638.65 for 1896. The total for the cur-
rent two years is 84,392,134.25, as
against $5,082,458.14 for the previous
biennial period. This shows a saving
of $090,323.89 in favor of the present
legislature. There were however, as
sthe lawyers say, extenuating circum-
otances which favor the previous legis-
lature, as an appropriation of $600,000
had to be made to make up a deficiency
from Ih©years 1893-4.

mCapt. Smith, with the wrecker H. A
Bootrhas located the long-lost steamer
Pewabic, which was sunk in Lake Hu-
ron in collision with the Meteor 32
years ago. She lays in 160 feet of
water, three miles off the course where
-cfce was-supposed to have gone down.
fSne is neatly seven miles off Thunder
ibav light She rests on the bottom in
An upright position, her upper works
gone entirely,, but the arches, deck and
hullintact The wreck iscovered with
mud and moss to the thickness of sev-
eral inches. The steamer had 200 feet
keel, and was valued at $200,000.
Itbaa been the cargo, however, tha
has made the search so attractive for
wreckers.. Onboard the Pewabic were
406 tons of ingot copper, now worth 11
cents a pound, or $88,000. The copper
is in barrels on the main dock, and can
probably be recovered without mneb
‘trouble. There were also several hun-
dred tons on iron ore in the hold, and,
«According to some reports, $60,000 in
the safe.

Disastrous Error In a New Law.

Crop Import for Jane?

The Michigan crop report for June
isofunusual importance. Itsays that
the average condition of wheatJune
1, was in the southern counties 82, and
in tye state 78. Oneyear ago the aver-
ages were 69 and 77. Wheatis late,’
and has been injured more than usual
by the wet weather. The plant is
quite generally reported “yellow” near
the ground. The presence of insects
isnot noted.

The number of bushels of wheat re-
ported marketed in May is 610,975, as
compared with 537,749 reported in May,
1896, And the amountin the 10 months,
August-May, is 8975304 bushels, as
compared with 8,319.619 bushels in the
same months last year.

The acreage planted to corn isre-
ported at 99 per cent.of average years.
The acreage sowed fb oats is 91 per
cent, and the average Condition of this
erdp is 86 per cent. The average con-
dition of meadows and pastures, and
of clover sowed this year is 98. Apples
promise about two-thirds, and peaches
one-fourth of average crops. One year
ago the estimates were 93 per cent for
apples and 83 per cent for peaches..
Farm wages are lower than one year
ago in each section of the state, and
one year ago they were lower than
in 1895.

The number of sheep now on hand
in the state is nearly 8 per centless
than sheared in 1896. It is probable
the complete returns will show less
than 1,200,000 sheep 6 months old ana
over in the state this spring.

Three Boys Probably Drowned.

On May 26 Charles Rosa, Bert Crane
and George Hall started from Larkins'
pier, six miles from Traverse City, in a
yawl with 75 bushels of potatoes for
Manistique. Nothing has been heard
from the boys since. The yawl was
not strong, and it js fear"fl the whole
crew was lost in the heavy sea on
Lake Michigan. AIll were unaccus-
tomed to managing a boat.

The Assassination of President Faure, of
France, Attempted with a Bom&—
British Troops Massacred in India—

Unde Sam Preparing fOr Trouble.

Is Unde Sam Getting Beady for War?

Considerable excitement was created
at the navy yards at Boston when it
was learned that .the IL S. cruiser
New York, the flagship of the North
Atlantic squadron, with Roar-Admiral
Sicard on board, steamed out to sea
under sealed orders-from the navy de-
partment. It is generally believed
that the New York will notstop until
in the vicinity of Cuban waters. She
was fully provisioned and coaled for a
slong journey. No satisfaction as to
her destination.could be secured either
at Boston or Washington.

A dispatch from the national capital

says the w&r department is busily ob-
taining information as to the number
and-character of militiamen who can
be depended upon for mobilization
throughout the country upon 24 hours’
notice.
1 Afeother point. It is said that the
real purpose in sending the U. S. war-
ships Marblehead apd Massachusetts
to attend the Cabotcelebration in Nova
Scotia is to have them visit the grand
banks of Newfoundland where over
20,000 American fisherman, the finest
salt water sailors ace to be found at
thisseason. The warshipsare to cruise
among them to hold receptions to show
the fisherraen-how the starsand stripes
look floatfbg over a Yankee fighting
machine and to arouse such enthusiasm
and patriotism that the government
will have no difficulty in recruiting
many of these hardy gentlemen if war
with Spain should occur.

Attempt to Kill President of France.

An attempt was made to assassinate
Felix Paure, president of the French
republic, while he was enroute to
Longehamps to witness the Grand
Prix. While M. Faure's carriage was
passing a thicket near La Cascade
restaurant, in the Bois de Boulogne, a
bomb, which subsequently proved to
be a piece of tubing iabout six inches
long and two inches;in diameter, with
a thickness of half an inch, charged
with powder and svyansnot, exploded.
No one was injured by the explosion.
A man in the crowdj suspected as the
prime mover, was arrested.

The attempt on the life of M. Faure
was made on the very spot where
Berezowsky tried to :shoot the czar of
Russia while driving to the military
review at Longcliaanps in 1867, and
where Francois, a lunatic, fired his re-
volver at M. Faure on July 14; last.
Having this in mind, the police had
taken extra precautions. Mr. Faure
continued his journey and on hisar-
rival at the race course he was warmly
congratulated- on his escape by the
Grand Duka Sergius, Mr. Hanotaux
and -other members of the cabinet.
The president's sand froicl. will greatly
increase his popularity.

It is generally believed that the act
was that of a madman rather vthan
of conspirator.

-Many English Massacred In India.

Dispatches from Simla, India, report
serious troublejip the frontier. Two
guns of the Bombay mounted battery,
escorted by 300 men from the Firstreg-
iment of Sikhs abd the First Punjaub
infantry,- were -attacked by a large
force of -hostile batives in the Tochi
valley. In the fight which followed
Col. Bunny, two ofch”r officers and 25
privates were killed. All of the Brit-
ish officers and 25 privates, were se-
verely injured. In addition many
horses and mules were killed. It is
thought that the notorious mullah of
Powiodah instigated; the attack.

NEWSY CONDENSATIONS.

Ex-Gov. Jacob D. Cox, of Ohio, has
declined the offer of'the post of min-
ister toi Spain, because it would inter-
fere with his literary-labors.

The entire plant of the Standard Oil
works in Cleveland has been shut
down for an indefinite period. Close
to 1,000 men are thrown out of work
by the shut-down.

Owners of iron mills in the Mahon-
ing valley in Ohio say that unless the
price of iron increases very rapidly
they will not sign the amalgamated
scale July I, and all the mills in the
Mahoning valley will close down.

A match carelessly dropped in the
fireworks factory of M. Shure at West
Van Buren and Halstead streets, Chi-
cago, caused a terrific explosion in
which 26 people were injured, three
fatally, and $69,000 loss sustained.

Prof. Hinton’s base ball pitching ma-
chine was successfully tested during
three innings at Princeton, N. J., the
principal defect being the slow process
of reloading it Both the speed and
curve range of the ball was easily reg-

THE 65TH CONGRESS AT WORK

Senate.—60th day.—By the decisive
vote of 42 to 19 an amendment to the
tariff was adopted placing raw cotton,
the great product of the, south, on the
dutiable list at 20 per cent ad valorem.
Itis the first time in the history of
tariff legislation .that a duty on cotton
has been incorporated.in a bilL The
amendment was proposed by Mr. Ba-
con, Democrat, of Georgia, on hisin-
dividual responsibility and led to a
spirited debate. Democratic senators
disclosing a wide difference of views
and at timesexchanging sharp personal
criticisms. On the final vote six Dem-
ocrats voted with the Republicans for
the Bacon amendment while the nega-
tive vote was solidly.Democratic with
one exception, Kyle, Populist. The
debate took up the most of the day
and but little progress vyas made on
the bill. Early in the day the sugar
schedule was passed over and the ag-
ricultural schedule taken up, which
gave.Mr. Vest occasion to say, in his
usual .ironical way, that the latter
schedule was a fraud concocted to
catch farmer's votes. Several sena-
tors, ‘however, shpwed wherein the
duties proposed on agricultural pro-
ducts would greatly benefit the farm-
ers of their states at Ifeast.

Senate—61stday—The sugar sched-
ule, over which the hardest fight on
the tariff bill is expected, was taken
up. No final action was taken on any
feature of Che schedule, further than
the withdrawal-of the original Senate
committee amendments. This leaves
the House provisions of the bill, with
an. amendment increasing the House
differential from 875-1000 to 95-100
cents per pound. The provisions re-
lating to the Hawaiian islands went
over by mutual copsent. House—Rou-
tine business and a fdw minor and
formal masters were disposed of when
a motion .to adjourn was made, but
was resisted by the minority. The ris-
ing vote resulted in a tie, 87-87.
Speaker Reed saved tha motion by vot-
ing yea. Demands for yeas and nays
came from both sides, and the roll was
called. The motion was carried.

Senate.—62d "day.—The first test
vote on the sugar schedule resulted in
the adoption of the Republican caucus
amendment changing the House rate
on refined sugar to 1.95 per pound by
the close vote of yeas 32, nays $0.
It was the closest vote thus far taken
on an issue of importance and was ac-
cepted as showing that any amend-
menthaving the sanction of the caueus
was assured of adoption. The day
was spent in speeches on the effect of
the sugar schedule, the first paragraph
of which was not finally disposed of up

-*¢46the time of adjonrnment.

Senate.—63d day.—The sugar sched-
ule was again the subjectof the Demo-
cratic assaults. Practically no pro-
gress was made. Only one amendment
was voted upon and that was defeated.
Mr. Vest tried to prod the Republicans
into a detailed defense of the schedule,
but they declined the challenge. The
most sensational feature of the day
was the speech of Senator McEnery,
Democrat, of Louisiana, who on the
day before had voted with the Itepub-
licans’for the sugar schedule. It was
his maiden speecn in the Senate, lie
openly avowed himself a protectionist
and as a Democrat justified his position
on the ground that the tariff views,
should not constitute a test of democ-
racy. He, moveover, defended the
sugar trust, whose interests, he argued
went hand-in-hand mwith the sugar
planters. The Republican Senators
showed much (interest in hisremarks.

Senate.—64tlr daj'—The debate on
the sugar schedule of the tariff bill
proceede&.with.only one diverting in-
cident to relieve the monotony into
which the discussion has lapse$. This
was the-sharp exchange between Mr.
Hoar, of Massachusetts, and Mr. Till-
man, of South Carolina. The latter
again referred to published charges of
irregularity in connection with the
sugar schedule and asserted that the
Senate would stand convicted before
the American people if'it failed to in-
vestigate the charges. Mr. noar
calmly and impressively repelled this
statement, his tone and language being
calculated as a rebuke. He declared
that the vague charges were not only
preposterous but infamous. Mr. Alli-
son, in charge of the bill, made\an-
other speech in defense of the schedule,
presenting tables which he declared
proved that the sugar refinersreceived
less protection under the Senate sched-
ule“than under the existing law. ‘Mr.
Pettigrew, of South Dakota, spoke at
length in favor of his amendment to
place on the free listarticleseontrolled
by trusts, severely arraigning the var-
ious,large trusts. Mr. Alien, of Ne-
braska, urged legal,procedure against
the trusts. House—The .House ad-
journed after a session of 45 'minutes.
The only attempt to transact business
was a request by Mr. Lacey, of lowa,
for unanimous consent to a bill for the
relief of cyclone sufferers in Greer
county, Okla. Mr. Henry, of Texas,
promptly objected,, and then, after the
usual Democratic protest against the
Republican policy of not appointing
committees, the®House, by 88 to 78,
with 15 present and notvoting, decided
to adjourn. Before the; -session began
the hub of a wheel, wound round with
a monster petition said to contain
6,000,000 signatures, appealing to con-
gress to recognize the Cuban insur-
gents as belligerents, was wheeled into
the space in front of the speaker’
rostrum. It had been in circulation
throughout the United States for
about six months and was presented to
congress by Rep. Sulzer, of New York.

came to wheels, and levers, and shafts
and shuttles—forces that fly the air, or
swim the sea, or cleave the mountain,
until the earth jars, and roars, and
rings', and crackles, and booms with
strange mechanism, and ships with
nostrils of hot steam and yokes of fire,
draw the continents together.

I say nothing against healthful cu-
riosity. May it have other Leyden
jars, and other'electric batteries, and
other voltaic, piles, and other magnify-
ing-glasses, with which to storm the
barred castles of the natural world un-
til it shall surrender its last secret.
We thank God for the geological cu-
riosity of Professor Hitchcock, and the
mechanical curiosity of Liebig, and the
zoological curiosity of Cuvier, and the
inventive curiosity of Edison; but we
must admit that unhealthful and irreg-
ular Inquisitiveness has rushed thou-
sands and tens of thousands into ruin.

Eve just tasted the fruit. She was
curious to find out how it tasted, and
that curiosity blasted her and blasted
all nations. So there are clergymen in
this day inspired by unhealthful in-
quisitiveness who have tried to look
through the keyhole of God’s myste-
ries—mysteries that were barred and
bolted from all- human inspection, and
they have wrenched their whole moral
nature out of joint by trying to pluck
fruit .from branches beyond their reach
or have come out on limbs of the tree
from which they have tumbled into
ruin without remedy. A thousand trees
of religious knowledge from which we
may eat and get advantage; but from
certain trees of mystery how many
have plucked their ruin! Election,
free agency, trinity, resurrection—in
the discussion of these subjects hun-
dreds and thousands of people ruin the
soul. There are men who actually
have been kept out of the kingdom of
heaven because they could not under-
stand who Melchisedec was not!

Oh, how many have been destroyed
by an unhealthful inquisitiveness! It
is seen in all directions. There are
those who stand with the eye-stare and
mouth-gape of curiosity. They are. the
first to hear a falsehood, build it an-
other. story high and two wings to It.
About other people’s apparel, about
other people's business, about other
people’s financial condition, about oth-
er people’s affairs, they are over-
anxious. Every nice piece of gossip
stops at their door, and they fatten and
luxuriate in the endless round of the
great world of tittle-tattle. They in-
vite and sumptuously entertain at their
house Colonel Twaddle and Esquire
Chitchat and Governor Smalltalk.
Whoever hath an innuendo, whoever
hath a scandal, whoever hath a valua-
ble secret, let him come and sacrifice
it to this Goddess of Splutter. Thou-
sands of Adams and Eves do nothing
but eat fruit that does not belong to
them. Men quite well,known as math-
ematicians failing in this computation
of moral algebra: good sense plus good
breeding, minus curiosity, eq'ua'ls mind-
ing your own affairs!

Observe also in this subject how re-
pelling sin is when appended to great
attractiveness. .Since Eve’ death there
has been no such perfection of woman-
hood. You could not suggest an at-
tractiveness to the body or suggest any
refinement to the manner. You could
add no gracefulness to the gait, no lus-
tre to the eye, no sweetness to the
voice. A perfect God made her a per-
fect woman, to be the companion of a
man in a perfect home, and her entire
nature vibrated in accord with the
beauty and song of Paradise. But she
rebelled against God’s government,
and with the same hand with which
she plucked the fruit she launched up-
on the world the crimes, the wars, the
tumults that have set the universe a-
wailing. i

A terrible offset to all her attractive-
ness. We are not surprised when we
find men and women naturally vulgar
going into transgression. We expect
that people who live in the ditch shall
have the manners of the ditch; but
how shocking when we find sin ap-
pended to superior education and to the
refinements of social life! The accom-
plishment® of Mary Queen of Scots
make her patronage of Darnley, the
profligate, the more appalling. The
genius of Catharine Il. of Russia only
sets forth in more powerful contrast
her unappeasable ambition. The trans-
lations from the Greek and the Latin
by Elizabeth, and her wonderful quali-
fications for a queen, make the more
disgusting her capriciousness of af-
fection and her hotness of temper.
The greatness of Byron’s mind makes
the more alarming the Byron’s sensual-
ity

Let no one think that refinement of
manner or exquisiteness of taste or
superiority of education can in aiyr
wise apologize for ill-temper, for an
oppressive spirit, for unkindness, for
any kind of sin. Disobedience God-
ward and transgression manward can
give no excuse. Accomplishment
heaven-high is no apology for vice hell-
deep.

A GREAT REDWOOD SLAB.

From Oite of Washington’s Largest Fig
Trees.
In New Whatcom, a seaport town

and the county seat of Whatcom coun-
ty, the northwest county in Washing-
ton and the United Stages, is erected on
the outer edge of a sidewalk on one of
the principal street corners an immense
slab or section of one of Washington's
biggest red fir trees, says the Mining
and Scientific Press. The slab, being
cut directly across the diameter of the*
tree, like a butcher’s eluting block, the
greatest diameter extending upward,
the bark being on its entire circumfer-
ence. A stranger naturally feels in-
clined to walk up tolhe slab and meas-
ure it by its height, and is surprised to
find that it would take another man
standing on his head to extend to the
top of it- Then he steps back a pace
and reads the following inscription,
neatly painted on a board attached to
the face of the slab: “Tree from
Loop's Ranch Forks. Whatcom county.
Wash. The tree was 465 feet high. 220
feet to the first limb and 33 -feet 11
inches in circumference at the base. If
sawed into lumber it would make 96.-
345 feet. It would build eight cottages
two stories high of seven-rooms each.
The tree is about 4S0 years old, accord-
ing to the rings. If sawed into inch-
square strips it would fill ten ordinary
cars, and the strips would reach from
Whatcom to China,” The section
shows the tree sound!to the core.

M Irhnrl Angelo.

Michael Angelo wah born amid tht
wooded rocks upon the Carentim
slopes in Tuscany, and was reared on
the hillsides of Settignano. When he
was a mere lad in Florence he attract-
ed the attention of Lorenzo de Medici,
who took him into his palace and

treated him as his own son. When he
was 18 his patron died. Under th*
constant teaching of Lorenzo the

young man had acquired a love for art
and a knowledge of technique, which
gave him immense advantage when hi
entered seriously upon his life work.
Leaving Florence he went to Bologna,
and then to Rome, where he found no
lack of patrons. Here he executed the
famous "Pieta.” which stands in St
Peter’s church. Retuining to Flor-
ence he carved his magnificent statue
of David out of a block of marble an-
other sculptor had attacked and was
thought to have spoiled. He also
ainted an immense historical picture
or the Ducal palace in Florence. Later
he returned to Rome by invitation of
Pope Julius Il, who gave him several
missions, and here he spent the re-
mainder of his life, dying in 1563 at
the age of 90. leaving behind him a
vast record of his genius, not only as
a sculptor, a painter, and a poet, but
as an architect and a military engin-
eer. History gives no account of any
other man who combined in his make-
up so many great and dominating
qualities.  His life and character and
bis remarkable work in fulness and
variety reflect the spirit of the most
brilliant period in Italian history, the
age of the Renaissance, in its glory
and decline.
