How To Sow .
To secure a stand of Crimson Clover, the first requisite i» thorough preparation 

of the soil. The soil should be mellow to a-depth of three inches; whether in O r­
chards, cultivated crops, or open ground. It should always he worked before'sowing 
the seed, so as to secure moisture and fineno-. After the seed is sown, of which nor 
less than 15 pounds per acre should be used, it should be covered with a harrow, plank 
drag, or field roller. If the ground is dry. best result!--arc obtained when i> covered to 
depth of one-half inch. If sown on wheat stubble, where spring .sowing af red clover 
failed or blighted, the soil can l>e put in proix-i1 condition by thorough working with 
harrow, then sowing the sped, follow ing with'drag harrow to cover, and roller to firm 
the soil. Thorough preparation, of soil, thorough covering of the seed, and when 
ground is dry"thoroughly firming the same, will alw:nv> secure a stand, ami wil 
larger returns for mor.ev extended than any other crop grown on the farm.

law fu l in terference  w ith  th e ir  ra ilw ay  
operations on th e  p a r t  of s trike rs. 
T he m arshal and  . h is  depu ties a re  
d irec ted  to  a r re s t  and de ta in  any per­
sons destroy ing  p roperty  o r th re a te n ­
ing  o r doing  violence to. any  persons 
in  th e  em ploy of. th e  receivers, fo r the 
purpose of p reven ting  th em  from  con­
tin u in g  in  th e ir  em ploy.

P res id en t R atchford , of th e  M ine 
W orkers’association, is g re a tly  pleased 
w ith  the  success of th e  p resen t strike^ 
th u s  fa r  and  regards  th e  outlook as 
exceedingly  b rig h t. He sayfl i t  is th e  
first tim e the  regu la tion  of m iners’ 
w ages has given an y  concern to  na­
tional leg islato rs, and  th a t  now  the 
press, p iflp it and  th e  people a re  w ith  
the  m iners. Much encou ragem en t has 
been received from  labor organ izations 
a ll over th e  country .

P res id en t R atchford , of th e  M ine 
W orkers’, association, has  received 
s tro n g  te leg ram s of sym pathy  and 
prom ise of suppo rt a t  th e  p roper tim e 
from  P res iden t Sam uel G ompers, of 
th e  A m erican F edera tion  of Labor, and  
P res iden t G arland, of the A m algam ated 
A ssociation of Iron  and S tee l w orkers. 
Mr. R atchfo rd  in tim a tes  th a t  a  sym pa­
th e t ic  s tr ik e  of n ea rly  1,000,000 w ork­
m en in  all lines m ay occur.

W hen V ictoria ascended th e  th rone 
she governed 26,000,000 people. Now­
adays she governs 402,514,000.

H er em pire extends over 11,399,316 
square m iles, o r 2 per cen t of th e  land 
of the  globe.

W hen she w as crowned th e  Uflltejl 
S tates had only 17,000,000 people, and  
now its  census reports ^O,000,000.

W hen she was a  g irl th e  city  of .Mel­
bourne in  A u stra lia  consisted of a  
church, an  inn, three shops, tw enty  
hu ts  and  a  kangaroo m eat m arket. I t 
Is now A ustra lia 's  la rgest city , w ith  
500,000 inhabitants.

piscatorial annals.

S akhalin  is, for adm in istra tive pur­

poses, divided in to  th ree  d istric ts, v iz .: 
K orsakovsky . post in  the  south, Ty- 
m ovsk In the  north  and A lexandrov­
sky post on the  w estern coast, says the 
F ortn igh tly  Review. The la tter,w hich  
is s itua ted  in the center of the  coal 
d istric t, is a picturesque, s traggling, 
town of about 7,000 inhab itan ts , con­
sisting  alm ost en tirely  of officials an<T 
convicts. This ip the  m ost im portan t 
penal settlem ent on the island, con­
ta in ing  the  largest prison, and Is,m ore­
over, the  residence of the governor of 
Sakhalin , a  subordinate of the  gover­
nor-general of eastern  Siberia. A lex­
androvsky is garrisoned by about 1,500 
men, and - contains large foundries 
and w orkshops for convict labor, but 
most of the  prisoners are employed in 
•the ad jacen t coal xiaines of Dui. The 
coal is excellent for steam ing purposes, 
but ow ing to  the difficulties of tra n s­
port th a t a t p resent exist, somewhat 
dear,and it cannot now be delivered for 
less than  12 rubles per ton  a t  V ladi­
vostok. ’jf'he ou tput in 1890 was 2,400,- 
000 tons. K orsakavsky post on the 
south coast is the next la rg est settle­
ment, containing about 5,000 convicts, 
who a re  chiefly employed in agricul­
tu ra l pursuits. A lthough it may seem 
a paradox, the rem aining prisons in the 
in terior of the is land—D erbynskaya. 
RykoVskaya and Onor—are  not prisons 
a t ail, h u t huge wooden barracks, inno­
cent of bolts or bars. Here, also, the 
work done is solely ag ricu ltu ra l. P ris­
on life a t Sakhalin  is undoubtedly 
harder than  on the m ainland of Sibe­
ria . but. on the o ther hand, the  actual 
confinement is of m uch sho rter dura­
tion. There are th ree  classes of pris­
oners, viz.: 1. Convicts who, having 
served th e ir  tim e in prison, are  free 
to live in a certain  d istric t and earn 
th e ir  own livelihood. 2. Convicts con­
fined in prison and compelled to work 
in th e  mines, foundries, or a t agricul­
tura l labor. 3. Convicts confined to 
prison in chains.

T heir wages ranged from three 
to four dollars during  the sum m er, but 
were much .lower in the w inter. More­
over, they were seldom paid prom ptly. 
“Bjosses" were .often unreasonable, and 
the men had fib redress. % The em 
ployfers, o n 'th e i r  part, found the men 
quick to -re sen t even a  fancied injury, 
and prom pt to strike.

The bricklayers, now work only e igh t 
hours, and receive four,do llars  a  du 
ill) the  year round. T he ir wages ar 
paid when due. th e tr  grievances are  in ­
vestigated and redressed; and th e  con­
tractors. secure against loss from 
strikes, and served by com petent and 
ohu'-mc-d men, pay the increased 

wages cheerfully. The story of th is le- 
m k rra id s  change is an im pressive 
chapter in the history  of the struggle 
between labor and capital.

T he sum m er of 1884 was m arked .by 
a lortg and b itter s tr ik e  of the brick­
layers. Out of th is  s tr ik e  arose an 
organization of con tracto rs known as 
the Mason B uilders' A ssociation, the 
objects of which, as stated  in its con­
stitu tion , were. "To adopt m easures 
fqr the better protection of em ployers 
and em ployes: * * * to arb itra te  
ail differences, and so avoid the great 
evil of s trikes.”

Beginning thus, w ith a frank  ac­
knowledgm ent of the righ ts of the ir 
employes and an equally frank asser­
tion  of the ir own. the mason builders 
found the bricklayers ready to m eet 
them half way. The resu lt was a.i 
agreem ent by wTiich wages were fixed 
for one year, and a board was estab ­
lished. consisting of five men from each 
side, to which all grievances were to 
be subm itted. In case of a disagree­
m ent an um pire was to be chosen, 
whosp decision should be final.

At first the board m et weekly and 
.lad m any cases before it. But as time 
went on and both parties discovered 
tha t the ’board adm inistered justice 
im partially , the business declined. 
A fter one year the board discontin­
ued its weekly m eetings, and met only 
a t the call of the chair.

"bosses" were getting  the 'better of 
them : but as concession a fte r  conces­
sion was granted, and w ages increased 
and the hour's of labor shortened, even 
the most tu rbu len t sp irits  acknow l­
edged-that, tnt-y were accom plishing by 
peaceful methods, and w ithout the loss 
of a day’s pay. w hat they had failed to 
win by strikes, with the ir attendan t 
ber bf the Bricklayers’. Union would 
evils of idleness and w ant. No mem- 
dare to propose a re tu rn  to the m eth­
ods ir. vogue previous to  1SS5.

Since th a t tim e no strike  has oc­
curred. nor has it been necessary to 
call in the um pire for whom provision 
was made in the coftstitution. Ts there 
any th ing  in the relations between the 
Mason B uilders' Association and the 
bricklayers of New York which is im ­
possible to em ployers and employes in 
o ther trades and in every city?
