I n  this w ay it w ill p rove of inestim able value in hold ing  the  valuable n itra tes in the 
soil th a t are  otherw ise washed out o£ the  bare  g ro u n d ,fu rn ish e s  fall, w in ter and  sp ring  
pasture , and enriches and stores up  p lan t food for the  next crop.

T h e  p lan t grow s from  iJ4 to :  feet high, w ith  m agnificent root form ation  ex ­
tend ing  four feet deep even in unfavorable soils. I t  can be tu rn ed  u nder for fertilizer 
fo r a n y  crop early  in the  spring, o r  w ill p roduce e igh t tons o f green  fodder on  good 
g ro u n d  by M ay io th , o r tw o o r three tons of superior hay. It flourishes on  poor soils 
and  furn ishes for them  m ore p lan t food in a short tim e than  can be done in any o ther 
way.

How To Sow .

T o  secure a stand of C rim son  C lover, the  first requisite is tho rough  preparation 
of the  soil. T h e  soil should be m ellow  to a depth of th ree  inches, w hether in O r­
chards, cu ltivated  crops, o r open g ro u n d . I t  should  alw ays bje worked before sowing 
th e  seed, so as to  secure m oisture and  fineness. A fte r  the  seed is sown, of w hich  not 
less th an  15 pounds per acre should  be used, it should be covered w ith a harrow , p lank  
d rag , o r field ro ller. I f  the  g ro u n d  is dry , best resu lts  are  obtained w hen is covered to 
dep th  of one-half inch. I f  sown on w heat stubble, w hej£ sprang sow ing of red clover 
failed o r blighted , the  soil can  be p u t in proper condition by thoro u g h  w orking with 
harrow , then  sow ing the  seed, follow ing w ith  d rag  harrow  to cover, and ro ller to firm 
th e  soil. T horough  preparation of soil, th o rough  covering  of the  seed, and w hen 
ground  is dry tho rough ly  firm ing the  sam e, will alw ays secure a stand, and will give 
larg er re tu rn s  for m ohev extended th an  any o ther crop grow n on the  farm .

W hen To Sow .
T h e  p roper tim e to  sow is in J u ly , A u g u st and Septem ber. S pring  sowings 

. have been m ade in no rth ern  states, and in m any instances have been successful, but 
th ey  cannot be relied upon. I f  sown in Ju ly  o r ea rly  in A ugust, and  seed should  fail 
to  com e, sow ing can be m ade again  in Septem ber. Sow n in Ju ly  and A ug u st, it can 

, be pastured  in fall and early  spring. T h e  best tim e to  sow is just, before o r following 
a  rain, b u t if directions, how to  sow, are  strictly  followed,'seed ta n  be sown even in tim e 
of drought.

Law Governing Same. Many Are Un­
aware of the Law.

E d it o r  P l y m o u t h  M a i l ,
If you will allow me a small space in 

your valuable paper, I will say a few 
words in regard to noxious weeds. For 
over forty years there have been law9 in 
the.state of Michigan compelling over­
seers of highways in joad districts to have 
all noxious weeds cut within the limits of 
the highway in their road district. In 
many cases this is not done. Canada 
thistle, milk weeds, mullen, yellow dock, 
tory weed, quack grass and some others 
-that might be mentioned, are noxious 
weeds.

There have l>een some special acts 
passed by the legislature of Michigan in 
regard to Canada thistles-and milk weeds. 
As it is not generally known by land 
owners that any special act has been 
passed by the legislature ot Michigan in 
regard to milkweed^ I will copy from 
Public Acts, of 1891, pages No. 107,108, 
109, giving the law in full.

Section 1. The People of the State of 
Michigan enact, That it shall be the duty 
of every owner, occupant or person hav­
ing charge of lands in this State, to cut 
down, or cause to be cut down, all milk­
weed, aeelepuw  c o m u tu s ^ g r o v /in g  thereon, 
or on land .between the center of any high­
way and said lands, or in any highway 
passing through the same, in each and 
every year so often as shall be snfticient 
to prevent said milkweed going to seed: 
and if any owner, occupant or person hav­
ing charge of suck lands shall knowingly 
suffer any such milkweed to grow there­
on, and the same to ripen so as to cause or 
endanger the spreading thereof he shall, 
on conviction, be punished by a fine of 
ten dollars, together-with the costs of pro­
secution, and in default of payment of the 
same be imprisoned in the county jail of 
the county where the land is situated, for 
a period not exceeding twenty days.

Section II—When any overseer of high­
ways shall have knowledge or informa­
tion that-milkweed is growing upon any 
lands in his highway district, contrary to 
the provisions of this act he shall-see to it 
that the provisions o f this act are carried 
outyeithin his highway district and he shall 
give a written notice to the owner, occu­

lt Or peTson having charge of such 
/describing the same by their legal 

(fa&divistons, within his highway district 
in milkweed shall be growing and

to cause the same to be cut down within 
five, days from the service of such notice, 
and in case such owner, occupant or per­
son having charge of said lands shall re­
fuse or neglect to cut or cause to be cut 
down the said milkweed, the overseer of 
highways shall enter upon the lands where 
said milkweed is growing and cause all 
such| milkweed to be cut down and de­
stroyed, doing as little damage as may be 
while in the performance of such duty and 
the said overseer of highway shall not be 
liable for so entering upon’said lands 
for the purpose of performing such duty, 
except for any actual damage to the crops 
growing thereon which shall result from 
his willful and unlawful act or gross neg­
ligence : Provided, That when such milk­
weed is found growing upon non-resident 
lands and no one to the knowledge or in­
formation of said overseer of highways 
shall have charge thereof. it shall not be 
necessary to give notice before proceed­
ing to cut doivn such milkweed.

Prof. Delo9 Fall, of Albion college, was 

in charge of more advanced teachers, to 
whoYn Physiology and Psychology were 
instructively presented. Each topic was 
presented to the three sections, the in­
structors going from one room to tjhe other, 
so that all the teachers were given in­
struction in  all branches.

A quiet like a benediction fell on the 
assemblage as the “Beatitudes” were read 
responsively, Prof. Thompson leading, 
and then the Lord’s Prayer was repeated 
in unison.

The riots in India threaten to take 
on the character of an insurrection. 
The agitators are endeavoring to in­
flame the native population by repre­
senting that the sanitary measures 
taken by the British government to 
prevent the spreading of the plague 
are in effeet desecration of. Indian 
temples and a trampling upon tradi­
tions. The people of India have un­
doubtedly many causes for complaint 
againt the British, but the vigor or 
thoroughness of measures to stop the 
spread of contagious diseases cannot 
be put in that catalogue. There al­
ways has been opposition to drastic 
sanitary measures among Asiatic peo­
ple, and every famine In India, every 
year of cholera or plague, has been 
followed by irritation and resentment 
on the part of the ignorant and preju­
diced natives.

Spain, so long mistress of the seas, 
and the pioneer of national advance­
ment, has become degenerate and a 
fast waning power. Its industries are 
suffering from lassitude of the most 
pronounced order, and threaten, to be 
swamped in the serious competition to 
which they were subjected by more 
energetic countries. Spanish agricul­
ture is not excepted from this general 
decline. Up to the present day noth­
ing in the shape of farming machinery 
has been introduced, all farm work be­
ing still carried on by manual labor. 
Such a state of affairs could only re­
sult, as it has done, in a sort of na­
tional bankruptcy. But the example 
and contact with other nations and 
people has led to a sort of revival of 
the ancient spirit of rivalry which 
dominated the Spanish race some hun­
dreds of years ago. The revival is as 

Vyet but tn spirit, which, although near­
ly crushed with the weight of impover­
ishment, now seems .to aspire to better 
things. The agricultural condition of 
the country has indeed become so de­
pressed that the government has had 
to look the matter seriously in the face.. 
In the estimate of 1896-7 the sum of 
£240,000 has beeh voted for the relief 
of the agricultural industry, and for 
Immediate use. The form in which it 
is to be given is to grant temporary 
freedom from succession duties, and 
on the transfer of property. All cat­
tle, Implements, plants, seeds, etc., 
imported from other countries, for the 
improvement of agriculture, are to 
come In duty free. “Cheap money for 
farmers” is to be provided for, by en­
couraging and promoting facilities to 
companies for obtaining loans for agri­
cultural purposes, presumably on a 
combined or co-operative mortgage on 
the farms of the members. As most 
of the farms are already mortgaged, 
the government will accept a second 
mortgage t o  meet the case. The Span­
ish agricultural department will also 
purchase certain plants and seeds, 
which will be distributed to the best 
advantage.

ABOUT SUMMER DISHES.
Mn. Rorer'i Way of Reducing the Cook­

ing to -the Minimum.
“Much summer cooking may be don# 

on the installment plan,” writes Mre. S. 
T. Rofer on '‘Summer Dishes With Lit­
tle Fire,” in the Ladies’ Home Journal. 
“If as pa rag u 3 is ordered for today’s din­
ner, cook double quantity, and servs 
that remaining for tomorrow’s salad. 
From a fricassee of chicken for dinner 
the giblets rpay be served for giblet 
stew for the next day’s luncheon. Yon 
will thereby gain a dish without extra 
cost. Potted fish, with cucumber sauce, 
may be served as a first course in place 
of soup, but If th^ latter Is preferred, a 
quick soup may be made by stirring 
beef extract into boiling water, and sea­
soning it with celery seed and bay leaf. 
Where light meats are to be served 
some of the cream soups are not out of 
place, as they contain nourishment eas­
ily digested. Cream of potato, cream 
of pea, tomato, celery, asparagus, rice, 
squash, 'cucumber and lima bean soups 
are all very acceptable In hot weather. 
During the heated term the roast joint 
might be served cold, nicely garnished 
with edible greens. With it hot vege­
tables might be served. The hot meat 
dishes should be light! and quickly 
cooked. Do &way with the large joints, 
the pot roasts and the heavy bolls, and 
substitute chops, smothered beef, rolled 
steak, broiled steak, Hamburg steak or 
Turkish ipeat balls. Stuffed vegetables 
may be seryed occasionally In the place 
of meat—egg plant, stuffed with meat 
and bread crumbs, and tomatoes and 
sqush prepared in the samq way. 
Slow coobing makes these vegetable^ 
palatable and- wholesome.”

6triker6 near Plum Creek mine’ was at­
tended on Sunday by 1,(J00 miners who 
had persisted in working the previous 
week and nearly every one was accom­
panied by his wife as a result of mis­
sionary work, among the women by the 
strikers. The meeting was inaugur­
ated by religious services conducted 
by ifev. Lincoln Lash, assisted by a 
choir of 20 colored jubilee singers, 
after which Mrs. Mary Jones, the Chi­
cago agitator, spoke for about an hour, 
putting the case very plainly to her 
women auditors. She plaeed the re­
sponsibility for the success or failure 
of the strike on the wives. The result 
of the meeting was the assurance from 
nearly a thousand mem that they 
would join the strikers and it is now 
thought that it will only be question 
of a very short time until the De Armit 
mines are tied up completely.

M in e rs ’ S tr ik e  N e w s .
The strikers about the De Armit 

mines are continuing elderly and are 
gaining accessions to their ranks con­
stantly. The L50 men employed at the 
Horner & Roberts coal mine at Eliza­
beth refused to go to work; about 75 
miners at th* Equitable mine in the 
same locality also struck. The Bunola 
men who were persuaded to come out 
all remained away from the pit and no 
coal was mined.

The mine company leased the ground 
where the strikers were camped and 
ousted them, but another field has 
been secured by the strikers which the 
owner refused to lease to the company, 
and a permanent camp established.

A special from West Newton, Pa., 
says: “The sympathy of-" this entire 
community is with the striking coal 
miners. The use of a large building 
has been given free for a commissary, 
and the townspeople and farmers have 
contributed provisions liberally. Sev­
eral hundred dollars have also been 
contributed.”

The output of the De Armit mines 
was still further reduced by no coal 
being taken from the OakhiU mine. 
The three men at Sandy Creek mine 
mined one gondola car in three days.

Counsel for the New York &  Cleve­
land Gas Coal Co. | (De Armit’s mines) 
has prepared a bill to be presented to 
Judge M. At.

England's attitude is settled, as her

F iv e  K il le d  b y  a n  E x p lo s io n  a t  a  F i r e .
. Five lives were lost in an explosion, 
during a fire in the Northwestern 
grain elevator at Chicago. Four of 
the dead are firemen. Three people 
were blown into the Chicago river, 
and one of them drowned aDd folly 50 
other people were injured, several fa­
tally. Just as the firemen were get­
ting. into position for advantageous 
work on the fire there came a roar that 
could be heard for half a mile, the 
roof was raised high in the air, and fell 
f£r blocks around, and the walls came 
down with a crash. Every window^n 
the vicinity of the elevator was shat­
tered and dozens of persons were 
struck by flying debris. The total loss 
is estimated at $300,000, fully covered 
by insurance.

The proposition to construct an- elec­
tric railroad from Chicago to Lake Gen­
eva, Wis., where the great Yerkes tel­
escope is located is strongly opposed by 
scientists, who declare that the electric 
currents and arc lights would seriously 
detract from the power of the telescope.

Doctoring; Fowls.

I  N THE A B C of 
poultry culture, J. 
H. Davis, the au­
thor, says: .Doctor­
ing fowls is time 

land money wasted. 
If I ever cuxe’d a 
fowl of any afflic­
tion I do not know 
i t  Of course a few 
got well, but they 
might have got well 

had I left them alone. And I believe that 
I have killed scores of good birds by 
doctoring them; by attempting to 
do something I was entirely ignorant 
of as far as the cause or the proper 
remedy to be employed 1s con­
cerned, if there axe any genuine reme­
dies, which I doubt. Bewarq of drugs 
and condition powders in the poultry 
yard. Nature does not demand. such 
things. When you use them you vio' 
late nature and practically weaken, de 
billtate and finally destroy entirely the 
vitality of your birds. It took me years 
to learn this. And if others w ill profit 
by my experience they w ill save 
money, time and much worry. A fowl 
that has to be pampered with drugs to 
keep it on its feet is worthless. If a 
fowl be very sick, drugs w ill not save it 
but hasten Its demise. If only slight­
ly ailing, the bird will get well without 
medicine. Decapitate roupy fowls and 
cremate their bodies. If the fowls 
have cholera, remove the well ones to 
a clean location, and thoroughly de­
odorize and clean up the old house aud 
yards. Remove the sick and ailing 
bird to distant quarters, feed them on 
boiled rice and give them scalded milk 
to drink for a few days, and they may

From the Chautauquan: It is very 
noteworthy that many nations, races 
and castes lowest in civilization have 
for a long time projected themselves 
against poisoning from snake bites'by 
i  method which never until the present 
time, the twentieth century, has been 
discovered by European scientists. 
The races of Psyller in Africa, Morser 
in Italy and Guner in India ages ago 
possessed a means to insure themselves 
against poisoning from snake bites, 
and today there are people who are 
not harmed by snake poison, if we 
may believe the descriptions of travel­
ers. Such are the negroes on the Gui­
nea coasts, the race of Elsower in 
Barbary, some fakirs and snake charm­
ers In India, the inhabitants of Ma- 
zamhique and some Kaffirs in South 
Africa. The means used by all these 
people to secure immunity from snake 
venom consist in taking as medicine 
the venom, either freph or dried, from 
the venOm-glands of snakes. The ma­
jority eat the venom, but in Mozam­
bique the same result Is gained by in­
f la t in g  with it. That these people 

really do make themselves proof 
against snake bites In this way seems 
to be sure beyond a doubt. Although 
this method was made known long ago 
in Europe by travelers, nobody seem­
ed to take any notice of it until the 
experiments of Pasteur and his school 
had demonstrated the possibility of 
utilizing it. Then scholars began to 
study the effects on animals of feeding 
snake venom and of inoculating with 
it, and to convert into scientific capi­
tal the avowals o f these fakirs, Kaf­
firs, etc.

H e  W a* True*
Brave deeds are frequent, and one 

good office of the daily press Is to  re­
cord them for the world’s remem­
brance. An instance in point is  the 
following from the Mobile Register: 
An incident realizing John Hay’s fa­
mous story of Jim Bludso, engineer of 
the Prairie Belle, who held her "noz1- 
zle agin the bank till the last galoot” 
was ashore, occurred here on the Chat- 
tahooche river in the wreck of the 
steamer Criggs.

recover. If they; get worse under this 
treatment, kill them and cremate their 
bodies. And so treat all the afflictions 
to which fowls are subject. This is the 
common sense way of managing them.

Finally I have no .faith whatever in 
medicines for sick fowls, and further­
more I believe thousands of fowls are 
killed every year by drugs. One trou­
ble is that the doctoring of fowls is 
merely guess work. Such a thing as a 
correci. diagnosis is impossible. But 
when i^fowl is sick we are Inclined to 
doctor it, more especially if the bird be 
valuable. We think the fowl w ill die 
if something is not done for it. And 
so we take the risk and give it some 
medicine, h it or miss. If the fowl sur­
vives the dose of medicine and the af­
fliction, we give ourselves the credit 
for the cure, and are thus 'encouraged 
to repeat th*e dosing process whenever 
opportunity offers. Our experience is 
that nine sick fowls out of every ten 
die if they are badly sick. There is only 
one affliction that I ev.er have cured, or 
can cure, or even now try to cure, and 
that is gapes .in chicks. I happen to; be 
very intimate with a man that happens 
to pose as a fancier, although he has 
had but a year or two of experience 
with a few fowls. * In a closet at home 
he had a hundred pounds of Quack's 
condition powders or egg food (?), 
"warranted to make hens lay and keep 
them healthy.” On the shelves were 
bottles of castor oil, Douglas mixture, 
tincture of iron, sulphur, quinine, calo­
mel, salts, pain killer, several prepara­
tions for roup, cholera, gapes, etc. It 
was a miniature drug store, and a lt for 

\the fowls, j l  saw him kill several of 
his best blrdB by dosing them with cas­
tor oil at night, for they were dead in 
the morning. Since then he has sold 
off all his fowls and quit breeding, and 
declares there Is no profit to  him in the 
business. \

Ifgs, while the others are yellow  skinn­
ed and yellow-legged. The quality f 
the flesh o f th e Langshan is  excellent, 
being fin© grained, tender, and nicely

Cow* UUk for Foaln.
The Live Stock" Journal has the fol­

lowing remarks on the feeding of foals 
with cow’s milk: "When the milk of 
the dam proves Insufficient for the 
young foal It should -be supplemented 
by cow’s milk. Indeed, In any case, if 
It is desirable to force the growth and 
condition of foals, cow ’s milk may be 
freely given to It, in addition to iwo or 
three feeds of oats daily. Many , thor­
oughbred foals are give r  cow’s ^nilk 
‘in almost any quantity’ both before 
and after weaning, and Mr. William  
Day, the celebrated breeder and train­
er, believes ‘without .any evil results.’ 
W hile recommending oats for iho 
young animals in the early stage of 
existence when following the dam, the 
same authority ttrongly discountenan­
ces the practice of. giving them beans, 
peas, oilcake, or any kind of condi­
ments or condimentaJ foods. Cow’s 
milk, being considerably poorer in sac­
charine matter than that of the mare, 
should be sweetened by the addition of 
sugar to make It more palatabla_to the 
foal as well as more nutritious, by imi­
tating as closely as possible the nat­
ural product of the mare. It Is well not 
to supply foals with milk from herds 
known to contain tuberculous subjects, 
although tfie horse :s not, like cattle 
and human beings, very susceptible to 
tuberculosis. StlR, in valuable studs, 
even the change c f  infection should be

free to light. Darwin long ago noticed 
that earthworms, although they have 
ao eyes, will suddenly withdraw into 
their holes at the approach of a lighted 
candle. Some creatures seem most 
sensitive to, pudden increase of light; 
others to sudden diminution. If a num­
ber of oysters, kept in a vessel togeth­
er, are found to he open, they w ill 
shut all at once if a dark object comes 
between them and the light. Another 
bivalve,'called Psammodia, has- long, 
whitish, transparent tubes which pro­
trude from the sand in which it lies 
buried. If these are suddenly illumi­
nated they contract, and the brighter 
the light the greater the contraction.
If a number of them be cairied into di­
rect sunlight they hasten to bury them­
selves in the sand; or, if there is no 
sand, they move restlessly to and fro 
in the water until they are exhausted.. 
In general, Dr. Nagel finds that crea­
tures which respond to sudden shad­
ows are those that live in strong shells, 
while those affected by a sudden in­
crease of light live in sand or mud, 
from which they emerge occasionally. 
In both cases the sensitiveness of the 
skin to changes of light serves to pro­
tect the animal. How does the skin 
acquire this peculiar sensitiveness,? It 
will be best for the non-expert to  sus­
pend judgment, since even the scien­
tists do not agree on this point. It 
may be that it is a  universal and ru­
dimentary property of all skin, and 
that animals with eyes have lost it in 
a greater or less degree, because they 
have no further need for it. 'That ig 
one view. Or it may be that this prop­
erty has been developed in eyeless 
reatures just because they are eyeless 

and need it. That i& another view. 
Those who favor the latter opinlqn 
point to the fact that some of the 
creatures which now have skins sen- | 
sitive to the light are probably de­
scendants of creatures with skins n o t , 
3p sensitive; in these instances the) 
sensitiveness must have been recently 
developed. -  Snails are sensitive, but ! 
their relatives, the slugs, are not; this 
looks as if the former had acquired the 
faculty. However this may be, Dr. 
Nagle’s study of these curious and out- 
of-the-way facts is certainly Interest­
ing and may lead Jn the future to an 
advance in our knowledge of the me­
chanism of sight.
