T h e  E te r n a l  C ry  A b o u t I t-  I s  B e c o m ­
i n g  I n to le r a b le .

One of the sad things connected 
with the literary success is the oppor­
tunity that it always gives some one 
to raise the cry of plagiarism, says the 
Cleveland Leader. Ngp successful man 
of letters frpm Homer down has es­
caped and a miraculous phase of the 
thing is that the victim is usually ac­
cused of stealing from somebody- that 
the world has never heard pf and whose 
work could never under any circum­
stances be considered worth bothering- 
over. Shakespeare, of course, stole all 
his ideas and got his style from\some- 
body whose name we have forgotten; 
Pope was a plagiarist; Byron was a no­
torious literary thief; Longfellow, as 
everybody knows, was a mere pick­
pocket, and now comes a writer Jr 
the Critic with the following arraign­
ment of RudyanJ Kipling;

“In Mr. Kipling’s book, ’The S e n e t  
Seas,’ I have found what seems to.be 
an unmistakable trace of the Ameri­
can influence. I refer to the poem 
‘Bill ’Awkins,’ which runs like this:
“ ‘ ’As anybody seen Bill ’Awkiqs?

Now.- ’ow In the devil would I know? 
’Es taken my girl out walkin’,

An’ I’ve got to tell him so—
Gawd bless—’im!

I’ve got to tell him go.’
“It was some time before the ‘Bar­

rack Room Balladsf- were first heard 
of that a young man of my acquaint­
ance, who lived in New Orleans, used 
to chant this ditty;
“ ‘Have any o’ yo’ seen my Lulu?

How In de debbll would you know 
her?

I’d know her by her apurnstrlngs
’N’ her shoestrings a-hangin’ on de 

flo’.
Gol darn her!
’N’ her shoestrings a-hangin’ on de 

flo’.’ ”
Isn’t It Just terrible!'-To go like a 

thief in the night and.- steal such a 
sweet gem as that and then to hold It 
up to the world as a <child thought 
from his own brain makes us shudder 
for Mr. Kipling! iWhtiit furies must 
be await lag him! £ Ruflyard Kipling 
will surely lje  punished;; here or here­
after, npt only for his plagiarizing, but, 
for having ever written “Bill ’A v5  
kins,” which, as the accompanying ex­
tract shows, is wholly uncalled for and 
about as bad a spec:meh of poetry as 
couLd be found in a day% search.

But this everlsting dry of plagiar­
ism is becoming intolerable. Every 
man who writes Is a iflaglarlst if we 
,want to make him onft, Every word 
and almost every combination of 
words that he employs-has been used 
before. If he writes in; verse he can­
not possibly find a new meter every 
time he takes up hia‘ pen and the 
chances are about a hundred -to one 
that every idea he puts^forth has been 
exploited by somebody- lelse. Every 
man ia in some aepse aj <mpy- of some­
body that has gotie before him. Na­
ture is simply a vast .-repetition and 
every fool that arisesT to denounce 
some genius as a plagiarist is simply 
plagiarizing some former fool who ac­
cused some other genius. It is time 
to gag the fools.

A S p a rro w  .P rlnoa  D o n n a .
Monsieur Mingaud, a naturalist of 

Nimes, France, gives in La Revue 
Scientifique, an interesting account of 
the musical eccomplishments of a 
sparrow in hiS collection of living 
birds. He captured the sparrow soor. 
after it had been hatched, and fed !il 
by hand until it. would care-for itself. 
Then he placed.lt in a;-cage containing 
a chaffinch, a gold finch and.two can­
aries. After a time ghe^sparrow learned 
to warble like this finches and' to' trill 
like the canaries,! the imitations being 
so perfect as to I deceive the ear. In 
spring Monsieur Mingaud is accus­
tomed to keep a box of crickets hear 
his bird cages. Two days after the 
c.rickets hhd been placed near the cage 
containing the sparrow, the latter be­
gan to imitate their cry, interming­
ling it with songs. Even after the 
crickets had been dead the sparrow re­
membered its lesson, and continued to 
repeat their cry. None of the other 
birds attempted to imitate the crick­
ets. Singularly enough, the sparrow 
never utters the peculiar squalling cry 
of its own species, having been re­
moved from ita rest too early, appar 
ently, to have learned it.

Law Governing Same. Many Are Un- 
x aware of the Law.

( C o n c lu d e d .)
Section 3—Each overseer of highways, 

shall keep an accurate account of the ex­
penses incurred and time employed by 
him in carrying out the provisions of sec­
tion two of this act -with respect to each 
parcel of land so entered upon, and for 
the time so employed he shall be entitled 
to charge at the rate of one dollar and fif­
ty cents per day and seventy-five cents for 
each half day by him actually and neces­
sarily employed while performing said 
duty, and when said duty shall have been 
performed in the destruction of milkweed 
growing on resident lands, or on lands in 
the charge of any person known to said 
overseer of highways he shal^present a 
statement duly verified of such charges, 
describing the land whereon the same 
were incurred by its legal description, to 
the owner, occupant or custodian, and de­
mand of him payment therefor. When 
any overseer of highways shall incur any 
expense or employ any time in the de­
struction of milkweed found growing on 
non-resident lands as .provided in section 
two of this act, he shall make out a com­
plete statement showing such expenses 
and time employed, and for which time 
emfploy^d he may charge at t̂ he same rate 
as' jot duties performed relative to resi­
dent lands, and shall file such statement 
With the township clerk as hereinafter 
provided.

Section 4—̂In case the owner, occupant 
or custodian of any lands stall neglect or 
refuse for the space of thirty days to pay 
the charges of such overseer as specified 
in section three of this act, it shall be the 
duty of said overseer of highways to file 
such statement of charges with the town­
ship clerk of the township wherein such 
charges were incurred five days before 
the last Saturday of September of each 
year, and he shall also file within the 
same time with the said township clerk 
the aforesaid statements of charges in­
curred relative to all non-resident lands 
in his highway district. On the said last 
Saturday of September it shall be the duty 
of the township boards of the several 
townships of tbis State, with township 
clerk of which any statement of charges 
provided for in this act shall have been 
filed, to meet , at the township clerk’s of­
fice at the hohr of ten o’clock in the fore­
noon for the purpose of auditing and al­
lowing said charges. Said meeting shall 
be called by the township clerk by writ­
ten notice served on each member of the 
board three days before the date fixed for 
said meeting. When such meeting of. 
said township board shall have been called 
by the township clerk as aforesaid, it shall 
be the duty of said township board to 
meet as, herein provided and audit all 
claims for charges found On tile with the 
said township clerk, and at which meet­
ing it shall be the right of all parties in­
terested therein to appear before said board 
and be heard with reference to the legal 
lty and amount of such charges.

Section (j,—The amount of ull claims for 
charges in this act provided for, which 
shall be audited and allowed by any town­
ship board; -shall be paid to the several 
overseers of highways entitled thereto 
from the township treasury in the same 
manner as bther charges allowed against 
townships are paid. i

Section 0—The township clerk, after 
I the allowance, shall make a statement of 
I all such claims as have been so aliowed 

under the provisions of this act, with a 
J description of thedands relative to which 
! such charges have been allowed, to the 
! supervisor Inf the township who shall 
cause the several amounts so allowed to 

j lie levied on the lands so described in a 
separate column in the tax roll of his 
township, and which taxes so spread shall, 
in all respects, be collected or returned in 
the same manner as other taxes assessed 
upon real estate are collected or returned, 
and when the same are collected they 
shall be paid into the treasury of the 
treasury of the township for thefpurpose 
of reimbursing such township for any ex­
penses which may have been incurred in 
carry ingjout the provisions of this act.

Section 7—Any person who shall know­
ingly sell any grass or other seed among 
which there is any seed of milkweed 
shall, for every such offence, upon con- 
victionjthereofjbe punished by a fine not 
exceeding ten dollars, together with the 
costs of prosecution, and in default of the 
payment thereof be imprisoned in the 
county jail for a period not exceeding ten 
•flays.

Section 8—Every overseer of highways 
jwho shall refuse or. neglect to discharge 
the duties imposed on him by the provis­
ions of this act shall be punished by a fine 
of ten dollars, together with the costs of 
prosecution, and in default of the pay- 

j ment thereof be imprisoned in the county 
jail for a period of ten days. .

The dairymen of Illinois have got 
their anti-color (buttenne) bill enacted 
into law, but will now have to push it 
in the courts. A Chicago paper last 
week said: ‘̂ Butterine manufacturers 
have banded together to test the con­
stitutionality of the anti-butterine 
color law. They will resume manufac­
turing and coloring it In defiance of 
the statute. Three of the largest firms 
engaged in its manufacture have al­
ready resumed. They are the Fried­
man Manufacturing Company, Braun 
& Fitts, and the W. J. Moxley Com­
pany. They will persist in making, 
coloring and selling butterine until ar­
rests-are made. Then the fight in th,e 
courts will begin, all the firms having 
oooled issues in this. The claim of 

’'inconstitutionality is based upon sev­
eral points. One is that butter is col­
ored by the same process as butterine, 
and what is lawful for one Is lawful 
for another. A second point is that 
he law Is special legislation, in the in- 
erest of one industry and against an- 
»ther. third point is that the bill 
vas. passed after midnight—the hour 
'or 'adjournment of the legislature— 
ted that the clerk on the third read- 
ng did not read from the original bill, 
rot from a copy. This last allegation 
8 undoubtedly true, as the original bill 
was stolen from the engrossing clerk’s 
ifflee. The new law should be pushed 
:o its full strength, and no time should 
be lost in following up violations of 
t. Every transgression should be fol­
lowed by a case at law.

sic points of which we know full welL 
There are no mysteries to solve or hid­
den principles to ferret out. All there 
18 to do ^  Patient, and science
will do tni^ rest People wtjo have 
never heard of Mr. Crookes, and in 
consequence are not just sure how 
much of what he says to bqlieve, may 
have more faith in his remarks Jf they 
will consider the knowledge that he is 
the same man who invented the fam­
ous Crookes tube, without which the 
ray would never have been discovered. 
It is evident to any one that a person 
who had brains sufficient to make this 
contribution to science is at least 
worthy of respectful attention. Prof. 
Crookes says that now, thanks to Prof. 
Molssan, diamonds can be manufac­
tured in the laboratory. Such gem 
are minutely microscopic, It Is true, bu . 
with crystalline form and appearance 
color, hardness, and action on light th 
same as the natural gbm. The first 
necessity is to select pure Iron and to 
pack it in a carbon crucible with pure 
charcoal from sugar. Half a pound of 
this' Iron Is put Into the body of an 
electric furnace, and a powerful arc, 
absorbing about one hundred horse­
power, is formed close above It between 
carbon poles. The iron rapidly melts 
and saturates itself with carbon. After 
a few minutes’ heating -to a high tem­
perature the current is stopped and the 
dazzling, fiery crucible i3 plunged into 
cold water until it cools below a red 
heat. Iron increases lh volume from 
the moment of passirife from the liquid 
state to the solid state. 'The expansion 
of the inner liquid on solidifying pro­
duce® an enormous •' pressure, under 
stress of which the dissolved carbon 
separates out In a transparent, dense 
crystalline form. This is the diamond. 
To obtain the diamond from the me­
tallic Ingot or mass of ĵtetal requires a 
long and tedious process; and the spe­
cimens thus obtained are, as Prof. 
Crookes says, only microscopic. The 
largest artificial diamond yet made is 
less than one millimeter across. Many 
circumstances point to:the conclusion 
that the diamond of the chemist and 
the diamond of the mine are strangely 
akin In origin. It is  clearly apparent, 
ProL Crookes says, that the diamond 
genesis or origin ’ must have taken 
place at great depths and under high 
pressure. Therefore, thousands cif feet 
down In the earth the^e from time to 
time takes place on |a gigantic scale the 
same process described :as occurring in 
the laboratory of the chemist. In the 
latter the results are minute. In the 
former they are greater' in proportion 
to ’the size of the .experiment.

It Is clearly apparent says Prof. 
Crookes, that we have really discovered 
one of the processes of nature of which 
the world has Iferetofore been In ignor­
ance. Our manufactur&d'dlamonds are 
minute, but they are none the less Gen­
uine, and the only thing that remains 
for us to do is to follow-up and develop 
he facts which are already in our pos­

session, andby doing tiffs- we are bound 
•=ooner or later to reach the goal rep­
resented by the diamond of fair size. 
When th a fd ay  comes the manufac­
ture of diamonds will become an indus­
try, but a small one, for lt*ls plain that 
the process of making need never be 
very expensive, certainly not sufficient­
ly so to warrant the asking for dia­
monds of more than a tenth of the 
orices at which they are at present 
■uioted. In the diamond fields the dia­
monds are ofteq  ̂ found in the muo 
uund about great holes that lead inio 
he earth unknown distances. Tliest 

holes are called diamond pipes, -for ou\ 
of them, scientists have declared, and- 
•vith very good evidence In support of 
their assertions, the diamonds hrav<* 
come some time. It is believed that 
after these openings wfcre made In tL« 
°arth they were filled from below and 
the diamonds, formed ai some epoch to* 
remote to imagine, _#ere thrown ou* 
with the mud volcanic Eruption, togeth 
er with all kinds of debris, crushed 
from the sides of.adjacent rocks. Prof. 
Crookes fixes five yews as the tern 
necessary for experiments before It can 
be hoped to manufacture diamonds of 
comparatively large size. ’That it wi'I 
be done, however, he tjays thereHs to  
doubt, and when that day comes it w! 11 
be the one on which 2the death knd;l 
of the diamond fields |s  sounded.

From the Microscope:—The gray 
matter brain-cells of perception have 
been dissected out of the finger-tips 
of the blind.

M ich igan  S o ld ie r B oys i n  Cmtxrfk.
Camp Ptngree was the name given 

the encampment*..of the Michigan Na-. 
tional Guard at*’Island lake this year. 
The number of men in camp averaged 
•well with any other previous year and 
the pian of having the tents pitched 
before the main body of the troops ar­
rived gave general satisfaction. The 
Fourth regiment was- given a taste of 
camping. out, however before they 
"reached Camp Pingree. They left their 
train at Green Oak, four miles away, 
And marched in heavy marching order 
over-the rough fields and sandy roads 
to within a mile of the camp and then 
pitched shelter tents, cooked their own 
supper and spent the night there, with 
■Co. C. 19ih U. a. Infantry from Fort 
Wayne, Detroit, for company. When 
they reached next day they looked like 
old campaigners.

As fast as the companies arrived at 
■Camp Pingree they were mustered in 
by the colonels of the governor’s staff 
■$nd inspected by Inspector-Gen. Case. 
The First was the first to have a full 
regiment in camp

The arrival of Gov. Pingree, com­
mander-in-chief of the M. N. G., was 
ad event which was somewhat inter­
fered with by rain which began just 
before the train arrived and continued 
until the governor had reached his 
tent. Nevertheless there was a big 

J crowd of both civilians and soldiers to 
. greet him. The absence of the elabor­

ate-gold lace trimmed uniforms of the 
escort was noticable, but this was on 
the governor’s order as he had all of 
his staff instructed to appear in camp 
■with only their fatigue uniforms. Gov. 
Pingree was attired very simply, but 
as he mouDtecLa skittish black horse 
and rode along it was evident that he 
would be the principal attraction dur­
ing the rest of the camp. Just be­
fore the parade began to move the 
Naval Reserves fired the governor’s sa­
lute. Every time a gun boomed the 
governor’s horse jumped into the air, 
but that did not seem to disturb its 
rider. The Third regiment was given 
the honor of escorting .the governor 
Aud his staff into camp.

Thousands of visitors witnessed the 
grand pageant of blue-coated soldiers 
in the review before Goy. Pingree and 
staff, and enthusiastic cheers repaid the 
boys for their long hours of drill which 
have been necessary to enable them to 
make the splendid showing they did. 
The rain came down almost in torrents 
for a’ time, but the ooys, and the 
crowds, too, held their ground. The 
troops and officers were drenched but 
the bands continued to play and the 
governor and his staff sat erect upon 
their steeds reviewing the swiftly- 
moving column as i t . swept by the re­
viewing 6tand. Cheer upon cheer 
went up from the spectators all along 
the line of march, which’,,led' around 
the entire field, each company salut­
in g  as it passed the reviewing stand.

It is stated that the 1897 encamp­
m ent is probably the last that will be 
held at. Island Lake. <*The men have 
become tired of the place,although they 
acknowledge that the grounds are 
-Splendid. The next encampment may 
•be held a t Manistee, oh the Russell 
farm,, about two miles vfrom the city. 
T he camp will then be on the shore of 
X^ake,Michigan, and the naval reserves 
-can be there at the same time as the 
.troops for practice in their ship. Gen. 
^Case, says, however, the future site of 
the encampment has not yet been de­
termined. The military board will 
m eet next month and visit the sites 
for encampments presented by Manis­
tee, Cadillac, Kalamazoo and the points 
Around Detroit.

S w eeping In ju n c tio n  A c t ln i t  S trik in g  
Coal Miner*.

The New York and Cleveland Gas 
Co. (the De Arnfit mines) has secured a 
most, sweeping injunction in the court 
of Allegheny county. Pa., restraining 
and enjoining the miners from assem­
bling, marching or encamping in prox­
imity of the mines and houses of the 
miners for the purpose of preventing 
the miners of the plaintiff from 
working. I t  further restrains the 
strikers from inducing or compelling 
any employe or mirier to quit work. 
President Dolan, of the miners union, 
expressed surprise when informed that 
it had been granted and said, it would 
make no difference to the strikers. 
They will hot break camp and will go 
right along as nsaal until the matter 
*s tested in the courts, regardless of 
cveiy judge iu Alleghany county, and 
f the authorities try to enforce the in- 
’unction, they w ill have to build more 
jails to accommodate the men. It is 
claimed-that this is a move on the part 
of De Arn.it togetthe militia upon the 
ground.

While it was the announced inten­
tion of the strikers to' continue to 
match and hold meetings notwith­
standing the temporary in junction, the 
leaders thought best to await the 
action of the court on the request of 
DeArmit for a permanent injunction. 
A few small bodies of strikers who in­
sisted on marching during the first two 
days against the orders of theif leaders 
were dispersed by deputies without 
serious opposition, although It seemed 
certain at one time that blood would 
be shed.

The hearing in the injunction case 
before Judges Stowe and Collier was 
perhaps one of the most important im­
portant and interesting ever held in 
a Pennsylvania court and the decision 
is expected to have a telling effect on 
the conduct of the great coalminers’ 
strike. Before the decision had been 
given by the court Judge Collier said 
in open court that the strike would go 
down in history as one of the wonders 
of the century and remarkable on ac­
count of the utter lack of disorder for 
which the strikers are commended and 
have the sympathy of the court.

S t r ik e ' N’ote*.
Two deputies, Robert Kerr and 

Frank Anderson, employed as guards 
for the New York &  Cleveland Gas 
Coal Co., fought at the Sandy Creek 
mine and as a result Kerr was fatally 
shot in the abdomen.

A criminal 6uit ha's been begun 
against, Samuel De Armit, a brother of 
the big mine operator, by Mrs. Anna 
Crotoi, wife of a striker, who charges 
that in evicting her from one of the 
company's houses he threatened to kill 
her with an ax and threw her and her 
crippled boy from the house with vio­
lence. Crotoi charges DeArmit with 
the theft of a keg of wine and a 
revolver.

Over 2.500 miners of the Lehigh and 
Wilke.sbarre collieries in the the Hon- 
eybrook district, near Hazleton, Pa., 
went on a strike. This is the first de­
fection among the miners of eastern 
Pennsyl vania.

Some Bellaire, O., miners wanted to 
return to work, but a vote was taken 
and it was decided to shut down every 
mine in the district. It is said this 
will cause a number of large manufac­
turing plants.to close down at Bellaire 
and probably the city electric and 
waterworks plants as well.

About 200 strikers from the river 
districts marched to Greensburg, Pa., 
and induced 200 miners to come out at 
the Herminie mine. They threaten 
to burn out the miners at Arena and 
Madison unless they quit work also.

Abc*it L%J0 miners at Simmons Creek 
and J^ogan, Va., have joined the strik­
ers. Fifteen hundred men are now 
out in the Norfolk &  Western district.

Its wings, and hided by them skims 
lightly over the ground. This is not 
correct. When a bird really settles It­
self to run it holds Its head lower 
than usual and e little forward, with a 
deep loop in the neck. The neck vi­
brates sinuously, but the head remains 
steady, thus ena fling the bird, even at 
top speed to look around with unshak­
en glance In any dircccion. The wings 
lie along the sides about on a level 
with or a little higher thatt the back, 
and are held loosely, just free of the 
plunging “thigh ” There ia ho attempt 
to hold them ext ended or to derive any 
assistance from them as organs of 
flight. When ai ostrich, after a hard 
run, is very tired its 'wings sometimes 
droop; this is d ie  to exhaustion. They 
are never, by a running bird exerting 
itself to the utmost, held out away 
from the sides t d lighten its weight nr 
increase its pace. Bnt the wingB appear 
to be of great uervice in turning, en­
abling the bird to double abruptly even 
when going at top speed.—From the 
Zoologist.
