Any six months’ resident in Michigan 
can hunt for deer by paying a license 
of 75.cents; residents from other states 
must pay a license of $25.. No deer hunt­
ing in Michigan now without a license.. 
Hunting season from November Sth to 
Noveml>er 80th, both dates inclusive. No 
hunter to kill more than live deer in any 
one year. No deer in red coat or spotted 
fawn to be killed. No dogs, no traps or 
snares or artificial lights. Partridges or 
pheasants, quails and spruce hens to be 
killed only from October 1st to December 
1st. In the upper peninsula partridges 
can be killed from September 15th to 
November 15th. Quails, woodcocks and 
partridges not to be sold in market. Wild 
ducks, geese, brant and all other water 
fowl to be killed only from September 1st. 
to January 81st, and then only from one- 
half hour before sunrise, to one. and one- 
half hours after sunset. In upper penin­
sular can be killed only 'from September 
1st to January 15th.

According to the present rule of the re­
demption division of the United States 
Treasury nothing less than fragments rep- 
resenting two-fifths of a bank note or 
greenback will be redeemed by Uncle 
Sam. “If that much of a note is-present- 
ed the United States,” writes Clifford 
Howard, on’“Destroying a Million Dollars 
a'Day,” in thje' September L a d ie s ' t iw m c  
J o u r n a l , “will allow the holder one-half 
the face value of it, while three-fifths of 
a note will be redeemed for full value. 
Of course there are occasional exceptions 
to this rule.

“Some time since a man from New 
England forwarded a bunch of discolored 
paper money that he had found buried in 
a field. It had laid in the ground so long 
a time, and had been so generously feast­
ed upon by worms, that it fell to pieces 
as soon as. it was touched. It would have 
been utterly impossible for any one unac­
quainted with the secret marks that the 
Government places on its bills to gather 
these decayed pieces of money together 
in their proper order: but some of the 
clerks in the redemption division of the 
Treasury are particularly expert in sort­
ing and deciphering bits, of mutilated 
money, and through long years of exper­
ience are able to tell in an instant to 
what particular note or kind of note a 
certain scrap belongs. When the piece?, 
contained in this bunch of old money 
were fi-nallj’ sorted and mounted it was 
foun'd that while there was not one com­
plete note remaining (not more than two 
or three scraps in some instances) die 
rightful owner was entitled to a redemp­
tion of four hundred dollars. Unfortu­
nately for the man who found the money. 
he could not prove his ownership, nor 
could he make affidavit as to what had be­
come of the missing portions of the notes. 
Consequently the United States was the 
gainer in this case.- Accidents- of this 
nature are by fto means rare, as is attested 
by the number of charred remnants of 
money which are kept among the curiou 
records of the redemption divis.on”

hold industry. The 
first New England 
settlers on Long Is­
land did not possess 
sufficient tallow to 
make candies, but 
used small iron 
lamps.

Betty lamps were 
the earliest fond. They were a shal­
low receptacle, usually of pewter, brass 
or iron, circular or oval, in shape, and 
occasionally triangular, and about two 
or three inches in . diameter, with a 
projecting nose |an inch or two long. 
Wheri' in use they were filled with 
grease made from odds and ends of fat 
in household use, and sometimes a 

! little tallow. A wick, or more often a 
piece of twisted :rag, was placed so the 
lighted end coulid hang over the hose. 
A handled hook was sometimes attach­
ed, with which to clean out the grease. 
These lamps were called ".Brown 
Bettys,” “Rials” or “Crimseys.” A 

j Phebe lamp resembled a Betty lamp, 
j but had a shallbw cup underneath to 
catch the drifting grease. The earliest 
known candle was the rush light}; the 
soaking, peeling, and -dipping of the 
rushes into grease was the first method 
of -the 'candle making industry. The 
next invention was the dipping of the 
wicks, made ofI loosely twisted cotton 
yarn, into pots of hot tallow. The yarn 
was cut into the desired length and sus­
pended by the .upper loop on sticks. 
There sticks were arranged gridiron 
fashion across two beams, whose epds 
rested on carpenters’ horses; each stick 
containing several candle wicks, was 
dipped into great pots of melted tal­
low, the temperature being at a cer­
tain heat, warm enough to make ;̂he 
tallow adhere, l|ut not so hot as to melt 
the tallow already adhering to (the 
wick from dipping. After each dipping 
the stick was placed oh a rack for the 
candles to cool. The dipping was re­
peated many tlimes until the candles 
were the requisite thickness. When 
candles ofibetter shape were desired'for 
the parlor andj ceremonious entertain­
ments the tallow was run into molds 
of tin, which held six, eight, and twelve 
candles, ahd the colonial housewife 
must dip her candles for kitchen Sand 
ordinary use, and mold them for I her 
parlor,and toilet table, and with so 
much labor for so little light it ,was 
expedient that the save-all, or caridle- 
wedge, was invented, to preserve efery 
vestige of the! precious illumination. 
The save-all was a little frame of pew-. 

! ter or brass rings or cups with iron

The extent of the financial distress 
in Nicaragua must be considerable 
from the account rendered to the state 
department by United States Consul 
Weisike at Managua.

The operators of the Pennsylvania 

coal mines held a conference in Cleve­
land. and determined that mines in 
the Pittsburg district should be started 
and operated without futher delay on 
the grounds that the jniners have 
taken a high-handed position; that 
nothing but an unreasonable price for 
mining will satisfy their demand.- It 
was determined that all coal 6old Tat 
the 54-cent basis of mining this year 
must be mined at that price. At least 
three-fourths o f f the tonnage of the 
Pittsburg district was represented at 
the conference, and all are unani­
mous and agree to, if necessary, forci­
bly resume operations, with the excep­
tion of M. A. Hanna &  Co.

It is the intention of the Pittsburg 
operators to engage Pinkerton men to 
protect their non-union men. This 
action will probably' precipitate a ter­
rible climax and the opera tore admit 
that blood will probably flow. One 
operator said: “If it is found necessary 
to do so, a whole army of detectives 
will be employed, and if tfie worst 
comes they will be supplied, with Gat­
ling guns and other equipments to com 
vince the strikers that we mean 
business.

District President Dolan of the Min­
ers’ union says that the operators were 
warned long before t h e y  made g any 
contracts for coal on a 54-cent basis 
that an increase of wages would be 
asked. He says the operators replied 
that they did not fear a serious strike. 
Bnt now that the operators have called 
for a fight we are in it to the bitter 
end. President Ratchford says: “Wc 
would much prefer to fight along 
peaceable lines as we have been doing, 
but our board will be obliged to meet 
the tactics of the other side and. also, 
to take steps to extend ‘the fight into 
other methods to meet the injunctions. 
Our people are being arrested in a 
wholesale manner for holding public 
meetings and we don’t propose to have 
injunctions break this.strike.” .

The executive board of United Mine 
Workers hâ s called for a conference of 
all federated unions at St. Louis, Aug. 
30. The purpose is to secure the co­
operation of all these organizations. 
They will be asked not merely for sym­
pathy, but to join in the great strike. 
The plan is to tie up traffic on the rail­
roads and in other channels of business 
so that the supply of coal may be ef­
fectually cut off and thus force the 
operators to negotiate for a general 
settlement of the wage question.

Martial law has to all intents and 

and purposes been declared in Plum, 
Patton and Wilkins townships, Alle­
gheny county, P a, by Sheriff Lowry. 
The three mines of the New York &

them will be patroled by his deputies..! 
Persons walking or driving along the^ 
roads who cannot give a satisfactory 
account of himself or herself, will be 
ordered to leave the neighborhood, 
and upon refusal will be arrested.

10 ,0 0 0  W o rk ers  O ut o f  E m ploym ent.
Judge Jackson, of Wheeling, W. V a, 

has given a new construction to his in­
junction against the strikers in the 
Fairmont region and in the Loop Creek 
valley which makes it mandatory upon 
the strikers to discontinue all marches, 
the marching being considered a form 
of intimidation. In Wheeling there is 
a serious coal famine; 500 families be­
ing without fuel. Factories are closed 
and 10,000 men are thrown out of em­
ployment.

Ostrow. a town in the province of 
Seidlce, Russia, is in ruins, 400 houses 
being burned and 4,000 people made 
homeless.

was located, and was lying' on 
the flour in the office. He was carried 
to his home, and rallied enough to 
make a sworn statement as to who fired 
the shots, and died about an honr later. 
Robliers completely looted the bank, 
leaving, but $10, which was found 
under the counter. The People’s Sav­
ings bank at ML Pleasant failed and 
J. F. Ryan, proprietor of the Farmers’ 
bank, telephoned the cashier, asking 
him if he anticipated any danger of a 
run on the bank as a result of the fail­
ure at Ml Pleasant, and requested the 
cashier of the Farmers’ bank to bring 
him tue deposit ledger at an early 
hour in the morning.

Capt. Curas, of the wheat ship Eury- 
dice was In the city today, having-’.re- 
turned with his vessel to the West Seat­
tle elevator. He has had an experience 
within the past twelve months that 
might make many a skipper envious, 
having ruled as king a group of islands 
in the South Pacific ocean. Capt. Cur­
tis was the first officer of the ship 
Flora E. Stafford, which was lost at 30a 
about a year ago.

I had six men with me in one boat, 
and the captain went in another boat. 
My boat headed for the Caroline Is­
lands, and after fifteen days we came 
in sight of land. We were royally wel­
comed by the natives, who could not do 
enough to honor us. Ikfckikee, king of 
the Carol' is, Insisted that he should 
abdicate Lis throne â nd make me his 
successor. I did not assume the royal 
garments and robes, for etiquette down 
there requires none of them, but I took 
the sceptre and ruled over those Islands 
for three months. I wooed and won 
the ex-king’s daughter, and I also gave 
out orders against cannibalism, for I 
thought some of the Stafford’s crew 
might drift ashore. My orders were 
strictly obeyed, fof I was an absolute 
monarch. They allowed me little time 
to sleep. Every night I was compelled 
to start the hoolah-hoolah dances w.<.n 
the women, and every day and night 
some delegations of natives from other 
Islands- in the group would call upon 
me to arbitrate in some murder case. 
These fellows were always killing each 
other. I would get into their canoes 
and go wifrh them. I would hear their 
testimony and decide who was quilty. 
My decision was final and the guilty 
man would be shot. ,

"After remaining on the Island three 
months I took passage on the first 
steamer that passed. I was-landed at 
Manila in the Philippines, and reached
