The production of coffee is becoming
of great Interest to the farmers of Li-
beria. Its production has greatly in-
creased in the last few years. In 1895
the export of coffee was 600,000 pounds,
while last year it was 3,000,000 pounds.
Farmers, merchants and people gener-
ally have turned their attention to cof-
fee growing. Much of this is shipped
directly to the United States, and more
would be shipped hither if there were
ships touching regularly at Liberian
ports.

Seeing women standing five and six
deep around a counter in a city store
a few days ago a shopper pushed her
way thither and found the cause of
their flushed faces, excited voices, dis-
heveled hair and unladylikfe snatching
to be a sale of hand' mirrors at a possi-
ble reduction of from five to eight
cents. The same shoppers would un-
hesitatingly pay a dollar for a lunch-
eon rather than economize in an un-
fashionable lunch room. Might not a
club for the study of proportions be
timely and remunerative?

Another attempt has been made, this
time by Colonel Higginson, to write a
suitable national anthem for our coun-
try, and to furnish it with music
which shall be at once original and
dignified. The endeavor is a worthy
one. But one can not help remark-
ing that the national songs which find
places in the hearts of the people are
rarely if ever the product of deliberate
and conscious effort, however patriotic.
They are struck out, as by inspiration,
in the heat of some ,national crisis,
in the stress of some national move-
ment The conditions haye never yet
been ripe for the birth of the real na-
tional anthem of the United States.

As surely as a lie travels faster than
the truth, so surely does vice outrun
virtue in the race for the occupancy cf
advantageous “mining.  The mining
headquarters fn the British possession
near the Alaskan boundary furnish an
Illustration. There were gambling dens
and other iyll resorts there several
months ago, but no churches or reading
rooms. Last fall when navigation
closed on the Yukon river the steam-
boats with provisions for the miners
were a long distance off, but the boats
bringing whisky had arrived, dis-
charged their cargoes and departed.
The raee eventually, of course, will be
won by virtue—since God rules—just
as truth by Its inherent might prevails
over falsehood.

Our consul at Jerusalem makes the
following reportk>n American citizens
in Palestine: From the cofisular rec-
ords it appears tpat there are 530 citi-
zens of the United States residing in
Palestine. Of this number 438 are Jews,
who are only nominally Americans,
having lived In the United States just
long enough to obtain citizen’s papers
and passports. The majority of these
emigrated from Russia to the United

* States and thence to Palestine. Of the
lother 92 American citizens, nearly all
have come here because of peculiar
religious views, and among them may
be found all possible shades of Chris-
tian beliefs. The one idea that seems
to possess all, to a greater or less de-
gree, is that of the second advent of the
Lord. This is by all considered to be
an event soon to take place in Jeru-
salem. Some of them during the period
of waiting, are suffering for the m"ces-
slties cj(flife, but are content to endure
priyations in the hope of being present
and witnessing the Lord’s coming. The
Spoffordite colony, or “overcomers,”
ahey cal! themselves, have recently
been increased by an “addition of 117
Swedlsh-Americana, mostly from Chi-
cago. Just how many of these are citi-
zens of the United Staea. the consulate
Is not informed, because of their refusal
to register. The leader, Mr. Spofford,
lays claim to prophetic powers, and,
claiming to be under direct protection
of the Almighty, is averse to having
any human power interfere. As they
are a peaceable and law-abiding com-
munity, eg have been for some years,
the consulate has not been called upon
in this regard.

Men who went to Alaska and didn’t
get-rich are beginning to make them-
selves known. Max  Deuchesneau
and D. W. Herbts of Kansas City
stayed eight months in the gold field
tn 1896, and returned with $5 in gold
dnht. They put 8400 each into the
venture.

On* Which Can Br Easily and
pensively Made .at Home.

Soft pine wood Ipanels of the desired
size are cut by a carpenter and are
then covered by! stre.ching veiours,
“'denim or any pllaln colored, durable
Imaterial tightly across one side, tack-
led Ipto place,"andj the reverse side cov-
ered with any good lining for the part
| of the screen ncjt Intended to show,
1B&athe Philadelphia Times. ,The next
step in the procesjs is to cut stiff brown
paper panels the* size of the wooden
ones, and on them draw in charcoal a
simple outline, conventional pattern* .

If one is not cn-1gin&l enough to do
tola alone, ask some friend to draw
one, or copy some good design from an
art magazine. The center panel shoifid
be the most prominent, while the side
ones each have the same design, re-
versed to suit the branches of the
screen and in Its main features har-
monizing with the center one. Whea
this is done, lay the paper on the panel,
tack it in place afnd along each line of
the pattern tack In gently upholstery
nails, arranged carefully at equal dis-
tances.

These should he Indicated by pencil,
marks If one has not a correct eye.
When this Is dejne the paper* Is torn
out from beneath the nails, consequent-
ly too tough pap”r should not be used,
and each-nail Isithen carefully driven
home with a hammer until it sinks In-
to the body of the material itself, giv-
ing a very richjmetallic effect, for
slight cost and little ingenuity.

The mother replied that7she had left
her at a neighbor’s while She gave her
17-year-old daughter lvy- a ride.0 Ivy
got into the buggy and her mother
drove to a dbcluded spot outside of thf
ecity limits, and there informed Ivy
that she had killed little Fern and hid
the body lh a (dump of bushes, and
that she, too, had to die™and the un-
natural mother whipped out a revolver
-and began shooting. IFy screamed
and teifed to leap from the buggy, but
a bullet went crashing through her
month, knocking out two of her teeth,
and another one throngh her breast
from left to right. The wounded girl
succeeded in getting away from the
buggy, and while she was running
across the field a ttiird ballet struck
tier in the abdomen. The rapid shoot-
ing and the screams of the wounded
and agonized girl attcacted the atten-
tion of a farmer named White, who
ran to the rescue. He took the revol-
ver from the insane parent, lifted the
bleeding daughter into the buggy
again and then jumpe$ into the rig
.and drove with all possible 6peed to
the city. The girl was taken to her
borne by Dr. Campbell and the mother
was loeked In the county jail. The re-
mains of little Fern were found later
in a clamp of hazel brush near the out-
shiris of Flint. She had been Kkilled
by the use of chloroform and two
handkerchiefs soaked with, the stuff
-were spread over her face w/ten she
was found.

Mrs. Hutchinson is the wife of W.
Z. Hutchinson, proprietor and editor
of the Bee Keepers’ Review. -She was
centtothe Pontiac asylum about two
years ago, butshe got better and was
-allowed to come home. She seemed
rational when she drove away with
little Fern. The older daughter lvy
-cannot recover.

Holland Celebrates Her Semi-Centennial

One of the most unique celebrations
held in Michigan in a long time was
the semi-centennial jubilee of the city
of Holland and Ottawa county, which
was first settled in the fall of 1846 by a
party of Dutch led by Dr. A C. Van
R&alte. Fully 30,000 visitors flocked
to the town, which was handsomely
decorated with American and Dutch
ooiors. The festivities, which lasted
two days~were initiated by a parade
which consisted of uine.divisions. Ben-
jamin Van Raalte, ason of the founder
«of the city of Holland was chief mar-
shal. A band of Indians on horseback
-and on foot, several historic and pic-
-turesque floats, bands of music and
~plenty of Holland costumes were fea-
tures of the parade. During the after-
noon ttyo separate programs were
mgiven, one in Dutch on the college
-campus, the other in English at Cen-
tennial park, and these were followed
by vocal music by a chorus of 310
voices and a band concert by Finney’s
m 8. band from Chicago. In the even-
ing there were fireworksand a banquet.

The second day, was devoted princi-
pally to speeches and reading histor-
ical papers. Gov. Pingree was present
«nd made a speech which endeared
him to the Hollanders and he was the
«entet of attraction the remainder of
theday. In his speech Congressman
William Alden Smith spoke of Pingree
as “his good friend and a model gov-
ernor.” Ex-Speaker G. J. Diekema re-
ferred to him as a man “as good as he
is handsome,” and Prof. J. T. Bergen,
o f Hope college declared that his name
would be forever handed down as “the
great reform governor of Michigan—
the man who had shown his character
by opposing all that was wrong.”

Another of the interesting features
of the day was a pathetic address by
Chief Pokagou of the Pottawatomiea
* Forty historical papers were read in
fourof the city churches during the
day and evening.

4 New Boom Town in-Alaska.

Letters, received at Seattle, Wash.,
say: “Skhgnay is the boom town g&
Alaska. Every man whose, heart
failed him when he encountered the
first hardship has turned town site
boomer. Four weeks ago Skagnay
was not known; today there are ndt
lesp than 4,000 people in addition to
those on ships in the harbor. They
have surveyed off the town site, the
first comers having first choice. Ska-
guay has all The useful accompani-
ments of a frontier mining town.
Dance halls, roulette, faro, stud poker
and craps find devotees ready to tempt
fortune’s smiles. There is no danger
of famine here, though there may be
shortages in certain lines. Great piles
of hay, grain, flour, bacon, sugar and
all the necessaries of life are in stock,
apparently for some time to come.”

Tidal Wave Drowns 300 Japanese.

Oriental advices- state that a great
earthquake occurred in Japan, lasting
eight minutes and was followed by a
tidal wave.tY which swept up rivers
flowing into the sea, and causing great
destruction. Reports received lat Yo-
kohama show that our 5,000 houses
had been inundated or washed away
and 300 people were known to have
been drowned or seriously injured. It
was reported from Hosoku that coal
mines there were flooded by an over-
flowing river, drowning over 100 min-
ers. For several .days before the
earthquake rain had fallen almost in-
cessantly and the rivers were already
very high. The tidal wave raised
them in so many minutes from 12 to 20
feet higher.

President of Uruguay Assassinated.

President idiarne Borda was shot And
killed as he was leaving tho cathedral
at Montevideo, Uruguay, where the Te
Deum had just been sung in honor of
the national fetes. The murderer, a
youth named Arredondo, was arrested.

Borda was elected three years ago by
a small majority, and he has always
been very unpopular. While the assas-
sination is universally denounced the
removal of President Borda from the
control of her affairs is a good thing
for Uruguay. It is alleged that he
used his position for personal gain.

Ohio Striking Miners Starving

A dispatch from Nelsonville. O., says
that the destitution ‘among miners
there is very great. Mayor Buckley
says 1,260 persons, the entire mining
population of the town, have abso-
lutely nothing to eat and 100 of these
are sick. In this-immediate vicinity
there are 7,000 destitute people, a large
number 8~ whom are children. Local
charity has helped them till its means
are gone. -Gardenssupplied the wants
of these people until recently, but that
resource is now exhausted.

Pacer Make* a Mile In L:5d!£.

The most wonderful performance of
a race track horse was that of Star
Pointer, the famous bay pacer, at the
Readville park track at Boston, last
week. After having beaten all the
other great racers of the day he was
started against the world’s record—a
mile in 2:01 On tho third irip to ihe
wire Star Pointer's driver got the word
0 “go,” and away he went like an fey-
row,” making the- circuit of the mile
track'in 1:59#.

45.000 VETS MARCH.

The Grand Annr of the Republic
Camp at Buffalo.

The thirty-first annual encampment
of the Grand Army of the Republic
was held at Buffalo ana attracted one
of the largest assemblages of veterans
of recent years. The first days pro-
gram consisted of a reception to Com-
mander-in-chief Clarkson, the opening
of Camp Jewett, a city of tentson the
bluff shoresbf Lake Erie at the month
of Niagara river. Thousands of veter-
ans and other visitors made the first
day an opportunity to 6ee Niagara
falls and other points of interesL

On the second day the visit of ttye
nation’s chtef executive. President Mc-
Kinley, and his party, which included
Secretary of War Alger, was an attrac-
tion drew Ujte thousands back into the
city. From the moment that the spe-
cial train tfiat bore the Presidentsar-
rived until] he retired, there was one
glorious' and spontaneous demonstra-
tion. Even when with Mrs. McKinlley
and Gov. Black the President had en-
tered his hotel and vanished from
sight, tbere followed after him the
cheers of the people until he was
obliged to cjome to the balcony where,
after order had been restored, he made
a brief speech of thanks for the gen-
erous welcome given him. Later in
day Columbia Post, of Chicago, arrived
at the hotel and acted as escort to the
President to the Ellicott building,
where the post entertained the Presi-
dent at a banquet. As the President

passed from the hotel to the banquet,

hall the police had to literally drive a
way through for the cr«itriages, and at
the Ellicott club the corridors were so
densely packed that the President had
to be lifted through by stalwart police-
men. In the reception room of the
club he met prominent citizens of.Buf-
falo and then he entered the banquet
ball as the guest of honor of Columbia
post, with 500 Other distinguished
guests and soldiers. When an elabor-
ate menu had been discussed to the
satisfaction of the guests the toast-
master called for Gov. Frank S. Black,
of New York, who extended h welcome
for Columbia post to President Mc-
Kinley.  When President McKinley
was introduced for fully five minutes
it seemed as though the roof would
have to raise with the roars of applause
and greeting. He was finally able to
be heard and he replied in a pleasant,
simple speech which caught his hear-
ers’ fancy and the applause was re-
peated when he had finished. Secre-
tary of War Alger. Commander-in-Chief
Clarkson, and ~.rchbishop Ireland were
among the other speakers.

There were fully 200,000 people on
the streets of Buffalo when the 45,000
veterans of 1861-65 marched before the
applauding multitude to t™e strains of
martial music which brought back to
them wvith great vividness many scenes
which had grown dim ia the intervening
years. Itwasagrand.a noble-an, inspir-
ing patriotic sight to 6ee these 45,000
men as they marched the streets, which
were mnde glorious in dec -rations of
flags and'bunting, receiving the ova-
tions of the vast throngs gf people.
The President of the Union they fought
to save, himself their comrade, was at
their head. The procession moved for
six hours. Along the route 1,000 girls’
dressed in the colors of the flag scat-
tered flowers in the path of the sol-
diers. President McKinley rode ina
carriage at the head of the procession
and waved his hat at the cheering:
crowd. LAt the reviewing stand he:
took his position with Commander-in-
Chief Clarkson and Gov. Black, and
the headquarters staff passed in review.
Of all the throng viewing the proces-
sion no one person was more enthusias-
tic or more affected by the. sight than
President McKinley. With his hand
on his hat, continually uncovering to
the national colors or the salutes of
the veterans, the President watched
the array of old heroes inarch by.
After the. parade a luncheon was
gWen to the President and nis party,
after which he was driven back to his
hotel. The closing events of the day
were a public reception to the'President
at Music hall and a reception by the
Loyal Legion at the Buffalo clnb.

The business sessions of the eucarap-
nent were full of “go,” and after
speeches’ of welcome by Gov.

An Enthusiastic Reception of the .French
by the Russians.

President E'aure, of France, reached
Cronstadt, Russia, on the French war- -
ship Pothuau after a disagreeable
journey from Havre. The weather
was fine, however, when the czar
steamed alongside the Pothuau in the
imperial yacht Alexandria. The re-
ception of the French president and
the exchange of greetings were the
signals for great enthusiasm on the
part of the many thousand of Russians
assembled on land and water. Upon
landing from the Alexandria President
E'aure was greeted by the grand dnkes
of Russia and other dignitaries of the
empire of Russia aud the republic of
France. A presentation to the court
of~the czar at the Peterhof palace was
followed by a visit to the czarinaat
Alexandria palace. The royal yacht
carried the czar and president and a
large, party to SL Petersburg where
the cathedral of SS. Petec and Paul
was visited and a wreath placed on the
tomb of the late Czar Alexander IlI.
President Baure drove across the Neva
aud laid the cornerstone of the new
French hospital and also took part in
the brilliant ceremony of laying the
foundation stonq of the new Troitsky
bridge. Dinners, receptions and visits
to many points of interests made the
visit of the president a memorable one.
He.was greeted with, enthusiastic pop-
ular demonstration wherever he ap-
peared in tho public thoroughfares.

Oom Paul Denies British Suzerainty.

President Kruger, of the Transvaal
republic. South Africa, delivered a
speech before the volksraad which is
likely to cause great excitement in
Great Britain. He said that the rela-
tions between Great Britain and the
South African republic are regulated
by the convention of -1884. He added
that in the convention cf November,
1881, a reference to the suzerainty of
Great Britain did appear, bu» thatin
the. next convention, that of 1884, not
a single word bearing precisely, upon
that point, and since then the suzer-
ainty had ceased to exist, and they
could not recognize the suzerainty of
Great Britain, because it was entirely
opposed to that convention. President
Kruger’s remarks were greeted with
the loudest applause.

Standard Varieties of Chickens.

_ Jp-lhating Brown Leghorns opposites
muk be considered. Should the male
be fine in all points except comb or leg
select females strong in thlB point to
mate with him. The most successful
oreeders use a double mating, one pen
to produce exhibition birds of each sex.
Fine birds, both cockerels and pullets,
can be bred from the same pen by using
slightly different types of females. The
same male often will breed the finest
of both exhibition cockerels and pul-
lets, but it is a rare case to have a fe-
male breed both seies of a remarkable

uality. When two pens are used, at
the head of the pen. mated to produce
the cockerels place a fully developed
cock with no sferioua fault, standard
color, especially strong in comb, lobe,
hackle and saddle, ardark undercolor
preferred. To;him mate hens of a
shade darker than standard, with
small, evenly serrated standing combs;
a trifle brick on wings is no objection,
as it will give a brighter color on wing
bows of the cockerels. Shafting on the
back will also help that black stripe
In the saddles. The pallets raised from
this pen fUl be too dark ‘for exhi-
bition. but they will be a great help in
-breeding cockerels the next season. The
made at the head of the pen mated to
produce the pallets should be from a
pallet strain, and bred directly from
an exhibition hen. His color is a trifle

right, comb rarge, but evenly serrated;
if thin near the top, all the better;
hackle well striped, but none in saddle;
undercolor of hackle and saddle may
be light gray or white; wing bows
shbuld show more purple'than red, as
too much red shows signs of being bred
from a bricky hen. To him mate exhi-
bition females having light brown pen-
ciled with darker brown, on back and
wings, all one shade, free from shaft-
ing on back and brick on wings. These

hens should have the large comb, lying.

over, but firm and strong on the head,
so it does not He olose to the eyie and
face. The cockerels raised from this
mating are the birds to use for breeding
females the next year. By breeding
Brown Leghorns In this manner we
have two distinct lines of blood, and
they should never be crossed. The Buff
Leghorn is the most recent acquisition
to the Mediterranean class. It is a
beautiful bird, and one that will win
its way wherever bred. 1Buff-colored
birds have many admirers, and those
who have bred them are pronounced in
their praise of their qualities. Besides
having the general characteristics of
the Leghorn type, the Buff Leghorn
cock has rich buff-colored hackle and
saddle, in shade from lemon to cinna-
mon. but of even solid color In keeping
with the rest of the plumage; the back
and wing bow exactly match the plott-
age; tail is pf the same general tint,

FEATHERS OF BROWN LEGHORNS,
but richer, deeper buff is preferable, the
standard giving for tail a rich, deep
buff or copperish bronze. The remain-
der of the plumage is of a slightly
lighter shade, but even in color
throughout, with no semblance to a
patchy or mottled plumage. White and
black feathers In plumage are objec-
tionable; solid white or solid black
feathers will disqualify the bird. The
hen is of the. same color as the cock.

JAILS IN OLDER PARIS.

The Jails of the eapit&l of Franco
had an evil reputation under the mon-
archy and, though the revolution be®
gan with the destruction tit the bastlle,
the most famous or infamous—of them
—the reign of terror added to the dread
in which they were held by all who
were unfortunate enough to come near
them as mere spectators. Tighe Hop-
kins has just brought together a eerie*
of anecdotes relating to them and pub-
lished it under the title of “The Dun-
geons of Old Paris.”

None of these prisons has so evil a
memory as the Conelergerie. It was
not only the most ancient and form!d~
able of them all, but such deeds took
place within its walls that its very
name is a reproach to the nation which,
established it. During the revolution
it was named “the ante chamber to th*
guillotine.” for more than 2,000 soul*
passed under its frowning gates to their
death. Of these the greatest in rank:
was the queen, Marie Antoinette, who-
slept here before her execution. Soon
after she had mounted the scaffold the
twenty-two Glrondins condemned to
death within a day were brought into
its gates for their last lodging on earth.
Thence, too, passed the dukes of Or-
leans and of Ghazun and many others
of the best blood of France. Gen. Beau-
haraais, whose widow was to become
Napoleon’s only love, was here. So was-
Lavoisier, the great chemist, of whom.
Lagrange said, “It took bnt a minute
to cut that head off. It will be a cen-
tury before France will have another
like It.”"  And here, too, were Charlotte
Corday, Desmoulins, Danton, and, final-
ly, Robespierre himself.

The prison of Vincennes was first'
built by the miscalled John the Good:
and, after being allowed to fall into*
a ruinous condition, was restored by
Louis XL Its most distinguished guest
was the young pretender, “bonnie
Prince Charlie,” who, after the signing
of the treaty of Aix la Chapelles, was
requested to leave' France. He refused
to obey the command of Lonis XV to
this effect, determining In a moment of
bravado to attend the opera the very
evening after he had received his in-
junction.  When the hour arrived h*
set out in spite of the advice of hi*
followers, who feared a pubifc scandal.
But the prince only exclaimed, "Th*
more public the better!” and went his
way. As he approached the opera
house he discovered that It was stir-
rounded by 1,200 soldiers. No sooner
had his carriage drawn up at the step*
than a body of cavalry massed itself
round about and a harsh demand was
made on the hot-headed youth for his
sword.

""Come and take it!” he shouted as lie
drew the blade and made a flourish
with it. Before he had any opportur*
ity to do more he was seized ifcom be-
hind and conveyed to the prison of
Vincennes. Here he remained only six
days, until Dec. 16, 1748, when he was
permitted to join his father in Rome.

Later Mirabeau was immured here,
and in revenge had the prison turned
into a kind of bakery,during the last
days of the reign of Louis XVI, after
he had become the tribune of the peo-
ple. Later it was restored to its old
use, and it was here that the Duk*
d’Enghein met his mysterious fate at
the hands of the first Napoleon.

Ancient Printing.

Recent investigations in Egypt prove-
almost beyond question that the won-
derful people ot the Nile actually print-
ed with movable types as early as th*
ninth century of our era. Two papyri
of that time have been found, and
twenty-seven printings tm paper of th*
century following. Indications point
to all the printing being done by
priests, and the perfection of It indi-r
cates that it was then ho new experi-
ment with the clever craftsmen, it
has also been learned that printed pam
per money was issued in northern Syrlar
during the second crusade, and xas
early as 794 the government of the ca-
liph of Bagdad owned and operated a
paper factory in the town named.—
Pittsburg Dispatch.
