fields, about 35 per cent of the labor
of raising beets at Watsonville, one
of the centers of the industry, is done
by American laborers, so that unless
there*should be a great increase in the
volume of immigration the fears that
have been expressed from time to time
regarding the threatening nature of
Japanese competition on the Pacific
coast would seem to be exaggerated.

1'ke the fisher-
man in the Arabian Nights who re-
leased the genie from his Imprison-
ment, are finding it no easy task to
crowd Turkey back into its former
compass. The sultan, who has prof-
ited by the exhibition of vacillation and

who returned home more dead than
alive. Two women called on her the
nextday and told her if she was not
mout of town within two days they
wonld call on her again. McKinna
has disappeared.

Prominent Labor Leaden Hold a Con-
ference at st. LoaU to Consider the
Strike
National Congress at St. FaulL

Labor Leaders Talk of a Revolution. -

The labor leaders of the country
held a two days’ conference at SL
1"puis, at which nearly every large
labor organization was represented.
The primary object was to devise
Vffeans of abolishing the tendency of
government by injunction, and of
bringing the coal miners’big strike to
a successful end. but the labor situa-
tion in general was incidentally under
consideration. The conference meet-
ing was productive of several eensa-
tioual speeches and many resolutions,
yet no decisive action was taken. v Mr.
Pomeroy, of the International Typo-
graphical union, chairman of the con-
ference, was instructed to request
President McKinley in the name of the
convention to call a special session of
congress for the purpose of “defining
the authority of judges in the matter
of'injunctions, *but this was practic-
ally nullified by the adoption of the
report of the resolutions committee
which provided tha>t a monster labor
convention he-called at Chicago, SepL
27, unless the miners strike shall have
been ended by SepL 20. It is regarded
as certain that some more important
action will be taken at that time. The
resolutions emphatically protested
against government by injunction,
which plays havoc with even such po-
litical liberty as workingmen have
saved from the steady encroachment
of capitalism; and declared that no na-
tion in which the people are totally
disarmed can loug remain a free na-
tion, and, therefore, urged upon all
liberty-loving citizens to remember
and obey article 2 of the constitution
of the United States, which reads
follows: “The right of the people to
keep and bear arms shall not be in-
fringed.”

t’he speeches were highly sensa-
tionaL Mr. Ratchford.”~of the United
Mine Workers, said that unless the
President assembled congress to give
the miners and labor in general relief
from capital’ oppressions he favored a
tying up of all industries. Grand
Master Workman Sovereign, of the
Knights of Labor, and Eugene V. Debs
aroused the delegates to a high pitch
of excitement when they declared that
labor has been robbed of its rights by
the courts and the time was rapidly
approaching for labor to -emancipate
itself;by abolishing, the supreme court
and taking the government into its
own hands to enthrone the: sacred
rightsof American citizens—American
freedmen.

Farmers’ National Congress.

The farmers’ national congress was
held at SL Paul, Minn.,, Dr. A. M
Soteldo, of Venezuela congratulated
the farmers on the return of prosperity,
and sketched the products and possi-
bilities of his own country. He hoped
soon to see the establishment of a col-
ony of American farmers hi Venezuela.
Senor Romero, Mexican minister to the
United States, expressed the belief
that American farmers would do well
to turq their attention that way. Ex-
Gov. Hoard, of Wisconsin, was chosen
president, Secretary Stahl was re-
elected, and N. G. Spalding, of New
York, was made treasurer. Samuel
Gibson was elected vice-president for
Michigan, and Alex. Dunlap, of Mauis-
tee, Mich., waselected second assistant
secretary.

Dost Explosion Kills 19 Miners.

An explosion of dust occurred in the
old Sunshine coal mine of the Colorado
Fuel and Iron Co., near Gleenwood,
Colo., and at least 12 miners were in-
stantly killed. The 12 bodies were re-
covered in a short time by rescuing
parties who continued at tbeir work,
as it is believed that there are other
bodies in thie, debris. The bodies Liken
out were hbrribly mutilated and most
of the identifications had to be made
by the clothing. Nearly all of the
dead were Italians.

A Rival to the- Klondyke.

A letter has just been received from
the north fork of the Macmillan river.
Alaska, from Geo. Lemmon, giving
particulars of a fabulouslyrich strike
on this tributary of the Macmillan
river. He and his partner went there
from the Yukon on information from
an Indian, who accompanied them last
spring, and he says that they have
struck a locality richer than the Klon-
dike. In three months they have
made a clean up of So5/000.

Flaantag to Steal the Nicaragua Canal
from Uncle Sam.

According to semi; - official advices
from Nicaragua, the Japanese govern-
ment is secretly negotiating with the
diet of the Greater Republic of Central
America, which recently met in Salva-
dor, for the construction of the Nieara-
tm&n canal, independent of and in de-
fiance of the interests and influences
of the United States. If Japan canen-
compass it she wonld like to obtain the
abrogation of all treaty rights posses-
sed by‘the United States in relation to
interoceanic transit and the forfeiture
of the American caii&l concession from
Nicaragua and to immediately make &
treaty with the diet of the Grealear Re-
public of Central America, giving her
control of the great route through Nic-
aragua. It has beensuggested insome
quarters that England may be working
in collusion with Japan, but this idea
has no tangible basis.

Sevan Killed bv Natural Gas Exploitlon.
Broad Ripple, a suburb of Indian-
apolis, was the scene of two of the
most terrible disasters that has ever
visited the state. Seven persons were
burned to death and thirty people are
lying., in the homes of neighbors
burned, scarred and racked with pain
from broken bones. Four buildings
occupying a block of the town are in
ruins. Of the seven dead nothing re-
mained but charred and blackened
bones with hanging strips of foul
smelling flesh. The disaster was
caused by natural gas leaking into the
cellars of the buildings from a three
inch main that ran in the street from
which the houses were supplied.

Lots of Gold at’-JUlchipicoten.

The first parly of ~lichigan prospec-
tors to arrive from the newly discov-
ered gold region at Lake Wawa, seven
miles from the shores of Lake Supe-
rior, back of M-ichipicoten, O.it., was a
party of eleven residents of the “Soo.”
They substantiate without exception
all that has been said of the great
richness of the new gold field. They
were among the first outsiders to ar-
rive at Wawa and aH secured promis-
ing claims, which were staked out and
for which application will be entered
atonce. In all the party will make
application for 4,000 acres. Three
members of the party were left on the
ground to protect their interests.
Many samples of quartz were brought
back by them and they say that where
the veins are lard bare the ‘gold par-
ticles can be seen everywhere in the
quartz.

The distance from the mouth of the
Michipicoten river to Lake Wawa is
not to exceed seven miles and the
party experienced no difficulty getting
in and ouL  With their camp equipage
the trip was made ia about three hours
time. The location is such that min-
ing machinery can be cheaply trans-
ported there. The quartz is of a na-
ture that is easily mined and milled
aud from all appearances there are in-
exhaustible stores of iL

Large numbers of prospecting par-
ties are flocking into the Lake Wawa
district by every boat and a lively min-
ing camp of goodly proportions has al-
ready sprung up.

PEARLS AND PEARL SHELLS.

Trea*aro« That Are Taken from
lutlian Ocean and Pernlan Gulf.

In St. Nicholas Capt. H. D. Smith of
the United States revenue coast service
tells of his experiences “Hunting for
Shells,” from the Island of Ceylon to
the Dry Tertiigas. Capt. Smith says:

Pearl shells are valuable, and fine
specimens are hard to obtain. They
are found in the Treamotee, Gambler
and Trihual group of islands. ¢ The
choicest from Macassar. These are the
white-edged shells, worth $800 a ton,
and from these the finest pea/l but-
tons are manufactured.

The most celebrated pearl fisheries
lie near the coast of Ceylon, the Per-
sian Gulf, and in the waters of Java
and Sumatra. The Australian coast in
the neighborhood of Shank’s Bay and
Roebuck Bay furnishes some very
large shells, some of them weighing
from two to three pounds each. The
fisheries of Baja, Gulf of California,
are very rich, France controlling the
gems procured there. The meat of the
pearl oyster is bought by the China-
men, who dry the leathery little bi-
valves, or seal them up in cans anb
ship~them to their countrymen in San
Francisco. The pearl shells readily
seli upon the Bpot at from $1.50 to
$5 per pound.

Pearls and tears have fdV ages been
associated, and the magic virtues of
the pearl were held in high, esteem in
early times, as they are to-day with the
East Indians.

It is said that Queen Margaret Tu-
dor, consort of James IV. of Scotland,
previous to the battle of Flodden Field,
had many presentiments of the disas-
trous issue of that conflict, owing to
a dream she had three nights in suc-
cession, that jewels and sparkling cor-
onets were suddenly turned into pearls
—which the superstitious believed was
a sign of coming, widowhood and of
tears.

Pearls are of various colors, and in
India thq red pearls were highly prized
by the Buddhists,1 who used them in
adorning, Pearls.: are formed to pro-
tect the shell fish.
