Orop Report- -«

The number of acres of growing wheat
in the State last May as shown by the
supervisors’ returns was 1,513,019; the
average yield per acre as found by thresh-
ing is 16.46 bushels, and the total yield in
the State, 24,925,907 bushels. The total
yield is found by multiplying the number
of acres in each county by the average
per acre in the same county and footing
the products. The average per acre in
the southern counties is 17.74 bushels;
in the central, 13.35 bushels, and in the
northern, 9.33 bushels. These averages are
based upoh a return of 117250 acres
threshed in the southern counties,.more
than 30,000 in the central counties and
more than 4,000 in the northern counties.

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported marketed by farmers since the
September report was published is 2,447 -
282, and in two months, August and Sep-
tember, 3,635,032. This is 1,403,775 bush-
els more than reported marketed in the
same months last year.

Oats are estimated to yield 25.79 bushels
per acre, barley 21.18 bushels, and corn &4
bushels of ears, per acre. This estimate
for corn is about three bushels less than
the average yield in 1896. The yield of
oats is from threshers’ records. Consider-
able corn fodder has been injured by
frost.

Potatoes are estimated to yield in the
State 61 per cent, of an average crop.
The estimate-for the southern counties is
-55.per cent.

Beans are estimated to yield 86 per
cent of an average crop.

The percentages for winter apples are:
Southern bounties 11, central 28, northern
32 and State 18. These figures indicate
no more than that the crop is a failure.
The percentages for late peaches,are:
Southern counties 8, central 32, northern
16 and State 12.

It is probable that the ground was never
so dry m Michigan at the usual time of
wheat sowing as this year. The average
rainfall in the state in August w,as2 04
indhes, and in September 130 inches.
While these figures show a deficiency
each month as compared with the normal,
they do not convey any idea of the severi-
ty of the drouth. -The rainfall during the
latter part of August am! most of Septem-
ber was mostly in the northern counties
and upper peninsula. Since about the
middle of. August the average rainfall
in the central” and southern counties,
where ninty-aix per cent, of the wheat is
grown, has not been sufficient to be of ap-
preciablebenefit." the ground is thorough-
ly dried out. Wheat sowed early has
come up, but unevenly. That sowed later
was “dusted in,” and much of it will hard"™
ly grow, at least not until lain comes.
Many farmers had hot yet sowed on the
first of October. They were still waiting
for rain.

The -Farm Statistics for 1896-7, report-
ed by supervisore, furnish the following
statistics in live stock six months old and
over, in the State in May, 1897, and sheep
and wool sheared in 1896: Horses, 424,-
821: milch cows, 402,103; cattle other
than milch cows, 253,261;"hogs, 395,093;
and sheep, 1,225661. Sheep sheared in
1896, 1,333,127; pounds of wool, 8,392,742;
average per head, 6.30 pounds.

MAKE TEA.

Several mouths ago, the Japanese
Tea Guild sent to thisicountry a special
commission, compose”™ of Mr. S. Mit-
suhashi, president of Shizuoka Prefec-
tural Assembly, and Mr. J. Ohara,mem-
ber of Japanese parliament, to investi-
gate the condition of the Japanese tea
trade In the United States and Canada,
and to co-operate wilh Mr. T. Furuya
and Mr. T!' Mizutany, the American
representatives of the Japanese Tea
Guild, in giving publicity to the merits
of Japanese teas and the method of
preparing them for ¢ drinking wk.ch
would insure the best results.

Mr. Furuya and ilr. Mizutany are
planning to open tea jbazars in many of
the principal cities in the United
States and Canada, jwhere ladies can
enjoy a cup of fine Japanese tea made
by experts, and at the same time .re-
ceive instructions which will enable
them to make it equjally well at home.
More than half the] tea consumed in
the United 'States and Canada is of
Japanese growth, yet, the majority of
Americans apparently do not under-
stand how to prepare it so as to de-
ve.ytfp the delicious qualities which it
contains. It is beli ved by these gen-
tlemen that when ‘Americans are in
possession of the secret of making good
tea, the consumption in this country
will fully equal that of Europe in pro-
portion. The Japanese government
has appropriated a! large fund to aid
the Japanese tea grbwers and tea mer-
chants in prosecuting this educational
work, and it is hoped that American
ladies will be-apt students." The main
bureau of the Japanese Tea Guild has
issued an official rec Ipe for making Jap-
anese tea. the translation of which is
as' follows:

First—Use a sma |,dry and thorough-
ly clean porcelain teapot.

Second—Put In one teaspoonful of
tea leaves for each cup of tea desired.

Third—When us ng Japanese teas,
gour on the required quantity of fresh

oiled water, and list stand with closed
lid from 2 to 3 nainutes. Neve” boil
the leaves. In ordjer to retain the nat-
ural flavor, Japanese tea leaves should
be kept in tight cpn or jar, free from
moisture.

Note—To thoroughly enjoy the nat-
ural, delicate, and-sweet flavor of Jap-
anese teas, neither sugar *nor cream
should he used, i

DETROIT'S BIG FIRE.

700,000 DAMAGE DONE BY
THE DEVOURING FLAMES.

mse Started Inthe Detroit Opera Howie
From a Calcium Light Explosion—
Nearly a Dozen Buildings Burned—
Boy Killed by Falling Walls.

Tie heart of the city of Detroit was
eeared and scarred by one of the most
flestcuctive conflagrations the city has
experienced in a decade. It was
ghorfily after midnight; Julia Arthur's
splendid theatrical company had given
their fourth rehclition of “A Lady of
Quality” in the Detroit opera house;
the large audience had dispersed; the
actors had gone to their hotels, and
the lights had all been extinguished
by Janitor Wm. Moore and he’and his
Wife had just retired in their rooms on
the fifth floor of the opera house build*
ing, when there was a loud explosicm
and Moore heard the rear wall back of
the stage fall. Instantly there was a
flashing of flames through the struc-
ture and Moore and his wife hurriedly
fled by way of an outside fire escape,
but even then the flames were shoot-
ing through the windows. 't

Roundsman Springer and Patrolman
Rutledge were standing on the corner
of Woodward and Gratiot avenues
when they heard an explosion and saw
* burst of flame in the direction of the
vaar of the opera house. Rutledge
tnrned in a quick alarm and both then
ran down an alley toward the fire.
They hardly arrived before a second
explosion was heard, followed at inter-
vals of a minute or two with half a
dozen others. The explosions were

* caused by the calcium tanks used for
the stage lights. There were ei“ht of
them on the stage, and at each explo-

-don asection of the walls would fall
and the sparks would fly in every di-
rection. *

Within to minutes from the time of
the first alarm all the available fire ap-
paratus of the down town district was
at hand and in service and that from
the outlying precincts was hurrying
toward the center of town. By that
time the whole rear of the Detroit
opera* house was one solid mass of
-flames, the sparks from the burning
acenery and light furniture spreading
over blocksof the down town buildings.

As the fire grew hotter the efforts of
the firemen were directed toward sav-
ing the surrounding buildings, but to
little avail. Constant streana”™of water
were kept on the rear of the Leonard
A Carter building, but in a short time

__the windows had gone in and fire was
*weeping through every f*oor, driving
the firemen from the alleji Over on
the opera bouso-aquare, Which faces
the Campus Martius and the city hall,
the flames were giving the firemen

- even aharder battle. The wind was

m"'blowing briskly from the west and as
‘the roof of the opera house began to
ecrumble and fall in showers of sparks
*nd burning brands rose high in the
«dr and sailed away in perfect clouds
to the east. The smoke and flames be-
gan to roll from the upper windows of
the Micheil Table Supply Co’sstore next
to the opera house and it was sqpe<
plain that that building was beyond
feelp and that.the fire department had
eon hand a job that was almost too big.

From the tall Leonard & Carter build-
‘Ing the fire soon worked downin to the
dipper story of the next building to the

-east, the five-story structure occupied
by the Central Storage Co., Vaughan
A Tanner and the Central Music Co.,
*nd several other tenants. Gradually
it forced its way from floor to floor,
mud a portion of the falling walls car-
ried the fire into the Parisian laundry,
‘which was soon a mass of debris. On
Monroe avenue, back of the Micheil'
Ca’s stores the big Schmidt and Wer-
ner buildings had been holding out
~ mgainst the devouring flames, but they
Anally gave way and were soon roar-
ing furnaces inside. An explosion evi-
dently of chemicals, in the Schmidt
building tjhrew down the walls crush-
the two-story Boston shoe store like an
egg shell- Probably this fact more
than all others saved the Valpey build-
ing, on the corner of Monroe avenue
¥bnd Farmer street. A change of the
wind then tnrned the flames back upon
the'charred ruins of the burned build-
ings and in a short time the firemen
had the fire under control, after having
worked on it steadily for six hours.

The heaviest losses fall upon the.
Micheil Table Supply (Jo. and the
owners of the principal buildings. -The
principaTlosses are as follows:- Detroit
opera House, $95,000; Julia Arthur Co.,

THE BIG HOTEL COLLAPSED.

Immense Building at Charlevoix—
Two Killed, a Score Injured.

With a terrific crash the immense
new hotel in course of construction at
Lindsay Park, at Charlevoix, collapsed
into a heap of broken timbers and
splintered boards. Forty men were at
work on’the structure at the time, and
half this number were killed or in-
jured, two being instantly killed.

The hotel was four stories high and
440 feet long, being the largest struc-
ture of the kind in Northwestern Mich-
igan summer resort section.  In order
to finish it before winter, the contrac-
tors were allowed to plaster the upper
two stories before the lowar floors
were ~properly placed, and this, itis
supposed, was the cause of the col-
lapse, the weight at the top weakening
tfie whole building so that when a
sharp gale struck the side-wall of the
structure, it gave- way with a crash
that was heard a mile.

The dead are: Pierce Kendall, of
Charlevoix, and Guy Hamilton, of
Grand Rapids. The injured are:
R.1 C Hamilton, probably fatally;
William Phelps, badly injured inter-
nally; F. A Smith, badly injured in
one leg and one- arm, and head seri-
ously cut; 9. Cain, head crushed and
hurt internally, will probably die;,
Willis Silsbj\ ribs broken and body
badly bruised; James Gillett, three ribs
broken, internally injured, John Curtis,
side crushed and oiherwise hurt; Wm.
Wood, one eye torn out; Charles Heint-
zelman, A. M. Hall and Charles Gab-
riel. Several Others were less seriously
injured.

‘fhe money, loss . from the accident is
well up into the' thousands, but the
structure will in all probability bq
rebuilt.

Jealousy Causes Murder and Suicide.

Owing to his cruel treatment Mrs.
Lester L. Burton, of Flint, commeuCed
suit for divorce from her husband in
August, and also made criminal com-
plaint against for assault and bat-
tery. Upon his promise to leave the
city and not molest the woman any
more Justice Swayzee allowed Burton
togo. He went to Chicago, but re-
turned two weeks ago and stopped at
the Dayton house, which his wife was
managing. He manifested his insane
jealousy onseveral occasions and final™
worked .himself up to the point of
committing murder. ’Walking into
the hotel, parlor where Mrs. Burton
was talking to a friend the husband
pulled a revolver, and without a word
began firing at his wife, sending thfcee
bullets into her body, one of which
was fired after- the poor woman had
fallen dead upon the floor. The sound
of the shooting and the screams soon
attracted the boarders and servants of
the hotel to the scene, when Burton
ran into the bedroom adjoining the
parlor, threw himself upon his back
upon the bed and sent a bullet through
his temple in the presence of a dozen
people. One shot was sufficient, as he
was dead in less than half a minute
after the shot was fired.

Burton was 46 years of age; he served
through the war, having’enlisted when
but 14 years old; he was a lawyer for
several years, but gave up his practice
when threatened with being disbarred
for alleged crooked work. Mrs. Bur-
ton was a pretty ‘blonde, aged 32, and
well-liked for her genial, sunny dis-
position. They had been married 12
years and two children survive.

Sore Month.

Many horses, especially during the
first year of their working period, are
constantly in possession of a sore. .
mouth, and this; not only causes the*
animal great suffering and usually lose
of flesh, hut is also a matter of great
inconvenience to the driver, says an
exchange. This, if continued for sev-
eral months, is also liable to leave the
animal with a chronic habit, such a»
throwing the head while hitching or
unhitching. We' have in view one very
valuable young horse, owned by *
neighbor, which became almost worth-
less on account of the habit of throws-
iug its head, and at the same time lung- v
ir%? sideways into the ditches. The moat
effective plan which we have ever tried
consists of winding any ordinary bit at
the corners and down on the same for
about an inch, with tanned sheepskin,
(which can be procured at any harness-
store), being sure that it is not too-
thick and heavy. With this well wound
on, now have;a cup of sulphur, and
each time as the bit is placed in the-
horse's mouth moisten the leather and
rub on a little of the pulverized arti-
cle. It is well also to lengthen the bri-
dle as much as possible during thin
time and not drive with a tight check-
ing rein. After having adopted thi*
plan we succeeded in curing a young,
horse of a very sore mouth which waa.
contracted during the working period
the past season.

Hornes’

Cover the Bulb Bed.—Be ffure to give
the spring blooming bulbs a nice warm
winter blanket of leaves. Utter from
the stable, or brush, or a combination
of all, and do not be in a hurry in
spring to get them out of their winter
clothes. Don’t rush out the first warm
day and clear away all the brush and’
litter just because it is unsightly look-
ing. The crocus and snowdrop will
not need so warjm a covering as the
other bulbs and can be uncovered
earlier in the spring. But from the
tulip, hyacinths, etc., gradually remov*
the Covering, leaving the finest of the
stable litter on the beds permanently.
—Vick’s Magazine for September.
