His companions also dismounted. Before 
a physician could arrive Mr. Snow had 
expired. A coroner’s inquest was held 
and it was developed that Mr. Snow,was 
subject to fainting spells. Mrs. Snow, 
wife of {the dead man,,arnved here at 2  
o’clock today. She rushed into the un. 
dertaker’s .parlors, where the body was 
lying and was loath to believe that her 
husband was dead.

“Have you given him strong medicine^ 
—have you had good doctors—he has had] 
these spells before—I know he is not! 
dead,” she .said excitedly.

When talk was commenced on carihg 
for the rema ns she said: .“You will not 
put any embalming fluid into him unless 
you do so over my dead body. He made 
me promise that I would never allow it. 
He was picked up. for dead in a street car 
once, but it was simply one of these 
spells. Oh, he can’t be dead ”

Mrs. Snow obliged the doctors to use 
alb powers known to try and restore her 
husband, but he was long since out of the 
land of the living. For two hours the 
doctors worked over the body with an 
electric battery.

The scene in the undertaking rooms, 
where the coroner and his jury were try­
ing to ascertain the facts, where the 
curious crowd was watching the proceed­
ings, was, indeed a pathetic one. The re­
mains were shipped to Dearborn this 
afternoon.

The report of the outrage to Private 
HanirAond at Fort Sheridan reads as 
if it] might have happened in military 
Germany or barbarous Turkey. But 
that an American citizen should be 
subjected to such humiliation and 
that an American officer should stoop 
so low as to enforce such edicts, passes 
all understanding.

The insurrection in Uruguay has 
ended in the arrangement of terms of 
peace, which the insurgents have ac­
cepted and both chambers of the Uru­
guayan congress have unanimously rat­
ified. One cause of the insurrection was 
a charge of fraud in connection with 
the election of Senor Borda to the 
presidency. The assassination of Pres­
ident Borda last August seems to have 
smoothed the -way for the conclusion of 
peace.

The statistician of the Department 
cf Agriculture has prepared a report on 
the wheat situation, which indicates 
that there will be no material cheapen­
ing of wheat until another crop is in 
sight. During the past six years the 
United States has exported amiually an 
average of 166,000,000 bushels of wheat. 
During the same period the European 
product has averaged about 1,400,000,- 
000 bushels. This year, according to 
expert estimates, the European crop is 
about 100 ,000,000  bushels under that 
average. To make up this deficiency 
little help can come from India, Argen­
tina or Australasia, and Europe’s in­
creased imports must be drawn mainly 
from the United States.

T o  work one!s’ way through college 
Is no great accomplishment—in a 
story; but life and fiction do not always 
correspond, as we are told by a con­
tributor to the Brown Magazine. “If

OFFICIAL STATEMENT OF IN­

TER-STATE COMMERCE 
COMMISSION.

t h o r i t y  f r o m  C o n g re s s  —
C o m m iss io n  S ays A b o u t  I t .  C

The Supreme Court of th r United 
States decided in May lastf  in -what is 
known as the freight Bpreau cases, 
'‘‘that under the' interstate commerce 
•act the commission ha* no power to 
prescribe the teriiff bCjHtes which shall 
control In the fut^j^r and "that Con- 
egress has not conferred upon the com­
mission the legislative power ̂ of pre­
scribing rates either maximum cr  min­
imum or absolute.”

This decision was rendered iri cases 
wherjuihe commission had held the 
rates qjtoplainMtt of. to be unreasonable 

; and unjust in it ia t io n  of the inter­
state commence law, had found what 

( rates would bd reasonable and just, 
and had ordered the carriers to cease 
and desist from charging more than 
the' reasonable rates so determined. 
That the commission was authorized to 
require carriers not to make higher 
charges than those shown and found 
to be reasonable in cases investigated 
by it had been generally believed, and 
the commission had in that way en­
forced the provision in the law for 
"reasonable and just rates" since its 
organization.

The commission has recently, in an 
opinion by Chairman Morrison, ren­
dered a decision In a case against the 
Eureka Springs Ry.^Co., involving the 
reasonableness of rates complained of. 
In the concluding portion of this deci­
sion the ruling of the Supreme .Court 
in the- Freight Bureau Cases is dis­
cussed, and mention is there made also 
of a prior. Supreme Court decision 
Jn the ^Social Circle Case,” which re­
ferred in an ambiguous way to the 
power of the commission in respect to 
future rates. The commission says: 

“While thu3 deciding that, under the 
Interstate Commerce Act, power to 
prescribe rates which shall control in 
the future has in no case been given to 
the commission, it is conceded that the 

-"act has given the commission power 
‘to determine what in reference to the 
past was reasonable and just, Whether 
as maximum or minimum or ■'absolute, 
rates. How this power to say what 
was reasonable and just in the past 
will benefit the public, correct any 
abuse, be of any advantage or afford 
any. relief to shippers who are made to 
pay whatever unreasonable rates and 
charges the carriers may in the future 
establish or continue to exact, is a 
matter about which the court gives no 
information.” In the “Social Circle 
case” the court said: “The reasonable­
ness of the rate in a given case de­
pends on the facts, and the function 
Of the commission is to consider the 
facts and give them their proper 
weight. What is their proper weight 
which can be given them as to the 
past? For what purpose is the com­
mission to consider them? How can 
the fact that the rates were unreason­

able and unjust, in the past be given 
or have any weight while, 
like ^unreasonable and unjust! 
rates afe, and may continue 
to be, fexacted in the’future? In this 
case the court adopted the view of the 

. late Justice Jackson that ‘subject to 
the two leading prohibitions that their 
charges shall not be unjust or unrea­
sonable, and that they shall not un- 

1 justly discriminate so as to give undue 
preference or advantage or subject to 
undue prejudice or disadvantage per­
sons or traffic similarly circumstanced, 
the Act to Regulate Commerce leaves 
common carriers as they were at com­
mon law.’ ”

"We are here advised that the act to 
regulate commerce subjected common 
carriers to two leading prohibitions to 
which they were net subject at com­
mon law, orie~of whiqh is that their 
charges shall not be unjust or unrea­
sonable. Until the court decided to 
the contrary in the Freight Bureau 
cases it was believed that this prohi­
bition meant that the charges of com­
mon carriers shall not be unreasonable 
and unju^f in the future or after the 
time the act was passed. In these lat­
ter cases the court says: ‘The fact that 
the carrier is given the power to es­
tablish rates in the first instance, and 
the right to change, and the conditions 
of such chqhge specified, is irresistible 
evidence that this action on the part 
of the carrier is not subordinate to 
and dependent upon the judgment of 
the commission.’ But ite is nowhere 
decided or ^claimed that under the in­
terstate commerce or other act the 
right of the carrier to establish and 
to change Its rates is subordinate to 
or dependent upon the judgment or ac­
tion of any other tribunal; and freed 

'from. the judgment and made inde­
pendent o5  the commissipn, interstate 
carriers are not subject to any provi­
sion of law requiring their rates and 
charges to;be just or reasonable.”

"The first section of the act to regu­
late commerce provides that all 
charges made for- any transportation 
service ‘shall be reasonable and just; 
and every unjust and unreasonable 
charge for such service Is prohibited 
and declared to be unlawful.’ Under 
the decision of'the Supreme Court no 
charge |for such service* is prohibited. 

* Reasonable and just rates are contem­
plated, not required.”

“Under the law so construed, the 
commission has power to say what ijk 
respect to the past was unreasonable, 
and unjhst; but as to rates 
complained of as unreasonable, 
u n ju s t and unlawful, and so found to 
be In' th e  case under consideration: 
t h e  commission can make no provision 
■or o rder fo r th e ir  reduction .which the 
c o u r ts  arp  required  to  enforce or the

carriers are obliged to obey. Having, 
in the light of these decisions, given 
the facts dqe consideration, we ascer­
tained,—found and reported the rates 
which would be reasonable from and 
to St. Louis, Springfield and Seligman, 
Mo., to and from Eureka Springs, Ark., 
land have recommended that the car­
riers reduce and conform their charges 
to the facts so found and reported. This 
recommendation may Impress the car-, 
*Iers only as may seem to accord with 
:heir own interests, since in the present 
state of the law, as declared by the 
court, common carriers have the power 
to establish, change and exact rates 
independent of the judgment of the 
Commission.”

“The court concedes to the commis­
sion power under the interstate com­
merce act ‘to determine what, in refer­
ence ;.to the past, was reasonable and 
just.’ In the case under consideration, 
the commission has determined that 
the ratesscomplained of and which are 
now charged by the defendants, were 
in the past and are now unjust, un­
reasonable and in violation of the 
statute. The duty of notifying and 
requiring the defendants to cease and 
desist from such violations is enjoined 
upon the commission by the act.”

It is evident from this official state­
ment by the«ommlssion that shippers 
and travelers are deprived under the 
ruling of the Supreme Court of their 
supposed right to compel through the 
commission the adoption by railroad 
carriers of ascertained reasonable

action in Congress.

VACATION SCHOOLS IN CITIES.

A few years ago it would have seem­
ed odd to choose the close of summer 

'tor a review  ̂ of educational progress. 
But the summer schools have changed 
all that. Nowadays much of the best 
work in education is done in' summer. 
Moreover*’ a new kind ' of summer 
school, very interesting in many ways, 
has lately come into notice. -

In th6 summer of 1S94 The?New York 
Association for Improving the Condi­
tion of the Poor began on a large scale 
the experiment of vacation schools for 
the children of the tenements. Edu­
cation was not the sole purpose of the 
enterprise, which was, in fact, closely 
akin to fresh air funds and pther 
schemes for brightening the rives of 
the boys and girls crowded in the nar­
row streets and stifling houses of the 
poorer quarters of the city.

The Department of Schdol3 and Ed­
ucation granted the use of three cool, 
roomy schoolhouses, and the managers 
undertpok the task of coaxing the chil­
dren into them.

Books were discarded. The children 
were Invited to come and play. Grad­
ually the play was made work, but 
work of such a sort as to keep the 
pupils interested and pleased. All the 
devices of the kindergarten were em­
ployed. There were singing, dancLng 
and gymnastics. The children were 
taught to play at sewing, at carpeting, 
at drawing and clay-modeling. Some 
of them learned something useful; and 
all were comfortably and . cleanly- 
housed during the school hours, arid 
kept off the hot streets and away from 
vicious associations.

There has, been no trouble about get-" 
ting the children to come since: they 
have found out what the vacation 
schools are like. The average daily at­
tendance during the first summer was 
nearly one thousand. The second sum­
mer it was more than three times as 
great. During the session just closing 
eleven schoolhouses were used, and the 
average attendance during the first 
week was more than six thousand.

The cost per day for each child was 
about eleven cents and a half in 1894; 
in 1896, by better management, it was 
reduced to less than five cents.

The officers of the association main­
tain that the vacation schools are no 
longer an experiment, and accordingly, 
they .ask the city to make the system 
a part of its educational work. Other 
cities have done something in the same 
direction, but nowhere else has the 
plan been worked out so fully as in 
New York.

V ery -Queer Law.

J l’DGi; M. V. MONTGOMERY Mon 
day made the stateuifut In the cir 

cuit court at. Lansing, that if the law 
pas>ed by the last legislature, giving per­
sons adjudged insane tin* right to appeal 
to the circuit court, 1* held valid, no man 
need ever go to an asylum. The preseut 
law provides for rehearings in the prolate 
court-for any person who may lie dreihed 
to have recovered. A person adjudged 
insane, if the now law is held good \vo;dd 
only have to appeal to the circuit court 
aud if found insane might at once apply 
for a rehearingv,nnpeal the case, aud keep 
on,doing so as long as he had money to 
pay court ^xpeinses. Thus dangerous in­
sane persons could prevent their being re­
strained for any length of time by means 
of the endless chain provided by the new 
law.

J udge Person has taken the case brought 
to dismiss the appeal of Miss Henrietta 
Sparrow under advisement, and will in a 
few days render his decision upon , tin 
question Of the law's constitutionality 
I he case is considered one of the most 
important ever passed upon by the circuit 
court in Michigan, the question of legisla­
tive interference with the. judiciary being 
iuvolyed, the law being admittedly retro­
active.

An attempt was made to wreck a fast 
train on the Grand Trunk road between 
Scotts and Pavilion . ’ in Kalamazoo 
county. Four ties were placed on the 
track and the semaphore lights nearby 
were blown out The train struck the 
ties and threw them high into the air, 
but aside from smashing in the head­
light of the engine there was not much 
damage.

Chicago capital is back of the Peer­
less Portland Cement Co. which has 
been organised with $250,000 capital 
stock paid up to develop the cement 
industry at Union City. The, Union 
plant was purchased for 8150,000 and 
its capacity will be increased to 1,000 
barrels per day and will employ 400 to 
500 men. The output for five years to 
come has already been contracted.

Supt* Hammond is arranging for a 
teachei-s’ institute at Saginaw, Nov. 11, 
13 and 13. Among the instructors will 
be W. L. Tomlins, of Chicago, who was 
the star attraction at the national edu­
cational convention; Prof. John Dewey, 
of Chicago university, and Inspector 
John L. Hughes, of Toronto, the 
leading public school man of Can­
ada. On the same dates Prof. Ham­
ilton Smith,’ o f  Olivet college, and 
Prof. DeLos Fall, of Albion college, 
will conduct an institute at Bay City, 
and both Prof. Tomlins and Inspector 
Hughes will make addresses there 
also.

Dr. Wesslev, of Detroit, in the em - 
ploy, of Drs. Goldberg & Co., special­
ists, was arrested at Alpena, on a 
charge of embezzlement. Wessley was 
manager of the Alpena office and has 
been rolling high.

The horse was 
pulled out .of the wreck apparently 
half dead, but he jumped up Suddenly 
and dashed away for his barn.

One of concluding events, 
which was given before an exclusive 
audience of 200 men, was a “Seeley 
dinner” where 10 “carnival maids” did 
the musclfe dance in the altogether. 
The police interrupted the affair. A 
Holland clergyman said the carnival
was as “hot as h-----but he hoped’
God would forgive the mayor and com­
mon council of Holland for being pres­
ent as representatives of that town.

The agitation at Three Rivers and 
Sturgis for the removal of the St. 
Joseph county buildings away from 
Centerville, has stirred up the Citizens 
of Not tawa township, and an election 
will shortly be held to vote on the 
question of ^preadin£ an additional 
$10,000 on the tax rolls, for the purpose 
of erecting a town hall in Centerville. 
Should this program go through St. 
Joseph county people will be asked to 
contribute $25,000 to build a court 
house complete at Centerville to io- 
clude a town hall.

A large number of distinguished citi­
zens of the state visited the state capi­
tal* and witnessed the presentation to 
the state of Percy Ives’ portrait of ex- 
Gov. Rich, The presentation was 
made by Theron F. Giddings, of Kala­
mazoo, chairman of the committee who 
contributed to the portrait fund. The 
picture was accepted by Secretary of 
State Gardner. Brief addresses were 
also be made by ex-Senator Patton, 
Chief Justice Long, of the supreme 
court, and others. Gov. Rich enter­
tained the visitors at dinner.

All the stock and S234,000 worth of 
bonds of the Lowell Water and Light 
Co., the Peninsular Light, Power and 
Heat Co. and the West Michigan Elec­
trical Cc., were sold at auction by the 
Michigan Trust Co., at Grand Rapids, 
to James Barnett, trustee for creditors, 
for $30,150. No plans have yet been 
formulated for the management of the 
property, but a syndicate may.develop 
its possibilities. The three confpanies 
were virtually one concern, their pur­
pose being to develop the water power 
of Flat river at Lowell and to transmit 
electricity to Grand .Rapids for com­
mercial purposes.

Fire broke out in the Central mine, 
at Houghton, but the mjners were

arned in time to escape without much 
danger. It was shortly discovered, 
however, that Frank Stanton, agent of 
mine company, with his father, John 
Stanton of New York, secretary of the 
company, ami Wm. A. Payne, of Bos­
ton, were still in the mine, at the bot­
tom of tbe shaft and below the fire. A 
relief party heroically descended into 
the mine and by almost superhuman 
efforts rescued the imprisoned men, 
who were nearly exhausted and had 
almost given up hope. The jniue was 
then sealed to smother the fire.

When the old U. S. cruiser Yantic 
j;a.n down a Canadian steamer near 
Montreal, while on her way to Detroit, 
the Michigan Naval Reserves were 
charry about accepting the boat until 
Uncle Sam had assumed all responsi­
bility and had repaired the damage to 
the Yantic. Assistant Secretary of the 
Navy Roosevelt promptly notified'Gov. 
Pingree that unless Michigan accepted 
the boat as she was she would be 
turned over to another state which, 
wanted her. The governor at once 
replied that Michigau would accept 
the Yantic as soon as the navy depart­
ment was ready to turn her over.

The report of the secre­
tary, Mrs. Katherine L. Stevenson, of 
Massachusetts, summarized the work 
done and showed that the membership 
was over 200,000. Mrs. Helen M. 
Barker, of Illinois, treasurer, reported 
total receipts at $31,516.33; balance on 
hand $1,829.77. The reports of organ­
izers were submitted. Mrs. Ellen A. 
Dayton Blair, of Michigan, reported 
for the Loyal Temperance legion, tell­
ing of her visitations to 11 states, ad­
dressing in all 25,000 children. Mrs. 
E. Norine Law and Mrs. G. E. Calkins, 
both of Michigan, presented stirring 
reports. A protest was sent Fto the 
Metropolitan Museum of Art, of New 
York City, against the acceptance of 
the statue of Bacchante. A telegram 
was also sent to Mrs. Grover Cleveland, 
congratulating her upon the birth of 
her son.

Mrs. Lucy Thurman, of Jackson, 
Mich., superintendent of the work 
among colored people, submitted a 
lengthy report showing satisfactory 
results of organization amohg women 
of the race in the southern states.

A splendid welcome was accorded 
Miss Dow, daughter of the late Geo. 
Neal Dow, the great temperance and 
prohibition worker who died recently 
in Maine. The effort to save the Wo­
man’s Temple in Chicago was given a 
strong uplift, both financially and in 
promise of support by Miss Willard 
and other leaders.

Henry Georgy, the famous single tax 
advocate and anti - Tammany Demo­
cratic candidate for mayor of Greater 
New York, died very suddenly of ap­
oplexy, at 5 a. m. at the Union Square 
hoteL

Mr. George had been making a very 
vigorous canvass and his following was 
growing stronger every day so that he 
had become a great factor in the may­
oralty contest. The night preceding 
Mr. George’s death he had made sev­
eral campaign speeches and returned 
to the hotel ablout 11 o’clock. After a 
light lunch hei went to bed, but about 
,3:30 he awoke and complained of a se­
vere pain. He at once became uncon­
scious, from which condition he did not 
recover.

The Thomas Jefferson democracy 
(anti-Tammany) promptly substituted 
the name of Henry George, Jr., for the 
name of his father, Henry George, as 
candidate for mayor of “Greater New 
York. The election law of New York 
provides expiictly for the filling of 
vacancies on tickets.

The river slope of the Delaware &  

Hudson Co.’s Van Storch mine at Scran­
ton, Pa., was gutted by fire and at 
least seven men are known to have 
been suffocated by smoke and possiAy 
one other, a Polander, is numbered 
ajnong the dead. The slope extends 
down through three veins. The miss­
ing men were at work 100 feet below 
the surface. Eighteen men were in 
the mine when Pump Runner Simp­
kins detected smoke in the slope and 
ran back in the workings to give the 
alarm. Only 3.0 of this number were 
hoisted through the air shaft. It is 
thought the fire started from a miner's 
lamp worn by one oL a party of 10 
miners who walked up the slope to the 
surface 40 minutes before the smoke 
was discovered.

E n g l i s h  a n d  F r e n c h  M ay  F ig h t  in  A f r ic a
Paris: The Journal says that news 

has been received to the1 effect that 
complications are imminent at Nikki, 
and elsewhere in Borgu, West Africa. 
The Niger company (British) is $e“d>- 
ing officers there to incite rebellion 
and distribute arms to the natives. In 
view of this situation French troops 
have been dispatched to that district 
from Senegal as a preventive measure.

London: The British colonial office 
officials declare that “there does not 
seem to be any reasonable fear of com­
plications at Nikki, provided the 
French government behaves reasona­
bly.” But, it is added, Great Britain 
has taken the determination to moYe 
effectually police her territory, and “if 
the French persist in trespassing com­
plications will naturally ensue.”

BIG STEAL KNOCKED OUT,

N E W S Y  C O N D E N S A T I O N S .

Gen. A. S. Wiesert. of Milwaukee, 
and Gen. Paul -Vandervoort, of Omaha, 
each an ex-commander-iu-chicf of the 
Grand Army Of the Republic, and Gen. 
R. N. Adams, of Minneapolis, have se­
cured 22,000 acres of land in the coast 
region of Texas, and will locate there­
upon veterans of the late war, 800 
families of whom are said to be en 
route for settlement on the land. The 
location selected is an ideal one in 
Matagorda county.

There is trouble brewing between 
Germany and Hayti. The German 
minister has hauled down his flag and 
German warships are expected at Port 
au Prince to back up the ultimatum of 
the minister to Hayti, demanding an 
indemnity for the alleged illegal ar­
rest and imprisonment of ope 'of the 
subjects of the kaiser. Much excite­
ment was caused among the native 
population and some of the people have 
threatened to kill the German minister 
and all the Germans at Port au Prince 
and vicinity.

The conference between commission­
ers of Russia, Japan and the United 
States pow proceeding at Washington 
in reference to killing seal in Bering 
sea and the North Pacific has.; reached 
an important stage and a proposition 
has been made which, if accepted, will 
bring about a complete change in the 
sealing question.. It is understood that 
the proposition has a far-reaching scope 
and provides for the material limita­
tion or entire suspension of pelagic 
sealing or sealing on the high seas. 
The plan is acceptable to the United 
States and Russia, and it is believed 
Japan will also join in it.

President McKinley has appointed 
Henry S. Pritchett, of Missouri, as 
superintendent of the coast aud geode­
tic survey, and Gen. Duffield will re­
tire Dec. 1.

Gen. Longstrect, of Georgia, the 
famous Confederate officer, has been 
appointed by the President as com­
missioner of railroads, vice Wade 
Hampton, resigned.
‘̂ Counterfeit silver dollars of greater 

weight and fineness than those turned 
out from Uncle Sam’s mints are the 
latest in the counterfeiter’s art. St* 
Louis is the first city to suffer from 
them. Several bank tellers were 
fooled by them.

The will of the late George M. Pull­
man gives the larger portion of his es­
tate to his wife and two daughters, 
and allows his twin boys but $3,000 per 
year each-'owing to’ their tendency to 
regard life as one grand round of 
pleasure and ease.

The refusal of the czar aud czarina 
to receive the grand duke of Baden 
and his duchess, at Darmstadt, for the 
alleged reason that their dates were all 
filled, is causing, much talk, and the 
papers pronounce it an insult to the 
whole German nation.

Investigation shows that the reports 
of a failure o(,crops in Ireland and the 
probability of a terrible famine were 
but little exaggerated and the British 
gove mine n ils  being urged to stagt re­
lief work before the people reach the 
point of abtu-al suffering.

The U. S. cruiser Yantic. on her wqy 
to Detroit to be turned over to the 
Michigan Naval Reserves, soon after 
passing Quebec collided with the coast­
ing steamer La Cauadienne, almost 
cutting her bow in two and carrying 
away her foremast. No one injured.

An incipient mutiny was aroused at 
Santander, Spain, by some soldiers who 
had been ordered to embark for the 
island oE Cuba refusing to go on board 
the transports. Although the men 
were eventually compelled to obey or­
ders, the occurrence has aroused con­
siderable misgiving as to the possible 
behavior of future detachments of 
Spanish troops ordered to the Cuban 
war.

Capt Charles Kronhert and seven 
6ailors reached Chicago on the schooner 
Sheboygaii after a terrible experience 
on Lake ^Michigan. They comprised 
the crew of the fine schooner F. W. 
Gifford, which sailed from Escanaba, 
iron-laden, for Fruitport, but which 
went down at ni<rht in a gale. The 
crew took to the boat and were picked 
up after several hours, by the She­
boygan.

Chief bf Police Kipley, of Chicago, 
has issued an order discharging from 
the force 434 policemen and appoint­
ing in their place a like number of the 
“star league” Democratic expolicemen, 
who had been discharged under, the 
previous Republican administration. 
One notable feature of the order is that 
the four*detectives who did the most 
conspicuous work on the Luetgert case 
are discharged.

Policeman Frederick Smith was shot 
and killed in the church of the Holy 
Redeemer, Third street, between Ave­
nues A and B, New York City, by a 
burglar who was caught robbing the 
poor box. The excited populace were 
about to lynch the murderer to a tree 
when several policemen arrived and 
summoned a riot squad of 15 officers 
who had all they could do to tear the 
villain from them and lock him up.

It is believed at Washington that, in 
view of the gr<?a-t prominence Alaska 
has achieved, owing to recent gold dis­
coveries, and the importance of defi­
nitely fixing the boundary line be­
tween our territory and that of the 
Dominion of Canada, that the senate, 
when it assembles in December, will 
take early action upon the treaty 
pending between Great Britain and the 
United States for the survey and mark­
ing of the one hundred and forty-first 
meridian. This treaty was sent to the- 
senate almost two years ago.

It may have fceen the strong influ­
ence of the press of the country which 
has prevented certain eastern and for­
eign capitalists, known as the Union 
Pacific recognization committee, from 
swindling the United States govern­
ment out of about 820,000,000 by forc­
ing a sstle of Uncle Sam’s interests in' 
the Union Pacific railroad at the 
swindlers’ own price. At any rate At­
torney-General McKenna was led to- 
see the advisability of postponing the 
sale until other capital could be organ­
ized tp bid against the grabbers. This 
brought the latter to time and now 
they offer to increase their original bid 
of $50,000,000 to a sum sufficient to  
cover the full amount of the govern­
ment’s claim against the Union Pacific 
road, proper, which on Oct-1 aggre­
gated $58,067,898. As to the Kansas 
Pacific, which they proposed to gobble 
at a loss to the United States of nearly 
$13,000,000, the committee withdraws 
its guarantee and consents to a post­
ponement of the sale to any -dBte to 
suit the convenience of the government 

The net result of the new arrange­
ment so far as concerns the Union Pa­
cific is regarded by the officials as 
highly advantageous to $he govern­
ment, as it secures all that it has evfer 
claimed to be due it, and renders it 
practically certain that a very large 
share of the debt of the Kansas Pacific 
will be realized whenever it may de­
cide to consent to its sale.

B r i t i s h  D e f e a t  T r ib e sm e n .
The British forces under Gen. Sir 

William Lockhart captured the Sem- 
pagha pass on the Afghanistan border 
of India. Gen. Gaselee, in command 
of the Second brigade, letFthe advance 
upon the tribesmen’s position, which 
was very strong and the approaches to 
it were greatly exposed. The pass 
was found to be a series of steep rises 
affording much dead ground to an at­
tacking party. The troops, under 
cover of a mountain battery, captured 
hight after hight and finally the fourth 
Gurkhas and the West Surreymen ar-' 
rived at the summit together. The 
enemy now opened a well-directed fire 
at the troop on the summit, but were 
effectually cleared from the surround­
ing hights in about three hours. The 
total casualties did not exceed 20.

with Marshal Blanco, the new gov­
ernor-general of Cuba on board, 
arrived at Havana, and Lieut*-Gen.

zard swept over Colorado, Nebraska 
and the Dakotas. Tremendous dam­
age was done to telegraph and tele­
phone wires and traffic on street cars 
and railroads was greatly interfered 
with. At Colorado Springs the snow 
and sleet were blown so furiously that 
it was impossible to see ■ across the 
street. The storm came so suddenly 
that ranchmen did not have an oppor­
tunity to shelter their stoek. Rain 
had been steadily falling for 15 hours 
in South Dakota when it suddenly 
turned to snowy accompanied by a 
severe northwest wind, and will cause 
heavy losses of range cattle.

Although the**97 fall elections were in an 
“off” year the interest aroused by the 
hotly contested campaigns made several 
local battles of national importance. P ar­
ticularly was this true of the state elec­
tions in Ohio, Maryland and Virginia, 
where United States senators were in the 
balance, and in the municipal contest in 
Greater New York.

The weather t on election aay was raw 
and wet all over the country, yet in spite 
of the inclemency a good vote was polled, 
especially in the cities.

I n  G r e a t e r  S e w  Y o r k .
The campaign for the mayoralty of 

Greater New York was the most sensa­
tional in the history of the city. I t open­
ed with the promise of a  straight light be­
tween the Republicans £}nd Democrats, 
w ith’ tile chances in favoir of the latter, 
because of the foreign-bbi^n opposition to 
the Raines’ liquor law; which greatly re­
stricted the liquor dealers and was a Re­
publican measure. However, there soon 
developed a  feeling which called for a cit­
izens’ ticket to oppose the Republican 
“ring,” led by Senator Tho's. P latt. The 
Citize-ns’ Union leaders asserted tha t the 
regular Republican organization and its 
managers were quite as offensive to good 
citizens as those of Tammany. The latter, 
led by the old chief, Richard Croker, dic­
tated the Democratic nomination -and 
named Robert A. Van Wyck for mayor, 
which caused a split in their ranks and 
the "Thomas Jefferson” Democrats chose 
Henry George as their standard-bearer, 
and he was soon waging a fight tha t 
amazed all the other political parties. 
From the Battery to the Bronx; from 
iStaten Island to Rockaway he preached 
-the rights of man and denounced the so- 
called party “bosses” with a fierce en­
ergy that electrified the city, and a ttrac t­
ed a following which greatly disturbed the 
other parties.

Just four days before the ballots were to 
be cast the grim harvester of mankind 
snatched Henry George to his eternal rest 
and the votes which he would have re­
ceived were free to go to Hon. Benj. 'F. 
Tracy, the Republican nominee; S.eth 
Low, choice of the Citizens' Union; Vaji 
Wyck, Tammany’s candidate, or to retain 
allegiance'to the name of Henry George by 
voting for the son whose name replaced 
tha t of the father.

On election day the polling came within 
>,000 of the entire registration, which, 

.considerlag the weather conditions- under 
which the election proceeded, was all that 
could be'expected. The day was wet. fog- 
ty , "muggy'’ to a  degree. It was such a 
lay as, in the years gone by, When voters 
ined up in the streets to await ihfeir 

chance to<<cast their ballots to the judges 
inside, -was called "good Democratic 
weather.” There was a general suspension 
of business and nearly everybody tyho 
was qualified had the opportunity of vot­
ing. I t was only in the outlying sections 
tha t the exercise of the right of franchise 
was attended with any inconvenience. 
Within a few hours after the close of the

flolls it was seen tha t Tammany's victory 
n the first municipal election in Greater 
New- York was a sweeping one. The only 

question remaining , to be settled at 
tha t time was the one of plurality by 
which the entire ticket headed by Robert 
A. Van Wyck carried the gigantic munici­
pality. The first reliable estimates placed 
it a t about 50,000.

Van Wyck polled a vote which falls pos­
sibly 40.000 under the combined votes of 
Gen. Tracy and Seth Low. The la tter was 
successful to the extent of polling an ag­
gregate vote in excess of the 140,000 pledges 
implied by the signatures of the petition 
upon which he became the candidate of an

Foraker for governor and Sherman for 
senator. Following the electioh of H arri­
son in 1888, the Democrats ip 1889 elected 
Campbell governor and secured a legis­
lature tha t made Brice senator. Follow­
ing the re-election of Cleveland in 1892, 
came the great triumph of McKinley for 
governor and the return of Sherman to 
the senate, and the Democrats therefore 
claimed that, following the election of 
McKinley in 1896, history would repeat it­
self on the record of “off years,” arid give 
them the victory.

The counting of the ballots was rather 
slow and the reports from rural districts 
were late In coming in, but from the first 
it was apparent tha t the battle was a 
close one. For several hours after the 
closing of the polls the Democrats 
claimed the state legislature and declared 
tha t Chapman had a  good show for the 
governor's chair. The Republicans re­
fused -to concede anything, however, and 
maintained tha t they had carried the 
state by 25,000 plurality for Bushnell’s re- 
election. and tha t the i next legislature 
would show a  majority of a t least 12 on 
a joint ballot, which insured Senator 
H anna’s continuance in the United Stases 
senate.

The complete returns from all the pre­
cincts of Hamilton county to the board of 
elections give Bushnell. Rep., for gover­
nor. 41.121; Chapman, Dem , 39,611. Bubh- 
nell’s plurality 1.511. On the legislative 
ticket Cohen, Fusionist, received 41,39? 
votes. Harris, the highest Republican on 
the senatorial ticket, received 39,448 votes. 
Cohen’s majority, 1,947. The other th ir­
teen Fusionist candidates on the legisla­
tive ticket ran very nearly up to Cohen's 
majority, giving Hamilton county a solid 
anti-H anna delegation in the legislature. 
Candidates on the Fusionist'county ticket 
had majorities of from 2,000 to upwards of 
3.000. The total vote of Hamilton CQunty 
with its 270 precincts was 82,0’JO. The votes

The 
indications are tha t Van Wyck received 
210,000; Low. 145.000; Tracy, 100,00lKand 
George, 15.000. The aggregate Is swelled by 
a  few thousand votes cast for Gleason, 
independent Democrat; Saniel. socialist, 
and Wardwell. Prohibitionist. On the city 
ticket with Judge'Van Wyck, Bird S. Col- 
er is elected comptroller and Randolph 
Guggenheimer president of the municipal 
council. The legislative brunch of the city 
government is Tammany-Democratic, and 
the Democrats have won a majority of the 
county and borough offices along with the 
municipal places.

The vote of Van Wyck in New York? 
county is approximately the same as was 
cast for Bryan in 1836. which was 135.621. 
Gen Tracy (Rep.) polled approximately 
55.600, against McKinley’s vote of 156,359 
in New York county, while Low (Citizens' 
Union) polled approximately 77.000, and 
George (Jef. Dem.), 12,000. In Kings coun­
ty, which includes the city  of Brooklyn, 
the Bryan vote was 76.882. while Van 
Wyek's vote will be almost the same. 
Against McKinley's vote of 103,135, Gen. 
Tracy polls approximately 35.000. while 
Low's vote is approximately 65,000. In these 
two counties the straight Republican vote 
shows a  falling off of nearly 175.000, or irfl 
excess of the total vote for Seth Low, 
while the Tammany vote equals, if it does 
not slightly exceed, tha t cast for Bryan.

W hatever might have been the result 
had Henry George survived the campaign 
Indications from the earliest returns were 
tha t the substitution of-the son for the 
father as the mayoralty candidate of the 
Thomas Jefferson Democracy had proved 
a failure from an# but the sentimental 
Point, of view. In fact the George can­
didacy made but a beggarly showing, less 
than o per cent of the votes in New York 
city having been cast for the son of the 
author of "Progress and Poverty.” The 
George vote possibly suffered by the fail­
ure of the supervisors of election to sup­
ply a large number of the precincts with 
pasters to attach to the voting papers 
as required by law.

With the loss of four­
teen members of the legislature in Hamil­
ton county and also of twelve members in 
Cuyahoga county, the Republicans could 
not expect to carry the legislature.

At Republican state headquarters they 
are more confident of having a majority 
in the legislature than of a decisive plu­
rality on the state ticket. They -claim 
IS of the 36 senators sure, with fifteen 
Democrats 'and 3 doubtful. They also 
claim a  majority of the 100 representa­
tives. but no definite figures are given on 
either the counties for representatives or 
the senatorial districts. Fifanklin coun­
ty gave McKinley a plurality of 2.200 last 
year. It-gives the Democratic state tick­
et this year a  plurality of 1 .000. and elects 
the entire Democratic ticket, the only 
close vote being for sheriff.

If these are 
properly mhde and properly baked 
they-should swell six times their orlg-. 
inal bulk, and may be used for break­
fast or luncheon, or served with a 
liquid pudding sauce as a dessert. 
Whole wheat flour, if sifted ttyree 
times, may be substituted for "white 
flour. Iron gem-pans insure better, re­
sults than those made of lighter met­
als.—Mrs. S. T. Rorer in Ladies’ Home 
Journal.
