It is a typical Massachusetts town 
of which one of the veteran ofSclais' 
Staines a suggestive fact-r-that the ag­
gregate values of the pianos, organs, 
sewing-machines, carpets and similar 
articles of luxury now o'wned therein 
exceed the whole valuation of the 
town as it was forty years ago. In 
1857 only a fraction of the so-called 
rich possessed/such luxuries, which in 
1897 are found in every household — 
so many concrete proofs that, for all 
the loose.talk of the discontented, the 
.Ami r̂lcan standard of life and comfort 
tends constantly to rise.

A company of .workingmen In Eng­
land lately listened to a speaker who 
called himself a fellow-workman. In 
hin time, he said, be had experienceil 
many privations. He had Ttnown what 
It was to be cold because he could net 
afford a fire. He had worn patched 
clothes and shoes. He had lived up-m 
poor fare. When he was young he 
learned to plow as straight a furrow 
as any man in the parish, and no one 
could thrash better than ho. The 
speaker was a man w'ho in the table 
of precedency comes next after • the 
princos' of the royal blood—the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury. ,

One of the most interesting feature.  ̂
of the great strike of engineers In Eng­
land has been pointed out by Professor 
Bryce, the distinguished author of 
“The American Commonwealth.” Pro­
fessor Bryce has been looking into the 
matter,, and says he finds that several 
branches of British engineering have 
coriie to the Unfted States as a- resaTt 
of the paralysis of industry caused bjt 
the strike. ' This, of course, Is^a good 
thing for us and au exceedingly bad 
thing for Great Brltian. When losses 
of all kinds come to be reckoned up 
it wil be found that the engineers* 
strike has been one; of the most dlsa-s- 
trous in history.

Child labor in factories is generally 
defended—when It is defended—on the 
ground that I^ helps to support fami­
lies. To this claim a writer in the 
Charities Review ipte^'poses the sound 
objection that the wages of youn; 
children are seldom large enough to 
make the difference between pauperism 
and independence. When a family re­
lics on these w’ages, it is pretty sure 
to depend also on help from public 
or private agencies. Therefore, since 
child labor too often undermines both 
health and morals, why not increase 
the charity fund, and put the child to 
school? Viewing the problem merely 
as a matter of arithmetic, it 'would be 
cheaper to support a good many un­
fortunate people than it will be, later 
on, to defend society against their Ig­
norant or vicious children:

ment of their alms, thus Indirectly 
promoting, in ho-wever small a degree, 
the cause of international inter.'‘our3e 
and trade. Arrangcmeiit.s are made 
for the provision of trustworthy pulilcs, 
and facilities are given for travel and 
sightseeing. Entrance is ofclainpd to 
all the government establishments and 
to the places of Interest in different 
parts of the country. Introductions 
are provided to manufacturers an<l 
merchants, so that although the main 
object of the society is of a social n.a- 
ture, it may be of great service to 
those who go to investigate commercial 
and Industrial conditions. Acording 
to the rank or personal record of a 
tourist, the society will introduce him 
at his request to any Japanese noble­
man or gentleman, if the circumstances 
seem to warrant such an introduction. 
In the case of a distinguished tourist 
the society might make arrangements 
at Its own cost to entertain him, so 
that its members and friends . may 
make his acquaintance.

At the very moment that one Caussl­
diere w^s lying dead before the sol­
diers , of the Commune the other was 
escaping In disguise toward the Bel­
gian coast, whence, after divers vicis­
situdes, he sailed for England, to reap­
pear finally in Annandale, like a ghost 
from the grave, as we have seen.

In going through the railroad tun­
nel under Iho S t Clair . river at Port 
Hurefn a Grand Trunk train consisting 
of 36 cars loaded- with perLshable 
freight broke in two and the engine 
emerged on the Canadian side with 
only one car. The engine at once re­
turned to gather up the remainder of 
the train and for nearly two hours 
nothing was heard of them. Finally a 
searching party was sent out from the 
Canadian side and Engineer Courtney 
was brought out .dead, having beeu 
suffocated by gas, and Fireman Dun­
can and Brakeman Potter unconscious. 
Conductor Dunn and Brakeman Dalton 
could not be found at that time, but 
their dea^ bodies were recovered on a 
second tiip made by the rescuers.

Xt appears that when the engine of 
the freight went back into the tnhnel 
and picked up its lost cars it became 
stalled owing to the steeii .grade and 
the firemen weirt back to cut off a 
portion of the train. The signal was 
then given for the rear men, but no 
answer was raceived, and while on a 
hunt for them the others were over­
come.

A searching party that started out 
from the Port Huron side, also had a 
narrow escape from asphyxiation. 
After going into the trunnel some dis­
tance they were compelled, to turn 
back. Three of them succeeded in 
gaining the American portal, but 
Messrs. Uartigan, Mann and May 
were overcome and dro*pped dovvn. 
They were later brought out by an­
other searching party. The gas in the 
tunnel arises from the hard coal used 
as fuel by the engines.

The dead are: ^lenry J. Courtney, 
engineer; Arthur Dunn, conductor, and 
John Dayton, brakeman. The injured 
are: Wm. Dunn, dreraan; Wm. Potter, 
brakeman; J. Ilaley, track walker; 
Thomas Hartigan, t^amucl Mann, and 
Peter May. The last four had gone 
down as a volunteer rescue crew and 
were taken out unconscious, but will 
recover. Win. CutUfTe, Put Gore and 
Joseph Brady, of the rescuers, suc­
ceeded in gaining open air; but 
much overcome by the gas. The acci­
dent was caused by tlm breaking of a 
coupling pin.

Kiao-Chaa by the Germans, the czar of 
Russia waf- consulted and a tacit un- 
derstandite was arrived at between 
the ru ler| regarding the cpurM to 
be pursnei by Germany. I t has also 
been determined to send a warship to 
Hayti to enforce the demand for in­
demnity for the imprisonment of Lued- 
ers, the alleged German citizen. The 
Berlin papers express their gratifica­
tion at the friendly attitude of the 
United States, stating that otherwise 
it would have been a serious affair for 
Germany.

H s y tl  A ppeals to  C ncls Sam .
The attention of the department of 

state a t Washington has been formally 
called to the friction between Germany 
and Hayti, as a result of the arrest by 
the officials of the latter country of a 
half-blood named Lueders, who claims 
to be a German citizen, but who is 
said to be the son of a German father 
and a Uaytian mother and was born in 
Hayti. The state department has re­

E o g lsn d ’s C oast Sw ept by  a  T errtlle  
Cyclone— P ro p e rty  Los* Im m ense .

A .tremendous gale which swept the. 
Engii.sh coasts for over 34 hours atr 
tamed the fury of a cyclone in many, 
places and wa.s accompanied by snow 
and hail. A long of fatalities,
wrecks and damage to property has 
already Ibeen, received. All the coast 
towns have suffered and a score of 
bodies has been washed ashore. Fall­
ing walls and flying debris have added 
to the loss of life. 'Vessels are repdrted 
on shore on every part of the coast and 
many ships are known to have found­
ered witli* the probable loss • of all 
hands. There is much wreckagd about 
the Goodwin Sands. At Lowestoft, 
Yarmouth and elsewhere the sea has 
flooded tlie quays and neighborhoods, 
washing, awqy. the esplanades and do­
ing other serious damage.

Immense dami^^e has been done to 
the govelrnment property a t the Sheer-, 
ueas dock yard and the Woolwich ar­
senal. Seven thousand troops were 
hurriedly ordered out to remove thous­
ands of pounds worth of ammunition 
and stoips from the w'harves and sheds 
to places of safety. The tide contin­
ued to rise and invaded almost all the 
workshops, quenched the engine fires 
and stopped the electric lights. The 
workmen \yere obliged to wade home 
through, water knee deep. Despite all 
the precautions damage .toothe amount 
of many; thousands of pounds has been 
done. At Sheerness and Queensboro, 
two ranes away, hundreds of oci’es 
were submerged, scores of cellars 
flooded a|id 300 3-urds of the Sheerness 
pier washed away. The mouth of the 
Thames suffered severely, several 
townships being partly submerged.

At Liverpoed the the squalls blew off 
the roofs of several houses, threw 
dott'n chimneys and tore up trees. 
The Mersey flooded its banks on the 
Chester side and deliigcd the shore dis­
trict for miles. Similar disasters oc­
curred at Holyhead, whore a number 
of v.-iliiable yachts were sunk a t their 
moorinj .̂ Simrcoly a vestige remains 
in sight of Ihe-wrecU of Lonl Nelson's 
old fiagship. tlie Foudroyant, long fast 
in the .sands of BiaHcponl.

Marie firm, which was assessed the 1q 
per cent discriminatiDg duty on a con­
signment of Dresden China which eamc 
through Canada under consular seal, 
has appealed to the board of genera) 
appraisers at New Y'ork. This board 
under the law, is not bound by the 
opinions of the attorney-general or 
those of the secretary of the treasury, 
the courts alone having authoritv to 
review its findings. In case of a de­
cision by the board assessing the dis­
criminating duty, the importers will 
take an appeal, but should they fail to- 
do SO', it is likely that the government 
would take such action.

The limit of improvement Is not 

found in producing fruits of great 
size, beauty and sweetness, says Lip- 
pincott’s. There are other deBlral>le 
qualities that’ the horticulturalist is 
anxious to’ obtain, and toward this 
end be is devoting his energies. One 
of the most noticeable trends of the 
science of fruit culture is toward the 
elimination of undesirable organs. The 
thorns of some of the citrus /f ru it  
trees, and the prickles of such’̂ small 
berry bushes as the goosebSrfy, black­
berry and raspberry, are protuberances 
that have outlived tbelr usefulness and 
are highly unple^sanL They not only 
puncture the ripening fruits, but they 
often make harvesting exceedingly in- 
convenieoL Gardeners have long 
lyiahed to do away with these thorns 
and pricides, and it is only compara­
tively recently that systematic efforts 
have been made to eliminate them. The 
thorns are conspicuous organs of onr 
cultivated plants that have ceased to 
be of any value, for their original pur­
pose of protecting the plants from ani­
mals has no force today in the gardens 
and ^Ids. They should have been 
^exterminated long ago. Through the

An experiment in lighting the gorge 
of the Niagara river, which was tried 
In co’nn^tion with the convention of 
electricians, is likely to bear import­
ant results and has furnished a spec­
tacle of extraordinary magnificence, 
says the Rochester Post and EJxpress, 
l^he illumination was arranged under 
the personal direction of Luther Stie- 
ringer, the man who designed and op­
erated the illuminations and electric 
fountains at the World’s Fair. On the 
platform car, between two open cars, 
he took: six monster elwtric 'search­
lights and a number of -colored gela­
tine screens. At 10 o’clock In the even­
ing the start waa made down the 
Gorge roa(j. - The search lights took 
their electricity from the trolley wire 
and when they were directed upon the 
shores and tumbling river, and the 
lights In the open cars were turned off. 
the ecsne was rarely'^eautful. It. 
looked as though such (moon) “light 
as never was, on land or sea,” had 
transformed the scene. But as the cars 
moved on and Mr. Stieringer'tshanged 
the screens, far more magical,; wonder­
ful and startling effects were secured. 
Now it looked as though one were see­
ing with Dante eyes, so red and fierce 
was the scene,, and so darkly red the 
shadow^ banks between which the 
river tolssed waves of blood. Further 
down, beneath the steel arch
bridge, where the funous rapids were 
tossing the spray fifty feet or more 
in the air, red and green lights were 
used. Then the plain lights were 
shown-again and then, where the 
rapids are strongest, and wildest, the 
red screen^ were used with an effect 
whose wierdness the contrast vastly 
heightened. So Impressive was the 
spectacle that for several minutes there 
was absolute silence in the cars and 
then a cheer of admiration broke out. 
From, that point to the end of the road 
the colors were changed rapidly, with 
beautiful effect, and at midnight the. 
party returned to the falls. It Is salJ 
that the success of’the experiment in­
sures the Illumination of the gorge by 
searchlights next season and that 
means the addition to the attractions 
of Niagara of a wonderfully thrilling 
night spectacle and one which, once 
seen  ̂ will not be forgotten.

Former visitors to Niagara will re­

The 
fact is thnt. under English law, unfaithful­
ness on' the parf of .the wife entitles the 
huslnind to a divorce but nrifaithfitlness 
on the part of the hnsbancL doi-.s not en­
title the-wife to one uniless extrem** cruel­
ty can he proven in lulditnni. This in- 
eipnClit/in the law is., quite snflicient of 
itself to explain the disparity in the num­
ber of divorces granted to husbands and 
■wives io England.—Woman’s Journal.
