Icy rails, an almost Impenetrable 

fc^, a misunderstanding of orders or 
gi'oss carel^sness on the part of some* 
one. were, dm principal factors in the 
cau.se of a wrrible-collision of two new 
heavy trolmy cars of the Detroit & 
Pontiac eW^tric raihvay. The place 
rvbcre the accident occurred also 
largely contributed to the serious re­
sults. A southbound car In charge of 
.Tohu Savage superintendent of the 
road, started down u steep hill, about 
midway between Pontiac and Birming­
ham, about the same time a north­
bound car left the top of another hill 
a half mile nctirer Birmingham. In 
the sweep between the hills the track 
curves somewhat and it was a t this 
point that the two ears, well loaded 
with human freight, collided while 
going at full force and three souls 
were instantly hurled into the presence 
of their Maker. A- heavy fog hung 
over this valley  ̂ and prevented the 
motormen from seeing each other’s car 
until they were quite close togc;ther, 
and then the glare of ice which cov­
ered the tracks and the momentum of 
the down grade prevented the proper 
service of the brakes and the crash 
was tcrridi^aiid was heard at the farm 
houses on^the adjoining hilltops. In 
an instant the cars were reduced to a 
mass of wreckage, filled with the stuu- 
nod bodies of those who.had been pass­
engers, and containing ' the corpses of 
three men Instantly crushed to death 
—Snpt. John Savage, of Birmingham; 
Motorman Chos. M. Whitehead, of 
Birmingham; and .Tohn Kelley, a pass­
enger, of Farmington. Mrs. Chas. 
Pratt, of tiarleton, had -both legs 
broken and w*as fatally injured inter­
nally. and over a score of others, prin­
cipally residents of Detroit, Birming- 
liam and Pontiac, were more or less 
severely injured.

A  C o o p le  A r r e s t e d  f o r  a  D o a b l e  R l a r d e r

The coroner's jury in the case of 
Margaret Hartman, of Sciota township, 
Sliiawas.see county, who recently died, 
brought in a verdict that she came to 
her death from morphine poisoning. 
Suspicion rested upon Wm. Ream, alias 
Gage, and Kmma Ream, his alleged 
wife, as being the gulity parties and 
they were arrested. The Hartmans 
•were quite well-to-do. The husband a nd 
wife died witliin a few days of each 
other, apparently from the same causes. 
The Reams lived with the Hartman’s 
and are alleged to have purchased 
large quantities of morphine recently.

After her arrest the Ream- woman 
“confessed*’ that she saw John Hart­
man, Jr., pour a white powder into 
his parellts' medicine and that he 
threatened to kill her if she said a 
word about iL .

State Fair Cteared S60.99.
The odicial statement of expenses 

and receipts of the state fair at Grand 
Rapids, shows that the total receipts 
were 810,175.29; total expenses, 810,- 
108.30, leaving a net profit of $06.09. 
The cxeentive committee will meet 
-Jan. lO, when it will be decided 
whether or not to hold another fair. 
Grand Rapids will make a pull for it. 
The fact has  ̂developed that there is a 
lively row on among the directors over 
the' election of the president of the 
association. Secretary Henry S. Fra- 
liek got into hot water because he 
advocated turning down President Ball 
and the ^lecjlion of a younger man.

Stvamer Burned In Klld-Lnke.
The Detroit steamer Egyptlaop coal­

Fairbaim, happened along, attempted 
to save tl)^ burnigig steamer, and fail­
ing’i in that, rescued her crew. The 
Fairbaim arrived a t Detroit with the 
crew aboard, and towing the two yawls 
of the Egyptian in which the ship­
wrecked men had taken passage from 
the burning boat. The Egyptian was 
^commanded by OapL Frank Goodrpw, 
of Bay City.

pression a f te r ,  d istress and  w arfare , and 
of ineffectual se ttlem en t to  be followed by’ 
renew ed revolt.

In  ISli 
peace w as b rough t abou t by the  tru ce  of

pear. In  the  code of na tio n s  th e re  Is no 
such  th*ng a s  a  naked recognition of 
belligerency unaccom panied by th e  a s ­
sum ption  of m ie rn a tlo n a l neu tra lity . Such 
recognition, w ith o u t m ore, w ill no t confer 
upon e ith e r p a rty  to  a  dom estic confl:ct 
a  s ta tu s  not heretofore  ac tu a lly  possess­
ed; or affect th e  rela tione of e ith e r p arty  
to  o th er s ta tes.

The Oil recognition u sua lly  tak es  the 
form  or a  solem n proclam ation  of neu­
tra lity  which recites the  de facto  condi­
tion of belligerency a s  its  m otive.

I t  would 
im p art to  th e  U nited S ta te s  no ju rlsd ic- 

,-;-,tiop betw een Spain and the  insurgents.
’ I t  would give the  U nited S ta te s  no right 

o f In tervention  to emforce th e  conduct of 
the s tr ife  w ith in  the  p aram ount a u th o rity  
of Spain, according  to th e  la te rn a tlo n a l 
code of war.

Often Mar­
jorie wanders op its banks, and look­
ing In Its peaceful water;, sees the old 
faces come and go, like spirits in a 
dream.

Bbrtln Thorn Foond Onlltr.
Martin Thorn was convicted in New 

York C i^ of murder, in ithe first degree 
in killing 'Wm. Gnldensnppe, his pre­
decessor in tho affections of Mrs. Au­
gusta Nack, a t Woodside, L. L, oa 
June 23. This was TbamV second 
trial, the first having been abandoned 
after it  had been on three days owing 
to the illness of one of the jurors. At 
the first tidal Mrs. Nack made a con­
fession that Thorn had killed Oulden- 
suppe, but that she had helped plan 
the deed and to dispose of the body. 
At the second trial Thorn made a direct 
charge against- Mra Nock and insisted 
that her alleged confessioti xvas a lie 
and that she herself was the instigator 
and perpetrator of the murder. Thorn 
being ignorant of the killing until 
after Guldensuppc had been shot. This 
story evidcntly had but little weight 
with the jury as it required but three 
hours for them to find him guilty as 
charged.

Thom Now Admit* HI* GoIlL
When M ai'^  Th(^n had been led 

back to his cell after the conviction, he 
admitted that the verdict was just and 
that he and not Mrs. Nack killed Gul- 
densuppe. lie said: ” 1 am glad it is 
over and the verdict given. 1 am con­
victed aud 1 am contented. I t was I 
who killed Guldcnsuppe, and 1 cut up 
his body. Eveiy word that Mrs. Nack 
said upon'the stand was substaDtiallv 
correct. -I lied when tilling the story 
as 1 did, but 1 lied to clear myself. It 
is no use carrying it any further. lam  
guilty and am convicteil. It is what 1 
expected aud what 1 suppose* people 
think I deserve, and pcrhap.s 1 do.”

Just what will become of Mrs. Nack'* 
has not been made known by the 
Queens county authorities, but it is 
generally thought that the prosecution 
will accept a plea from her which will 
not call for capital punishment.

Japan Say* Keep Hand* Off o'f Hawaii.
Toru Hoshi, envoy extraordinary and 

minister plenipotentiary from Japan 
to the United States, has just returned 
^rom Japan to Washington, carrying 
important instructions in reference to 
the Hawaiian treaty of annexation, 
which* will be considered by the United 
States senate. Several months ago he 
hurriedly left Washington for Japan, 
just after tho publication of his corre­
spondence with Secretary of State 
Sherman with reference to the Haiva- 
iiau question, and it was said that he 
was angry with Mr. Sherman aud the 
administration for their advocacy of 
annexation.

He now says: ‘*I desire io say posi­
tively that Japan W opposed to the an­
nexation of Hawaii by the United 
States. The recent reports that Japan 
bad withdrawn her opposition are un­
true. Japan has certain, interests in 
the Sandwich islands which the United 
Stales should respect There may be 
serious trouble if the United States an­
nexes the islands without regard to 
our interests there. But I do not be­
lieve the United States will act unfairly. 
Japan is very friendly with this country 
and there is certainly a way by which 
the annexation question can be settled 
satisfactorily to both great nations.''

Mrs. Nancy Allison AIcKinley, the 

venerable motherpf the President, n*as 
stricken witli paralyes at her home a t '  
Canton, and her death is believed to  ' 
be only a question of a short time. ■

1-800. and came of the race of hardy 
pioneers who laid the foundation of 
the American republic.

As soon as President McKinley 
learned pf the seriousness of his moth­
er’s condition he made harried prepar­
ations and left Washington for Canton 
ton accompauied by Judge Day, assist- •- 
ant secretary of state. ’The President'a 
stay a t Canton will depend upon tho 
condition in which-he finds his mother.
