•Baby learns that he can walk, that he 
can reach things, that he can open and 
close doors, that he can select from 
many articles before him the parttou- 
lar one he wants, and so soon as he 
Is cqnscious of his ability to act for- 
hlmself he does it. But birthdays 
come and go, and John Is 13 and alive 
in every nerve and fiber, with the full 
pulsed life of the American tempera­
ment. He is ambitious and seeks 
ideals and models frdm the great 
world outside the walls of home, and 
he talks excitedly of what other hoys 
do and finds precedent for the Indi­
vidual liberty he Is beginning to pant 
and chafe, after. Mary, with the first 
luster of life yet fresh, on her brow, 
has shed Infantile <4ocilUy like a gar­
ment and has haunting visions of the 
joy^ of Independence. It all seems 
sudden to the parent, and it is not 
<iuite pleasant. There is a pretty sen­
timent In favor of - prolonging baby­
hood, and the world is brutal and uglv, 
and innocence is precious. Besides, 
the instant our fledgelings are out of 
our sight untold anxieties begin for
us. We are Inclined to put off.the 
evil day. This is the way a sentiment 
can make us selfish and fears for the 
future make us unjust.' We have r.o 
right to choose what Is easy for our­
selves, however, rather than what is 
best for our children. It is the grow­
ing manhood or womanhood in them 
that begins to assert itself and claim 
recognition. The wings meant for 
wide flight ere long are rapidly un­
folding, and the courage soon to be 
essential Is manifesting itself In the 
feeling of pride and dignity which 
makes our boy long to go and come as 
he pleases and our girl to make her 
own engagements and decide upon her 
own affairs. This looks alarming, but, 
after all, it is no' great matter for 
what the children really crave now is 
liberty to exercise .their own Jhdg- 
menL It would be most injudicious to 
draw the lines closer when youthful 
high spirits begin to pull upon them. 
Liberty is to be retarded only for a 
year or so at the most, and- for every 
restraint Imposed there wtl be a cor­
responding excess. It i  ̂ well known 
that some of the wildest youths, the 
friskiest young women, were kept 
down to a strict, regimen as .long as 
parental oversight lasted'. They came 
to regard restraint, even when kindly 
meant, as an evil, to like their own 
way Just for its own sake, and the re­
sult Is anything hut pleasant when 
young persons with untrained wills 
and judgment are turned loose upon 
the community. If they are not will­
ful, they are weak, and, accustomed to 
yield to stronger minds, they become 
the prey of unscrupulous leaders.”

Thus the largest 
and best equipped force ever assembled 
in India has failed and tbe whole work 
will have to be repeated in the spring. 
About 1,.400 officers .and men killed or 
wounded, 35,000,000 of rupees spent in 
loss and British prestige weakened on 
the frontier are the debits against 
which a few mud huts and Sangars 
blown up and probably several ilipu- 
sand natives killed are the only appar­
ent credits.

M r * / M c K in le y  D e a d .
Mrs. McK-fnley, mother of the Presi­

dent, died at Canton. She passed away 
quietly, surrounded by her family.

President McKinley continued his 
vigil all day and np to the last moment, 
much 08 be had-the f^recedtng daya 
He sat almost constantly in . toe sick 
room and there secured about all the 
rest he -had. His attention has been 
almost wholly given, to the patient, 
watching intently . for the slightest 
change. He bad the newspapers at 
his side, and when the mother rested 
peacefully he glanced over tbe columns 
for the news of the day. He and his 
wife took a few turns on the porch for 
exercise and a little fresh air, and a 
little later he and his brother Abner 
took a walk through the back streets. 
Aside from this he was scarcely out of 
the room.

reported that Chiml is willing to pay 
an indemnity of 1,000,000 taels, about

FIFTY-FIFTH CONGRESS.

The Senate received 108 new bills in 
its second day’s session. Mr. H. De S. 
M on^, of Mississippi, was introduced 
and the oath of office was administered 
to him. A motion to take up the 
Lodge immigratioQ bill was contested 
by friends of proposed legislation to 
confer authority upon the President to 
act for tbe protection of the govern­
ment's interest at the sale of the Kan­
sas Pacific railway and was pending at 
tbe close of the session. The House be­
came embroiled in a lively skirmish 
over the distribution of the various 
parts of Presid'ent's message to the 
committees The conflict of authority 
came between tbe ways and means 
como^ittee and the banking and cur­
rency committee. During the debate 
Gen. Grosvenor, of Ohio, fired the first 
gun against the civil service law, and 
Mr. Johnson, of Indiana, in a ring­
ing warutng, declared that if a bill to 
emasculate the civil service law wer<9 
passed it would meet the presidential 
veto. Eventually Mr. DLngley, of the 
ways and means, in deference to the 
opposition of the member^ of the bank­
ing and currency committee, agreed to 
a modification of the order of distribu­
tion so As to send to the ways and! 
means committee all matte.rs relating | 
“ revenues, bonded debt of the country 
and the treaties affecting the reve­
nues” ' The resolution was then 
adopted.

SE5AXE.^Third day.—A short ses­
sion,-chiefi.v consumed by the members 
in the presentation of memenals, reso­
lutions and bills A resolution pre­
sented b.y Mr. Allen, Populist, of Ne­
braska, declaring it  to be tbe sense of 
the Senate ■ that the United States 
should recognize tbe political inde­
pendence of Cqba. was mad^ the sub­
ject of some rcinarks by the Nebraska 
senator, in course of wKich he criticised 
the President for not carrying into ef­
fect the pledge of the Republican 
party made in its last national plated 
form to recognize the independence of 
the Cuban republic. Mr. Allen said he 
would not becontentwith the recogni­
tion 6f belligerency, but would insist 
upon the acknowledgment ofi- their 
political liberty. If necessary, this 
reco^ltion should be backed by a fleet 
of American vessels in Cuban 'waters. 
A bill was favorably reported by the 
committee on foreign relations prohiln 
iting pelagic sealing by people of the 
United States. I t is believed that this 
measure will settle the differences with 
Great Britain.and Canada. A like bill 
was introduced in the House also. The 
only other business of importance be- 
|ore the House was the pension appro­
priation bill which. was reported from 
committee. The ^ouse session lasted 
but IS minutes.

Sd^ate. — Fourth day. —.A large 
amount of minor business occupied the 
day. Senator Gallinger, chairman of 
the committee on pensions, ‘called at­
tention to the increasing demand for 
'private pension l^islation and re­
quested senators to*' be careful in the 
future to sec that their bills for private 
^nsipQS were meritorious before they 
were introduced. An attempt to se­
cure an appropriation for the relief of 
the Klondike miners resulted in a reso­
lution calling on tbe secretary of war 
for information on the subject. An 
hour was spent on private 'pension bills 
and 4i5 were passed. House—The pen­
sion appropriation blU stirred up a de­
bate which promises to be extended to 
considerable length.

Fifth day.—No session of the Senate. 
House;.—The pension appropriation bill 
passed without amendment—carrying 
$141,263,880. Tbe amendments offered 
by the Democrats to correct alleged ex­
isting abuses were all ruled out on the 
point of order that they were new leg­
islation. The debate touched not only 
tbe question of our pension policy, but 
that of civil service reform and the re­
ceipts and expendit.uresof tbe treasury 
under the Dingley law. On the latter 
question Mr. Dingley made an import­
ant stetement in which he expressed 
tbe opinion that the receipts would 
equal expenditures before the dote of 
the present'fiscal year, and predicted a 
surplus of $10,000,000 for tbe following 
year. The service law was sav­
agely attackedl^by Messrs. Grosvenor 
and Brown; of Ohio, and Mr. Linney, 
of North Carolina, and was warmly de­
fended by Mr. Johnson, of Indiana, 
who won warm applause for the senti­
ments he expressed.
