The same amount of energy and
ability necessary to win and hold a

considerable office will bring in far
more financial returns In almost any
legitimate business or profession. It

is difficult, ilowever, to realize this un-
til the office seeker Is completely into
politics, and theft he is fit for little
else. There is many a chronic office
seeker who wishes he had never con-
sented to become a candidate the first
time just as sincerely as the drunkard
regrets bis first drink.

The .insurance press, is beginning
gently to,hint that the big life com-
panies, instead .pf advancing premium
rates to policy-holders because of the
reduced earning power of their invest-
ments, should cut agents* commissions
and quit carrying the first year's busi-
ness of new risks at the expense of the
old. A good suggestion. If the cost
of Insurance were not too high there
would not be such extravagances In
management as has been proved
against some of the companies.

The Belgian government, observing
that advertisements are being placed
on rocks anh other public places, has
notified the munlmpalmes that ' <ae

nuisance must stop.” Belgium la a
thrifty land. More thrifty still 'Is
Switzerland. Yet when the St. Goth-

ard rocks were covered with advertise-
ments the government ordered them
cleared off, saying, “We would as soon
have them on the white cross of our
flag.” But here, in the United Stai
—just look at some of the rocks up the
Hudson!

A sickening feature of the African
land-grabbing la the canting hypocrisy
to base the title to
Btoien territory on “treaties” with the
various negro potentates in the dis
trict. Such a-title is about as valid os
the title to a traveler's watch obtained
by the persuasion of a revolver bn
lonely road, but it is urged by Great
Britain with that Pecksnlffian regard
for the sanctity of treaties which has
marked the. foreign policy of that na-
tion ever since these treaties began to
establish her. colonial aggressions.

Four German warships recently land-
ed a fofeie of sixteen hundred men at
Klao Chiu, an important port in the
southern part of the Chinese province
of Shantung. The Oerinan admiral
gave the.Chinese troops three hours in
whlcn to evacuate the torts, and after
they had done so hoisted the German
flag. The ostensible provocation for
this proceeding was the recent murder
of two German missionaries in that
province; but Germany is generally
credited with a purpose to retain the
port thus forcibly acquired as a base
for her navy and merchant vessels in
the Pacific.

One the most critical engagements
in the recent fighting on the northwest
frontier of India, was the storming of
Dargai Ridge by the Gordon Highland-
era. The position of the Afridls tribes-
men seemed almost impregnable: ahd
In advancing to take it It was neces-
sary to cross an open space swept by
an incessant fire of rifles, where more
than one hundred men had already
been Kkilled or wounded. The High-
landers, at the word of ' command,
sprang into this open space, their pip-
ers striking up “Cock of the North” as
the rhsh was made. Piper Findlater
was one of the first to*enter upon the
dMdly strip of ground, and when, after
a few irards, he was laid low by a shot
throat both legs, he.propped himself
up RgRifIR* a boulder and continued to
play with nuahated erorgy. The High-
landers suffered severely, but they took
.the ridge: and Piper Findlater was
recoBSsended for Ihe Victoria Cross for
his gallantry.

LEGEND OP THE MAGL

The legend of tbe Wise Men of the
East, as they are styled In the ori-
ginal Greek, “the three Magi,” became,
under monkish influence, one of the
most pgjpular during the middle ages.
The Scripture nowhere informs us that
these izmividuajs were kings, or their
number i-estricted to three. The legend
converts the magi Into kings,gives their
names ajnd a minute account of their
stature [and the nature of their
gifts. Melchior, we are thus told, was
king of ~ubie, tbe smallest man of the
triad,.and he gave tbe Savior a gift
of gold, i Balthazar was king of Chal-
dea, and: offered incense; he was a
man of ordinary (Mature. But the.third,
Jasper, "In% of Tarm»..h was of high
stature, lack Ethlope,” and Lo gave
myrrh.  All came with “many rich‘Or-
naments (belonging to king’s array, anu
with a nimtltude of people to do hom-
age to the Savior, then a little child 13
days old.”

The ba”aric pomp involved in this
legend m~de It a favorite with artists
during the middle ages. The picture of
"The Offering of the Magi,” which we
publish, is from a circular plate of sil-
ver chased, in high relief and partly
gilt, which "8 supposed to have formed
the center Of a morse or large brooch,
used to fast” the decorated cope of an
ecclesiastic fn-tbe latter part of the
fourteenth century.

The Empress Helena® mother of Con-
stantine tbe Great, found what she con-
sidered the burial place of the three
kings, and their remains were removed
to Constantinople and interred in the
church of S|. Sophia. Later they wore
removed to the Cathedral of Milau. and
in tbe twelfth century to Cologne.where
they still lie, in a m”Siilflcent reliquary,
enriched with gems and ecmmels. These

T”e woman
turned and ran, but Casey flred again,
breaking her left arm. "She fell and
crawled under a table, anid he fired
tu(o more shots, both of which strnek
her in the hips. Tlie murderer then
went to his own home, left hisovercoat,
kissed his little boy and wbnt towaiirl
the river, and it is believedhe has com-
mitted suicide. Mrs. Casey cannot re-
cover.

Casey was about 40 yearej of age and
his wife 30. He is a teadhcr of boxing
‘and formerly kept a saloon. The
couple have not lived happiky for years,
and Mrs. Casey recently secured alegal
separation, each being givkn the cus-
tody of ohe child. Cas"jj seemed to
think a good deal of his wife and has
brooded over the se”ratii®n, and, it is
thought, was out of his mipdL

Later—Casey was caught at the
farm of Coon Ribble, fiv* miles from
Alpena. AfeerCasey had been there all
night he told Ribble what  bad done.
The latter would not belleye the' story,
but he induced Casey-to give,ns his re-
volverand then went tg”Alpeu and
told the officers where Casey "as hid-
ing and he was easily captuijed.

An extra
amount bad been expended in organiz-
ation, and 34,380 new members were*
enrolled. Expenses for the year were
$19,113. During the year the report
states, 276 strikes had been officially
noticed, involving j65,407 workers. Of
these 18" were won; 31 compromised
and 33 lost The secretary recom-
mbuds that the per capita tax be in-
creased to 5 cents per member.
