The adrent of cooler weather pat an 
end .to the yellow fever epidemic in 
the southern states, u d  by the last 
week of Noirember qnarantlne restrict­
ions were remoTed. The whole num­
ber of cases reported dnr^g the perer- 
alexkce of the epidemic was 4.281. of 
which 446 proved CataL This is an an- 
osuaily loir rate of mortality.'

A man jost convicted of murder In 
the first degree was asked the asual 
questiOQs by tlie court ol(lcial. To one 
inquiry he replied: 'T have no r^i- 
dioD.'* Sabsequeiitly he said. “Not be* 
Ueving tn anything. I never thouglit 
much of killing: so long as 1 dld*t get 
taught.''

Pipe 
Chief testified that his wife w ^ted  to 
spend all hla money on fine dresses 
and that ahe sought to Ignorel all of 
the InAan customs. The finaj atraw 
was laid when she refused to- attend 
the sun dances on the ground that ahe 
wouldn't associate with squaws who 
were dirty.

<Hlve Logan returns to life for the 
purpose of r^olcing over Mrs. Luig- 
(ry'a flnanclai success.  ̂ ,She does not 
love Mrs. lAngtry and abhors her al­
leged relations with the prince of 
Wales and some other men; but she 
is glad to. see one case wherein the 
woman la not stamped in the mud, 
evcfti If the man la coddled and for­
given. There Is something in that, 
and Thomas Hardy and Hall Caine 
ought to be obliged to think of It.

LARGE SUMS' ARE INVOLVED.

IVlIUam M. 8lns0rl7*« Banks Ckocht by 
tbc 8brlDk»s* of s«eQrltt«f—Vodarnl, 
State aa<l City Fa^iU lavolTaU to on 
ICaormoos Amoanfc

The Chestnut Street National ^ank. 
regarded as one of ithe strongest finan­
cial Institutions In Philadelphia, sus­
pended Dec, 23. The suspension car­
ried with it the clofing of the Qhestnut 
Street Trust and Saving Fund Com­
pany. William M.i Singerly, publisher 
of the Philadelphia Record. Is presi­
dent of both compaitiea. and the same 
men, with one exception; act as officers 
and directors. ^

It is stated that the dfpoSita of the 
Chestnut street bank amounted to $1,-
700,000 and of the trust company to 
$1,300/000.

The failure was primarily due to the 
loss of much money by Mr, Singerly In 
his unproductive paper mill at Elkton.. 
Md.. one of the largest In the country.

Of the deposits in the bank, the'clfy 
is represented by $289,554, the state by 
$225,000 -and the national government 
by a large sum. ^

CONGRESSMAN Samuel Smith, “ours 
of the Sixth,” though proud to be 

known as the vpldiers’ friend, is apxious 
to assist Commissioner Evans to cut down 
the enormous pension roll wherever; it 
can be .done without injustice to a de­
serving veteran or dependent widow or 
orphan. Mr. Smith has framed a bill 
which is calculated to lop off about 
$3,000,000 of pensions, not _a dollar of 
which, in actual justice, ought to be 
paid. He pn'p'-ses that young women 
who marry aged ex-s^oldiers shall deceive 
Qo pension .as dependent widows upou 
the death of their husbands, and he a l^  
provides that soldiers’ widows who re­
marry shall not be entitled tu^pensiCns 
that have accrued during their widow 
hood, but have not been allowed until 
after their remarriage. Mr. Smith’s bill 
*will not be retroactive, and the young la- 
dies who are contemplating matrimony 
oue-legged and one-armed soldiers for the 
purpose of enjoying comfortable pensions 
after the poor old fellows are laid to rest 
will take warning and think twice before 
they marry once. Tbe house committee 
ub invalid pensions met last iVeek to . con­
sider the matter. The session was a heat­
ed one, ftjd after Mr. Smith and several 
other members who were giving the pen 
sion matter attention had made some 
forcible speeches in reply to the more or 
less pathetic objections from the other 
side, the committee look the action Mr. 
Smith desired. . That was that the com­
mittee on rules be asked to submit an 
amendment to the-next appropriation bill 
cutting off these youthful widows, and at 
the same time turn in a rul i referring the 
amendment to the committee on appro­
priations.

Secretary or War Alger is giving 

much study to the best moans of get­
ting in supplies to the miners in the 
Yukon country, and has decided to ask 
bids for the delivery of stores directly 
at Dyea, Skaguay or dliilcat. Secre: 
tary Alger's estimate now is that no 
less than 3,000.000 pounds of food 
gtores will be required fof the e.xpedi- 
lion. This makes the transportation 
problem a very serious one. One ques­
tion that has engaged the secretary’s 
attention is that of securing the con­
sent of the government for the passage 
of the relief expeditions over that part 
of Canadian;territory which must nec­
essarily be traversed in reaching the 
miners. I t will be necessary to obtein 
a permit for a military expedition to 
pass and also to secure a remission of 
duties on the supplies that are to be 
carried in. Secretary Alger is being 
flooded with applications of men who 
want to be sent to Mie rolluf of the 
Klondike miners, but he' says that no 
civilians will be sent. The glory 
will be confiued to the United States 
army.

From the tinte when 
the fire was originated by the crossing 
of two electric light wires until the 
Coliseum was a pile of twisted iron and 
hot bricks was not over 30 minntea 
The building had been rented for an 
exhibition of a manufaeturers' exposi­
tion aud was filled from end to end 
with booth^ all. of which were de­
stroyed with all of their coDtenta I t 
is supposed that a pum'ber of lives 
were lost ip the flames as seven people^ 
were missing.

The fire originated in a booth which 
was used for an exhibition oLX-rsys, 
the booth. Abont 300 people were in 
the building a t the time of the fire and 
a t t&e first alarm there was a rush for 
safety. Fortunately the aisles weror 
wide and owing jo theocomparatively 
small number of people in the building 
there was little difficulty in reaehiug 
the doora

The total loss on tbe building and 
contents is said to be ^78,000. 'Of this 
amount $350,000 was the valne of the 
building and $138,000 tbe estimated 
cost of tbe exhibits and material in the 
exposition in progress iu the building.

Later developments make it  almost 
certain that only one life was lost in 
the fire. The charred remains of N. 
H. Johnson, a fireman employed about 
the buildiug, was the only body found 
aud the missing people have all re­
turned to their homes after narrowly 
escaping death.
