Thid Country would Ml need to vend a-
large army'to m_ Island to' fight thfr
Spaniard! in'tbfejleft. fiP would
it need to bothbard favfcna fior attack
it in any other way. Perhaps the war
would' end; at-tar as Cuba is concerned,
without the Americans firing a single
shot either by land or s Though
these statements may. &\ first afpear
astonishing, they are metely the logic-
al conclusion. to be derived .from
knowledge of the real state of afTairs
in the struggling island.

Eitest «f Sftoifh C*ntr»L

The Spaniards, with an army of 150*
000 men, of which not 90,000 are re%
lar troops, all that Is left of the 200,
soldiers_sent from Spain since 18%
and decimated by battle and sickness,
control only the seaports and the
strongly fortified towns In the interior.
The couiitry from east to west is
the hands of the insurgents. The east-
ern part of the Island, jincluding San-
tiago de Cuba and Puerto Principe, is
held by tbe Cuban Generala Calixto
Garcia, Jesus Rabf, and Lope Reclo
Loynaz. There the Cubans are strong-
er than _in any other section of the

island. They have In these two prov-
inces 20000 men at least, armed and
There

with plent?( of ammunition.
they hold,the Spanish columns In con-
stant check, and the recent defeats of
General Pando in Santiago de Cuba, at
the entrance of the Cauto river, and of
Genera] Jimenez Castellanos at La Es-
eranza, almost within sight of Puerto

rincipe city, show conclusively what
the power of the Cubans is in the east.
The central part of the island, that
Is to say, the province of Santa Clara,
is controlled by General Maximo Go-
mez. The Cuban commander-In-chief
has at least 10,000 men there under his
orders, with Generals Carrillo, Monte-
agudo, Alvarez and several others as
subordinate commanders.

Strength of the Caban®.

There are about 5000 insurgents In
the provinces of Matanzas and Havana.
This is where the Cubans are weak-
est. the Spanish fortified towns being
neajrer to one another and the Spanish
army more numerous. But neverthe-
less they have strength enough to kee
up &very lively guerrilla warfare, raid-
ing almost daily the most important
towns and making dashing attacks on
the outskirts of Havana city Itself. The
recent death of their plucky leader,
General Aranguren, has not abated
their ardor.' General Betancourt, Gen-
eral Alejandro .Rodriguez, General Ra-
fael de Cardenas, and Colonels Davalos,
Collazo, and others are cutting out
a great deal of work every day for the
Spanish and the guerrillas in Havana
land Matanaza provinces. Pinar del
mRid province, the western extremit%/. Is

ja Cuban stronghold. The Cubans there
Jare as strong as in Santa Clara and
hold the long and Impregnable chain
lof mountains extending through the
province. They do hot allow the Span-
,lards to gft out of their towns. Gen-
erals Delgkdo and Ducasi are the prin-
cipaT Cuban leaders In that province.
The result of this situation Is that the
Spaniards cannot elxist eon the prod-
ucts of the country in any part of the
island. The country near the towns
was laid waste by General Weylor. and
the gaunt specter of famine stalks all
over Cuba. The extermination of the
peaceable inhabitants by hunger Is go-
ing on rapidly. All these} facts are too
notorious to be denied at this time. The
reconcentrados, or non-combatants,
starve and die by thousands only be-
cause the country, on which they ex-
clusively depend, is not producing food.
Tlie insurgents keep zones of cultiva-
tion of their own, where they raise

Which even Spanish diplo
macy will not dare to deny, that if
instead,of hampering the Cubans the
United States in their work of sendint
expeditions to the brethren; if. in
stead of progecutipg them in so drastic
a manner as was done during the ad
ministration of Mr. pieveland; If. in
stead of keeping, at enormous cost
this country, the American navy anc
the police ‘watching the Cuban’junti
and its agents, the Cubans here hai
been unmolested, the possibility whieli
now confronts us of an international
war would not exist. The Cubans,
with no more than 40.000 men in_th"
field, and with all the odds agains®
them, have proved In three-years that
they are more than a match for Spain.
With a regular and ample supply ar
war materials they can free their island
without any other help from abroad.

Caban Army’'i Aid.

In a war between Spain and the
United States It is beyond doubt that
the whole Cubah army would be on
the American side. There is no doubti,
either, that we would give them all th*
rifles, cartridges and cannon they need.
They would then take care of the land
operations.  We would only, need ft
blockade the Spaniards by sea and |
them starve. course' the Spaniard®
would make an attempt with their navy
to break that .blockade. The content
would then be only a naval one. Bé#
with their capital only eighty mil
from Key West, and Sixty from Di
Tortugas, which would probably be thle
center of our naval operations, is It
reasonable to suppose that the Span-
iards could relieve Havana either by
stealth or by force? In a few days the
Broud Spanish stronghold, with Its Cai-

ana fortress and its Morro Castl<i,
with Its mined bay, and its famous tor-
pedoes, would be at our mercy, and nojt
very much blood would be shed.

A bill has been Introduced in con-
gress providing that “no person hofid-
ing a copyright for any book, map. or
pamphlet shall enter into any agree-
ment. combination® or understanding
with any person or persons whereby
the parties to said contract shall have
the exclusive ﬁrivilege to sell books,
maps, or pamphlets, or into any agree-
ment.. combination or understanding
for the ~purpose of controling or reg-
ulating *the output of books, maps or
pamphlets, or for fixing, establishing,
regulating, Icontrolling or Influencing
the price for which books, maps or
pamphlets are sold.” The penalty pro-
posed by the bill is a cancellation jof
copyright. I |
_This _curious bit of legislation is
aimed directly at the person who seefles
to gain a livelihood by canvassing tor
books of all sorts. "While the book
agent has a bad name and is. consid-
ered the most intolerable bore in' ex-
istence, it seems scarcely fair to_shht
ofT his means of getting a living.
Surely, all things being equal-, he hts
quite as a right to follow hes
trade and calling as the lightning-rod
man, the sewing-machine agent and
the venders of adhesive compounds
and patent Kkitchen , utensils. As Ta
rule, the book handled by the ageiit
is a tolerably good one, and this is a
great point In his favor. He is no™ de-
ceiving his customer to any extent, ncr
is he obtaining money of that worthy
under false pretenses. His book is
good, and while it may be, and.prot-
ably is. a very high priced edition.

Doings of the Week Recorded in a
Brief Style.

CONCISE AND INTERESTING,

Fire In * Chemical Work* Causes Ter-
rific Havoc—Firemen Blown 30 Feet
and Instantly Killed—Many Specta-
tors Wounded by Flying: Debris.

:The Hall Bros.' Chemical works at
Kalamazoo was discovered to be on fire
at 10p. m. and the entire fire depart-
menttnmed out to subdue the flames.
The firemen had about succeeded in
controlling the blaze in the uppers to-
ries when there was_a tremendous ex-
plosion. apparently in the basement,
which lifted the ‘whole interior and
the roof of the structure into the air
and demolished. the walls, killing_at
least 19 men outright and wounding
over a score of others.

The dead are: Geor%e Halliday,
driver of chemical engine; Pat McHugh,

ipeman; John Hastings, Jr., spectator
&elplng on_hose; Charles Whiting,
spectator; James C_iu_lgley, spectator
helping on fire; William Wagar, fire-
man; L. Tj. Hollowaé druggist; Frank
Auwers, spectator; Eugene Dole, half-
F_ay fireman; Joseph Clifford, telephone
ineman. Wagar, HallldaP/, McHugh,
Holloway, Quigley and Dole leave fam-
,ilies. e seriously wounded are;
James Utter, fireman, both legs broken;
Jack McDermott, fireman, legs broken
and face badly burned; Ord Knight,
fireman, head badly cut; Will Hastings,
bad scalp wound and right foot blown
off; George C-hatterson, back broken
and leg injured; Victor Vocelle, bad
scalp wound and skull fractured. =

The building in which the explosiop
occurred and caused the death of ten
men and seriously injured a number of
Others was a small” four-story brick
shell only 30 feet wide and 100 feet
long and was located at the inter-sec-
‘tion of Church street and the Michigan
Central railroad. The thin, weak struc-
ture just burst like a cannon rocket.
There was little fire to speak of. Up
to the time of the explosion only an oc-
casional faint fibre was seen through
the windows of the thirdlstory. It
came as unexpected as a flash of light-
ning from a clear sky. The fire boys
and citizens were working side by side,
close up to the building, and no one
had given the first thought of danger,
although everyone knew the nature of
the contents of the structure. The
most remarkable feature of the disas-
ter isthe proportion of death to the
size of ruins. Strange to say, also,
there was not asingle individual in the
building when the fatal explosion oc-
curred.” Both the killed and injured
were buriedIn the brick and mortar of
the walls or struck 'by flying pieces.
The walls of the building were but one
foot in thickness and the explosion
simply scattered them like grape shot
from the month of a cannon. ~ Pipeman
I*atrick McHugh who was working on
a ladder at the front of the building
was thrown clear across Church street
and struck the wall of Clarage & Son's
foundry on the opposite side.”

The entire basement of the building
was devoted to the laboratory. The
offices occupied the front part of the
first floor and back of it was the label-
ing room and stock room. The second
floor was used as a store room for
empty bottles and the pill fac’;o(rjy. The
entire third floor was occupied by tho
Kalamazoo paper box factory. The
monetary loss Is comparatively sllgzrét.
That of Hall Bros. & Co. is about 825-
000, aud of the paper box firm 85,000.

« Both firms are almost fully insured.

Investigation of the Maine Disaster
mShows Treachery.

UNCLE SAM IS GETTING READY.

Will not be Caught Napping If War Should
be the Outcome of the Affair—Con-
ntl-General Lee Advised Americans to
Leave Havana.

Special cables from Havana state
that the naval .court of inquiry has
practically concluded its investigations
at Havana and will now secure testi-
mony of survivors of the Maine at Key
West, It is believed that the courtis
unanimously of the opinion that the
Maine was destroyed by an outside ex-
losion.  Unfortunately, fpr the pub-
ic is eager for an official settlement of
the vexed question of who caused the
Maine's loss, it is- not. certain that a
publicannouncement of the conclusions
reached by the board will follow im-
mediately. Upon the report Of these
conclusions to thb_secretary of the
navy, inthe discretion of the depart-
ment, it is not unlikely that public
action may be somewnhat delayed. It
is even possible that, for prudent rea-

sons, the filing of the board's report
may itself be delayed beyond a
date when its expeditious work

would seem to warrant a conclusion of
its labors.

Bottling up navy officers by threats

of a eourtmartial does not prévent the
leading facts of the Maine ‘inquiry be-
coming known. The diversarc devel-
oping “important results. From ex:
animation of the interior wreckage
they have secured evidence which
seems _conclusive that the explosion
came from underneath the ship. Some
of the smaller magazines may have ex-
ploded. The main 10-inch ‘magazine
did not explode;
Q It has been discovered that the for-
ward part of the keel of the Maine,
with its ribs and plates, was stove so
far upward that parts of the shattered
double bottom show out of the water,
and in places sections of the green-
painted outer hull ate visible.

The hull is now imbedded in the
mud to the depth_of eight feet. The
divers sink tgtheir armpits in the mud
and have the greatest difficulty in
prosecuting their work. )

A message has been received at llie
state department from_ Consul-General
Lee, expressing the opinion from what
he knows that the disaster to the Maine
was not an accident, This, of course,
is not the.final verdict of the court_of
inquiry, but it gives theadmihistration
warning of what is to come. The New
York Herald, Which has been very con-
servative, s?/s: There is n>longer any
reason to doubt that the explosion
which wrecked the Maine came from
underneath the vessel aud that her
magazines had nothing to da. with the
initial explosion, and played a_much
smaller part in the general disaster
than was at first supposed. =~

*The Washington Star, which is ex-
tremely conservative and strongly ad-
ministration, states guardedly that the
administration has concluded that war
is inevitable, but is determined to post-
pone it as long as possible, in order
that we ma better prepared. A
member of the foreign relations com-
mittee is authority for the statement.
_ There is no die mincing words or us-
ing qualifying phrases. President Mc-
Kinley is being forced into war. It is
now practically only aquestion ofways
and means. His long delay in taking
action on the Cuban_question was to
induce Spain to sell Cuba to the insur-
gents, and it is believed the he would
Erefer to settle the Maine matter by
Spam paying a large indemnity in case
it is shown that the destruction of the
Maine was not accidental. But the
voice of a patriotic people burning for
vengeance is being heard from all sides
and the President will be found in line
'With the people. It is- believed that
it vtill be well to delw the inevitable
as long as possible \We'aro ready, in a
general way, but there are certain
points of weakness which it is imper-
ative should be strengthened before
active hostilities arc invited. .l

where they might have been caught by
the Spanish navy at a disadvantage.

Alers. It is(probable that they will at
once be ordered to the United States.

. At no time since the war of the re-
bellion has the military branch of the
overnment been so active as it is to-
ay. It does not follow that war will
come, but activity in both the war and
naivy departments is too' unmistakable
to be concealed.
_ Waiting isthe word that character-
izes the aftitude of the administration.
The President waits with anxiety for
what the board of inquiry may réport.
There can be no doubt that he will be
ready to act when that_ report iswe-
ceived, no matter what its nature may
be.
