_«Cthe 8750,000 of taxes that would be
j canceled on those lands. Such a decis-
sod would bankrupt the treasuries of
, file state and municipalities; paralyze
the collection of the revenue; necessi-
tate rewriting the books of the auditor-
general's office; necessitate a new law;
whnllify the work of the 1882 tax com-
_mission; prevent the collection of taxes
jassessed and returned prior to the law
«f 1891; bury the supreme and circuit
courts under an avalanche of litigation;
Invalidate all but the first year's sales;
cause a lop to the state of hundreds of
thousands of dollars on advertising
fees and charges; destro%/ the state tax
land lists,\and cause the utmost con-

tusion in pending legal proceedings.

One edge of the hammer is
broken off. The contour of the wounds
on his head was exactl¥ the same as
the irregular contour of the hammer,
convincing the officers that the cause
.of death wa>blows with the hammer.

Charles o.ck, son of the deceased,
was arrested, to be held pending the
Investigation of his father's death,. He
oeems Very little concerned about it.
Suck, the” deceased, was 55 years of
age and was the father of five boys and
wfive girls.

Uncle Sam Awaits the Report of
the Court of Inquiry, but

IS PREPARING FOR WAR, AND

Will not be Caught Napping If War Should
be the Outcome of the Maine Dis-
aster—President McKinley Will Take
Prompt Action When the Time Comes

Awaiting the report of the naval
court of inquiry as to the cause of the
Maine disaster there is very little
change in the situation.! There are
rumorsand rumors as well as multitu-
dinous surmises, con#ectures and theo-
ries as to the cause of the destruction of
the warshlp‘ the_ probable report of
the board of inquiry and the proposed
action of the administration at Wash-
ington. Notwithstanding all this un-
certainty there are certain surface in-
dications which are observed with in-
terest by all who are watching the pro-
gress of affairs. . Among these may be
mentioned an interview given out by
Secretary of the Navy Long at the close
of a meeting of President’ McKinley's
cabinet, in" which he expressed the
opinion that”in his judgment any offi-
cial participation by the Spanish gov-
ernment in the blowing up of the ves-
sel had_been eliminated,” TheJuery
that arises in the public mind is on
what facts the secretary bases that
opinion, for up to this time the depart-
ment has announced that every dis-
patch bearing on the disaster has been
gﬂven to the public. It is well
that the Secretary in his statement
does not use the word “responsibility,”
for whatever the report of the court
may be there is little doubt but that
this government will hold the Spanish

overnment resgonsmle_lm damages for
the loss of the battleship and lives of
the men.

At the capitol there has been a great
deal of adverse_criticism of the admin-
istration for its apparent policy of
peace at any price. Where there "was
a few days ago an evidence of a strong
policy on this question and an indica-
tion that Spain would be dealt with in
a firm but just manner, there is now a
complete change of seniment, and the
administration is_beginning to. talk of
the possibility of settling the whol?
affair through the ordinary channels
of diplomacy. Diplomacy,”it is con-
tended .by many_public ‘men, cannot
deal properly with this subject, for
diplomacy means delay and a%gravat-
ing postponements of "the final day of
reckoning. ; .

However, congress may intervene.
It has the constitutional ‘power to de-
clare war.  Once Capt. SlPsbee is exon-
erated it will be difficult to restrain
the representatives of the people. ~Al-
ready there are muttcrings against the
acceptance of an indemnity for the
murder of our brave sailors “and more
than one member of the House has said
that unless the administration takes
satisfactory action without unneces-
sary delay the representatives will take
a hand in the case. There are threats
that the Spaniards will not be liumpred
in procrastination. The stiff announce-
ment from Madrid that Spain never
will consider an offer to purchase Cuba
has shown with what contempt that
?eo?Ie will regard our talk of money
or the loss of the battleship Maine.

Secretary of War Alger is showing
a spirt which is gratifying to patriotic
Americans, although he has won the
disapproval of certain conservative
statesmen who “don't want business
disturbed by warlike action.” Gen.
Alger & e an order to the Carpenter
Steel Co., the Midvale Steel Co. and the
Firth Sterling Steel Co., for 81,006,000
worth of‘projectiles to be delivered as
soort'as the Lord will let those concerns
make them.. Some of the grunters ob-
jected to this kind of action and inti-
mated that congress might refuse to
make an appropriation to pay for the
projectiles, when a prominent congress-
man replied tartly: “Secretary Alger is
aill right. = He has made other contracts
for material, and as long as he is Secre-
tary of war this country will have the
material to fight with, appropriation
or no appropriation  Hois placing our
military forces upon a splendid footing
and if the eongressof the United States
does not appropriate money to pay tor
it Gen Algel* will pay it out of his’own
pockets.’ . .

Without adding unnecessarily to the
flood.of conjecture concerning.the find-
ing of the court of inquiry it is fair to
say that as a matter of fact most of the
naval officers at Havana and at Key
West incline to the opinion that the
court will find that the' disaster to the
Maine was caused by the explosion of
a floating submarine mine under the
port side of the ship forward. Opin-
ions agree, not only, as to-the existence
of mines in the harbor, but also that
this tue was laid, purposel?/ near the
buoy where foreign vessels were di-
rected to moor, and was firedfrom an
electric battery on shore. It is further
regarded as settled by the evidence be-
fore the court that the port side of the
hull forward was completely blown to
pieces and that the dnly explosion on
the Maine, except of isolated cases of
fixed ammunition, was that of 2,000
pounds of saluting powderi stored for-
ward, and of which no trace can be
found. . .

Senator Proctor, who is making a
personal investigation of the situation
in Cuba, has seen much in ashort time,
and there is good authority ;for saying
that he will make the results of his ob-
servations known in a strong \s/eeech in
the Senate on his return to Washing-
ton. In Matanz&s, Miss Clara Barton
and Senator Proctor saw extremes of
suffering they had never .conceived
possible. Four persons died in one
ward while the party werethere. Sen-
ator Proctor was reticent oh the sub-
ject, hut others of the party declared
that the whole east of the island was
under the control of Gen. Gomez.

MILLIONS FOR DEFENSE.

Congress Will Back;the President in Any
War Expenditures He May Make.

_ Washington: A conference of great
importance was held at the White
House which was; attended by Secre-
tary of the Navy Long; Acting Secre-
tary of State Day; Justice Harlan, of
the U. S, supreme court; Senator Alli-i
son, chairman of the Senate; commit-
tee on/appropriations and leader of the
Senate finance committee; Chairman
Cannon, of the House cqipmitte” on ap-
propriations; Chairman Ding"ley, of the
House committee on ways.and means;
Mr. Hopkins of the same committed;
Senator Hale, chairman of the Senate
committee on naval affairs; Senator
Fairbanks, of Indiana, a very close and
confidential frien<*and adriser of the
President, and Senator Mason, of
Hlinois. . N .

The conference jresulted jin assuring
the President that whatever expense
might be incurred congress would
ratify his action:and he now knows
officially that congress will stand by
him in whatever war measures he may
undertake. He may- .buy' -ships;
he may build forts; he may .buy
or construct guns, and. buy or make
ammunition. He may -enlist soldier®
andsaiTors, and he has carte blagche,
foritall. ’Whatever the sum heede8
congress will appropriate it after the
time has passed when such legislation
will give information to the enemy.

Asa result of the conference, and
within a few hours after its close
Chairman Cannon, of the appropria-
tions committee introduced the follow-
ing bill in the House: “That there is
hereby appropriated out of any money
in the treasury, not- otherwise .appro-
priated, for the national defense, and
for each and every purpose connected
therewith,.to be. expended at the dis-
cretion of the president, and to; remain
available until June 30, 1899. 850,600,
000.” The bill was referred to the:
committee on appropriations.

Senator Mason, Of lllinois, was pres-
ent at the conference by speeial invita-
tion. He had previously publicly an-
nounced that he would call up in the
Senate his intervention resolution, in-
troduced long before the loss of the
Maine, unless hereceived authoritative
assurances that he would thereby an-
ticipate the action of the administrar
tion. ny had declared that if he re-
ceived no. such assurances he would
move .torelease,the committee on for-
‘fign relations from further considera-
tion of the meas"re which would throw
the matter into the Senate, where it
would get immediate consideration..
Since the Senator has been called to
the White House it is inferred that he
will be requested to withhold his reso-
lution on the ground that it is super-
fluous and in fact he said that he was
satisfied that his .resolution would, be
superfluous.

WILL NOT RECALL LEE.

Uncle Sam Firmly Rcfuseh’ Spanish De-
inandn.

Spain has demanded the recall of
U. S. Consul-General Lee from Havana
and the demand has been firmlg/ re-
fused by President McKinley. Spain
also requested .that merchant vessels
carrying the relief supplies to Matan-
zas and Sagua la Grande instead of the
two U. S. warships: _This request was
also spurned by-the President.

There are séveral unusual and im-
portant phasesjof this incident, which
do not appear an the. surface. In the
first place th? dfemand for thp recall of
Gen. Lee was made through U. S. Min-
ister.Woodford.,at Madrid, instead of
through the Spanish legation at Wash-
ington, as is the usual “custom in such
cases. The demand was made directly
to President 'McKinley instead of
through the state, deparfment and the
President promptly, and without con-
sulting his cabinef, refused to grant it.
The matter was kept a profound secret
at Washington inorder to avoid further
stirring up the public mind, but acable
from Madrid disclosed the situation
and the .Washington authorities then
gave, the necessary information to the

ress.
P Later.—Spain has withdrawn her re-
quest for the recall of Consul-General

Lee and it is now believed that the in-.-

cid.ent is practically closed. The with-
drawal came in the shape.of an official
communication £rciin U. S. Mrhbister
Woodford.

Spain Buying More Warslllpu.

Spain has purchased two cruisers
which the Armstrongs have been build-
ing for Brazil.'tfic Atnazonius and a
sister ship, unnamed, of 4,000tons each.
23 knots and 10 guns. Spain is also
negotiating for and will prtobablj’se-
cure two cruisers of a siipilar type
which have been building ;in France
for Brazil The Spanish government
isalso endeavoring to seeur™ guns and
large supplies of ammunition in Eng-
land and on 1lm continent for imme-
diate use.

CUBANS SLAY 1,000 SPANIARDS

Great Victory After.Five Day’s FIfbtinf
=-Only 50 Cabans Killed. " .t—
Reportsyf the recent battle at Hol-
%um, province of Santiago de Cuba,
ave been received from Cuban sources.
Instead of the battle being a Spanish
victory, as represented from Havana,
it was a disastrous defeat, followed _b%
aretreat_on the part of the Spanisl
forces; Guns and ammunition shipped
from Long Island less than a month
ag_(lg were Used in the fight.
he Spanish forces were, commanded
by Gen. Linarez, who, for some time
has been at Holguin making prepara-
tions to march to the_ city of Santiago
de Cuba. His-army included cavalry
and artillery, the most valuable in the
Spanish army, many of them having
been on the island for three years.
Ten miles fj-om Holguin the road be-
comes hilly~and the rocks afford pro-
tection equal to any modern fortifica-
tion. The Cubans ‘under Col. Roderi-
uez took their stand in this natural
ortification, near the town of San
Francisco. Owing to the character of
the country, less than 2000 of the
Spanish troops could be brought into
action when the Cubans opened fire.
The road, a winding one, was arreg-
ular death trap. LlInayez_used .his ar-
tillery asvmuch, as possible, but the
Cuban force of less that :3000™men
could not be dislodged. "For two days
the Spaniards were held in check until
Gen. Garcia and _his command could
reach the field with_the newly .arrived
Long Island expedition, Gen™ Gsreia'S
command did not reach its full .strength
until the fifth'day after the*fighth
began. On this day the Spanfsh col-
umns retreated in confusion, cairrying
the wounded to Holguin‘and leaving
200 dead on the field.
_ The Cubans lost less than S0killed
in the five days' fighting. The Spanish
loss isnot exactly known, as the dead
-apd wounded were*taken from the field
at-night. It is estimated that 1,000
were killed and wounded.

Training Grape Tinea
E. G Lodeman, Department of Agri-
culture Report: Training, on the other
hand, is almost wholly a matter of
convenience. It does not affect the
strength of the vine or the value of
the crop in any essential particular.
The training of a vine refers to the dis-
posal or arrangement of the various
arts of the vine after pruning has
aken place. The method of training
adapted determines the operator to
leave certain grpwths in certain posi-
tions, not because more or better fruit
is expected, but for the reason, per-
haps, that the fruit may be harvested
with greater ease, that a laborious pﬁ-
eration may be wholly dispensed with,
or that there may be less danger to the
maturing crop from winds or other nat-
ural agencies. The method of training
adopted by a vineyardist Is largely the
result of personal preference or of ed-
ucation, although soil and variety are
Important factors In the selection of-a
system. The health and vigor of the
vine are rarely affected by the method
in which it i5 trained, and although
some system of training must be adopt-
ed in every vineyard, still altogether
too much weight has been laid by most
_horticultural writers upon the peculiar
Jmerits of the various systems, while the
lactually ruinous effects of bad pruning
have not always been sufficiently em-
phasized. A vine properly trained_ is
desirable, but a properly pruned vine
is essential to the highest success. The
importance of this stbject necessitates
a somewhat detailed statement of the
principles which; are vitally connected
with the proper pruning of the vine.
These principles serve also as the foun-
dation for all systems of training, and
they can not be ignored without more
or less injury to the plants. .
(1) Theamount of fruit*which a vine
can hear and mature In highest perfec-
tion is limited; when this limit Is ex-
ceeded the fruit deteriorates. "
(2) Upon the fruit the effect of over-
gro uction Is to reduce the size of the
erries and of the clusters,,ana prob-
ably also to impair the quality; the
vine makes a ﬁoor‘_growth, the foliage
Is small and the vigor of the plant Is
generall reduced. "When a vine has
een allowed to Overbear, especially
when It Is young, years may some-

-f 7y

times be required before the Tine ry
turns tollts normal condition.

(_22 A plant that is carrying lest
fruit than it Is capable of “maturing
generally produces a very heavy folla%e
and an excess of wood., This may prob-
ably fbe explained by thf supposition
that the energies of ‘the plant are di-
tr_ec_ted almost” entirely to vegetive ac-
ivity.

(4) The most difficult and important
feature of (}]raﬁe ﬁ[uning Is to be able
to judge of the kind and amount oi
wood which should be allowed to re-
main upon the plant. This amojint If
dependent upon sqil, variety, climate
character of the season, and to a lim
Ited extent upon the method of train_
ing. The paramount Importance oi
having a properly balanced top ami
root system is most fully realized by
American vineyardists of lon exPe-
rience. Years of study, especially th
6tudy of the variety of grape and of
the Soil upon whij(h it is growing, are
brought to bear upon each Individual
vine when it is pruned, and In no di-
rection can the skill cAthe vineyardUi
be more clearly demonstrated than n
questions, regarding the amount and
kind of bearing wood that Isal™ m
to remain. No rule”f-thumb will cov-
er a living and sensitive . _ ism t.r
the grape-ving; in pruning judgment
must be exercised at alzuusTevery ste
But it is fortunate that considerable
variation may be allowed without se-
rious consequences or .the eprohtable
culture of the grape would indeed be a
hopeless task.

Getting "Wild Honey.

The usual way when a bee tree has
been found is to cut it down, stupefy
the bees with smoke as well as may be,
and take ithelr honey. This, of course,
destroys all . future “harvests of sweet
from that tree or swahm. Possibly
Daniel Johnson, an old bee hunter, of

dham, ,Me, has discovered a better
way. The bees provided against their
tree being cut down and their stores
destroyed™ by selecting a, tree which
overhung a deep ravine. LIf the tree
were cut down it would fall into the
ravine, smashing the tree and destroy-
ing the hone){]. So he inserted a gas
pipe from a holkiw near the ground,
running It up the tree until the honey
was reached. Then he built a Are at
the foot of the tree. So soon as the
fire vanned the honey Inside, it began
to_run down, where it was caught in
pails. It nearly filled a barreL” M.
Johnson thinks he has a permanent
hive of bees on that tree so long as it
does not succumb to The effects of fire
at its roots. He thinks there is enough
honey left to winter the bees, and that
nextyear they will go to work and fill
the empty combs. But it is very pos-
sible that heat sufficient to melt"honey
comb has killed the bees, and that the
barrel of honey this year is thp last he
will get from that tree.

Experience.

No advice, however good, can take
the place of experience. There is no
way that the novice in poultry keeping
can become efficient except by experi-
ence.  Many people think.they have
experience, but later find to their cost
that they had not obtained for a num-
ber of years, has a little touch of poul-
try diseases, cures the. troubled wi.h
ease and imagines that he knows all
all about them and that he can fi*ht
off'anything that comes. When any of
his neighbors has a like trouble he
,cheerfully gives them his advice and
knows, or thinks he does, that if they
follow the recipes they will* have 1o
further trouble. But later he finds thalL
he knew, less than he supﬁosed. One
of the same diseases attacks his flock
again. He tries the old remedies and
finds they will not check this new in-
vasion. The enemy comes on fearless-
ly and creates havoc in his yards. He
now gets a little more experience and
perhaps comes down to the old remedy
—the hatchet. Thereafter he says that
there is no cure for this or that dis-
ease. Is he right? Wto knows? We
all need_more experience and more
systematic investigation.

Canada Thistle*.

When Stacked
in large barns the saccharine matter
sweats vigorously and sometimes firtes
the stacks by spontaneous conUrustion.
If the sod Containing thistles_is then
broken by plowing, planted with pota-
toes for ;two seasons,thistles are de-
stroyed. In Great Britain many per-
sons use them for edible greens, before

Michigan Crop Report-
Lansing, Much., March 8, 1898.

Just previous to the middle of February
the ground in southern Michigan was
bare of snow, or nearly so, for a $ew days,
but the weather was pot severe and the
wheat plant suffered little if any injury.
Duringh the balance of the month the
fields throughout the State were well pro-
tected by a more or less heavy covering of
snow, and wheat has not yet been materi-
alle/ damaged.

n answer to .the question, "Has wheat
during February suffered injury from any
cause?” 63 correspondents in the State
answer “yes” and 633“no." In th» south-
ern counties 44 answer‘yes" and 411 “no,”
in the central 13 answer “yes” and 144
“no,” and in the northern 6 answer “yes
and 78*no.”

In answer to the question, “Has the
ground been well covered with snow dur-
ing February?” 285 correspondents in the
southern counties answer "yes” and 15
“no,”and in the centrd counties 119an-
swer “yes" and 42 “no."

The average depth of snow in the south-
ern counties February 15 was 3.50 inches,
and at the end of the month, 8.50 inches
It the central counties the average depth,
February 15was more than eight, and at
the end of the month, nearly thirteen in-
ches. In the northern counties there was
about 15 inches of snow February 15, and
nearly 181nches at the end of the month.

Snow has covered the ground fairly
well to the present date in March, but dur-
ing the past few days it hasslowly melted
away, and by to-morrow (March 9), the
fields in southern Michigan will be prac-
tically bare. The weather forecast for to-
morrow is for higher temperature with
rain.

The total nuniber of bushels of wheat
reported marketed in February is 1, 095-
536, and in the seven months, August-Feb
ruaTy, 11,859400. This is 4,481,957
bushels more> than reported marketed in
the same months last year.

The amount of wheat in farmers” hands
March 1 that may yet be placed onthe
market, was probably about 5,165000.
This total is arrived at in the following
manner:

The crop of 1897, as estimated by this
Department last October was 24,925,000
bushels, The amount used for seed wes,
approximately, 2,400,000 bushels; amount
held by farmers to supply their families
for one year, 6,000000 bushels; amount
reported marketed to March 1, 11,359, 400
bushels, making a total of 19,759.400 bu-
shels .dis of, and leaving 51(35600
bushels yet to be disposed of.

It will of course, be understood that
this year's acreage is not yet definitely
known, but the data available indicates
itbouti 1,600,000 acres. The farming pop-
ulatign isassumed to include the entire
population living outside of cities and
incorporated villages, which, in 18%, the
date of the last census, numbered nearly
1200000- A year’s supply for this i)opu—
ation is not farfrom 6,000,000 bushels.

(orrespondents, with very few excep-
tions.report that no damage to apple and
peach buds is yet apparent.

Live stock is in good condition. The
figures for the State are, 96 for horses,
cattle and hogs, and 97 for sheep.

Laws for Klondike Mipin-

For the benefit of sthose who “contem-
plate going tc Klondike we publish the
Canadian laws in substance. They are
reliable as they are taken from the B. C
Mining Citizen:

Every miner and employer of miners
is required to pay certificate fee, which
will be $10; in case of acompany it will
be 1960 or |KX) accordingjto amount oL
the capital stock.

A miner's license will cofifer the right
to mine, fish, hunt, and cut timbers
necessary for mining.

Provisions will be made for obtaining
miners’ certificates at a number of towns;
Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, Calgary, Van
couver and Victor a

The general size of the mining claims
will be 250 feet. Discoverers may claim
500 feetv Every alternate ten claims shall
be reserved by the government of Canada.

Subaqueous mining rights are to be
granted subject to Queen”mining leases,
to be issued in; five-mile sections, with
a fee of $100 per mile per annum, and.
the usual royalty. The fee for recording
and renewing mining claims will be $15.

Any number of miners, not lesB than 5
nor more than 100miles distant from the
office of a mining recorder, may appoint
a recorder, who will record -claims within
three months, transfer the record and fees
to the nearest mining recorder.

Aroyalty of 10 per cent on the gold
mined shall be levied and collected by
the government officials appointed for
tiie purpose, but provision is made for ex-
emption on the annual product of any
mining claim up to $2,500,eo that claims
which do produce more than $2500 a
year will not be liable for royalties.

Provisions are made to prevent specu-
lation m claims, by throwing any claim
open to entry which has not been, worked
for a certain number of days, unless rea-
sonable cause is shown, providing that a
record shall not be issued for more than
one claimto any miner in the same lo-

cality.
