Stephen had been preaching a rous-
ing sermon, and the people could not
stand iu They resolved to do as men
sometimes would like to do in this
day, if they dared, with some plain
preacher of righteousness—kill him.
The only way to silence this man was
to knock the breath out of him. So
they rushed Stephen out of the gates
of the cI”~, and with curse, ind whoop,
and bellow they brought him to- the
cliff, aa Was the custom when they
wsaited to take away life by stoning.
Having brought him to the edge of the
cliff, they pushed him off. After be
had fallen they came and looked down,
and seeing that he was not yet dead,
they began to drop stones upon him.

And It was right that
Stephen, within a few moments of
heaven, should be gazing into it. We
Would afl do well to be found in the
same posture. There Is enough in
heaven to keep us gazing. A man of
large wecalfh may :bave statuary in the
lhall, and paintings in the sitting-room,
and works of art in all parts of the
house, but he has the chief pictures In
the art gallery, and there hour after
hour you walk with catalogue and
glass and evef-increasing admiration.
Well, heaven is the gallery where God
has gathered the chief treasures of his
realm. The whole universe Is his pal-
ace. In this lower room where we
stop there arc many adornments: tes-
sellated floor of amethyst, and on the
winding cloud-stairs are stretched out
canvases on which commingle azure,
and purple, aud saffron, and gold.

DECAY OF SUNDAY-SCHOOL,

Tite Avt-rage SiiiKlLiy-Sclinot of
In a Kebuke to Intrllifrrnce
.In Ibo Ladles’ Home Journal Ed-
ward Bok writes on "The Degny of the
Sunday-School,” aud points out the
reason therefor. “I have In mind.” he
says, "not less tha.n twelve different
men who are acting as superintend.ents
of our Sunday-schools. Not one of
these men has even a suggestion of
force; not a spark of personal magnet-
ism. not a per?onal possession which
goes to draw children to him or.to the
school over which he preside. In
five of these cases the men have been
failures in business: by mien jn the
outer world they are passed over, and
yet the church, places them In positions
which call pre-eminently for every ele-
. ment which th«y so distinctly lack. To
1'bo a successful head of a Sunday-school
calls for a man with the instincts of
leadership; a man who will Infuse life
into the school; hope and courage into
his teachers; who is fertile of mlad
and infinite in capacity; who can, draw
children to him and retain their In-
terest.

Uncle Sam is Making Preparations
to Fight Spain.

Spain Cantiot Expect Earopean Aid.

‘eGrim-vi.saged war” is apparently to
make an entrance in the next act in
the tragedy now being enacted by the
United States.

Kentucky and Tenne”ee. with heae\-
quarters at Chicago, and the depart-
ment of Gulf will comprise the states
of South Carolina, Georgia. Florida.
Alabama, Mi.ssi.ssippi, Louisiana and
Texas, with headf*uar'.or.s at Atlanta.

The troops at all army i>osts are now
prepared to receive orders to move in
any direction at three hours' notice,
and the most ample transportation
facilities for the purpose have boon ar-
ranged. Adgeneral movemen of troops
from the interior posts, both cavalry
and infantry, to support the new ar-
tillery batteries on the coast is ex-
pected to be ordered shortly. Orders
received at Fort Riley. Kas.. directed
the sending of three batteries of artill-
ery to the south. Quartermaster Gen-
eral Lee, of the department of Missouri,
is making arrangements to transport
batteries of artillery mow at forts in
the west to the Atlantic seaboard and
Gulfhf Mexico. s

The fortress at Sandy Hook, New
York harbor, is now on a war footing.
Big guns and mortars have been placed
in position and finally tested. Four
artillery companies, made up of 800
men, arrived there composed of picked
men, and among them are the most ex-
pert gunners in the world. Light Bat-
tery D, Fifth U. S. artillery, stationed
at Ft. Hamilton. New York harbor,
has been transferred to Charleston,
S. C. This is the first step in the mob-
ilization of the whole army force
along the Atlantic seaboard. These
men. being experienced in coast defense
work, are sent south, where there arc
grave apprehensions of an attack from
the Spanish fleet.- Their places will
be filled by men fi'om the new artillery
regiments.

he war department has received
bids for one of the largest orders for
shot and shell for heavy ea'libor guns
ever given, iniduding armor-piercing
projectiles and dcek-piercing t(>rpcdo
shells.  Theff7|pr<>jccliles are for the
heavy fortification guns now moxmtod
along the .seacqa.st. The entire amount
is designed to “ive all' the heavy guns
now installed And tho.se to be placed
during the coming year, a full quota of
projectiles and powder.

Meanwhile the navy department has
been fully as active. Contracts have
just been signed for the purchase ol
the Brazilian warships Amazonas and
-\dmiral Breu which arc now receiving
finishing toucht's in an English ship-
yard. Full crews arc being organized
to man the twb '-c.ssels as .soon as they
are completed, and the faet that Uncle
Sam will thus have twoline war vessels
S0 near Spai'a's coast has enabled the
navy department to order threelother
ves-scls now at European stations to
join the North Atlantic squadron at
Key West as soon as possible.

There is intense activity at the Wash-
ington navy yard, three shifts of men
working 24 hours continuously. The
completion of the big guns there is be-
ing pushed ahead with all possible haste

The big armored cruiser Brooklyn
has arrived at Fort Monroe direct from
La Guayra, Venezuela.  She has made
afastrun up and it is expected will
await at Hampton Roads the arrival of
the cruisers Minneapolis and .Columbia,
which are just fitting out at rhiladel-
phia. This force w-ill form an excel-
lent nucleus for the projected “flying
squadron” which the department is
contemplating. The big monitor Puri-
tan is also ready for service now. The
monitor Miantonomah will be retained
at the mouth of the Delaware to guard
Philadelphia, and the ram Katahdin.
it is expected, .will be ordered to New
York to rc-"nforce the Terror in pro-
tection of the port of New York.
Emergency orders had been issued that
the Vesuvius at Jacksonville. Fli.. be
placed in fighting trim at once. She
has taken on 10 tons of ammunition,
her dynamvtetubes are being placed in
the best of condition 'hnd several six-
ponnders are being added to her arma-
ment amidships.

The secretary of the navy has di-
rected that a recruiting station be
opened in Washington immediately,
the special purpose being, to secure
ordinarg seamen and machinists. A
special board has been appointed to ex-
amine all merchant vessels which -are
intended to be transformed into auxil-
liary cruisers, and they report that al-
most every available v«&el in New
York harbor has been .itendered for
that service ii needed.

Gov. Pingree Wants Corporations
to Pay More Taxes.

LEGISLATURE MEETS MARCH 22

The Rallroadn WIU

Attention—Governor Says Tuzcb are

ltecelve Particular

Unegnally Borne and- In Some Cased
are Becoming riibeanible:

The long-expected call for an extra-
session of the btutc legislature has at
last been issued by (lov. I'ingrce. The
date for the meeting of the extra ses-
sion is Tue.stlay, March 2. The gov-
ernors proclamation is as follows:

To all whom it may concern, greeting:

By Sec. 0. of 2vit. 5 of the constitu-
tion of the state of Michigati, it is prg-
vided that the governor shall take care
that the law be faithfully executed.

By Sec, 7 of the same article heis
given the power to convene the legisla-
ture on extraordinary occasions.

By See. 11 of Art. 14 it is made the
duty of the Iec}]islatu_re to provide an
uniform rile of taxation.

By See. 12 of tlie .same article “all
assessments hereafter authorized shall
be on property at its cash value.”
These provisions Imve been a part of
t{lﬁ[{undamental law of the state since

In violation of the spirit, if hot the
letter, of these provisions of the con-
stitution. laws have been passed from
time t(»time, by which railroad com-
panies. e.xpress companies, telegraph
and telephone companies now owning,
according to their own sworn returns,
at least onc-tliird of the property of
this state, are required to pay only
about onc-twenty-sixIli of the taxes
levied for stale, county and municipal i
purposes, leaving their just proportion
of supporting our schools, a.'iylums and
other public institutions and defraying
the public expenses to fall upon the
farmers, laborers, .manufacturers and
other property-owners of the state.

Taxation has. in many parts of the
state, become in the nature of confis-
cation. the amount levied being greater
than tlie property luxcd cajn be made
to produce.

The situation has hocome almost un-
bearable, and demands an immediate
remedy, which can only be given by
the legislature.

It is the duty of the governor, under
his oath of office, to .see that the con-
stitution of the state is obeyed and the
laws faithfully executed, and to sub-
mitto the legislature, from time, to
time, his views upon existing mischiefs,
so that a remedy can be provided.

In obcdic.nce to this duty, | hereby
call the legislature of.the state to
meet in extraordinary session on Tues-
day, 23d day of March. 1808, at noon of
that day. to consider the question of
taxing railroad companies, express
companies, telegraph and telephone
companies and such other matters as
shall besubmitted by a special message.
