Then depart-
ment gave orders to clean out the
gang, and ye are doing It The hunt
I1s on and the game will be caught or
run-out of the country.” The horde of
moonshiners that came Into Arkansas
and Missouri along the line were from
Georgia principally. Three years ago
a war was opened on them there, aqd
they were hunted so hard they had to
leave.  The unfrequented woods and
hills of Arkansas gave many of them
a hiding place, while others went Into
the Ozarks. They were chased so hard
by officers-under the late Gen. Jo Shel-
by they had to leave Missouri, ana
they went fiito the Arkansas moun-
tains. When a posse of deputy mar-
shals and revenue agents started after
them they were led Into affibush and
four killed. It was war then, and
every man who refused to aid the fed-
eral officers was arrested. The spies
for the moonshiners wkere shot or cap-
tured. The war has been relentless.

They serve all meals upon the Eu-
ropean plan, charging one cent for each
dish, so that by their mode of living five
cental will buy a meal. This means that
by living on two meals a day, as these
people do, it costs them only seventy cents
aweek for their .board. There are also
800 students- in attendance At the coUoge
whoare expected to avail themselves of
thu plan, so that there wiU be a small ar
my daily to feed. Tbe money that other
people would spend upon high living these
Adventists donate to their religious work.

W. C. T. U. under the leadership of its
President, the late Mrs. A. C. Thorp, and
her daughter, Mrs. Ole Bull, bad no small
part in starting the agitation that led to
this result. Our members went to ,the
polls aud offej'ed no license tickets when
it cost them much iu public esteem- But
DOW it is conceded that they were the
bravest pioneers of all. Ggod men and
true, the leading pastors, the Catholic
priest, Father Scull}’, and in later ydars,
although be did not at firstapprove of the
movement, President Elliot of the Univer-
sity, and many of the professors, have
combiaed.lo carry the temperance vote.
It is significant that the majority has
steadily grown, and was larger this year
than ever before.

equal ImporUnce. the complexion. Yet
there are differences. Grapes and ap-
ples are highly nutritious. The form-
er usually agree with the most delicate
persons, ‘for they are easily digested.
Oranges, limes and lemons are of

reat value as a means of Improving
%ie complexion, and they are especially
good if taken before breakfast Ripe
peaches are easy of digestion, and are
fattening. Nothing is better to .enrich
tbe blood than strawberries, whiefa
contain a larger .percratage of iron
than any other fruit. Fruit with firm
flesh, like apples, cherries, or plums,
should be thoroughly masticated, oth-
erwise they are dlfienlt to digest Tha
akin of raw fralt should never be eaten,
and before eating grapes, or any amall
fraft, care ahonld b taken to remove
all Imparities by Washing. Never by
auY means awallow grape-stonea.

Flax OvtQvk
It has bean aasnmed that the ctfHoiw
of lIAX is very exbauatlve to the InaM.
This eboory has been widely held by

pfiiTmers everywhere, yet the investiga-

tions that have been carried on by tba
government for the past fewyeexs ahoir
ODDclusively that, like ar&ny popolgr
theories, there Is nothing to it. Tbo
idea that flax was exhaustive evidently
arose from the fact that it grows ">eet
on virgin soil, and because..in a. [pw
years the soil on which flax. bis*
repeatedly grown wiunolongerw
goo(l flax crop without heavy dresniac.
TheYiasty conclusion’ was formed that
this was tbe result of soil exhaustion.
The true reason Is that the flax cro”
must obtain about all of its food In
[sixty days, and therefore can use cmly
what plant food is already pr~ared In
the sou at time of heavy growth. A
part of this food is nitrogen, which la
most abundant in new eoBs. If tba
flax be grown on the same soil for A
number of years the ready-prepared ni-
trogen is partly exhausted and tbhe fltt
crop liails to that extent.

The facts stated show that flax shodld
be grown only in rotation; that in thot
rotation should be clover. The clover
will provide the soU with a goodly sup-
ply of nitrogen and may well be fol-
lowed In the rotatlonrby flax. This ro-
tation should be somewhat long, say
five, six or seven years. It takes tjiak
time for tbe old flax roots, stubble and
straw, if it be put back on tbe land,
to rot, aod it is necessary that all of
these be thoroughly rotted before a new
crop is attempted. For some reason or
Other old flax unrotted in the soil seems
to jiroduce something that Is detrimen-
tal to a new crop*of flax. Just what
chemical action this decaying straw
has is not yet determined.

The rotations for flax should be on
arranged as to free tbe soil from weedo.
Thfs would make it necessary to throw
some hoed or cultivated crop between
the clover an<f the flax, as putting flix
.directly on top of the turned clover sod
might make a good deal of trouble with
weeds in the flax. The potato crop la
considered a good one for this purpoaa
and is more or less used In that way.
As to soils, a loam well supplied with
humus ,Is preferred. Fall plowing la
best, unless the spring plowing «>" ho>
done so early that there will be no nn-
rotted fibres in the soil at time of tha
sowing of the flax. Prepare the seedi
bed; thoroughly, as the short season of
growth makes it necessary to have tha
ground In such fine condition that tba
rootlets can work freely and easily. Tha
time to BOW Is about th” of com. or a
time when tbe latter will germinate
easily. The seed Is covered "by the hor-
.row. If the ground is rolled the roller
should be followed by tbe harrow o
break up the crust formed.

As to amount of seed eown much
care must be taken. If seed only Is
wanted, of course, the sowing should ba
light. If fibre is wanted, enough seed
must be sown so that the plant -will not
branch much, as tbe more it branches
the less likely is it.to have a long, un-
broken .fibre. If sown close the steme
run up far without branching and this
gives a nice long fibre. For seed three
pecks will do. but for fibre U will be
necessary to sow two or more.busbela
to the acre.

The HameM.

Upon the cocstructlon. adjustment
and care of the harness depends, in a
great measure, the ease and comfort
with which the'horse Is enabled to per-
form bis work, as well as facllUatlog
the amount of labor that be Is enabled
to do. aud these things, too. quite often
have an Important bearing on the ani-
mal'S actions and temper, says Indiana
Farmer. A missing harness that pro-
duces dlscdmfort and punishment to
the horse at every step is pot calen-
latcd to inspire the best of service, nor
can it reasonably be expected that tho
horse can take kindly' to his work on-
der such conditions. Tbe proper har-
nessing of all classes of horses is most
essential, and it Is incumbent upon
those who attempt to handle the reins,
and _especially over animals of -
spirit and which are nervously
to possess an intimate knowledge of
the different parts of the hsrnc—
equipment; how they ehoahl be fitted,
to know thelr*uses and be ablato take
them apart and put them together
again.  This practical Information
would enable any one to make needed
repairs for a temporary bridge ow
in case ot emergency.

The hill was sent to the
treasnry officials at Washington and on
Monday the lonia cashier and the sec-
ret service officer were astounded at a
dispatch from Washington stating that
the hill was genuine and that 1100 in
cnrrency had been sent on to redeem
it. This is the first instance known of
a United States note splitting in two.—

MARRIAGE ON THE DECREASE.

Still T)t*‘r»:-AVer<* Nearly 40.000 W «d-
dln_e* In Lcju.lon La_la( Y ear
Fronrihe London Mail: A volume

prepared by Dr. Shirley F. Murphy,
medical officer of health llpr the admin-
istrative county of Loodon, gives a
timely reminder of the gigantic nature
of the task which has to be discharged
by the county council and the yestrief
in maintaining the health of-the in
ha.bltant8 of the metropolis. The pop-
ulation of London is approaching 4-
500.000, and for purposes of sanitary
BUpervislon the area is divided into 43
districts, each having itd medical offi-
ce of health. Sanltatlop and medical

® 'sSence are grappling successfully with

disease, and the illustrative diagrams
by means of which Dr. Murphy reduces
numerous bewildering battalions of sta.
tistics to a striking comprehensive im-
pression of that contest tell on the
wliole a fairly satisfactory story. Mar-
riages are certainly found to be de-
clining when we take a long survey,
even If we are not able to say that the
diminution is all under the head of Im-
provident unions. The marriages dur-
ing the forty-five years'from 1851 to
1896 show a mean rte of 189 per
1000. But from 1851 to; 1876 the mar-
riage rate each year was above that
mean. There was indeed a brief pe-
riod—t covered the ’60s-i-wheii marry-
ing In London burst forth with excep-
tional fervor, but the alsnormal effort
seems to hav” had the consequence of
all abbormal efforts In a remarkable re-
action. and since then making a “nup-
tial of two hearts" has; gone steadily
downward, though, we; may add, to
reassure the timorous, that in actual
figures the diminution on the quarter
of a century is from i9.5 to 180 per
LOX. Last year 39,689 marriages were
made In London, and the number is
probably ample. The birth fate too,
is on the down grade, the turn In this
department beﬁ]mnlng a™out 1865, and
continuing until now. Last year births
were most numerous in the combined
eastern districts and lowest In the
western, and we notice, furthermore,
that, although the fewest children were
bom in the western part of London,
moro infants died tberje than In any
otIMr group of districts. The fall In
the London birth rate corresponds
strangely with a fall over the whole
of England and Walei,®
