All the news of the great naval bat-
tle thus far received is from Spanish
sources.  This shows conclusively that
Manila has not yet been taken by the

American “yarshlps fared the best,
there is hardly any doubt that when
complete details arc obtainable if will

feat for Spainl'

During the two oagageinents that
look place. Commodore .llontejo. com-’
mandin? the Spanish fleet, lo t three
of his laygo ships, llis flag.-ihip. the
armored cruiser .Maria Uoina I liri.stina.
and the armored cruiser CaslUla were
hurnod, and the cruiser Don Juan de
\uslria was blown out of the water,
(ipt. Cala-%, commanding the Maria
Cimst'.na. was killed. The blowing
up of the Don Juan do Austria was at-
tended by a great loss of life among
the crew, her co'mmauder -also being
killed.

Commodore Dewey's sipiadron left
Sudie Bay. a foxv miles fn>m Manila,
about 4 a. m. proc-eeded toward Manila. *
Under the cover of darkm\s.i he entered
the harbor of Manila, the batteries
located there announcing his arrival.
Both fleets lined up for battle at day-
break, about 5 otlock. The guns of
the American ships began firing on the
fortress on Caiite and the arsenal of
Manila. The Spanish warships opened
fire underthe Erotection of guns of the
forts. .After about two hours' fighting,
the American squadron drew off to the
west of the bay and took refuge behind
some foreign vessels. The ships had
evidently suffered con.siderable dam-
age. After they made some bastv re-
pairs they returned to the conflict.
During thi.s engagment the guns at
Cavite maintained a sjteadier and
stronger fire upon Commodore Dewey's
ship than in the first encounter, but
the American guns were being \iscd
with telling effect. As the smoke
lifted it was seen tliat the flagship
Maria Reina Christina was on fire.
The ves.scl was completely burned. In
the interval between the two engage-
ments Commodore Mqntejo moved his
flag from the Cristina to the .smaller
cruiser Isla de Cuba. To the fact that
he had rnade tliis _change he doubtless
owes his life. The cm -ser Castillo,
next to the ffagship the' largest and
most powerful of the Spanish .squadron. ¢
was also burned. Tiie cruiser Don
Antonia de L'lloa and the .Mindanao
were also badly damaged in the en-
counter. and at least two vessels were
sunk by the Spanish to.prevent them
falling into the hands of the Americans.

That the .American squadron received
severe damage by the cngageinent can-
not be doubted. ~ Early reports had it
that five of Commodore Dewey's ships
had been sunk. Later.advices from
Madrid put the nuinl”r at tVvg). but it
is highly significant that the latest ad-
vices from Madrid and Lisbon make no
mention of any Araerican ships being
destroyed. Tlicrc were undoubtedly
heavy losses in meu on both sides.

Trustworthy* of the .American
loss of life will hardly be obtainable
until Commodore Dewey has taken
Manila or has sent a vessel with dis-*
patches to Hong Kong.

After the battle Commodore Dewey
handed a force apd opened a lio>pital
for his wounded which makes it eenatn
that the land forces of the Spaniariis
had no heart to continue the eondid
after wiines”jng the naval engagement

The Spaniard.s still hold the city of
Manila, it is ihougiu. and piobablv
will continue to do soiintil Dewey and
the insurgents combine and drive them
out. Gen. Aguinaldo. the insurgent
president and commandcr-in-clnof in
the Philippines, was taken to tire is-
lands from Hong Kong by the Ameri-
can vessels and the commodore relies
largely upon insurgent support to
to maintain liis footing on the islands.

The monitor Terror had the hardest
scrimmage of any of the blockading ves-
sels in attempting to capture a Spanish
steamer. She gave chase to the Guido,
10 miles off Cardenas, and after firing
a blank shot to stop the Spaniard tbe
Terror sent three six-pound balls into
her upper worka These :demolished
the pilot house and did other _damaﬁe
bo the Gnido, hrides_wounding the
captain and a sailor. The Terrof had
just trained her big 13-inch guns on
the Guido, prepared to sink her, when
sue hove to. prize crew took her to
Key West. The Guido is a splendid
3,000-ton Steel steamer, 360 feet long.

TO STOP SPANISH FLEET-

Probabilltx of m Big Xaval Battle Kear
Porto Rico,

Later dispatches have been received
which confirm the report that the
Spanwh fleet is on its way across the
Atlantic, probably beading for Porto
Kico. If Commodore Schley's~uadron
sails to meet them it will be in the
capacity of scouts to de”t “he a]v
proach of the Spanish ‘vessclb. ¢t is
understood that Admiral Sampson’s
fleet will be formed into two divisions,
leaving slow vessels before Havana
and swi<te.st going with the flying
squadron. Admiral Sampson will'‘com-
mand the first and CommodorgJohn C.
Watson the second. The six armor-
clads. New York, lowa. Indiana. Puri-
tan. Terror and Amphitrite. will be in
a central station on the Atlatitic coast,
and will sail to meet the Spanish fleet.
The blockade wpuld be conducted
the remaining vessels, under Watson,
who has been ordered to confer with
Sampson. The movement of the
armored ships northward will necessi-
tate the reinforcement of the blockad-
ing squadron with such au.\*iliary cruis-
ers and gunboats as can be spared. As
there will bo a lot of heavy ve-ssel.s
close at hand, these members of the
mosquito fleet can well be spared from
patrol duty. With one battleship, a
couple of monitors and the au-x“iary
cruisers the blockade of Cuba can be
maintained. The ships thus”relievcd
will then join the fiying squadron and
increase its cfliciency.

If it is evident that the Spanish fleet
is coming in force to Porto Rico the
flying squadron will reinforce Rear
Admiral Sampson's fleet, and battle
will be ﬂiven the enemy in Cuban wa-
ters without raising the blockade. If
the Spaniards cross the Atlantic on a
more northerly parallel. Rear Admiral
Sampson's big ships will hurry north-
ward and join the flying squadron to
meet them. If the enemy divides his
fleet into two squadrons, we -will do
likewise, or if time offers meet his
squadrons in detail. When the fleets j
are illvided a commander will lJic -so-,
lected for each of them, with Rear Ad- i
miral Sampson in supreme command.

Dewc.v Takes Manila.

Commodore Dewey, according aintcr
dispatch from I'ladrid. gave Gapt.-Gen.
An ru"ti 34 hours to comply with an
ultimatum which demanded all war-
like stores and the entire stock of coal
in charge of the govicrnment officials.

Batteries Reduced in 18 Minutes
by Three U. S. Ships.

NOT ONE AMERICAN INJURED.

Admiral Sampson bombarded and
silenced the Spanish batteries in posi-
tion and in course of constrnction at
the entrance of the harbor of Matanzas.
He did it with the flagship New A*ok
the monitor Puritan and the gunboat
Cincinnati. Not one of the American
ships was struck, the Spanish gunnery
being wild. The number of dead and
wounded on the Sjianish side must be
considerable.

AVhilc .the New A'crk, Puritan and
Cincinnati were reconnoitering for the
purpo.se of locating and destroying the
formidable defense™ being constructed
the flagship was fired on by the batter-
ies on Point Rubai Cayo and Point
Maya, guarding the entrance to the
harbor. . The New York, replied in-
stantly. The Puritan steamed in be-
hind the New A'ork and engaged the
fortifications on Point Mlaya while the
New.A'ork went to starboard -close np
to the land and poured her shells intd
Rubai Cayo. The Cincinnati, which
had remained well astern under orders,
signaled for permission to engage and
received it. and soon was firing shells
into the fort on the- west side of the
bay. The batteries fired explosive
.shells and most of them fell wide of
the mark. One burst beyond the stem
of the New Aork and a schrapnel shot
exploded over her. It took the three
ships ju.st IS minutes to silence the bat-
teries. It is believed that much dam-
age %ms done to the town al.so. The
marksman.sliip of the .American gun-
ners wasremarkable, nearly every shot
taking effect.

All told, the United .Statesships fired
FOshots at the forts.

Sooa after the discovery which Im-
laortallzed hla aame. Columbus cruised
westward and landed on etha n”st
beaotlful and. far most i iC of
the West Indies, which the natives
eaOed “Cuba.”

Today it la brought into our notice,

on account of its delightful cUraate.
Which would seem almost a Deri>etu3l
summer, nor for its luxurious growth
of tropical plants, and its Inexhaustibly
rtch soil—but for vastly more vital
reasons. The world at large.ls dls-
ensBing the little Island and its “alpha
and omega.” Involving as it does two
such Important nations.

Cuba la about 750 miles In length
and Its width varies. It is 128 miles
at the extreme eastern end. while from
Havana south to the coast is not more
than twenty-eight miles. Compared
with the state of Long Island it Is about
twenty-eight times larger, though bare-
ly one-third of the island has been cul-
tivated. It has a good coast linie, with
so less than twenty-seven harbors.

During the early history Cuba was
under the Spanish flag. =~ About 1538
Havana was destroyed by the French,
and again a few years later, and In the
eeventeenth century was captured by
fte Dutch, but in one of the treaties
was given back to Spain. For a time
feaoe existed, but always the crhel and
elgorous servitude which the Spanuih
enforced. '

In 1762 the island was taken; by the
Sogllsh, and the next year, byaj foolish
piece of statesmanship, exchanged with
Spain for a barren title to Florida.

The United States during Polk's ad-
ministration offered something like a
million dollars for it. which the Span-
iards indignantly refused, saying, “all
the gold in the world could not buy
Cuba.” A little later the United States
threatened to seize it if Spain would
not sell.

About the time our war of the rebel-
Ifton closed, the Cubans tired of Spanish
rule, proclaimed Cespedes president,
and under the leadership of Maximo
Qoaiez made a desperate fight for in-
dependence. In 18/3 the congress de-
posed Cespedes and proclaimed Cisne-
ros president, who is at present in of-
fice. Cespedes mysteriously disap-
peared in 1874,

The "ten years of ruin and tears.”
as the war was called, cost Spain $60.-
909,600 and thousands of lives. |and this
expense was levied on Cuba, while they
had gained approximately nothing to-
ward liberty, as they soon realized.

There constantly recurred 'the dis-
ooDtent. as the outrageous taxation
'OODtInued, and without going further
into details, the same reasons that
prompted the American colonists to
mever themselves from English tyran-
ny, drove the Cubans a?ain into the
field, this time to fight for nothing
.short of absolute independence.

The Juntas, leagues organized by
Oobaa exiles at Key West and oener
aon-Spanish  ports, now numbered

many thousands and were ready at any
1Une to help liberate Cuba.

Blaximo Gomez was tenidered the
command and organization of the Cu-
ban army, with AntoiHo Maceo and
Jose Marti as generals. The army at
ttiis time was merely an unorganized
body of scattered troops, hs Gomez
maya, “with scarcely four rounds, of
ammunition apiece.” The one weapon
with which even the poorest was
equiﬂped, however, was the far-famed
machete.  Originally this was not a
weapon at all, merely an implement
used for cutting passagefe through
woody and bushy cane; but recently it
has become a general term osed for
most any kind of a sword or sabre.

First Voyage—*

Gomez accepted the command with
the distinct stipulation that the com-
mander-lii-chief should have supreme
and absolute control and direction of
the patrl.ot army. He ie a man of
such great judgment and foresight and
such renowned ability, that it was with
the utmost confidence that tb”- insur-

ents gave him control of mllitaiT' af-
airs. Gomoz is the eon of a farmer.
During the early dissatisfaction on the
island he joined the Spanish trOOﬁ
and, as a private aided in quelling tho

rchU|o_n .Afierwarda, as he grew cUl-
er. havmﬁ giv’n the matter much
thought, he became a stanch advocate

of Cuban liberth’. This change, o.
course, was previous to the “ttm-yearv'
war,” as daring that rebellioL he
in active service for“Cuba *.*ore.”

General Gomez tells the story of hla
hist campaign in a little book entitled
“Mi Eljcolta" (“My Escort”), whtdi ho
secretly had printed and published.

The date set *for the war declaration
was Feb. 24, 1595. but the flag of the
republic could only be raised in curee
of the provinces.

Vv’ith a handful of e'.qji landed ou iue
fead,iem tip cf Cuba, where he v-aa met
by a mounted Spanish guard. .After
flllghtmg for several hours, having lest
his men and having received sev-
eral scratches (his hat was shot off his
head) Macep escaped. For a foftnlght
he traversed the woods and swamps,
until finally, in the hilly country north
of Bahia de Guantanamo he catac
across a body of rebels. After jJlacco
bad made himself known, ho was re-
cciveil with enthusiasm by the little
band, who rallied around, him and in
the three trifling encounters directly
following he more than held his own.
It is IntereGting, right here, to note
that Antonio Maceo had made an in-
tricate study of war in every possible
way he could devise. At one time, it
Is said, ho spent a number of mouths
at West Point as a hostler, where be
absorbed much valuable knowledge.

At this same time when Mi,ceo land-
ed on one side of the island, viomez
with Marti succeeded in geuing Into
Cuba on the opposite side, and as soon
as Gomez assumed command, Marti left
him, intending to leav,c the island and
return to iho United States. Here he
hoped to push his financial and diplo-
matic work in Cuba’s behalf. But ho
had traveled scarcely a quarter of a
mile when he was shot, having been
led into a nest of Spaniards by a
treacherous guide. Gomez was wound-
ed trying to recov'er Martl’s body, and

his early boyhood, confined in a Span-
ish prison. Marti, too. was an orator
and a voluminous writer.

Towards the latter part of 1895 Ma-
ceo defeated Campos near Bayamo,
with a heavy lliss to the Spaniards;
only the heroism of a subordinate gen-
eral—which resulted In hia death—
saved the entire Spanish force'from
being captured.

The most severe combat of the year
was at Taguasco, where, Nov. 19 and
0 Ghiarz defeated a Spanish brigade.

GENERAL MAXIMO GOMEZ.

.Campos’ campaign was a decided
failure, and he ingloriously returned to
Spain.

The war..a:a8 beginning to icU. on
tbe noccombatants especially. Those
whose houses were not bgracd were
slowly starving i6 death; as their farms
had been ravaged and' laid waste, if
not by “plateados” (robber bands), by
the ever destructive’ hand of either
Spanish or insurgent. The guerillas,
too, were another terror to the peas-
ants. The following is a single in-
stance of their butchery:

A -party of these escaped convicts
(for they were what composed the
guerillat bands) were in biding, and
overheard a lad of about 16 talking to
a straggling party of Spaniards. Im-
mediately on the disappearance of the
soldiers the boy was caught and taken
to thein-chief, as an “Informant.” The
cemmandtr, however, considered the
matter too trivial, and to the intense
disgust.of the guerlllas dismissed the
boy. They afterwards re-caught him
and within sight of his own door used j
the machete so effectually that his body
~as scarcely recognized by hla parents
~ho found him a few hours later.

Valeriano Weyler was sent over In
command of practically the flower of
tbe Spanish army, at the beglfining of
1896.. His campaign is characterized
with less fighting, but continual fire.
The cchuntry he traversed he left in
smoking desolation.

It was during this year that the bril-
liant Cuban general, Antonio Miceo,
was decoyed away under a. flag of truce
and kiMled. Tbe Cubans believe tbe
Spaniards purchased the- treacfflry of
one on Miceo’s own staff. However,
nothing except the bare fact of his
death came to us as authentic. Strik-
ingly similar to this incident was the
death of Lient. Joagnin Ruiz, a prom-
inent Spanish military leader, who. the
Spaniards claim, was shot down by the
insurgents while in camp under a pa-
role flag. The Cubans’ expianat'on ia
quite different. They dabk that Ruiz

came to them with the well-worn pro-
position of autonomy, when”he knew
that Gomez had issued orders to the
effect that any one proposing anything
short of an absolute independence
should be treated as a spy. Accounts
so conflict that in justice to both par-
ties we are obll?ed to treat all unoSlclal
reports incredulously.

Gomez’ policy was to destroy the
whole island, thereby depriving Spain
of any possible revenue or supplies—
like the Cuban chief, in the fifteenth
century, who discovered gold, and call-
ing his people to him with a great
deal of ceremony, threw the shining
Tupggets. Into the river so there would
be no possibility of the Spaniards ever
finding and profiting by It.

At tbe opening of 1897 the sUuatt<.n
la Cuba was something fearful. Wey-
ler’s orders were cruel and relentless.
The suffering of the noncombatants
was increasing. Already the foreign-
ers in Havana were doing all they
could to provide for the famine-strick-
en people. Loyalists, separatists, au-
tonomists were suffering alike. Europe
looked on with apparent Inu,i*erence.
Spain was too impoverished to aid
; financially In the work. It was dally

: becoming exclusively a question of hu-

"' maniiy. Through great dlssai.aiaction
Weyler was recalled and Gen. Blanco
succeeded him. Statistics show that
already 400.000 have perished through
starvation alone.

The
time was when men wrote books en-
titling them "Apologies for Christian-
ity." | hope that day -has pass'd. We
want no more apologies for Christian-
ity, Let the apologies be on the part
of those who do not believe in our
religion. "We do not mean to make
any compromise la the matter. We
do not wish to hide the tact that Chris-
tianity is revolutionary, and that Its
tendency Is to turn the world upside
down.

T lie Ine<'rr.

The "leaf-insect” is a native of the
East Indies, and the Islands of the
eastern archipelago. Dr. Duns. In de-
scribing it. says; "Suppose tfte top
of a sprout of this year’s growth to be
broken from a bay, the leaves stripped
off. two of them taken and laid bark
to back along the sprout to within
about a quarter of an Inch from the
top, you have then the body aod bead
of the Insect, At the end of the bare
sprout two forked Incipient leaves
stand out. These ‘will do for tbe horns.
The leaves lying thus along the sprout
give as they taﬂer towards their points
the aspect of the body: while the un-
covered projecting part, with Its half-
formed buds, represents the head and
the eyes. The wings bear the most
striking resemblance to an oak-leaf
cut up the center. The regularity of
the larger veins, and the distinctness
of the smaller ones, are very marked.
Then you have the four legs like frag-
ments of leaflets, joined to the upper

parts of the body; wlille two arms,”

serving the same purpose as the ten-
tacular of the butterfly, branch off from
the shoulder. These are also like Jrag-
ments of a leaf; but when they are
brought together they form an entire
leaf, with its base at the head and Its
point projecting.”  When the Insect
rests among tbe leaves ite resemblance
to them is so perfect that ongl a most
acute observer is likely to detect it;
even when It flies It looks far more
like a stray leaf torn from a branch
than a true insect. The leaf-insect
moves about very slowly, and if It were
not for its extraordinary resemblance
to tbe foliage among which It passes
its life, would be powerless to escape
the attacks of its numerous enemies.

Four Apples Co«t Iflm B600.
Cashier A H. Baker of the Jenkin-

Air Inanlotinn.

At a recent meeting of the Seelete
Internationale des Electrlciens. M. Bar-
barat described the new underground
cables with air Insulation employed by
the telephone administration of Paris.
These cables arc insulated with paj>er,
and the insulation is insured by injects
ing from time to time dry air under
the pressure.  For this Eurpose the
compressed air Is supplied by the com-
pressed air company; It passes over
chloride of calcium, and Is sent Into
each cable by means of taps. This
dried alr.removss every trace of damp-
ness and insures tbe insulation. Some-
times the operation can be facilltatefi
by sending a workman to heat it on
the spot. 'These cables have been tried
over long telephonio systems and have
given good results.

It will then repel water like
the feathers of a duck's back and yet
allow the insensible perspiration to pass
somewhat freely through it. It will not
shrink a garment any worse than a show-
er would.
