Gen. Mila Orders Troops to Em-
bark on Transports at Once.

TO MOVE ON SANTIAGO FIRST.

An IrresIBt~le Force to be Thrown Into
Coba Vncle Ram—Four Separate
ExpedltlonB — InimrxeutB Bnve Been
WeU SappUed With Arm*. Etc.

Washington; The invasion of Cuba
has begun. Thj President orderednt
after Commodore Schley's cable mes-
sage came to the navy department, and
Gen. Milesat once gave the word to
Gen. Shatter at Tampa that, at last
would setithe army in njotion. It is
absolutely*, known that within .i3 hours
the loading of the numerous trHhspo'rts
at"Tampa was begun. About 25 of
these ships, the biggest'and fastest
that could be obtained suitable for the
purpose, had been gathered ready to
receive the troops. They will accom-
modate about 30,000 men for: a short
vo%age like that from the gquJ)orts to
Cuba. How many troopsstarted, where
they took ship, where they are bound,
arc questions which the directing
spirits of the campaign refuse posi-'
lively £0 answer. They have no desire
that the Spanish should have c”poctun-
ity afforded them to gather forces to
attack our soldiersas they land. There-
fore nothing of the details of
this first movement can be learned,
itii known that Admiral Sampson's
flagship New York and several other
war vessels were at Key West ready to
convoy the-expedition to Cuba to en-
sure the transports against attack at
the hands df somestray Spanish cruiser
or gunboat.

It is probable that there w'lll be no
less than four separate military expedi-
tions and that these wlll-he j*aded at
four different points.

Arrangements have been made to
utilize tlie services of the insurgents
to the largest possible extent. Tho
governnjent already has sent expcili-
tlons toa large number of points on
the island and landed arms for
the insiirgents. Most of the par-
ties succeeded perfectly in tlieir object
and it is‘Said at the war department
that a suilicicnt number of the insur-
gents have been armed to constitute a
very effective support for the ti‘oops as
they land"”

The opinion has ?ained ground that
the first action will be in the neigh-
borhood of Santiago. The President
believes that the dispatch of 10,000 to
15,000 soldiers to land at and take San-
tiago would be an effective blow at
Spain.

Thbe PreBldeat'B Secoad Call- ItalBeB the
Army to Over 280,000 Men.

The President has issued a proclama-
tion calling for 75,000 more volunteers.
This will make the total army
strength:, regular and volunteers, 280,-
000.. The proclamation is as follows:

. Whereas, By an act of congress en-
titled “An act to provide for temporar-
ily increasing the miiitaryi establish-
ment of the United States In the time
of war, and for other purposes,” ap-
proved April 22.189S, the Presidentis
authoriacd In order toraise a volunteer
afeay, to issue his proclamatiou callin
for volunteers to serve in the army o
the United States. o .

Now, therefore, I, William McKinley,
President of the United States, by vir-
tue of the power vested in me by the
constitution, and the laws and deem-
ing sufficient occasion to exist, have
I—h_oufght fit to call forth and hereb;|[* do
erail forth, volunteers to the a?gregate
number of 75000 in addifion” to
the volunteers called <forth by
my proclamation of the 23d day of
April in the present year; the same to
be apportioned, as far.as practicable,
among the several states _and, territo-
ries and the District of Columbia, ac-
cording to population, and to serve for
two years unless sooner discharged.
The proportion of each state and “the
details bf enlistment and organization
will be I"de known through the war
department.

Secretary Alger said the additional
volunteers called for will, not be re-
cruited from the National Guard, as
were the first 10»000. but that the en-
listments will be open, tfhe regula-
tions referred to in the proclamation
under which the enlistments will -be
conducted have not yet been prepared.

PresidentMckinlcy hiu demonstrated
that it is the policy of the United
States to have an ~rmy of abont 300,000
men ready for business within amonth.
This army will consist of 60,000 regu-
lars, 200MD volunteers, 10,000 espe-
cially enlisted men who have 'suffered
from contangious disease likely to be
encountered in the tropics, and who
are therefore considered impervious to
such complaint.s, 3,500 ‘Tough riders”
cavalrymen, and about 3,000 more spe-
cial men forming an engineer corps
and a signal corps of the volunteers.

According to the best advices the
President's intention is to have 40,000
or 50,000 of these troops sent to'tne
Philippihes for the purpose of occupy-
ing those islands completely. These
men will'be sent from San Francisco
justas rapidly as they can be equipped
for the journey and embarked on trans-
ports. ~ About 100.000 will be trans-
ported to'Cuba just as soon as Maj.-
Gen- Miles can' complete his arrange-
ments, About 20,000 more- are des-
tined for Porto Rico, which island it is
the intention of the United States to
capture and hold. The President fav-
ors having Gen. Miles lead the way to
Cuba with as near 70,000 men as can be
prepared for service within tw’Oweeks,
and Gen. Brooke to command the ex-
pedition to Porto Rico.. The Cuban in-
vaders will go first and,, will comprise
two-thirds of the regular troops and as
many of the volunteers as can be pre-
pared. The Porto Rico expedition will,
as far as possible, embrace the volun-
teers from the eastern states.

Tladtke Bros., Toledo gromrs, recently
inserted so advertisement in the Blade In
which eggs were quoted at 18” centsa
doeen. In making up the form the flgore
| dropped out and the price api.eared
throughout tbe edition as 3~ cents. A
great msh ensued at the store, and after
a hasty conference, the grocers decided to
stand by the printed price and hold the
Blade responsible. Twen””ven hun-
dred dosen were sold throughout the day,
and suit brought against the Blade for
$270. Ajury trial awarded the grocers
$5 damages.

The fact that the grocers won the suit,
although the damages were placed very
low, would Indicate a disposition to con-
atnie the law and the facts presented ac
holding printers responsible for ~po-
graphical errors. In the. absence of spe-
cific knowledge of the position taken by
the defense, we presume it was pleaded
that the price printed was so ridiciUously
low that a reasonable person could easily
see that it was an-error. Yet we cannot
quite compreheud how that could relieve
the grocers, who felt their reputation at
stake when the demand was made upon
them to fulfill their apparent agreement
They could scarcely be expected to repu-
diate the price and take the chance of
losing their trade and recovering damages
on that score. And yet, no poweron
earth can be invoked to prevent such
vexatious errors.—Caxton Caveat.
