By long prac-
tice he hasacquire unquenchable de-
sire for spirits of bag juice, and he quite
frequently tries to 'drown the bug odt.
W hile thus conditiobe he loses the lamb
like nature of his better seusesand be-
comes most brucal' and inhuman;- The
wife and mother must now sufler the
abuses of a mad hiau, the tortures of a
msmiac. Itisno rue occasion forJohn
to tackle his wife with pitch-fork, knife,
club or anything he may lay his hands on.
Mrs. Melenpbj lives In constant fear of
her life. £voy night she sleepswith her
bed against her bed room door.

The Helenphy home is almost destitute
of funiture and the comforts of borne-
Mrs. Melenphy has not a.second dress to
wear. She has not, been away from the
farm In nine years, except to go to the
neighbors, and does not even know the
way to Plyipouth. Mrs. Melenphy pos-
seeesaverage intelligence, keeps her kobse
neatand clean as possible; and her whole
life U wrapped up in her only child by
her second husband, a lad 12 yean old,
whom ~e lo<” upon as her life protector.
JSe certainly is very devoted to his moth

er.

Mrs. Melenphy was a Mrs. Robinson
and Lived at Y psUantl, when she nuirrled
John Melenphy some fifteen yean ago.
She had three sons. ‘liro of the boys,
Will and Hpeie, went to the Melenphy
home with herAThe third boy was attend-
ing school aqd 'U now a practicing den-
tist at Flint. The two former boysand
Melenphy did not agree from the start, aa
Melenphy wotild not own the and
abused them thamefally. While quite
young, about 10 or 12 yean old, they left
Che unwelcome home and have since
roamed around the world as tran” do.
The boys made frequent trips home,hoje-
ever, to see the mother and during later
yearsthey have added to "the visits to the
mother*” a “warm reception™ to the step-
father. In short, as the boys put it, “they
would pound the old man to get even for
bis abuse to Che mother.” The boys have
threatened to take the old man's life, and
in turn Melenphy”las threatened to “do”
the boys. To all appearances they have
tried to put their threats into execution,
for on one oodtaion Will stood inside the
bam door with'a club ready to iell the
old man but [was foiled. When confront-
ed with the charge of scheming to. kill
the old mao, he simply answered "tJh,'l
don’t know,” and ’skipped out.

SUNDAY’S SUBJEO

From tb« Text: *80 Thsy Qatiged 1T»-
iB«n on the Gallow* That He Had
Prepared for MordecaX**--Eatbor. Obap*
ter viL Vcrie 10.

Here Isan Oriectal courtier about the
most offensive man in Hebrew history,
Hainan by name. He plotted for the
destruction of the Israelltlsh nation,
and | wonder not that In some of the
Hebrew synagogues tc”~his'day wh:n
Haman's name la meqgnbned the con-
gregation clench their 'fists and stamp
their feet and cry, "Let his name be
blotted out!" Haman was prime min-
ister In the magnificent court of Persia.
Thoroughly appreciative of the 'honor
conferred, he expects everybody that
he passes to be obsequious. Coming
in one day at the gate of the palace, the
servants drop their heads in honor of
his office: but a Hebrew, named Mor-
decal, gazes upon the passing digni-
tary without bending his head or tak-
ing off his hat. He was a good man.
.and would not have been negligent of
the ordinary courtesies of life, but be
felt no respect either for Hamaa or the
natlojQ from which he had come. "J
he could not be hypocritical; and
while others made Oriental salaam,
getting clear down before this prime
minister when he passed. Mordecal.
the Hebrew, relaxed not a muscle of
his neck, and kept his chin clear up.
Because of that affront Haman gets a
decree from Ahasuerus, the dastardly
kinP, for the massacre of all the Is-
raelites, and that, of course, will in-
clude Mordecal..

To make a long story short, through
Queen Esther this whole plot was re-
vealed to her husband, Ahasuerus. One
night Ahasuerus, who was alllicttHi
with Insomnia, in his sleepless hours
calls to his secretary to read him a
few ﬁassages of Persian history, and
so while away the night. In the booi:
read that ni?ht to the king an account
was given of a conspiracy, from which
Mordecal, the Hebrew, bad saved th*
king's life, and for which kindness
Mordecal had never received any re-
ward. Haman. who had been living
up a nice gallows to bang Mordcoai cn,
was walking outside the door of the
king’s sleeping apartment, and was
called In. The king told b!'m that be
had Just had read to him the account
of some one who bad saved his, tho
king’s life, and he asked what reward
ought to be given to such a one. Seir-
coQcelted Haman, supposing that he
himself was to get the honor, and not
Imagining for a moment that the de-
liverer of the king’s life was Mbrdecal.
says: "Why, your majesty ought to
make a triumph tor him, and put a
crown on him, and set bfm on a aplun-
did borse, high stepping and full-
bloo™ed, and then have one of your
prinfoa lead the horse through the
streets, crying, 'Bow the knee, here
comes 8 man who has saved the king's
life!"™ Then said Atosuerus In severe
tones to Haman: "I: know all about
your sconndrellsm. ;-Now you go out
and make a triumph lor Mordecal. the
Hebrew, whom you hate. Put the best
~saddle on the finest horse, and you. the
prince, hold the stirrup while Mordecal

ets on, and then lead his horse
through the street. Make haste;*’

What a spectacle! A comedy and
tragedy at one and the same time.
There they go! Mordecal, who had
been despised, now starred sind robco,
in the stirrups. Haman, the chancel’
lor, afoot, holding the prancing rear-
ing. champing stallion.  Mordecal
bends his neck at last, but it Is to look
down at the degraded prime minister
walking beneath him. Huzzah for
Mordecal! ~ Alas for Haman!  But
what a pity to have the gallows, re-
cently built, entirely wasted! It Is fif-
ty cubits high, and built with caro-
And Haman bad erected It for Mnr-
decal. by whose stirrups he now wall*
as groom. Stranger and more star-
tling than any romance, there go up
the steps of the scaffold, side by side,
the hangman and Haman. the ex-chan-
cellor. "So they banged flarcan jn
the gallows that be had prepared for
Mordecal.”

Although so many years have passed
since cowardly Ahasuerus reigned, and
the beautiful Esther answered to his
whims, and Persia perished, yet from
the life and death of Haman wc may
draw living lessons of warning and in-
struction. ~And. first, w« come to the
practical suggestion that, when the
heart Is wrong, things very Insignifi-
cant will destroy our comforL “Vho
would have thought that a great primt:
minister, admired and applauded Wy
milllona of Persians, wouid have been
so nettled and harassed by anything
trivial?  What more could the gre.it
dignitag/ have wanted than his char-
iots and attendants, and palaces and
banquets? If affluence of circum-
stances can make a man contented and
happy, surely Haman should have been
contented and happy. No; Mordecni's
refusal of a bow takes the glitter from
the:gold, and- the richhess from the
purple and the speed from the
charlota. With a heart pxiffcd up with
every Inflation of vBblty and revenge.
It was impoasible for him to be ha;l)&y.
The silence of Mordeeal at the
was louder than the braying of trum-
pets In the palace.

heart an unbearable annoyance. It you
look back upon your life, you will find
that the most of the vexations and dls
turbances of spirit, which you felt,
were produced .by circumstances'that
were not worthy of notice. If you want
Ito be happy you must not care for
I'trifles. Do not be too minute In your
Inspection tof the treatment you receive
from otheijs. Who cares whether Mor-
decal tows when you' pass, or s'lands
erect and ritlff as a cedar? That wood-
man would not make much clearing in
the forest who should stop to bind up
every little bruise and scratch he re-
ceived In the thicket; nor win that
man accomplish much for the world or
the church who Is too watchful and
appreciative of petty annoyances.
There are multitudes of peof)le In the
world constantly battowed because
they pass their lives nbt in searching
out those things which are attractive
and deserving, but In spylug out with
all their powers of vision to see wheth
er they cannot And a Mordecal.

Again, learn a lesson that pride
goeth before a fall. Was any man
ever so far pp as Haman, who tumbled
so far down? Yes, on a smaller scale
every day the world sees the same
thing. Against their very advantages
men trip ihto destruction. When God
humble.s proud men. it Is usually at the
moment of their greatest arrogancy. If
there be a man in your conrmunlty
greatly puffed up with worldly success,
you have but to stand a little while and
you win see him come down. You say,
| woader’that God allows that man tof
go on riding over others’ heads and
making great assumptions of power.
There Is no wonder about It. Haman
has not yet got to the ,top. Pride Is a
commander, well plumed and caparis-
oned. but it leads forth a dark and
frowning host. We have the best of
authority for saying that "Pride goeth
before destruction and a haughty spir-
it before a fall." The arrows from the
(Almightys quiver are apt to strike
man when on the wing: Goliath' shakes
his Igreat spear in defiance, but the
small stones from the brook Elah make
him stagger and fall like an.ox under
the butcher’s bludgeon. He who Is down
cannot fall. Vessels scudding under
bare poles do not feel the force of the
storm, but those with all sails set cap-
size at the sudden descent of the tem-
pest.

Again, this oriental tale reminds us
of the fact that wrongs we prepare for
others return upon ourselves. The gal-
lows that Haman built for Mordecal be-
came the. prime minister’s strangula-
tion. Robespierre, who sent so many
to the guillotine, had his own head
chopped off by the horrid. Instrument.
The evil you practice on others will re-
coil upon your own pate.  Slanders
come”home. Oppressions come home.
Cnielties come home

You will yet be a Iackey walking be-
side the very charger on which you
e.Tpected to ride others down. When
Charles the JFIrst, who had destroyed
Strafford, was'about to be beheaded, he
said. "l basely ratified an unjust sen-
tence, and the similar injustice 1 am
now to undergo Is a g"enslble retribution
for the punishment I Inflicted on an In-
nocent man." Lord Jeffries, after In-
carcerating many Innocent and good
people In London Tower, was himself
imprisoned In the same place, where
the shades of those whom he had mal-
treated seemed to haunt him, so that
he kept crying to his attendants: "Keep
them off, gentlemen, for God’s sake,
keep them offl" The chickens had
come home to roost. The body of
Bradshaw, the English Judge, who had
been ruthless and cruel in his decisions,
was taken from his splendid tomb In
Westminster Abbey and at Tyburn
hung on a gallows from morning
night in the presence of Jeering multi-
tudes. I£aman’s gallows c.ime a little
late, but It came. Opportunities fly In
a straight line, and Just touch us as
they pats from eternity to entemity.
but tho wrongs we do others fly In a
circle, and ho”ever the circle® may
widen OUt they are sure to come back
to the point from which they started.
There are guns that kick!

Furthermore, let the story of Ha-
raan teach us how quickly turns the
wheel of fortune. One day, excepting
the king, Haman was the mightiest
man In Persia; but the uext day. a
lackey. So we go up. and 'so we come
down. You seldom find any tnan twen-
ty years' in the same circumstances.
Of those who. In political life twenty
Kears ago. were the most prominent,

ow few remain in consplculty! Po-
litical parties make certain men do
their bard work, and then, after using
them as hacks, turn them out on the
commons to die. Every four years
there is a complete revolution, and
about five thousand men who ought
certainly to be the next president are
shamefully disappointed; while some,
who this; day are obscure and F;]Joverty-
stricken, will ride upon the shoulders
of the people, and take tholr turn at
admiration and the spoils of office. Ob.

Seven of CTeclei Sem's-Boys Perform an
HeroiciDeed mt SaoUnee.

Tliesinkinglof the U. S. collier Mer-
rimac in the nlarrow channel entering
Santiago harbor, which the Spanish
reported as a big victory delaring they
ha” sunk a UjS. cruiser, proves to have
been the most heroic deed of the war
with Spain, as the following dispatches
show:

Rear-Admiral Sampson decided to
close the narrow harbor entrance of
Santiago de Cuba by sinking the collier
Merrimac. loaded "with coal, in the
chhnnel. He called for volunteers from
the Merrimac and the flagship New
York to go to almost certain death and
400 men of~red themselves. Naval
Ckmstructor liieut. Richmond P. Hob-
son and six men were chosen and the
Merrimac, uiidcr her own. steam, en-
tered the channel under a terrible
Spanish fire.! The ves.se! was riddled
with projectiles, but she anchored and
swung around. Lieut. Hobson then
set off an internal torpedo with an
electric attachment; there was an ex-
plosion, the iMcrrimac sunk, the chan-
nel was closed and. apparently, Ad-
miral CerveraWill be unable to escape.

Tho heroic crew of the Merrimac
was not doomed to death "and /YCe
saved by boarding an old'Catamaran
which had :been thrown overboard
after the MBrrimac's boats had been
demolished by Spanish shots. Unable,
after the sijnking of their vessel, to
make thcirl way back through tho
storm- of shjot and shell, they rowed
into the harbor to the Spanish flagship,
and were taken on board unharmed.
The news (if their wonderful escape
was sent to Rear-Admiral Sampson by
Admiral Cer|vera, the Spanish admiral
being so struck with the courage of
the Me?imW's crew that he thought
Admiral Saimpson should know that

they had not lost their lives. Admiral
Cervera's chief of staff, Capt.
Oviedo, bbarded the. New York

under a flag of truce, bearing the
announcement of the safety of the
Merrimac's men and returning with a
supply of provisions and moneyfor the
prisoners.

The Spanish fleet is now a helpless
captive in Santiago harbor. The nar-
row channel loading into the har-
bor being completely blocked by
the Merrimac being sunk across its en-
trance. Itis now impossible for the
Spaniards to get out, and it is equally
impossible for any wves.se! to get into
the harbofi  Therefore the Spanish
first-class armored cruisers Maria Ter-
esa, Cristobial Colon, Vizcaya and Al-
mirante Ogiiendo. with the two torpedo
boat destroyers Furor and Pluton, are
jy>longer pf any use to Spain. The
heroes who, accomplished the deed were
Lieut. Ricl®mond P. Hobson, assistant
naval constiructor, and Daniel Monta-
gue, Geoi”e Charette, J. C Mug)hy,
Oscar Deignan, John Kelly and Tl
Clausen. The latter, a coxswain of the
New York,jtook part in the expedition-
against orders.

SpanUh Spic” to b« Expelled from Canada

The recent seizure of documents by
U. S. detectives in the house at Jlon-
trcal, Que., joccupied by Senor Du Bose
and Lieut. Carranza, formerly of the
Spanish legation at Washington, has
revealed tlje whole workings of the
Spanish spy system in the United
States. Itishows that through Span-
ish agents the Madrid government and
the Admiral Ccr”era.s fleet has been
kept advised of every move made by
the U. Sj The information secured
from the documents secured resulted
in the arrest of over 50 suspected spies
at Washington and Tampa and when
the U. S. igovernment had communi-
cated the &cts of the case to Sir Julian
Pauncefoti, the British ambassador
at Washington, the latter cabled the
entire matter to London. U.S. Am-
bassador Hay. at Ix>ndon, also made a
strong cas™aghainst the Spanish spies
and recci”'cd- as.suracces that steps
would be token at once to expel Car-
ranza, Du! Bose ,and their aids from
British territory.

After the Spaniards discovered that
the documents which revealed their
secrets had been stolen they caused the
arrest of Private Detective Kellert on
a charge of theft. They failed to make
out a ciiscj however, and now Kellert
has had bbth Du Bose and Carranza ar-
rested for false imprisonment and he
demanded' S25000 damages. They sc-
curcid their liberty under heavy bail,
but Ihcir iroubles were not yet over as
they were] informed that proceedings
are likely to be begun against them for
Vjiolticm ~f the neutrality laws.

CERVERA'S FLEET HID AWAY.

Bandreda of Spanl»U CndoubtedIr Killed
—Sohlej’s Fleet But Little Damas~d
— TheCroliTer St. Paul Strack brSbheUn

—Schlej Did Not Enter the Harbor.
Cable advices from Spanish sources,
via Cape Haitien. llaitk say an Amer-
ican fleet of 14 warships, including
torpedo boats, under Commodore
Schley began a bombardment at 2p. m.
with heavy guns on the forts arid the
harbor of Santiago de Cuba. The forts
of Morro Castle, La Zocotapa and
Punta Carda suffered heavily. The
cannonading was careful and very perj
sistent and could not have failed to be'
destructive. It lasted until 3:45. The
city, which is situated near the inner
end of the harbor, escaped damage.

Later advices regarding the bom*,
bardment of Santiago's fortifications
are as follows:

The American squadron under Schley
augmented by the torpedo boat Porter,
the auxiliarj* cruiser St. PaiU and the
protected crui.scr New Orleans, ap-
proached the entrance to the harbor of
Santiago at about 12:30p. m.,, the lowa
leading. Inside the entrance to the
harbor was seen one of the warships of
Cervera’ fleet (Cristobal Colon), strij>
ped for action. 'Asthe American fleet
drew near, the New Orleans was de-
tached and steamed forward ahead of
the lowa, Texas and Massachusetts.
One of the forts opened fire oh?her and
she replied, the other two shipis difect-'
ing their fire at the battery Qpthe
Punta Gorda within the harbor and to
westward of the position bccupicd by
the Spanish ship.  The latter replied
to the tire, and immediately became a
target for all the American ships en-
gaged in the battle. She was struck
twice at least, and-she then retired be-'
hind a protecting headland and uone
of the Sﬁanish fleet were seen again
during the eiigagemcnt.

The lowa, directed by Capt. “Fight-
ing Bob™* Evans; the Massachusetts,
Capt. F. J. lligginson; Texas, Capt. J.
W. Phillip, and the New Orleans, Capt.
W. M. Folger, kept up their terrific fire
against the Morro. Zocatapa and Punta
Gorda forts for two hours, their pro-
jectiles, of enormous size, doing tre-
mendous damage to the defenses of the
harbor. The masonry at Z(x:atapa and
Morro was battered almost Ainto dnst
and the S?anish artillerymen ana in-
fantry could be plainly seen flying to
safety behind the neighboring liills.

The auxiliary cruiser St. ‘Paul,
which joined Schle3"s fleet just before
the battle took place, was bit by shells
from the forts, but she was not seri-
ously damaged.

After seeking the protection of a jut-
ting_headland, the Spanish wars iﬁs
continued™to fire projectiles over the
hills toward the fleet, but they had nb
range, not even direction, to their shots
and the shells fell harmlessly into
the sea.

That the number killed and wounded
on the Spanish side is enormous, noone
doubts, for time and again the Ameri-
can shells hit the batteries squarely
and amid the flying masonry and dis-
mantled guns the forms of men were
descried. She damage done to the
American fleet cannot be learned, but
it is not thought an\’ person was killed
—if, indeed, anj’one was wounded.

A dispatch from- Santiago, \ia” Cape
Haitien, the day following the bom-
bardment, sa3.s: *The American squad-
ron reappeared off Santiago but con-
tented itself with firing two shots,
which arc bclieveA'to liave be<tn sig-
nals agreed upon with the insurgents,
who, numbering over 3.000, have con-
centrated three or four miles from San-
tiago. Grave events arc expected at
Santiago. The Spanish authorities
have taken extraordinary precautions
and have placed in the enarrow passat
the entrance of the harbor special con-
trivances which permit the closing and
opening of the port at will.”

When the xVmorican fleet reappeared
off Santiago Rear Admiral Sampson ar-
rived with his flagship, the New York,
and in accordance with instructions he
relieved Ck>mmodorc Schley, assigning
that officer to the command of a divis-
ion of the fleet comprising the former
flying squadron. The American fleet
before Santiago included the first-class
battleships lowa, Oregon and Massa-
chusetts, second-class battl(Zhip Texas,
armored cruisers New Yoi;k and Brook-
lyn, protected cruisers 'New Orlesn.s,
Marblehead and Minneapolis, gunboat
Nashville, torpedo boat destroyer Scor-
pion, dynamite cruiser Vesufjius, tor-
pedo boot Porter, auxiliary ".'cruisers
Harvard and Yale and auxiliary gun-
boat Eagle. n

The {Donditipn of the population of
Santia%o since the beginning of the
blockade has grown Tapidly worse,
and it.is now said to be nearly desper-
ate. Food is very scarce and the poor
people are finding it almost impossiUe
to obtain any becanse of the enormous
Frlces. Thé eJcpeHation is_general
hat Santiago most soon fall into the
hands of the Americans.

As the commander of Ad-
miral Dewey’s splendi<i' flagship and
one of the admiral’s chief,advisers,
Capt. Gridley achieved distihetioo at
the battle of Manila bay and added to
his previous laurels by wiling high
praise from his'superiors in the service
for distinguished gallantry asrd ability.
It was not known for several weelits
after the engagement that Capt. Grid-
Icy had sxTffercd from.it. and even now
the precise nature of his trouble is not
disclosed, but the navy department
was mQtjCcd that Capt. Gridley bad
been condemned by a medical board
and “invahded home.”

THESEM SHIPS ARE FOR WAR

Non-Combatant Vessels That Serve the Men-

of-War as Floating

Hospitals, Helpers,

etc.—Are Never Fired, Upon.

The finest of our fighting ehipe, with
all their boasted self-sufficiency, thelr
manifold mechanism, and their com-
plex provisions against accident or
mishap, are “really belpl” creations
ths moment their coal suppite become
exhausted. Nothing coul~te more
patbetleally distressed than « great
battleship wallowing aimlessly in a
seaway, her powers of offense intact
but paralyzed, like her great body, for
want pf energy or Its correlative, coal;
her great eyes blind for want of elec-
trical force; her lungs fouled by taint-
ed air because of her baited blowers;
her whole body either feverish or chil-
led, as the weather dictated, for want
of clrcXilallon or proper respiration;and
her complement athirst for need of
enough heat to transform that tantaliz-
ing sea water into drink. Such a
thing is distinctly possible, and it is
against even the slightest approach to
a like condition that we have taken
ample means to provide.

The modern, heavy fighting craft
carries between eighty and ninety en-
gines of various sorts, aside from those
directly occupied in propelling the
ship; and, under normal circumstanc-
es. it Is quite safe to say that at least
fifteen or twenty per cent of all steam
generated Is tak” up In tbelr service.
Most of them are vital to the fighting
efficiency of the vessel; but there are
a few of them, such, for Instance, as
the- engineers* workshop, the distillers,
and the refrigerating plant, which may
be termed auxiliaries of secondary im-
portance; and it ia the purpose of the
government to run these accessorlles
on half-time, so to speak, and to leave
just that much more energy for other
more needful perposes. To this end.
we have fitted up the repair ship, the
distiller ship, and the refrigerator ship,
while to the colliers has been relegated
the common service of supplying coal
to all craft distant from ready bases
of supply, and the englneer-In-chief
has done his utmost to make them cap-
able.

The Bepafr Ship*

The repair ship, fittingly named the

'Vulcan, was the well-known steamer

Chatham, of the Merchant and Miners’

line, between Baltimore and Boston.
Into the ship has been placed some-
thing like eighty tons of tools and ma-
chinery, and today the vessel is a ver-
itable floating workshop.  There aire
plate bending rolls, and punching and
shearing machines that can bite right
through an Inch of solid sicel. There
are lathes for turning castings of con-
siderable size, and planers, drills and
m Iltini machines of compass enough to
meet almost any need short of that de-
manded m the complete reconstruction
of a large engine. There are pipe cut-
ters. bolt cutters, forges and grldd-
stonea; and there Is a good-sized cupo-
la for the melting of sufficient metal
to make a pretty heavy casting. There
are a number of blowers to supply the
several forges and to draw foul air
from between decks and to send it
skyward through the red-mouthed van.
tilators above. .There are also evap-
orators and dl*illers of a capacity
equal to a dally,output of quite 10,00
ga'llone of potable water—several times
more than, the needs ot the Vulcan
could demand. A supplemental elec-
tric plant has given excellent lighting
facilities through the ship, but prin-
cipally in the workshops on what is
termed the third deck.

The purpose of this craft is manifest.
She is to follow in the wake of a fleet—
her great, coal capacity giving her a
wide radius of action, and she la to
supply fresh water to the other vessels
and to make then and there all possible
repairs which might otherwise take
the ships milesand miles away to uome
naval station.

A broken spindle might render he”p-
but a few hours’
work on the Vulcan would remedy the
trouble: and even less time might
place the engines of one of our torpedo
boats in trim after a considerable
break. At the close ot an engagement,
the wounded vessels could hasten to
her or she to thein. and such work then
be done as to place them back In the
line of battle, once more a formidable
meoace to the foe.

The mission and the usefulness ot
such a craft can not be overestimated,
when every pound of coal mpst tell its
tale of work well done In our defense.
It is a very modern adaptation of that
wise ssw. "A stiteh in time saves nine,”
and a typical Instance ot the great
value of a traveling base of repairs.

Th* DUtlller Ship.

The distiller ship, now named the
Iris, was the British steamer Menem-
sha. Unlike the Vulcan, the Ipis will
make'no repaltai but .will be devoted
solely to coaverting the ocean’s brine
into drinking water; and to this epd,
she will carry a very largp supply of
coal and will iave four up-to-date dis-
tillers of considerable capacity. These
distillers or evaporators will each con-
sist of three elements like th*modern
triple expansion engine, and are In-
tended to utilize the steam with the

most economical expenditure demand-
ed In the output alota! supply daily
of at least 60,000 gallons of thoroughly
palatable drinking water.

Thbe operation Isisimple. Each ot the
evaporators consists of a cylindrical
steel boiler containing a coll of piping
surrounded by cpld sea water. The
steam Is supplied, to the first coll di-
rectly from the itiip’s boilers.  That
steam raises the Ua water to the boil-
ing point and gradually evaporates it
In that way. Tbeisteam thus generated
In conjunction witih such of the origin-
al steam not condensed in the first coil
In the operMloQ.j passes into the coll
of the second evaporator, repeating the
operation in conbectlon with the sea
water there, andjflnally merging with
the steam raised “rom the salt water in
the third evaporator and passing to-
gether into the mndenser. The con-
densation from tjhe first two colls is
caught by traps IUd carried off to the
-tanks. In this way” the latent beat
from the first.stehm from the boiler is
economically ab”bed by the three
stages of salt water, and a higher per-
centage of performance Is attained than
is possible in a smgle-element evapor-
ator. After condensation the water is
carefully nested and the result is a
thoroughly palatable water devoid of
that flatness generally characteristic of
condensed sea water.

A sediment of salt—the residue of the
ocean brine—gradually forms upon the
colls of the diatill$rs, and these evap-
orators are so arranged tbat this scale
eas be readily removed. On the other
8hlp$ thelr distlllen will be worked as
far as poesibie on”~ to the extent ot

making good the loss of fresh water
consumed by the boilers, that the use of
salt water must bgq obviated and the
formation-of a troublesome scale of
salt—difficult to reach—may be guard-
ed against in the ship's boilers proper.

The hygienic valuje of sufficient fresh
water can not be overestlrnkted when
the rigors of warfare are aggravated
by the close confinement of shipboard
in the tropics; and It may even be the
purpose of this vessel to lend its boun-
ty to the military branch of the ser-
vice. Poisoned wells and tainted
streams need not be feared under such
circumstances; they can be avoided.

Ta« R*frlc«rator Ship.

The refrigerator ship Supply, for-
merly the Illinois, of the American line,
will be used as a traveling base ot
fresh provisions; and the tax on the
refrigerating plants of the fighting
ships will be eased to Just that exent
Tl%e Hlinois was originally hnllt for a
passenger ship, but was later relegatqd
to the transportation of cattle and beet
to England, adjunct to the
American line. In that capacity she
neceesarlly had an extensive system ot
cold 8torage;and this has readily adapt-
ed the vessel to our present needs. She
will carry tons of Ice and fresh proven-
der of all kinds—but especially of a
vegetable nature—the sn ~t safeguard
against disease In the troillQi, and with
her extensive coal capacity, her own
distilling plant, and her ample burden,1
she will prove an exceedizttly efficient
part of the fleet. The government is

making provisions for one or two more
vessels of the same sort '
The Coltiers.

The colliers explain themselves, and.
being boats of fair apeed and great car-
rying capacity, will form the principal
supply links between our fighting ckaft
and our base of supply. As carefully
as our coal will be used; still hundreds
upon hundreds of tons of Itwill be need
dally to keep the shipe always ready
for instant service and prepared to
meet the enemy at any moment; and
the safe conduct of their precious ebon
burdens will be a matter often demand-
ing good, cool Judgment and no mean
skill on the part of their commanders.
In war time, and sore pressed as Spain
is. coal is worth its weight in gold, and
a collier will prove a nugget worthy of
a good, stiff chase and a moderate tus®
sle, and tbe captain that can dodge
such a foe and run his cargo safely into
the intended haven will he doing Just
as mnch good, perhaps, as the skipper
that sinks a foe.

Th* Amholsae* Ship.

The ambulance ship Is the naval sis-
ter of mercy, and will minister wholly
to ths sick and wounded of.our officers
and seamen, or, if nged be, the atrleken
of our army of occupation as well.

The Solace, formerly the Creole, of
tbe Cromwell line, has already begun,
-perhaps, the duty for which aha was
hastily prepared; and what Itmeans to
transport comfortaUy and haitlly the
wounded from the feverish tropics to
somamore temperate haven beyond the
boom of guns and beyond the exciting
reach ot war’s alarms U_ji.booD very
