Horoa Solected a Detroit Haa as De*
-partmeat Comtaaader—W. B. C. aa<l
fi. of v. CooTeatlons.

I*ort n”iron had the honor of eater-
toning the Grand Army of the Bepub-
lie, department of Michigan, atits SOth
ennual encampment,
«did the city act the part of host for the
Teterans, and at the same time took
food care of the Women's Relief Corps'
«nd the Sons of Veterans’conventions,
which were held simultaneously with
the G. A. B. encampment.

The grand review parade, which is
Oways a feature of the encampments,
was witnessed by several thousand peo-
ple and various portions were enthusi-
astically cheered.

The business sessions of the O. A. B.
were held in the Auditorium. Depart-
ment Commander Bliss in his annual
address rebuked the slanderers of the
pensioners and characterized it as a
despicable attempt to poison the public
mind against the veterans, lie advised
the O. A. B. to advance the interests of
the S. of V. and complimented the
work done by the W. R. C.in its sup-
portof the grand army. The report of
Adjt.-Gen. Pond, showed a membership
June 30, 1807, of 16,090 in the depart-
ment of Michigan and a membership
«t presentof 1S.831,'in 383 posts. The
death loss during the year was 338
while the net loss was but 365, indicat-
ing s gain in members of 73. Belief
was furnished amounting to 83,759.54.
The total assests of all the posts of this
state is given as eaceeding 885,000. The
receipts of the department during the
year were 8559651 and th™ expendl-
tares 84,663.43; present cash assets,
81,061.84, of which 8835.49 is in the
Alger fund. During the year 1,000
headstones were placed over the graves
of veterans.

The contest for the department com-
mander promised to be quite animated,
with Alex. Patrick and Maj. B. W.
Jacklin, of Detroit; Commandant Judd,
of the Soldiers” Home; Judge B. R.
Peeler, of Three Rivers, and ex-Labor
Commissioner Charles B. Morse, of
Gratiot county, as candidates, but on
the first ballot Comrade Patrick re-
ceived 370 out of a total of 378 votes;
Charles H. Morse, 48, Capt. Judd, 33;
Maj. Jacklin. 15; scattering, 4.

For the other officers there was very
little coolest and ballots were taken in
only a few instances. The result was
as follows: Senior vice-commander,
Moses F. Carieton, Port Huron; junior
vice-commander, David C. Spears,
Azalia; medical director.

The veterans, their
wives and sons were given a ride on
Lake Huron on the steamers O. D. Con-
jger and HiaTvatha.

» The Women’s Relief Corps held their
sessions in the Congregational church
with nearly 200 delegates in attend-
ance. Thereports of officers show'ed
the organization to be in a very flour-
ishing condition. During the past
year there was a gain of 5U9 members
and 10 corps, making the present mem-
bership in Michigan 8,066, and total
cumber of corps 254. Over 86,100 was

spent in relief during the year, and
the amount on hand is $1,753. The

Two Men Drowned In a Dlvlog nell.

The search for the cargo of the lost
steamer l’ewabic, off Alpena, lias re-
sulted in the death of two more divers.
The steamer Root, which has been
working on the wreck with the Smith
diving bell, report.s that George G.
Campbell, superintendent of the expe-
dition, and Peter Olson, a .sailor, have
both been drow'Dcd in the bell. While
the divers were working in the hull of
the Pewabic the bell became fouled in
the wreckage and it w'os some time be-
fore it could be raised. The bell had
filled through one of the windows®
which was found broken. Mr. Cami>
bell was a prominent and wealthy
man of Milwaukee, and leaves a widow
and three children. Olson was not
married.

Four divers have lost their lives in.
efforts to secure the valuable cargo of
the Pewabic. William Hike, of Buf-
falo, died from exposure in 18Q5_and
Oliver Pelkcy, of Ashland, became en-
tangled in the Avreck in 1891 and was
pulled to the surface dead. Capt.
Phelps of the Root feels the accident
keenly, and declares that he would not
lower another man in the bell for
810,000. :

Michigan Naval Rcnerven Ixmaa Prlie,
Kingston. Jamaica: The captain and
officers of the auxiliary cruiser Yosem-
itc, which is manned by the Michigan
Naval Reserves, feel foolish and are
thoroughly vexed. As the Yoscmite
approached Port Royal she passed a
large steamer going out. No attenapt
was made to ascertain her name, but
on arriving here the Yosomite’s cap-
tain learned that it was the Spanish
steamer Purisima Concepcion. The
Yosemite, with other American cruis-
ers, had been especially warned about
this Spaniard as she would be a rich
prize. She is said to have $100,000 in
gold on board. Her cargo of food and
medicine is destined ultimately fc/r
Cienfuegos and Havana. Capt. Emery,
who is an old navy officer, is responsi-
ble for the error of not stopping her.
A dispatch from Manzanillo, prov-
ince of Santiago dc Cuba, announces
the arrival there of the Spanish steamer
Pupi.siraa Conception, with food and
medicines for the Spanish troops and
carrying, it is said, SIOO000 in gold.

Michigan Boys to Reinforce Shafter,

It is now' said that the brigade com-
mandetl by Brig.-I''rcn Henry M .Duf-
field, of Michigan, gets the honor in
the first expedition again.stthe Spanish
made up purely of volunteers. His
brigadewill be the first to be moved
to Santiago to reinforce Gen. Shatter.
The «Vale and the Harvard are to
carry this expedition, which will
consist of about 5,000 volunteers
in all. Each ship can carry 3,000
soldiers and their  equipments.
Gen. Difflcld's brigade consists of the
33d and 34th Michigan and the Seventh
Ohio. They will sail from Nelvport
News, Va.. before Sunday.

Another report says that Gen Duf-
field's brigade will go to Fcrnandina,
Fla., and embark with the. Porto Rico
expedition.

Mrs J. Addison Porter, wife of Pres-
ident McKinley's private secretary, has
joined thc’Red Cross society and gone
to Key \\est as the assistant and ad-
viser of Miss Clara Barton, the presi-
dent of the society.

A dispatch from Cadiz, via Gibraltar,
says: There is great excitement here
owing to fears of the American fleet
coming to Spain. It has been decided
to send further reinforcements to the
Balearic islands, the Canaries and
Ceuta.

Several Spaniards, among them a
lieutenant, have walked into Camp Mc-
Calia on Guantanamo bay and surren-
dered in order to get something to eat.
They say the Spanish soldiers about
there are half-starved and would gladly
surrender if they thought their lives
would be spared.

CUBANS DID Good fighting.

The Spanish Driven From Their Base of
Opemtlone Neat Camp McCalla—Over
SO Spanish Killed and Several Cap-
tured—Twaa Ked Hot Fighting,

In a bold dash against the Spanish
guerrillas and rcjgulars, who harassed
them for four days, the American forces
encamped on Crest Heights at the en-
trance to Guantanamo bay, gained a
notable victory, having a 'band of Cu-
bans as allies. They drove the Span-
iards from their base of supplies, four
miles from Camp McCalla, killed over
half a hundred of the enemy, and took
18 prisoners. The only losses were two
Cubans killed. Four other insurgents
were wounded, as, were two of the
American marines. Twenty-three ma-
rines were overcome by the heatdur-
ing the engagemicnt.

The enemy was at a point four "iles
Inland, where are the only wells within
many miles. If the United States
forces could drive them from that posi-
tion it w'ould fbe necessary for the
Spaniards to rctjreat almost to the city
of Guantanamo-1-10 miles—in order to
get a supply of water. Capt. Elliott
and Lieuts. Nerille and Mahoney com-
manded the marines, while the Cubans
were under Cols. Laborde and Tomas.
Our skirmish lioe discovered the enemy
In an underbrush, half a mile from Ft.
McCalla. Ordeire.to attack were given
immediately, and the Americans and
Cubans rushed forward in spleiSdid
form. They charged againstthe enemy
with great boldness. The action was
sharp and spirited. For a time the on-
slaught of tliej, marines was fttrongl3'
resisted, but the enemy"” finally ‘'was
forced to retreat. Our men pressed on
after the fleeing Spaniards, and clicl
not give up the pursuit until they had
put the enemy completely to routand
had captured 4nd made useless its only
water supply.; In the-vicinity of the
blockhouse, about which the enemy
made a final'stand, the bodies of 40
Spaniards kiUed in the engagement
were found.

The victory!put the command in high
spirits. The little black Cuban war-
riors waved their machetesand howled
curses atthe Spanish in savage fashion.
Their firing had been wild througly>ut
but they all displayed the utmost con-
tempt for the Spanish bullets, appar-
ently being absolutely without fear.
The marinesdid not reach the Ameri-
can camp until nightfall, and as they
had been without food since early
morning, they were thoroughly ex-
hausted. Col. Huntington'believes the
destruction of the Spanish camp and
well will seriously cripple their bush-
whacking operations.

Lieut. Fnuncis Batista, one corporal
and 16 privates were takeh prisoners
by the Americans and were| placed on
the warshipfe in the harbor.i From the
prisoners'it lhas been learned that the
Spanish forces consisted of six compa-
nies of regulars with tw.o companies of
guerrilas, armed with Mauser and new
Remington Tifles. The captured lieu-
tenant said [he knew 68 Spaniards were
killed and '200 wounded in the day's
fighting, and he thought the total
might be two or three times that. He
also said that the sergeant and three
privates who crept up and killed pri-
vates McCdlgan and Dunphy, while
they were on picket duty a few nights
before, had been killed in the fight on
the ridge. *

W ashington; Thenews frdm Admiral
Sampson t*at the Spaniards had been
repulsed by the marines and insurgents
came as a greatrelief to army and navy
officials, wffio thoughtthat the position
held was Very precarious. The fullest
creditis given to the insurgents for
their timdy work. The occupation of
Acerraderbs by the insurgent general,
Rabi, is looked upon as a fine military-
stroke. The town isonly eight miles
from Santiago, and the large iron
wharves afford good facilities for the
unloading of the heavy artillery. The
achievmcpt of Gen. Rabi in making a
forced march from Bayamo, 100 miles
northwei”t of Santiago, ischara”teristic
of the dash and military geniuis of that
officer. In occupying Acerraderos (ien.
Rabi had with him about 1.000 men;
while Garcia is coming up with 5,000 to
6,000 more Cubans.

SHELVED SANTIAGO FORTS.

Sampson This Tim* .Bodaces the Outer
Fortiacatlons, Ezeept Mom.

Rear Admiral Sampson's fleet has
bombarded the battles at Santiago
do Cuba for the third.-time. For an
hour the ships pounded the batteries
at the right and left of the entrance,
only sparing Morro, where Lieut. Hob-
son and his companions of the Mecrri-
mac arc in prison. The western bat-
teries, against which the main as.sault
was directed, were badly wrecked.
One was utterly destroyed. In others
many guns were dismounted.— At first
the Spaniards replied passionately and
wildly, but impotently. Then most of
the gun.s were deserted. Not a-ship
Was struck, not a man injured on the
American side. It is believed that the
Spanish loss of life was heavy.

As a preliminary the dynamite
cruiser 'Vesuvius was given another
chance. Throe 350-pound charges of

gun cotton were sent over the fortifica-
tions at the entrance. The design was
to drop them in the bay back of the
eminence on which Morro is situated,
where it is known that the Spanish
torpedo boat destroyers were lying.
Two charges went through, as no re-
ports were heard—a peculiarity of the
explosion 'of gun cotton ip the water.
Whether tlie destroyers were demol-
ished is not known, but the destructive
area of gun cotton is large, and it
would not be surprising if it is subse-
quently ascertained that or both
are destroyed. The third~harge ex-
ploded with tdrrific violence on Cayo
Smith,

Madrid: Admiral Cervera cables that
a shell from an American warship at a
high elevation, struck the Vizcaya,
but that owing to her excellent armor
the Spanish cruiser is.not damaged.

WE TAKE HAWAII IN.

ttotue Adopt* the Aauezatloa BesolatSoaS
—W ill Paia the B8«aiate.

By s vote of 209 to 91. the House of
Represenatives adopted the Newlands
sesolutioDs, providing for the annexa-
tion of Hawaii, 'The debate, which
continued without interruption for
four days was nne of the ino'stnotable
of tills congress, the. proposed annexo-
tioA being consider” of great commer-
cial and strategic importanceby its ad-
vocates and being looked upon by its
opponents as involving a radical de-
parture from the long-established
policy of the country and likely to be
followed by the inauguration of a pro-
nounced policy of colonization, the
abandonment of the Monroe doctrine
and participation in international
wrangles. More,than 50 members par-
ticipated in the debate. From a party
standpoint the result was’a”*-aited with-
the keenest interest. The RepobUcans
presented practically a unanimous sup-
port to the resolutions, bnt three Re-
publican members votingin opporitiOn.
In the Democratic rank the division
upon the question was more marked,
18 Democratic'members voting for an-
nextion. The vote in support of the
resolutions was made up of 179 Repub-
licans, 18 Democrats, eight Populists
and four fusionists; the vote against
annexation comprised 77 Democrats,
three Rcpublicari.s. seven Populists and
four fu.lionists. The last day of the
debate the discussion continued seven
hours. Notable speeches were made by
Messrs. V. A. Smith' (Rep., Mich.),
Berry (Dem., Ky.) and Hepburn (Rep.,
la.), for and by Messrs. Johnson (Rep.,

Ind.) and Williams (Dem., Miss.),
against the pending measure. Prior
to announcing the vote, Mr. Dalzell,

who in the absence of Mr. Reed, was
presiding, said; “The speaker of the
House is absent on account of illness,
| am requested by him to say that,
were he present™ on this-proposition,
he would vote ‘no.”” The announce-
ment was applauded by,the opposition
'to annexation,,. Mr. Dalzcll then an-
nounced the vote: Yeas, 200; nays, 01;
present, 5, as follows:

The resolutions Adopted, in a pream-
ablc relate the offer of the Hawaiian
republic to cede all of its.sovereignty
and absolute title to the government
and crown lands, and then by resolu-
tion accept the cession and declare the
islands annexed. The rcsoliition.s pro-
vide for a commission of five, two of
whom shall be .resident* Uawaiians, to
recommend to congress .such legislation
as they may deem advisable. Tho
public debt of Hawaii, not to exceed
$4,000,000, is assumed. CUipes® immigra-
tion is prohibited, all treaties w'ith
other powers arc declared null and it
is provided that until congress shall
provide for the government of the is-
lands all- civil, judicial and military
powers now exercised by'the officers of
the existing government shall be exer-
cised in such manner as to the Presi-
dent of the Uhited States shall direct,
and he is given power to appoint per-
sons to putin effect a provisional gov-
ernment for the islands.

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Territory Einbraced in
Our Present War.

duration of the war with Spain
may be brief and tie reported crisis
which the rtm on the Bank of Spain
has precipitated in the Spanish finan-
cial situation leads one to the opin-
ion that It will be. but It Is certain
that It win cover a wider territory,
geographically, than perhaps any war
In the history of the world. When mili-
tary operations open In the Philip-
pines and shift In a day more than
twelve thousand miles to Matanzas, it
Is certalniy a straggle which has dis-
tinguishing features that are worthy of
exceptional attention.

The wide range which the operations
of the war encompass is certainly re-
markable. Our first attack was made in
the Gulf of Mexico, where the flagship
New Tork, of our Bley W est squadron,
captured the Buena Ventura, a Spanish
merchantman, and brought her Into
port as a prize. The capture was fol-
lowed by several of a similar nature
before the scene of operations was
chlfted by the declaration of'the block-
ade of Havana. The territory at first
embraced by the blockade was a hun-
dred miles, extending from matanzas
on the. east to Port Cabanas on the
west, and covering all the possible?
ports of entrance and exit from the be-
leaguered city. Its scope was gradu-
ally extended to embrace all the points
of the wild coast of Cuba, and finally
a detachment of the Key West fleet
was entrusted with the task of patrol-
ling the waters before Cienfuegos, on
the south coast.

When the attention was fairly cen-
tered here Admiral Dewey distracted it
by hls advance from Hong Kong upon
the Philippines. Three days after his
departure he appeared before Cavite,
silenced the batteries there and upon
Corregldor lIsland, sunk the Spianlsh
fleet harbored there and practically oc-
cupied Manila. For awhile Manila and
the adjacent city of lloilo consumed
the Interest, until *It was suddenly re-
called to Cuba by several movements
of tile American fleet In that neighbor-
hood.

The first move by them was the at-
tack on Matanzas, when Admiral
Sampson reduced the batteries there
and dispersed the Spanish. military
forces without the loss of a single
man. This was followed by several
minor skirmishes of no Importance
whatever, culminating In (he success-
tai attempt to cut the cable off Car-
denas. which resulted In the death of
the first American and the disablement
of our first warship. These might
have been followed by a hundred such
Incidents had not another distracting
Influence appeared in the Spanish fleet
at Cape Verde.

The Cape Verde fleet was a bugaboo
that Introduced many uncertainties.
After It left St yincnt. Cape Verde
lalaMs. it was first suapectM ot sail-
ing south in ortf*’to intercept the
Oregon and her consorts, which were
retuimfng from Sah Francisco uound
Cape Horn, and were last reported at
Rio Janeiro, Later dispatches from
Spanish sources averred that It had
returned to Cadiz, with the intention
of Joining the other Spanish vess”s for
eltiier an attack on the North Ameri-
can ffiast or for an advance on Dewey
at Mkfiila, after a passage through the
Suez. For considerable time nothing
was beard of the movements of the
Spaniards, and Admiral Sampson was
ordered 10 San Juan. Porto Rico, to In-
tercept tb™ fleet. Then followed the
bcMnbardment and ereduction of San
Juan.

The American guns had scarcely
ceased <tbeir firing before the Span-
iards appeared off Martinique, finally
anchoring in Port Royal.
