At the National Congress of Mothers 

recently held in Washington, Mrs. Leeds 
stated that a missionary in Spain bad writ­
ten her that in many parts of the country 
the women are marching through the 
streets with banners on which was in­
scribed,“We will send no more sons to the 
war."

We believe that something like 100,000 
of these sons of Spanish mothers, forced 
into the Spanish army, have alreaby died 
in Cuba alone-

With one-thousandth part of the money 
now spent on war the children in all the 
schools of Spain could have been so hu­
manely educated that war would have 
been impossible. And the same would be 
true in America and other nations.

We are rich and Spain is poor. We 
have between 70.000.000 and î l.OOO.OOO of 
people. Spain between 17.000.000 and 18' 
000,000.

If other nations do not interfere, there 
can be no doubt of the first result of the 
war, but what may follow no man can at 
present foresee.—Geo.

ab le  benefit to  Gen. S hafte r 's 'fo rces  in 
th e  field occupied by  th e  enem y, and 
over th e  doomed c ity  o f‘ Santiago. I t  
w as m anned  by tw o  m em bers of th e  
sig n a l corps. Of a ll th e  reconna is­
sances m ade inside th e  Spanish lines 
by  spies from  ou r arm y, no in fo rm a­
tio n  b ro u g h t back by th em  has been 
so valuab le  as th a t  o b ta ined  by -the 
observers in  th e  balloon. W ith  them  
th e  m en ca rried  pow erfu l tclascopes, 
w hich  enab led  th em  to  see th e  coun try  
fo r a  rad iu s  of n ea rly  40 m iles. The 
Spanish  cam ps could be p la in ly  seen 
au d  th e  num ber of forces a t  each  p laee 
estim ated . T he m en in / t h e  balloon  
w ere  soon sigh ted  by  th e  Spaniards, 
fo r m essengers ra n  ab o u t and  shots, 
e r id e n tly  from  m achine guns, w ere 
aim ed a t  them .

A dm iral 
Sampson followed closely, and Cervera, 
seeing capture certain , blew up h is  en­
tire  fleet, w ith  the  exception of one 
boat, w hich escaped to ^ h e  open sea 
and is be^ng pursued by tw o of Ad­
m iral Sampson’s squadron.

T he occupation of th e  harbo r by the 
American fleet renders the  sltna tion  of 
the Spanish troops who bold the city, 
absolutely untenable, and  an  Imm edi­
a te  su rrender is Inevitable.

W ashington, Ju ly  5.—The news of 
the  destruction of A dm iral Cervera’s 
fleet w as received In th is  city  w ith  In­
describable satisfaction .

Deeds, 
new life insurance policies, fire insurance, 
mortgages, sleeping car tickets, etc., are 
also on the taxable list.

The regular annual meeting of the 
American Bible Society was held in New 
Y ork City last week, aod the-report was 
made tha t daring the past year 1,362,273 
copies of the Bible were issued for circu­
lation at home and abroad. During the 
eighty-two years of its existence, the so­
ciety has distributed 64A81.613 copies of 
the  Bible in various languages. 
year 1,250,000 volumes of the Scriptures 
were circulated iu China by the Bible

W ashington, Ju ly  6.—Like a  th u n ­
derbolt out of a  c l e v  sky came a  dis­
patch  to  th e  aecretary  of w ar a t  noon 
Sunday from  Gen. S h a tte r  on the  
battlefield  say ing  i t  would be im pos­
sible to  ca rry  th e  city  of Santiago 
by storm  w ith  h is  p resen t force of 
men. T h is came a t th e  m om ent when 
w ar deiiartm ent officials w ere expect­
ing  word th a t Santiago had fall­
en add th a t our flag w as w aving oyer 
o ther details, show ing splendid brav- 
th e  city. Oen. S h a tte r  gave m any 
ery  on th e  p a r t o f o u r  men, but all 
th is  was lo s t s igh t of In th e  fac t of 
th e  m om entous rep o rt th a t the  city  
itself, a fte r  th ree  days of desperate  
ba ttle , could n o t be taken. The dis­
patch  was carried  by A d ju tan t Gen­
eral Corbin to  the  wfapte house, w here 
a  council of w ar w as held by the  pres­
ident, Secretary Alger, Gen. Miles, Gen. 
Corbin, A ssistan t Secretary  of W ar 
M eiklejohn and A ssistan t S ^ re ta ry  
of the  N avy Allen. The officials wore 
an outw ard  calm, b u t th e  rep o rt hpd 
caused the  deepest ag itation . A ll a t ­
ten tion  w as d irected to  sending  rein ­
forcem ents to  S ha tte r im m ediately, 
in order th a t  th e  b a ttle  m igh t be re­
newed and Santiago taken. A t the 
w ar council it- w as positively deter­
mined th e re  should be no b a it In the  
m ovem ent on Santiago, except such 
tim e as w as necessary to  get m ore 
men to  S hatter. They w ill be sent 
from  Tam pa In large num bers and 
15,000 men w ill then  be moved from  
C hickam auga to  Tam pa to  go for­
w ard on tran spo rts . D ispatches were 
sen t to  the ' fleet off S antiago to  have 
tw elve tyansports re tu rn  a t  once to  
Tam pa to  take  on m ore troops fo r 
S hatter. H u rry  orders w ere sen t to  
Tam pa, and one expedition o f ’ six 
ships w ith  about 6,000 m en le ft the re  
Sunday.

Gen. S hatter 's  report caused an  agi­
ta tion  th roughout the  sa ticna] capital 
alm ost Indescribable. G reat crowds su r­
rounded th e  bulletin  ' boards and 
churchgoers w ere greeted w ith cries of 
"E x tra "  papers. T h e  public shared  the  
apprehension of officials, and it  was 
feared Gen. S h a tte r’s position had be­
come dangerous and possibly critical. 
The official d ispatch  given out did n o t 
con tain  a ll Gen. S hatter reported, sA 
p a rt of the  report of h is  fu tu re plans 
w as suppressed in order n o t to  reach 
the  enemy.^ Tb.ls told of the  place he 
would OMupy ifl order io  pro tect his 
force from  an  a ttack  by the  enemy. It- 
w ill be nea r th e  coast and ' under tb s  
guns of the  A merican ships. T here w ill 
ce rta in ly  be no m ore flghtCng fo r the  
p resent un til la rg e  reinforcem ents 
reach Shatter. In  th e  m eantim e there  
Is a  possibility th a t th e  Spanish troops 
m ay m ake an  a ttack  on  our forces, b u t 
th is  Is n o t expected, as th e  S paniards 
a re  qu ite  a s  m uch worn out ea our men. 
T here are  reports showing th a t the  
Spanish loss is over 1.000 and  th a t th e ir  
leading  general, L inares. Is severely 
w ounded. Santiago Is a m ass of ruina, 
caused by the fire of our troops and 
b u rs ting  shells from  Sam pson’s fle e t 
T he d ty  Is like a  g reat morgue, filled 
w ith  th e  dying and wounded, and 
s tarva tion  is added to  the  horro rs of 
th e ir  s itua tion . They are fa r  w orse off 
th a n  S hafte r's  troops, although they 
cllag  to  tb e lr  intrenchm ents. in  deapera. 
tlon.

The w ar councils a t  the  w hite house 
were devoted to  tbe planning  for send­
ing  reinforcem ents. E very  - available 
ship has been ordered to  ’l^m pa, and a  
w holesale m ovem ent of troops w ill be­
gin there.

M ilitary  au th o ritie s  a ra  divided In 

opinion as  to  w hat elrcuom tances 
b rought abou t Gen. S hafte r’s condi­
tion. Soma say i t  *would have been 
b e tte r  policy to  have divided the 
Spanish forces and fight them  near 
tb e  coast, w here Adm iral Sam pson's 
ships could have helped shell tho 
enemy. B u t S hafter determ ined to  
drive them  aw ay frcAn th e  coast and 
pen them  up in  Santliago. H e thought 
h #  could then  surround  the  tow n and 
capture it. He evidently  had greatly  
underestim ated  the  s tren g th  of the 
city’s defense, as  h is  s to rm ing  has 
been done a t vwry heavy cost of life, 
and now he is obliged to  re tire  and 
w ait fo r m ore men. T he president 
showed h is  continued support of S ha t­
te r  by sending a  d ispatch  cong ra tu ­
la ting  him  and the  troops on thqic 
bravery on first day’s flghtlng. This 
dispatch w as sen t by  th e  S ecretary sf 
W ar and says:

"T he p resident d irects  m e to  s .y 
th a t you have earned th e  g ra tltu  IC' 
and thanks  of the  nation  fo r th e  b r 1- 
Ilan t and effective w ork of your nol le 
arm y on F riday , Ju ly  1."

I t  is probable th e  presiden t w ill eit 
once issue ano ther proclam ation  ca I- 
iDg fo r m ore troops, as  th e  s tru g ­
gle a t  Santiago, w hich is know n to  }e 
fa r  w eaker th a n  H avana, has dis­
closed tbe  beeavy ta sk  h^^ead. There 
is to  be no  h a lt In th e  aggressive 
campaign, and  - th e  apparen t tem po­
ra ry  reverse of Gen. S hafter w ill b ring  
fo rth  efforts by officials here for an 
arm y large enough to  crush  tho 
Spaniards a t  every point.

L ate in th e  afternoon th e  P residen t 
ag a in  held a council of w ar, a ttended 
by m ost of h is  cabinet. T he plans for 
sending reinforcem ents w ere again 
gone over and  a  m ost vigorous policy 
determ ined upon.

B erlin, Ju ly  B.—T he press o f the 

country  is now com m enting upon the  
Spanish-A m erican w ar in  a  m ore un ­
biased m anner, and w ith  less venom 
tow ard th e  Am ericans, a lthough  the 
m ilita ry  ed ito rs continue to  regard  the 
situa tion  as  very unfavorable fo r the 
A m ericans as well as for th e  Spaniards.

T he fact 
th a t the  arm y of occupation is so In- 
gufflciently equipped w ith  everyth ing  
needful showe, th e  papers declare, poor 
generalship.

w ill  H old K a b o r  In Cheek.
P aris , Ju ly  5.—The alleged gpod 

fa ith  of G erm any in th e  m a tte r  of the 
seizure of the  Philippines, which, It 
is said, the  W ashington  governm ent 
does not doubt. Is no t so viewed on 
the  continent. In  fact, th e  belief is 
th a t G erm any has u lte rio r designs. 
T he a ttitu d e  of th e  o th e r powers, 
howe-xer, it  is believed, w ill hold the  
w ar lord in check. An I ta lia n  s ta te s ­
m a n 'i s  credited w ith  say ing  th a t  he 
did not believe any  European pow er 
w ould ra ise  a  band  to  p reven t the 
bom bardm ent of M anila by A m eri­
can ships. By such a  step  th e  pow er 
in terested  would be regarded as  an  
ally  of 5?paln and her actloin would 
mean w ar. N ot a pow er In Europe, he 
says, would dare to  take  th e  step.

D epartm ent of A gricnltiire R eport: 

TO enpply the  p resent dem and for the 
B ritish  m arket requires th e  im ports- 
tlo n /o f  m ore .than  500,000.000 pounds 
of bacon a year. This bacon is pro­
cured alm ost en tirely  from th ree  coun­
tries, the  U nited States, D enm ark and 
Canada. A lthough the  United S tates 
is still the chief source of supply, the 
quan tity  purchased from  th is  country 
is decidedly- sm aller th a n  it  w as five 
or six  years ago. On the  othe'r hand, 
the  B ritish  have g rea tly  increased the ir 
im portations of D anish and Canadian 
bacon. An inquiry  in to  the reason for 
th is  change in the course of trade 
discloses the  fact th a t our bacon is 
n o t so well adapted to the require­
m ents of the  B ritish  m arket as is th a t 
im ported from  D enm ark and Canada. 
The artic le  produced in  the United 
S tates is chiefly corn-fed bacon, and 
although regarded w ith high favor *n 
our own m arkets, it  carries altogether 
too much fa t to su it the taste, of the 
E nglish  consumer. D enm ark and Can­
ad a  furn ish  a much leaner grade of 
bacon. T he ir producers have studied 
the  peculiar w ants of the B ritish  m ar­
ket, and w ith such success th a t they 
are  already m aking im portant inroads 
upon our trade. The D anish and Ca­
n a d a  r  brands of bacon are regarded 
in  G reat B ritain  as being so far su­
perior to ours th a t the  price paid for 
them  is several cents e. pound higher. 
A‘s we send annually  to  the  B ritish 
m arket more than  300.000.000 pounds 
of th is  product, the lo ts  of only a  few 
cents in  the price per pound m akes an 
enorm ous difference In the profits of 
the trade. I t will therefore be to  the 
in terest of our producers, in  providing 
bacon for tbe B ritish trade, to give 
more atten tion  to th e  peculiar wants 
of the people to be supplied, for in th is 
way only can a  profitable development 
of our export business be accomplished.

W o rth le H *  F o o d  ^ t l m a l u n t * .

About three years ago the Vermont 
Exparlm enl S tation  made a feeding 
tr ia l w ith N nlriotone. This m aterial 
was a t th a t time, and has been since, 
quite extensively, advertised In certain  
sections, the claim being made tha t 
aside from  its tonjc properties It is a 
s tim u lan t to  the production' of flesh 
and milk. The c ircu lar of the m akers 
sta tes th a t if two tablespoonfuls are 
mixed w ith each grain  feed "the- user 
w ill be agreeably surprised  a t the  In­
creased quan tity  and im proved quality 
of m ilk •  •  • and productiveness
of the  anim als." In tbe V erm ont expe­
rim ents these directions were followed, 
but according to the results given there 
was no apparen t benefit from  feeding 
N utriotone, e ither In yield of inilk  r r  
fat. Recently the  Maine Experim ent 
S tation  has made a sim ilar tr ia l of the 
m erits of N utriotone, using five Jersey 
cows fresh In m ilk. The to tal yield of 
m ilk when N utrio tone was fed was 2,- 
264 pniind" -when no N utriotone 
was fed the  yield was 2,281 pounds. 
There was no difference between tbe 
am ount of bu tter fa t produced when 
N utrio tone W'as fed and when it was 
om itted from the  ration . 100 pounds be­
ing produced in both instances. The 
sta tem en t is made th a t the  money spent 
for the N utrio tone in  th is  case was a 
dead loss. No tests  have been made 
of the tonic or medicinal properties of 
N uttiotone. S ir John  B. Lawes, of tbe 
experim ent s ta tion  at Rotbamsiied, 
England, m any years ago showed con- 
d im ental ca ttle  foods to  be of no ad­
vantage to ’healthy  stock. It is be­
lieved to be 111 advised to adm inister 
medicine to healthy  anim als. If  a  ton­
ic Is needed a p repara tion  e f  known 
compCsitions can be provided a t far 
less cost th a n  in  the  form , of condi- 
m ental foods.

F e e d l i i f ?  B r o o d  8 o « * .
Thik im portan t poin t to;tbe observed 

in  theXm anagem ent of bfood sows is 
the  supply of su itab le  feed and exer­
cise, says a  w rite r in B reeders' Ga­
zette. They should be so handled tha t 
they will be obliged to  take dally ex­
ercise; and it is especially Im portant 
th a t during  the la tte r  j ^ r t  of the pe­
riod tbe grain  ration consist largely of 
bran, oats, shorts, oil-m eal, o r some­
th ing  of th a t character th a t is laxative 
and nutrU ious and not heating, tn  
th is connection the re  is no m ore val­
uable ad junct to  th e  bropd sow 's ra ­
tion  than  roots, both p rio r to and after 
farrow ing. W e invariably  practice 
root-feeding to all of our brood sows 
on the college farm , and are abun­
dantly  satisfied with the results. Tbe 
opinion is also p revalent to some ex­
ten t th a t brood sows cannot be fed 
on the  droppings of fa tten ing  cattle 
w ithout in jury , but there, is no p racti­
cal foundation fdr th is  belief provided, 
some roots and. nitrogenous grain-feed 
be furnished in addftlon. In  many 
cases, however, I  have seen good re­
su lts w here they  have had  practically  
no o ther feed and the  cattle being fed 
alm ost exclusively on corn. I t ta best, 
however, to properly supplem ent this 
ration . W hen sows are - handled as 
outlined above, a  fa ir degree of flesh 
Is beneficial ra th er than  Injurious.

E nglish  H orsee in A m erica.—To give 
an idea of th e  m agnitude of th e  trade  
which has d e v e lc ^ d  w ith in  th e  last 
tw enty  y«ars o r so. I  m ay s ta te  th a t 
th e re  are  about 9,000 stalUons BJii 
m aree recorded ' in . tbe  American 
Clydesdale S tud Book, in  th e  American 
Shire H orse Stud Book, and  probably
3.000 m ore is divided between tbe 
H ackney and Cleveland Bay Stud 
Books, w ith  perhaips i  num ber ap­
proaching  2.000 th a t, oaring to  the re­
cent depression, have n o t been re­
corded, but are  eligible for record. 
This gives a  to ta l of som ething  like
20.000 pure-bred B ritish  horses in  th is  
country  (apart from  thoroughbreds 
and  ponies), th ree-fourths of which 
a re  d ra f t h o rsea—A lexander Gal­
braith .

The followiDg. opinions relative to  the 
method of voting on the “F ree  Text 
Book” question at school meetings by 
Attorney GeHeriil Maynard, w ill be of in­
terest to  those of our readers whojdeeire 
to keep posted on school m atters;

in  voting at a school district meeting on 
tbe question of free text-books, a majority 
of tbe qualiflvd voters o f th e  district pre­
sent, and voting on the-subject, ^su£9- 
c ien t By ti>e words “qualified voters” is 
meant those who are qualified to viote on 
the question of raising money in  tbe dis- 
trict. I

T he purpose of the  act of 1889 iwas to 
provide free text-books in tbe sicbixils 
throughout tbe State, and the purpose of 
the act of 1897 was to create a  board o i  
commissioners to secure •  uniform system 
of text-books, and fix a. maximum price 
therefor.

From  § 8 of the act of 1897, it appears 
tha t the  books selected by tbe commissiou 
provided for therein, are to ,be noiformly 
used in all of the commion and prim ary 
schools of the state, except in those dis­
tricts which shall, during the years 1897 
and 1898, vote not to come thereunder, 
and except also, those which, a t the time 
of Its enactm ent were, or during  the  years 

7 and 1898, shall vote to come under 
tbe act of 1889.

I t Is discretionary with tbe school 
board of tbe district in which the. ques­
tions are to  be submitted, to determ ine 
which of the two propositions (1) To 
come under the free text-book act, and 
(2) not to come under the provisions of 
the  act of 1897, should be first submitted.

This question, it seecas to  me, should 
be determ ined before the notices are 
posted, and tbe notice o f the  meeting 
should plainly state the question to be 
first submitted, and tha t ^f the  vote upon 
tha t question be lost, the meeting will 
then proceed to vote on tbe o ther ques­
tion. I f  both propositions fail, then the 
district must use tbe  books selected by 
the State Text-Book Commission, under 
the law 'of 1897. A district vo ting^o t to 
come under the law of 1897-prior to J a n ­
uary 1, 1899, can vote o n . tbe  free tex t 
book proposition, under tbe law of 1889, 
at any tim e when it may so desite.

Tbe words “meeting” o r  “election,” as 
used in tbe  two acts under consideration, 
should be considered and treated  as one 
and the same thing. (

The school law of the state prescribes 
no method whereby tbe  several districts 
of tbe state shall vote at thskr school 
meetings or elections. I n  some of the 
special acts p ro r l^ n g  fpr the  i|iconK>ra* 
tlon of cities,.a method o f voting is pre­
scribed., In  theee cases, the projvisions of 
the  special act should govern. In  other 
cases, the  school board bhould determine 
the manner of voting, if I any special man­
ner of voting Is c o n s ld e i^  desirable and 
advisable by Both  board!
