De$f 'C ousin:— Your kind letter of 
Jp n e  iSOtb, received yesterday and to say 
tliat ^ was clad to hear from you is put­
ting it itiiMly.

Following we give a le tter from Rich. 

Smye, w ritten to his brother John.
CtiBA Coast, J  uly 2,1898.

Dea: Bro. and S ister:— Thought 1 
would write to let you know tha t I  re­
ceived your le tter and was glad to  hear 
from you once more. Will tell you all 
about the  battle we were iu yesterday. 
We were under fire all day long, and 
there was one thousand six hundred 
killed! and wounded. There were two 
killed and three wounded in our regiment 
and one of our out poets was shot. I t is a 
terrible sight to see the American boys 
fall, and it makes us all the worse. They 
are still fighting today. We are left in 
camp as guards until to-night and then 
we have lo go to the front again.

Two shells struck in .th e  fort about 
noon, and tore everything to pieces in 
front of it. W hat a terrible sight it was 
to seelthe Spaniards fly in all directions.

I t  is a sight to see those big guns of 
Sampsons tear everything to pieces. The 
boys stand fire like steel never flinch even 
when the  large shells are flying over our 
heads, it  makes us dodge when we hear 
them coming, we never flinch for the 
small ones.

Sampson’s fleet has ju s t got into tbe 
bay where .the Spanish, fleet has been 
blocked in.

Santiago will soon be free, it is flooded 
in  blood, afraid it will be more so before 
it is ours. Oh you cannot believe the 
sights we see, it is awful. I t is very hot 
and rainy down here, rains every day. 
Will send you a piece of mooth, a prec­
ious stone, io" my next le tte r if I  live 
through this. Hope 1 may come home" 
once more. I  send sketch of the place 
where we were when we took Morro Cas­
tle.

The eyes are  extrem ely 
sensitive to light.

Before and during  the  attacks the 
wh'ble na tu re  of the child Is changed. 
He is dull, drowsy, listless o r irritable. 
Vision Is frequently  double or o ther­
wise disordered. Often after sleep the 
child will waken w ith all th e  symp­
toms gone. Days of wholesome, 
pleasurable excitem ent are m arred by 
the occurrence of a p rostra ting  attack  
of recurring  headache.

The above description w ill create a 
m ental picture of a  disorder which has. 
proved the  bugbear of the  whole child­
hood of m any a  reader. The best t r e a t ­
m ent for the periodic headaches uf 
childhood is preventive. It is noticed 
th a t In nearly  every case one paren t or 
the o ther has suffered in l lk ^  m anner. 
This fact should put parents on the ir 
guard when' a  child has headache from 
sligh t provocation. The younger the 
child Is when such headaches begin, the 
m ore painstaking  and persisten t should 
be the  care taken to prevent the es­
tab lishm ent of a headache habit.

c a re  in the quality  and quan tity  of 
food is of v ital Im portance In every 
case. The child deeds plenty of whole­
some food, and is often benefited by 
some light nourishm ent between meals. 
He w ill then be less ap t to  overload the 
stom ach, or to ea t too quickly at meal 
hours. The supper should always be 
a  ligh t meal. B u tter and cream  are 
artic les of food a t once nourishing and 
digestible, and a craving  for them  is 
not to be discouraged.

The hours of sleep should be long: 
ten  1 '  are not too much for any
child. X ..: He headaches are  most 
common to children who are much 
w ith th e ir  elders and w ith books, and 
who are led to grasp a t m ental prob­
lems su itab le only for older persons. 
At the  beginning of school life the 
child Is placed under an unusual 
s tra in , m ental and physical. To off­
set th is  he should be encouraged to 
take p a r t In outdoor sports and games. 
If a  tendency to  headache is developed 
he should be directed to  outdoor Mfe 
and play, and away from too much 
reading and school work.

f r  is presumed th a t every m odem  
schoolhouse Is thoroughly ventila ted. 
I t Is to  the credit of nearly  all teach­
ers th a t they are alive to  the Im por­
tance of fresh air. * ■

Popu lation  of Brltliih  India.
The population of B ritish India—th a t 

is. of the (territories under d irect B rit­
ish governm ent—was 198.860.606 In 
1881. and l^ d  Increased to 221.172,952 
when the last census was taken in 1891, 
The population of the sta tes which are 
governed by native rulers under the 
eye of the B ritish  representatives in ­
creased in those ten years from 54.- 
932,908 to 66.050.479. The figures., for 
1891 show th a t of the to tal population 
146,727,296 were males, and only 140,- 
496,135 ^ e r e  females. B ritish India 
covers 964,993 square miles and th e  na­
tive sta tes 595,167; bu t in the former 
the  average num ber of persons living' 
on every square mile Is 229 and in the 
native states It is only 111. The h igh­
est average is 471 per square mile In 
Bengal, and the next Is 436 In the no rth ­
w est provinces and Oude; w hilst the 
lowest average in  B ritish India is 35 
in Upper B u r ia ^ —the native s ta te  of 
Cashmere falling still lower, to 31 per 
square mile.

The 
g rea t fam ine of 1897 has not been a l­
lowed to  have the fatal resu lta  of pre­
vious tim es of scarcity; and the  plague, 
though te rrib ly  fa ta l w here it  raged, 
was kept withJi^ a  com paratively sm all 
space.

Curzon, on behalf of the foreign office, 
said th a t the  governm ent had not been 
inform ed of-the in tentions of the  Amer­
ican governm ent in regard to  the prizes 
captured by American -warships pre­
vious to the declaration of war.

B ritish  subjects Interested In the car­
goes of the viessel. but such persons 
should be represented in the prize 
courts.

M anila Bay, Ju ly  15 (via Hongkong, 
Ju ly  20).—A dm iral D^wey has request­
ed from A dmiral D iedrlcha an  explana­
tion of G erm any’s position In the 
PhOlpptnea. H e  has also protested 
a^a.lnst the  Germ an adm iral’s  disregard 
of the  A m erican blockade of Manila.

For several 'weeks G erm any has been 
constantly  enlarg ing  its  fleet in  these 
waters, an ti! now all Germ an ships on 
the Asiatic station , w ith  the  exception 
cf the  Deutschland, the  A rcona and the, 
Geflon. a re  e ither in  M anila bay or in 
its vicinity. The Germ an naval of- 
flers have taken, pains to  show par­
ticu lar friendliness tow ard  the  Span­
iards, as for example In salu ting  the 
Spanish fl^g a t  M anila on tbe arrival 
of evpry additional G erm an ship. The 
Germ an officers have visited the  Span­
ish fortifications and trenches am i the 
M anila new spapers have asserted th a t 
th e  presence before the  city  of bo 
m any G erman ships enabled th e  Span­
ish aut-horltles and the  people p t  Ma­
nila  to regard th e  Americian fleet w ith 
complacency.

Three weeks ago tbe G erm an adm iral 
to!d Admiral Dewey th a t th ree  ;of his 
ships were to depart, but they  went 
only as far as M arivelee, Sublg bay 
and Cebu. On June 27 the McCulloch 
m et the Irene, one of th e  G erm an fleet, 
a t Cerregidor island, preparing to en­
te r  the bay, and signaled to  her: "W e 
wish to com m unicate w ith you." The 
Iiene paid no a tten tion  to  the  slgifal, 
and proceeded on her way until 4 
small boat was sen t out to her from 
(he McCulloch. The captain  of the  
Irene explained the m a tte r by saying 
th a t he had m isunderstood the signal.

The action of the Irene in in terfer­
ing. w ith the a ttack  by the  insurgen t 
vessel, F ilipinas. on the Spanish gar­
rison a t  Is la  Grande, In Sublg hay, was 
in line w ith the  attltudie adopted by 
th e /G erm an  naval officers here. As 
sobh as the  insurgents reported the 
m ^ e r  to  A dm iral Dewey he d ispatch­
ed ^ h e  Raleigh and Concord to  Sublg 
ba^. and captured th e  Spanish g ^ i s o n ,  
thovirene departing  hastily  on the  
clval of tbe Americain w anh lp s .

Four days ago AdmlnU Dewey sent 
an  officer to the Germ an flagship with 
a  request th a t Adm iral D ledrlchs make 
a  statem ent of the  .German a ttitude  in 
the  m a tte r of the  blockade of M anila. 
A t the sam e tim e be delivered a  protest 
against various actions by G erm an of­
ficers. such as have been m entioned 
here. The O e m a n  adm iral sent an 
im m ediate explanation .' Two days 
later, however, he sent a p ro test to 
Adm iral Dewey aga inst the  action of 
A m erican officers in  boarding G erman 
ships com ing to M anila frem  Marlv- 
eles. He cited the  inc ident of the Mc- 
Chilloch and the  Irene a t  Corregidor.

A dm iral Dewey replied to th is  very 
courteously, but very firmly. He 

^pointed out to  the  Germ an adm iral th a t 
in ternational law gave to  the com man­
der of a  blockading fleet au tho rity  to 
com municate w ith all ships en tering  a  
blohk^ded port. As In ternatlohal law 
perm itted w arshlpe to  fly any flag they 
chose in order to  deceive the  ,enemy, 
the nationality  of vessels en tering  tbe 
bay could not be determ ined absolutely 
w ithout com m unicating w ith them . He 
announced his in ten tion  to com muni­
cate, w ith all ships entering  the bay. 
F o r the  (Serm ah 'adm iral’s f u r ^ e r  in­
form ation A dm iral Dewey told him  
th a t if Germany was a t  peace vflth the 
U nited S tates the  G erm an naval offi­
cers here would have to  change th e ir  
methods, and ib a t  if Germany was a t  
w ar w ith his nation he desired to  
know It a t  once In order th a t he m ight 
ac t accordingly.

Presum ably the G erman adm iral is 
still m ed ita ting  on th is  message.

The G erm an w arships now here are: 
The K aiser, flagship, a  first-class a r­
mored cru iser of 7,500 tons, m ounting 
eight ten-inch guns and a  form idable 
secondary battery^ the K aieerln Au­
gusta, a  first-class steel cru iser 6,000 
tons, w ith twelve five-inch guns Sind a  
quick-firing battery ; the  ^ e n e , a  sec­
ond-class cruiser >of 4.500 tons, mount? 
ing  'flve-lnoh and quick-firing guns; 
the  Corm oran. a  thlrd-olass cruiser, 
abou t the  size of the Concord, but 
scarcely so well arm ed; the Prlnzess 
W ilhelm, a  second-class cruiser, as 
large as the  Baltim ore, but out-classed 
by her in  arm am ent and speed. ,
