They did meet with d~culties, however,
as is often the case in launching projects
of large' dimensions, and the matter
dragged along until a numb”'r of people
had begun to think that tbe r id wuuld
never materialize.

The next suburb of Detroit likely to be
connected with this city by electric traoeit
is Plymouth, as is indicated ity amortgaige
filed ID the office of the register of deeds
yesterday. The mortgage is given by the
Detroit, Plymouth A Northville Railway
Co., of which C. W. Casgrain is presid«it,
Henry F. Wickham secretary and John
A. Russell, treasurer. The mortgage runs
to the Union Trust Co., and is to secure
an issue of $875,000 in 6 per cent bonds,
the proceeds of which are to be used in
the construction of the road. The line is
to run oier the track of the Detroit, Ypsi*
lanti & Aon Arborroad Into Detroit One
of the paragraphs of the mortgage states
that the Detroit, Plymouth & Northville
road has obtained valuable rights to De-
troit over the Detroit, Ypsilanti A Aon
Arbor road. The war tax paid on (he
mortgage was $75.50, which is probably
the largest amount for this purpose that
has.been paid in Wayne county since the
new war revenue law went into effect

The Detroit, Plymouth A Northrille
Railway is to be a branch of the Detroit,
Ypsilanti & Ann Arbor road. Beginning
at Wayne, it will mn due north to Cady’s
Cerners, pud thence to Tppquish, New-
borg, Plymouth, Waterford and Noeth-
vil~ena distance of fourteen miles. i is
intended to open up the noitbwesteim
part of Wayne county to Detroit This
new road will render a large fanning
country tributary to the city, and will go
through towns whose aggregate popula-
tiOD is nearly 12,000 when augmented
the surrounding farmers.

The Intematlbnal Construction Co.,
which has the contract to'build thb road,
has already begun work on the new
power bouse at Plymouth.

The Michigan State Board of Health
respectfully -recommends to all school
boards and other officers and persons hav-
ing in charge assembly rooms, that they
cause to be observed the following meth-
ods of care, in the interests of public
hehith.

That the -regular care of school-rooms
includessprinkliog the floor befeve swee”
log, the subsequent dnsring of desks or
wiping them with a clean damp cloth,!
and the airing of the room before Its nse.

That intorebange of books be allowed
only under such conditions as render the
transmission of disease impossible. That
the use of slates be discontinued.

That persons known to be affected with
tubenmiosis of the lungs, orwho persis-
tently'cough and expectorate, be denied
the privileges of such room either™ %
teacher or pupil. That all spitting upon
the floor by any person be strictly forbid-
den, and that proper conveniences for
receiving sputa be supplied.

That, at least once a year, the room and
contents be thoroughly disinfected, the
Woodwork and floor washed with an anti-
Aptic solution, the walls whitewashed,
and the plumbing and ventilating inspec-
ted.

The Ancient Cnhan Capitol That Has Been
Surrendered to the| Victorious Troops
of tlie United States.

The City of Santiago, surrendered to;
Gencxal William R. Shafter, Is the old-
est town in the western hemisphere:
with the exception of Baracoa, which,
is .also in Cuba. The limits of Sap-
Uago Indcse an area of two pQuara
miles. The city is about a mile wida
and two miles in length from the shore
of the bay to the eastern limit. The
town is situated at the eastern end
of the grand bay of Santiago. Bjf
water Santiago is seven miles from
the coast, but owing to a peculiar curvd
in the outline of the* bay It is much
nearer by the overland route. In ISS?
the population of the city was esti-
mated at 59.060.

Santiago is laid out from the Grand
Cathedral, and that temple Is the
number center for the streets. In the
viflnity of this building are all or
nearly all the fashionable resldencei
The cathedra] itself is by far the most
Icuperb and imposing edifice in Cubp.
Its beauty surpasses the finest of the
clr-slasiical structures in Havana Itsell
This building and th© beautiful yachit
£iud boat club house on the bay fronft
the two points In which Santlagh
rises above Havana. In all other
speetd It is a secondary city. Havana
is always classed as the first city df
Cuba, and Santiago as the second. |

Directly before the cathedral Is ope
of the numerous small public parks
which separate the great church froft
the residence and offices of the clvtl
governor of the provinoo, of whl'
the town is the capital. Hard by a’e
the palace of the archbhishop of tl
city, the port office, the telegraph
flee, the residence and offices of tl
military governor, a branch of t
Bank of Spain, the principal theate;
a jail and a large and well-appointed
public market. Issuing from the eiy
cn the north are four broad roads th tt
lead to the villages and towns of Bi-n
Luis. Chisto. Santa Ines and Cuabltas,
nd to the copper mines four leagues
away to the northwest. One of theie
roads Is famed for the ample provisions

made along the way for the watering

of cattle. This system is called
“Abrevadero” and “Potrero Bspanto
SuenoB.” To the east of the city are

the towns of Sevilla and Caney. The
road divides at Fuerte Canesa, or the
“Fort|Of the Broad Road.” Five high-
ways hssue from the southern .part of
the efty and lead to SardlInero. Justicl,-
Laguna, Ataranza, Cruces and one*to
the Morro at the entrance of the har-
bor. Each of these roads was well
guarded by a fort. *

The business portion of the' clty Is
confined to the streets near the water'
front. Here also are the government'
and public docks and the terminus of
the railroad which runs into the In-
terior for a distance of 25 miles. On
the north shore of the hay are the
slaughter houses and the new ceme-
tery. The central portions of t"e town
are highly elpvated. and are called “al-
ia,” or high, while the remainder of the
streets are denoted by the prefix “baja”
meaning low. The high section is
bounded by San Tomas and Heredia
streets. On the bay front is the ala-
medaev boulevard tastefully lai'd out by
landscape gardeners and fringed with
noble trees. It is about a quarter of
a mile long and makes a very pleas-
ant promenade,

Santiago is by no means an unpleas-
ant place for a garrison, despite sen-
sational stories of yellow fever. False
impressions concerning the climate,
etc., have been prevalent. Of course
the weather Is hot thefe In summer,
but heat has its compensations, and
with plenty of supplies there Is no
reason why American soldiers should
not enjoy their stay in the town, no
matter how protracted that stay may
be.

There is no disease in the town for
the man who takes ordinary” care of
himself in the matter of diet and bath-
ing.

Stgitiago has several industries, the
chief of which is copper. It lies In the
center of the best copper district ofy
Cuba, and until the revolution para--i
lyzed all industry in the island it was
the outlet for copper products of great
value. Opposite to the Point de Sal-
on the bay are located the great copper
mines of Lomas de Cobre.

The Cubans and the Spanish of San-
tiago have ever been an Indolent peo-
ple, 'whose sole desire is set on pleas-
ure or gratification of some- kind. The
senoras and senoritas are picturesque,
handsome and iqtriguing, and the men
are mostly good-for-nothings, who pre-
lude the day with a brief time spent in
business and then give up afteruuon
and evening to pleasure.

—-There is a public club house In the
town, called the Casino, which is pret-
ty by day, but gorgeous bV night, when
gayly bedecked men and women gather
in its. airy saloons and verandas and
drink, chat, smoke and listen to music.

fetffore the war began ther? was a
large colony of Americans at Santiago.
They met socially In the American club
house, a building with a modern inte-
rior and an ancient exterior.

The environs of Santiago are by no
means uninteresting. Behind the city
the country is high and .healthful. The
scenery In and aremnd the place is-
beautiful, even romantic, for an Amer-
ican, and the soldiers who are quar-
tered there to keep the position will
have no lack of entertainment and re-
lief from the hardships they have pass-
ed through.

Great Cacta™e.

Probably the largest canal In the
world—a distinction of some note in
these days of wonderful engineering
feats—is the Chenab Irrigation Canal
in the Northwest Provinces of India.
Its breadth is 200 feet, with a main
channel some 450 miles long, while
tho principal branches have,an ag-
gregate length of 2,000 miles, and the
village branches will extend, when
completed, some 4,000 miles additional.
But. apart from Irrigation, the long-
est canal in the world is that which,
extends from the frontier of China
to St. Petersburg, and Is 4,472 miles
in length. The Bengal Canal, connect-
ing wlth.the river Ganges, Is 900 miles
long, and in all India there are 14,000
miles of canals, Irrigating 8,000,000 of
acres.

THE EXPOSITION.

Prizes AmoQntinc to 910.000 Will b«
Awmnle<l bj the Netlonsl Firemen's

Aseocintlon—L ut Nntloanl Tottm*'

The National Firemen's association
will hold a national tournament on
the Trans - Mississippi  Exposition
pounds at Omaha, Sept. 5to 10.

Frizes amounting to 810,000 in value
are offered bj the National Firemen's
association, and a similar amount will
be expended by the exposition directors
in the erection of buildings and prepa-
ration of the-grounds for the touma*
ment. Several structures will also be
erected for the express purpose of being
set on fire to give the laddies a chance
to do some real fire fighting.

The railroads |iave agreed to make
very low rates for the tournament, and
it isexpected that 50,000 firemen and
their friends will be in attendance.

The national firemen's tournament
was held at Chicago 20 years ago. At
that time there were but two state fire-
meo 8 associations in the countz®,
whereas there is now one in nearly
ereiy state. The tournament to be
held in Omaha will be very much more
elaborate than was attempted at Chi-
cago in 1878. There wilt be three times
as many contests and a very much
largernumber of competing companies
and it is probable ithat nearly every
state in the union will be represented
by one or more companies.

SECTARIANISM. THE SUBJECT*
LAST SUNDAY.

From Jadges xti, 6, as Follows: "Say

- 2fow Bblbboletb and lie Said Slbbo*
leth—Then They Took Him and Slew
Him at the Passages of the Jordan.

Do you notice the difference of pro-
nunciation between shibboleth and sib-
boleth? A very small and unimport*
ant difference, you say. And yet, that
difference was the difference -between
life and death for a great many peo-
ple.  The Lord's people, .Gilead and
Ephraim, got Into a.great fight, and
Ephraim was worsted, and on tbe re-
treat came to the fords of the river
Jordan to cross. Order was given that
all Epbraimites coming there be slain.
But how could it be found out who
were Ephraimltes? They were de-
tected by their prjjnunciatlon. Shibbo-
leth was a wofd that stood for river.
The Ephralmites had a brogue of their
own. and when they tried to say “shib-
boleth” always left out the sound of
the “h.” When it was asked that they
say shibboleth they said sibboleth, and
were slain.  “Then said they unto him,
say now shibboleth; and be said sibbo-
leth, for he could not frame to pro-
nounce It right. Then they took him
and slew him at the passages of Jor-
dan,” A very small difference, yon
say, between Gilead and Ephraim, and
yet how much intolerance about that
small difference! The.Xord's tribes in
our time—by which 1 mean the differ-
ent dfenominatlons of Christians—
somettroes magnify a very small differ-
ence, and the only difference between
scores of denominations to-day is the
difference between, shibboleth and sib-
boleth.

The Church of God Is divided Into a
great number of denominations. Time
would fall me to tell of the Calvanists.
and the Arminlans, and the Sabfbatar-
lans, and tbe Baxterians, and the
Dunkers, and the Shakers, and the
Quakers, and the Methodists, gnd the
Baptists, and the Episcopalians, and
the Lutherans, and the Congregatlonal-
Ists, and the Presbyterians, and the
SplrltuallstB, and a score of other de-
nominations of religionists, some of
Ilhem founded by very good men, some
of them founded by very egotistic men.
some of them founded by very bad
men. Bat as | demand for myself lib-
erty of conscience. | mu.st give that
same liberty to every other man, re-
membering that he no more differs
from me than | differ from him. | ad-
vocate”the largest liberty in all relig-
ious belief and form of worship. In.
art. fn politics, in morals, and In re-
ligion. let there be no gag-law, no mov-
ing of the prevloue question, no perse-
cution, no Intolerance.

1 propose to speak to you of sec-
tarianism—Its origin. Us evils, and Us
cures. There are those who would
make us think that this monster, with
home and hoofs, is religion. 1| shall
chase it to Us hiding-place, and drag it

out of the caverns of darkness, and
rtp off its hide. But | want to make a
distinction between bigotry and the

lawful fondness for peculiar religious
beliefs and forms of worship. | have
no admiration for a nothingarian.

In a 'worl* of such tremendous vi-
cissitude and temptation, aad with a
soul that must after awhile stand be-
fore a throne of insufferable bright-
ness, In a day when the rocking of the
mountains and the flaming of the
heavens and the upheaval of the s”s
shall be among the least of ‘the excite-
ments. to give account for every
thought, word, action, preference, and
dislike—that man is mad who has no
religious preference. But our early
education, our physical temperament,
our mental constitution, will very much
decide our form of worship.

A style of psalmody that may please
me may displease you. Some would
like to have a minister in gown and
bands and surplloie, and others prefer
to have a minister in plain citjzon's
apparel. Some are most impressed
when a little child Is presented at the
altar and sprinkled of the waters of a
holy benediction "in the name of the
Father., and of the ”“on. end of the
H”y Ghost,” and others are more im-
pressed when the penitent comes up
out of the river, his garments dripping
with the waters of a baptism which
signifies the washing away of sin. I.et
either have his own way. One man
likes no noise in prayer, not a word,
not a whisper. Another man, just as
good, prefers by gesticulation and ex-
clamation, to express his devotional
aspirations. One is just as good as
the other. “Every man fully persuad-
ed In his own mind."

George Whitefle!ld was going over a
Quaker rather roughly for gome of his
rellkiouB sentiments, and the Quaker
said: “George, | am as thou aid; | am
for bringing all men to the hope of
the<3ospel; therefore, if thou will not
quarrel with me about my broad brim,
I will not quarrel with thee about thy
bIRCk gown. George, give ige thy
hand."

in tracing out the religion of sectar-
ianism. or bigotry. | find that a great
deal of it comes from wrong education
in the home circle. There are parents
who do not think it wrong to caricature
and Jeer the peculiar forms of religion
in the world, and denounce other sects
and other denominations. It is very
often the case that that kind of educa-
tion acts just opposite to what was
expected, and the children grow np,
and, after awhile, go and see for them-
selves; and, looking In those churches,
and finding that the people are good
there, they love God and keep his com-
mandments. by natural reaction they
go and Join those'very churches. i
could: mention the iaBgea of prominent
ministers of the Gbapel who spent their
whole lives bombarding other denoml-
aationa and who lived to see their

children preach tbs Gospel In these
very denominations. Bat tt is often the
case that bigotry starts in a household,
and that the subject of it..never recov-
ers. There are tens of thousands of
bights ten years old.

¢l think sectarianism and bigotry also
rise from too great prominence of any
one denomination in a community™ All
the other denominations are wrong,
and bis denomination is right because
his denomination is the most wealthy,
or the most popular, or the most Influ-
ential, and it is "our” church, and
“our” religious organization, and “our"
choir, and “our"™ minister; and the
man tosses his head, and wants other
denominations to know their places. It
Is a great deal better In any community
when the great denominations of Chris-
tians are about equal in power, march-
ing side by side for the world's con-
quest. Mere outside prosperity, mere
worldly power, is no evidence that the
church Is acceptable to God. Better a
barn with Christ In the manger than a
cathedral with magnlflcent harmonies
rolling through the long-drawn aisle,
and an angel from heaven in the pulpit,
if there be no Christ in the chancel, and
no Christ In the robes,

Blgoj:ry is often the child of Ignor-
ance. You seldom find*a man with
large intellect who is a bigot. It is
the man who thinks he knows a great
deal, but does not. That man is almost
always a bigot The whole tendency
of education and civilization Is to
bring a man out of that kind of state of
mind and heart. There was in the far
E~st a great obelisk, and one side of
the obelisk was white, another side of
the obelisk "was green, another side
of the obelisk was blue, and travelers
went and looked at that obelisk, but
they did not walk around It. ;0 ne man
looked at one side, another al another
side, and they came home each one
looking at only one side; and they hap-
pened to meet, the story says, and they
got into a rank quarrel about the color
of that obelisk. One man said it was
white, another man said It was green,
another man said it was blue, and when
they were in the very heat of the con-
troversy, a more Intelligent traveler
came. and said, “Gentlemen. | have
seen that obelisk and you are all right,
and you are all wrong. Why didn*t
you all walk around the obelisk?"

Look out for the man who shes only
one side of a religious truth. Look
out for the man who never walks
around about these great theories of
God and eternity and the dead. Ho
will be a bigot Inevitably—the man
who only sees one side. There is '}
man more to be pitied than he who has
In his head Just one idea—no more,
no less. More light, less sectarianism.
There is nothing that will so soon kill
bigotry as sunshine—God’s sunshine.”

But now. my friends, bavin/ shown

you the origin of bigotry or sectarian-
ism. and haviDg shown you the damage
it does, | want briefly to show you
bow we are to war against this terrible
evil, and | think we ought to begin our
war by realizing our own weakness
and our imperfections. If we make so
many mistakes in the common affairs
of life, is it not possible that we may
make mistakes in regard to our re;
Ugious affairs? Shall we take a man
by tbe throat or by the collar because
be'«cannot see religious troths Just as
we do? In the light of eternity It will
be found out, I think, there was some-
thing wrong in all our creeds, and
something right in all our creeds, but
since we may make mistakes in regard
to things of the world, do not let us
be so egotistic and so puffed up as to
have an idea that we cannot make any
mistake in regard to religious theories.
And then | think we will do a great deal
to overthrow the sectarianism fromjour
heart, and the sectarianism from the
world, by chiefly enlarging In those
things In which we agree, rather than
those on which we differ.
I Now, here is a great Gospel plat-
lorm. A man comes up on this side of
the platform and says: "I don’t be-
lieve in baby sprinkling." Shall |
shove him off? Here is a man coming
up on this Bide of the platform, and be
says: “l don’t believe in the persever-
ance of the saints.” Shall I shove him
off? No. | will say: "Do you believe
in the Lord Jeeus as your Saviour? Do
you trust him for time and for eterni-
ty?" Ho says: "Yes.” “Do you take
Christ for time and for eternUy?"
“Yes." | say, “Come on, brother; one
in time and one in eternity; brpther
now. brother forever.” Blessed be God
for a Gospel platform so large that all
who receive Christ may stand on it!

| think we may overthrow tjie se-
vere sectarianism and bigotry in our
hearts, and in the church also, by re-
alizing that all the denominations of
Christians have yielded noble institu-
tions and noble men. There Is nothing
that so stirs my soul as this thought.
One denomination vyielded a Robert
Hall and an Adonlram Judson; anoth-
er yielded a Latimer and a Melville;
another yielded John Wedley and
Summerfleld. while our owp denomina-
tion yielded John Knox and the Xlex-
anders—men of whom the world was

not worthy. Now. I say, if we are h«i-
cst and fair-minded men. when we
come up In the presence /Of sneh

rhtirchp.s and such denominations, al-
though they may be different from our
own. we ought to admire them, and we
ought to love and honor them.
Churches which can produce such men,
and such large-hearted charity, and
such magnificent martyrdbm; ought to
iHn our affection—at any rate, our re-
spect So come on, ye six hundred
thousand Episcopalians in tUs country,
and ye fourteen hundred thousand
Presbyterians, and ye four million Bap-
tists. and ye five milli* Methodists—
come on; shoulder to sbonlder we will
march for the world's conquest; for all
nations are to be saved, and God de-
mands that yon and | help. For~rd,
tbe whole line! In the Totuxg Meji'a
Christian Aasociatlona, in the BIMe So-

clety, la the Tract Gocietr, In the For-
eign Misgtonarr doclety, shoulder to
shoulder all denomlii[tlODe.

Perhaps | might forcefally Illustrat*
this truth by calling your attention to
an Incident which took place twenty-
five years ago. One Monday mornin*
at atout 2 o’clock, while her nine hun-
dred passengers were sound asleep In
her berths dreaming of home, the
steamer Atlantic crashed into Mars*
Head. Five hundred souls in ten min-
utes landed in eternity! Ob, what a
scene! Agonized men and wom”n run-
ning up and down the gangways, and
clutching for the rigging, and the
plubge of the helpless steamer, and the
clapping of the hands of the merciless
sea over the drowning and the dead,
threw two continents into terror. But
see this brave quartermaster pushing
out with the life-line until he gets to
the rock; and see these fishermen gath-
ering up the shipwrecked, and taking
them into the cabins, and wrapping
them in the flannels snug and warm;
and see that minister of the Gospel,
with three other men, getting into a
life-boat, and pushing out for the
wreck, pulling away across the surf,
and pulling away until they saved one
more man, and then getting back with
him to the shore. Can those men ever
forget that night? And can they ever
forget their companionship in peril,
companionship In struggle, companion-
ship In awful catastrophe and rescue?
Never! Never! In whatever part of
the earth they meet, they will be
friends when they mention the story of
that night when the Atlantic struck
Mars” Head. Well, my friends, our
world has gone into a worse shlpwrecle
Sin drove It on the rocks. The old ship
has lurched and tossed in the tempests
of six'thousand years. Out with the

life-line! | do not care what denomi-
nation carries IL Out with the life-
boat! | do not care what denomina-

tion rows it. Side by side, In tbe mem-
ory of common hardships, and common
trials, and common prayers, and com-
mon tears, let us be brothers forever.
We must be.

One army of the living God,
To his command we bow;

Part of the host have crossed the flood.
And part are crossing now.

And | expect to see the day when all
denominations of Christians shall join
hands around the cross of Christ and
recite the creed: “I believe in God the
Father Almighty. Maker of heaven and
earth, and in Jesus Christ, and in the
Communion of Saints, and in life ever-
lasting. Amen."

Spnin's Pow«r 300 Tears Ago,

Macauley drew the picture of the
power of Spain 300years ago, that It la
interesting to recall at this Juncture:
The empire of Philip the Second was
undoubtedly one of the most powerful
and splendid that ever existed In the
world. It Is no exaggeration to say
that during several years his power
over Europe was greater than even
that of Napoleon. In America his do-
minions extended on both sides of the
equator Into the temperate zone. There
Is reason to believe that his annual
revenues amounted in tbe season of
his greatest power to a sum ten times
as large as that which England yielded
to Elizabeth.

His sol-
diers marched up to the capital of
France; his ships menaced the shores
of England. Spain bad what Napo-
~Neon desired in vain—ships, colonies,
and commerce. She long monopolized
the trade of America and of the Indian
ocean. All the gold of the west and
all the spicee of the east were received
and distributed by her. Even after
the defeat of tbe Armada, English
statesmen continued to look with great
dread on the maritime power of Philip.
Whoever wishes to get well acquaint-
ed with 4he morbid anatomy of gov-
ernment, whoever wishes to know how
great.states may be made feeble and
wretched, should study tbe histo”, of
Spain.

llsmboo Suspension Bridge*

The construction of the bamboo sna-
pension bridge of Shf Tsuen, which
spans a distance of 300 feet, tends to
show the Chinese as possessing a great
deal of rough engineering skill, this
bridge having been erected without the
help of any of the “foreign devlla."
Eight cables of bamboo strips woven
together™ and the thickness of a man's
leg are loosely thrown across the river.

From the New York Sun:, The
mission of a* mountain battery I*
to seek out and destroy, at close
range; and piecemeal.’ an enemy wliose
forte 'Is a protracted and unceasing
system of guerrilla warfare thatlsex-
tremely harassing and discouraging
to troops accustomed to a "“fair field
and favor/' even though they be
seasoned and well-tried veterans. In
Britl™ India this type of artUlery
has been brought to a high standard
of perfection, and its eftectlteness in
the continually recurring conliicta
with the hill tribes has demonstrated
that ~le mountalB gun is the only
weapon that can successfully cope
with the guerrilla style of warfare
practiced by the natlvee of the Hlma-
layat; It is but little knopn to the
outside world that both Prance and
Italy have adopted the nmuntain bat-
tery as an integral part of the home
defenoee. When, in 18%7. it became
certain that Italy had joined the Triple
Alliance, the then minister of war In
France determined that something
most be done to defend the Alpine
boonfiary from even the poesiblUty of
Invaalon in the event of hoetllities by
the new coalition. For that purpose
he organlzedi a perfect system of
mountain artUlery on this model of
the British Indian force, and manned
it with specially selected mountain-
eers. ltaly, in turn, was compelled’
to provide a similar corps for the de-
fence of her side of the range, and
soon the twe regiments, begotten in
haste, began to fraternise and ban-
quet one anMher. The same amicable
I'elatlons have existed ever sin”*. and
the' bajtterles have eetabllsbed a
frlefidly rivalry that animates both pa-
rade and caroueal. The United States
ahny for the first time made use of
this arm In aetive warfare In the Mex-
ican war of 1M6HIS. The light and
~portable nature of the guns made
-~em extremely valuable In the Irreg-<
glar skirmishes that took place, but'
their molt Important nse was found
In clearing the streets from g point of
vantage on the roofs cf the flat-topped
honsee of the City of Mexico. The
ease with which the guns could be
carried or slung to the roofs mider-
ed them Invaluable la repeUlng the
street attacks, which were of dally
occurrence after Oen. Scott and his
bMt>ee had taken the capital. The
guns of the Astor battery are very dif-
ferent frem the smoothbore inuxsle
loaders of the Mexican war. In fact
they are In advance of the armament
of the most perfect mountain batteiiee
that India boasts today. The stand-
ard U#e that has done eueh good
work against the Afridis and their
sangars. or stone wall Intrenchmehts,
Is a rifle mussle-loadlag piece of ord-
nance. the barrel and breech sections
of which are separate and screw to-
gether just behind the trunnimm. Am
will be seen, this weapon Is rather
out of date, the improvements which
have been made during the last twen-
ty years along the entire line of artU-
lery not seeming to have affected or
reached the lonely depots of the Him-
ilayas. . The guns of the Astor bat-
tery are wholly different They are
Hajtchklas rapid Are guns of special
construction and remarkable rapidity
of fire, Issued to the company of vol-
unteers through the patriotic generos-
ity of Col. Aster.

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How Th*7 A f Frodnoed la Iklehlcaa
for tho Bastora Markot*.

From the Chlce$o Inter Ocean:- The
only equab farm in Michigan la lo-
cated about three mllee south of Grand
Haven. Squabf are young doves, or
pigeons, and are esteemed great deM-
cacies la epicurean and midnight
luncheon circles. There are several
large squab farms In the Bast, and
one near Toledo, but the only one In
Michigan, eo far as known, is at
Grand Haven, and it is conducted by
F. J. Bernreuther. He was for several
years floorwalker in a large dry good?
store. HU health failed and five years
ago he took up squab-raising. It was
originally a side issue to his floor-
walking, but he now devotes most of
bis attention to it. HU farm com-
prises about ten acres of land, but
only- a small portion of this is given
to the squab Industry, the rest being
planted to wheat aad corn, which is
the staple diet for old doves. He has
a big cage ef woven wire. It U 86x
120 feet and twenty feet high, and the
dovee are kept confined by the wire
netting on the sides and above. On
the north side of the cage U a long,
low building, in which the doves
keep house. The roof has a southern
exposure snd a wind break, and here
the doves sun themselves. The build-
ing U divided by partitione Into rooms
about ten feet square. These rooms

are banked up on three sides, tier
above tier, with small boxes, and
these boxes are the nests, where the

eggs are laid and the young are hatch-
ed and grew to be squabs. The parfl*
tions and boxes ezrend upward to the
eaves of the building, and above the
space U open from end to end, allow-
ing free passageway for the doves

and a roosting place for those not
busy with domeetie dutlea After the
two pretty white eggs are laid, the

male takes bU regular trick of sitr
ting on them during the twenty-one

days of Inonbation, and when the
yonng are hatched he does his full
share toward feeding them. Four

weeks after the young birds are hatch-
ed they beoome marketable as squabs.
The birds are jn full*feather, but not
yet able to fly. A fabt of twenty-four
houip U the prelude to the flight Into
the Hole heaven. This fast is Im-
posed not to make them meekr. In
spirit, but to clear the crops of food.
Then a sharp knife point opens a vein
in the thioat, and as the life blood
oozes out the bird's brief career closes
with a flutter. While the flesh is still
warm the feathers are plucked out.
the crop Is washed out. and the de-
nuded body is thrown into a tub ef
water to oool. The next day it is

packed in Ice for shipment The
squabs, dressed for market, weigh
about half a pound, and the great
market for them Is New York. This

city consumes very few of them.
There is only a small demand for them
In Detroit, and Chicago, big and met-
ropolitan as it is, is a poor market
Almost the entire product of Bernreu-
tfaer goes to New York, and the shlp-
itaents average three or four dozen a
week the year round. The squabe
command from $1.50 to $3.60 a dozen,
anC there is money In the business.
The best breed of doves for squab
purposes is the homing pigeon. This
is not due to any particular delicacy
of the flesh, but to the fact that hom-
ers are the beet breeders, are diligent
in properly oaring tor the eggs daring
the Incubating ~rlod, and keep their
young well fed. But the squab- farm-
er does not run much to fancy stock.

weekly Crop Balletin.

The following bulletin Is furnished by
the U. 8. Depsrtment of Agriculture,
Climate and Crop Bulletin of the Weather
Bureau, Michigan "SectloD, for the week
ending Jnly 33d, 1898.

WEATHER—The mean temp”ature
for the week ended Saturday, July 38d,
72.3 degrees, was 3.4 degrees warmer than
the normal. The temperature ranged
from 3 to 9 degrees abd”e the normal on
all days except Thursday, when It was
five degrees below the normal. Maxi-
mum temperatures ranging from 90 to 96
degrees occurred in all parts of the State.
The coldest temperature was 43 degrees
in Delta county and Oscoda county.

The average total precipitation, 0.77 of
an inch, is 0.30 of an inch more than the
normal; it was poorly distributed.

The sunshine has averaged 65 per cent
of the possible amount.

CROPS—Much needed showers fell last
Tuesday and were very beneficial to all
growing crops, but insufficient and poorly
distributed; mure ram is needed,especial-
ly for corn, potatoes and pastures. Corn
showed some improvement after the
showers, but during the latter pait of the
week the hot, dry weather again had a
bad effect and its leaves are rolling; in
spite of the dry weather corn is in gener-
ally good condition;jit is earing. Past-
ures are drying up. *Wheat and rye har-
vest are now generally finished exce[)t in
the most northerly counties of the State;
the grain has all been secured in fine
condition and threshers’returns show that
the wheat yield this year is very fine

MAKES A BITTER COIAPIAINT.

Tfas Not InviteU'to Sarrendec of Saattfcg-o
—Hi* Army U Poor skd R»XKxd,
bnt Are m 'Civilized aa)d ja Mach
Heroes ae the Amertcaos of [76.

Gen. Calixito- Garcia, commanding
the in.surgeirt army in eastern Cuba,
has written a letter to Geti. Shaftcr in
which he says that in obedience to the
orders of his superiors in Cuba his
army ha”tried in every way to co-op-
crate with the American forces, but
that he now f~Is that he libs been
mo.st unfairly treated by the Aipierican
commander. He savs thathe has
never been ofiieially notified of the
surrender of the at SiUntiago,
neither was he nor -any member of*J”s
staff Invited to be present and repre-
sent the Cuban government on that
memorable occasion. (icn.  Garcia
then says:

“Finally, | know that you have left
in power at Santiago the same Spanish
authorities that for tlwec'years | have
fought as enemies of Che independence’
of Cuba. | beg to state< that those
authorities have never been elected at
Santiago by residents of the-city, but
appointed by royal decree of the queen
of Spdin. Arumor too absurd
to be believed, general, ascribes the
reason of your measure and of the orders
of forbidding my army to enter San-
tiago to fear of massacres and revenges
against the Spaniards. Allow me, sir,
to protest against even the shadow of
such an idea. Wc arc not savages,
ignoring rules of civilized warfare.
We are a poor, ragged army, as rag-
ged and poor as was the army of your
forefathers in their noble war forin-
dependence: but as did the heroe.s of
Saratoga and Yorktown we respect
too deeply our cause to disgrace
it with barbari-Nin and- cowardice.
In view of all these reasons | sincerely
regret to be unable to' fulfill any
longer the orders of my government,
and therefore, have tendered to the
commander-in-chief of the Cuban army,
Maj.-Gen. Maximo Gomez, my resigna-
tion as commander of this section of
our array. Awaiting his resolution 1
Avithdraw my forces to Jaguari. Very
respectfully yours, C.\lixto G.ahcia."

Members of the Cuban junta at New
Yoirk are of the opinion that there is a
sad misunderstanding somewhere, and
they quote one report as saying that
Gen. Garcia refused to attend the cer-
emonies of the surrender of Santiago,
and then refer to Garcia's statement
that he, was not even informed of the
svrender. Senor Genovar, who was
Garcia's interpreter at Santiago, has
just arrived at New York and says that
the bad feeling on the part of the
American troops toward the Cuban
soldiers is due to a mistake in taking
pacificos for Cuban soldiers. The reg-
ular Cuban troops were on the west of
American troops during the action,
and it was the refusal of paciSfleos wan-
dering about to the east tp work or to
fight, even after they had been fed by
Americans, which prejudiced the latter
a”inst the Cubans in general. Senor
Genovar refers to the fightf;rig- done by
the Cuban soldiers at CampMcCalla on
Guantanamo as showing what kind of
men the3 are. He saj’s an inspection
of the Cuban hospitals about Santiago
showed that they contained several
hundred wounded soldiers, an evidence
that the Cubans did some fighting.

Domterded Manzanillo.

The following repoyt of the bom-
bardment of Manzanillo, Cuba, has
been made by Commander Todd, of the
gunboat Wilmington: The vessels on
blockade duty in this vicinity, the Wil-
mington, Helena, Scc»g)ion, Histr
Hornet, Wampatuck and Osceola, ap-
proached the harbor of Manzanillo
from the westward. At 7:30the Wil-
mington and Helena entered the north-
ern channel toward the city, the
Scorpion and Osceola the mid-
channcl, and the Hist, Hornet and
Wampatuck the south channel, the
movements of the vessels being so
timed as to bring them withijn effective
range of the shipping ;at labout the
same moment. Fire was opened on the
shipping, and after a deliberate fire
lasting about two and a half hours,
three Spanish transports, EI Gloria,
Jose Garcia and La Purissima Concep-
cion, were burned and destroyed. The
Pontoon, which was the harbor guard
and storeship, .probably, for ammuni-
tion, was burned and blown up. Three
gunboats were destroyed. One other
was driven ashore and sunk and a fifth
was driven ashore and Is believed to
have been disable®. No casualties oc-
curred on board any our vessels.
Great care™ was taken ,that as little
damage as possible should be done to
the city itself. The Spanish loss is be-
lieved to have been nearly 100 killed.

Most of the large guns defending
Santiago harbor are found mo practi-
cally useless, but may be brought to
the U. S. as souvenirs.

The Colorado and Utah
batteries are being landed at Paran-
aque directly from the ships. The
Tenth Pennsylvania volunteers, with
the rest of the artillery, will land at
Malabon, just north of Manila. Alrig.-

in command of the advance, Gen. An-
derson remaining in Cavite.

Not Modi Faith In Cabans. !

A fact which is impressed moreMri®
more every day upon the American offi-
cersand men at .Santiago is the in-
creasing strained relations between the
Americans and the Cuban soldiers.
There is practically no communication
between the armies, and their rclation.s
border on these of hostility ralfher than
the relatioyra between allies. After
Gen. Shafter announced his decision
not to let the Cuban junta enter the
city 6t Santiago, deep mutterings were
heard among Gen. Garcia’s men, for
they had confidently connted upon
having Santiago turned over to them
to loot and plunder, as they had in suc-
cession sacked Baiqulri, Siboncy and
El Caney. Gen. Shafter said: “No
Cuban will be allowed to enter the city
nor will any American soldier. The
government of the city is a matter for
the people to decide. When the Amer-
ican army leaves it. | presume it will
be turned over to you, but not until
then.”

The Cuban soldier.sno\v fully realize
that there is a rising sentiment against
them in the army. They hear nothing
but words of scorn from our men. as
they lug their bacon and hardtack
into the wood.s. Even oiir officers no
longer conceal their disgust, for the
have wueither fought nor
worked. The Cubans refused point
blank to aid in building road*, and,
during the two daj's’ heavy fighting,
while they loitered in the rear, our
surgeons souglit in vain to obtain
assistance from them, even to cut poles
for improvised litters for our wounde<I.
Hundreds of sneh instances are being
told around the campfires, and in some
quarters there is a disposition to
prophesy an early collision between
our men and the Chibans.

Gen. Shafter sent an invitation to
Gen Garcia to attend the ceremony of
raising the American flag over San-

.tiago, but the Cuban general showed

his resentment by declining the invita-
tion, saying that he hated the Span-
iards, and added that he did not want
to be where any of them were. Since
that time, the Cubans have remained
l.nitheir camp, eating American ratjons
and our troops have had no communi-
cation with them,.

mUnder orders from Rear Admiral
Sampson the Annapolis, Topeka, Wasp
and Leyden sailed into the harbor of
Kipe. on the northeast coast of the
province of Santiago de Cuba, and after
a furiousbombardment took possession
of the harbor. In the course.of an
hour they silenced three forts, sank
the Spanish gunboat Jorge Juan and
scattered Spanish riflemen who bad
taken part in the engagement.

Two smaller Spanish gunboats which
tvere in the fight with the Jorge Juan '
fled before the Jorge Juan was sunk, '
taking refuge in small creeks, where
they were afterward found abandoned
and were captured. After the shore
batteries u’cre silenced and the Jorge
Juan was destroyed a body of marines
wa.s sent ashorc, where tlic flag of
truce had been hoisted over the fort.
The surrender of the city was de-
manded and was promptly complied
with by the military governor. The
Spani.sh flag was hauled down from the
city hall.  The American flag was
hoisted in its stead and the city was
taken possession of by a company of
marines from the sllip.s.

He put
about a quarter of a pound of gun-
powder into bis throat and applied a
match. Denouement: His teeth and
tongue were blown down into Ills
stomach and the top of his head vrent
elsewhere. The paper making a report
of the affair naively adds that the man
died. ,

One of the most distinguished medi-
cal men and scientists in the Russian
empire is about to visit Great Britain
upon an Important mission.

Just at that moment g ball
of fire flashed across the room to the
anvil, the hammer descended, striking
it and scattering fragments of the ball
in all directions with a loud report
Mr. Kelly was thrown across the rOom
against bis work bench and the ham-
mer flew from hie band and struck
the celling with considerable force.
EVery piece of metal In the shop
which was struck by the fragments was
either burned or melted at the point
of contact, and.the hammer, tongs and
other tools about the anvil were
strongly anagnetlzed, as tbhe men about
the place afterwards found they would
attract small pieces of metal and fil-
ings. Mr. Kelly was not seriously In-
jured. but did not recover from the
shock until late at night. It is sup-
posed that the lightning came down
the rod and in passing through the
shop was attracted by the large amount
of metal stored therein. The Ughtning
also set fire to a small leak In the gas
pipe In the room which, previous to
the storm, was not known to exist.

Lieutenant Lindsley, of the Fourth
Cavalry, on duty at tbe Yellowstone
Park, has submitted to the secretary
of the Interior a report covering r.he
condition of the game in the pack.

HODEBN TEEATMENT.

Something Hew in Surgery Tried with
a Broken Limb.

The following from the Lynn Mass.,
Daily Evening Item has reference to Or.
U F. Hatch, a former physician of Ply.
mouth:

**E J. Johnson, proprietor of the gro
eery and provision store under Market
Square Hotel, had bis leg broken five
weeks ago by being kicked by a horse.
His friends were surprised to see him
around a few weeks after; He was
treated by Dr. L. F. Hatch by anew meth-
od, called the ambulatory, which enables
one to be up and about Instead of being
confined to his bed. When one is thus
confined he becomes very weak, and it
usually takes a long time to regain one’s
strength, even after the broken leg has
united. Under this method there is no
Ices of strength. Mr. Johnson was on his
feet five days after the accident, and Is
now attending to the principal details of
his business, yisits Boston ~ do his own
buying, etc., and the accident occurred
only five weeks ago, so that the treatment
Is 01 special benefit to a bnsiness

Dr. Hatch was seen by an Item repor-
ter, and he kindly described the method.
He said the method was first tried at
Bellevue Hospital about “ve months ago,
and la now being used in the United
States army. This is the second case
treated in Massachusetts, the other being
the case of a man visiting at the farm of
Representative Frank P. Bennett, Saugns.
Dr. Hatch treated both ciases and both
were successful. The method consists in
first applying tightly to the leg from the
toes to the hip a flannel bandage. The
groin is well padded, and a cushion is
made on the sole of the foot to remove
any jar from the leg in walking. A plas-
ter cast is then applied while strong ex
tension is being made to the foot, extend-
ing from the toes to the groin. The ap
plication of the method is such that all
the strain is taken from the Injured part
of the leg. No doubt the method, will
come iffSh general use by all surgeons,
as the great advantages become more
generally known and understood.

present enormous demand, for the star-
.gpacgled banner. U.Is*"well in this
emergency to know ho# to make one.
A patriotic woman gives the following
directions; First' chdose the mate-
rials. If yonr tiag!ls for the parlor to
drape over the portraits of your ances-

‘tors, you will require sMIn ribbon. If

it is to drape over w ari:b or doorway,
you will want silk by the yard, the
width being according to the size of the
flag desirid. If yorur banner is for the
flagstaff or to float from your window,
you will need the regtUar bunting,
while If it la tor your buttonhole the
narrow babr ribbotx will do. For the
parlor flag atz yards of red aatln rib-
bon four Inches wide and five yards of
white satin ribbon of the game width
are needed. Cut the libben in stripes
two feet long and Sew them neatly to-
gether with the *overhand" eUtch.
Place a red stripe® then a white one.
and so on until you finish with a red
one. There ehould be thirteen stripes.
Now the banner part ot yeur flag la
completed, and you may begin the so-
called field portion. This is made of a
square ,piece of navy”~lue taffeta silk,
and will require one yard. The same
amount of white silk will be used tor
the-stars. To make stars Is 16
most MIfTcult taStv ua "~ e I&ust be a
neat and aceompl®ed needlewoman
to acquire this ai\ to perfection. The
new flags are showing Corty-elght stars
and It must be remembered that a star
has five points. Out a pattern of card-
board, In order to be accurate, and
then fold your white silk and cut out
the stars. Then pin them on As fol-
lows; Take seven stars tor the top row
and fasten them in place wUh plus un-
til you have obtained the effect of the
whole upon the blue field. Underneath
place seven more stara. These stars
you must fnateo on the flag so that
they will alternate with the first row.
Pin the firststar between the two rows
above It. and so oh until you have
pinned seven upon the flag The next
row requlree eight atara, so you, must
begin nearer the border, of the field tm
this third row. Continue with your
work of hftematlng the stare until you
have oovered the> field nloely with the
white oonatellatlow. If you do it taaCo*
fully your field will be nicely covered,
yet win la no way look crowded.—New
Tork Tribune.
