A rthur Hood, and w ill be read w ith in* 
terest by his many friends:

SAimAoo, Cuba, Ju ly  14tb, 1898. 
H y  dear M other and Father,

* * * I  am qu ite  well, and 
do not th ink  I  w ill g e t sick, a t least 1 
hope mid pray n o t 1 trust th is w ill find 
you all well. 1 suppose you read about 
the big fight on Ju ly  1 s t Well, 1 was in 
it, All you could hear was crash, bang 
and buzx, afotmd your head, but we 
could not pay any attention to those small 
things. T here was about three or four 
thousand k illed  and  wounded. I t was a  
horrib le sight to tee the  dead and woonded 
lying around yon, bu t do not w orry about 
me, for I  am w ell and O. K., and If I  get 
■hot why all right, but if  I  d o o t, you bet 
1 w ill be glad. W e are going to m ake a 
charge w ith the  artillery this afternoon. 
Spain is getting all she wants of us now. 
The Spaniards come over four and five at 
a  tim e and surrender. I t  Is awful wet 
here,.noth ing  but mud. T he fever is aw 
fu l and lots of our boys have got it, but 
rest assured I  take good care-of myself or 
at least as good as possible. We get quite 
good rations, but not as good as you do at 
home, (I don't think). Salt pork, coffee 
and bard tack Is our lot. There is some 
fine fru it here, but I  do not touch much 
of it as it is like poison In M ichigan to us. 
I  am getting fat, and raising a  mustache, 
and you w ill not know me when I  get 
home. Give my regards to all.

I know tha t 
Eusebius says th a t C nrlst once w rote a 
le tte r  to  Abgarus, th e  k ing  of Edess-) 
bu t the re  is no good evidence of such 
a  correspondence. T he wisest/ being 
th e  world ever saw, and the  one who 
had m ore to say than  any one who 
ever lived, never w riting  a book or 
chapter or a  paragraph or a  word ^  
parchm ent! N othing  but the  li te ra tu re  
c f  the dust, and one sweep of a  brush 
or one b reath  of a wind oblitera ted  it 
forever.
. Among all the rolls of the  volumes 
of the first lib rary  founded a t Thebes 
there was no t one scroll of- Christ. 
Among the 700,000 books, of the Alex­
andrian  library , which, by the  in fa­
mous decree of Caliph Omar, were used 
as fuel to  heat the  4,000 baths of the 
city, not one sentence had C hrist 
penned. Among all the infinitude 
volum es now stand ing  in  the librane.-i 
Qf Edinburgh, the B ritish  Museum, or 
Berlin, or V ienna, o r the learned re­
positories of all nations, not one word 
w ritten  directly by the finger of 
Christ. All th a t He ever w rote He 
w rote in dust, uncertain , sh ifting  dust.

My tex t says He stooped down and 
w rote on the ground. S tanding straigh t 
up a  man m ight w rite On the g ro u n l 
w ith  a  staff, but if w ith his fingers be 

'w ould w rite in the  dust ne m ust bend 
clear over. Aye, he m ust get a t  least 
on one knee, or he cannot w rite on the 
ground. Be n o t surprised th a t He 
stooped down, H is whole life, was a 
stooping down. Stooping down from 
castle to  barn. S tooping down from 
celestial hom age to  m onocratlc jder. 
F rom  residence above the  stars  to 
w here a s ta r  h ad  to  fall to designate 
HlB landing-place. F rom  heaven’s fron t 
door to  the w orld’s back gate. From  
w riting  In round and silvered le tters  
of constellation and galaxy on the  blue 
s c ro ll ' of heaven to  w riting  on the 
ground in the dust which the  feet of 
the  crowd had left In H erod's temple. 
If, in  January , you have -ever stepped 
out of a  prince’s conservatory th ^ t had 
Mexican cactus and m agnolias In full 
bloom in to  the outside air, ten  degrees 
below zero, you may get some Idea of 
C hrist’s change of atm osphere from 
celestial to  te rrestria l. How m any 
heavens th e re  are  I  know  not, but 
the re  are a t  least three, fo r P aul was 

caught up Into th e ,th ird  heaven.”

doijf th a t flim self eclipsed, down 
through appalling  s p a ^ ,  down to  
w here th e re  'was no  lower depth. Prom  
being,' w aited on a t  the  banquet o t 
th e  skies, to  the broiling of fish fo r His 
own breakfast, on the  banks of the 
lake. From  emblazoned chario ts  o f : 
e tern ity  to  the  saddle of a  m ule’s back.^ 
From  the hom age of cherubic, serapbie, 
arahangellc, to  th e  paying of sixty-tw o 
anp a  half cents of ta x  to  Ceasar.

I t  Is still under th e  divine 
care. C hrist n^ver fo r a  half second 
takes H is hand off of it. o r it would 
soon be a  shipwrecked, world, a  defunct 
World, an obsolete world, an aban­
doned world, a dead world. “ Let there 
be ligh t,” W’as said at the  beginning. 
>nd C hrist s tands under tbe  w in try  
skies and savs. le t there be snowflakes 
to enrich the ea rth : and under the  
clouds of spring  and says, come ye 
blossoms and m ake redolent th e  or- 
Guards; and  in Septem ber, dips the 
branches in  the v a t of beautifu l col­
ors, and swings them  into the huzy 
air. No whim of mine is this. “W ith 
out Him w as not any th ing  m ade th a t 
w as made.” C hrist w riting on the  
ground. • •  •

I m ust not forget to say th a t as 
Christ, stooping down, w ith h is  finger 
w rote on the  ground, i t  is ev ident th a t 
his sym pathies a re  w ith th is  pen iten t 
woman, apd th a t he has no sym pathy 
w ith her hypocritical pursuers.

W hen A dm iral 
F a rrag u t and bis friends visited th a t 
resu rrected  city, the house of Balbo, 
who had been one of its  chief citizens 
in its  prosperous days, was opened, 
and a  tab le  was spread 4n th a t bouse 
which 1.810 years had been buried by 
volcanic eruption, and F arrdgu t and 
his guests walked over tbe  exquisite 
mosaics and under tbe  beautiful fresco, 
and it a lm ost seemed like being en te r­
tained by those who eighteen centuries 
ago bad tOrned to  duet.

H ere is a thought for the farm ers; " I t 
looks very strange to see a farm er pay a 
hundred dollars for a self-biuder, use it 
two or three weeks, and tlieu let it stand 
out of doors exposed to the weather for 
a ll the year. No other business could 
stand such a w’aste of property, and farm 
ers cannot afford to allow it. A good shed 
for farm  machinery can be cheaply made 
by setting three rows of posts in. the 
ground twelve feet apart each way, the 
outside row six feet above the ground and 
the  centre row ten feet high. Strong poles 
should be laid ^n top of the posts and 
sm aller poles put across these and brush 
over these and the whole covered with 
coarse bay w ell tied on. Such a shed 
w ill last for many years aud furnish gopd 
protection for all kinds of farm tools and 
m acU nery."—Holly ^ndeipeudeot.

W hile horses may never again be so 
valuable or in  as great dem and as they 
w ere twenty or fifty years ago, yet such a 
th ing  as a horse fam ine m ight occur In 
th is  country w ithin a few years. Most 
farm ers have quit raising colts because 
th e re  is no great dem and for them, and 
they th ink  they cannot i^ o rd  to be both- 
«red with them  during  the spring and 
sum m er w orking season. This objection 
can be largely overcome by having the 
foals come in  the fall after the summer 
w ork Is over, and the colts can then be 
weaned and out of the way before the 
w ork commences in the  following spring. 
F a ll oolts can  go into the pastors the  next 
spring and ^vill be older and better able 
to  go throagh the next w inter than the 
colts bom  in the  spring. Every farm er 
should  raise horses fo r bis own use and 
some extra good ones to sell, and generally 
h e  w ill find it m uch eaisier to raise colts 
th a t are  born in the  fall than those that 

^ a re  born in  the spring.

Fatalities of the Battlefield Reduced One- 
Half. Fewer Amputations 

Required.

In the civil war the proportion of 
union soldiers who died of wounds to 
those who were ^killed outright In bat­
tle waa 43 to 67. or not far from 7 to 
11. These figures are taken from the 
report of the adjutant general’s  office. 
The statistics on the confederate aide 
are,le^  exact, but it may be assumed, 
tbet the proportion there was about the . 
sama

It is a comfort to know that in the 
present war the number of deaths from 
wounds Is not likely to be as much as 
50 per cent as large, In proportion to 
the number of wounds received, as It 
was either In the civil war or In *eny 
oth^r prior to the present generation. 
And this in spite of the more than 
tenfold Increased destructiveness of 
latter-day weapons.

The reason and ground for this hope 
are not In the nature of the Krag-Jor?! 
gensen and Mauser rifles, used respect-^ 
Ively by our own and the Spanish ar-[ 
mles, but in the astounding progress; 
of the last twenty years In the art ofl 
surgery. It is not because a man whi 
Is hit by an up-to-date rifle bullet mori 
often dies on the spot, for that this l! 
the case is very far from certain. Dur4 
ing the first, third and fourth quarters 
of the modern nickel-coated slug’s fligh| 
its rending effect is terribly fat^, it is 
true; but In the second quarter, or “hu­
mane area.” of Its range it has a ten­
dency to cut a clean hole.

But all experience of recent years in  ̂
dicates that where nine wounded men 
out of ten would have been burled from 
•, flftld hospital in the years between 
1S61 and 1865. only four would die In 
the year 1898. the other six being even­
tually discharged safe, whole, and 
probably in better health than they en­
joyed before they, were > wounded.

In fact, "died of wounda." so far as 
It applies to the wars of past genera­
tions, Including our own civil war, 
really means in most cases that death 
resulted from “hospital ^gangrene.” 
“hospital, fever" or erysipelas. The 
surgeons of those days were quite 
aware of thoee symptoms, but their

King’s College Hospital, London, about 
twenty years ago, Intrcrfuced there 
what has been called, the “aseptic” 
method of surgical- treatment. In this 
method the whole vicinity of thb part 
to' be operated on, called. In the lan­
guage of the cUnic^“the--sarglcal field,” 
is impregnated with a spray ol car­
bolic acid by means of an atomiser.

As soon as the operation la fliflshed, 
not only le the air excluded from the 
wound by bandages, but theses band­
ages are steeped in solutions of germi­
cide carbolic acid, to exterminate the 
foe that besets the wound from with­
out. The instruments and the ; hands 
that operate are also washed in a solu­
tion of carbolic add.

As a result of this practice It was 
found that wounds “healed at the first 
intention/’ There was aeldom -need of 
treating suppuration, for suppuration 
never appeared, except When ihe oper­
ator or some of,his assistants had been 
guilty of gross carelessness. Bandages 
were left on until the flesh had I grown 
together again. There was no more 
washing of wounds to- be done, nor 
any expectation of febrile symptoms as 
a matter of course. The patient- was 
expected to leave his bed, not -wasted 
with slow fever, but hale and hearty. 
Between the new treatment and the 
old there was all the difference be­
tween prevention and pure.

It was evident, of course, to Lister 
and his followers that they were pro­
tecting their patients against some* 
thing tangible and destructi'b^ that 
could be made to feel the sting of a 
powerful acid. It remained - for the 
microscope and the brains of such men 
as Pasteur. Koch. Pniden and Surgeon 

^General John M. Sternberg of the Unit-' 
ed States army to successfully Investi­
gate the nature and general ways of 
that something. The power of the 
microscope happened to the prodigious­
ly increased Just about that time by 
discoveries in practical optics, and one 
of the first results was the detection 
and Identlftcatjon of "streptococcus py­
ogenes."

A most carious pbenomeBon has been 
observed In the fiow of an artesian well 
on Kealia plantation. Kauai. The 
water haa^ regular variationa in Its 
flow, being low'est at 8 o'clock in the 
morning, gradually rising. until it at­
tains Us greatest fiow ' at 2 o'clock In 
the afternoon, and then as gradually 
falling until 8 o’clock In the morning. 
Manager George H. Fairchild, of the 
plantation, thus describes the peculiar 
phenomenon: “The top of the pipe Is 
thirteen feet above sea level. At eight 
o’clock there is a flow of about 1.000,000 
gallons In twenty:four hours. By 
adding five feet more of pipe the flow 
stops. We have had thU extra five feet 
of pipe on top of the well for a month 
or more, waiting tor extra pipe to con­
duct the water to the mill where it Is 
to be used. We have noticed a peculiar 
action of this column of water, add I 
hkve been unable to find any explana­
tion of It. If the publication of the 
facts by the Star will lead to an expla­
nation, I will be very much gratified.

' The column of w'ater in this five feet 
additionar pipe placed to prevent the 
flow at 8 o’clock in the morning is at 
Its lowest point, one and a half Inches 
below the top of - the pipe. Then it 
rises until at noon it begins to fiow 
over the pipe. The flow increases until 
2 o’clock, when there is quite a fiow. 
From that time it gradually falls, untii 
at 11 o’clock at night there is a very 
slight flow and this ceases at 1 o’ci:)jk 
In the morning, the water gradually 
falling until it reaches the lowest point 
at 8 o’clock, when it begins ,̂ to 'rise 
again. It has been suggested‘thaLthis 
change In fiow Is due to the tides, or 
to the rotation of the earth, or to the 
Influence of the suh. It is interesting, 
and I should like a satisfactory expla­
nation.’’ Representative McCandless 
says regarding this phenomenon that 
In his experience where an arte.^ian 
well Is influenced by the tides tho 
water never rises above the sea level.— 
Hawaiian Star.

causes had not yet been discovered. It 
was supposed that the atmosphere of 
a hospital was Impregnated with a sub­
tle. Impalpable infection, which coiilcl 
only be combated after It had begua to 
show Its effect In suppuration. One, 
fluid result of this infection was even 
called, quaintly enough, “laudable pvis." 
because, on the theory that a certain 
degree of suppuration was unavoidable, 
it was regarded as a troublesome Jiu- 
mor, which, if kept in, would produce 
fever. It was not then known, perhaps 
hardly even suspected, that the sur­
geon himself was actually Inoculating 
patient after patient with a terrible 
specific disease.

The surgeons of the civil war would 
doubtless have been very much gur- 
prised to hear that their hands, haajtlly 
rinsed in cold hydrant or spring wsjtcr,. 
we^e busy carfying from wound to 
wound hundreds of organisms, 'the 
properiname of which was or was tp be 
“streptoooccua pyogenes.” Two med­
ical dificovariea—rone. in tbe honest 
sense of the word, empirical, the other 
resulting from purely scientific Investi­
gation—led to the detection and aRpre- 
henslm of this wholesale assassin.

Many a surgeon, before the year 1878, 
would have been glad to know how it 
might be possible to amputate legs and 
anas without suppuration. Many tried 
for a solution of the problem, although 
most were, no doubt, -content to jtake 
things as they found them, welcome the 
appearance of their “laudable pus,” 
and fight the, to them, Inevitable ’fhos- 
pltal fever.”j . '

It ihm^os^ph Llstier. whose name is 
now Ibaown in every sorglca'l ward in 
the world, who first, as a veteran, sur­
geon lately ezpreased It. “started the 
hounds on the right scent when j they 
were all at fault” This shrewd Spotch 
forgaon, coming from Edinburgh to

Tbe name sounds like that of the 
Byzantine empeYcr, but it only means 
“iittle necklace' animal that makes 
pus.” and II is a well-deserved name, 
for ryogcnf.1. is the busy maker, fipst, 
of that “laudable pus” which'is new 
known to be an acciimulatibn of the 
victim’s precious white blood corpus­
cles. and. la te r^ f  the still more dead­
ly symptoms of the dark. gUirous pus.

The way to guard against tihls deadly 
gangrene and fever was, fortunately 
for humanity, pointed out qven while 
its cause was oaly vaguely known. The 
general principles of Lister’s methods 
have been thoroughly and ^ ’stematlc- 
ally applied in our service. Not only 
are there complete facilities for aseptic 
surgery in the field hospitals which will 
accompany the United States soldiers 
to Cuba or to tbe Philippines, as well 
as ia the sick bays of every man-of- 
war, but in every regiment there are 
a certain number of men in the ranks, 
'-each provided with antiseptic dressing 
packed bormetIcallyi_ These are the 
trained bearers of first aid to the 
wounded. The regulations allow of 
tte ir leaving their fighting positions 
from time to time to bihd up the 
wounds of fallen comrades in such a 
way a-3 to effectually guard against 
“sepsis." or the Infection of suppura­
tion.

Believing that the tax-payers of the vil­
lage of Plymouth are entitled to a know­
ledge of the facts in the csss relstive to 
the watsr-works lawsuit and the decision 
of the court in regard to the same, we 
have obtained a copy of the report of the 
referee and publish it herewith.

T h e  undersigned referee, appoin­
ted by "a ru le of this cou rt m ade in 
the  above cause, having heaird and 
exam ined the  m atters in controversy

said cause, and  having exam ined 
oath th e  several witnesses pro- 

ced therein , finds the  following 
facts, to  wit;

F I N D I N G  O f  f a c t .
1. T h a t on o r about the twenty- 

n inth day of February , A. D. 1892, 
the said plaintiffs en tered  into a  cer­
ta in  con trac t and agreem ent in 
w riting with the  defendan t in said ' 
bause to deliver in perfect o rder by 
the fifteenth day  of June, A. D, 1892, 
all the  several classes of work, labor 
and m aterial necessary  for Ihe full 
completion of a  system  of water-w orks 
to be bu ilt for and  by the  village of 
Plym outh, M ichigan, as should be 
determ ined by the  chief engineer 
and a board of w ater commissioners.

2. T h a t u n d er the  term s of the 
con trac t the village of Plym outh was 
to  pay for said w ater works to  the 
said plaintiffs the sum  of tw enty-nine 
thousand dollars.

In  the construction  of the work 
both vitrified pipe and cast iron pipe 
were to  be used. T h e  vitrified pipe 
s tarted  from the N orth rup  Spring, 
so called, about four and a  half miles 
north  by west of Plym outh. This 
vitrified pipe line as orignally  laid 
ou t was about th irteen  hundred  feet 

length. T h e  balance was ckst 
iron pipe extending  to the  v illage and 
th rough certa in  s treets  in the  village. 
T h e  vitrified pipe was all twelve in ­
ches in diam eter. T h e  cast iron pipe 
as originally specified, varied from  
four to  twelve inches in diam eter. 
In  add ition  there  were a  la rge  num ­
b e r of special castings.

4. T h e  chief engineer of ^ i d  
work was W illiam S. P arker and  fin­
d e r the con trac t it was agreed  th a t 
he should determ ine the  am punt due 
and payable as partia l paym ent and 
also as final paym ent.

5. F inal paym ent was in  no case 
to  be m ade for any portion of the 
contract, work, labor o r m aterial un ­
til full acceptance by the board  of 
w ater commissioners, which accep­
tance  was to be du ring  th e  90 days 
in which the  con trac to r was required  
to  keep the  system  afte r com pletion, 
in good w orking .order.

6. T h e  con trac to r was n o t enti­
tled to  receive paym ent for any extra 
work unless o rdered  in w riting by 
the  eng ineer and  w ater commission­
ers a t a  price fixed previous to  the 
com m encem ent of the  same;

7. T h e  co n trac t and s i^ if ic a -  
tions a re  fully set forth  in this cause 
in the  declaration  therein , reference 
being  m ade thereto .

8. T h e  con trac t called for the  
build ing  of reservoir a t the  N orth ­
rup  Springs, so called, situated  one 
and one half miles w est of N orth- 
ville on the  F rank  Chapm an farm.

9. From  th is sp ring  a  survey was 
m ade and a  line s taked  out to  the 
villajge of Plym outh upon which line 
a t the  certa in  required  dep th  the 
w ater pipe was to be laid. T h e  ini­
tial point was a t the  sp ring  called 
station O and each succeeding s ta ­
tion was one hundred  feet apart.

T h e  con tract en tered  in­
to  between the plaintiff and  defend­
an t was based upon m ap profile and 
line of the  work toge ther with the  
specifications as subm itted by  the 
chief engineer of the  w ^ k ; and the 
board of w ater commissioners.

n .  A fter the  execution of the  
con trac t and before any pipe was laid 
the  chief engineer and  the  board  o f 
Water com m issioners changed the 
line as originally laid ou t from  s u tio n  
O  to  s ta t i j^  54 plus 70. T h e  new line 
as changed  was more direct, saved 
abou t 30 feet, went to the northw ard 
and  down the hill slope.

12. Q uicksand and  unstaple m a­
teria l were found upon the  new line 
as laid ou t which required  the  use 
of tim ber and concrete for th e  pro 
per support of the vitrified crock.

13. From  w ant of p roper super­
vision on the  p a rt of the  defendants 
and from  w ant of p roper care  and 
th rough  willful neglect on the  part 
of the  plaintiffs p roper g rade was 
not following .in laying the  vitrified 
crock and in Sherill’s ^woods where 
the excavation was the  dep th  of 20 
feet, the  c^pek cam e ^ e t h c r  in the 
form  of. an inverted V-with the  apex 
2 feet above th e  g rade  line. T his 
prevented the  flow of the  w ater and 
required  a  large am ount of work on 
^ e  p a rt of th e  village of Plym outh  
to  discover th is defect and  to  pu t 
th e  pipe in p roper s h a i^  .

14. Soon a fte r tl^e w ork w as com ­
m enced it was decided  to  make 
ce rta in  c h a n g e  in  th e  am ount and 
k ind  of p ipe vsedjin; tile  location o f  
th e  same. T hese  chajuges were

b ro u g h t abou t by  changes of line of 
pipeTW th e  village and ' th e  discovery 
t b ^  jthe quan tity  of p ipe as specified 
in th e  agreem ent was w rong. O n 
acconnt of these changes the  village 
of Plym outh agreed  to  pay the 
plaintiffs an  additional sum o f $500.

T here  was also a  change m ade 
on Pearl s treet and the  ex tra  am ount 
due [the plaintiffs for this change was 
^200.36.

16. U pon S e p t 15 th e  chief en ­
g ineer of the  works sent the  follow­
ing le tte r to  the plaintiffs;

Plym outh, S e p t 15, 1892. 
Messrs. Sheehan & Dunn.

G entlem en:— W here quicksand in ­
terferes with^^the laying of the vitri 
fied pipe, cqncrete shall be used so 
as to  insure the  safety of said pipe, 
and when tfieTem oving of the plank 
would d istu rb  the p ip e -o r  concrete, 
the  sam e shall be left in the  trench 
and paid for a t $20.00 p e r M. T he  
concrete  will be paid for a t the 
agreed  price of $7.00 per C. Y.

17. Thom as P . Sheehan represen- 
cd  the  plaintiff in the  prosecution of 
work from  A pril till abou t Christmas, 
1S92. W ork was then suspended 
for the  w inter and  R obert Dunn, 
representing  the firm, a fte r a con 
ference with the village authorities

reference to  being  allowed the 
ten, per cent, retained  u n d e r  the con^ 
trac t, took hold of the  work in F eb­
ruary, 1893, and  rem ained in charge 
until July, 1893. * H e  then  left the 
work and a t  th a t tim e w ater had not 
yet been b rough t down to  the  village.

18. .After Ju ly  21, 1893, the work 
was done under the  d irection  d i the 
w ater board  of the  village. I t  was 
found necessary to relay vitrified 
pipe in different portions of the  work 
and  in R am sdell’s cut, so called, as 
well as o ther places to substitute 
iron pipe for vitrified.

19. T h e  work as done by the 
village extended to  Sept. 21, 1894, 
and consisted largely in re laying the 
line, cleaning  ou t the  reservoir, re 
pairing  leaks, and pu tting  the work 
in such shape th a t the  w ater could 
be b rought to the village from the 
N orth rup  spring.

20. A lthough there  was a  chief 
eng ineer of the  work he did not de ­
vote his en tire  tim e to  its supervis- 
sion . H e  p repared  th e  specifica­
tions, m ade  surveys, maps and p ro ­
files, and  exam ined the  work a t the 
discretion  of the  board  o r himself. 
H e  did no t irtdividually o r  .through 
tils assistants m ake the  carefu l and 
close inspection necessary upon the 
work of th is  m agnitude.

II. T h e  village authorities acted 
good faith  and  did w hat they 

could with lack of technical help and 
advice and w ithin these  lim itations 
used the  g rea test econom y and care 
to  com plete the  work.

22. T h e  contractors du ring  the  
progress of th e  work ;had  the  village 
of Plym outh pay th e ^  bills and  also 
deposit money to  th e ir  c red it in the 
bank. T h e  plaintiffs did a  certain 
am ount of e i t r a  work no t covered 
by  the  con trac t for which I  find due 
them  a  certa in  sum. A nd on the 
o ther hand the  village did  some 
work left unfinished by the  plaintiffs 
which I charged  against the  plain­
tiffs.

23̂  1 find th a t th e  special cast­
ings supplied by t h e ‘̂ plaintiffs ex­
ceeded  th e  am ount as bid upon 
them  as under the  specifications and 
th a t th is  ex tra  am ount am ounts to 
the  sum of 5,238 pounds. . T h e  plain 
tiff’s tools w ere used  by defendan t 
and the  value of the  use of the  same 
and  the tools lost o r no t re tu rned  by 
the defendan t to  the  plaintiffs to  be 
I150. I find th a t under da te  of 
M arch 20, 1894 th a t the  defendant 
by the ir agen t received  the  follow­
ing le tte r from the plaintiff:

25. I find that the declaration in Raid 

cause was filed April 12th, 1894, The 
items stated above as pay rolls was for 
money advanced by defendant for work 
done by it in Sherill’s cut, and rendered 
necessary that the pipe was not laid^by the 
plaintiff in a proper manner. The other 
items mentioned as well as a portion of 
the pay roll was for money paid by defen 
dants for work procured to'be done by 
defendant upon different portions of the 
line as laid out and rendered necessary by 
the fact that the pipe laid by plaintiffs was 
not down to grade but it was also not laid 
in connection with the work therewith 
required by the specifications and contract 
The amount therefor Is what such work 
was originally ■worth.

F IN D IN G  OF LAW .

1. There never was a formal abandon­
ment of the contract mentioned in the 
declaration in this cause by the plaintiffs.

2 . That when Dunn left the work 
complete in July, 1893 the defendant had 
an undoubted right to go ahead and finish 
the work within*’the terms of the contract 
and to charge back against the plaintiffs the 
amount necessary to make the work as 
finished equal to that provided for by the 
contract

3. That when the defendant changed 
the line from station o to station 54 plus 70 
it made itself liable for any increase of 
labor and expenses brought about by this 
change over what the construction and 
laying the pipe upon the old line would 
have coft between these two points.

4. That as the contract and specifica­
tions and proposed material did not meet 
the natural engineering difficulties enedun- 
tered upon the work the village was re­
sponsible when this w’ork had to be done 
over against and were liable for the in­
creased cost for work and material.

5. That the letter of May 20, 1S94 ad­
dressed to L. H. Bennett was sent to him 
as the agent of and acting in behalf of the 
village of Plymouth and the village was 
liable for the use and loss of any of tools 
left by plaintiff upon the work

6. That under the contract in. evidence 
the village was only liable for such con­
crete and lumber as was estimated by fhe 
engineer. That the defendant was liable 
for the extra amount of castings used upon 
the work over and above that estimated 
in the original contract and that there was 
an implied contract on the part of the 
defendants to pay for the same. That as 
the declaration was filed in this cause upon 
April 12, 1894, the plaintiffs are entitled to 
interest from that date up6n the balance 
found to be due at the rate of six per cent 
per annum. •
