Use-

Among other things that the village 
needs and needs badly, is a clean, secure 
and sunitaj-j' place in which to place 
prisoners when occasion demands. • Our 
village hall w.as built with the idea of 
making -a loolc-np out of one of the rooms 
by placing therein iron cages The old 
jail, which has been in use for perhaps 
30 years, is unfit for u.se and should'be 
abandoned at once. It is filthy, there is 
no ventilation, tiiul it isdecidedly insecure 
as has’beeu proven more llian once.

Every vilkige of this siz-̂  needs^lock­
up, more or less, and when it is needed , 
it is/needed atoi.ee and nothing else can 
be used in place of it. Two iron cages 
placed in the hall would cost in the neigh­
borhood of four or tit'a hundred dollars, 
and uhder the e.xisting con<li ion of things 
it might appear as an extravagant outlay, 
but it is an important matter ami should 
be looked into without farther delay. 
We believe—and we are uot alone in our 
b(3lipf—that it would be a better invest­
ment to spend $.“)Q0 for iron cages than to 
put the same nmoimt of money on our 
>treets. It is hoped that the trustees of 
the village will take some action in this 
matter tn the near future.

M i c h i g a n  C r o p  R e p o r t ,
The monthly Michigan crop report 

-says that the -average yield of wheat 
per acre, is estimated for the entire 
•State, 17.96 bu.; southern counties, 
18.16; central counties, 17.93; northern 
counties, 15.57. The fignres point to 
B cr6p of about 30,700,000 bu. and the 
<a*op has been secured in fine condition, 
and is of excellent quality. The aver­
age condition of corn in th6 state is $3. 
The condition in the southern counties 
is  substantially the sanfe as one year 
•ago, but in the central and northern 
counties it is lower. Oats are estimated 
to  yield 29 bu. per acre. Potatoes 
promi.se three-fourths, beans eight-' 
tenths, and hay nine-tenths of average 
.crops. Apples now promise in the 
state about two-thirds of an average 
crop. Peaches are estimated at about 
•even-tenths of an average crop.

* One of the most daring and success­
ful robberies ever perpetmted in Mich­
igan was carried out when the Union 
bank at Richland was entered and the 
safe blown open with nitroglycerin, 
three distinct explosion's being heard 
by a number of people, but the gang 
iscaped with its booty. According to 
. witnesses the gang was composed of 
^x men, who came to town on a hand­
e r . Four were placed on guard out- 

the bank, which is a small wooden 
>nilding. The bank is owned by N. 
S. Whitney and P. H. Gilkey. They 
cay the loss is between 96.000 and
97,000, mostly farmer’s deposits. The 
loss^will not affect the stability of the 
In-stitution, as its owners are rich men.

I t appears from the latest reports of 
the stockholders of the bank that the 
jobbers were about a:Jcaonth late to 
make a great haul, as the amount on 
deposit was 970,000 at that time.

Maj.-Gen. Shafter called a meeting 
of every commatyiing and medical 
officer of his corps at Santiago to con­
sider the recommendation of the war 
department that the army be moved to 
the interior to a healthier location. 
Col. Roosevelt handed Gen. Shaftor a 
letter in which he gave it as his opin­
ion that if the army is kept in Cuba 
during the next two months one half 
of the soldiers will die, as an epidemic 
of genuine yello;^ fever is sure to break 
out which would ruin, from the stand­
point of military efficiency, the flow:er 
of the American army. While the sick 
list exc ;eds 4.000 it afWrds but a faint 
index of the debilitation of our forces. 
Not 10 per cent are fit for active work. 
Every shifting of the camp doubles the 
sick rate and, besides, the coast is as 
healthy as the interior at this period. 
For these reasons Col. Roosevelt urged 
the immediate tran.sportation of the 
army north. Following this a paper 
was signed by everj- American general 
officer present, stating, **Thj,.s army 
must'be moved at once or perish. As 
the army can be safely moved now, the 
persons responsible for preventing such 
a move will be responsible for the un­
necessary lo.ss of thousand^ of lives.” 

(ien. Shafter at once cabled this to 
AVashinglon and a couference at the 
White Uou.se took action, for the 
prompt transportation of the army 
from Cuba to the splcmVid camp at 
Montauk Point. L. I. The first troops 
moved'will be the 'five cavalry regi­
ments, including Llic Rough Riders.

Dewey ex­
pects to take the city without lo.sing a 
man. Should Dewey and Merritt be­
gin the attack August! will propose to 
capitulate on these term.s: The 'Ŝ pan- 
ish troops to mapeh out • jvith_the 
honors ofAvar; the soldiers and officers 
to be permitted to return on parole to 
Spain and an assurance , to ■ he given 
that the lives and property of Span­
iards will be protected from naval at­
tack.

A dispatch from Madrid Baj*s: The 
government has received a; dispatch 
from Capt;-Gen. Augusti, saying that 
he had heard of thedisastertrf Admiral 
Cervera's .squadron, the capitulation of 
Santiago and the opening oi peace ne­
gotiations.' Gen. Augusti adds that he 
has improvised defenses, but his sup­
plies ai;e diminishing. The rifle am­
munition is daily decreasing and that 
for the mountain guns is about ex­
hausted. The garrison is enfeebled by 
daily losses, and it is only by valor 
and endurance of their suffering that 
the troops are able to repulse the 
enemy. Nevertheless, Gcn|. AuguiAi 
declares, the government mu.st under­
stand that valor will not alone suffice 
to-hold the city. There arc limits to 
physical endurance, the troops have 
had no rest and no relief., and conse­
quently ̂  under such circumstances it 
will be impossiblie to continue resist* 
ance unless support is received.

W’ashmgton: Unofficially the Presi­
dent was Informed that the Spanish 
ministry had acceded to the terms of 
the United,§itates for a cessation of the 
war. While tiiis government has 
strong,rea-sbns for believing that its 
terms of peace have been agreed to by 
the Madrid government, the President 
is taking nothing for granted. Ar­
rangements for pressing the war to a 
successful conclusion are going forward 
precisely as if no negotiations were in 
progress. In event of Spain's accept­
ance of the terras jjroposed by this 
country, the first step w'ill probably he 
toward an agreement to close active 
hostilities, pendirfg the drafting of a 
treaty of peace along the lines of the 
accepted terms.

Later.—An appointment was made 
by M. Cambon. the French ambassador, 
acting for Spain, for a conference \ylth 
President McKinlfcy and Secretary of 
State Day to consider a communication 
from Madrid on the peace question. 
After a conference lasting'just an hottr 
Secretary Day emerged from the White 
House and announced that the confer­
ence was inconclusive; wherefore the 
parties to it had agreed to say nothing 
publicly as to what had. occurred. 
From this it is gathered tKat the ex­
pected answer of the Spanish govern­
ment to the President's note upon be­
ing received had turned out to be either 
a counter proposition or a request for 
a fulley statement in detail 'upon some 
of the heads of, the President's nolo. 
Meantime in consonance with the de­
clared purpose of the President at the 
beginning of the overture, thj.s confer­
ence is not operating to restrain mili­
tary operations in any degree.

The govormnent is now waiting to 
hear again from Spain, 'and ihi.s time 
it  is expected th.e answer will he final. 
Firml3’. but courtomtsly. the President 
has declined the carne.st appeal of the 
French ambassador to ' modify the 
United Status' tlejnnml‘}, exccpt.in slight 
c-nd compiir:'.iiv«?ly unimportant re­
spects. One of ibe.su was that the cotu- 
mis.-iion to be appnlmed to .Settle t'uu 
terin.s of r-cace shall ir.eet outside of' 
the UnlU’d St.ite:;. aud preferably in 
Fr:ince. Thu President sees no mate­
rial objee'ion to granting this rc'jncst. 
and it is ‘.aid to bo praetic;iUy settled 
that the confcrcncc.-i will be held in 
Paris.

The .'tTadrid government, through M. 
Camhon. propounded a number of rpiics- 
tions as to the time \Vhen Spain would 
be expected to evacuate Cuba an«i the 
territory to be ceded the United States, 
and as to what provi.sion wouhl be 
made by the United States to protect 
the interc.sts of Spanish subject) in 
these islands, while the. evacuation was 
in progress. There is one point, how- 
evey, which the Spani.sh authorities, 
apparently, fail fully to comprehend, 
and Secretary Day' ibade a special coî ll 
upon the ambassador for the purpo^ 
principally of making-, perfectly cl«?ar 
this one point. The point was tliat 
the evacuation of Cuba, Porto Rico scud 
one of the Ladrone islands, to be se­
lected by the United States, and their 
permanent session to this government, 
was ■made a question precedent to all 
peace negotiations, and not until these 
terms had been, fully complied with, 
vvill this government consent to enter­
tain any peace propositions whatever.

Madrid: Consultation.s held between 
Premier Sagasta, the presidents of the 
chambers and other prominent persons, 
are of a nation.al character, with a 
view of ascertaining the opinions of 
all parties. The cabinet will follow 
the advice of the paTrty leaders and will 
leave to the crown the liberty of chos- 
ing advisers. All the leaders consulted 
have observed the - strictest reserve, 
with the exception of Senor Romero y 
Robledo, leader of the Weylcrite party, 
who declares himself for continvilng 
the war. Owing, in a great measure, 
to the patriotic efforts of Gen. Pola- 
vieja, a tacit truce seem.s now estal»- 
lislied between all factors of Internal 
disorder in Spam, until the pe4ce 
treaty is signed. The feeling of all 
classes is that the humiliation result­
ing from this disastrous war -falls not 
iTpon the Spanish nation, but upon the 
dynasty and ' government. The mo­
ment peace is signed the government 
will be made a scapegoat, and the peo­
ple will then turn .savagely against the 
dynasty and make it answerable for 
the consequences.

July war expenditures were 830,000,- 
000. So far the war has cost Uncle 
Sam $90,000,000.

Madrid dispatches say that it is cer­
tain that Don Carlos is to make an 
early attempt to seize the Spanish 
throne. Over 60,000 armed followers 
in the Pyrenees region are waiting his 
call and the army is honey-combed 
with Carlism.

Owing to the defiant attitude of the 
Philippine insurgents about Manila 
Gen. Merritt has asked that his force 
of 30,000 American troops be increased 
to 50,000 as soon a s ; possible to place 
him in a  positiop to meet any emer­
gency which maly arise.

The wreckers at work on the remain.s 
of Admiral Cervera's fleet have suc­
ceeded in floating the Spanish cruiser 
Maria Teresa and have notified the navy 
department that she will soon start for 
Norfolk under her own steam.

The talk of an extra session of con­
gress being called to ratify the treaty 
of peace and . formulate laws for the 
government of our newly acquired ter­
ritory is somewhat premature. I t is 
said that even with the terms of peace 
agreed to it would require two or three 
months to complete the formal treaty 
and as congress meets in regular ses­
sion in Decetnber an extra session is 
imneccssary. As to the goverment of

Gen. Allies reports from Ponce*. “Vol­
unteers are surrendering themselves 
with arxns and ammunition. Four- 
fifth.s of the people arc overjoyed at 
the arrival of the army. Two thous­
and from one. place nave volunteered 
to serve with us. They arc bringing 
in tran.sportaUon, beef cattle aud other 
needed supplies; The custom house 
■has already yielded SH.OOO. As to the 
government and military occupation 
I have given instructions, based upon 
those i.ssued by the President in the 
case of .the PhUippinc islands and sim­
ilar to tho.se issued at Santiago.”

Cd. Ilutings, with 10 companies of 
the Si.xteenth Pennsylvania, has oc- 
occupied Juan Diaz, about eight miles 
northeast of Ponce, on the road to S4n 
Juan. The American flag was raised 
and greeted with great enthusiasm by 
the populace. The American troops 
have, also reached Coamo, about 16 
miles northeast of Ponce, on the road 
to San Juan. Thus far they have met 
with no resistance. The first real re­
sistance is e.xpccted when our troops 
reach .Vihonitoc 3."> miles northeast of 
Ponce. Ail)onitohas a thou.sand feet 
elevation. Tiie military road to San 
Juan i.s broad and well beaten, and 
will offer no such difficulties to the 
passage of artillery and supply train.s 
as did the so;fgy and almost .unbroken 
trail.s of Cuba to the advance of Gen. 
Shnf'.ci*.

Capt. Goo.lrich. coi'nmander of the 
auxilixiry crui.scr St. Loui’.s. seized the 
ports :ind harbors of Arroyo and Guuy- 
am;’.. 40 and 43 mili-s. respcct'tvoly, ea.st 
of Rou'‘e. and hoi?,tcd ihe^ 8Tars and 
StrijH's over bi»th pRicc-..' They will 
proba'dy bt* u.-crl us a base of opera­
tions for the scc'ijid divi.sion of the 
American army, the advance of which 
under Miij,-<teu. Urourtc was landcfl at 
Arroyo by the St. Louis. Gm. Brooke 
at once marched north and took tire 
to\\ ii of Gavey. on the mUltar3' r*)ad 
which runs from Pon'ce to San Juan, 
and directly ea;>t of Ailxmito. Thus 
Gen. Brooke will he able either to ,dis­
regard the Spanish force at the latter 
point ami to pusli on to San Juan or to 
clo.se in upon it from the rear. The 
natural strength of the Spanish strong­
hold at Aibouito and the character of 
the defensive works erect^l there ne- 
ces.sltated a flank movement and .this 
is what Gen. Brooke accompli.shcd.

Gen. Miles, liaving received infoi'ma- 
tion that the fine military ro;Kl from 
Ponce to San Juan had been mined by 
the Spaniards between Jaun Diaz and 
.^ibonito formed a new plan, in accord­
ance with which (icn. Stone, with 
some 'iViscou.sin troops. pre.ssod rapidly 
toward Arceibo. on the northern coast 
of the’island and Gen. Brooke will ad­
vance toward San Juan from Arroyo. 
Gen. Stone, after occupying Adjuantas, 
to the north of Ponce, look Co. C, Sec­
ond Wisconsin, asfarnoi’th as Utuado, 
1') miles bcvtmd Adjuantas. The road is 
impi*a,oticable for the transportation of 
artillery and wagons, but the cavalry 
and infantry will have no trouble in 
advancing by this route to Arceiboi 
from which point a railroad and a good 
dirt road extend to San Juan. The ar­
tillery and wagons will sent by trans­
ports to --Vreeibo.

While San Juan is thus being threat­
ened from tlie wesit by tlie advance • of 
Gen,. Stone's troops, those under Gen. 
Brooke will have scizeil the Ponce mil­
itary road beyond the danger points 
and from Tvbieh place the Americans 
can advance j*apiclly. The Spanish 
forces which prepared to resist the 
Americans a t 'Aibonito are likely to 
find themselves be.set by Americans on 
both sides, a.s the forces from I'onceare 
steadily pushing forward and their 
outposts are n^w 20 miles beyond Ponce.

The Amcidcan navy ha.s .occupied ns 
a harbor and ba.se of supplies for the 
San Juan.operations a large bay within 
the line pf islands and reefs a t San 
Juan point; 2.3i miles from Monro castle. 
This splendid anchorage was unsus­
pected. The out.side seems to be made 
up of small islands. The entrance to 
the channel is tortuous. Fourteen of 
our ships are there and others are com­
ing and when the American army ap­
pears before San Juan. The fleet will 
bombard the fortifications and make 
other di’̂ rsions to keep the enemy 
busy at every point, while Ihe army at­
tacks the city from the land side.

Gen. Brooke's advance guard entered 
Guyamo after sharp skirmishing, in 
which several on both sides were 
wounded. The Spanish force at Guy­
amo, numbering 500, were driven back 
toward Cayey [with the loss of one 
killed and two wounded. Gen. Haines 
occupies the town. Maj. Flagler's 
forces, while reconnoitering near 
Coamo, ran into the . enemy's pickets, 
and was fircd;upon. Thirty-shg^ts were 
fired, but no one 'was injured. .

Gcn. Stone set a large force of natives 
at work clearing a road from Adjuntas 
to Utuado and then a general advance 
of the American forces at Ponce began.

Patriotism begins at home, but d<^ 
not end there.

T o  C n r e  C o n a t l p a t l o n  F o r e v e r ,

That is the Niagara Falls over w^hlch 
rush a multitude cf souls, namely the 
determination to have the money any­
how, right or wrong. Tell me how a 
man gets his money and what he does 
with It, and I will tell you his character 
and what will be his destiny In this 
w’orld and the next. I propose to ^eak 
today about the ruinous modes of get­
ting money.

In all our city, state and national 
elections large sums of money are. used 
In bribery. Politics, from being the 
science of good government, has bften 
been draggled into the synonym for 
truculency and turpitude. A mopster 
sin. plausible, potent, pestlferou^ has 
gone forth to do Itp dreadful work In 
aJl ages. Its two hands are rotten; with 
leprosy. I: keeps its right hand bidden 
In a deep pocket. The left hapd is 
clenched, and with Its Ichorous knuckle 
It taps at the door of the court-room, 
the legislative hall, the congress and 
the parliament. Tbe door swings open, 
and the monster enters and- glides 
through the aisle'of the council Cham­
ber as softly as a slippered page, and 
then it takes Us right hand froim its 
deep pocket and offers It in salutation 
to judge or legislator. If that haind be 
taken and the palm pf the Intruder 
cross the palm ofUhe official the leprosy 
crosses from palm to palm in a round 
blotch, round as a gold eagle, and the 
virus spreads and the dopm is fixdd and 
the victim perishes. Let bribery, ac­
cursed of God and man, stand up for. 
trial.

The Bible arraign's It again and 
again. Samuel says of his two sons, 
who became judges, “They took bribes 
and perverted judgment.” David says 
of some of his pursuers, “Their right 
hand is full of bribes.” Amos sayS of 
somo men in his day. “They take a 
bribe and turn aside the poor Jn the 
gate.” Eliphaz foretells the crashing 
blows of God's indignation, decUring, 
“Fires shall consume the tabeimacles 
of bribery.”

It Is no light temptation. The might- 
lest have fallen under It. Lord Bacon, 
Lord Chancellor of England, founder 
of our “m^fe'rn' science,, author 
“Novum deganum,” and a whiole li­
brary of I books, the leading thinker of 
his century. So precocious that vhen a 
little child he vras asked by QueeD EllZr 
abeth, “How old are you?” he r^pond- 
ed. "I am two years:.younger than your 
Majesty’s happy relgiS;” oftSdiOBe ora­
tory Ben Jonson- wrote, “The tear of 
every man that beard him was jlest he 
should make an end;" having ;an In­
come which you would aupposef would 
have put him beyond the temtitation 
of bribery—thirty-elx thousand dollars 
a year, and Twickenham Court, a gift, 
and princely estates In Hertfordshire— 
yet under the temptation to bribery, 
falling flat Into ruin, and on his con­
fession of taking bribes, as excuse that 
all his predecesso.rs took them; be was 
fined two hundred thousand dollara—or 
what corresponds with ow two hun­
dred thousand dollars—and Impris­
oned In Lon^n Tower.

The black chapter In English, Irish, 
French and American politlcsi la the 
chapter of bribery. Some of you re­
member the Pacific mail subsidies. 
Most of you remember the awful trag­
edy of the Credit Moblller. Under tho 
temptation to bribery Benedict Arnold 
sold the fort In the Highlands for $31.- 
575. For this sin Gorgey betrayed 
Hungary, Ahltbopel forsook David and* 
Judas kissed Christ. When I see so 
many of the Illustrious going down un­
der this temptation it makes me think 
pf the red dragon spoken of In Reve- 
iatlon. with seven heads and ten horns 
and seven crowns, drawing a third part 
of the stars of heaven down afl^r him.

The lobbies of the Legislatures of 
this country control the country. The 
land Is drunk with bribery! “Qh.“ says 
some one, “there’s no need ofi talking 
against bribery by promise oriby dol­
lars, because every man has his price.”
I do not believe It. Even heathenism 
and the Dark Ages have furnished 
specimens of incorruptibility. A cadi 
of Smyrna hadf a case brought before 
him on trial. A man gave him five hun­
dred ducats in bribery. The case came 
on. The briber had many witnesses. 
The poor man on the othier side 
had no witnesses. At the close 
of the case . the cadi said: 
"This poor man has no witnesses, he 
thinks; I shall produce In his behalf 
five hundred witnesses against -the 
other side.” Then pulling out the bag 
of ducats from under the ottoman, he 
dashed it down at the feet of the briber, 
saying, “I give my decision' against 
you.” Epamlnondas offered a bribe, 
eald, “I will do this thing if it be right, 
and If it be wrong, all your goods can­
not persuade me.”

The President of the American Con­
gress during the American Revolution, 
Genelral Reed, was offered ten thou-

guineas by foreign commissioners
would betray his countr^^j He re*

“Gentlemen, I am a v*ery poor 
man but tell your King he Is not rich 
enough to buy me.’"‘ But why go so far. 
when you and I, if we move ih honor­
able society, know men and; women 
who by all the forces of earth 'and hell 
could not he bribed. They Would no 
more be bribed than you would think 
of tempting an angel of Jigl^' to ex­
change heaven for tbe pit/ Td offer a 
bribe Is villainy, but it is' a very poor 
compliment to the man to vtipm  it is 
offered.

I have not much faith In those people 
who go about bragging how mpeh they 
could get if they would only sell *oL

Those women who complain that they 
are very often insulted, need to under­
stand that there is something in tbei? 
carriage to Invite Insult. There are 
men at Albany, and at Harrisburg, and 
at Washington, who^ould no more be 
approached by a bi^be than a pirate 
boat with a few cutlasses would dare 
to attack a British man-of-war with 
two banks of guns on each side loaded 
to the touch-hole. They are Incorrupti­
ble men, and they are the few men who 
are to save the city and save the land.

Meanwiilie, my advice la, keep out of 
polltica unless you are Invulnerable to 
this style of temptatlcm. Indeed, if 
even you are naturally strong, you need 
religious buttressing. Nothing but the 
grace of God can sustain our public 
men and make them what wê  wlsh. 
I wish there might come an old-fash­
ioned revival of religion, that it .might 
break out in congress and the legis­
latures and bring many of the leading 

, Republicans and Democrats down on 
the anxious seat of repentance. That 
day will come, or something better, for 
the Bible declares that kings * and 

.queens shall become nursing fathers 
‘and mothers to the church, and if the 
greater in authority, then certainly the 
!«ss. ^

My charge also to parents Is, re­
member that this evil of bribery often 
begins in the home circle, and In the 
nursery. Do not bribe your children. 
Teach them to do that which is right, 
and not because of the ten cents or the 
orange which you will give them. 
There is a great difference between're- 

. warding virtue and making the prof­
its thereof the lmpelli;fg motive. That 
man who is honest rfierely because 
“honesty is the best policy” Is already 
a moral bankrupt. .

My charge is to you. In all depart­
ments of life, steer clear of bribery all 
of you. Every man and • woman at 
some time will be tempted to do wrong 
for compensation. The bribe may not 
be offered-fn money. It may be offered 
in social position. Let us remember 
that there is a day coming when the 
most secret transaction of private life, 
and of public life, will come up for 
reprehension.

In any community there may be some 
who have misappropriated trust funds. 
Put them back, or. If you have so hope­
lessly involved them 'that you cAn- 
not put them back, confess the who'.*i 
thing to those whom you have 
wronged, and you will sleep better 
nights, and you will have lue beucr 
chnnee for your 4oul, "What a rad 
thing It w’ould be If, afteryou are dead, 
your administrator should find oui 
from the account-books, or from .the 
lack of vouchers, that you were not 
only bankrupt In estate, but that you 
lost.your soul!

A blustering young man arrived at a 
hotel In the West, and he saw a man on 
the sidewalk whom he supposed to be 
a laborer, and In a rough way, as no 
man has alright to address a laborer, 
said to him, “Carry this trunk up­
stairs.” The man carried the trunk 
upstairs and came dowm, and then the 
young man gave him a quarter of a 
dollar which was clipped, and Instead 
of being twenty-five cents It was worth 
only twenty cents. Then the young 
man gave his card to the laborer and 
said, “You take this up to Governor 
Grimes; I want to see him.” "Ah.” 
said the laborer, “I am Governor 
Grimes.” “Oh,” , said the young man. 
“you—I—excuse me.” Then the ‘gov­
ernor said; "I was much Impressed by 
the letter you wrote me asking for a 
certain office in my gift, and I had 
made up my mind you should have it: 
but a young man who will chest a la­
borer out of five cents would swln*ile 
the government of the state if .he got 
his hands on it. I don't want yoiL 
Good morning, sir.”

I do not suppose there was ever a 
better specimen of honesty than was 
found in the Duke of Wellington. He 
marched with his army over the 
French frontier, and the army w-as suf­
fering, and he scarcely "knew how to 
get along. Plenty of  ̂plunder all 
about, but he commanded none of the 
plunder to be taken. He writes home 
these remarkable words: “We arc
overwhelmed with debts, and I can 
scarcely stir out of my house on ac­
count of public creditors, waiting to 
demand what is due. to iheni.” Yet 
at th^ very lime the French peasantry 
were bringing their valuables to him 
to keep. A celebrated writer, says ot 
the transaction:' ‘‘Nothing can be 
grander or more nobly original than 
Ihi^'fidmisslon. This old soldier, after 
thirty years’ service, this Iron man 
and victorious general, established in 
an enemy’s country at the head of an 
Immense army, is afraid of his cred­
itors! This is a kind of'‘fear that has 
seldom troubled conquerors and in­
vaders. and I doubt If the annals of 
war present ans^thing comparable to 
its sublime simplicity.”

Oh! is it not high time that we 
preach the morals of the Gospel right 
beside the faith of tbe Gospel? .Mr. 
Froude, the celebrated English histo­
rian, has written of his own country 
these remarkable w'ords; “From the 
great house in the city of London id 
the village grocer, the commercial life 
of England has been saturated with 
fraud. So deep has it gone that a 
strictly honest tradesman can hardly 
hold his ground against competition. 

'You can no longer trust that any arti­
cle you buy Is the thing which it pre­
tends to be. We have false weights, 
false measures, cheating, and shod­
dy everywhere. And yet the clergy- 
have seen all this grow up In absolute 
indifference; Many hundreds of ser­
mons have I heard in England on the 
divine mission of the clergy, on bish­
ops, and on justification.and the theoiy 
of good works, and verbal Inspiration, 
and tbe efficacy of the sacraments; but 
daring all these thirty wonderful years, 
never one that I  can recollect on com- 
non honesty.” i *

I am glad that some one has sot to 
music thaptecene in August, 18S1, when 

.a yoiing girl savWfrom death a whole 
rail train of ̂ passengers. Some of you 
remember that out West in that year 
on a stormy night a hurricane 'blew 
down part of a railroad bridge. A 
freight train came along and It crashed 
into the ruin, and th^ engineer and 
conductor perished.. There was a 
gin living in her father’s cabin, near 
the disaster, and she heard the crash 
of the ■freight train, and she knew that 
in a few moments an express was due. 
She lighted a lantern and clambered 
up on . the one beam of the wrecked 
bridge* on to the main bridge, which 
was trestle work, and started to. cross 
amid the thunder and the lightning 
of the tempest, and the raging of the 
torrent beneath. One misstep and it 
would have been death. Amid all 
that horror the lantern went out. 
Craw’llng sometimes, and sometimes 
walking over the slippery rails, and 
over the trestle work, she came to the 
other side of the river. She wanted 
to get to the telegraph station, where 
the express train did not stop, so that

telegrap
station where the train did stop. The 
train was due In a few minutes. She 
was one mile off from the telegraph 
station, but fortunately the train was 
late. With cut and bruised feet she 
flew likc the wind. Coming up to the 
telegraph station, panting with almost 
deadly exhaustion, she. had only 
strength to shout, “the bridge is 
down!” when she dropped unconscious, 
and could hardly be resuscitated. The 
message was sent from that station to 
the next station, and the train halted, 
and that -night that brave girl saved 
the lives of hundreds of passengers, 
and saved many homes from desola- 
titm. But every street Îs a track, 
and every style of business is a track, 
and every day is a track, and every 
night Is a track, and multitudes un­
der the power of temptation come 
sweeping on and sweeping down to­
ward perils raging and terrific. God 
help us to go 6ut and stop the train! 
Let us throw some signal. Let us 
give some warning; By the throne 

-cf God let us flash some influence to 
stop the downward progress. Beware! 
liewTire! The bridge Is down, the 
chasm is deep, and the lightnings nf 
God set all the night of sin on fire 
with this warning: “He that, being 
often reproved, hardeneth his neck, 
s::all suddenly be destroyed, and that 
without remedy.”

A Stay-at-Home Traveler.
“There Is.” said the man from Bos­

ton, ‘‘a very curious person over in 
Boston. He is a man now 43 years of 
age, and he has never been away from 
Boston. In early life he developed a 
strong tendfincy for travel, and with 
this end in view he would plan a trip 
four months ahead to Norway. Then 
he would go to the Bo^on atbeneum 
and look up .da^a relating to Norway in 
three languages and then for four 
months he would saturate himself with 
Norway until It came time to go. Then 
he would argue that it was useless to 
go to the trouble and expense of going 
to a place about which he knew bo 
much and he would set about plan­
ning another trip with the same re­
sults. As he not only read all the

The'receivers of the Baltimore? ft 
Ohio Railroad have turned their atten­
tion to the Improvement of the grades 
on the third division, from Cumber­
land to Grafton, or rather that portion 
which lies between Altamont, the top 
of the seventeen-mile grade, and Ter­
ra Alta, where the Cranberry grade be­
gins to descend. , The line passes 
through Deer Park and Oakland aitd 
crosses what is knorwn as the “Glades”
