Russia is Crowding Great Britain
Out of Northern China.

BRITISH BECOMING AROUSED.

Riuslb, France nnd Belglam Unite nnd
Prevent Great Britain Secnrtnx Con-
ceeslon* of the Greate*t Importance

to BritUh Chlaeee Interest*.

Great Britain has received a severe
set-back in China as a result of the
combined diplomacy of Russia,) France
and Belgium, particularly the [former.
The contest centered on the ffranting
of the concessions for constructing a
railway from Pekin to Han-Kow, and
it was universally conceded that the
power which secured this was in the
ascendancy in Chinese empire.  For
this reason Sir Claude M. MacDonald,
the British ministerto China, attended
a meeting of the Chinese foreign office
officials and pledged Great Britain's
formal promise to support China if
threatened by any Joreign powei™n
account of a concession granted to a

" British subject. However, M. Pa"loff,
the Russian charge d'affaires, continued
to exert his influence against the Pe-
kin-Han-Kowv railroad. The conces-
sion represented' the essence of Great
Britain's future in China, and it was
realized that if China yielded to Rus-
sian menaces, the prospects’ of the
Shan Si (British) syndicate were im-
periled. It wasa foregone conclusion
that M. Pavloff would demknd a revo-
cation by the Chinese govornnrenl of
the Shan Si contract. Private enter-
prise would avail nothing again.st, life
representations of Russia, and Great
Britain would be barred from the com-
mercial advantages which that agree-
ment carrie.s.

Washington; TIu* state department
gives out the following dispatch re-
ceived from U. S. Consul Wildman, at
Hong Kong: “Augusti says Dewey
bombarded Manila; city surrendered
unconditionally. Augusti was taken
by Germans in a launch to- the cruiser
Kaiscrin Augusta and broughtto llong
Kong. Cedit report.™

Press dispatches from Hong Kong
say.' Gen. Augusti. captain-general of
the Philippines, arrive<l by the Kaiserin
Augusta. « He refuses to be intervieu'ed
and will say nothing more than that
he is going to Spain at the first oppor-
tunity, The German consul was called
upon and he informed the correspond-
ent that the outskirts of Manila were
bombarded by tlie Americans and th;it
the city surrendered. No damage™”\vas
done to the city proper, only the out-
.skirts being bombarded. Gen. Augusti.
told a lady that Admiral Dewey de-
manded the surrender of Manila in an
hour. The Spaniards declined to .sur-
render, and Dowey began the bombard-
ment, and the Spaniards hoisted the
white flag. Gen. Augusti immediately
jumped into a German launch, which
was in waiting.-and went to the Kais-
erin Augusta which s;iiled before the
bombardment ¢*us concluded.

A terrible clowiburst in Hawkins
county. Tenn.. carried 32 persons to
Itligir deaths besides doing damage
to property. Five entire families were
wiped out of c.xistence. one family
numbering 13 per.sons.

The huge camp at Montauk Point.
Long Island, has been named “Camp
Wykoff,” in honor of Col. Chas, A
Wyhoff. 22d r. S. infantry, who was
killed July 1at Santiago. A plentiful
supply of fresh water has been fouml
for the camp.

Adispatch from Ponce. Porto Rico
says: Capt. Biddle, of Co. C. Founh
Ohio volunteers, mu.st stand trial by
courtmartial and then answer for the
conduct of his men during the attack
on Guayama. It is alleged that dur-
ing the .slight skirmish Co. Cfled panic
stricken at the first fire, and their
flight spread the alarm, whiclj almost
cau.scd a panic in the ranks.

Rear Admiral Kirkland, scommand-
ant of the Mare Island navy yard, at
Valejo. Cal., died there. He' would
have been placed on the retired list
July 2were it not for the war. He
was appointed from Nortji Carolina,
Jnne 20, L0 He served at sea for
eight months as rear admiral: total sea
service. 23 years and nine i#onths;
shore or other duty, 10years and’eight
months.

The pope is again cohfined to hi.s bed
and his extreme weakness has produced
a great commotion, excitement and in-
trigues among the members of the
sacred college. It*is reported that
; France. Germany and Austria, as being
chiefly' concerned in the accession to
the papacy, have ordered their repre-
sentatives not to leave Rome. Dr.
Lapponi. thq pope's physician, thinks
there is no danger if the pope is able to
puli through the hot wedther.

The .United States government is
not going to take much nonsense from
Aguinaldo. the Philippine insurgent-
leader.

United States and Spain Sign a
Peace Protocol.

ALL HOSTILITIES HAVE CEASED

Pr««ldena BTcKlinlvy T*lined m Froclama-
tlon IniniedUtoly A fter the Sixulnx
of the.PVHce Paper*— rrovUlou*. of
thv ProtoooL Ur Outline.

1Vith a .vimplicity in keeping with
republican institutions the war. which
has raged between Spain and the

United States for a period of three

months and 22 days, was quietly ter-

minated wlien Secretary of State Day,
for the Unite<I States,, and JE.-6& mbon,
ambassador of France, acting for

Spain, in the presence of President Mc-

Kinley, signed a protocol which will

form tlie ba.sis of a definite treaty of

peace. As this, ceremony was con-
cluded the President requested the
han<l of the ambiussadop and through
him returned thanlcs to the, sister re-
public of France for the exercise of
her good offices in bringing about
peace. He also thanked the ambassa-
dor personalh* for the part he has
pinye<l in Hie negotiations* and the lat-
ter repliisl in appropriate terms. Asa
further mark of his disposiiion* PresG
dent McKinley called for the procla-,
mation which he Jiad causctl to be
drawn up. suspending hostilities, and

signed it in the presence of M. Ciimbon,.

who expres.sc<I his appreciation of tlie
action.

The procotol provides as follows:

1 That Spain will relinquish all
clag)m of .sovereignty over and title to

uba.

2. 'fhat Porto Rico and other Span-
2>hisland.s in the IMust Indies, and an
islaml in the iRadrones. to bo selected
hy tl’o Unitcil States, shall be ceded to
the laffer.

3 That tlie United States will oc-
cupy and hold the city, bay and har-
bor of .Manila, pending the conclu.sion
of a treaty of pi;ace wdiieh shall deter-
mine the control, d.-posilion and gov--
ermnont of tlio I’Inlippines.

s Tliat ru}>a. I*i>l>Rico and other
Spani.vh islaml.s in the Mest In«lies
shall be imme»Hately cviucuatcd and
that c'omnii.ssiouors. to lie appointctl
within 10 davs. shall. within 30 davs
from the signing of the protocol, meet
at Havana and San .luanr, respectively,
tn arrange and execute the dctail.s of
the evacuation.

8 That the United States and Spain
will each appoint not more than five
commissioners to negotiate and con-
clude atreaty of peace. The comini.s
sioners are o meet at Paris not later
than Oct. 1

6. On the .signing of the protocol,
hostilities iven be suspended, and no-
tice to that effect will be given as ssen
as po.ssiblc by each government to the
commanders of its military and naval
forces.

The proclamation issued by Presi-
dent McKinley wa,s as follows:

M'hereas. By a protocol concluded
nnd signed Aug. 12, 1S98. by William
R. Day, secretary of state of the United
States, and his exccllencj*. Jules Cam-
bon, ambassador extraordinary and
plcnipotentiajy of the Republic of
France at Wasliington, respectively rep-
re.scnting for this purixise the govern-
ment of the United States and the gov-
ernment of Spain, the I.'nited States
and “'pain have formally agreed upon
the terms on which negotiations for
tfite establishment of peace between
the two countries shall be' undertaken:
and, Whereas. It is in said protocol
agreed that upon its conclusion and
signature, hostilities between the
two countries shall be siispende<I. and
that notice to that effect shall be
given as soon as possible by each
government to the commanders of its
military and naval forces:

Now, therefore. 1. William .McKin-
ley. riresi<lent of the United States, do.
in acc{>rdance with the .stipulations tf
the proliK'ol. declare and proclaim on
the part of the Imited States a .suspeii-
.sion of hostilities, and do hereby cnni-
mand that orders be immediately g.".'cn
through the Prt»per channels "to tlie
commanders of the military and naval
forces of the United ;States to_abstain
from all ads inconsistent with thiu
proclamation.

It is believed, however, that
the'administration and the commission
will be greatly influenced by the re-
ports which Admiral Dewey and Gen
Merritt will make on Ihe.subject. No
more troops will be sent to Gen. Mer-
ritt unless he asks for them. It is be
lieved at the war department that the
ICOOhmen now there are sufficient,to-
garri.son Manila and the grtiund which
the United States for the present will
occupy. !

Japan and China are again having a
little difficulty, but it is probable that
China, in view of the result of the late
war, will yield gracefully to the de-
mands of the Island kingdom. It
seems that some of the Chinese prov-
inces have been having some antl-
JapaxKse riots, and incidentally de-
stroying Japanese property. Japan de-
mands that a decree be issued ordering
officials and people to respect foreign
property and life; that rioters and of-
ficials be punished; that Japan be paid
106,000 taels for property damaged, and
that Japan be allowed to establish new
settlements. Japanese papers contain
strong pro-American editorials and
express the hope that the United States
WIll bold the Philppines.

Ancestral worship, which is a prin-
cipal part of a Chinaman'u religion,
sometimes bears fruit in filial devotion
which It would be hard to find among
the nations who are at present preying
upon the Chinese empire. . For exam-
~e, at Canton, a few weeks ago. a
young man eighteen years of age was
executed on the charge of murder, al-
though it was known that be was not
guilty A Shanghai paper. In com-
menting upon the incident, spoke of
the large amount of sympathy that was
felt tor the condemned man. becam’e
tt was so well known that the actual
murderer was his father. In order to
save his parent and satisfy the law of
“life fér life," the son gave himself
up as soon as be knew that his father
had done the deed, and confessed the
murder. As the Chinese saying has
It, “He sealed bis filial piety with his
blood.”

The great number of suicides lately,
especially among old people, suggests
the need of doing everything possible

«to add to the interest of life and make
It easier for everyone to introduce
cheerfulness Into the "daily round and
common task.”  This can best be done

with  the young. . School chil-
dren should be “tauglu pleu-y
of bright songs. > a kind that

will come back to them In after life and
dispel gloom. They should be given
an Interest in art and music. Espe-
cially they should be 'educated to love
and cultivate flowers. They should be
taken on summer excursions and
shown the wonders of botany. In ev-
«ery conceivable way the beauty of com-
mon things, both in city and country,
should be opened up to the young. If
this were done men and women would
have more to think about than selfish
or family troubles, piey would fall
hack upon their mental treasures and

. upon all-bountiful nature when gloomy
days came upon them. They would
brood less and would not think of end-
ing their existence. If everybody
wouM devote their lives more to Ule
pursuits of happiness than they do
there would be fewer suicides.

Infanta Maria .Teresa

and (Cristobal Colon.

Excellent War Ships-That Will Add'
Greatly to Our Effectiveness .Afloat, i
The Albany Coming.

The command of the sjea, the first
lord of the British admiralty stated last
year, was passing to cruisers rather
than to battleships. Thii may be so
to a limited extent, for it depends rath-
er bn what the. words battleship and
cruiser signify.

As haa been repeatedly told In the
Herald, a battleship is a pessel which,
for her size, carries the heaviest arma-
ment and the thickest arbor possible,
subordinating speed'.and icoai-carrying
capacity to secure these ends. An ar-
mored cruiser, on the other hand, sac-
rifices a certain amount of gun power
and protection in order to reach a
high speed and to stow a large quan-
tity of coal. But the dividing line be-
tween these two (tjypes of armored
fighting ships is decidedly arbitrary,
each nation classifying its ships to
Euit the fancy of the committee that
decides upon” their construction.

For instance, when the old Maine
was first laid down she was called by
our navy department an armored cruis-
er. At that time it was proposed to
equip her with masts for sail power.
Later it was decided that Instead of
the spars there should be military
masts, and thenceforth the Maine w'es
known as a battleship.

Battlvslilpa sDd CraUors.

The new battleships of England of
the .Canopus class are to carry IT-inch
guns and armor only six inches thick,
but the speed, with natural draft, is
to be 18.2 knots, and the coal capacity
Is 2,300 tons.

Germany’s latest designed battle-
ships mount 9.2-inch guns as the heav-
iest pieces in their main batteries.

In our navy the Tofas is denominat-
ed a second-class battleship, but the
Spanish ships of the same size and apA
proximately the same armament and
armor are classified as armored cruis-
ers. This is a distinction: therefore,
without a difference, and is not al-
ways recognized, even among naval
men, the Infanta Marla Teresa being
often spoken of as a second-class bat-
tleship.

Thi& vessel and the armored cruLser
Cristobal Colon, now that they are
both to become American men-of-war,
are particularly Interesting to 'u?.
First, because having been won in war,
they represent the fruit of conquest,
the reward of victory and the glop
of the United States navy; and second,
because, be they called armored cruis-
ers or battleships, they are a type of
mhip our naval officers are very de-
sirous of seeing added to our service.

The lafsota Marl* Terata

The Infanta Marla Teresa was built
by Sir Charles Palmer's AngloSpanish
company at Bllboa, Spain.
