The first know-p. of th is  curious sta te  of 
affairs was a rgport th a t the wells a l 
Maricopa, on the  Southern Pacific ra il­
road. ih ir ty  miles south of Phoenix, 
had suddenly become hot. I t  was four 
da>o thereafte r tb a t the phenomenon 
first was noticed a  dozen m iles w est of 
tha t city. A te st a t  one well showed 
a tem peratu re of nearly  100 degrees. 
No dlfferenre is noted In wells in the 
im m ediate vicinity of Phoenix. The 
line of sub terranean  heat wave follows 
the general direction of the S ierra 
E stre lla  m ountains, a volcanic chain 
lying im m ediately south of th e  Gihi 
river. Thence it appears to .con tinue  
on In the. direction of the  H arqua 
Hala m ountains, near which a re  a 
num ber of large and modern volcanic 
cones and hills o ' drifted volcanic asl^. 
F u rther to the east the lava flows are 
so geologically modern as to have over­
whelmed in a num ber of places the cliff 
dw ellings of the  ancients.

t i t le s -a n d  hom estead law s. He says 
th a t  th e  leg is la tu re  should , and  u n ­
doub ted ly  wilL p ro tec t hom esteaders 
whose homes w ere endangered  by  th e  
suprem e cou rt's  decision in  the  case o f 
the  C onnecticut M utual Life Insurance 
Co. vs. Eugene B. Wood, w hich  m ate­
ria lly  affected th e  sta te 's  t i t le  to  some 
of tlie  ta.v hom estead lands and  caused 
w idespread uneasiness am ong those 
w ho had in good fa ith  en tered  upon 
th e  lands and  w ere fa ith fu lly  ca rry in g  
o u t th e ir  p a r t of th e  co n trac t w ith  the  
s ta te . “ L egislation  should  p rom ptly  
be enacted  m aking  i t  possible fo r th e  
s ta te  to  g u a ran tee  every hom esteader 
upon these lands th a t  a t th e  end of five 
yea rs’ residence a  deed w ill be given 
and th e  hom e secured to  those w ho  so 
rich ly  deserve it. T here is no o th e r 
honorab le course for th e  s ta te  to  p u r­
sue.’”

The Union squadron investing 
Charleston during the civil war was 
drawing closer and closer to the dooicir 
ed place. One of the warships that lay 
closest inshore was the Housatonic, 
and that vessel was selected as the 
torpedo boat's victim. The Portland 
Transcript tells the tragic story: The 
evening of Feb. 17,1SC5, closed In raw 
and foggy. At 8 o'clock Capt. Corlson 
gave the command and the boat drop­
ped down the river. As the clocks 
were striklng the half hour in the city 
the little craft pulled over the bar. 
Noiselessly she glided through the 
water, guided by the lights on the 
Housatonic. for which she headed. So 
heavy was the fog that she escaped 
the notice of the sentries. At a quar­
ter to nine she lay directly in front 
of the Housatonic. at a distance of five 
hundred yards. She was running faster 
now. and a little farther on she began 
lo submerge. Two hundred yards more 
and she disappeared. Five minutes 
later there was a dull rear, and the 
water around the Housatonic boiled 
like a caldron. The noble ship gave 
a mighty upward heave and then be­
gan to settle. Ensign Hazleton and 
four sailors who were below perished, 
but fortunately for the rest of the crew 
the water was shallow and they saved- 
themselvds by climbing Into the rig­
ging. The vessel was a total loss, but 
the submarine torpedo boat was no­
where to be found. Two years after 
the war. when the wreckage was being 
removed from Charleston harbor, the 
Housatonic was raised. In her hull 
there was a ghastly wound, Inflicted 
by the torpedo, and in that bole-was 
the torpedo boat with every man op 
board stUl at his post, where he had 
died years before. The little boat had 
torn a big hole in the cruiser, through 
which the water had poured in-stfeh a 
volume that the torpedo boat was 
drawn into it. And there its crew died 
of suffocation, in the grasp of the en­
emy which they bad destroyed.

Among the curios of this country's 
revolutionary days is a worn paper- 
covered copy of Thomas Paln^ ’̂s ‘HJoai- 
mon Scnse.”» It Is owned by Clark |lr- 
vin, an old-time Chicagoan,, and is 
probably the only original copy now 
in existence.: Mr. Ervin has made in­
quiries of histbrical societies and 
searched diligently during the world’s 
fair for. gnother book like the one in 
his possession, but without avail. The 
book bears the date of Feb. 14, 1776, 
and was sold by W. & T. Bradford. 
Philadelphia, for 1 shilling. It is print­
ed in ancient style on rough, heavy pa­
per, now yellow with age and with 
ragged edges. The leaves are held to­
gether by a bit of stout twine. A re­
ward of several hundred pounds ster­
ling was offered by King George for 
the head of either the author or the 
publisher. It was during the war of 
the rebellioa that the book came into 
Mr. Ervin's possession. Mr. Ervin was 
the first mavi to enlist in the First Iowa 
cavalry and went through thet war as 
a bugler in troop G. For some time 
his company was engaged in fighting 
Bill Quantrell’s guerrillas, with head- 
'inarters at SedaJia, Mo.  ̂ Quantrcll 
!iad taken possession of a slnall and al­
most deserted town in the vicinity of 
^icdalia and after a short but sharp 
engagement with troop G was forced 
lo retreat. Before doing so his men 
-■acked the town, and every book or 
document of^any value that they coful3 
not carry off^'as piled in a heap, before 
a warehouse and fired just before the 
'•etreat. While running his sword
through the debris Mr. Ervin poked 
■)ut the book, which was tightly packed 
imong some papers and unharmed. It 
is supposed to be some family relic and 
•11 the cover is' written the nameH«: 
'C. De Merrill. Aug. 2. 1776, Joseph 
Merrill. Alkman Welch” and b^lov 
hese Mr. Ervin has added his nastu 
l-'or some time Mr. Ervin talked c'̂  
.'iving it to the Boston Historical so- 
■̂ ety for preservation, but has since 
ieclded that when it leaves his hands 
it will go to the Field museum.

When the Maine was 
blown up In the harbor of Havaiia 
Wainwrigbt stood,on the quarterdeck 
beside Capt. Sigsbee and supervised 
the lowering of such boats as were not 
destroyed. From that day he has been 
spoiling for a fight with the Spaniards. 
He remained with the wreck from the 
night of the explosion, Feb. 15, until 
he hauled down the tattered flag with 
his own bands April 5, and was the 
sole surviving officer of the Maine left 
In Havana. Strictly speaking, he was 
never in Havana, for he refused to set 
his foot on the island of Cuba, while 
the work of Investigating the explosion 
was in progress. At the conclusion of 
the investigation Wainwrlght was or­
dered to Washington for istaff duty In 
the navy department. The transfer 
was anything but to his liking. He 
confided to his friends that he wanted 
“a good little vessel with some ca­
pable guns, and a crack at the enemy 
on something like even terms.” When 
he was assigned to the command of the 
Gloucester he was supremely happy 
and from that day be' has been mak­
ing a record for himself, his crew and 
vessel.

The island posaesslone of .Spain \n 
the Pacific include the PhllippineB, the 
Ladrone or'Marianne, and the Caroline 
groups!

The Caroline group lies east of the 
Philippines, and stretches from east 
to west a distance of about two thous­
and miles. The largest islands are 
Kusaie, Ponape. Rug and Tap.

Religious people in America have 
long felt an interest in these islands, 
t < ause a large pan of the Micronesian 
urk of the American Board of Cbm* 

;n^ssioners for Foreign Missions Tor 
nearly fifty years has been done there: 
and the missionary "ship, the Morning 
Star, which was built largely b y  the 
.'ontribntions of Aqierlcan boys and 
.girls, has sailed in and out among, 
these islani^,’ carrying the mieslonar- 
ie» thfir supplies and their loiig-de- 
layed mails. «

The story of the Cbrlst^nl^tlon of 
the people of these islands resembles 
that of Hawaii, and native Hawaiian 
Christians have from the first co-op­
erated with American missionaries In 
it. W'hen the work began in 1862. the 
Caroline Islanders were savages, and 
many of them cannlbala; but in 18&8. 
more than thirty of . the islands were 
occupied by native Christian teachers, 
and there were nearly fifty churches, 
with about 4,600 nembera.

Spain had long made a general claim 
to ownership of these Islands by right 
of discovery, but It was net until 1887. 
after the pope, acting as ^bltrator. had 
assigned the Mlcronesiah groups to 
different powera, that she sent a'man- 
of-war to assert rights of sovereignty. 
Here as elsewhere in their colonial ad­
ministration the Spaniards were op­
pressive and cruel. The natives twice 
rose in rebellion against them and 
have never been wholly submRte^

■ Commerically, ^eee Islands are not 
of great Importance; but If the war 
were to free them from Spain, it would 
probably be a benefit to the people, 
who have distinctly deteriorated since 
the Spaniards established themselves
there.

The fifth annual meeting of the As­

sociation of Judges of Michigan was 
held in the supreme court room of the; 
Capitol a t Lansing. The annual ad-, 
dress of President George S. Uosmer, 
of Detroit, was a  review of legislatiou 
enacted since the last mecUng. The 
act allowing suits to be brought against 
any voluntary association of five or 
more by service on any officer was com-; 
mented upon and commended. Judge! 
Hosmer regretted th a t the divorce lawi 
did not allow the bribgiog in of an ab*: 
sent defendant by publication only- 
after it became apparent tha t personal 
service of an order to appear could not 
be bad. In speaking of class'legisla­
tion President Hosmer mentioned the 
sugar beet bounty law and quoted 
Judge Cooley a.s against these bounties.! 
The act to prefer cx-soldiers for public 
employment was con.sidered a t  great 
length and it  was said th a t w'hile 
there are few men who will deny the 
claims of the soldier to public consid­
eration, yet his claim.s should be en­
forced through public opinion, co t 
through legislative action, and it  is 
doubtful whether it  is c o n ^ te n t  for 
the legislature to dirc<A the local au­
thority beyond requiring peculiar qual­
ifications to in.sure fitncs.s.

The program included papers on “ A 
Legal Anomaly," Ju.stlre Hooker of 
the supreme court: ••The Pardoning 
Power and"it.s Limitations,” Charles L. 
Ranleu, of Greenville; “ Experiences 
Upon the Bench," Judge E, A. Burlin­
game, of Grand Rapids.

Considerable discussion wa.s caused 
by a paper by Justice Edward Cahill, 
of the supreme court, on “ The Bench, 
as Vievved from the Bar." Jpdge Cahill 
severely critici.sed the  jury  system as a 
relic ‘of barbarisna. He said the cor­
ruptibility of jurors was recognized, 
and jurors have to submit to an es­
pionage which no self-respecting ju d g e , 
would stand for a day. Men with 
neither education nor experience for 
their work are selected by lot. The 
attorneys do their utmost to befog the 
jury, and the judge cannot marshal- 
the actual facts for the instruction of 
tlve jurors, and Judge Cahill said 
either the old practice of judgc.s giving 
their opinion as to the facts should be 
reinstated, or trial by jury  should be 
abandonc<i. The di.scus.don showed 
Judge Cahill to stand alone. Justice 
Montgomery and Judges Daboll, Peck 
and ilosmcr, as well a.s se\'eral practi- 
tionersi all defended the jury  sj-.stein. 
Judge .M. V. Montgomery reviewed the 
history of the bench of Michigan.
