Crop Report.

The past week bos beeu characterized
by abnormally high temperatures, a gen-
eral and decided deficiency of precipita-
tioo, and a large amount of sunshine.
Coin has matured very rapidly, too rapidly
for best results. Many farmers have cot.
corn earlier than they expected in ordet
to isave the stalks for fodder; corn has
eared fairly well but the ears are some
what shrunken: corn cutting is now quite
general in the principal corn counties of
the lower peninsula. tTenerally late pota-
toes have done fairly well and will yield
a fair crop. Bean harvest is about com-
pleted but the yield is only about half a
cn>p. In the northern counties of the
lower peninsula and in the upper penin-
sula pai”Unes are green and affording ex
I celjent fodder, but In the southern half of
thel state the hot. dry weather h’Sburnt
ttieaii up and ronsidemble stock is being
fed. Fail plowing and preparations lor
wlueat seeding have progressed steadily,
bui farmers are waiting for rain before
generally commencing- wheat and rye
seeding although much of thatwork has
alneady begun. Reports  chDCOming
pe~hes, pears and grapes are very en-
couraging, but plums, although abundant,
jkri rotting badly on the trees. Reports
'ragardiog’ apples are aboutthe same->
early ones poor and fairly plentiful—ate
onies scarce. !

| agree to bo*rd with (name of buyer)
not to exceed $25, allowing him $Z per
night for myself and team, and farther
agree toallow $150 for each day he
rides on the wagon with me” bigned by
salesman.

The range is left and a contract made in
accordance with the above, guaranteeing
(he range in all particulars. This the
buyer signs without looking at the back
of the QOQraQ which U on a pad, hack
down. On the back the company has a
"Special notice” forbidding any erasures
or eRd"rsern“nt« on notes and cautioning
buyers that no receiptis or endoisemeots
will be allowed unless endorsed on the
note and expressly stating that no old
stoves will bg taken in part payment.

Then comes the note, which the buyer
is asked to sign, after being told by the
salesman that he will keep the note in his
possesion, and endorse the b<j«d and
time buyer puts in, on the note, as fast as
earned.

And here the fun for the buyer comes
in. The”salesman doesnt come back for
board, nor give the dupe a chance fo
“ride on the wagon,” but sends the note tb
headquarters, where it Issold to a back,
before It is due, aud'tbe Job is done. The
purchaser has a range for which be has
given his note for a big round price,
which he will find, in the hands of an
innocent purchaser when due, about
November 1st.

Moral: Always Jump atthe chance to
get smnething for nothing, whether it be
a stove fakir, chack-Aluck game or free
crayon portrait. . It pays.

With reference to them we have
no responsibility. We can not leach
them, we -cannot correct their mis-
takes, we cannot soothe their sorrows
We cannot heal their wounds. Their
sepulchres are deaf and dumb to any-
thing we might say of them. The last
regiment bf that great army has pass-
ed out of sight. "We might halloo as
loud as we could; ; not one of them
would avert his head to see what we
wanted. | admit that | am In sym-
pathy with the chHd whose father hail
suddenly died, and; who in her little,
evening prayer wanted to continue to
pray for her father, although he had
gone into heaven and no more needed

mother's face, saifl: “Oh. mother, |
cannot leave him all out. Let me say,
thank God that | had a good father
once, so | can keep him in my pray-
ers.”

Well, now, let us look around earn-
estly, prayerfully, in a common sense
way, and see what we can do for our
own generation.  First of all, let us
see to U that, as tar as we can. they
have enough to eat.

M AUSER BULLET WOUNDS

The wounds sustained by marines at
Guantanamo bay were terrible In ef-
fect and appearances In the very first
accounts of the skirmishes there It was
noted that the dead were terribly man-
gled. This was due to the efficacy of
the Mauser bullet at short range.

The wounds were saucer-llke affairs,
and at first It was thought that the
Spaniards had used “soft" cartridges,
which “set up" or spread like a mush-
rooitf upon impact, but the fact that the
Mauser rifle was the regulation small
arm of the Spanish Infantry led to an
Zxamination of the kind of damage It

oes.

At short, range the Mauser bullet, be-
cause of its wonderfully rapid twist,
te&rs a large hole. At a greater dis-
tance Its gyrations grow fewer. Its
flight Is steadier and It makes, a slit-
ting wound like a sabre thrust. At
the greatest effective range the Mauser
.bores like an auger, leaving only a
small incised wound and completely
penetrating bone, sinew, tendon, or
fleah opposed to It.

The United States adopted, the Krag-
Jorgensen in 1892, about the time th«®
Spaniards concluded to arm their men
with the Mauser. Both are high*
power magazine rifles of the “cutHMI”
type, central fire cartridges and nearly
the same weight. Bach earriee five
cartridges; The Mauser is 27 caliber,
the Krag-Jorgensen SO.. The Mauser
bullet weighs 171 grains, the Krag-
Jorgensen 220 grains. The Mauser Is
ejected by only 30 grains of powder,
while the Krag-Jorgensen takes 87,but
the Spanish projectile Is propelled by
smokeless powder, which gives an In*
ttIBI velocity of 2280 feet per seoond,
while ours goes from 200 to 270 feet
slower.

tin they had occapied at the de>
tentien camp at Montank Pomt, L. I,
jafter their arrival from the hai*hips
of Santiago, and boarded the trains
which were to start them on their
Jonrney home again. It was but a
remnant of the gallant force which
.bnta few months ago marched forth
at their country'acall. Some of those,
who left home in full health and with
hearts thrilling with patriotism now
aleep beneath the waving palms of
Cuba's BOil;*a few bare found their
graves in the Atlantic's blue waves;
others surrendered their souls to their
Maker and their bodies have been sent
to their former northern homes; but
the largest number of those missing
from the ranks lie in beds of pain in
v arions hospitals in and around New
Tork, while some haring recovered
enough to travel were pcx*mitted to
come home and join'their loved ones
and receive the care of mothers, wives
and sisters soon after arriving at I"lon-
tauk.

The night before the boys started
for home hug« fires destroyed the last
vestige of Cnban service; Blankets,
Uniforms and even, handkerchiefs were
burned. So when they were ready to
take the train they were dressed in
new nniforms. The first stage of the
journey was from Montauk to Long
Island City, thence by ferries to Wce-
hawken where they boarded West Shore
railroad t.rains-for Detroit, via Albany
an” Buffalo. Allthe sleeping cars were
provided that could be obtained ami
the boys made as comfortable as pos-
sible.

The 33d left Camp Wikoff with 7™
men, and the 34th with 700. Scores of
them were unfit to leave camp, hut
begged with sobs and tears that they
be taken home. When the two regi-
ments left Camp IVikoff the 33d had SO
sick in the hospital, and the 34th 40.
but many metre too weak to travel
collap.sed on the train between Mon-
tank Point and Long Islan<l City. At
the latter place every preparation had
been made for caring for the sick.
The Red Cross temporary hospital, op-
posite the depot, had a large force of
nurses and physicians in readiness and
five or six tenta were erected, to be
used if the hospital became over-
crowded. Ambulances were drawn up
ne:ir the depot, and men with stretch-
ers and wheel chairs stood ready to
give aid. Although “hey wei*c made

-is conifortaole as possilHe on the jour-
ney, the suffering was terrible. When
* Long Island City wad reached at last,
late in the afternoon, and the trains
be.”an to unload, the men climbed and
crawled from the cars, only to sink
do'.vn on the platforms. Willing hands
helped the weak and sick, and all who
could dragged themselves on board the
ferry boat that were ta bear them
nearer home. It was heartrending to
Bee two gaunt, half-starved looking
men totter down the platform. su{>-
porting between a weaker comrade,
unable to stand. Bnt there w*as hope
in their eyes, for they were going
home, and that one thing gave all a
feverish strength. As the stretcher
bearers came from the trainsin long
files, men and women who never had
seen these men before, and never would
see them again, perhaps, gave way to
tears. Within IU minutes the Red
Crosstemporary hospital was swami~d,
and the tents in the little park oppo-
site the station were filled with sick
+nd suffering men. The nmbubnccs
in waiting w-ero soon filled and driven
jway, to return for more patriots as
ihev could be moved.

One of the first men to be placed ina
4t. John's hospital ambulance was Ueo.
Alen, of Milan, Co. P, 34th. Ho was
/ar gone in the last stages of quick
consumption. "It’s no use taking me
to the hospital; | am dying,” he whis-
pered. _And as the stretcher was placed
in the ambulance the death rattle
sounded in his throat, life passed from
the body, and the corpse was removed
and laid out on a.blanket in the bag-
gage room. Others were taken to the
hospitals for whom there seemed, not
the slightest hopes.

As the ferry boats carried the Mich-
igan boys to the Jersey shore the

wharves of New York and Brooklyn,

and the great Brooklyn bridge were
.crowded.with cheering thousands and
the whistles of the hundce<ls of river
-craft joined in a farewell greeting.

HlchlgsD't Ssatlaso Here

The trip of the 33d and 34th Michi-
gan regiments from New York to De-
troit on their way home from Santlagl.
was a hot, dusty, tiresospe journey of 30
to 40 hours which was trying on the
strongest, to say nothing of the su-fler-
ing it entailed upon the sick boys.
During the entire trip the soldiers were
shown every possible kindness at the
stations where stops were made. Pro-
fcs-sional nurses met the trains at sev-
eral stations and brought with them
milk, fruit and other delicacies, which
they distributed as freely as the boys
would receive. AtToledoa large dele-
gation of prominent Detroit and Mich-
igan citizens, headed by Gov. Pingree.
met the first section of the train and

.-carried out well-laid plans whereby

every soldier was appointed to some
hotel and everysick hero was listed for
a particular hospital, so that when the
trains arrived at Detroit the boys were
either placed in carriages or marched
to their destinations. The Cadillac
alone a-xcommodated over 400, and
other hotels took them in the same
proiwrtion and treated them magnifi-
cently. Citizens donated their car-
riages for use of troops and they were
transported to hotels in short order.
A large citizens' committee appointed
to assist in the reception saw that every
man was cared for. Ambulances took
all ill with fever direct to best hospi-
tals, 138 sick in all, and about~lIhat
many more who should have gone, but
who bore up with great fortitude.
Never did Detroit turn out latter
and more enthusiastic crowds than
thronged the streets for an entire night
to welcome the brave boys home again
and never did heroes receive a more
royal welcome. The train carrying
the troops was divided into five sec-
tion.s. The first arrived at 12:15a. m.
after the crowds had waited patiently
for over five hours from the time the
train was tir.st expected. The first sec-
tion carried the first division 33d regi-
ment under Col. Boynton: Co. A. Flint,
31 men; B, Alpena, 31; E. Saginaw, >
F. Cheboygan, 56; (> Owo-so, 43;
Benton Harbor, 58; 33d regiment band
of 12 men; and 8 regimental oiliciers.
In the s-econd divisiouwjn charge of
Ma.i.

«The thinl train load, in charge of
Lient.-Col. Bennett, was made up of

Ironwooil, 21; K, Mt. Clemens, 37; L,

Marquette. 20; M, Traverse City, 48,
besides about 30 men of the 33d.
Tlic fourth carried five companies of
the 34th in commalnd of Col. Petermann?
Co. B, Manistee, 76 men; D, Calumet,
Q&0 F, Houghton, 62; G. Saull Ste.
Ste. Marie; L, Upper Peninsula, 55. and

I. lonia. The fifth and last section ar-
rived eight hours after the first. It
comprised a long train of baggage and
cattle cars with 60 men detailed to look
after the horses. There were no sick
ones among the men, but they loolced
tired with thgir long dreary ride. They
were'given as cordial a reception as the
first arrivals.

“While their welcome at Detroit was
all that could be asked, and many
times more than the boys expected,
still all were anxious to get to their
own homes and as soon as they had
had sleep and”™ refreshment special
trains were made up on the various
railroads at I”troit to carry the boys
to their families and friends. Co. B.
33d, of Alpenti. did not .stop in Detroit
at all. but took the D. & C. steamer for
home at once.

Every city and town in the state
which boasted the honor of having a
soldier boy in tKe 33d or 34th gave
them a grand reception when they ar-
rived home, thousand.s of people turn-
ing out to gri*t them and giving every
evidence great joy at seeing their
friends nn” loved ones safe again.

Through ail this joy there was an
air of sadness and tears for there were
heroes of the regiments who did .not
come. Some are taking last rest in
Cuban soil; others had already been
brought home and laid away by loving
hands; scores more were on beds of
pain an«l fever in various hospitals, and
those who cOuld march at home were
so hagg-.ird and worn from privation
and sicknc&s that there was a strong
pulling at one's heartstrings as be
cheered tliem a welcome home. But
from fervent hearts everywhere there
went up thanks to God ~at these had
been spared. .

BrHlih Toop* Ocenpr Khartoum, Egypt,
After Slsagbcerlog Thoasands of the
DervUheo—Frsoce Greatly Stirred Up
Over Bevelatloae In the Dte~txu Case

Killed 15,000 Dervishes.

London: The khalifa’s forces have
been utterly 'routed in the Upper Nile
region of Egypt and Khartonm is in-
possession of the British - Egyptian
forces under Gen. Kitchener. The
town is a complete ruin. Khalifa Ab-
dullah and Osman Digna, bis principal
general, managed to escape,’ bnt Ab-
dullah's banner and thousands of pris-
oners were taken. It isestimated that
15,000 of the enemy were slain.
ish total casuajties were about 500.

The entire British force was engaged
from-6:30 in the morning until sunset.
The dervishes resorted to their usual
rushing tactics, and were simply
mowed down. The khalifa’s cavalry
rode pell-mell at the British infantry
column; but the footmen never wav-
ered. The deadly fire poured into the
enemy’s rushing ranks caused the death
of nearly every rider. The heroic
bravery of the dervishes evoked univer-
sal admiration. Time after time their
dispersed and broken forceijreformed
and hurled themselves upon the Anglo-
Egyptians, their emirs conspicuously
lendingand spurning death. Even when
wounded and in death agoni” they
raised themselves to fire a last shot.

The sirdir, Gen. Sir Herbert 'Kitohe-
ner, with the khalifa's black standard
captured during the battle, entered
Omdurinan. the capital of Mahdiam, at
the head of the Anglo-Egj'ptian col-
umn. Only two ]{ritish officers were
killed. Gen. Kitchener telegraphs:
“The remnant of the khalifa's force
has surrendered and | have now a very
large number of prisoners on my hands.
Our cavalry and gunboats are still pur-
suing the khalifa and his chiefs, who
with only about 140 fighting men are
apparently making for Kordofan.”

Dreyfos May be Free.

Lieut.-Col. Henry, of the Frcnc*h
army, upon being closely questioned
by the war department, was forced to
confess that evidence which he had
presented in the famous trial of Capt.
Dreyfus and M. Zola was forged b
himself. ~After being arrested Col.
Henry committed suicide in his prison
cell by cutting his throat.

Capt. Dreyfus was convicted of sell-
ing French army secrets to the Ger-
man government and was sentenced to
life imprisonment in a big cage 6n
Devil's island off the coast of French
guiana. Capt. Dreyfus’friends-fought
so hard that when M. Cavaignac? i,he
present minister for war. a.ssumed office
mhe charged the official bureau to make
a thorough research of the -Dreffns
ease, and it was this inquiry which re-
S'ulted in the discovery that the docu-
ment lately read in the chamber of
deputies*by SI. Cavaignac, sliouingthat

proof of the guilt of Drcyfuss, was
forged. '
When Col. Henry was summoned to

the ministry for war and questioned
by M. Cavaignac, in the presence of
Gen. Boisdeffre and others, he fir.st
affirmed the Ojuthenticity of the inorim-
inating document. But when discrep-
ancies were pointed out, he at first
admitted adding .sentences and finally
confessed to fabricating the whole
letter, "owliig to the absolute neces.sity
for finding proofs against Dreyfus.”

M. Zola, the famous author, was re-
cently convicted, after;a most stormy
trial, of libeling, prominent“military
officers when he published statements
in behalf of Dreyfus and charging Maj.
Count EsterKazy and others of convict-
ing Dreyfus in order to shield them-
selves. The cabinet ministers now ad-
mit that a revision of the Dreyfus and
Zola Mses “re absolutely unavoidable.
CoL Henry's confession threatens to
rekindle the Dreyfus agitation more
heatedly than ever, and it seems likely
to shake public confidence in the army.
Even the Liberte, a strong anti-Drcy-
fuS organ, says; “It must cause the
deepest pain to all honorable men that
officers of such standing show such a
lack of;mc”Il sense.”

Gen. Mouton de Boisdeffre, chief
of the general staff of the French army,
has tendered his resignation to the gov-
ernment, owing to bis misplaced con-
fidence in Lieut.-Col. Henry, which led
him to present as gepuine what was
forged evidence. The disclo”res have
also resulted in Count Esterhdzy being
retired from the army on a small
penision.

Dairy CommuUslooer for 1lUboU.

The position that Illinois has in the
dairy industry and dairy developments
of the Northwest demands some of-
ficial representative of that branch of
agriculture, not only for the purpose
of enforcing such laws ss may be en-
forceable regarding the fraudulent sale
cf butter substitutes, but farther, to
collect, prese™e and compile statistics
of the dairy industry in this great
state, EOthat outsiders may know what
Ilinois is doing in that line, says El-
gin Dairy Report. We are having ap-
plications frequently for a list of the
creameries, cheese factories and pri-
vate dairies of the state for business
purposes, and are unable to furnish
any such list. A dairy commissioner
whose duty it would be to compile
such a list from information furnished
by the manufacturers of dairy products
would be c. very great advantage when
we are asking for legislation to ad-
vance, conserve and preserve this in-
dustry. VerY few people in tbe state,
and especially among our legislators,
are posted as to the value and im-
portance of the dairy industry of this
state, and of tbe whole people of the
state. The situation iu Illinois is not
creditable to the dairy farmers and
creamerymen. There seems to be a
woeful lack of “esprit du corps” among
the creamerymen and dairymen. Hav-
ing attained a position and held it for
gears, it would seem the part of good
usiness to do everything they can to
advance all matters pertaining to the
production of milk and its manufacture
Into a merchantable product. Looking
at f'e matter on the surface, many
ﬂeople are Inclined to believe that we
ave accomplished all, and that little
more can be done; yet there are new
problems coming forward continually®
that must be solved; new methods of
manufacturing.handling and putting on
the market the product of the cow.
Experiments in feeding and in cheap-
ening the cost, of producing have been
undeHaken and are being carefully
conducted by experiment stations In
other -states, yet this great state of
Illinois lags behind. In the legislation
that has been attempted for the last
few years, this one idea of a dairy com-
missloiier seems to have been left in
t"e background, whereas, In our Judg-
ment, a dairy commissioner with rea-
sonable power, and a reasonable
amount of money to carry on the work
and duties of his office, could have done
more to have consolidated and
strengthened the dairy tildustry. than
all the other things that have been
partially accomplished by means of
legislation. By all means let us have
a hill before the next legislature that
will provide for a state dairy commis-
sioner, whose business It will be to fn-
force what laws we have regarding the
manufacture and sale of adulterated
dairy products, and also to compile
Btatlstica regarding tbe dairy In this
great state with over a million milk
cows devoted to tbe production of milk
for all purposes, and an investment of,
several hundred million dollars In
farms devoted to the production of
milk. With a state dairy commission-
er, whose duty 'lt shall be to compile
these statistics, we shall have better
grounds to work upon when we ask for
legislation to help improve and foster
this great industry.

Oold*Stormfe Shipmeot.

Great things were expected of cold
storage. By an Improved system of
cold storage facilities for meats, fruit
and eggs, we have been told, Canada
and the countries at a considerable dis-
tance from Great Britain would be ablo
to compete on equal terms in h'e per-
ishable goods markets with the con-
tinental producers. After some expe-
rience with cold storage it becomes
{"parent that the expectations of mer-
chants have not in all branches of the
trade been realized. At considerable
expense a steamship service has been
fitted out with refrigeration plant. A
Glasgow importing house refers to this
as follows: "As for putting eggs in
cold storage on board these steamers,
we think It is the worst thing for tho
eggs, because they run the refrlgerit-
tors at such a low temperature, with
the result that the shells of the eggs
often get very brittle, and the least
kfiock breaks them and causes a lot
of damage to the eggs.” This firm has
instructed all its packers not to ship a
single egg under refrigerators, “as our
experience this season is that eggs
coming In under ordinary freight have
been more satisfactory, and there is no
donbt that when eggs dre shlppeii
freak., for the short time they are-on
the voyage, they should be In perfect
colrdltion when they arrive here." Un-
foituoately, all 'the consignments of
eggs sent across the Atlantic are not
fresh when they leave the forwarder's
bands. There Is nothing that will make
amen”.for delay in marketing eggs.
