Crop Heport.
The weather conditions of the past week 

have, on the whole, been favorable to fall 
crops and fall farm work. The showers 
of the early part of the week were quite 
general, although unevenly distributed, 
and their effect on late potatoes haa beeni 
very beneficial and they have greatly im­
proved the condition of the soil for fall 
seeding. Corn is now quite'generally so 
far matured that it is out of the way of 
frost: com cutting has been quite'general 
ID all counties of the lower peninsula, 
and ID the four eouthern tiers of counties 
is nearly all lo shock. -Corn eared and 
matured in a very short time during the 
present season and the yield is a fair one. 
Fall plowing and preparations for wheat 
and rye seeding are well advanced in 
nearly all counties of the lower peninsula. 
Much wheat has been sown daring the 
past week , and correspondents report the 
work well advanced; some of t^e early 
seeding is^alread^ above ground and 
looks strong and healthy. Buckwheat is 
in good condition and will be ready for 
harvest during the next ten days. 
Peaches, pears and grapes are yielding 
abumlazitlT; apples continue to fall very 
badly and the fruit remaining on the 
trees Is of poor quality; although plums 
are abundant they are rotting badly on 
bees.

Frauds on the  Farmers.
The F arm ers' Review takes th is  oc­

casion to  suggest th a t farm ers will do 
welt to be constantly  on the  lookoct 
for swindles in the form of “new and 
im proved" appliances. In fact, every 
fraudulent appliance Is always “new 
and Improved.'* ^ We do not believe 
th a t farm ers a re  any m ore gullible 
tban  o ther people. The city people are 
constantly  being worked by sharpers, 
who do not fail to find victim s. P er­
haps many of the fraudu len t things 
th a t are  palmed off on the people are 
by men th a t really  have fa ith  in w hat 
they are selling. In  a recent number 
of an Iowa , paper we noticed an In­
quiry by a  farm er after a well pump 
th a t could be wound up and go for 
tw enty-four hours. The paper was un­
able to give the Inform ation desired, 
b u t expressed Its opinion th a t the 
idea seemed to  be a  good- one. On the 
strength  of th a t some farm er may In­
vest hundreds of dollars in a  w'orth- 
less machine.

The w riter of th is article is some­
w hat fam iliar w ith the m achine in 
question, having seen it  In operaiJon, 
when Its prem otors first made It pub­
lic. some fifteen years ago. New m a­
chines of this kind may have been 
brought out^ but they all have the 
same fatal defect. They all a ttem pt 
to violate t l ^ e ^ w  of gravitation , and 
get som ething for nothing. Any s tu ­
dent of applied mechanics looking a t  
the machlne|WOUId condemn it a t once. 
The prlnclpjo of the  m achine is to 
have a windlass with g reat buckets of 
stone as weights banging over one 
side. These: of course, pull down, ns 
do the weights of an cld-fashioncd 
clock. The windlass, as it goes round 
in response to the pressure by the 
w eights, pumps the water. The weights 
are  wound up dally. The deception 
comes in the fact th a t the  uninitia ted 
In mechanics believes he is saving force 
by pum ping w ater in th is  way; he 
believes th a t he can put forth  a little 
exertion In .winding up- the weights, 
but th a t the windlass will in tu rn  
pump m ore water than  would the like 
force directly applied to  the water 
pumping. l|he  fact Is It Is only a dif­
ferent way of applying the  force. It 
takes a certain  expenditure of force to 
lift any given weight of water a given 
distance, and no m achine w ill e re r  he 
Invented th a t can overcome th a t law. 
The bulky m achine referred to  must 
cost considerable, and when obtained 
will be of qo m ore value than  a  com­
mon hand pump. If any of our read­
ers w ant a  good m achine for pumping 
be can easily obtain it by pu tting  in a 
wind m ill or by buying some of the 
many cheap power engines for sale by 
reputable makers.

It will be noticed by our readers tha t 
such machines are  no t being put >on 
the m arket by reputable m anufactur­
ers, which would be done were the 
principle of its construction co rrec t In 
more than  fifteen years of existence no 
progress hsia been made, but perhaps 
here and there a m achine has been dis­
posed of to  some credulous purchaser.

All of th is  kind of mechanical goods 
should be steered clear ot by the farm ­
er. C hnm s th a t will make two pounds 
of bu tter tro m  one pound of butter- 
fat; pum ps th a t will lift hundreds i t  
pounde of w ater w ith the  expenditure 
of a few pounds of force: pepsins tha t 
win greatly  Increase the bu tter con­
ten ts  of the cream ; peach trees tha t 
arp budded 'ou 'the  maple, and the  like, 
a re  all good thing? to le t the agent 
keep.—F arm ers Review.

Potato Blight.
As the la te  blight does not come 

every year, perhaps only once in four 
or five years, spraying every year is 
paying too high a rate  of Insurance. 
Fungicides are  not remedies, but pre­
ventives, and m ust be used before tt 
can be known w hether an outbreak 
will occur. But recent experim ents 
show th a t spraying is in Itself profit­
able. E arly  b light is alm ost su re to 
appear unless prevented. This ap ­
pears In  brown dead spots on the 
leaves, which sometimes affect so 
much of the leaf surface th a t the nu ­
trition  o f , th e  p lant Is seriously 
checked. F or th is  Bordeaux mixture, 
It used so j effectively as to cover the 
en tire  leaf surface, is a perfect p re­
ventive. Many authorities believe the 
Bordeaux [mixture Injures potato fo­
liage. An experim ent to . find out 
w hether light or heavy doses of 

Bordeaux were m ost effective 
waa made on the  farm  of W.
L. H alleck, Jam esport, N. Y. By tu rn ­
ing short w ith the power strayer, by 
which four row s were treated  a t once, 
the middle row received an application- 
a t  each trip , and so was given a double 
quantRy of Bord.eaux m ixture. A ll the 
rows w ere sprayed five times, and at 
harvest there were fifteen >and one- 
half bFUshels per acre in favor of the 
double Bpinyer. In  a  sim ilar experi­
m ent w ith potatoes on clover sod, the 
yield waa tw enty-seven bushels per 
acre g re y e r  on the  double sprayed 
rows.— bu lle tin  Geneva Experim ent 
S u tto n . I

In  M innesota the station- re­
ports th a t the  large double-leafed va­
rie ty  is by fa r  the  best. This ta r ie ty  
is one of the cultivated ones, .-'i^he di­
rections given by th a t statipq  are, to 
sow the  seed early  in the spring  and 
cultivate th rough the  summer, muich- 
tng it lightly  during  the w inter. In 
s ta tes farther south than  M innesota 
the mulching could probably be om it­
ted, as the native dandelion w ill never 
freeze out. This only Illustrates the 
grow ing tenderness of p lants w ith cul­
tivation . The p lants can be used for 
greens in the  spring  of the second year. 
It is believed th a t it  is best to  bow 
the seeds each year, and not depend 
on the  crops from  the roots.

A t the New York station  some ex­
perim ents were made to  determ ine 
which varieties were ihe best, th e  wild 
or the cultivated. The wild ones were 
found to resolve them selves in to  four 
distinct varieties. As m ight be ex­
pected, none of the wild varieties were 
a t all to be com pared to  the* varieties 
th a t had been cultivated for some gen­
erations.

Mottled Altccs.
The Mottled Aztec is an exceeding­

ly plum p fowl w ith broad shoulders 
and breast, says 'I'exas Stock and Farm  
Journal. The legs are of medium 
length. I t  has much of the com pact­
ness of body possessed by the  Indian 
Game, together w ith the grace of form, 
belonging to the  Black Sum atra. They 
are well feathered fowls, the hens hav ­
ing a  fan-like tall, and the taih of the 
cock carry ing  full, long sickles. The 
color is a  black, sprinkled w ith  white. 
The w hite shows in  the pullets m ost 
strongly  about the  head and upon the 
shoulders, w ith m ore or less in  the 
wings, but after m olting the w hite be­
comes more m arked and appears upon 
the breast and back and in  the tail. 
The coloring is very attractive. Their 
full, meaty breasts m ake them  an ex­
cellent table fowl, and the chickens 
are plum p a t any age. W hen, m ature 
the cocks weigh about eight pounds 
and the hens weigh proportionately. 
The Black Aztecs resem ble them  in 
form and weigh a  pound or so heavier. 
T heir size fits them  well for the gen­
eral dem and of the m arket. The hens 
have only a  rudim entary  comb, w ith a 
few feathers grow ing o u t of it, while 
the comb of the cock, when young, Is 
alm ost sm ooth w ith  the  head, and 
though it enlarges some when m atured, 
U is always sm all. T he Aztecs a re  ex­
cellent layers, the  eggs being of good 
size and usually having  a  good, strong  
shell. The fowls m ature early  and the 
pullets begin to  Jay when about six 
m onths old and som etim es a few  weeks , 
earlier. They are prolific and extrem e­
ly hardy*! They hatch full broods and 
the  loss of chickens in' th e  broods la 
such a  sm all per cent of the num bers 
batched th a t It is scarcely w orth while 
to  take it into consideration. They 
th rive from  the s ta r t and endured w ith­
out suffering exposure and unfavora­
ble conditions which few other classes 
of pure-bred fowls are able to  survive. 
One who has had  long experience in 
bandllcg  them  ^ s  th a t it  requires 
positive m ism anagem ent to  keep them 
frqm thriving.

CnttlDC Trees to Sare Forests.
Doctor Fernow, chief of the forestry 

division of the departm ent of agricul­
ture , says th a t trees m ust be cu t down 

ought to be cut down, not only 
for commercial and industrial uses, 
l e t  also for the good of o ther growing 
trees, and all th a t the scientific for­
ester asks Is th a t the  cu tting  should 
be done judiciously. ' The Ignorant 
lum berm an who does no t look to the 
fu ture cuts down all his. forests at 
once, while the  forester cuts the 
trees so as to make it a perm anent in­
vestm ent. The old fable of the man 
who killed the goose th a t la id  the 
golden eggs has been wasted on many 
lum bermen in the past, but it Is to be 
hoped th a t the  establishm ent of the 
school o f forestry In Cornell university, 
the first in the country, is destined 
work a  g reat revolution In the ideas >f 
in telligent people.

Some Ben Davis H istory:—The first 
bearing Ben I)avls trees known to the 
w riter, west of the  lakes, were In the 
orchard of Avery Aldrich, a t Tiskllwa,
III. Tyler M cW horter, of Aledo, HI., 
secured scions 1b 1S53 and began its 
propagation. A son of Mr. M cW horter 
soon after started  a nursery  a t  Brook­
lyn, Iowa, and began the first propaga­
tion of th e  variety  w est of the  river. 
In 1861 we began Its propagation In the 
Benton Colinty Nurseries. The Duch­
ess and Ben Davis were the  leading 
varieties sent out for several years and 
a t th a t tim e the  Ben Davis was re­
garded equal to  the Duchess In h ard i­
ness and  th is  opinion was no t dispelled 
until we bad passed th rough  the  test 
w inter of 1870-1.—Iowa S ta te  Register.

About the sacred and divine art of 
making and keeping friends I gpeak— 
a subject on which I never heard of 
anyone preaching—and yet God
thought it of enough importance to put 
It in the midcilerof the Bible, -these 
writings of Solonjion, bounded on one 
side by the popular Pealms of David, 
and oil the othe^ by the writings of 
Isaiah, the greatest of the prophets. 
It seems all a matter of haphazard how 
many friends-we have, or whether we 
have any friendsi at all, but there Is 
nothing accidental about It. There is 
a law which governs the accretion 
and dispersion of friendships. They 
did not “just happen so” any more 
than the tides just happen to rise or 
fall, or the sun just happens to rise 
or set. It Is a science, an art, a God- 
given regulat^n.

Tell me hew friendly you are to 
others, and I will tell you how friendly 
others are tO' yon. I do not say you 
will not llave enemies; indeed, the beet 
way to get afdeiit frlehde is to have 
ardent enemies, if you get their en­
mity in doing thje right thing. Good 
men and women |wlll always have en-. 
emiea, because th^ir goodness Is a per­
petual rebuke to evil; but this antago­
nism of foes will make more Intense 
the love of yot^r adherents. Your 
friends will gather closer around, you 
because of the atltacka of your assail­
ants, The morel your enemies abuse 
you the better ^our coadjutors will 
think of you. ;

The best friends we have ever had 
appeared At some Juncture when we 
were especially j bombarded. There 
have been times ^  niy life when un­
just assault multiiplied my friends, as 
near as I could miciilate, about fifty 
a minute. You are bound to some peo-t 
pie by many cor is that neither time 
nor eternity can Ireak. and I will war­
rant that many of those cords were 
twisted by hamds malevolent. Human 
nature was ship^irrccked abciit fifty- 
nine centurie^ ag >, the captain of that 
craft, one Adam and his first mate 
running the fame us cargo aground on 
a snag In the rive • Hiddekel; but there 
was at least one good trait of human 
nature that waded safely ashore from 
.that shipwreck, and that is the dispo­
sition to take the part of those unfairly 
dealt with. Whin It Is thoroughly 
demonstrated th? t some one-l’s being 
persecuted, although at the start slan­
derous tongues were busy enough, de­
fenders finally gather around as thick 
as honey bees oh a trellis of bruised 
honeysuckle. • , • •

Before you. begin to show yourself 
friendly you must be friendly. Get 
yonr heart right; with God and man, 
and thfs grace will become easy. You 
may by your own resolution get your 
nature into a semblance of this virtue, 
but the grace of God can sublimely lift 
you Into it. Sailing on the river 
Thames tw-o vessels ran aground. The 
owners of one got one hundred horses, 
and pulled on the grounded ship, and 
pulled It to pieces. The owners of the 
other grounded vessel waited till the 
tides came in. and easily floated the 
ship out of all trouble. So we may 
pull and haul at our grounded human 
nature, and try td get Into better con­
dition. but there Is nothing like the 
oceanic tides of God's uplifting grace. 
If. when under tlhe flash of the Holy 
Ghost, we see oui* own foibles and de­
fects and depravities, we will be very 
lenient, and very easy with others. We 
will look into their characters for 
things commendatory, and not damna­
tory. If you wodld rub your own eye 
a little more .vigorously you would 
And a mote in it, the extraction of 
which would kegp you so^usy  you 
would not have much time to shoulder 
your broadaxe and go forth to spilt up 
the beam In.youf neighbor’s eye. In 
a Christian spirit |ceep on exploring the 
characters of thdse you meet, and I 
am sure you wL̂ l And something In 
them fit for a folundation of friendli­
ness.
• ■ You Invite me tp come to your coun­
try-seat and bpe&4 & few days. Thank 
you! 1 arrive abemt noon of a beauti­
ful summer day. What do you do? As 
soon as I arrive ^ou take me out un­
der the shadow of the great elms. Ton 
take me down to the artificial lake, the 
spotted trout floating in and ouf among 
the white pillars of the "^hd-Iilies. 
You take me tp the stalls and kennels 
where you Uem your fine stock, and 
here are the Durham cattle and the 
Gordon setters; and the high-stepping 
steeds, by pawing and neighing, the 
only language they can speak, asking 
for harness or saddle, and a short turn 
down the road. Then w« go back to 
the house, and you get me In the right 
light, and show me the Kensetts and 
-the Blerstadts on the wall, and take 
me into the music-room and show me 
the >ird-cages, the canaries In the bay 
window answering the robins In the 
tree-tops. Thank you! I never en­
joyed myself more in the same length 
of time. Now, why do we not do so 
with the characters of others, and show 
the bloom and the music and the bright 
fountains? No. We say, "Come along, 
and let me show you that man's char­
acter.. Here Is a green-scummed frog- 
pond, and thpre'e a filthy cellar, and I 
gOess under that hedge there must bje 
a' black snake. Come and let us foir 
an hour or two regale ourselves with 
the nuisances."
* Oh, my friends, better cover up the 
faults and extol the virtues, and this 
habit once established of universal 
friendliness will become as easy as It Is 
for a syrlniia to flood the air with 
woetoeoA sa; easy u . It will be farther 
CM.1B the aeabm for a  quail to whistle

up from the gras. When wo hear 
something bad about somebody whom 
we always supposed to' be good, take 
out your lead pencil and eay, “Let mo 
see! Before I accept that baleful story 
against that man’s character I will 
take off from it twenty-flve per cent for 
the habit of exaggeration which be­
longs to the-man who first told the 
story; then I will take off twenty-flve 
per cent for the additions, which the 
spirit of gossip in every oonmunity has 
put upon the original story; then 1 will 
take off twenty-five per cent from the 
fact that the man may have been put 
Into Circumstances of overfcowerlng 
temptation. So I have taken off sev­
enty-five per cent. But I have î ot 
heard his eide of the story at all, and 
for that reason I take off the remain­
ing twenty-flve per cent. Excuse me, 
sir, I don’t belteve a word of It.”

Now. supposing that you have, by a 
Divine regeneration, got right toward 
God and humanity, and you start out 
to practice my text. “A man that hath 
friends must show himself friendly." 
Fulfil this by all forms of appropriate 
salutation. Have you noticed that the 
head is so poised that the easiest thing 
on earth is to give a nod of recogni­
tion? To swing the head from side 
to side, as when it is wagged' In de­
rision, is unnatural and unpleasant; 
to throw it back. Invites vertigo; but 
to drop the chin In greeting Is accom­
panied with 80 little exertion that all 
day long, and every day, you might 
practice It without, the least semblance 
of fatigue. So, also, the structure of 
the hand indicates hand-shaking; the 
knuckles not made so that the fingers 
can turn out, but so made that ,the 
fingers can turn in, as In clasping 
hands, and the thumb divided from and 
set aloof from the fingers, so that while 
the fingers take your nelghbon’s hand 
on one side, the thnnab takes It on the 
other and. pressed together, all the 
faculties of the hand give emphasis to 
the salutation. Fh*e sermons in e*2ry 
healthy hand urge us to hand-shaking.

Besides this, every day when you 
start cut. load yourself up 'with kind 
thoughts, kind words,,klad expressions 
and kind greetings. When a man or 
woman does well, tell him so, tell her 
so. If you meet some one who is Im­
proved** in health, and it is demon­
strated In girth and color, say: “How 
well youjook!” But if, on the other 
hand, under the wear and tear of life 
he appears pale and exhausted, do not 
Introduce sanitary subjects, or say any­
thing at all about phtvical condition. 
In the case of improved health, you 
have by your words given another Im­
pulse towards the lohiiiit and the 
jocund, while in the case of the falling 
health you have arrested the decline by 
your silence, by which he concludes; 
"If I were really so badly off he would 
have said something about it.” Wc arc 
all. especially those of a nervous tem­
perament, susceptible ,to kind words 
and discouraging words. Form a con­
spiracy against us, and let ten men 
meet us a t certain points on our way 
over to business, and let each one'say, 
"How sick you look!;” though we 
should start out well, after meeting the 
first and hearing his depressing salute, 
we would begin to examine our symp­
toms. After meeting the second 
gloomy accosting, we would conclude 
we did not feel quite as well as usual. 
After meeting the third our sensations 
would be dreadful, and after meeting 
the fourth, unless we su^ected a con­
spiracy. we would go home and go to 
bed, and the other six pessimists would 
be a useless surplus nf discouragement.

We want something like that epirit 

of sacrifice for others which was seen 
in the English channel, where In the 
storm a boat containing three men was 
upset and all three w£re in the water 
struggling for their lives. A boat came 
to their relief and a rope ■was thrown 
to one-of them and he refused to take 
It. saying: “First fling It to Tom; he 
Is just ready to go down. I can last 
some time longer.” A man like that, 
be be sailor or landsman, be he In up­
per ranks of society or lo'W'er ranks, 
will always have plenty of friends. 
What is true manward Is true God- 
ward. We must be the friends of God 
If we want him to be our friend. We 
cannot treat Christ badly all our lives 
and expect him to treat us . lovingly.
I wae reading of a sea fight In which 
Lord Nelson captured a French officer, 
and when the French officer offere'd 
Lord Nelson his'band, Nelson replied. 
’T irat give me your sword and then 
give me your hand;" Surrender of 
our resistance to God must precede 
God’s proffer of pardon to us. Repent­
ance before forgiveness. You must 
give up your rebellious sword before 
you can get a grasp of the divine hand^

Oh, what a glorious istate of things 
to have the friendship^of God! Why, 
we CQuId afford to have all the world 
against us and all other worlds against 
us if we bad God for us. He cou'.d In 
a minute blot out this uuivers*. and 
in another minute make a better uni­
verse. I have .no idea that God tried 
hard when he made' all. things. The 
most brilliant thing known to us is 
light, and for the creation of that he 
oaly Used a word of command. AS 
out of a flint a frontiersman strikes a 
spark, BO out of one word God struck 
the noonday sun. FV>r the making of 
the present universe I do not read that 
Cted lifted so much as a finger. The 
Bible frequently spegks of God's Ijand 
and God’s arm and Clod’s shoulder and 
God's foot: then suppose he should put 
band and arm and ^houlder and foot 
to utmost tenjslon, what could he not 
inake? That God ofisucb demonstrat­
ed and undemonstrajted strength, .ypu 
nsay have for your present and ever- 
lalsting friend, not al stately and retic­
ent friend, hard to get at. but aa ap­
proachable as a country mansion on a 
summer day, when all the doors and 
windows are wide ojpen. Christ sajd, 
"i am the door." And he is a wiide 
dix»r, A bisk door. palace door, an 
aiwaja open door. 1 * * - I

My four-*7ear-old child got hurt and | 
did not cry nntll hours after, when ber | 
mother capie home, and the* she burst 
into weeping, and tome of tbe domes­
tics. not undersCandlng humaxr nature, 
said to ..her, “Why did you not cry 
before?” She ans'arered: “There was 
no one to cry to." Now, I have to tell 
yow that while human sympathy may 
be absent. Divine sympapthy is always 
accessible. Give God your ibve, and 
get his love; your servlte, and secure 
his help: your repentance, and have 
his pardon. God a friend? Why, that 
means all your wounds medicated, all 
your sorrows soothed, and If some sud­
den catastrophe should hurl you out of 
earth it would only hurl yon . into 
heaven.

If God is your friend, you cannot go 
O'at of the world too quickly or sud- 
denlv^so far as your own happiness is 
coucerned. There were two Christians 
who entered heaven: the one 
standing at a window In perfect health, 
watching a shower, and the lightning 
instantly slew him; but the lightning 
did not flash dawn the sky as swiftly 
as bis spirit flashe 1 upward. The Chris­
tian man who died on the same day 
next door had been for a year or two 
failing in health, and for the last 
three months had suffered from a dis­
ease that had made the nights sleep­
less and the days an anguish. Do you 
pot jeally think that the case of the 
one who went instantly was more de­
sirable thaa the one who entered th* 
shining gate through a long lane of 
Insomnia and congestion? In the one 
case It was like ypnr standing wearily 
at a door, knocking and waiting, and 
wondering if it will, ever open, and 
knocking and waiting again, while in 
the other case it was a swinging open 
of the door at the first touch of your 
knuckle. Give year friendship to God, 
and have God’s friendship for you, and 
even the worst accident will be a vic­
tory.

How i;efieshlng a human friendship; 
and true friends, what priceless tre îs- 
ures! Wheh sickness comes, and trou­
ble comes, and death comes, we send 
for our friends first .of all, and their 
appearance In our doorway In any 
crisis is reinforcement, and when they 
have entered, we say: “Now it is all 
right!” Oh, what would we do with­
out personal friends, business friends, 
family friends? But v.-e want some­
thing mlghfer than human frlend.ship 
in the great exigencies. When Jona­
than Edwards, in his final hour, had 
given the last good-bye to all his 
earthly friends, he turned on his pil­
low and closed his eyes, confidently 
saying: “Now where Is Jesus of Naz­
areth, my true and never-falling 
Friend?” Yes, I admire human friend­
ship as seen in .the case of David and 
Jonathan, of Paul and Oneslphorus, of 
Herder and Goethe, of Goldsmith and 
Reynolds, of Beaumont and Fletcher, 
of Cowley and Harvey, of Erasmus 
and Thomas More, of Lessing and 
Mendelssohn, of Lady Churchill and 
Princess Anne, of Orestes and Pylados, 
each requesting that himself m!ght 
take the point of tbe dagger, so the 
other might be spared; of Epamln- 
ondas and Pelopidas, who locked thetr 
shields in battle, determined to die to­
gether; but the grandest, the might­
iest. the tenderest friendship In all the 
universe! Is the friendship between 
Jesus Christ and a believing soul. Yet, 
after all I have said, I feel I have 
only done what James Marshall, the 
miner, did in 1848 In California, be­
fore Its gold mines were known. He 
reached in and put upon the table of 
his employer, Captain Sutter, a ihlm- 
hletul of gold dust. "Where ,dld you 
get that?” said his employer..- The re- 
ply_ was; “I gvot It this monjlng from 
a mill race from which the water had 
been drawn off." But that gold. dust, 
which cfiuld have been taken up be­

It has just been discovered that the 
snipe Is able to repair injuries to his 
own person. Whenever the snipe is 
wounded about the body or his leg 
broken be does not necessarily crawl 
a-way to some quiet nook to die. Most 
other birds give themselves up as dead 
when such a misfortune befalls them, 
but tbe snipe does not seem to mind a 
little thing like that. He simply flies 
away to some quiet spot and tears 
feather after feather from his side or 
"wing, or from any other part of his 
body than the wounded place. As 
soGJB as the snipe has obtained, three 
or four loose feathers he quickly strips 
off tbe downy part and allows tbe hard 
ouill to fall to tbe ground. The down 
lie places over the Injured part, and 
before an onlooiking bird would have 
time to say “Jack Robinson’.* the spipe 
has stopped the flow of blood. The 
crisis being over, tbe snipe finishes his 
surgical operation-more leisurely. This 
he does by finding some cast-off feath­
ers lying about the grass, and after 

.fa rin g  out the quills he lays fold after 
told of the new down over the wound. 
The bleed acts as a sort of gum to the 
down. HO that when the snipe has fin­
ished his work be is completely out of 
danger. When in a tew weeks nature 
provides some new cuticle for the 
snipe’s wound, the artificially applied 
feathers are dropped, little by little, 
until finally the snii>e's breast looks 
every v/hit as well as It was before 
he was hurt. The person who discov-“ 
ered that snipes are their own surgeons 
is the*' famoua ornithologist, Fatto, 
who announced his interesting discov­
ery to the International Physical So­
ciety at their I'eccnt convention in Ge­
neva. M. .Fatio says snipe do not 
merely stop bleeding wounds on their 
bodies. He has had evidence showing 
that they are alio capable of constrocU 
Ing a splint to none broken wlnge <a<L 
broken lege.

“Cot­
ton ^  king,” might be revised to apply, 
to -wood jinlp. Wood pulp has been 
as a substitute for iron, steel, wood, 
stone, glass, ivory and Innumerable 
kinds of animal and vegetable fiber. 
As a material for car wheels the man­
ufacturers have found It superior, to 
any kind of metal, being about three 
times as durable as steel and sauoh 
more elastic. It has been found avail­
able as a material for paving brloks, 
drain tiling and conduits for electric 
rabies. For ivory, which is becoming 
scarcer every day, cellulose hs the beat 
substitute which has yet been found. 
When properly treated It Is practically 
proof against heat and moisture; hence 
it has been found superior to timber 
as a  material for telegraph poles and 
screws. Cannon, too. and bicycles are 
made out of wood pulp in Germany 
and Chicago. Tespectlvely. while a 
Frenchman has succeeded in producing 
a thread from the same substance, 
which he declares can be worked up 
into all kinds of fabrics. A Vienna In­
ventor declares that his wood pulp 
leather is superior to animal leather 
in fineness and durability. Among the 
other articles made of wood pulp are 
boats, canoes, cuspidors, palls, t flower 
pots, tables, chairs, bureaus, barrels.

D eath  o f  J o d g e  C ooley,^
' '  -Judge Thomas M, Cooley died at his 

home in Ann Arbor. About three 
months ago he returned from a private 
sanitarium at Flint, and was so much 
improved in mental health that he was 
able to recognize acquaintances and 
friends, but he realized his weak phys­
ical condition and his failing mental 
abilities, and often expressed a wish 
that death would come. Several weeks 
ago he relapsed into a comatose condi­
tion. During all this interval he only 
roused once and uked, “Where is 
Charley”? referring to his eldest son. 
Judge Cooley's failing mental vigor 
dates back from the time he was con­
nected with the interstate commerce 
commission. I t is said that every day 
he was doing as much work as three 
strong men. The strain was too much 
and vigorous attacks came upon him. 
Be was compelled by ill-health to re­
sign from the commission. Finally 
the attacks culminated in senile pa­
resis, qnd q little over a year ago he 
.was taken to the sanitarium in Flint. 
'With Judge Cooley’s death the country 
has probably lost its ablest expounder 
of international law—a man whose 
opinions on that subject have taken on 
in the minds of students something of 
the nature of law itself. As judge, 
writer and teacher he was almost 
equally famous.

VETERANS IN BLUE.

The business of the thirty-second 
annual encampment of the Grand Army ' 
and its auxiliaries began after three 
days of preliminary demonstrations at 
Cincinna,ti.

While heated contests were going on 
inside of- the guarded doors of the en­
campment, all the demonstrations on 
the outside in the city were in accord 
with the peace jubilee. The parade of 
the civic and industrial organizations 
in the afternoon with all the 1Uustr; -̂> 
tions of peace and prosperity and hap­
piness that could be produced was the 
most magnificent pageant ever wit­
nessed in Cincinnati. I t is estimated 
that there were 40,000 in line and over 
500.000 spectators along the line.

The encampment convened at 2:30 
o'clock. The first business in order 
was a  lengthy report from the com­
mittee on pensions. The report dealt 
extensively in an effort to refute the 
charge that the pension roll was 
a roll of j*dishonor. I t cited the 
fact that expensive investigations had 
been undertaken by the department of 
different states, and;after a close in­
quiry there had heen'not a single case 
of fraud discovered which could be 
traced to a member of the Grand Army 
of the Republic.

The committee gave figures showing 
that the 'death rate was rapidly in­
creasing among pensioners. The num­
ber dying each 3'car now exceeds 40,000. 
It is estimated that the increase in the 
number of deaths each year will be 
such that in 1920 the n.umber of pen­
sioners be rea^uced to a little over 250,- 
000 and that in 1040 the list will be 
obliterated.

An interruption of regular business 
was the presentation to cx-Com- 
mander-in-Chief Clarkson, of Nebraska, 
of a magnificent silver set in an oaken 
case. The e.v-commandcr, with deep 
feeling, madp a response expressing

usual co.stom. A delegate from Kansas' 
explained that tlie name of Thomas J. 
Anderson, of Topeka, which had been 
mentioned as a candidate, would not 
be presented.

The roll of states was ,then called 
and the vote was announced showing 
the election of James A. Sexton, who 
received 424 votes, while Albert p. 
Shaiv received 241. Comrade Shaw in 
a  well-worded speech moved the unan­
imous election of Sexton, and the mo­
tion was carried.
