Its  the "after-clap," and the severe 
fires tha t bring on a kick.

In  the case of the recent fire at the D., 
G- Hi & W- freight house, some of the 
jnem bers suffered loss frotis having their 
clothes and shoes ruined. P art of one 
company was left on duty till about 8:30 
o’clock in the evening. They were titi-d 
and wet and the ir duties were Cibus made 
all the more aggravating- 

Id' these and similar cases we ask 
should the willing volunteers stand the 
expense? No. '

We believe every tax iTqyer would glad­
ly repay each fireman for any loss, he may 
sustain « th e r  by in jury  to  his clothing, or 
tim e lost‘from work, als6 to pay all Rrr 
tim e put in while di'ing extra duty. Its 
a volunteer company aud cannot be treat­
ed with too much re.ipect and consider­
ation. If the village should reach a point 
when it would have to pay its firemen, 
the value of a vnluuteer departm ent 
would be appreciated more.

FACE TO  FACE W IT H  D EA TH .

Arctic-Explorer Greely Tells of H is Res­
cue by C aptain  Schley.

General Greely, in the Ladies’ Jlom e 
Journal, tells, for the first time, the de- 
ta ilso f his awful winter at Cape Sabine 
Eighteen of his party of twenty-four Arc­
tic explorers had perished from cold and 
sbirvation when Captain (now AdmimI) 
Schley, heading a relief party, rescued 
the iiurvivors ju s t in the nick <if liiue. 
"Sum m er crept slowly on, but food came 
g r u d g in g l y w r i t e s  General Greely 
Each worked to the end, and even on the 
very morn none ever knew tha t Death 
would that ilay touch him. One after an­
other passed, aud when a mighty mid­
sum m er gale from the sovith broke our 
hitherto uninterrupted scientific nbserva 
tionsk there were left seven wan spectres. 
There was not the physical strength to 
raise the win<l-9truck cent, dnd the end 
was im sight. Was it to be life or death ? 
It-was foolish to hope, for even now did 
not the midnight sun, tha t m arked mid­
summer, from that' verj* day (./un*- 31) 
leave us with coming- w inter in  utter 
darkness? Had we seven, who were left, 
gone through all those two hundred and 
seveaty eight days, of suffering amid 
those icy scenes for naught? B ut for ail 
tb a t.^ e re  was a strong faith tha t th is gale 
mustifavor the American ships tha t m ust 
be working northw ard through the ice. 
And tbis faith in country turned to reality 
forty hours later, when our nation’s sail­
ors vied in tender offices,, and sympathy 
.for the ir comrades of the Army thus .saved 
from death.”

The convention was called to order by 
Stale Committee Chairman D. M. Ferry, 
who asked Rev. NeheruUth lioy^iton icj 
offer prayer. After Committee Secretary 
Alward had rend the formal call for tin- 
convention j Chairman Ferry read a 
speech. In which he outlined the duties of • 
the convention. Ills reference to the war 
governor was greeted with an enthusias­
tic outburst of cheering.

Mr. Fellows made a speech which 
was liberally applauded, particularly when 
he tbuched ttp the critics of the war de­
partment by saying: “We of Michigan 
who know the secretary of war have con­
fidence in the honesty and the ability and 
the Integrity of Russell A. .\lgcr. w e arc 
glad that he courts Investigation and w<: 
know .that, he will come our clean and 
spotless, and that Michigan will be proud­
er of him than she has ever been before.” 
Mr. Fellows declared he was an expan­
sionist of the most extreme type anil fa­
vored Uncle Sam keeping all the Span­
ish possession* which had come Into his ' 
grasp through the war. The aUmlm.siru- . 
tlon of President McKinley was highly i 
lauded and the temporary chalrni.an con-. 
c lu d ^ b y  predicting tha t Michigan will; 
on the 8th of November roll up her cu s-: 
tomary Republican majority, thereby In - ; 
dorslng "the president, the secretary o f

So, w hether you take sacred 
or profane h istory , you m ust come to  
the  conclusion th a t the re  were In those 
tim es cases of hum an altitude m on­
strous and appalling. jy

David had sm ashed the skulf' of one 
of those g jants, but there were o ther 
gtarits th a t the Davidean w ars had not 
yet subdued, and one of them  stands in 
my te x t  He was no t only of Alpine 
s tatu re, but had a  surplus of digits. To 
the  ord inary  fingers was annexed an 
additional finger, and the foot had also 
a  superfluous addendum.

B ut this 
g ian t of th e  tex t Is in battle , and as 
David, the  strip ling  w arrior, has dia-' 
patched one g iant, th e  nephew of David 
slays th is 'm o n s te r  of my text, and 
the re  he lies afte r  the battle In Gath, 
a  dead g iant. H is sta tu re  did not save 
hinr, and bis superfluous appendices of 
hand and foot did not save him. The 
probability  w.as th a t in th s  battle  hbt 
s ix th  finger on h is  hand made him 
clumsy In the use of bis weapon, and 
his six th  tcc crippled his gait. Behold 
the p rostrate  and malform ed giant! of 
the tex t: “A m an of g reat stature, 
w hose fingers and toes were four and 
tw enty, stx on each hand and six  on 
each foo t; and he also was the son of 
a g iant. B ut when he defied Israel. 
Jonathan , the son of Shtmea, David's 
bro ther, slew him .”

Behold how superfluities are  a h in ­
drance .ra ther than  a  help! In  all the 
b attle  a t G ath th a t day there was n o t 
a man w ith ordinary hand and ordi­
nary  foot and ord inary  sta tu re  th a t wa& 
n o t b e tter off than  th is  physical cu- 
rlo flty  of my tejet. A dw arf on the  
righ t side Is s tronger than  a g iant on 
the  w rong side, and all the body and 
mind and estate and opportunity  th a t 
you cannot use for Gpd and the bet­
te rm ent of the world is a  six th  finger 
and a  sixth toe» and a te rrib le  h in ­
drance. The m ost of the good done in 
the  world. and.th.e most of thoce who 
win the battles for the right, are  o rd i­
nary  people. Count the fingers of the ir 
r igh t hand, and they have Just five—no 
m ore and no less. One Doctor Duff 
am ong m issionaries, but three thou­
sand m issionaries th a t would tell you 
they  have only common endow m ent 
One Florence N ightingale to  nurse the 
sick In conspicuous places, bu t ten 
thousand women who are Just as good 
nurses, though never heard of. Th4

The gunner 
touches It off. and  it explodes^ aud 
leaves cabinet m in isters  dead on the 
deck, w hile a t  th a t time, a ll up and 
down our coasts, w ere cannon of ord i­
n ary  hore. able to  be the defense of the 
nation , a sd  ready a t the first touch to 
w aken to  duty. T he curse of the world 
Is hig guns. A fter the politic ians, who 
have made all the  noise, go home 
hoarse from angry  discussion on the 
evening of the  first Monday Jn  Novem­

a t  th a t time, and obtai'sed ano ther 
s ligh t clue. So we beaded eastw ard 
from H a\a u a , w hile the  bloojiading 
fleet lay basking se ren ^y  In th e  sun. 
So also did m any dispatch boats. ' At 
noon my sailor friend and hla ship 
were there.

To distingu ish  m erely between the 
young horse and the  old, It is only 
necessary to rem em ber a  few salien t 
factSi The f i r s t l s  th a t the  m ilk teeth 
a re  present in  the  horse’s m outh until* 
he Is between 4 and 5 years old. The 
second fact Is th a t th e  “m ark ,"  or 
dark  central depression on the  surface 
of the incisors becomes gradually  worn 
out, and in  a  h o rse  over 8 years old 
.hil^ nearly  always disappeared from 
the  tee th  of the  lower jaw . T he-ih ird  
fact is th a t the  shape of the  tooth is 
m uch w ider from  side to  side than  
It is from  fron t to back. As the  horse 
becomes older the surface becomes pro­
gressively narrow er, from  side to  side, 
and thus, instead of rem aining  ajways 
oblong, it  becomes triangu la r, -and 
then  In very ,old anim als flattened from 
side to  side. In  young horses,, then, 
•we judge the .age by observing which 
of the  m ilk •teeth are present, and 
which have been replaced by perm a­
n en t ones. -T o  d istinguish  bef^’sen 
the  m ilk  tee th  and the  perm anent, re­
m em ber th a t the  m ilk teeth  are  sm all­
er, w hiter, and  have a d istinc t neck. 
U ntil a colt is over 2 years old his 
te e th  are  all m ilk teeth, and the  age 
Is estim ated fro m ,th e  am ount of wear 
shown on the  crowns of the  teeth. Be­
tw een 2 and 3 th e  first of the  perm a­
n en t teeth  m ake th e ir  appearance, and 
push out the middle two. tee th  in  both 
upper and lower Jaws. A horse is 
said to  be 3 years old when these cen­
tra l  perm anen t incisors are fully In 
wear. D uring the  next sum m er the 
second pa ir of perm anent tee th  appear, 
and w hen they a re  fully grown and in 
w ear the  horee la 4 years old. Be­
tw een 4 and 5 the last pair m akes Us 
appearance, qnd now the hoxse has 
w hat is called a fu ll m outh. So far 
both  m ares and horses are alike, but 
a t  o r near 5 years old th e  canines, or 
’’tushes,” appear In the  male sex only. 
Up to  the end of th is  period the de­
term ination  of ^he age is a com para­
tively easy m atte r, and any one who 
is a t  all observant can readily  give the 
age of horses by looking a t  th e ir  teeth. 
A fter a  full m outh is a tta ined  it  is a 
m ore difficult m atter, and the d lfl^ulty  
of accurate ly  te lling  th e  age o f ' old 
horses Is-gredter In proportion to the ir 
age. So much is th is  the case thk t it 
Is popularly supposed th a t It is im­
possible to te ll th e  age of horses after 
they a re  t  years old. T h is m ay be 
true  to a  g rea t ex ten t am ong the. u n ­
tra ined  and inexperienced, but to an 
exjpert It Is hot difficult to te ll th e  age 
up to  15 years w ith a  fair degree of ac­
curacy, and after th a t age to approx­
im ate it wKhln a  couple of years. To 
do th is  successfully requires m uch ex­
perience and a  careful inspection of all' 
v isible Indications of age. To' rely 
upon one only, such as the  “m ark ,” Is 
to  court defeat. i All Should be ob- 
serv fd—the m ark, the  shape of the 
t t t t h ,  the ir leng th  and the  angle at 
T ^ lch  they  m eet those of the o ther 
jaw .—P all Mall Gazette.

Bed Which Is^PeoTliled by 
Govornmeot.

Jacky’s bed Is a ham m ock, and It Is 
a folding, portable bed of the m ost im ­
proved kind, eays Scribner’s. People 
•who ev^lng ham m ocks on verandas in  
the  sum m er know no th ing  w hatever 
abou t Jacky ’s sty le of bed. H is is 
m ade of an oblong piece of stou t can­
vas, fitted w ith eycrholes in the  ends. 
In  the  eye-holes are  made fa s t sm all 
ropes, called “clews,” and these a re  
lashed a t th e ir  ou ter enda to  a  ring. 
■When Jack y ’s folding bed'*Is open for 
use It h angs by these rings from  ham ­
m ock-hooks fitted to the beams under 
the  decks.

Jacky has a  m attress and a b lanket 
in h is  bed, and be has to  keep them  
there .- "When he “ turnn out.” as ge t­
ting  up is called, he ro lls h is  ham mock 
up on its  longest axis and lashes it 
w ith  a  rope provided for th a t purpose. 
There m ust he seven tu rn s  in th e  lash ­
ing, w ith one exactly  in the  middle.^ 
The clew s,are tucked in ^ n d e r  the  lash- ' 
Ing. Jacky  is allowed ten  m inutes to  
tu rn  o u t and  lash  h is  ham mock. Then 
he goes up on th e  spar deck and hands 
the  ham m ock to one of the  stowers, 
who drops I t in to  the nettings. The 
“nettings” are  sim ply troughs in  the 
sh ip 's  rail. A ta rpau lin  is hauled over 
th e  ham m ocks and laced down to keep 
th e  ra in  ouL and th e re  they  stay  till 
they  are served o u t again a t  n ight. In  
the  m eantim e,.if Jacky desires to  sleep, 
and In war, tim es he does very often 
nee^ a  nap,j he m ust perforce seek the 
gentle caresses of a  steel ba ttlehateh  
or an  oily alley-way, w here cooks and' 
m arines do break  in and coal-paasers 
corrupt. B u t ' a paternal governm ent 
provides the  ham m ock for Jacky  and 
also allow s him  th e  use of th e  deck.

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H O W  T O  T E L L  A H O R S E ’S A CE.

Maoh Experience Reqnlred and Many 
TmnfH Uaro to  ISe Considered.

To distinguish m erely between the 
young horse and the  old, it  Is only 
necessary to rem em ber a  few salien t 
facta. The first is th a t the  m ilk teeth 
are  present in the  horse 's  m outh until 
he is between 4 and 5 years old. The 
aecond fact Is th a t the  ‘’m ark ,” or 
dark  central depression on the surface 
of the incisors becomes gradually  worn 
out, and in  a horse over 8 years old 
has nearly  always disappeared from 
the  tee th  of the lower jaw. The th ird  
fact is th a t the  'shape 'of the tooth,^ is 
much wider from side to  side than 
it la from fron t to back. A s the horse 
becomes older the  surface becomes pro­
gressively narrow er, from side to  side, 
and thus, instead of rem aining  always 
oblong, it  becomes triangu lar, and 
then  in  very old anim als flattened from 
side to side. In  young horses, then, 
we Judge the age by observing which 
of the  m ilk tee th  are present, and 
which have been replaced by perm a­
nen t ones. , To distinguish befs'cen 
the m ilk teeth  and the 'perm anen t,: re­
m em ber th a t the m ilk teeth  are  skAiII*  ̂
er, w hiter, and have a d istinct neck. 
"Until a colt is over 2 years old his 
teeth  are  all m ilk teeth, and the age 
is estim ated from  the am ount of wear 
shown on the crowns of the teeth. Be­
tween 2 and 3 the  first of the  perm a­
n en t teeth  make th e ir  appearance, aud 
push out the middle two tee th  in both 
upper and lower jaws. A horse is 
said to  be 3 years old when these cen­
tra l perm anent incisors are  fully in 
wear. D uring the  nex t sum m er the 
second p a ir of perm anent teeth  appear, 
and when they are fully grown and in 
w ea r the  horse Is 4 years old. Be­
tw een 4 and 5 the  last pair m akes Its 
appearance, and now the  horse has 
w hat Is called a  fu ll m outh. So far 
both  m ares and horses are  alike, but 
a t  or near 5 years old the canines, or 
“tushes,” appear In the male sex only. 
Up to the end of th is , period the de­
te rm ination  of the age is a com para­
tively easy m atter, and any one ■who 
is a t  all observant can readily give the 
age of horses by looking a t  th e ir  teeth. 
A fter a  full m outh is atta ined  it is a 
m ore difficult m atter, and the difficulty 
ef accurately te lling  the  age of old 
horses is grea ter in  proportion to  the ir 
age. So m uch is th is  the case th a t it 
is popularly supposed th a t It is im­
possible to  te ll th e  age of horses after 
they  are  8 years old. This may be 
true  a g rea t ex ten t am ong the un ­
tra ined  and inexperienced, but to  an 
expert Iti Is n o t difficult to te ll the age 
up to 15 years w ith a fa ir degree of ac­
curacy. and after th a t age to approx­
im ate it w ithin a couple of years. To 
do th is successfully requires much ex­
perience and a  careful Inspection of a ll’ 
visible indications of age. To rely 
upon one bnly. such as the “m ark ,"  is  
to court defeat. All should be ob- 
serv fd—the m ark , the shape of the 
teeth, the ir length and the angle a t  
which they m eet those of the other 
jaw .—P all Mall Gazette.

JA C K Y  ON SH IP B O A R D .
Dcd Which Is Provided by a  Paternal 

Ooveroment.
Jacky’s bed. Is a  ham mock, and it Is 

a  folding, portable bed of the m ost im ­
proved kind, says Scribner’s. People 
who sw ing ham m ocks on verandas in  ̂
the sum m er know  noth ing  w hatever 
about Jacky ’s style of bed. H is is 
made of an oblong piece of s tou t can­
vas. fitted w ith  eye-holes in the ends. 
In the eye-holes are  made fas t small 
ropes, called “clews," and these are  
lashed a t  the ir ou ter ends to  a  ring. 
W hen Jacky ’s folding bed is open for 
use It hangs by these rings from  ham - 
mock-hooks fitted to the beams under 
the decks.

"Jacky has a  m attress and a  b lanket 
In h is  bed, and be has to keep them  
there. NS’hen he “ tu rns ou t.” as g e t­
ting  up is called, he rolls his ham mock 
up on its longest axis and lashes It 
w ith a rope'^provided for th a t purpose. 
There m ust be seven tu rn s  in the  lash ­
ing. w ith one exactly in the middle. 
The clews are tucked in under the  lash­
ing. Jacky  is allowed ten  m inutes to  
tu rn  out andflash h is  ham mock. Then 
he goes up ofa th e  spar deck and hands 
the ham m ock to one of the  stowers, 
who drops it  in to  the nettings. The 
“nettings" ai*e simply troughs in the 
sh ip ’s rail. A ta rpau lin  Is hauled over 
the  ham mocks and laced dow n,to keep 
the  ra in  out, and there they  stay till 
they  are  served o u t again a t  night. In 
the m eantim e, if Jacky desires to  sleep, 
and in w ar tim es he does very o^ t̂en 
need a  nap. he m ust perforce seek 'the  
gentle caresses pf a  steel battlehatch  
or an  oily alley-way. w here cooks and 
m arines do break in  and coal-passers 
corrupt. B ut a  paternal governm ent 
provides the  ham m ock for Jacky and 
also allo'ws him  the use of th e  deck.

U N CLA IM ED  BANK BA LA NCES,
A m onnt to  N early H a lf  a  ^ l l t o n  Dol­

la rs  In C anadian InstU atlons.
From  the Toronto M oneury  Times: 

I t may seem strange th a t  the re  Is In 
the  banks of Canada a  suns approach­
ing $400.000—ln, 1896 It reached 1427.- 
108 and 1897 It was 8387.666—consist­
ing of unclaim ed balances: The sums 
are various, ranging from 1 cent or a 
fraction of a  dollar to  thousands of 
dollars. One W'onders bow many of 
these balances arise. We have been 
told th a t many an old man or old 
woman will make depoelts and not 
wishing the ir relatives to  know of 
the ir savings, will say n ich ing  about 
the fact. Should such old ,persons die 
the only way in which jthls deposit 
could probably become known would 
be through the  list of such sums pub­
lished annually . Again, there are  num ­
bers of persons who. having long had 
an account w ith a bank, w ill draw  all 
the ir money except $1 or |2 . This 
helps to account for many a sm all 
sum. N aturally , the older banks have 
the  larger accum ulation of unclaimed 
money in th is or o ther w’ays. The 
Bank of M ontreal and the B ritish bank 
have large sums, but the C3ty and Dis­
tr ic t Savings bank exceeds either of 
them, having  nearly 4.000 separate un­
claimed balances, the aggregate of 
which is over $80,000. Itj Is only of 
la te years tha t the governm ent of 
Canada has busiwl itself In tak ing  cus­
tody of tb*8c funds. Not. kiresumably. 
th a t they are in the hands of
the banks, but perhaps tha t it was a 
paternal duty  «f the s ta te  to coutrol 
them.
