In. the last Issue of The Farmers’
Review we -began the jmblication of a
paper read by Mr. A. G. Judd on the
ch”ap production of milk. It should
be understood by our readers that The
Farmers’ Review does not necessarily
agree with every view advanced Ih
articles published In Its columns, as
we all recognize that it is bnl” fair

that both sides of a case should be-

heard. So in the paper in question
there are some views expressed by Mr.
Judd that we are compelled to regard
as erroneous. The gentleman in ques-
tion takes Che ground that the old way
of feeding dairy cows, that Is, giving
them the food in the rough and letting
them shred the Codder and grind the
grain is the best. Most of our expe-
rienced dairymen do not* accept this
view of the matter. They believe it
has been well proven that the silo la
a paying institution and also that the
grinding of grain and even the scald-
ing of it in many instances pays well.

Mr. Judd sticks to the dry fodder
regime and thinks he is making money
by so doing, but our best experiment-
ers have found very different results.
The figures are not given by Mr. Judd
to prove his case, but the experiment
stations have carefully compll-jd fig-
ures that go to show a decided advan-
tage of the sflage over the dry fodder.
At the Vermont station, in a test, 14,-
2ti2 pounds of greeu fodder corn when
dried, fed with a uniform daily allew-

ance of hay and grain, produced 7,688’

pounds of milk; 14,262 pounds of green
fodder corn converted into silage, and
fed with the same daily ration of hay
aud grain, produced 8,623 pounds of
milk.

At tbe Wisconsin station the results
were; From 29.800 pounds of green fod-
der were obtained 24,440 pounds of 81-

Co-operative patiylos In Canada.

The Dairy Worlil of London, Eng-
land, says: Mr. C. C. James, M. -A,
in an address befbre the Political
Science Club of Toronto University,
deals In an able and interesting man-
ner with the development of agricul-
ture in Ontario, and traces the growth
of the co-operativel movement In the
.Province. He says:

We now come tb the period em-
bracing the thirty -years just ended,
1867-1897. Tbe main feature of this
period is the rise of dairying as a spe-
cialty—It is tbe age of the coming in
of the cheese factory and the creamery.
In 1851 the first co-operative cheese,
factory had been started near Rome.
In Oneida county, New York state, and
soon after factories sprang up by the
score in the Hudson valley and to the
west and north. In 1864 Harvey Far-
rington of Herkimer county, New York
state, with commendable enterprise,
crossed over into this Province (On-
tario) and started the first factory, at
Norwich. In Oxford county. By U67
there were half a dozen more. In 1883
the number hart grown to 635, aud In
1896 there whbre In operation no less
than 1,147 that produced 104,000,000
pounds of cheese. The gross value of
the factory cheese made In this Pro-
vince last year was approximately
000.000 dole.

Omvotry Honoa.

There can be no doubt that the fu-
ture will present a good market for
cavalry horses, both on tbe Eastern
and on the Western continent. In
spite of the proclamation of the czar. :
armies will still continue to exist nud j
horseflesh will still be a large part of :
the demand. Perhaps no arm of the ;
service Is harder to supply than the
cavalry, this being due to the fact
that it la very hard to find suitable
horses for the work in question. Be-
fore the recent war with Spain, some
army officers were sent \"est to look
up horses. One of these said th™t he
found good horses very scarce. ‘There
were many horses, but few of them
had the points desired in a cavalry
horse.

We may expect that year by year
the Americans will obtain a greater
share of the trade in the horses used
by the European armies. Hitherto the
foreign governments have tried to fos-
ter the breeding of horses fit for army
use, and in France this has taken the
form of the nationallzalion of the best
stallions.  But within a few years we
have seen American horses pouring In-,
to the European countries, and we may.
expect to see the custom become fash-
ion. The American has great advan-
tages in his competition with Euro-
pean breeders. The only thing that
can defeat our progress in this mat-
ter Is the breeding of poor stock. Let
the Europeans once become convinced
that the American horses are of In-
ferior stock and we will lose our horse
trade as we have already lost Our
trade In cheese. The movement for
the breeding of the best quality of
horses should he pushed. We can-
not afford to send scrubs to the mar-
ket to he inspected by European buy-
ers as samples of American horseflesh.
Lei us breed up and not down. Then
when the European buyer comes along
he will have such a good opinion of
American horses that he will become
the best kind of air advertisement for
us. Farmers that Inieud to breed good
horseflesh should form associations in
each locality, in which associations the
needs of the trade can be discussed
and steps taken to secure the services
of first-class stallions. In this way
only can we hope to accomplish much
good.

Kzterininato Poaltrj Dlaeaaaa.

It is probably easier to exterminate
poultry diseases than the diseases that
affect any other kind' of slock. This
is because poultry can be kept Iso-
lated. Horses are constantly meeting
and conning into the vicinity of other
horses. <;attle run in adjoining pas-
tures. Hogs arc transported from
place to place and are great roamers
in their pastures. But fowls may be
kept practically Isolated. It is even not
couiinon for hens on one farm to
mingle with those of the next.

Ve believe Ihut with a proper man-
agement, tha> poultry diseases may be
practically exlerminated. Have the
feed rightr: and then keep all things
scrupulously cleau. Let in the sun
and keep the dust box full of good
dust. Give -fresh water every day.
These will mean that the hens will be
free from disease. Were these things
observed universally there is no doubt
that some, if not all. of our contagious
diseases among poultry must soon die
out. Where a flock has a certain dis-
ease ibo fowls could be allowed To'dle
or be killed and the place where they
had been kept used for keeping fovs'is
no more for at least a year. It Is our
observation that there are many flocks
where disease is practically unknown.
A good, many poultrymen know noth-
ing of the'cholera, except what they
read in the papers. Clean up and ex-
terminate the diseases.

Cost tft Keros.

Experiments In feeding and in ckom-
ptiting the value of eggs, show that If
no estimate is made for labor, one doz-
en eggs can be produced at a cost of
about six cents for food, or about half
a cent per egg. If all of the food al-
lowed to hens were converted into eggs
the profit on a dozen eggs w'ould be
large, even when prices are very low,
but much depends on whether tbe hens
convert the food into eggs,flesh'or sup-
port of the bodies.’, It is a fact dem-
onstrated, however, that when a [dozen
eggs are marketed they carry from the
farm but little of the nutritious ele-
ments of the scll in proportion td their
value in market, and on that ae*dnt
they are as profitable as anything that

"THE HOUNDED REINDEER”
SUNDAY’S SUBJECT.

*pa tha B»rt Fantelb After the
tVater Broobai So Paiiteth My Soal
After Thee, O God!”"—Psalma, Chap.
XLU. Verae I

Washington, D. C,, Oct. 2—Dr. Tal-
mage, drawlsg his Illu~traiions from
a deer-bunt, 'in this discourse calls all
the pursued and troubled of the earth
to come and slake their thirst at the
deep rlrer of Divine comfort. Text:
Psalms 42: 1: “As the hart panteth
after the water brooks, so panteth. my
soul after thee. 0 God."

David, .who must some time have
seen a deer-hunt, points us here to a
bunted stag making Cor the water.
The fascinating animal called in my
text the hart is tbe same animal that
In sacred and profane literature is
called the stag, the roebuck, the hind,
tbe gazelle, the reindeer. In Central
Syria, in Bible times, there were whole
pasture-fields of thenr, as Solomon sug-
gests when he says, ‘T charge you by
the hindfi of the field." Their antlers
Jutted from the long grass as they lay
down. No hunter who has been long
In "John Brown’ tract” will wonder
that In the Bible they were classed
among clean animals, for the dews, the
showers, the lakes washed them as
clean as the sky. When lIsaac, the pa-
triarch. longed for venison, Esau shot
and brought home a roebuck. Isaiah
compares the sprightliness of the re-
stored cripple of mniennial times to
the long and quick Jump of the stag,
saying, “The lame shall leap as the
hart.” Solomon expressed hts disgust
At a hunter who, having shot a deer is
too lazy to cook U, saying. “The sloth-
ful man. roastetb not that which he
took in hunting.”

But one day. David, while far from
the home froni which he had been
driven, and sitting near the mouth of a
lonely cave where he had lodged, and
on thA banks of a pond or river, hears
a pack of hounds in swift pursuit. Be-
cause of the previous silence of the
forest the clangor startles him. and he
says to himself: “lI wonder what
those dops are after?” Then there Is a
crackling in the brushwood, and the
loud breathing of come rushing won-
der of the woods, and the antlers of a
deer rend the-leaves of the thicket, and
by an instinct which all huntera rec-
ognize the creature plunges Into a pool
or lake or river to cool Its thirst, and
at the same time by Its capacity for
swifter and longer swimming to get
away from the foaming harriers. Da-
vid says to himself: “Aha. that is my-
selft Saul after mo. Absalom after
roe. enemies without number after me;
| am chased; their bloody muzzles at
my heele. barking at my good name,
barking after ray body, barking after
my soul. Oh. the hounds, the hounds!
But look- there.” says David to him-
self; "that reindeer has fiplashed Into
the water. -It puts Its hot Ups and nos-
trils Into the cool wave that washes its
lathered flanks, and it swims away
from the fiery canines, and It Is free
at last. Oh. that | might find In the
deep, wide lake of God’s mercy and
consolation escape from my pursuers!
Oh, for the waters of life and rescue!
‘As the hart panteth after the water
brooks, so panteth my soul after thee,
0 God.'"

hartshorn. But putting aside its use-
fulness, this enchanting creature’
seems imade out of gracefulness and
elastic’y. What an eye. with a liquid
brightness as if gathered up from a
hundred lakes at sunset! The boms,
a coronal branching into every possi-
ble curve, and after it seems complete
atttcendfng into other projections of ex->
quisitenesa, a tree of polished bone.

Portions of 'Wisconsin sad Colorado are
Devastated by Heavy Forest Fires—
Another Passes Away—
FUIplnoe Demand Independence.

Statesman

Destractlve Forest Fires.

Forest fires are doing great damage
about Rice Lake, IVis. Scores of farm
houses have been destroyed and large
lumbering interests ruined. There is
certainly some loss of life, but as all
communication is cut - off details
cannot be received. Over 100 per-
sons arc missing  Several dead bod-
ies have been found and they
are buimod beyond recognition.
All the cattle, horses and other stock
in a large district have been burned to
death. Even the wild animals could
not escape the flames.

A Chippewa Falls. Wis., special says:
Forest Area are doing enorlnous dam-
age along the Soo and Wisconsin Cen-
tral railroads. Nearly .every section
of the pine woods in northern Wiscon-
sin is ablaze. Barron, a small town on
the Soo line, is entirely surrounded by
fire. Glenwood. a town of 2,000, be-
tween Chippewa Falls and St. Raul,
was saved after 12 hours heroic work
by the citizens. Mrs. Jacob Correrson
Was burned to death.

A large portion of Cedar Lake, a town
of 600 people, is reported destroyed,
and Alemena. 300, and Po.skin, 200. are
said to have been wiped out. Hun-
dreds are homeless, many even losing
all their household goods. The loss of
farm property in Clark, Barron and
Cliippowa counties is e.stimated at
8300,000, while the lumber interests
will lose over 8500,000,

Proadftil Forent Flre>» In Colorado.

Forest fires started by malicious Ute
Indians in nortbwe.stern Colorado,
swept through the”countics of Koutt,
Rio Blanco. Gramme Larimer, Garfield,
Eagle. Pitkin and Summit. Xast areas
of timber and grazing lands being dev-
astated, the losses in the former case
being all the more deplorable because
of the fact that these -folests retained
vthe snow.s for months, thus furnishing
the water for the streams which irri-
gate the lands west of the divide. The
people fled from the mountain slopes
in terror, saving only a few of their
belongings. Hundreds of farm animals
were burned; The lo.ss cannot be esti-
mated as yet.- and only very heavy
rains can prevent hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars more damage.

Want the Czar to Disarm FIr~t.

The czar's proposal foradisarmament
congress is making headway. All the
powers, including France, have now
accepted the invitation, but with limit-
ations. Ulterior questions, especially
all questions regarding territorial ar-
rangements, will be strictly tabooed.
German newspapers suggest that Rus-
sia should begin disarming by reduc-
ing her army on the western frontier
by .50.000 men, adding, that Germany
and Austria would then make a similar
reduction and that by exercising in-
fluence at Paris; the czar could obtain
the reduction of another 2.5000 men on

each side, of the Franco-German
frontier.
Fillplaos' Dvelaralinn of Independence.

A declaration of independence was
ratified at Matolos by the Philippine
insurgents amM great festivities. In
an address Aguinaldo said: “Our
friends, the Americans, came for the
purpose of demonstrating the grandeur
of their government and to assist in
releasing the people from slavery with-
out annexing the islands, thus setting
a good example. 'We now appreciate
t1~ famous Monroe doctrine of 'Amer-
ica for Americans,”and justice demands
that they add the Philippines for the
Filipinos,” . The insurgentofficials ex-
press disappointment at the jion-at-
tendance of Americans at the festival.

The Peris Gaolois slates that the
American peace commission is divided
on the Philippine situation. Senator
Gray is said to oppose all annexation,
others favor only a coaling station,
while Senator Davis advocates the an-
nexation of the whole Philippine arch-
ipelago. All will be largely influenced,

however, by Maj.-Ge.n. Merritt's re-
ports.

Kitchener and the English forces ar-
rived at Fashoda just in time to save
from annihilation by dervishes the
small French force under Maj.

Secretary Long, upon receipt of ad-
vicesshowing threatening conditionsin
China, ordered Admiral Dewey to send
the Baltimore and the Petrel immedi-
ately to a point as ujear'the Chinese
capitol as possible.

There have been many demonstra-
ti'ODS against foreigners in Pekin, the
Chinese throwing mud at Europeans
and Americans. The Russian and
British ministers have placed guards
around their respective legations.

The state department has received a
cablegram from Minister Conger, at
Pekin, saying: There isno serious dan-
ger 3’et, but considerable anxiety for
the future. The foreign fleet is assem-
bling at Tien Tsin. Some of flic min-
isters are ordering marines tc Pekin
for legation guard.

Bloody Riots In Paris.

.. The many predictions that the Direy-
fu's case agitation would cause a revo-
lution in France seem about to come
true. Pariis was in a turmoil all Sun-
day. Crowds, scuffles, Uproar, and ar-
rests filled the day. About a score of
persons are said to have been seriously
wounded. In one quarter alone more
than 40 arrests were made, many of
them being prominent men. The riots
have created intense alarm among the
foreigners at the hotels, and it is prob-
able that an exodus will, occur, the
guests fearing grave developments:

The Antlers hotel, one of the largest
in the west, the lumber yards and two
blocks of business houses were de-
stroyed. The loss is estimated at 31,-
000,000, insured for half that amount.

Small Majority foriProliibltlon In Canada.

Reports from all parts of the Domin-
ion of Canada indicate that the vote
for and against prohibition has been
larger than was expected. The heav-
iest vote against prohibition was cast
in the province of Quebec. Here tlic
French clergy had counseled their
people to vote against prohibition.
The province gave.majority of about
35,000 against, while the prdViuccs of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island combined give
a majority of 35000 in favor of doing
away with the liquor traffic. Every
city in Ontario excci*- Brantford gave
a inajority against prohibition. But
the counties largely overcome these
majorities, and the result in Ontario is
that prohibition carried by a majority
of about 12,000. The returns from
Mhnitoba, the Northwest Territory
and British Columbia are incomplete,
but it is estimated Manitoba and the
territories together will give a major-
ity of 12,000 to 15.000 in «favpr,of pro-
hibition. while British Columbia has
gone the other wayy. At all evenls. it
seems pretty dear the plebiscite has
not been so decisive as to warrant the
government introducing a prohibitory
law.

Spsin Will IUufT to the Last.

Duke \linodovar de Rio, the Spanish
minister of foreign affairs, states that
the Spanish peace commissioners have
been instructed to contend stj-ongly for
the integrity of Spanish sovereignly in
the Bhilippiues, on the ground that
tKe protocol between Spain and the
United States was signed before Man-
ila had capitulated, and also to make a
firm stand regarding the,Cuban debt
and tho Philippine loan of 1896, if
Luzon is ceded to America.

At Washington thisoffioial statement
isregarded as a scheme to draw out the
American commissioners’ position on
the Philippine question; and also  an
invitation to some European power to
interfere if the United States attempts
to retain more than the island of Luzpn.
While the instructions of the American
commissioners have not been made
public it may be stated that such of
the Philippines as arc not held by the
United States shall be so governed or
disposed of that the insurgents shall nob
be placed nt the mercy of the -Bpanish
government, norshall they turned over
to any power that might oppressive!”

Not
only is a woman thus despised, but
her blood Is feared as a poison, from
the taste of which no man could recov-
er. The cannibal women profe® no
such distaste for map’s flesh, but are
said to eat it .with relish, while in their
own turn they have evidently taken no
active steps to convince’ the men
against their ancient error and pre>u-
dice.—Washington Times.

The old, or middle-aged,
woman wals a cheerful and friendly
soul, and was soon beguiled, by the

visitor’s comments on a woven band
hanging in sl.ght, into narrating an
episode of family history. It bad been
cue of the presents given by her son
on his marriage, to his groomsman.
He had married a girl another vil-
lage-asking her hand In accordance
with immemorial Finnish custom,
through a puhemies, or spokesman, a
kind of preliminary best man, who
must do all the talking while the suit-
or himself sits dumb. Being accepted,
he exchanged rings with bis betrothed
and gave her father the usual klhlarat.
“What is that?” the visitor asked.
“Why, it is a sort of a deposit given to

the girls father to show he really
means to marry the girl-a cow or-
sometbing of that sort." A two

years’ engagement, during which the
young peop'.e vere earning their house-
hold equipment, was followed by a
grand wedding, celebrated, as usual in
Finland, at the bridegroom’ house.
“It Is a very expensive thing to get
married,” said the mother, “and my
son had to give many presents to the
father-in-law, mc.ther-In-law, brides-
maids and groomsmen. To all the
bride's maids he gave stockings, that
-being the fashion of our country; to
the groomsmen he gave shirts; tb his
mother-in-law a dress; to the father-
in-law a belt, and to other friends bead
handkerchiefs. In short, she confessed
that .the occasion was a very serious
drain upon the family resources. “But.
oh, it was a lovely time,” she added.
“A wedding is a splendid thing. We
had a feast*all one day and the next,
and then the priest came and they
were married.

Hon. Whitelaw Reid contributes an
article to Century on “The Territory
with Which  We Are Threatened.”
After arguing fts to the inadviaabiiity
of giving up much of the captured or
Invaded territory. Mr. Reid concludes
his paper as follows: The candid con-
elusions seem. Inevitable that, not as
a matter of' policy, but as a necessity
of the position In whit-h we find our-
elvea and as a matter of national
duty, we must hold Cuba, at least for
a time, and till a permanent govern-
ment is well established for which wo
ran afford to be responsible; we must
bold Porto Rico: and we may have to
hold the Philippines. The war is u
great sorrow, and to many these re-
sults of it will seem still more mourn-
ful. They cannot be contcmphiu'd
with unmiiied confidence by any: au-l
to all who think they must be a sou; "
of iome grave apprehensions. Flaiu'y.
ihls unwelcome war is leading us by
ways we have not trod to an end we
cannot surely forecast. On the other
hand, there are some good things com-
ing from Lt that we can already see.
It will make an end forever of Spain
in this hemisphere. It will certainly
secure to Cuba and Porto Rico better
government. It will furnish an enor-
mous outlet for the energy ol our citi-
zens. and give another example of the
rapid development to which our sys-
tem leads. It has already brought
North and South together as could
nothing but a foreign war in which
both offered their blood for the cause
of their reunited country—a result of
Incalculable advaniage both at home
and abroad. It has brought England
and the United States together—an-
other result of momentous importance
In the progress of civilization and
Christianity. Europe will know us
better henceforth: even Spain will
know us better; and this knowledge
should tend powerfully hereafter to
keep the peace of the world. The war
should -abate the swaggering swash-
buckler tendency of many of our pub-
lic men. since it has shown our In*
credible unreadiness at the outset for
meeting even a third-rate power; and
it will secure us henceforth an army
and navy less ridiculously Inadequate
to our exposure. It insures us a mer-
cantile marine. It insures the Nica-
ragua canal, a Pacific cable, great de-
velopment on our Pacific coast, and
the mercantile- control of the Pacific
ocean. It imposes new and very seri-
ous business on our public men. which
ought to dignify and elevate the public
service. Finally, it has shown such
splendid courage and skill in the army
and navy, such sympathy at home for
our men at the front, and sudff-de-
vofced eagerness, especially among
women, to alleviate suffering and hu-
manize the struggle, as to thrill every
patriotic heart, and make us all proud-
er ibs"m® evA- A our country and its
matchless people.

HARP AND BANJ-O STRINGS.

Italy.

“It has always. been believed that
violin, harp'and barrio strings were
made out of the viscera_of the cat,”
explained a teacher of music to a
Wadhingion Star reporter, “but | have
considerable doubt that there ever was
a string so made. The gut of a cat
is no more suitable for such use than

;-that of a mouse and as far as my

investigation goes has never been so
used. Violin strings are made of many
kinds ofiskins, but principally out of
sheep skins. The secret is In curing
the skins, which has always been kept
in Italy, where all the finer and better
grades of strings are made. There are,
however, several concerns in this coun-
try which turn out musical strings,
and they make a very good grade,
though they do not compare as yet
with the Italian strings. All the poets
who have sung of the musical insides
of the cat were wrong. Even Shakes-
peare, who was phenomenally correct
generally In his productions, fell Into
the prevailing error, probably because
he did not take the trouble to look
into the matttt and accepted the gen-
eral opinion. \he various metallic or
wire strings are improving conetantly”
and are used in very large quantities
and by the beet musicians. They have
one advantage over the skin strings
when used out of doors In that they
are not affected by the weather. la
damp weather skin or gut etrings, m
they are generally named, are affactm
very much, and. notwithstanding ,all
the tightening, they are very frequent-
ly flat in bone. The wire string escapes
that Influence, though there is a cer-
tain effect, a timbre, technically speak-
ing. that can be got out of a skin
string that.no wire string yet made will
give you.”
