Indian* Aboat Leech Lake.
Attack C.
Six and Woandtn”®
Uprising Feared.

Minnesota,
S. Troops,
Other*—Serious

The attempt of the authorities to re-
move the Pillager Indians—a remnant
of thfe old Chippewas—from their homes
on the north side of Leech lake, Min-
nesota, tbh the White Earth re.servation
has resulted in serious'bloodshed.
These Indians have had many griev-
ances against the government and fin-
ally refused obey the Indian agents
and committed various offenses against
the laws. The offenders were shielded
when officers went to arrest them.
They seized two U. S. officials and
when a threat was made to send troops

‘hem the Indians promptly
dODlied War paint and feathers and
went on the war path.

Gen. Bacon and 100 soldiers were
sent on a special train from Bminerd
to Walker and after a 30 mile trip on
tugs across the lake in a gale a landing
was effected with considerable diffi-
culty. at 'Kog-Ah-Me-Ge-Shirk's Point,
close to Bear island. Several hours
beating the brush failed to uncover
‘any Indians, and the soldiers assembled
for dinner when a heavy volley poured
in upon them from all sides. Three
troo|)crs dropped dead. The others
sprang for cover to fight the
savages in Indian style. A mo-
ment later there was another
volley from tbhe .Indians und that was
what the troops had been waiting for.
The Krag-Jorginsons opened up with a
frightful rattle, just as the Pillauoi-s
made a terrific rush. Half a dozen of

dropped and the rest fell back.
.yelling IiEe fiends inctirnate. The fire
from the Pillagers then became more
scattering and the soldiers made a fine
charge and- drove tliem buck, though
the firing continued. 1 'he .stoatuors on
mwhich the soldiers had comc, as well as
those used by tho newsj-aper corres-
pondents. were fired on by tJie Indians
and several .persons K>n board were
wounded. Several correspondents were
in the thick of the fight and* it is re-
ported that they were killed.

No report of the outcome of the fight
has been received, but there is an un-
confirmed report that, Gen. Bacon and
his entire force were inas.saered. A
dispatch bout sent to the island cruised
up and down near thc scene of the
battle for two hours, but they were un-
able to see a man and fear that all
soldiers and officers have fallen. Rein-
forcements have been forwarded from
St. Pa’pl.

Theiputlook at This hour is that.ihe
agency Indians may go on the warpath
at an®moment.

Reports from the scene of the battle
were meager, but gave the troops' loss
in the first fight an follows: .Maj. M'il-
kinsoh and five other soldiers and one
Indian poli-.-eman killed, and eight pri-
vates and one Indian policeman
wounded. The fighting was still go-
ifig on, Gen. Bacon and his .small band
of 70 men standing their ground with
great heroism.

All of the I>cech Lake Indians have
arisen in support of the Pillagers, and
it is reported that the Millc Lacs.
300 strong, arc “joining the red
warriors.

;A train with 215 of the Third infan-
try “from Fort Snelling. under com-
mand of Licut.-Col. Uarbach. arrived
in Walker and at oneestarted for Bear
island.  Another special train left
Brainerd with 200 soldiers. Inspe-jtor
Tinker expre.s.se.s the opinion that with
500 soldiers the .Indians will be sub-
dued, but thinks thei-e will be blood-
shed and may be Ipts of it.

The inhabitants of Walker. Lothrop,
Cass Lake and Hackensack, Minn., arc
terrified beyond measure and are
armed as far as arms and ammunition
are procurable. Llttlp sleep is taken
by the maiority of the citizens.

Gen. Bacon and all -his men have re-
turned to Walker, having no difiicuty
aboutlanding boats. Reports from sev-
eral points along the lake say white
flags were seen, indicating general
surrender. This is doubted by many
and Gen. Bacon will hold bis
brave command and the reinforcements
under Lieut.-CoL llarbach at Walker
to await developments. A battery of
Minnesota volunteer artillery has been
ordered to Cass Lake village-.

BITES OF ANIMALS.

-4part from all concomitant danger of
blood poisoning, the severity of the
biteo of flesh-eating animals is out of-
all propoi‘iion to the weapons by which
they are inflicted. The teeth, even of
lho largest carnivora, are merely, the
“spearheads;” but tbe force which
“"works” these Instrumects is prodi-
gious. It seems as if for the moment
the animal threw all Its bodily energy
into the combination of muscular ac-
tion, which we call a "bite.” In moat
cases the mere shock of Impact, as the
animal hurls itself on its enemy is en-
tirely domoralizing, or Inflicts physical
injury.

A muzzled mastlfl will hurl a man
to the ground In the effort to fasten its
teeth in his throat or shoulder. Then,
the driving and cnishlDg force of the
jaw muscles Is astonishing. The snap-
ping power of an alligator’s Jaws is
more or less intelligible.  They are
long, and furnished with a row of
pointed teeth from end to end. But
the jaws of a lion, leopard, tiger, otter,
ferret,*  or baboon- are short, and the
long and pointed teeth are few. Yet
each of their species has a biting power
which in proportion to Its size is al-
most Incredible.

Sir Samuel Baker, who had a long
and varied acquaintance with the bites
of the carnivora, noticed that the tiger
usually seized an Indian native by the
shoulder, and with one jaw on one side
and the other on tbe other, bit clean
through chest and back. "The” fatal
wound was the bite, which through
back- and chest, penetrated to thr*
Tungs.Vj

Europeans* are killed by the tiger’s
bite, as well as lacerated by the claws.
In nearly all cases the bite penetrates
to the lungs. This kind of wound Is
characteristic ol* the attacks of many
of the felidae. Scarcely any bird re-
covers from a cat’s bitc- for the same
reason. The canine teeth are almost
instantly driven through the lung, un-
der the wing. The cheetah, which has
a very small mouth, always bites
through the black buck’s throat. The
leopard, when seieing smaller animals,
such as dogs, cni.*hes the head; when
attacking men it aims, at biting
through the lungs.

In reply to a question as to the rela-
tive saccharine qualities of sugar cane
and sugar beet, Messrs. Willet & Gray
write that the product of a ton of 2,000
pounds of sugar cane is 130 pounds
plantation granulated and 30 pounds of
seconds and thirds, valued at $7.16 on
the plantation. The product of a ton
of 2.000 pounds of sugar beets In Ne-
braska 1» 220 pounds granulated, val-
ued at $11.55 at the factory. In con*
nectlon with the foregoing it Is point-
ed out that the cost of a ton of sugar
eaue and the expense of extraction of
sugar therefrom Is less than the cost
of a ton of sugar beets.

Aceording to a report from Helena.
MonL. this has been the beat year the
Montana wool grower has had for a
long time, and one of the best in the
history of the industry In the state.
The growers have In other years re-
ceived more for their wool,,but then
all the conditions have not been so
favorable as this year’s. Not only have
they dona weR~-wlth. their wool this
season, but what is of the greatest im-
portance In the busluess, they are as-
sured of an abundance of feed through
the coming winter, which they will be
able to provide at a low cost, owing
to the immense hay crop. As a rule
the iamb crop is good and sh”ep will
go into the winter in fine condition.
While estimates of the wool clip vary
from 2t),000,000 to 25.000,000 pounds as
the total clip of Montana this year, a
conservative estimate puts the product
at 22.500.db00 pounds.

Kitchen bacteriology was the subj j*t
of a course of lectures recently dell*-
ortd by a German doctor to a cla’s ol
ladies. His hearers were taught h )W
to prepare and preserve food accord-
ing to the methods olfcrveJ by bac-
teriologists In their work. The art of
preserration, which was especially
dwell upon, was shown to consist
simply in absolute cleanlinesa The
vosselo were cleansed, in boiling water
before food was put into them, and the
greatest care was then exercised to
prevent the entrance of germs from
any source. The covers of the vessel
had overhanging lids. Instead of those
with Inside flanges, usually employed;
and where their use was practicable,
the lids were made of circular disks of
cotton clamped at the rim between two
metal rings, one of which formed the
outside rim of the cover. At the close
Of the lecturee there was an exhlbttlon
of food that had been kept In such ves-
sels In A warm room for from one to
two weekfi. and was found unchanged
In taste, odor and appearance.

“The Cnfelgcetl Fnlth That Xa In Thee,
Which L»wclt FU;«t In Thy Urand-
<Diuther Luis'—From Second iluok of
Timothy. Chapter I, Verse S$*

1

In this pastoral letter which Paul,
the old minister, is wrtling to Timo-
thy, the young minister, the family
record is brought out. Paul practical-
ly says: “Tiiuoihy, what a good grand-
mother }ou had." You ought to be
better than most folks, because not
only was your mother good, but your
grandmother was good also. Two pre-
ceding geueratlous of piety ought to
give you a mighty p-asb in the right
direction.” The fact was that Timothy
needed encouragement. He was In
poor health, having a weak stomach,
and was a dyspeptic, and Paul pre-
scribed for him a tonic, “a little wine
for thy stomach's sake"—not much
wine, but a little wine, and only as a
medicine. And if the wine then had
been as much adulterated with logwood
and strychnine as our modern wines,
be would not have prescribed any.

But Timothy, not strong physically.
Is encouraged spiriiuaity by the recital
of grandmotherly excellence, Paul
hintlug to him, as | hint this day to
you, that God sometimes gathers up as
in a reservoir, away back of the active
generations of today, a godly influ-
ence. and then In response to prayer
lets down the power upon children and
grandchildren and great grandchildren.
The world is woefully in want of a ta-
ble of statlEtlca in regard to what la
the protractednesa and immen.sity of
influence of one good woman in the
church and world. We have accounts
of bow much evil has been wrought by
a woman who lived nearly a hundred
years ago, and of bow many criminals
hqy descendants furnished for the pen-
itentiary and the gallows, and how
many hundreds of tbousauds of dollars
they cost our country in ibelr arraigu-
ment and prison support, as well as
In the property they burglarized and
destroyeit ' But will not seme one
come out with brain comprehensive
enough, and heart warm enough, and
pen keen enough to give us the facts
in regard to some good woman of a
hundred years ago. and let us know
how many Christian men and Women
and reformers and useful people, have
been found among her descendants,
au,d how many asylums and colleges
and churches they built, and how many
millions of dollars they contributed
for bumanitarian and Chrlstlag pur-
poses?

The good women whose tombstones
were planted in the eighteenth century
are more"alive for good in the nine-
teenth century than they were before,
as the good women of the nineteenth,
century will be more alive for good in
the twentieth century than ngw. Mark
you. 1 have no idea that the grand*
mothers were any better than tbelr
graoddaughters. You cannot get very
old people to talk much about how
things were when they were boys and
girls. They have a reticence and a non-
committalism which makes me think
they feel themselves to be the custo-
dians of the reputation of their early
comrades. While our dear old folks arc
rehearsing the follies of the.prient, if
we put them on the witness stand and
cross-examine them as to bow things
were seventy years ago the silence be-
comes oppressive.

The celebrated Frenchmen. Volney,
visited this country lu 1796, and he
says of woman’s diet in those times:
“If a premium was offered for a regi-
men most destructive to health, noue
could be devised more'efficacious'.for
thebe ends than that iu use among
these people.” That eclipses our lob*
steT salad at midniglu. Everybody
talks about the dissipation of modern
society and how woniauly liealih goes
down under it. but it was worse a hun-
dred years ago, for/the chaplain cf a
French regiment H our revolutionary

war wrote In 1782. Im his "Book of
American Women," saying; "They are
tail and well-proporiioned. their ioa-

tures are generally regular, then- (o'm-
plexious are geuerally fair and without
color. At twenty years of ag? the wom-
en have no longer the freshness of
youth. At thirty or funy they are de-
crepit.” In 16”2 a foreign consui wrote
a book entitled, "A Sketch of the Unit-
ed Slates at the Commeucemenf cf the
Present Century,” and he says cf the
women of those limes: "At tlie a®e of
thirty all their charms have disap-
peartd.” One glance at the portraits
of the women a hundred years ago nad
their style of dress makes us wonder
how they ever got their breath. All
this makes me think that the express
rail train is no more an improvement
on the old canal boat, or the telegraph
DO more an improvement on the old-
stime saddle-l-ags, than the women of
our day are an improvement ou the
women of the last century.

But still, notwithstanding that those
times were so much wx)rs« tlfan ours,
there was a glorious race of godiy
women, seventy and a hundred years
ago, who held the world back from sin
and lifted it toward virtue, ted with-
out their exalted and sanctified Influ-
ence before this the last good influence
would have perished from the earth.
Indeed, all over this laud there are
seated to-day — not so much in
churches, for many of them are too
feeble to come—a great many aged
grandmothers. They sometim-es feel
that the world has gone past them,
and they have an idea that they are
of little account. Their head some-
times gets aching from the racket of
the ffrandebUdren down stairs or in the
next room. They steady themselyes by
the banisters as they go np and down.
When they get a cold It hangs on them
longer ttath It used to. They can'not
bear to have the grandchildren pun-
ished even when they deserve it. and
have so relaxed their Ideas of family
dl8di|dSaa that they would spoil all

youngsteis of the household by too
great leniency. These old folks al*athe
resort when great troubles come, and
there is a calming and soothiug power
In the touch of aged hand that is
almost supeinaturdl. They- feel they
are almost through ~-ith the journey of
life and read the old Book more than
they used to, hardly knowing Vblich
most they enjoy, the Old Testament or
the New, and often stop and dwell
icarfully over the family record half-
way between. Wec hail them to-day,
whether in the house of God or at the

homestead. Blessed is that household
that has in it a igrandmotUer Lois.
Where she is, angels are 'hovering

lound and God is in the room. May
her last days be like those lovely days
that we cal] Indian ,summerl

things—swing open a picture gallery of

Calmuck Wool Growem.

One of the most difficult tasks of
~government employes Is accurately to
ilocate the country In which imported
wool is produced. This Is particularly
the case in regard to the celebrated
Calmuck wool. The Calmucks are peo-
ple of the Mongolian type, and are
found in the Chinese and Russian em-
pires, as well as other portions of cen-
tral Asia. They are a wandering race,
and are very eccentric. Continually
on the move, they stop only at places
where feeding is abundant. When the
season for shearing approaches they
get an near as possibleto the most con-
venient port in the district they hap-
pen to be traveling lii They seldom
ship their wool from;the same port
twice in succession. They live in coni-

cal. felt tents- which are set up in
regular lines, like the streets of a
town. They pride thejaselves on their

small, tough, high-spirited horses, and
Ihtse. with excellent cattle and broad-
tailed, rough-fleeced sheep, constitute
their wealth. They are great gam-
blers, and the shearing season, which,
throughout is a period'of-merrymak-
ing, brings out this vice in an extraor-
dinary way. Their favorite practice is
to gamble on the speed of two or more
of the most adept shearers. A Cal-
muck may begin his shearing a com-
paratively wealthy man and end N;e
season by being a beggar. But hV
never frets over his Josses. He starts
out again confident of restoring his
fortunes, and often wlthiin a year he is
better off than ever. Bqt this does not
cure his mania for gambling, which he
will follow so long as he has™nythlnj

to gamble with. *

The RgmUb Thlatle,

Look out for the Russian thistle. It
is here and it has come to stay, says
Farm News. Last year the writer saw
a good many specimens east of the
Mississippi river,, some'of them along
sthe railroads of Ohio. laast fall a good
many thistles went to iseed and the
winter winds blew iheib hither and
yon all across the ciountry. This
spring, there are a good many places
where Russian thistles are springing
np miles away from the place where
the seed ripened last fall. This la es-
pecially true of the prairie sections of
Illinois, and it is safe to predict that
the battle with this pest is on. tjvery
man must use his best efforts to de-
stroy every specimen on his land, if
he would have any peace handling his
crops of grain. We have been watch-
ing specimens grow along one of the
great railroads, and™ it Is surprising
how rapidly they shoot up and how
thickly the land has become; seeded
with them in some places. If one of
these plants get a start, it soon throws
out side branches and the shade killh
any other plant near the thistle, and
if the thistlea are thick enongh every
other kind of vegetation disappears. A
single plant where it grows alone will
often cover a circular spot three~fee”
In diameter before the season is over.
It Is the worst weed pest we have evw
been called upon to fight, and it ahould
be kept in subjection from the first

F«rment«tioB In Crops.

Frequently one or two bens in a flock
win droop, and on examination their
crops win be full, water will run
from their beaks when they are held
heads down, and an offensive odor will
be noticed. It usually happens.T hen
sour food has been left for the hens ho
consume, indigestion occurring, the
food fermenting in the cropa The reig-
edy Is to give only as much food as
the hens can eat at a meal so as to per-
mit of none remaining prer to soar.
Place the sick birds on ktraw and with-
hold all food for forty-eight hours,
adding a gill of lime water to evely
quart of the drinking water.

But while most insects care-
fully avoid this death-trap, a particu-
lar species of spider chooses it as a
dwelling place. By spinning a little
w$b; like a carpet over a par-i of the
waxy Interior of the pitcher, it.Is en-
abled to stay there In safetyl These
spiders have apparently chosen their
singular home Just because of its dan-
gers. In such a place they are pro-
tected against their enemies. If alarm-
ed. the spider drops into the liquid at
the bottom of the p~nt and remains
there until Its enemy has disappeared,
escaping afterward, probably by means
of a silken cable which it had spun
as il fell. A short sul«mer.eence in the
digestive fluid is not injurious to the
spider.
