The proposed road, which the
Hongkong and' Shanghai bank held
the contract to build, ran through the
Russian sphere of Inffuence. Con-
sequently Russia brought great Influ-
ence to bear upon the Chinese govern-
ment to prevent the cai;rylng out ot
the terms of the contract.

The study of the homes of burrow-
ing insects is attended with great dif-
ficulties. figging down destroys them,
while any preparation employed to
render them more firm or solid by har-
dening the earth has not given satis-
factory results. Plaster of paris, made
into a thin paste, and poured into the
burrows, hardens and forms casts.
Some ot these have extended six feet
below the surface and have included
branches to the main burrow wiltn
various chambers and byways, for
which some of these wunderground
dwellings are notable. It Was neces-
sary to make the plaster thln and
liquid, and, as a consequence, difficul-
ties are experienced i“taklng the casts
out. Peculiarly interesting are the
homes of bees that live underground.
They dig Into the earth almost verti-
cally for about eighteen inches, and,
in some cases, get much farther—
and 30 inches have been measured. To-
ward the end of the verticil section,
horizontal highways and_ bjways are
thrown out. Cells are iaade in the
ends of these branches j&d these are
filled with pollen and hd”y.,. In some
of these branches the yopng bees are
hatched. The use of plksUr enables
us, for the first time, thoroughly to un-
derstand the manners and methods of
many of our underground neighbors.
With a little practice, almost any one

can make cast of these undergroufid.

six Varletle* of Axbestog.

There Is probably no product of In-
organic nature about which there is so
much popular mystery and miscon-
ception as asbestos. It Is vaguely un-
derstood that the principal claim of
this remarkable product Is that It can-
not be consumed by fire. There are,
however, no less than six varieties of
asbestos, each of which possessesfqual-
ities peculiar to itself. They- may be
classified as follows: Amanthus. in
which the fibres are so exceedingly
long, flexible and elastic that Obey may
be woyen Into cloth. Commefn asbes-
tos, with the fibres much less ffexibre:
It la heavier than the first variety, a
dull green in color, sometimes pearly
In lustre and oily to the touch. Moun-
tain cork, light enough to, float on wa-
ter. Mountain leather, also very light,
but thinner and more flexible than the
last. Mountain paper or blue asbestos.
Mountain wood, which in exte/'nal ap-
pearance resembles dry wood. As a
matter of fact, nearly all varieties have
more or less the appearance of fossil-
ized wood. Asbestos has been found
in nearly all parts of the kl*he.

Pneumatic tires are kept inflated by
a new automatic pump which hag been
patented by a Canadian. The valve
of the tire is connected at B with the
piston of a pump, to which Is attachca
the strap ot an eccentric fixed to ihe
axle of the wheel.

Every Baud While Journeying Over
Oar TaeC Uxirajue of Empire,—Strange
Sights.

Texts—Isaiah 35; 6: “Streams In the
desert;™* Psalms 104: 32: “He touebetb
the hills and they smoke.”

My nrs.L text means irrigation. It
means th~ waters of tbe Himalaya, or
the Pyrenees, or the Sierra Nevadas
poured through canals or aquedv ts
for the feriill*tion of the valleys. It
means the prpccss by which the last
mile of American barrenness will be
ipadc an apple orchard, or an orange
grove, or a wheat field, or a cotton
plantation, or a vineyard—“streams in
the desert,” My second text means a
volcano like Vesuvius or Cotopaxi, or
It means the geysers of Yellowstone
Park or of California. You see a hill
calm and still, and for ages Immov-
able, but the Lord out of the Leavens
puts his finger on the top of It, and

from It rise thick and Impressive va-
pors: “He toucheth the hills and they
smoke!”

Although my Journey across the
continent this summer was for the
eighth time, more and more am | im-
pressed with the divine hand in its
construction, and with its greatness
and grandeur, and more and more am
| thrilled with the fact that it is all
to be Irrigated, glorified and Edenized.
What a change from the tIm”~ when
Daniel Webster on yonder Capltoline
Hill said to’tbe American Senate In
regard to the center of this continent,
and to the regions on the Pacific coast:
What do you want with this vast,
worthless area, this region of savages
and wild beasts, of deserts and cact.is,
of shifting sands and prairie dogs? To
what use could we ever put these great
deserts of these great mountains, im-
penetrable and covered with eternal
snow? What can we ever hope to do
with the western coast, rock-bound,
cheerless and uninviting, and not a
harbor on it? | will never vote one
cent from the public treasury to place
the Pacific coast one inch nearer Bos-
ton than it now Is." What a mistake
the great statesman made when he
said that! All who. have crossed the
continent realize that the states on the
Pacific ocean will have gnlte as grand
opportunities as the states on the At-
lantic, and all this realm from sea to
sea to be the Lord's cultivated posses-
sion.

Do you know what In seme respects
is the most remarkable thing between
the Atlantic and Pacific? It Is the
figure of a cross on aimounXaln in
Colorado. It is called the “Mount of
the Holy Cross.”

Yet you
have to look under the pointing of your
friend or guide for some time before
you can see the similarity. But the
first Instant you glance at this side of
the mountain In Colorado, you cry out:

"A cross! A cross!" Do you say that
thlji geological Inscription just hap-
pens so? No! That cross on the

Colorado mountain is net a human de-
vice. or an accident of nature, or the
freak of an earthquake. The hand of
God cut It there and set it up for the
nation to look aL Whether setup In
rock before the cross of wood was set
up on the bluff back of Jerusalem, or
set up at seme time since that assas-
sination. | believe the Creator meant
It to suggest the most notaljje event
In all the history of this planet, and
be hnng It theje over the heart of this
continent to Indicate that the only
hope for this nation is In the cross on
which our Immanuel died. The clouds
were vocal At our Saviour’s birth, the
rocks rent at his martyrdom, why not
the WAIte of ColoroAo hoax the record
of til* erudflzion?

AmerlesD Pe««* CeminlsAloner* Call the
Spaniard* h» Time.

The Rispano-American peace com-
mission has reached an interesting and
e.vciting point in its deliberations.
Judge Day declared that delay was the-
only possible object attainable by the
persistent efforts of the Spanish com-
missioners to saddle the United States
with the Cuban debt and would be tol-
erated no longer, as the United States
would neither assume nor guarantee
any part of the debt. The Spaniards
replied that before Spain would repu-
diate or rcdilice the face value of the
Cuban bonds 60 per cent—her only al-
tefriatives—she would surrender to the
United States the entire Philippines.
Judge Day responded that the surren-
der of the Philippines would probably
be demanded irrespective of the Cuban
orany other debt.

No Troop* for Cut)* Defore December.

If the President listens lo the recom-
mendation of the, military colnmission
now in Cuba only a very small body of
troops will reach Havana earlier than
December. There arc two reasons for
this. The firvt is that the weather
will be much improved by December.
The second and more important reason
is the desire to use no docks; ware-
houses, hospitals or camps that have
been used byethe~SpanisU or Cubans.
This is the only way yellow fever can
be avoided. The commissioners urge
the President to authorize them' to
build everythii® new.
