Cremting Herd* bj S«leetlom

The Dublin (Ireland) Farmers’ Ga-
zette tells how an excellent dairy herd
was built up by a process of selectkon.
Only the heifer calves of the best dows
were retained In the herd, 'the tribes
of the others being gradually weeded
out. These, when old enough; i%ere
bred to bulls, the records of wfios4 fe-
male ancestry, had been closely Inves-
tigated and found to show that >the
dams in his line were of excellent dairy
quality. The Gazette says that khe
herd now has 50 per cent of cows giv-
ing milk that coqtalns over 5 per bent
of bULter fat, while the milk of 75
per cent of the herd gives ov/r: 4%
per cent of butter fat. Th¥e improve-
ment in the dairy cows is practioable
on every Texas farm, though the
Journal would not advise, that , the
dairy breeds be used by any but{ Che
professional dairymen in effectingj the
object. The farmer can get bettk to-
tal results from his herds by using
cows of the beef breeds for milkers,
even though their milk yield contain
less butter fat, because of the salable
value* of their male calves.

Gobbler* for Koxt Year.

Get rid of all male turkeys as eoon
as the market opens full for that class
of stock, and get a male from some
source which will insure against the
possibility of his being related to the
hens, says tho “Poultry Keeper." !'If a
gobbler has a dash of the “wild”
blood in him, say one-fourth, It will be
an advantage.

Tiese orders were not only Jealous of
r-aich other, -hut quarrelsome among
thicmselves, and In the persona of their
provincials engaged In unworthy acts
that increased the disfavor In which
They were held generally. Since the
coming of the Americans the Spanish
priests on the Islands has been reduced
rdily one-half, and scarcely 500 remain-
ed.

A wintry storm which assumed the
-proportions of a blizzard on land was
a gale of terrific force on the Great
lakes and caused much damage to ship*
ping. The schooner Iron Cliif broke
from the steamer Iron Duke near Chi-
cago and drifted upon the beach and
iwas totally wrecked. The crew was res-
cued with a great .deal of difficulty on
aeconnt of the huge waves that rolled
iin from Lake Michigan. The men
,were compelled to jump into the water,
being then hauled ioto the lifeboat
ScHne of them were unconscious when
reaened. The Iron CIliff had a cargo of
«alt. She is owned by the Detroit
.Transportation Co., of Detroit and was
insured for $30,000.

Tbe 8. Thai, a two-mast schooner
from Milwankee,foundered off Glencoe,
TIT., and the crew of five drowned.

The steamer Chisholm, which went
ashore on Isle Royale two weeks ago,
Was completely wrecked *by the gale.

Tbe steamer Cnrtis, of Tonawanda.

arrived at Port Huron without her
three barges, the Fassett, Reed and
Holland, giving every evidence of hav-
ing passed through a terrific gale,
part of the deck load had been
mwept away and considerable waiter
was in the hold. The Fassett went
ashore at Sand Beach and the crew
was taken off by life-savers.
. The schooner Lena Keilson, with
lumber from Manistee to Benton Har-
bor, struck on the bar at the entrance
to St. Joseph harbor. She spread can-
vass and freed herself, but lost her
rudder and wt-as driven ashore with
heavy seas breaking over her. The
crew of four men clung to. the rigging
while the life- savers aUelnptcd to reach
them.

The big steel frelghter North Star,
belonging to the Northern Steamship
Co,, arrived at Detroit after a passage
from Buffalo which was the most ex-
citing she ever had and all hands were
tliankful to escape.

Thr«« Pertoaa PerUh lo FUmes.

Atan early morning hour the big
livery barn of Brown & Co., at Perry,
wa.s discovered on fire and before the
siartleil villagers could reach the scene
the entire place was in flames. Charles
Taylor, one of the members of the firm,
with hi.s wife and daughter and an old
man named Wm. Clark, lived in the
building over the stables. Mr. Taylor
was awakened by the smoke and after
calling the others he rushed for a win-
dow and jumped out, thinking the
otherswould follow him. He wasbatjly
cut by the glass and seHonsly burned.
The others were overcome by the
emoke and fell unconscious before they
could reach the only means of exit.
Taylor, despite his severe injuries,
made an heroic attempt to rcscue.his
family butthe roof fell in.burying them
in the burning debris. Assoon as pos-
sible tbe remains of the three unfor-
tunates were taken from the ruins but
wore burned beyond recognition.

About
4,000 armed soldiers presented them-
selves in front of the palace, calling on
thje military governor, Emilio March,
for their overdue pay. Thereupon,
Gen. March drew his sword and ordered
thiem to disband. vThe soldiers, how-
ever, refused to obey, and some of
them threatened the life of Gen.
Miarch, who returned his sword to its
sdabbard and told them to kill him if
that was their purpose. The soldiers
then calmed down somewhat and said
they only wanted their money before
ejnbarking.  Gen. March promised
them that they would be paid and the
Aldiers* returned to their quarter®

e cruiser Alfonso X111, and the gah-

«ats Conde dc Venadito and Infanta
Isabel have proceeded from Havana for
Nueviias to compel the soldiers to em-
bark, after which they will proceed to
Gibara for a like purpose.

By the returns this month tpe area in
growing wheat in the State is 3 per cent
larger than sowed iu 1897. 7hk percent-
ages for the State and sections kre as fol-
lows: State 103; southein counties, 103;
ceotrvl, 102; and northern, 1. A de-
creased acreage is reported ffom only
three counties in the southeen section,
viz.: lonia, Kent and Van Buren. The
reduction in these is from on” io two per
cent.

The average condition is 103 in the
State, 105 in the southern counties, 99 in
the central, and 101 in the nortiern, com-
parison being |?ith average years. The
condition is “below 100 in oply three
counties in the sop”em section, viz.:
lonia, St. Clair and Van Buren.! The con-
dition is higher than on Nov<mber 1in
any year since 1890. ‘The aver ige condi-
tion that year was one point hi“her than
now in each of the three secti(as of the
lower peninsula, and two hif her in the
State.

‘The opponents of national expansion,
In seeking pretexts to cheat,Us out of
the legitimate prixes of the c<mgiiesto
of the war .are making the dangers to
health for an army oecupyilng Ci*ba,
Porto Rico, and the Philippines MCh
a pretext, states a writer In the fjlew
York Sun. They ask. If afready our
milHla and volunteer® are frantiMdly
argent In their demands to be mut-
tered out of .the service so that they
may thus escape the poeslbllity of stiv-
Aing in such armies of occupatiOB, bO”
will it be possible to raise troopsjfo”
that necessary duty when tbSM Islands
are ,passed over to us by the troa”
negotiated at Parle and we are made
responalble for the preMrvati<m of or-
der In them? They seem to thinkj.the
question Is a poser. Actually, how-
evM*, there Is nothing in it to cause
anxiety to any American. No other
state In the world having' tropical or
semi-tropical colonies is so well pre-
pared u we to meet the requlrmnents
Imposed by the necessity of their mili-
tary occupation. In 1890 we had a col-
ored population of the age for mili-
tary service amounting to 1,740,445,
and the Dumber is now much greater.
The military efficiency of colored
troops, ho long disputed,” has been dem-
onstrated In this war so oompletaly
thiKk hm~fcer it cannot be questioned
reasonably. In our regular army four
regiments are made up of colored en-
listed men, the Ninth and Tenth cav-
alry and the Twenty-fourth smd Twen-

ty-fifth infantry. They have nobly
earned the prtvllete wearing the
uniform of their oonotry; and more

especially the white men who shki”
with them the dan”rt and bardsblpe
of war have been compelled to dismlse
aU prejudloee against them on the
ground ot their race and to accord to
them the tribute of the brave to the
brava That matter is settled; we have
in our colored population mai~al wOll
adapted to sallitary service. Obvious-
ly. too, there can be fo i~ la U gbund-
ance especially admptsid to esrvlee lin
such climates as those of Cuba, Porto
Rico, and the Philippines. Elveo In
the South, where the color line is
drawn so diarply, no objection to the
employment of negro troopo In this
war was made In any quarter entitled
to respect The colored foldiers ar”
proud of.their uniform. It marks iheir
elevaticm and.recognition as valuable
factors in the preeervaticMi of their
government, tinder suffioteot dHII
and discipline they can he molded Into
shape as admirable soldtera; this war
has prov” that they are truetwortby
troope in the field, obedient to com-
mand, Bteady, good-humored. indM-
fereot to hardahipe, of which .some
state tro(Hm made so great oos”latnt,
docile, proud of their eerrloe, and
happy in It. What ewnmandIng efioer
asks for more desirpMe qualltleB in
the eoldien under his leadership? As
an army ot oocopatlon in a tropical
climate their distinct raperiorlty to
white troops is manifest Nature made
them for such serwlee. It may be
that when they get bsyoad their
camps mid the immediate reotr™t of
dieclpltee is relaxed they are lItoble lo
bolsterousnecs or disalpatlon eneour-
aged by thehr light-heartedness and
thefr oareleesnees, but, ~"th proper
ccuumanders, that disposition can be
kept in check. In our new poesasei<ms
the race and color prejudice Is not as
strong as here, or exist scarcely at all.
Negro troops are better fitted to sus-
tain the climate. Moreover, the dis-
tinction ot their use for such a pur-
pose will tend to give a dignity to
the race which it will prize. It will be
a great opening for the colored peo-
ple, affording them an opportunity to
gain the advancement in reputation
which their wise leaders and well-
wiahers are seeking for them. The
government would find little difficulty
in recruiting colored forces .sufficient
to form the main body of every army
of occupation required. Nor will the
conditions which now surround with
hazard the lives of white troops on
those Islands be allowed long to ex-
ist under a civilized government. Com-
petent medical opinion, expert in the
science of sanitation, has asserted that
Cuba can be made a remarkably
healthful region. There Is no reason
why the death rate of Havana akould
not be among the lowest of any urban
population in the world, except for
negligence and wanton defiance by its
government of sanitary laws easily ob-
served. The same may be 6aid of'Porto
Rico and the Philippines.

Itis to be remember” that
the United Statee sold its own lines In
