P er several weeks past a movemeot 
has been in progress^ lo influence the 
coun|;>l to amend that p a n  of the electric 
railWay franchise which relates to  the 
routq of the road tiirougb the village.

■ TwojpetitioDS have been receiv**d by the 
village fathers requesting them to chanve 
the route from the n o ^  side of park to 
the sbufb side. These petitiuus were re 
feired to  the street cpimpiittee and there 
they have remaiued up to the present 
tim e w ithout action or recommendution. 
Now that the people are assured that the 
road is to  |9e pushed to  completion, a 
more ;vigorous attem pt is being made to 
induce the council to  take some action in 
th e  tpatter before the material is distrlbu- 
te<f atohg the proposed roate.

To the ordinary mortal it  matters little 
on which side of the park the track 
laid. The merchants and business men 
are the ones who should be particularly 
interested and if they want the cars to  run 
up the south side of, the park and along 
in front of the business row, the ir request 
should be given diie consideration.
. Some favor the change and some do not. 
Those who do, claim tha t strangen^ will 
get a better impression of the town if the 
cars run  along the business street and in 
front of one of the prettiest business 
blocks in  the state. , They also argue that 
it would-give the village an electric light 
a t the com er of Ann 'Arbor and Main 
streets which would be comparatively 
dark if the cars go up Button^street. I t is 
further claimed tha t the hotel parlor(> 
would make an excellent waiting room 
which would be especially appreciated in 
bud w^athei'.

Those who oppose the scheme say tha t 
the change will benefit the few and not 
the many,that it will in jure traffic, fright* 
en horses and eventually drive trade 
away from the village. On busy days 
when both sides of the street are lined 
with teams, they feel that it will be a 
source of great annoyance and probable 
danger to  have cars rupning along every 
few minutes.

These are some of the argum ents for 
and against the proposed change of route. 
Wbetjber the efforts of those interested 
will result in any action of the council re- 
main^ to be seen. It lies iu their power 
to  chknge the route if they deem it beati 
but t^ey should defer acilon until they 
get the opinion of every business -man 
who youlU be affected by the change.

For many years the idea h<ts been 
cherished a t Paris and St. Petersburg 
t£ a t England, by reason of her vast 
Industrial and commercial Interests In 
t t e  maintenance of com­
promise anything—that she tvould not 
fight on any ground. The Idea was en­
couraged by the long series of British 
yleldlngs a t Constantinople, In Af­
ghanistan, In south Africa, in Slam. In 
China and West Africa. The habit of 
making concessions paralyzed Britisn 
diplomacy. Now It is Intended, it ap­
pears. to let the world see that t^e lion 
has teeth and claws as well as a re­
sonant roar, even if the beast will have 
to go down in defeat.

The Royal Academy of London, the 
oldest of existing art societies, cele-. 
bcated this summer its one hundred 
and thirtieth anniversary. A compari­
son of its latest exhibit, selected from 
%ver fourteen thousand statues and 
paintings, with that of the Society of 
Arts of 1767, emphasizes beyond words 
the growth of public taste. Three 
Items from the earlier catalogue are; 
Two birds in shell work, on a  rock 
decorated with sca-coral: a landscape 
in human hair; a frame of various de- 
vlres. cut In velvet with scissors, con­
taining the Lord’s Prayer In the com­
pass of a  silver threepence. The read­
er smiles. He has seen such a r t In 
American “best parlors." I t  is safe to 
predict that, except as curiosities of 
the past, the next generation will 
know them no more.

It Is something unusual for French 
and other European writers to study 
American finance. Monsieur R. G. Lo- 
vy, a  well-known financial-authority, 
has written^ for the Revue des Deux 
Mondes an article upon debt W d  tax­
ation in the United States, in which he 
expresses the opinion that the new 
taxes resulting from the Spahlsb war 
will make It necessary to conduc(^ur 
financial affairs with more caxe and 
scrutiny than has been our custozm He 
alse remarks—what Is so obvious th a t 
I t should be a  commonplace with us— 
th a t if we adopt an "imperial" policy 
our people must be prepared to bear 
burdens of taxation similar to  those 
under which the Ehiropean nations are 
groaning. His goodwill toward us is 
shown In his e x p re^ o n  of a lUH>e that 
the great republic will remain faithful 
to  the traditions of moderation, wis­
dom and reason bequeathed to  It by its 
illustrious founders.

In each of the last seven decades the 
average ylHd of wheat per acre in 
France haa shown sn  Incresae over 
th a t of any former years, and It Is now 
probably higher than In any other 
eonntry. Such a  fact indicates' the 
secret of France’s enormous wealth 
and prosperity, desjdte aU the losses 
she has sustained and a ll the  hardens 
Impceed npon her In recent yearg. If 
the  land of the United States vec* as 
carefully Ulled as that of France i t  
would p i^Q ce  enough to  feed th e ' 
w ho le irorld. and to  sparg.

The city of Deblr was the Boston 
of antiquity—a great place (or brain 
and books. Caleb wanted It,̂  and he 
offered his daughter Achsah as a prize 
to any one who would capture that 
city. I t was a strange thing for Caleij 
to do; and yet the man that could take 
the city would have, a t any rate, twd 
elements of manhood—bravery and 
patriotism. Besides, I do not thlnlc 
that Caleb was as foolish in offering 
his daughter to the conqueror of De- 
blr, as thousands In this day who seek 
alliances for their children with those 
who. have large means, without any 
reference to moral or mental acquire­
ments. Of two evils, I would rather 
measure happiness by the length of 
the sword than by the length of the 
pocket-book. In one case there is smfe 
to be one good element of character; 
in the other there.may be none at all; 
With Caleb’s daughter as a prize to 
fight for, General Othnlel rode Into thf 
battle. The gates of Debir were thun­
dered Into the dust, and the city of 
books lay a t the feet of the conquerors. 
The work done, Othbiel comes back to 
claim his bride. Ifa’hng conquered the 
city, it 1$ no great Job for him to con*- 
quer the girl's heart; for however 
faint-hearted a woman herself may be, 
she always loves courage In a manL 
I never an exception to that. The 
wedding festivity ^ v ln g  gone byj, 
Othnlel and Achsah are about to go to 
their netv home. However loudly the 
cymbals may clash and the laughte^ 
riug. parents are always sad wben a 
fondly-cherished daughter goes off ti) 
stay; and Achsah, the daughter or 
Caleb, knows that now is the time to 
ask almost anything she wants of hep 
father. It seems that Caleb, the good 
old man, had given as a bedding presr 
snt to hlB daughter a plece'of land that 
was mountainous, and sloping south­
ward toward the deserts of Arabl2̂  
swept w^th some very bet winds.- It 

,was called "a south land." But Aebsa^ 
.wants an addition of property; she 
wants a  piece of land that is wel) 
watered and fertile. Now it Is no won*- 
der that Caleb, standing amidst th^ 
bridal party, his eyes so full of tears 
because she was going away that he 
could hardly see her at all, gives hej' 
more than she asks. She said blmj, 
"Thou hast given me a south land; 
5iT9 me also springs of water. And 
he gave bdi the upper spxlQSs> end the 
nether springs."

land," a poor portion for auy man th;^t 
tries to put his trust In It. W hat ha|s 
been your experience? What has been 
the experience of every man. of evei^ 
woman th a t has tried this world for ia 
portion? Queen Elizabeth, amidst tbje 
surroundings of pomp, is unhappy be­
cause the painter sketches too minute­
ly the wrinkles on ber face, and ^Ue 
Indignantly cries out, "You must stride 
off my likeness without any shadows!" 
Hogarth, a t the very height of h|s 
artistic triumph, ia stung almost (o 
death with chagrin because the paint­
ing be had dedicated to the king dois 
not seein to be acceptable; for Geor$o 
II. cries out. "Who is this Hogarth? 
Take hte trumpery out of my presence;” 
Brinsley Sheridan thrilled the earth 
wfth b it eloquence, but had for hU lskt 
words, ‘ “I am absolutely undouti ' 
Walter Scott, fumbling around the Ink- 
Btand, trying to write, says to his 
daughter. "Oh, take me back to c^y 
foom; there Is no rest for Sir ’Walter 
but In the grave!” Stephen G l r a n d .  
the wealthiest man In bis day. or, at 
any rate, only second In wealth, says. 
•“I live the life of a galley-slave; whpr.
1 arise In the morning my one effort [is 
to work 80 hard that I can sleep wpen 
It gets to be night." Charles Lamb, 
plauded of all the world, in the very \ 
midst of his literary triumph, says. 
,"Do you remember, Bridget, when we 
used to laugh from the shilling gil- 
lery a t the play? There are now ho 
good playS'to laugh a t from the boxe^'* 
Bnt why go so far as that? l need ito 
'go no farther than your street to fihd 
an illustration of what I am saying]

On Bowling Green, New York, there 
Is a house where Talleyrand used tP 
go. He was a favored man. All the 
world knew him, and be had -wealth 
almost unlimited; yet a t the close of 
his life he says: "Behold, eighty-three 
years have passed without any prac­
tical result, save fatigue of body and 
fatigue' of mind, great discouragement 
for the future, and great disgust fo r the 
past." Oh, my friends, this is a "south 
land," and i t  slopes off toward deserts 
of sorrows; and the prayer which 
Achsah made to her father Caleb we 
make this day to our Father God: 
"Tboa hast given me a south land; 
give me also springs of water. And he 
gave her the upper springs, and ‘ the 
nether springs.”

W ith new economic Ideas, with an. 
ever-increasing development of her 
natural resources, with a more flmcible

The words which Sidney Lanier 
wrote to his wife In 1870 may be taken 
a.i reflecting the new energies of the 
time; "Day by day . . .  a thou­
sand vital elements rill through my 
Bc«ul. Day by day the secret j deep 
forces gather which will presently dis­
play themselves in bending leaf and 
waxy petal and in useful fruit and 
grain.” Hardly were these words writ- 
te i before Irwin Russell opened a new 
province to American literature ijy his 
skillful delineations of negro cliarac- 
tei'. Two years later Maurice Tliomp* 
80^1 Is hailed by Longfellow as "p  new' 
and original singer, fresh, joyoufi and 
true." In 1875 Sidney Lanier attains 
national fame by his poem on "Corn" 
and the $ix years of life that remjained 
to him were to be filled with bursts of 
Imperishable song. In 1876 Joel 
dlcr Harris annexed the province 
which 'irw In Russell had discovered, 
and "Uncle ^Remus" quietly assumed 
a place in the world’s lltera tqre  of 
humor and folk-lore never’filledj until 
th<!o. Two years later Miss Miirfree, 
better known as Charles Egbert Crad­
dock, set all the magazine r id e r s  
wondering at the genius that coulfi find 
literary material in the  illiterate 
mountaineers of East Tennessee.' Th® 
decade closed with the appearaqce in 
literature of George W. Cabbie, whose 
"Grandissimes" is ranked by notia few 
critics as second only to the “Scarlet 
Letter." The next decade wltiiesaed 
♦be advent of Thomas Nelson P4ge of 
"Virginia and James Lane Allen ol̂  Ken­
tucky. Mr. Page's “Marae Chan'” and 
“Meh Lady" not only presented the 
relation of master and slave In a  new 
light, but furnished at the same time 
expose of the latent, though perhaps 
unintentional, injustice of 'Uncle 
Tom 's'Cabin." The historical value, 
to the south of stories like those, to 
sa r nothing of their literary c^arm, 
cannot be easily overrated. Mr. Allen, 
in his “Blue-Grass Region of Ivmtuc- 
ky.” added another state to th.© south- 
©ru literary union, and spread a iharm 
of a storied.past over a region! that 
had long ago led Henry Ward B ucher 
to say: “Hereafter to me the tvonty- 
thlrd Psalm shall read: 'He n|.aketh 
me lie down in blue-grass pastures.' ’’

Medical literature can give tu  no 
definite data as to when this peculiar 
affection a*as first regarded aa i  dis­
tinct and separate disease. Unmistak­
able cases were reported in the six­
teenth century, and since that t i i ^  the 
disease has been becoming sttodily 
more and more jSrevalent. Thd fact 
that there is a bay ifever association 
in thla country, which has records of 
over 200,000 cases, will show hopr ex­
tremely common the affecaon is (n the 
United States. Indeed, this conmtry 
and England are Its principar :seaU. 
the inhabitants of Germany. Fjrance 
and other countries of continental Eu­
rope affording comparatively few cases. 
It might be stated here as a rather 
curious ’fact that hay fever Is but in­
frequently encountered among immi­
grant Germans (Jacobi) and French, 
even in the regions 'where native Eng* 
llsh and Americans are partlchlarly 
prone to attacks. Since Its earliest dis­
covery the cause or causes of hay .fever 
have been enveloped in doubL Every 
conceivable reason, from the bflessed 
sunlight of heaven to peculiar [odors 
or animals or flowers, has been eagerly 
accepted and as quickly rejected. It 
was only when the gloom of mysticism 
^ d  empiricism began to give w a r  to 
the light of earnest thought andiacton- 
tifie study that some order came buC' of 
chaos. It wa« early recognized that 
the disease occurred in several sjucces- 
sive generations, so that hereditpr was 
looked upoa as a factor of sonie im­
portance. Its annual appearance in 
many sufferers not only on the. same 
(lay. but at a certain fixed houi*. has 
been noted by many observers; indeed, 
the victims themselves often predicted 
accurately the hour 6f their, first 
sneexe. Cases are numerous of the in­
fluence of the smelling of a rose In the 
production of the disease, and all are 
probably familiar with, the i case of 
Mackenzie, in which an attack w4s pre­
cipitated by hla giving bis patient an 
arUfidal rose to smell. Mere Intelligent 
observation of a picture representing 
some farming scene has been a  suffi­
cient cause to bring on an attack. 
These and many other instances of a 
simitar nature have proven beyond 
the qpeetion of a doubt the neurotic 
eleinent of the disease. Among; other 
predisposing causes m ight be mention­
ed the mqle sex and the white race, 
attacks being of exceeding rarity 
among negroes. Age does not exert 
much Influence, all ages being suscep­
tible; |Usually, however, the victim has 
been subject to several annual aittacks 
before the middle period of life; The 
symptoms on the part of the respira­
tory tract led to early explorations of 
the nhsal cavity for possible causie. The 
observers were not disappointed; al­
most i invariably the  subjects of hay 
fever have bad some pathologic condi­
tion Existing in the nose; ulcer, polyp, 
hypertrophy, or congestion of the tur-' 
binatee, deviation of the septum, re­
mains of adenoids in the naso-pharnyz, 
chronjic nosapharyngitis, have aU been 
notedl by various writers. It might well 
be stalled as an objection that thi  ̂nose- 
and-tkroat man who cahnot fo d  at 
least [one of the above conditions In 
everyj case that presents itself should 
give «p the specialty; so that possibly 
a pathologic nose does not play the 
important part it- was formely thought 
to. Among other predisposing causae 
the oke that has gained the most sup­
port i f  recent years was that advanced 
by Bishop at the annual meeting of the 
Ameidcan Medical association In 1893. 
In his own words, “an excess of uric 
ad d  In the blood causes hay fever.” 
He showed that many patients afflicted 
with hay fever have an excess pf uric 
acid In the blood during the morning; 
further, that these were the o n ^  that 
were attacked during the early' morn­
ing fatours. He thought the pavozysm 
of hay fever analogous to an attack of 
epilepsy superinduced by the injltatlon 
oC sotoe pathologic meningeal process.

-as a sine qua non to an^ reciprTCity- 
agreement, i t  is said this vieV ha^ not 
been submitted in the form of anKilti- 
matum and th a t the issue on tha t point 
is yet to come. The Canadian govern­
ment is favorable to granting  enlarged 
rights to American fisherman in Cana­
dian waters of the north Atlantdc, if 
in return Canadian fish are admitted 
free of duty to American markets,

Convicts O'Neil and Atkinson,, who 

are serving 15 years each in theO hio

Since the Ameriimn peace commis­
sioners announced to the Spanish com­
missioners th a t the United' States in­
tended to take^possession of the Phil­
ippines the negotiations have not been 
progressing very rapidly. At tbe la t­
est meeting the Dons reaffirmed the 
position which they have assu m ^  
against the discuBsicin by the eomm^- 
sion of Spain’s Philippine sovereignty. 
They insist th a t the words “shall de­
termine the control, disposition and 
government of the Philippines” in the 
articles of the peace protocol do not 
w arrant any reference to  Spain’s w ith­
drawal from the Philippines, except on 
her own terms. , -

Madrid advices say the Spanish com­
missioners will m aintain their present 
a ttitude and will certainly not accept 
the conditions of the United States. 
Further, if the discussion does not re­
turn  to the limits of th e . protocol, as 
viewed by the Spaniards, the ,,Spanish 
commissioners have fu lly  decided not 
to sign a treaty  of peace.

Paris dispatches ' assert th a t tbe 
Spanish premier desires to p ro tract the 
peace negotiations th the utmost, be­
cause he fears th a t the signing of the 
treaty  w ill be the eiid of his public 
career and will possibly cause the  fall 
or the dynasty. There is heavy disap­
pointment throughout Spain a t the 
u tte r failure of the Spanish peace com­
missioners to secure im portant conces­
sions from the United States.

M’ashington authorities say th a t the 
American commissioners w ill name the 
exact am'ount of money which the 
-United States is w illing to pay over to 
Spain for the Paci-fic expenditures 
made on account of the Philippines.” 
As to the amount which w ill be offered 
bo Spain the officials are mute, but i t  is 
believed to lie somewhere between 
$2(1,000,000 and $40,000,000. Our com­
missioners do not look for an uncondi­
tional rejection of our offer, .but be­
lieve', the Dons will haggle over the 
amount to be paid t^em. ■

tensive development of vermin., says 
Boston Cultivatorj The healthy hen Is 
free from vermin. Almost invariably 
other ailments, except, of course, colds 
and cases of roup, are mainly due to 
vermin. The hens that are infested 
with vermin are bo debilitated that 
they readily succumb to diseases, andi 
are also more apt to get colds and 
roup than hens not infested. It is dur­
ing warm weather that eternal vigil­
ance becomes necessary to keep down | 
Insect pests that abound where neglect 
allows them to once get a foothold. 
Every known device must bo utilized 
during summer to keep the vermin 
peats of the poultry yard in check. 
The first end most important consider­
ation will always be cleanliness of the 
most thorough nature. Wild fowl 
rarely ever become infested with ver­
min to any great degree because they 
are ndt confined to restricted quartefs 
in large colonies, like domestic fowls. 
Under conditions such as it Is neces­
sary to resort to In keeping domestic 
fowls the vermin pest takes advantage 
of every neglect., 'When the summer 
season arrives, which is so propitious 
for the Increase of vermin in the poul­
try yards and houses, extra exertions 
and all known, methods must become 
the order of ‘the day. Finely pulver­
ized soil kept under cover will afford 
the fowls a ^bance to indulge in dust 
baths—nature’s plan for ridding birds 
of yermln. If some tobacco dust, in­
sect powder and once in awhile pow­
dered sulphur, is added to the dust; 
bath, either will hasten the extermina- 
Uoti of the pests.

Produce Review says: I have noticed 
recently some very untidy packages of 
creamery butter In stores here. Just 
bow the packages became dirty Is difflr 
cult to say. It would seem hardly pos­
sible that any buttermaker or cream- 
eryman would ship such packages; It 
Is not improbable that the transporta­
tion .companies handling the butter 
might have been careless, either in 
loading it at shipping point or at some 
transfer station. It is nevertheless a 
matter which should he carefully look­
ed after, as an untidy, unclean package 
detracts not only from the appearance 
of the tubs, but often seriously affects 
the sale of the butter packed in them. 
Buyers have always been rather partic­
ular to have clean, well-made tubs, but 
are growing more so as time goes on 
and are reluctant to take goods in un­
tidy packages at top price although the 
quality of the butter may be fancy. It 
Is. they say, difficult to convince their 
customers that the butter is fancy 
when it comes from a dirty package.

Cooling Off th e  P ig.

• A great many breeders, upon hav­
ing a pig or hog overheated or very 
warm, attempt to reduce the .tempera­
ture by dashing a bucket of cold water 
over.lt, says the "Indiana Farmer.” 
Very  ̂often the result Is a d^ad pig in 
a very short time. The proper way 
to cool off a pig just received In a crate 
or one that is overheated, is to let it 
He still and commence pouring water 
gradually on its nose and continuing 
for the space of two minutes oh the 
nose up to the top of the head. Then 
when the head js thoroughly cooled, 
proceed backward gradually, not pour­
ing too rapidly at first, till you have 
reached the tall. In this way the hog 
will be cooled off without danger of 
any bad effects from the overheating.

A Scratching Pen.—Fowls cannot 
forage in winter but they can 
be made to scratch and work under 
shelter; which Is equivalent to forag­
ing. Any breed—even the Light 
Brahmas—will forage if made to do so. 
Of course, as stated, there is no such 
thing as foraging in winter, but it 
sho^lld be a rule not to feed hens in 
summer if the grain abounds in grass 
and insects, as the hens will not work 
if they are fed before going on. the 
range. Make your own range for win­
ter by having a place for the hens to
