These rookeries 
con a4n from 10,000 to 30,000 birds, 
abo It 15 per cent of which may be 
taki n, as only the old birds are shot, 
and then not until the young ones are 
bbb to take care of themselves, which 
Is V hen they are about six weeks old. 
The season varies. In Central Amer­
ica and Mexico it Is from February to 
October. The best time is in March, 
April and Mqy. After that the plumes 
become a little raggeid. On the Orino­
co he. season is frbm about Sept. 1 
to  Jan.1. There are big rookeries on 
Aprsnb,^^ tributary of the Orinoco. 
Two steam launches are now on that 
Tlver and have made considerable 
money. Rookeries are on big cattte 
ranches, owned by natives, who jeal­
ously guard them. A privilege costs 
abojit $2,000 and 50 per cent of the 
iproieedB. Each bird is worth about 
j$i2S. The feathers for which they are 
I hunted grow on the back and hang 
dot^n over a short, stubby tail. Aboutlown
,000 ounces were shipped from the

Apifene region to New York last year. 
Thik would approximate ,about 200,- 
000 birds. The amounts shipped to 
Paris and London aje larger, but the 
figiires are not obtainable. There are 
kndwn to be imgeijse j'ookeries on^ 
oth jr tributaries of the Orinoco 'whic\i 
have not been approach id'because the 
lau ichea draw thirty-eight to forty- 
elglit inches of water. In these 
streams for six months in the year 
during the dry season there is only 
twenty-four inches of water. Feathers 
are plucked,, and, after being assorted 
Into grades 1, 2 and 3. are dried and 
hermetically sealed In tin boxes for 
shi Jment.

The 
question of the debt of Cuba was le ft 
unsettled.

DONS TO LEAVE CUBA AT ONCE.

E u c o a t l o n  C o m m is s io n e r  B o t l e r  G iv e s  
S o m e  I m p o r t a n t  I n f o r m a t i o n .

Gen. Butler, a member of the Cuban 
evacuation commission, has arrived at 
Washington, direct from Havana, in 
response to a telegraphic summons 
from President McKinlcv. He made 
an extended report of negotiations for 
the evacuation of Cuba and gave it as 
his opinion that all the Spanish troops 
v^ill have departed 10 days before the 
date fixed in the agreement—Jan. 1.

Gen. Butler also gave to the Presi­
dent much information as to tbe gen­
eral situation in Cuba. He is of the 
opinion that the military government 
of the island must be continued for 
some time, but that it should only 
he as vigorous as may be necessary to 
preserve order. He thinks the Cubans 
are ambitious for self-government and 
anxious to avoid friction with the

One of the features of. the situation 
is the sanitary condition, of Havana. 
Gen. Butler describes the city now a 
pest hole, filled with unmentionable 
filth, squalor and destitution. He 
paints a dark picture of*the destitution 
among the poorer classes and says it 
will probably be necessary for us to 
furnish some aid . to tbe starving 
wretches. He paid a high tribute to 
the discipline and uncomplaining'suf­
fering of the Spanish troops. They en­
dured hardships, he says, which would 
have caused American soldiers revolt. 
As an illustration of the admirable, dis­
cipline of the Spanish soldiery he.said 
that at onetime there were 43,000 sol­
diers in Havana, yet he never saw or 
heard of an act of violence, nor did he 
bear or see a Spanish soldier intoxi­
cated.

B loody R ace F lg b te  B etw een  Soldiers.
Race feeling between the Third Ala­

bama, colored, and the white troops i t  
Anniston, Ala., has resulted in serious 
bloodshed. Negroes shot and serionsty 
wounded two white soldiers from am­
bush.

Reinforce­
ments arrived and the blacks disap­
peared. Citizens broke into the local 
armories and appropriated every gun 
gnd cartridge, and have declared that 
another Negro disturance will result in 
a number of darkey funerals.

He had been seri­
ously ill for some time with indiges­
tion, and dropsy of the heart. He was 
bom in 1815.

The Dfeyfus case has caused a quarrel 
between M. de Freycinet, French min­
ister of war, and Gen. Zurlinden. the 
military governor of Paris, and the 
latter will be asked to'resign.

A personal letter from Admiral 
Dewey says: “I trust the entire'Philip­
pine archipelago will be retained by 
the United Stales. Any other arrange­
ment will lead to no end of trouble;”

The news that a detachment of the 
25th U. S. infantry (colored) was be 
stationed at E’ort Logan II. Root, at 
Little Rock, Ark., has created a sensa­
tion there and trouble is sure to follow 
the advent of the Negro troops as oc­
cupants of that post. '

Thesiiltan has ordered the closing 
of an orphanage at Boitung which 
shelters GO homeless victims of the 
Armenian troubles. The institution is 
admirably managed by American mis­
sionaries, and being chiefly supported 
by British charity.

For the first time within the recol­
lection of lumber dealers the govern­
ment has appeared in the market as a 
buyer. The quartermaster’s depart­
ment has been at work getting bids 
for 40,000,000 feet of corse lumber for 
use in Cuba, Porto Rico and the Phil­
ippines.

The first American soldiers to camp 
at Havana were four companies of tlic 
Second vdluntecr engineers under Gen. 
Greene, which sailed from Tampa on 
the transport ^Florida and landed' at 
Marianao wharf. With colors flying 
the companies marched two miles to 
their camping grounds.

It is reported that Emperor Menelik 
of Abyssinia is advancing on the rebels 
of Boru-Mieda with 100,000 men and a 
numerous train of artillery. I t is be­
lieved that the objective of the Negus 
is the Bahr-El-Gazal basin and he will 
attempt to force a definite boundary 
settlement from Groat Britain.

Secretary Long will recommend to 
congress a large increase of men and 
ships for the navy, as^lollows: Tlirye 
battleships of 13.500 tonsdisplacemcut; 
three armored cruisers, of 12,000 tons 
displacement; three second-class cruis­
ers of 6,000 tons; six third-class cruis- 
erSi of 3.000 tons; also, to enlist 20,000 
men-end 3,500 boys.

The President is devoting all of his 
spare time to the preparation of his 
m'essage to congress. Minor matters^ 
wjll be considered only briefly, and by 
far the larger share of the message 
will be devoted to the great questions 
which have been raised by the war. 
The indications now are that the mes­
sage will exceed in length any sent to> 
congress during the last several years.

A dispatch from Washington says: 
There jis reason to believe that the ad­
ministration would be willing to pur­
chase from Spain not only the'Philip- 
pine and Ualan islands, but all of the 
Carolines and the Pelew group. The 
belief prevails that the Garmans will 
bring pressure to bear uponvSpaizi to> 
prevent'her from selling any of the 
Carolines to the United States, Such 
action would undoubtedly be looked 
upon as cause for a breach of fririid- 
ship.

I t is known definitely that more than 
70 lives have been lost in the wrecks of 
tugs, schooners and coal bSrges, and if 
the steamer Portland ha4 also gone 
down, as now seems possihlle, the  list 
of casualties will rise to 167, with over 
100 vessels of all descriptid^ ashore or 
under the waves of Massaciinsetls bey. 
There is scarcely a bay, harbor or inlcjt 
from the Penobscot to Nbw Lontdon 
that has not on its shores tpe wreeft of 
some stanch craft, while akong Msaen- 
ebnsetts bay and especmlly Boston 
harbor the beaches are j piled high 
with wreckage of schooners and coal 
barges. Every life saving crew per­
formed deeds of heroism an rescuing 
crews from stranded' vesstlsi, and tog- 

^boat captains risked life alnd property 
in their endeavor to save liife..

The steamer Portland, jwhich it is. 
now feared is lost, had in jail 97 souls 
on board. The Portland is compara­
tively new. a side-wheel steamer. Her 
length is 280 feet and she is valued at 
$250,000.

The immense, six-story B^dwin hotel 

and theater building at Saju Francisco 
caught fire at 3 a. m. and was entirely 
destroyed. There were BOO people, 
guests and employes, in thelhotel when 
the fire broke out, and a number of 
these people were at first thought to 
have lost their lives. Only two deaths 
resulted, however, they are: A. J. 
White and Louis Meyer, a qigar dealer, 
of Skaguay. Before givingj up his life. 
White saved the lives of t l ^ e  women. 
Meyer dropped dead from heart di^ase 
caused by the excitement iThere were 
scores of narrow escapes, and Million­
aire E. J. “Lucky” Baldwijij owner of 
the hotel, was almost pulled from his 
room. The watchman and elevator 
boy proved themselves heroM and saved 
many lives by their coolness. Mr. Bald­
win figures his loss at $2,5bo,000, with 
8100,000 insurance. I

Later—Tbe body of J. Leight- 
head, purser o-f the City of Sidney, was 
found in the ruins.

Wlnt^rlnz lt<
Henry Allen, writing In Gteaoinga,

■ays:
I have never been in favor of winter­

ing bees on the “hpt-bed”. plan; that is, 
l.have not believed In keeping'bees 
through the winter in a place where 
the temperature is continuously main­
tained at a high point, say from 40^0 
BO degrees. That Is too much oh the 
“hot-bed” plan for me. I believe in 
placing bees in winter quarters In the 
fall as late as possible, or certainly 
not until winter is about to s^t in. 
Here (In Massachusetts) that time Is 
about the middle of December. Ou 
the other hand, I want to take them 
oution the approach of spring, and that 
with us Is about the 20th of March. 
My objection to wintering bees In a 
high*temperature is that they cannot 
safely be put on the summer stands in 
the spring until the temperature aver­
ages as.high outside as that in which 
the bees were wintered in, or kept In 
from four to five months. The change 
from a .warm to a cold place iVorks 
Just the .same on bees as It does on 
tender vegetables grown under glass. 
Remove the glass, and down go the 
plants.- Place the bees on the summer 
stand too early, and down go the bees 
-spring  dcindling. I have tested both 
the vegetable and.the bee experiment, 
and know what I am talking about.

Now I am reaJy to write what I 
started to write when 1 commenced. In 
the fall pf 1896 I arianged as an experi- 
,ifient, only, a small place to winter 
bees in. The room is about ten feet 
long, six wide and five high. There 
Is room for about 30 hives of bees If 
the winter-cases ajre removed. The wall 

is ahejut six Inches 
sides are double, the 

inner wall being only heavy building 
paper, while the outside is boarded and 
shingled. There | is a double roof to 
the building, and a ventilator.opening 

the south be.tween’the two roofs: 
not much ventilation at the • bottom. 
Floor is the plain earth. The last two 
years the bees were put in about the 
middle of December; every colony came 
out both years, In fine condition, 
though the first year there was no 
ventilation at the- top of the building, 
and a few comta moulded a little. 
This year the bees were removed on 
the 9th day of March, and the six days 
'ollowing were warm and summer-Uke. 
I Judged that there were about two 
qualrt^.of dead bees In all, and ovAry 
comb -^as as bright and clean as In the 
fall. Some of the colonies commenced 
to carry In pollen Inside of 24 hours 
—a fact attesting the perfect way the 
bees had wintered. , .

Now comes the point and the, theory 
I wlsfi* to emphasize. There was no 
such thing as an even temperature in 
the beehoUse during the two winters. 
T did not want such a thing to be so. 
I'wanted^be temperature to vary In­
side as it did outside, only not to such 
^'ztremes. ' When it was at zero out­
side I found It at 20 degrees inside, 
and that was Just as I desired It. Nor 
did therftemperature go above 45 de- 
erees through the winter. There will

quent drouths, says Texas Stock and 
Farm Journal. One takes practically 
no chances in planting these feeds. 
They are almost certain to make! a 
crop if they receive any rain at all 
or even If tbe|ground has a reasonal(Ie 
quantity of moisture at the time of 
plai^ng and Is properly treated, even 
thoi^h the soil be light and thin. But 
they exact much from the lahd, feed­
ing on. it too heavily to make' it advis­
able to plant ihem in the same gronnd 
two successive years. Follow them 
with some crop that may be eaten on 
the-ground, all that is left being turned 
under as a vegetable manure.!

Yet. through that strange contradiction 
which has not reformed the navy in 
the same ratio in which the army has 
been brought under civilising Influ­
ences. not only did' the merchant ves­
sels carrying contraband goods fall a 
prey, but a valuation of the warships 
destroyed Is bound to go to officers and 
Bailors of the ships engaged in the 
fight

The race problem. In dealing with 
Puerto Rico, is quite certain to be a 
dilDcolt one; but the religious problem 
will be still more perplexing. The in­
habitants of the island are—substan­
tially without exception—Roman Cath­
olics. Although there are millions of 
Americans of the same faith, the new 
cltliens of our country will naturally 
reg^d 08 as a Protestant people. They 
are accustomed to a religion establish­
ed by law and supported by the state. 
There will be nothing of the sort here­
after. The Puerto Ricans will have 
perfect freedom In religion, but they 
must support their own Institutions, 
or rely upon Roman Catholics here and 
In other countries to provide the funds.
' That class of people who get thei^ 
wood without paying for It made an 
assault on the grand stand and fence 
of the Northwestern baseball park 
ThorsdaTr A trolley car. borrowed for

Great tribe, that tribe of lesachar. 
When Joab took the census, there were 
145,600 of them. Before the almanac 
was born, through astrological study^ 
they knew from stellar conjunctions 
all about the seasons of the year. Be­
fore agriculture became an art they 
were skilled In the raising of crops; 
Before politics became a science they 
knew the temper of nations; and 
whenever they marched, either foe 
pleasure or war, they marched under a 
three-coloijed flag—topax, sardine, and 
carbuncle. But the chief ebaracteria- 
tlc of thatnrltie of Issachar was that 
they undtrstood the times. They were 
not like the political and moral incom­
petents of our day. who are trying to- 
guide 1898 by the theories of 1828. They 
looked at the divine Indications In 
their own particular century. So we 
ought to understand the times, not the 
times when America was thirteen col­
onies, huddled together along the At­
lantic coast, but the times when the 
nation dips one hand in the ocean on 
one side of the continent, and the oth­
er band in the ocean on the other side 
the continent; times which put New 
York Narrow's and the Golden Horn 
of the Pacific within one flash of elec­
tric telegraphy; times when God Is as 
directly, as positively, as solemnly, as 
tremendously addressing us through 
the dally newspaper and the quick rev­
olution of events as be ever addressed 
the ancients, or addresses us through 
the Holy Scriptures. The voice of God 
In Providence is as important as the 
voice of God in typology; for in out? 
own day we have bad our Sinals with 
thunders of the Almighty, and Cal­
varies of sacrifice, and Gethsemanes 
that sw'eat great drops of blood, and 
Olivets of ascension, and Mount Pis- 
gahs of far-reaching vision. The Lord 
who rounded this world six thousand 
years ago, and sent his Son to redeem 
It near nineteen hundred years agOk 
has yet much to do with this radiant, 
but agonized planet. May God make 
Us like the children of Issachar, ‘'whlch| 
were men that had understanding of 
the tlnres, to know what Israel ought 
to do."

The birthday of our nineteenth cen­
tury occurred in the time of war. Out 
small United States navy, under Capt; 
Truxton, commanding the frigate Con­
stitution. whs in collision with the 
French frigates La Vengeance and 
LTnsurgentd, and the first infant cried 
of this centjury were drowned in thd 
roar of naval battle. And political 
strife cn this continent was the hotr 
test, the parties rending each other 
with pantberine rage. The birthday 
present of this nlr\eteentb century was 
vituperation, public unrest, threat of 
national demolition, and horrors na­
tional and international. I adjure you, 
let not the twentieth century be met 
in that awful way, but with all bright­
ness of temporal and religious pros­
pects.

First, jet us put upon the cradle of 
the new century a new map of the 
world. The old map was black witb 
too many barbarisnti, and red with too 
many slaughters, and pale with too 
many sufferings. Let us see to it thdt 
on that map, so far as possible, our 
country from ocean to ocean '-Is k 
Christianized continent—schools, col­
leges, churches and good homes Ifi 
long line from ocean beach to oceain 
beach. On that map Cuba must tje 
free. The archipelago of the- Philip­
pines must be free. If cruel Spa|o 
expects by procrastination and Intrigi^ 
to get back, what she has surrenderep, 
then the warships Iowa, and Indiana, 
and Brooklyn, and Texas, and Vess- 
vius. and Oregon must be sent back to 
southern waters, or across to the coast 
of Spain, to silence the Insolence, as 
decidedly as last summer they silenced 
the Cristobal Colon, and Oquendo, and 
Maria Teresa, and V’lzcaya. When we 
get those Islands thoroughly under 0̂ 1* 
protectorate, for the first time our mis­
sionaries in China will be safe. The 
atrocities imposed on these good mda 
and women in the so-called Floweily 
Kingdom will never be resumed, f^r 
our guns #11 be too near Hong Korig 
to allow the massacre of missioaaiiy 
settlements.

On that map must be put the Istl 
mian canal, begun if not completed 
long voyages around Cape Horn 
the world's merchandise, but short aqd 
cheap communication by water instead 
of expensive communication by mil 
train, and more millions will be added 
to our-national wealth and the woria*s 
betterment than I have capacity to cal­
culate.

On that map it must be made evi­
dent America Is to be the w'>rl(̂ 's 
civilizer and'evangellzer. Free frofti 
the national religions of Europe on the 
one side, alnd from the superstitiods pi 
Asia on the other side, it will hafe 
facilities flor the work that no other 
continent can possibly possess, 
near as I can tell by the laying on 
the hands! of th# Lord Almighty, t 
continent ̂ a s  been ordained for tl 
work. This Is the only country

the world | where all religions are 
the same platform, and the people hJ 
free flec tio n  for themselves with< 
any detriment. When we present ]to 
the other | continents ’ this assoi 
of rellglMU and give them oahindkr- 
ed choice.; we M to no doabt of thpfr 
sheeting this religion of mercy. sRd 
kindness, good -wlU, and tempoi 
and ete rnu  rescue. B e tr It!
Is khls world for God!

On the m sp which we wiU pot 
tb s  onOlslot the new eentnry we

have, very soon, a railroad . bridgej 
acroas Behring Strait, those thlrty-slxj 
miles of water, not deep.. and they ar 
spotted wljh islands capable of holdlnt. 
the piers of a great bridge. And wbatj 
with America and Asia thus connected, 
and Siberian railway^ and a rallroac 
now projected for the length d  Afrl-< 
ca. and Palestine and Persia, and ludii 
and China, and Burmah .Intersected 
with railroad tracks, all of which wilt 
be done before the. new century Ip 
grown up, the way will bei 
open to the quick dvlllzatloaj 
and evangelization of the whole world.’ 
The old map we uied to s tu ^  In our 
boyhood days is dusty, and dh the top 
shelf, or amid the rubbish of the gar­
ret; and so will the present map of 
the world, however gilded andibeautl-l 
fully bound, be treated, and an entire-  ̂
ly new map will be put Into thq infan­
tile hand of the coming century.

The work of this century has been 
to get ready. All the earth la now 
free to the gospel except two little 
spots, one In Asia and one In Africa; 
while at the beginning of the century^ 
there stood the Chinese wall, and there 
flamed the fires, and there glltt^ed the 
swords that forbade entrance to many 
Islands and large reaches of continent. 
Bomesian cruelties and FIJI island 
cannibalism have given away, and all 
the gates of all the continents are 
swung open with a clang that has been 
a positive and glorious Invitation fof 
Christianity to enter.

During the {summer of 18S7, while 
escorting a piarty of surveyors, who 
were engaged; in locating the interna­
tional bounda^ line between Mexico 
and our own territories of Arizona 
and New Mexico, we made camp near 
some water holes in a wild part of 
the desert, wllth no human habitation 
within several hundred miles of us. 
The country round about was rocky 
and desolate, broken into conlees, 
abrupt mounds and painted buttes, and 
diversified hei;.e and there by stunted 
cottonwood trees, petrified limbs and 
branches oC thick chaparral. For & 
number of days the weather had been 
pleasant, but at last a drizzly rain set 
in, which kept everyone closely con­
fined to camp.

While the moisture was falling thick 
and fast a Mexican officer, accompan­
ied by an escort; rode pp and claimed 
sheltc' which we were glad enough to 
grant for the sake of their company.

The officer related.a startling story' 
of having encountered four large Mex- ’ 
lean lions not two hours previous, | 
which animals seemed quite ferocious, 
and hungry, and actually had disput-. 
ed their passage through the ebapar- \ 
ral.

The men of the escort bad fired and' 
wounded two of the animals, but the 
quartet of Hons finally took themselves- 
sullenly off and disappeared In the 
timber.

He also said that the country to the, 
south was full of black-tall deer, snd̂ - 
as for small game, such as long-earedl 
rabbits, sage hens and chaparral cocks,;

We rode on through a rocky, halt 
mour.talnoua country, covered wiLUj 
stunted trees and sharp-pointed chap-i 
arral, and then, far away in the diaj 
tance, on the summit of a bunch 
crags, we descried a dozen objects out­
lined against the sky, which appearei 
to be mountain sheep of the Slerr;

So| 
after picketing the horses, we divided 
our party, two of us going up a smalj 
canyon to the left,the other two swing­
ing around to the right, with a mutual 
agreement to keep on and finally meet 
at the base of the crags to comp*<r4 
notes, where the sheep had first been 
seen. ;

RAN FOR OUR LIVES 
from the right, where 1 was not look­
ing, came five beautiful black-talM, 
dashing swiftly ddwn the mountain 
valley, and not two hundred rards be­
hind them were a full pack of timber 
wolves in hot pursuit.

H ead ach e  R en ed tee .

In his quarterly report on the health 
of the borough of Chorley, Lancfishire. 
Dr. J. A. Harris, the medical 6fDcer 
for the district, calls attention to the 
Indiscriminate sale and purchase of 
the various so-called headache pow­
ders. He states that under his direc­
tion the county police obtained six or 
seven samples from different shops 
In the town and had them submitted 
to analysis.- In every case the- quan­
tity of the active IngredieiA was found 
to be In excess of the maximum dose 
ot the drug allowed In ihe British 
pharraalcopoela. These remedies be­
long to the class of the analgesics, the 
members of the group in eommoa use 
for this purpose being aeetanallde or 
pbenyllacetamide, phanaxone, and 
phenacetin or para-ace^-phei^etidin. 
Their properties w%e fully considered 
In the section of̂ ’imni’inACOloĝ  and 
therapeutics at theMmeethig alf Edin­
burgh, where Professor Stkiejeman 
(Glasgow) opened a discussion on the 
"Therapeutic Value of Recent Syn­
thetic Analgesics; Their Benefits and 
Attendant Risks.” There was a general 
expression of opinion th a t' these 
drugs required to be handled with the 
greatest possible care, and that a 
slight error of judgment wlthiregard 
to dosage might be followed jiy dfs- 
astrous results. All these substances 
depress the heart's action, and In toxic 
doses .diminish the force of theireepir- 
atory act. The danger is not obviated 
by selling a poisonous drug uqder a 
fanciful name. I
