It la really a 
mo^ deplorable look g object As e 
playhouse i t  was closed a decade or to 
agol’ and since -then its only attempt at 
notoriety was when the Salvation army 
took It over for a time. Originally it 
was the concert room of Sig. P. Paa^ 
quail; then the ■ directors of the cMi~ 
certs of ancient munic l^ought and Bn* 
Ihrged it and built a magnificent royal 
box for George 111. and Queen Char­
lotte. Next, It became the home ol 
“The Kcnlcs,” a body of amateur play­
ers, "‘whose -Celebrity,” writes Mr. 
Tlabs, -‘‘rendered them objects of 
alarm to the professional actors of the 
day and exposed them to the attacks, 
of the caricaturist ' Gilray.” About 
1807 It was transformed into a sort of 
circus, but it could never be compared 
In this line with Astley’s. Converted 
into a theater, H passed through many 
hands and under almost as many tb 
ties. Among its earlier names were 
the Regency, the New theater, the 
Theater of Varieties, the West London, 
the Queen’s and the Fitzroy. It was 
a  dingy, dirty enough theater In those 
days, so much so, Indeed, that It was 
popularly known as “the duAthole.” 
When, however, the house was taken 
ovw by Miss Marie Wilton (afterward 
Mrs. Bancroft), who improved the con­
struction of the building and gave It 
its name as the Prince of Wales’, the 
tide in its fortunes took a decided turn 
for the better and. the days of Its pros­
perity began. During the fifteen years 
In which It was under the management 
M the Bancrofts it lived up to the best 
traditions of the English stage and 
was associated with the names of Fan­
ny. Brough, Madge Robertson (Mrs. 
Kendgl), John Hare, Charles Coghlan, 
and a good many others. When the 
Bancrofts gave up the management the 
house was taken^over by Edgar Brued, 
but it was finally closed as a theater 
sixteen years ago. Its name, how­
ever,'has been handed down to what 
was formerly the Prince’s theater, in 
Coventry street west.

I Olcomarcorine Iaw Knocked Out.,
I In an nnanimous opinloo written by 
Justice Hooker, the supreme court holds 
tiie oleonjarperioe law to be invalid. 
The merits of the law are not discussed 
in the opinion, the court simply holding 
tha t the law is defective inasmuch as 
the legislative journals show that it 
was without an enacting clause when 
i t  passed the senate, and that the house 
lailed to remedy this defect. This 
clause was inserted previous to the 
fiigningof the bill by the governor, 
and the attorney-general urged that 
this yi'OA a sufficient compliance with 
the constitution. This contention is 
denied by the court, on the ground 
that the constitutional provision is not 
merely directory, no part of the legis­
lative power being vested in the gov­
ernor. The court says: “U will 
be much better that the legis­
lature shall correct its mistake than 

..that the courts shall sanction the ir­
regular correction in thi.s case.’’
. The court's reference to the legisla­
ture correcting its mistake is taken as 
an indication that it believes the law 
is otherwise constitutional.

• In a case appealed from the Wayne 
circuit court—which granted an order 
compelling the board of education of 
Detroit to Mscontinue the use of “Bible 
Readings” in the public schools—the 
supreme court reversed the order, de­
claring that the use of such book is 
not unconstitutional. The court says 
the precise question involved is not 
whether the pupil can be compelled to 
attend reiigious c.xeroiscs, nor neces­
sarily whether the reading of the Bible 
o r’ an c.xtract from it constitutes a 
teaching of religion or amounts to a‘ 
restriction of civil or political rights or 
privileges of such students fiiS do not 
■̂ are to attend upon the exercises. The 
inclusion of the court after a review 

the authorities and laws is that the 
reading of extracts from the Bible 
without comment, is not in violation 
^f any constitutional provision.

Justice Hooker wrote the decision 
^nd onl̂ * Justice }^oore dissented.
f Silver Dollar* are Lesal Tender.
* About a year ago Fred A. Baker, of 
^Detroit, refused to accept 364 silver 
dollars from Stephen Baldwin, of Pon­
tiac, in payment of a mortgage. Baker 
took steps to foreclose the mortgage 
a^d Baldwin filed a bill in chancery in 
the Oakland circuit court asking that 
the mortgage be discharged since 
he had tendered the payment to Baker. 
The latter cootended that the congress 
of the United States had treated silver 
as a dcscrcdited and debased metal 
and that the money oltcred by Bald­
win was, therefore, not a legal tender. 
Judge Smith decided that the tentier 
of the silver in payment for the mort­
gage was good and accordingly ordered 
the mortgage discharged as paid. The 
case will be appealed to the supreme 
court of Michigan and from there it is 
expected that it will go to the U. S. 
supreme court.

Express Companies Bust Pnv War Tax.
. The Michigan supreme court has de­
cided the case brought by Atty.-Gen. 
Maynard on the relation of numerous 
Detroit merchants and manufacturers, 
against the American Express Co., to 
compel the company to pay for the 
;U. S. revenue atamp attached to ship­
ping receipts.* The Wayne circuit 
court 'granted such a mandamus and 
the company appealed to the higher 
court, where the case was elaborately 
argued. The main question in the ca.se 
related to the construction to'bc placed 
upon the revenue act, and the court 
concluded that os the-shipper has 
notMng to do with issuing tM  receipt. 

- i t  was the clear intent of the law that 
the company shall give such a receipt 
as will bring the government the rev­
enue provided, and therefore the com­
pany must pay the tax.

A Gnsy Farmer'* Terrible Deed.
-A farm hand named Walter HitcKlngs 

butchered three people on term of 
Wm. Hunt, two miles west of Free 
Soil, Manistee county, with an asf and 
a knife. The murderer afterwardk ceft 
his own throat. The dead are: Wm. 
Hunt, Mrs. Hunt, Thomas Hayward, 
a h i r ^  boy, and Walter Hitchiogs.

There are no living witnesses of the 
awful tragedy, but the story is told by 
surrounding circumstaocea. Hitchings 
was known to be slightly demented, 
but he was never very violent although 
qnick tempered. He was a brother of 
Mrs. Hunt and made his winter hoihe 
with the farmer. Hayward was 15 
years old. three men started out
to cut wood,^nd it is evident that they 
had not l o ^  been at work when 
Hitchings-vras seized with an insane 
desire to kill^ and raising his ax he 
brought the sharp blade down on 
Hunt's head, cutting the skuTl open. 
Young Hayward turned and ran in 
terror, but stumbled and fell and the 
mpdman was upon him in an instant 
and crushed bis skull at a blow. The 
two died, almost instantly. liitchin.'^s 
returned to Hunt’s body and dragged 
it to a brush heap where he carefully 
covered it up. but Hayward’s body was 
only partially hidden.

The insane man then ran hastily 
to the house, grabbed his sister and 
with a big-, dull jack knife terribly 
slashed and cut her in several places 
before he succeeded in entting her 
throat. That the poor woman made a 
desperate fight for her life was evident, 
but her strength failed. The murderer 
made two gaping wounds in the back 
of her head, from which the brains 
oozed and then pushed the body under 
the bed.' He then went up stairs and 
tried to cut his throat with the jack 
knife, but it was too dull so, with blood 
flowing from his hacked neck, he be­
gan to search for a razor. -\t this 
point Mrs. Kritzen, a Polish neighbor, 
and Hunt’s cight-ycur-okl daughlfer, 
ran oyer in response to JIrs. Hunt's 
screams. Hitchings started at the wo­
man, brandishing the bloody knife, and 
she caught up the onc-j*car-old baby 
from the floor and ran out. .slamming 
the door behind her. aud fled to her 
home with thie children. By the time 
help has been calleil and reached 
Hunt’s home Hitchings had completed 
his awful work and lay at the foot of 
the stairs with his throat cut from ear 
to ear, and a bloody razor beside him.

Hunt lived with his .second wife, 
who was a sister of his first. A son by 
the first wife, aged 18, lives near Seat­
tle, Wash., and another, aged 20, was 
at work at Millerton at the time of the 
tragedy. By his present wife Hunt 
had two children, a girl of-8^awd a boy 
one year old. who are being cared for 
by kind neighbors. Hitchings and 
Hunt were each about 50 years of age. 
Mrs, Hunt was about 45 years old.

A murder was committed in Lansing, 

the victim being Lawrence Edwards, 
aged 23, who was shot and instantly 
killed within a block of the heart of 
the business section, under the glare of 
an arc light, and the murderers in their 
terror ran directly through the princi­
pal business street*. Thos. and Bob 
Hanifin had been drinking with Ed­
wards and quarreled with him shortly 
before the murder. . « They were ar­
rested soon after the? deed was com­
mitted. BoSh'havo criminal records 
and Bob had l ^ h  released from Ionia
prison only t by before.

The 
exportations of fche products of 'both 
field andiaetoryi.xceeded in value J.hose 
of any preceding year, and the j rand 
total of exports! was the largest ever 
recorded—averapng more than 1100,- 
000,000 pey mfltath, the total being 
Bt,331,482.S30, against $1,650,993,536 In 
1697 and $l,6S0t̂ 578,148 in 1892., The 
vlalne of agricullural products exported 
was $853,683,570, surpassing byi S54,- 
,3p5,338 the highest record, that of 1893. 
Our manufacturers also icade their 
nighest record, $290,697,854, agaihat 
©77,285,891 in the preceding year. For 
tile first time alto in the history of our 
foreign commerce, the exports ^f do-, 
mestic manufactures were greater than 
tihe imports of koreign manufadlures, 
while the totai c.xports of the year 
■were twice as gjreat as the total im­
ports—a condition heretofore un­
known.

The importation 
of wool manufactures 'was Sl4,823,7‘ri, 
igainst $49,163,992 in the preceding 
year; of cott<i>n goods, $27,267,300, 
kgainst $34,429,803 in 1897; of manufac­
tures of iron |and steel, $12,636,431,

R e p o r t  o f  H a w a i i a n
President McKinley has handed to 

[congress the report of the Hawaiian 
, commission together with three bills 
drawn by the commission for the gov­
ernment of the islands as a part of the 
United States. The principal orre pro­
vides for the erection of the islands 
into a territory of the United State.s to 
be styled the territory of Hawaii. A 
governor, secretary of territory, U. S. 
district judge, a U. S. district attorney 
and a U. S. marshal are to be appointed 
by the President, and an internal rev­
enue district and a customs district^ 
are to be created.

Section 4 provides that “all white 
persons, including Portuguese and per­
sons of African descent, and all per­
sons descended from the Hawaiian 
race, on either the paternal or mater­
nal side, who were citizens of the re­
public of Hawaii immediately prior to 
the transfer of the sovereignty thereof 
to the United States, are hereby de­
clared to be citizens of the Uhited 
States.”

Provision is made for a legislature to 
consist of two houses—a senate of 15 
members, and a bouse, of representa­
tives with 30 members. These are to 
be elected biennially. Voters for rep­
resentatives must be male citizens', 21 
years of age and of one year’s residence; 
in the territory, must have paid all 
taxes due the | government, and must 
be able to read and write the English 
or Hawaiian language. To be qualified 
to vote for senators he must, in addi­
tion to the above, own $1,000 worth of 
real property upon which the taxes 
have been paid, or must have an income 
of not less $600 per vear.

The bill provides for the election of a 
delegate to U. S. house of representa­
tives, and also provides that the con­
stitution and laws of the U. S. locally 
applicable shall have the same force in 
the territory of Hawaii as elsewhere in 
the United States.

During the second day's Session Sen­
ator Vest, of Missonri| opened tiie'bat 
tie in opposition to expansion by in­
troducing the following joint reaoln- 
tion:“Tbat under the constitution of the 
United States^ no power is given to the 
fedenJ. government to aeqnire terri­
tory to be held and governed perma­
nently as eolpniesr The colonial sys­
tem of European nations chmrot be es­
tablished under our presetft eonstith- 
tion, but all territory acquired by the 
the government, except such small 
amounts as may be neceasarv for 
coaling stations, correction of boun­
daries. and similar governmental pur­
poses, must be acquired and governed 
with the purpose of ultimately organ­
izing such territory into stales suitable 
for admission into the Union.” Navi­
gation laws were briefly discussed and 
then the Senate adjonrned. Housb.'— 
A session of half an hour was held,' at 
which the deficiency bill carrying the 
extraordinary expenses of the army 
and navy from Jan. 1 to July 1,1899 was 
reported. The report of the Hawaiian 
commission was laid before the house 
and referred, together with bills of­
fered by Mr. Hitt to carry ent th e  
recommendations of the commlsaiou.

Senator Vest (Dem., Mo.) called np 
his resolution declaring it to be nneon- 
stitutional for this government to ac­
quire foreign territory except fer coal­
ing stations or some like purpose, un­
less its intention was to confer state­
hood upon theterritory and citizenship 
upon its inhabitants. In a lengthy 
speech Mr. Vest said that it was a 
basic principle of this government that 
“ the powers of the government were 
derived from the consent'of the gov­
erned.” and maintained that the fed­
eral government had no authonly 
either in morals or in the constitution 
to go beyond that principle. Senator 
Platt (Rep., Conn.) opposed Mr. Vest 
and said that a t a later date he would 
go into the subject at 'length to show 
wherein the Missouri senator was 
wrong.

During the consideration of pen.sion 
’bills Senator Vest (Mo.) protested 
against the rushing of such bills 
through the senate when there was 
not a quorum present and with only 
the title being, read. He was willing 
to pay munificently and liberally in 
pensions, but insisted that, these bills 
should receive proper j.consideration. 
Mr. Callinger (N. II.). chairman of the 
,senate pension committee, agreed with 
"Mr. Vest.

Senator Hoar precipitated a lengthy 
debate “when he opposed the appoint­
ment by the President of senators as 
members of commis.sion.s whose acts 
would have to be passed upon by 
the senate. The confirmation of the 
appointment of the Hawaiian commis­
sioners was under discussion at the 
time, and the matter was finally re­
ferred to the judiciarv committee, with 
instructions to investigate and report.

Rep. Hepburn, of Iowa, introduced a 
bill authorizing the President to ac­
quire by purchase from' the state.s of 
Costa Rica and Nicaragua full owner­
ship, jurisdiction and sovereignty of 
such land as may be desirable and nec­
essary to construct Aud defend a ship 
canal from ocean lo ocean. The bill 
also appropriates $140,000,000 to con­
st uct the canal.

Bcp. Hull,, chairman of the house 
committee on military affairs, intro­
duced a bill increasing the regular 
army to approximately’ 100,000 men. 
Thc“Bill was framed at the war de- 
partnfent and is not the bill framed by 
Gen. -Miles. It gives a total of 14 regi­
ments of artillery^ 12 of cavalry and 30 
of infantry. /

Senators Hale (Vt.) and Hoar (Mass.) 
presented resolutions of .citizens in 
their states, remonstrating against the 
extension of American sovereignty 
over the Philippine islands and against 
the acquisition of foreign territory 
without the consent of the people of 
such territory.

Senator Morrill presented a petition 
from the legislature of Vermont, ask­
ing for the revival of the grade of ad­
miral, and recognition of Rear Admiral 
Dewey. Mr. Hale presented a bill to 
revive the grades of admiral and vice- 
od-miral.

Senator McCaffrey (La.) introduced a 
resolution requesting the President to 
enter into negotiations with Great 
Britain for the purpose of modifying 
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty in so far.as 
it interferes with the United States 
constructing, owning or controlling an 
inter-oceanic canal across the isthmus 
of Darien.

Senator Vest infeoduced a resolution 
providing lor the appointment o f  a 
joint commi&sion composed of three 
senators and five members of the house, 
to investigate the charges of corrup­
tion ra the conduct of the war with 
SpaiUj.

Summing up all the evidence, tt cer­
tainly seems that the Christmas tree 
bung with gifts has descended to us 
from the times when decorated'trees 
laden with offerings were worshiped 
as representatives of ;the abatract 
‘’Universe tree,” whose trunk was the 
cosmic axis, whose roots were In the 
under-world, and whose branches, lift­
ed aloft Into the skids, bore up the 
heavenly hosts.

The custom of decorating the church­
es with greenery at Christmas bad lu  
origin in a pagan ceremony. The
great feast of Saturn was held In De­
cember, when the worshipers hung the 
temple with such green' tKlngs ah they 
could find; and the Christiana adopted 
the same method to celebrate th« birth 
of the Savior, giving It an emblematic 
turn by refeiTIng to the "righteous 
branch." and justifying it frOmilsaiah 
55; 13—“The. glory of Lebanon 'shall 
come nnto thee, the flr tree, tl ê pine 
tree and the box togethei* to beautify
th e  nlfteo nf TTV *’ 'the place of my sanctuary.

The^h^By. or holy tree, is j called 
Christ's thorn Jn  Germany and Scan- 
(hnavih. from Its use In church decora­
tions and Its putting for^h its berries 
at Christmas time. ' *

Christmas day ^n the primitive 
church was always obseiwed as the

In a recent report, United States Con­
sul Hughes, statlenod at Coburg, says; 
'*I would respectfully suggest that a 
warning be given to American grass 
raisers and dealers that they shquld 
not ship bay in any shape '̂ on con­
signment te this part of the German 
Empire, as the crops of all kinds of 
grasses have b e u  enormous, and to 
consign for sale here will entail not 
only the loss ef the hay, but heavy 
additional expenses."

It would seem te be an appreprlate 
season for congress to awaken to the 
importance of improving its consular 

'service. It is not to be expected that 
this republic can adopt a diplomatic 
school similar to that of Great Brit­
ain which really has developed into an 
office-holding aristocracy, but the 
United States government can do much 
in the direction of Improvement by 
eliminating common office-seekers 
from the rolls of the consular service.

There are now seventy-five cotton- 
cplnnlhg mills in Japan, says the Pall 
Mall Gazette, with an aggregate cap­
ital of £4.000.000, half paid up, with 
1,000,000 spindles working and nearly
200.000 more in course of erection or 
projected, .giving employment to over
14.000 men and over 50,000 women,
the wages cf the former rangfhg from 
5d. to 8d. a day, and the wages of 
the latter ranging from to 6d.
A day. Of the 115,000 tons of raw cot­
ton worked up by these mills last year 
€2 per cent were Indian, 18 per cent 
Chinese and 17 per cent American. 
The amount of native-grown cotton 
was under 600 tons. Down to the last 
year or two the only market for the 
output was found In Japan itself. With 
the removal of expprt duties, how­
ever, a foreign outlet^was found In 
China, where Japanese yarii i& now 
competing severely with that of Indxa.
