at $1,307,B3000 thus equalizing Morth*
ville $115700.00 higher than Plymouth
and on that basis apportioneil to the town,
ship of Noi-thville of the state lax $2,432-
53and to Plymouth township $3246.5U.
County tax to Mortb”ille $1,182.46 and to

- Plymouth $1,092.07. These figures which

are official should satisfy any reasonable
person that Northville was not relieved
of any state or county tax at the expense
of Plymouth unless it be claimed that'the
valuation of Northrille as equalized
should be more than $115,700.00 above
that cff Plyu.outh. The, state and county
taxes ,are the oiMly ones that the Board of
Supervisors apportion and their action as
above stated can in no wise be the cause
of the.difference In the taxes of North*
Villft"nd Plymouth.

A short time before the division of the
old township took effect the township

1t can readily be seen from the above sta-
ted facts why our taxes are slightly higher
than in Northvilleand a fracuon higher
than last year. Next year but a small
amount will be required for road and
bridge purposes and much less for con*
tiogeut and poor funds, aud if the ap*
portiopmeot of state and county taxes can
be held at this year’s figures, the taxes
should be from one-fourth to one third
less than this year.

There was no snow on the beard of
the prophet of my text, and no crows'-
feet had left their mark near his eyes.
Zecharlah was a young man, and in a

jdaj'-dream he saw and heard two an-

gels talking about the rebuilding of the
city of Jerusalem. One of these angels
desires Chat young Zecharlah should be
well informed auout the rebuilding of
that city, its circumference and the
height of Its walls, and he says to the
other angels, “Run, speak to this young
man." Do not walk, but run, for the
message is urgent and imminent. So
every young man needs to have imme-
diate advice about the dimensions, the
height, and the circumference of that
which, under God, he is to build, name-
ly, his own character and destiny. No
slow or laggard pace will do. A little
farther on, and counsel will be of no
advantage. Swift-footed must be the
practli®l and important suggestions, or
they might as well never be made at
all. Run. at the pace of five miles the
hour, and speak to that young man.
Run, before this year of 189S is ended.
Run before this century is closed. Run,
before his character Is inexorably de-
cided for two worlds, this world and
the next. How many of us have found
out by long and bitter experience
things that we ought to have been told
before we were twenty-five years of
age. Now, | propose to tell you some
things, which, if you will seriously and
prayerfully observe, will make you
master of the situation in which you
are now placed, and master of every
situation in which you ever will be
placed. And in order that my subject
may be climacteric, | begin on the out-
side edge of that advice, which will be
more and more important as the sub-
ject unfolds.

Now, If you would be master of the
situation, do not expend money before
you get It. How many young men ir-
retrievably mortgage their future be-
cause of resources that are quite sure
to be theirs. Have the money either in
your band.' or in a safety deposit, or in
a bank, or in a United States bond be-
fore you make purchases, or go into
expensive enterprises, or bitch a
spanking team to a glittering turnout,
or contract for the building of a man-
sion on the Potomac or the Hudson.
Do not depend on an'inheritance from
your father or uncle. The old man
may Uvd on a good deal longer than you
expect, and the day of your enforced
payment may come before llie day of
his decease. You cannot depend upon
rheumatism or heart failure or senility
to do its work. Longevity is so won-
derfully improved that you cannot ..de-
pend upon people dying when you
think they ought to. They live to he
septuagenarians, or octogenarians, and
meanwhile their heirs go into bank-
ruptcy, or, tempted to forgery, or mis-
appropflatlon of trust funds, or water-
ing of railroad or mining stock, go In-
to the penitentiary. Neither had you
better' spread yourself out because of
Ithe fifteen or twenty per cent you ex-
;pect from an investment. Most of the
Iliftee'n or twenty per cent investments
;are apt to pay nothing save the privi-
lege of being assessed to meet the ob-
ligations of the company in the affairs
of which you get involved. Better get
three And a half per cent from a gov-
ernment bond than be promised fifteen
per cent from a dividend which will
nevor be .declared, or paid only once or
twice, 'so as to tempt you deeper in be-
fore the grand smasb-up, and you i-e-
Iceive,instead of a payment of divi-
dends, a letter from the president and
secretary of the company saying they
are very sorry.

Rep. Corliss, of Miehlgas, jntroduced
a comprehenaiTe bill providing for ihe
acquisition of aright of way and the
construction of an inter-oceamc canal
by the United States. The bill pro-
vides that the United States shall ac-
quire from Costa Rica and Nicaragua a
strip of land sufficient for a right of
way for the canal ajud the necessary
ports and harbors, and authorizes thje
payment of $3,000,000 ,to the Maritime
Canal Co. in full compensation for the
concession which that company now
holds. It guarantees to Costa Rica
and Nicaragua the use of the canal
and harbors and authorizes the issu-
ance by the United States of $130,000,-
000 in bonds of denominations from
$50 to $1,000 at 3 per cent interest.
The Prc.sident is authorized to extend
to all nations the use of the Nicaragua
canal on equal terms as to tolls and:
tho privileges of navigation, providedj
said nations respectively enter into aj
treaty providing for the neutrality of
thcisdid canal, together with'the porte
of entry therein in the Pacific ocean
and the Carribbean sea for at least the
distance of 200 miles from said respec-
tive harbor's.

Senator Proctor (Rep.. Ver.) intro-
duced a resolution providing for ti>c
appoifitment of a ‘coinmittce of five
senators to visit the islaudsof Cuba aud
Porto Rico for the purpose of- *‘inquir-
ing into the military require--
ments necessary to establish and main-
tain order in those islands until civil
government is inaugurated.”

The owner is not a perpetual crahk,
hut an exceedingly ingenious jeweler
named Peter M. Ravenskilde of Cabery,
a hustling tov;n in the southwestern
portion of Kankakee county. The
clock is the produc” of many years of
study and labor and considerable ex-
pense. |l keeps accurate time and will
run for a year without the least atten-
tion from its owner. The clock prop-
er Is run with a wheel sixty inches In
circumference. From the otUer gyrface
cf the circumferpnee arc s'uspenaed 1-0
cups, each one-half inch in diameter
i;nd a third of an inch deep Each ot
for}y of these runs which ere aucces-

s|ve Ic}Jntams steel balls three-eighth.
ct an inch in diameter. Every minute
and a ha”f as this wheel turns by the
weight of these balls, one of ihem (alia

A porcelain globe Is
placed hack of the clock and at night
green, led and white electric lights
reflect their rays alternately on the
face of the clock, the colors being
changed each time the ball is discharg-
ed from one of the cups on the time-
piece. Mr. Ravenskilde has had many
offers to exhibit his clocks,, but refuses
to do so, and so far he baa not had the
mechanism patented.—Boston Jourrtal.

Bold«r for Electric Lamps.

Magnetisin has been applied in an in-
genious way.to the automatic bolding
of electric lamps in any desired posi-
lioa. The holder of the lamp, which is
thoroughly magnetized, will adhere to
any piece of Iron or steel at any angle,
so that by its use iron workers can se-
(cure light at any 'part of. their work
without the inconvenience attendant
on the use of a torch. As the light Ohn
be made to shine exactly where U is
w'anted, the magnetic holder Is of the
greatest service when the workman
Is employing the lathe, planer, drill and
other tools. Its use in boiler shops is
doing away with torches, as ‘it can be
carried inside the boiler. For many
classes of work, especially the making
of locomotives, it is highly recommend-
ed, not the least of its advantages be-
ing that it frequently enables an as-
sistant to be dispensed ‘with.
