George J. Green*

George "TOreen, a farmer living four
miles west of onr village, was laid in his
last resting plaice in the cemetery at
Fannin'gton on Wednesday of last week.

His success In the pursuit of a difficult
calling, that uf handling vicious horses
under very great physical hindiano.'?
deserves at least a passing notice, as an
encouragement to others who may be
afiUcted by iifficnlties which seem to

completely unfit them for any useful
work.
From infancy he had suffered from

atrophy or shrinkage of tbe muscles of
one leg, resulting in a very inconvenient
lameness.

After reaching manhood a surgi<al
operation relieved the shorteniag of the
leg but it was always weak and those who
have seen him upon our streets will re
member always a slight halting in his
vAaik.

This lamenesss was greatly aggravated
the last eight years of his life by an acci-
dentin which his hip was broken. All
supposed That then, at least, he would
handle no more kicking colts. Bo great,
however, was his energy that he has con-
tinued even down to this, the lastyear of
his life, to continue the business, having
sometimes three or four colts on his hands
at once.

The writer remembers having been at
his place two years ago, when be had in
hand a peculiariiy difficult case. Mr.
Green had been working alone foran
hotir or two to harness him. After my
coming we both worked anotherhalfhour
without success, when he had recourse to
the last resort, that of throwing the ani-
mal. Arranging the mechanism of ropes
and straps, we led him out upon a piece
of plowed land and brought him down
upon his knees. Then commenced the
struggle between human skill and brnte
forces Ab often as the bridle was brought
near the horse’s bead he would rear upon
his knees, balance himself a ipomeat and
then fall over upon his side.

The skill with which the man would
tumble clear of tbe horse when this oc-
enrred was marvelous. | say tumbled
clear, for the lameness | have mentioned
made it impossible for him to save him-
self by springing to one side as a skillfal
man,who had perfect limbs would have
done.

Onr departed brother, George J. Green,
was the fourth one of ten children bom
to Chomplin and Fanny Hazen Green,
who came to Michigan from Ontario, N.
Y., about 1827.

George was born in Avon, Oakland
county, on Christmas day 1884. “ing
upon Christmas day 1898, he lacked but
one (by of completing his sixty-fourth
year.

Atabout thirty years of age he married
Eunlcie Ferry, who died in 1889 leaving
two children who survive both their par-
ents.

In 1898 he was the second time united
in marriage with Naomi Green, who sor-
rowfully mourns today the lose of a lov-
ing husband.

Honesty, uprightness and great energy
were very marked characteristics of the
departed, while the tender and selfsacri-
ficinglove manifested toward those de-
pendent upon him, and his large-"hearted
generosity toward his neighbors and
irieneb will always make his memory
gratefiil to all his survlvers.

MANITOBA’S CAPACITY.

KBOagli Whaat to Bapplr Brltata All
Bha Beqnlree from Abroad.

Toronto, Not. 10.—The "World**
comments on the report of the United
Empire trade league on the capacity
of Canadn 'as a granary for Britain.
The report refera to Manitoba as fol-
lows: Manitoba has an area of forty-
seTemilllons acres. Deducting ten
miUion for lakes, rivers, town sites and
waste land. 37,000,000 acres are left for
farm cnltlvatlon, or homes for 116,000
families on 320 acres each, and as up
to now there are only 27,000 farmers
there altogether, that leaves room in
one province for 89,008 more wheat
growers. Supposing, then, we got
them there And each one of them out
of bis 320 acres grew on au average
100 acres at 20 bushels to the acre; if
you figure it up you will find it is quite
possible for Manitoba alone to supply
us with all the wheat we require from;
abroad. It Is only a questicm of money
and comparatively speaking not money
either. The cost of one first-class bat-
tleship (about £750,000) would put 5.000
families onto farms in the Northwest,
allowing £150 to each to find them In'
Implementa« seeds, horses, etc., and
would keep th”m until their first crop
was harvested. Five thousand farm-
ers, averaging 100 acres of wheat each
at 20 bnehels to the acre, means an ex-
tra 10,000,000 bushels, for if that
scheme is not liked Britain would put
a daty on foreign wheat. In addition
to the wheat lands of Manitoba there
are the millions of acres in Asslnibola,
Alberta and Saskatchewan.

In
going from place to place he is bound
to make charming acquaintances. He
doesn’t know everybody in town, like
an old resident; hasn’t watched them
grow UP from Infancy or grow old
from middle age. Actors .prefer to be
happy. They never go out of their way
to hunt up worries. There is no other
business which can so effectually elbow
sorrow out of the way. No matter
what load of sorrow he carries in his
heart, for a few hours each day he is
permitted a respite, for in those few
hours he is somebody else. We aife
so apt to think that late hours, mid-
night suppers, irregular habits, change
of water and lack of home comforts
add nails to their coffins and make
them old before their time. When
people get these ideas in their heads
and talk about their “beauty sleep”
one might think of the stage folks with
profit to himself and bis friends. If we
wouldn't take it for granted that the
Creator intended us *to grow wrinkled
and gray and ugly it would be better
foi* us.

Later reports, however, show that
the American forces had arrived too
late on.the scene and that the iusur-
gelits Kad'hdded to the difficulty of the
problems already presented by hoisting
their flag over the city, w'hich they,
have been besieging for montha Gen.
Otis reports as follows:

“Sent Col. Potter on fast vessel to
lloilo to commumecate with Spanish’'

Gc_p. ,Rios; latter “evacuated before
Potter arrivecl and insurgents took
possession of city. Potter found

Aguinaldo’s flag flying. Spanish forces
have evacuated all Stations
islands, except Zamboanga, Mindanao,
by orders, as they say. from Madrid.”

The evacuation by the Spaniards of
all tlie Philippine ports, although
doubtless in.spircd by adesire to secure,
their safety by concentration, un-
doubtedly has done much to compli-
cate the problcfn already pre.scnted the
war departmentof extending the mili-
tary jurisdiction ofV’the United States
over tlie islands. It is presumed that
(ien. Otis will demand the surrender
of lloilo into his hands, and this de-
mand may at once raise the issne bc-
tw-ecn .the in.sorgents and onr owg
government of poss<%sfon of the island”

Maj.-Gen. Wesicy Merritt, who com-
manded ‘the Americans at the sur-
render of Manila, was very much sur-
prised to bear of the surrender of
lloilo Gen. Rios to the insurgents.
Gen. Merritt' 'heUeves the surrender
may have been an intentional move on
the part of Hie Spaniards to make it
difficult for the United States to ga,in

control of the Philippine islands.
“Gen. Biosjiad no right to surrender
to the insurgents, unless, indeed, his

command was on tkc verge of starva-
tion, or in some equally tight place.
When Manila fell all the islands in the
archipelago went with it.”

Admiral Dewey teables that he con-
siders it abs<”lutcly neces.sary that a
first-clas.v statesman he sent to Manila
to investigate thoroughly the situation
there. He further .states that the
United States must accept their re-
sponsibilities in the Philippines, which
have been acquired by conquest. If
wc'should shirk this duty we would
put ourselves back 200 years in tho
v/orld's history.

Owners of
property desire American co-operation.
The present temporary cabinet is very
anti-American.

The latter
is regarded as tho most absolute,
though both are used. When such a
test is made the regular escapes for
the water arc plugged up and smoke
is pumped into the \)ipes from the roof.
For this purpose there is a special
machine which combines a furnace and
a force pump. In this little furnace
lare put old rags or discarded Christ-
mas trees, or anything which wlll make
a fine smudge. As soon'as those arc
in. good smoking condition the smudge
is forced down into the pip~s-and a
tour of examination 'is made. If the
smoke escapes at any point it can be
detected at once. The peppermint test
is made from the roof also. The es-
capes are plugged up and. then about
a pint of peppermint oil is poured Jn
the roof pipe, followed by a backet of
hot water. The odor of the pepper-
mint is BO penetrating that It will
quickly escape at any defective spot.
But the man who handles the pepper-
mint has to stay on the roof until the
examination is complete or the whole
house will be permeated with the odor.
