A Difference in Method-
France, Italy, -lapau and Norway and 

Sweden all pay bounties on the  construe* 
tinu of ships in native shipyards. This is 
done because it is recognized that to have 
shipbuilding plants in existence, ex­
perienced and eqiiippert to build modern 
vessels, is a national benefit. Shipbuild. 
ing gives strength and power to a nation; 
shipbuilding and shipnwning are of the 
greatest possible value any ' nation. It 
is for these reasons, and quite regardless 
of the incidental benefit to the people who 
build and own ships, tha t the governments 
wk have named pay bounties on construc­
tion of native ships. ^

The United States electa to have its 
ships built a t home—those tha t are grau- 
te^.a national register. No bounty is paid 
oau of the national Treasury a-Tien aua - 
tiir^ confines the registry of ships to those 
b iii't jit home. The United States has 
continuously pursued this policy for 106 
yearv-^since 1792. I t  was -adopted §t a 
time when this counfty built ships for 
half the cost of building sim ilar ships 
nbriad. For a half century this advan­
tage rested with American builders, not­
withstanding wlmdi the- law w'as steadily 
coutinned in force. CVincident with the 
adi'piioh of our regi.etry law we aiiopted 
a policy of creating an advantage for the 
employment of an American ship J o  .our 
foreign carrying, a |v)licy we have grad- 
unity and finally abandoned. W'hen the 
tirhe at last came that we were unable to 
build modern ships as cheaply as they 
could he built abroad, and there was no 
advantage for au Amerjcaa ship in our 
foreign trade in competition' with foreign 
ships, the people gradunllv abandoned 
shipowning, not to the ir individual loss, 
necessarily, but certainly to the im pair­
m ent, of the nation’s strength. As our 
people dropped out of owning ships for­
eigners steadily advanced, the ir .govern­
ments seeing to it. by subsidies, Iwunties 
and the  like, that they had advantages in 
competition with foreign ships in the for­
eign txade.

I t  is h6 «p'Suggested tha t we adopt th»* 
modem methods of paying subsidies to 
fast mail ships and bounties to sailing and 
ste^m ships that are purely cargo carriers. 
There is no suggestion, however, that we 
I»y  a bounty on construction, since if the 
differences against which American ships 
have been unable to  make headway in 
competing with foreign ships arc wiped 
out by the Government .tid now proposed^ j

This accomplishes 
three things, if it w orks: 1. I t  compels 
the building of new tonnage in the I ’ni 
ted States for the  foreign trade. 2. It 
^sdoces the cost of building ships in the 
United States, 3. It affords thait much 
additional needed protection to  the nation 
in tb e  sole place in which it is weak— 
upon the  sea. The bill referred to, there­
fore^ is a good one to pass now.

T h e  repeal of special ch a rte rs , g ran ted  
to  ce rta in  com panies w hen th e  s ta te  w as 
new  and  undeveloped, is now  demanded 
in  th e  In te rest of Justice.

T here  h as  been c reated  w ith in  this- 
s ta te  a  c lass of corporations know n aS* 
su b u rb an  railw ays, which do a - ^ r y  
profitab le business. Some of them  a re  
op era tin g  unucr the general railroad  law  
of the  s ta te , and others, a re  doing busi­
ness under w h a t is know n as  the s tre e t 
ra ilw ay  law. They a re  perform ing iq 
m any  cases th e  duties o f steeim railro ad s  
in th e  ca rry in g  of fre ig h t and passen­
gers. The police power of the  s ta te  over 
th is  c lass of corjloratlons is poorly de­
fined. R egulations for the sa fe ty  of per­
sons and  p roperty  carried  by them  have 
n o t been adopted by the  s ta te . I th ere­
fore  u rgen tly  recom m end th a t  the  s ta te  
have the  sam e supervisory contro l over 
th e  conduct o f  th e ir  business th a t  It has 
o v e r th a t ' of s team  railroads, and th a t  
th ey  be placed under the  supervision of 
th e  Com m issioner of RallroaCs.

T a x a t io n .
E q u al tax a tio n  has  ever been the  p a ra ­

m ount problem  Involved In civil govern­
m ent. ‘I 'he  best th inkers In every age 
have g rappled  w ith the  question b u t as  
y e t  w e are , apparen tly , a s  f a r  from  A  
p erfec t sj's tem  a s  we w ere h a lf  a  cen­
tu ry  ago. I t  is one of th e  principal ob­
jec ts  o f governm ent to equalize public 
burdens, and  both the  constitu tion  and 
th e  law. lo form , a t  least, contain  a  
g u a ra n te e  of it. T he question  of equal 
tax a tio n  has become the  m ost Im portan t 
question  in th is  s ta te  and no one has 
ever opposed It, except the  lobbyist and  
th e  special in te res ts  beneiUted. T he p res­
e n t  s ta te  ad m in istration , by which I 
m ean not only th e  s ta te  officers, b u t also 
the  leg islative b ranch  of the  govern­
m ent, has been placed In pow er w ith  the 
express u n derstand ing  th a t  son>e action 
looking to a n  equitab le system  of tax ­
a tio n  be tak en  a t  once. 1 respectfu lly  
ca ll attenU on to  the recom m endations 
here to fo re  m ade and  comm end them  to 
your carefu l perusal, to  the sam e ex ten t 
a s  if  the  m a tte r  w ere embodied in  th is  
m essage to you upon the  subject.

Tbe average ra te  o f  tax a tio n  fo r all 
purposes la  th is  v ta te , exclusive of tho 
special im provem ent tax , is no t fa r  from  
2V4 per cen t on th e  dollar. The m ost 
carefu l research  th a t  can  be m ade de­
velops the fac t th a t  the ra te  paid by th e  
co rporations th a t  a re  now taxed  on their 
earn ings o r  income is abou t 6-10 of 1 per 
cent. In o th e r  words, individual proper­
ty  pays $I£ upon Sl.OuO of valuation , while 
th e  p roperty  c f  those quasl-corporations 
pay S6 .upon 61,000 of ac tu a l value. A  
continuation  of Ibis Inequality  Is wholly 
Inconsistent w ith the fa ith fu l d ischarge 
of o u r d u ty  lo  the  public.

T here  is  no reason w hy the  land, 
buildings and o th er p roperty  of these 
corporations should be m ore sacred  lo 
o ur eyes, o r  should receive m ore favor 
a t  o u r hands, th an  the  land, buildings 
and o th er p roperty  of a  citizen. The 
question W hethef railroad business 1-' 
profitable, has noth ing  w h atev er to  do 
w ith  the mode of tax ing  It. The Income 
o r p ro fit-o f  a  railroad  com pany would 
have to  do w ith the fixing of the  value 
o f th e  properly, b u t not w ith  the  sy s­
tem  of taxation . A v acan t sto re  or 
dw elling Is not as profUabte a s  one ren t­
ed and  producing a n  Income.* b u t could 
we. by any a rgum ent, show- th a t  a 
building should pay a  tax  upon Its d a rn ­
ings. Iwcauso Its location was u n fav o r­
able and the  Investm ent n o t  profitable? 
T he farm er and m erchan t is n o t asked 
w hether his buslne.^s Is profitable when 
tbe  tax  levy Is m ade. H e is confronted  
sim ply w ith the s ia icm en t of the  s ta te ’s 
need, accom panied bv . c s ta te ’s dem and 
fo r money. The a rgum ent th a t  a  .differ­
en t ru le  should apply to corporation  
p roperly  is th e  a rgum ent of the  lobbyl:st 
and  those specially in terested . The a rg u ­
m ent th a t  these corporations a re  quasi- 
public in th e ir  n a tu re  and a re  controlled 
to a certa in  extent, by law s th a t  a re  
m ade fo r th e ir  governm ent by the  s ta te  
w herein th e ir  to lls and ra te s  of fa re  is 
fixed, is . ju s t  a s  w eak when used as un 
a rg u m en t th a t  a  d ifferent system  of ta x ­
ation  should prevail as  w hen applied to 
the v acan t store. These corporations, by 
the  very  reason  of being quasl-publlu, 
a rc  endowed w ith  pow ers th a t  an  indi­
v idual cannot exercise. U nder the r igh t 
of em inent domain, they  nu.f en te r  up­
on the  prom ises of an  indH'ldual and 
tak e  his properly  fo r .their own use and 
benefit. They have the r igh t of perj>et- 
ual c h a rte rs  and o th er privileges, and 
th e  fac t ih .it they a re  g ran ted  thf'so 
powers and privileges m akes it necessary  
th a t  the  sia io . in a  m easure. legi>Uie for 
th e ir  fiovernmoiit—else th ere  would be 
no g uaran tee  th a t  the p roperty  th u s  
taken  by the  power grunlod by the s ta te  
would be u ^ u  In the In te rest « f  the. pu2>- 
lic.

I f  the  s la te  should exercise an  a u th o r­
ity  over a  forporatlon  In lixing Its tolls 
and throw' a r u u u d 'l t  o th er r,^s\^;ciioa3 
th a t  would m ake unprotU.able the  oper­
ation  of the  system . Its value would bo 
thereby decreased, and it would be rig h t 
to fronsider th is  f.icL in fixing tho value 
of Vhc property . The s ta te  has never yet 
legislated lo oppress, b an k ru p t or de­
stro y  the  railroad  corporations .and  has 
only used its  pow er l a  p ioh ib lt oppres­
sion and  ex to rtion  ag a in st those of cs 
citizens, who w ere-unab le , except under 
the  law. to p ro tec t IKemselves. I  under­
s tan d  th a t  a  mile of raitrond in the  b a r­
ren p lains of n o rth ern  M ichigan Is n o t a s  
profitable as a  mile of ru iiroad  in the  
th ick ly  populated and fertile  fields of 
W ash tenaw  county. N either is IW acres 
of poor land in tho no rth ern  p a r t  of 
M ichigan a s  profitable a s  160 a c res  of 
land  In , ’W ashtenaw  county , b u t each 
should be taxed  a t  w h a t It Is w orth , and  
under th e  sam e system . T his is all 1 
a sk  from  corporations, and th e  people of 
th is  s ta te  wMll not hold him  guiltless 
who is w illing to accept less.

1 speak cow  of the  m ethods of tax ­
ation . T here should be b u t one ru le  and 
one m ethod in order to c re a te  cn  equal­
ity  before th e  tax ing  law. I  do not 
m ean th a t  railroad, p roperty  should be 
taxed  locally in tho dlfforent assessm ent 
d istric ts, for the  reason th a t  the g rea t 
lines of railro ad , having  th e  m ost v a lu ­
able e q u ip m e n t the  jn o s t  valuable  r ig h t 
of way, and the  m ost valuable franchises 
a re  located in the older and  m ore th ick ­
ly populated portions of the  s ta te . In 
these sections the  ra te  of tax a tio n  in 
som e Instances Is as  low a s  gent
upon a  dollar of value, while these r a i l ­
roads have the  larg est earnings. On 
the  o th er hand, those railroads having 
less valuable rights of way. less extens.ve 
equfpm ents and les.<i valuable franchises 
and  tb e  earn ings of which a re  gre.iily  
less, a re  'loca ted  in the  sparsely  settled  
portions of the s ta te , w here the  average 
local ra te  is. in some Instances, a s  high 
a s  C per ceut. I t  is eaey to sec, th ere­
fore. th a t  local taxation  o f railroad  
property  would place the heaviest bu r­
den upon the  lea.'st valuable  p roperty  en­
gaged in tbe  business. There ^  a  more 
p o ten t reason, however, if possible, 
a g a lp st the local taxation  of railroads 
th an  the  one above s ta ted —th a t  of de­
voting  th e  taxes derived from  these cor­
porations to the p rim ary  school fund— 
it  Is deemed necessary to  -assess  and 
levy the  tax es  against this c lass o f prop  ' 
e rty  by m eans of a  s ta te  board, created  
for th a t  and o th er purposes, and  to have 
ihe^ taxes w hen leaded paid d irectly  Into 
th e  s ta te  treasu ry . This m ethod is sim ­
ple and com paratively inexpensive and 
c an n o t be com plained of to r  any^good 
reason.

' bin. so-called, and in th a t  form  has re ­
ceived an  endorsem ent of the  people of 
th is  s ta te . T h is  board should be com ­
posed of •experts, well equipped by ex­
perience and ability  to  place a  proper 

: value upon the  p roperty  w ith in  Us Ju r­
isdiction. I t  is n e ith er necessary  nor 
advisable to  provide cum bersom e or 
technical m achinery for the  accom plish­
m en t o f - tbe  desired 'end.

The arg u m en t h as  boon presented  In 
ce rta in  q u a rte rs  th a t  a n  Inequality  ex­
is ts  In tbe  assessm ent and  taxation  
o f  o th er properties th a n  those above 
m entioned. G ran tin g  th is  ' t o  be tru e . 
It does not affect th e  m erits  of the  
p lan  jiroposed. I t  sim ply ca sts  upon 
you an o th e r du ty —th a t  of Teadjust- 
ing th e  assessm en t law s of the  s ta te , 
in  o rder th a t  a ll p roperty  w ith in  the  
s ta te  sha ll be placed upon the  assess­
m ent roll a t  Its tru e  value. T here  Is no 
objection to having  the  board c rea ted  fo r 
th e  purpose of assessing  railw ay  prop­
e rty , clothed w ith power by  a  sep ara te  
bill, .to have d irect supervision of th e  a s ­
sessm en t and levy of the  ta x  upon all 
p ro n erty  In the  s ta te .

Tho ^ h t  to  ta x  is one o f the  sovereign 
pow ers of tbe  s ta te . T he  r ig h t to regu­
la te -te lls  j s  a  police pow er and  incident to 
I ts 'e x 's te n ce . The s ta te  Is charged  w ith 
th e  u ty  of exercising Its sovereignty 
jus u nder the  comstltuflon. T he exer­
cise of police pow er depends upon Its  dis­
c retion . I t  m u st exercise the  one to  m ain­
ta in  Its  ex istence: i t  m u st ose tAg n th e r  in

a  wise and .p ro p er regulation  of Its affairs.
U nder our p resen t system  we tax  ra il­

ro ad s  upon th e ir  g ross esrn lngs; T b s 
m ethod Itself as  applied to  In te rsta te  
roads h as  been held by h igh  au th o rity  to 
be a  tax  upon In te rs ta te  com m erce and. 
therefore , void. No com pany hhs c^red  to 
te s t  th is  question  In th e  co u rts  and  the  
s ta te  canno t do so. B u t. Independent of 
th is  question, th e  m ethod is un ju st. The 
tax -upon  th e  earn in g s  or incom e operates 
in fav o r of the ra ilro ad  companies. W hen 
th e  tim es a re  h a rd  and  the  earn ings 
sm aller, the  tax  Is less. In  th e  m eantim e 
th e  s ta te ’s burdens a re  no less, and maji’, 
perhaps, have increased, and tho relief ac ­
corded to the  rallroadi com panies during  
those h a rd  tim es dnd depression .m u st ^
borne by the  p roperty  ow ners generally.

T he arg u m en ts  in fav o r of m unicipal 
ow nership  a re  too m any  to  be Stated 
here  In detail, b u t  a  few m a y b e  briefly 
s ta te d : (1) The tak in g  out of the con­
tro l o f th e  c o u n ^ l 'O f  a  m a tte r  which 
h as  a lw ays. In larg e  cities, been the  m ost 
f ru itfu l soui^e o f m unicipal corruption. 
(2> The tendency o f a  publld p lan t to 
give the  g rea te s t consideration to  the  
lives and com fort of passengers. The 
tendency of -such a  system  to -co n fin e  
the  track s  to  ias few s tre e ts  as  possible, 
Instead of as  in the franch ise  system  to 
cover a s  m any as  possible. (4)’ The re ­
duction of f.ircs  to  as low a  point as ts 
consisten t with, the  cost of m aintenance.

T r n s tn  a n d  C o m b in e s .
T here is no fea tu re  of our tim es, th a t  

should so a la rm  the  patrio t; jto r  Is there  
a n y  so well calculated lo drive th^ w tll- 
m eaning leg isla to r to despair, as  th a t ’ 
which confron ts us on all sides In the 
rapid concentration  of all the. productive 
energies of the n a lio n  in the hands of 
overgrow n i:orporuilons. o r m.ulilple cor­
porations called tru s ts :  or, w here more 
solid com binations cannot be effected, by 
m eans of in ter-corporate  ag reem ents for 
the  purpose of lim iting com petition, and 
contro lling  prices. 1 he process began 
with the  m eans of tran sp o rta tio n -an d  in- 
tercom rounicallon, namely, the  ra il­
roads, telegraph lines and telephones. In 
sp ite  of tne  feeble effort of the  federal 
In te rs ta te  CTSmmerce law to  check the 
tendency, i t  has continued a lm ost unin­
terrup ted ly . and  prom ises to continue in 
the  fu tu re . Indeed, the process of con­
cen tra tio n  of ow nership and m anage­
m en t has—pfAceeded m uch m ore rapidly 
since th a t  law w as passed th an  before. 
W here these agreem ents have 'been open 
and  public, the  commission h a s  in some 
Instances Interposed a  check, b u t such 
In terrup tions to  the  process have only 
driven the prom oters to m ore Ingenious 
and secret devices to evade the law.

T he sam e cloud of centralized  ow ner­
ship and con trq l. is spreading  over the 
m eans o f m ovem ent on o u r In terior 
w aters , w-here floats, and  m ust float for 
m any ycarb to come, the  chief p a rt  of 
th e  Am erican m erchan t .marine. Thero 
seem s no longer to be any  room for the 
individual s team boat owner. T h e  am o u n t 
of capita l required for the  successful 
conduct of the  business Is nearly  as  fa r  
beyond the  resources of a  f 'n g io  indi­
v idual as  th a t  needed for tne conduct 
of a  railroad . Tens of m illions concen­
tra ted  in one corporation, and contrc-led 
by one hand, a re  dev-oicd to the  con­
stru c tio n  and  m anagem ent of a n  enor­
m ous tieet of g igan tic  vessels, whose 
ow ners also seize by the  same m eans the 
w ealth  of the m ines th a t  furn ish  cargoes 
fo r  them , and  th u s  render all com peti­
tion by lesser m en o r  organizations Im- 
)>osslbie. W hole fleets a re  rendered ob­
solete and lie ro ttin g  a t  the  docks, h u n ­
dreds of owners a re  Impoverished, and 
m en who were form erly their-ow n  m as­
te rs  a re  reduced e ith e r to poverty o r to 
th e  condition of employes. .

M u ch -as  -We m ight de-.riore th is  con- 
ceiur.atlon o f the  ow nership of th e  facili­
ties  for tran sp o rta tio n  and conununica- 
tion, it m ight be to lerated  a s  the  inevit­
able price the  public m u st pay fo r the 
best resu lts  in these g rea t and niecessary 
services which individu.vl enierpciae and 
energy could never afford. S h o rt of* gov­
ernm ent ow nership and control of these 
quasi-public tbnctior.s, no m eans a re  yet 
ap p aren t adequate  to prevent th eir  rapid 
concentration  in a  few hands and a t  one 
g rea t cen te r  of w ealth .

Our to leration  m.ight be a ll the more 
com placent, could we indulge the hope 
th a t  the process would stop  a t  the  busi­
ness of tran sp o rta tio n  and IntercoipJtsuni- 
cation. B ut it has invaded o ther fields 
w ith »lhe pow er of a  glacier and' the 
rap id ity  of a  to rren t. One by one each 
of the  g rea t stap les  which form  tho 
necessartes of life is falling each Into 
th e  hands of its  St<eciai syndicate, or 
tru s t, o r trad e  combine, which a re  b u t 
o th er nam es fo r a  group of men dom in­
a te d  by one m an of superior force and 
genius, into whose single hand Js con­
cen tra ted  m ore power than  any king pos­
sesses, and  in  com parison to whom  the 
robber barons of feudal ages w ere pig­
m ies In th eir  c ap ac ity  fo r  ex tortion  and 
oimrosslon.

T h e -a n ti- tru s t law s of the  federal gov- 
ern n ien t have fallen pow erless before 
them . C onstitu tional res tric tio n s  have 
been In te rp re ted  by th e  co u rts  so as
firactically  to  m ake those  la.'ws a  dead 
e ttcr. Indeed, no period of o u r h isto ry  

h as  w itnessed so rapid and noxious a
?rosrth  of t ru s ts -  and com bines a s  the 

ew y ea rs  since th e  Congress undertook 
to  res tra in  them . W ith in  th a t  period 
w e have seen new tru s ts  ergaoixed. o r 
old ones reorganized so a s  to  evade th e  
law . each of which has  p artia lly  o r en­
t ire ly  su c c e e d ^  to  th e  con tro l o f  tbe  
m a n u fa c tu re 'a n d  sale o f 't h e  s tap les In 
th e ir  line. H undreds of a rticles a re  gov­
erned  In th e ir  price by secret agreem ent* 
w hich do not saake th e ir  appearance Ih. 
th e  fo rm  of legally  organized eom-

8antes. I f  you inquire carefu lly  you wUI 
Zscover th a t  you can  scarcely  m a k tf  a  

pu rchase  In which th e  price is  n o t & -  
ta te d  by a  com bination ever w hich  t h e  
m erch an t you deal w ith  h as  no controL 

T he governor ro as ts  tb e  Associated 
P re ss  a s  a  com bination o f tbe  g rea t daily 
new spapers to  cheapen th e  cost o f col­
lecting  the  news. H e bem oans tb e  pass­
ing  of th e  sm all re ta il  m erch an ts  In our 
cities and tow ns and  th e  adven t of the  
g igan tic  departm en t sto res w hich sw al­
low them  up. He th en  continues;

W'e a re  fam ilia r w ith  th e  arg u m en ts  p u t 
forw ard  to  defend th is  system  on Its sup­
posed m erits . 'IVe a re  told th a t  i t  Is an 
inevitabto tendency of g eneral conditions 
over which th ere  is no h um an  pow er of 
control. W e a re  told th a t  th e  world is 
grow ing sm aller as  th e  m eans of com­
m unication  and  tran sp o rta tio n  a re  bo- 
com lng m ore perfect, and th e  world re ­
quires a  less and less num ber of persons 
to control a ffa irs  as  independent men, and 
th a t  a ll th e  business of th e  hum an race 
can  now be m anaged m ore efficiently from  
a  few cen ters  and by- a few men, leaving 
th e  re s t of iho race noth ing  to do but to 
a c t as  hew ers of wood and d raw ers  of 
w ater. I t  is all In accordance w ith  Irre ­
sistib le  n a tu ra l law. A cold-blooded p o lit­
ical economy Inform s us th a t  it m akes for 
th e  cheapening of all th e  necessaries of 
life. The concen tration  of capital, the  
cen tra lization  of control. In th e  m anufac­
tu re  and  d istribu tion  of each  of the  g rea t 
stap les, eaves a  thousand elem ents of 
cost, end enables the  m an u fac tu rin g  and 
d istribu ting  t ru s t  to lay  the  a rtic le  down 
b e fo re 'th e  consum er a t  a  g rea tly  reduced 
price, t i e  a re  also assured, on the a u ­
th o rity  of every one of these tru s ts  which 
has  been b rough t into court, th a t  th is  
sav ing  of expense enables th e  t ru s t  to 
spare  a m uch la rg e r portion of its  ea rn ­
ings for the w ages of its  labor. B u t these 
p retenses a ro  hollow sham s. "lYhlle the  
tru s ts  have n e ither souls nor h earts , they  
a re  ruled by men, not a r te ls ; -m e n .  loo. 
who, in th e ir  greed to w ara  ih& consum er, 
and  th e ir  heartlessness tow ard  the  lab ­
orer, a rc  freed a ltoge ther from  the  p e r­
sonal responsibility  which, In sp ite  of 
him self, contro ls and modifies the  selfish- 
necs of the  individual m an u fac tu re r  and 
em ployer. No employer who docs busi­
ness in his own nam e, dare  s tan d  before 
th e  com m unity in W’hich he lives and  In 
w hich his repu ta tion  Is p a rt  of his capital, 
fo r  such hcartlessness tow ard  labor as the 
very  sm all m an w ill ca'.mly and even con­
scientiously exercise tow ard  his depend­
en ts  when speaking  and ac tin g  as  tho rep ­
resen tativ e  d£ a corporation  tow ard  which 
he regards It as  his duty  to grind th e  la s t 
penny for the  benefit of the  stockholders. 
The hum anity  of the  m an ag er of a  corp­
o ration  is lost in the  m ere m achine which 
ho becomes as  p a rt  of th e  g rea te r  m a­
chine for which he acts . W hen th e  pro­
cess of cnnceniratlon  has worked Itself 
ou t to  completion, the  law  which governs 
both  prices and w ages will a s se r t Itself 
w ith  irresistib le  force. The consum er will 
be c’h arged  the  h ighest price th a t  can  be 
squeezed out of him : the  lab o rer will be
Eaid th e  low est w ages upon which he can 

eep Ufo enough in h is  body to  perform  
his daily  task . This resu lt h as  n o t ye t 
been quite  accom plished, b u t It is  su re  as 
th a t  n ig h t follows day. as  certa in  a s  the  
law  of hum an  selfishness.

T here Is no salvation  fo r the  consum er 
except in free com petition; th ere  Is no 
dignity , no m anhood for the  lab o rer ex­
cept in th e  com parative Independence he 
derives th ro u g h  the  free com petition of 
m any  em ployers w'ho seek his services.

A R e v o lo t lo n  N ot I m p r o b a b le .
The governor solem nly declares th a t  tho 

continuance of th is  s ta te  of affa irs  will 
eventually  bring  us to the  poin t w here 
th ere  will be oue g rea t m onopoly which 
will contro l the supplies of tho  n a tio n ; the  
consum er and laborer will become slaves; 
the  soil of the  co un try  will be seized and 
a  new landed a ristocracy  will have arisen , 
and the feudal governm ents of ancient. 
F ran ce  and Eng land  will be duplicated 
on A m erican soil. T he governor 
pokit.s o u t the  $3CO,CM,OW accum ulated 
by John  D. R ockefeller a s  an  exam ple 
of w h a t monopoly is  doing. The. 
governor a lso  sees an o th e r danger 
trom  th is g re a t  evil which a t t r a c ts  but 
little  a tten tio n , b u t which m ay well ex­
c ite  th e  a la rm  of every  lover o f his coun­
try . Tbe cen tra lization  of ow nership and 
contro l th re a te n s  a  new sectionalism  
m ore dangerous th an  th a t  w hich led to 
the w ar of the rebellion. T ho In sa tia te  
stom ach which Is 'devouring  a ll w ealth  is 
located in the  E ast. T here  a ll the  g rea t 
heads oC syndicates, no m a tte r  w here 
they  orjfglnated, sooner or la te r  m ake 
th e ir  homes. To th a t  point is d raw n  all 
the profits of these enorm ous co n cen trat­
ed liidu.*>irics, and little  by little  tbe  re ­
m ainder o f the Country Is drained  of its 
w ealth , With no hope of recovering It. To 
the  E a s t  all th e  profits of the industries 
of the  nation a re  poured in a  colossal ami 
overiiowlng stream , and th ere  is thence 
doled out ag a in  to the  res t of the  country  
barely enough to pay for raw  m ateria ls  
ar.d keep life In an  impoverished labor. I t 
is only a  question cf lime, and not so very 
long a  tim e either, when the E a s t shall 
have sopped up, a s ’ w ith a  sponge, the. 
whole surp lus w ealth  of th is  nation. 
W h a t discontent, w h a t jealousy  m ay we 
not then  expect to grow in the  h e a rts  of 
the  population of th e  o th er sections, to 
possibly p rec ip ita te  an o th e r civil w ar. -

Our renders, our. press and our legisla­
to rs  have not ye t fully  realized w hat this 
degrading process m eans to  the  fu tu re  of 
a  republic founded upon dem ocratic  p rin ­
ciples. A dem ocratic republic can n o t su r ­
vive th e  d isappearance of a  dem ocratic 
population. t\ 'h e n  our hundreds of thou­
sands of free m erchan ts have become the 
m ere hirelings of v a s t m ercantile  co rpora­
tions which have crushed them  o u t o f . 
business;, w hen tho  little  shops. In which 
our people tra d e  w ith  th e ir  neighbors, 
havq d isappeared in ru in s  before the 
growtlr.*bf a  few enorm ous e stab lishm ents 
in ^ c h  tow n which absorb  all th e  t r ^ e ;  
w hen all the  g rea t Industries have been 
concen trated  In tho hands of a  few g ig an ­
tic  corporations: w hen the yoem anry  of 
the farm s have lost th efr  lands to  g rea t 
proprie tors, and h a \e  sunk lo the  condi­
tion of the ten.snt and  tho serf: w hen the  
a rtisa n  m ay offer his s e rv ic es -to 'b u t one' 
g re a t  corporate  em ployer iq Ills qwn trad e  
—and  shall be u tte rly  a t  the  m ercy of th a t  
ono—where shall ithc republic find the  in ­
dependent voter, 'the  free m an. to govern 
It in peace, to defend It in w ar?  There 
will no longer be m en In th is  coun try ; 
th ero  will be only, on one side co rpora­
tion m anagers, and on th e  o th er a  m ass 
of serv ile and  d e p e n d ^ t  slaves.

T here m ust be rem edies. T he law  was. 
m ade for the  people, no t th o  people for 
the la-w. IN’o--have done g rea te r  things, 
bolder things, before. O ther peoples have 
nccompllshcd reform s which seem ed quite 
as  difficult to  the law yers and the  courts. 
I f  technical construction  of the  constltu- 
lion s tan d s  in our way, constitu tion  can 
be am ended; or. a  m ore sum m ary  m ethod 
ynay be adopted by electing  amd appoin t­
ing  Judges who will construe these In stru ­
m ents according to the  ■ternal law  o f ju s ­
tice and hum anity . Ono of th e  g rea t polit­
ical p a rties  of th is  cou try  has  a lready  
m ade th is  l a t te r  suggestion in a  natfonal 
p’n tform . only »o have It denounced by 
the p rom oters c f  the  people’s degradation  
a s  an a rch y  and revolution. T here m ay be 
those who will so denounce n e  fo r lntl- 
m .itlng  t h a t  there  is no dlvlnlly-hedglng 
abou t judges which m.vkes them  superior 
to  th e ir  m asters, tho sovereign people- I 
an t con ten t to  suffer th is  penalty . If I 
m ust, b u t no penalty  shall res tra in  m e 
frem  raising  m y v o .ca o n  a ll p rooer occa­
sions even ag a in s t co u rts  which foster 
What 1 hclelve to be a  danger to  th e  free ­
dom and w elfare o f the  people.

■LfAlslatlon m ust address itse lf  to  th is  
8'iprem e *duty o f th e  hour, and  find a  way 
th rough  o r 'o v e r  technicalities. I f . l t  docs 
not. th ere  will some day. In the  not d is­
ta n t  fu tu re , come a  frig h tfu rn w ak en ln g . 
w hen courts  and leg is la tu res  will be sw ept 
aside by a  pow er which has little  respect 
fo r  e ither. A g rea t people will no t will- 
Inelv and  cionscloti.sly be guilty  of slow 
suicide. L aw s m u st be enacted  th a t  tvlll 
re s tra in  monopoly, and those law s m ust 
be enforced, o r  th e , people, becom ing con- 
v 'n c ^  th a t  all law  is m ade fo r th eir  
dograda'tion. will some day  tram ple all 
law  Into th e  dust.

I t  U evident th a t  s ta te  leg isla tures havs 
b u t l it tle  pow er to  reach  tbe  sources of 
th is  d K ^ s e .  I f  one s ta te  w ere to  deal 
heroically w ith th e  subject, i ts  Industries 
m ig h t be driven  to  o th er s ta te s  which 
'neglected th is  w ork; b u t i t  w ould seem 
th a t  th e  pow er of a  s ta te  m igh t require 
a ll its  citizens to  be tre a te d 'a lik e  and  coim* 
ped foreign corporations to  fu rn ish  necea- 
Mtles a t  tb e  sam e price to a ll I ts  inhab­
ita n ts ’. except 'IS to  difference.in  cost of 
tran sp o rta tio n  and  In am ount p u rch a se d .’ 
T his would prohib it th e  S tan d ard  Oil and 
b iscuit t ru s ts  from  p u ttin g  up th e  price 
In one loca lity  to  cru sh  o u t com petition 
In ano ther, as  Is how done whenever- anv . 
one dare*  com pete w ith  th ese  combine*. 
I f  th e  rem edy m oat be applied b t  ’W ash­
ington  a n d  m u st cover s u te *  U lke, th is  
does not relieve tts o f a ll tesp o n z lb lllt /  in  
tiM  m a tte r . ----- —

T his m ay n o t be  the  place o r tim e  for 
tbe  discussion o f rem edies in  detalL  . I t  
m ay be suggested, how ever, t h z t - a  p rac ­
tica l step  m ig h t be tak en  in th e  desired 
d irection If a  national la'w’.w ere ;en ac ted  
'Which would confine coir>oi:attona to  lines 
of business w hich m ig h t be regarded  as  
s tr ic tly  w ith in  th e ir  p roper sphere. "Why 
should a n y ^ r p o r a t lo n a  be organized lo r 
th e  conduct o f m ere m ercah tile  o r m anu­
fac tu rin g  business? 6uch  en te rp rises 
shoqld  be lo ft to Individuals. L egislation 
w hich so ugh t to directly  com pass th is  re ­
su lt. would doubtless m eet w ith  th e  con­
dem nation o f the  courts . B u t th ere  maV 
be avenues by w hich th e  purpose could be 
a tta in e d  w ithou t th a t  danger. T he  fed­
era l congress found no legal obstac le  in 
th e  w ay when It w ished to p rev en t tho 
issue of c ircu la ting  n o tes by  s ta te  banks. 
U nder lis  revenue-raising  pow er It levied 
a  tax  of 10 per cent upon on all such  c ir­
culation. and  th e  notes d isappeared  a t  
once and have n o t since been seen. A tax . 
equally  prohlbiti've, m ight, be levied upon 
all corporations in the  U nited S ta te s  or­
ganized for o th er purpose# th a n  th e  con­
duc t o f railroads, e team b o at lines, te le ­
g raphs, telephones, canals, and  possibly 
one or tw o o th er g rea t en te rp rise s  too 
heavy for the  hands of individuals or o r­
d in ary  partnersh ips. Such a  m easure  
w ould do aw ay, once for a ll, w ith  th e  syn- 
dlcato, th e  tru s ts  and th e  com bines th a t  

- a re  sapping  the  life-blood of th is  people.
In  form er days the leg is la tu res  ot. g rea t 

s ta te s  regarded  It as  th e ir  privilege and 
d u ty  to m em orialize -congress on m a tte rs  
o f concorn to  the  nat'lon. T hey  ’’req u est­
ed" the  rep resen ta tives and  “ Instructed  
and  directed’’ the sen ato rs  to tak e  action  
In conform ity  w ith th e ir  'fvlshes. T his a n ­
cien t and valuable privilege shou ld  be re­
vived, I t  is tru e  th a t  the  sen a to rs  a t  
W ashington  no longer regjird them selves 
as  am enable to the  d irecildn of th e ir ,c re ­
a to rs . Indeed, i t  Is often said, and -with 
ftoo m uch tru th , th a t  the  senato rs sen t to 
W ash ing ton  own the  leg isla tu res which 
sond them  there . B u t th is  should be cor­
rected. and m igh t be if leFlsl.Ttures 
honest and courageous. E very  fc d # a l  
sen a to r chosen should be eorapelled to 
tak e  o.ath In the presence o t the  leg isla­
tu re  which chooses him. to follow its  In­
s tru c tio n s  in his congressional action 
w hen those Instructions a re  embodied In 
form.nl reboUulons and conveyed to him  
by the  governor, or tra n sm it his res ig n a­
tion. Some m ight perju re  them selve* In 
sp ite  of this, b u t a ll would not.

Gov. P lngree seizes the opportun ity  here  
to score the  national adm in istration . He 
says th ere  is m urh  solicitude a t  W ash ing­
ton fo r th e  sufferings of the  sub jec ts  of 
the  Spanish m onarchy and hea then  aaross 
th e  seas, and  the  ad m in istration  has  m uch 
to say  of ••hum anity” and Its r igh ts, p a r­
ticu larly  th e  h um anity  fa r th e s t  aw ay, 
■R’hcn It is the  hum.'inliy w hich occupies 
these s ta te s  and territo ries—Amerlcan< h u ­
m an ity—which should m ost In te res t the  
ad m in istration  and the  congress of the  
U nited S la tes . O ur own n a tiv e  hum anity  
has much, m ore to com plain of th an  th a t  
of the  Phil pplnes or Cuba. H e spys the  
m en w ho’a re  m ost notorious as  tho  heads 
o t g re a t  m onopolies seem to  be th e  m ost 
in tim ate  friends of the  p resen t adm inis­
tra tio n  and to be the  m ost eag er to  re ­
dress the  w rongs of a ll people w ho live 
outside the  U nited S ta tes, it being th e ir  
well-defined purpose t® divert a tten tio n  
from  th e  ou trag es  t^m m litcd  a g a in st 
them . So f a r  as the  A m cro an  people are  
concerned, th is  ad m in istration  seem s to 
look upon them  as  having  no r ig h ts  iweept 
to  lay  down th e ir  lives and, Incidentally, 
their freedom  for the  conquest of foreign 
lands and the  fa tten in g  of dom estic 
m onopolies.

I m p c r iR lls m , E x p a n s io n ,  E4o.
T he governor says It w as no secret to 

the  people of th e  s ta te  th a t  he w as op­
posed to the  w a r w ith Spain, and-he  has  
n o t vot alte’red his opinions on the m atter. 
H e  Is now  opposed to the  policy of the  
adm lnlF tratlon  In re ta in in g  the  Philippine 
Islands as  a  “ vassal colony.” H e says:

1 have not y e t  heard  one valid a rg u ­
m en t in defense of th is  am bitious and 
dangerous policy, a s  It Is now nresented  
for congressional approval. M o m ight 
leg itim ately  extend our te rr ito ry  on our 
own continent, .whenever and w herever a 
fa ir  opportunity  p resen ts  Itself, and the 
islands of the seas n ea r us maV properly 
be regarded  a s  a  p a r t  oC-the continent. 
B u t tho  conquest and  reten tion  of an  
archipelago  six thousand  m iles from  our- 
shores, too trop ical cve-r to  perm it the 
ae ttlem en t th ere  of our own people, a l­
ready  densely populated by eight or ten  
m illions of a  barbarous and alien race 
who we can ne ither mix with, assim ilate, 
nor civilize, Is In my judgm ent, little  less 
th an  m adness. 1 am  n o t on enem y of ex­
pansion per se. M ost of the te rr ito ry  of 
tho republic has been acquired by con­
quest o r purchase. But it w ss on our own 
conllneni. If no t contiguous to  our own 
borders, and p ractically  uninhabited. I t 
w as secured w ith wise provision for ihe 
fu tu re  sa fe ty  of the  republic and as the 
fu tu re  homo of millions of ou r increasing  
populaticn. The Philippines are* In no 
w ay necessary  fo r  our safety , o r even 
useful therefor, as  a rc  the H aw aiian  Isl­
ands and  tho Antilles. They can never, h.c.. 
'inadc the  hom e of A m ericans. IMe m ust 
look forw ard to a  perpetual guarJjflnsh ip  
over an inferior and seiv lle  race, w’ho will 
a lw ays be alien to us, whose m aste rs  we 
m ust be forever, whom we m ust govern 
as-inferiors, whom we can never welcome 
a s  fellow-citizens and equals. T here  can-- 
not bo even a  sufficient m ix tu re  of resi­
dent Am ericans th ere  perm anen tly  to gov­
ern the  islands. Tho supply m ust be su s ­
tained. os in the case of the  B ritish  In 
India;, by periodical d ra f ts  from  our a rm ies 
and  b ur .p o li tic  ans  to govern those 
Islands and In keep them  In continuous 
subjection. P crn tanen tly  governed by 
euch  aliens and  foreigners who will have 
no in te res t a t  s tak e  in the  Islands and l i t ­
tle sym pathy  for tho  people, the  restless 
in h ab itan ts  will grow  discontented w ith 
tho  slavery  we will be compelled to  en­
force. and  th e  fierce M alay n a tu re  will 
b r e a k ' o u t in periodical Insurrections 
w’hlch we shall be compelled to  cru sh  with 
bloodshed.

I t  la claim ed th a t  th ere  Is n o th ing  In the  
constitu tion  to forbid the acquisition, of 
any foreign lands w hatsoever. T h is  m ay 
be so, but I can never - believe t h a t  the  
sp irit o f the constitu tion , the  sp irit o f our 
Instllutlona. the  genius of ou r people, ever 
contem plated o r would deliberate ly  to l­
e rate . the  prospect o f  acquiring  contro l of. 
te rr ito ry  densely inhabited by people 
whom we m ust hold in peroetual subjec­
tion  by force ofiarm s,

v arious offices w ith in  tbe  Jglft of th e  peo­
ple, an d  any  legislation w hich  will en­
courage o r a id  them  In the  perform ance 
o f th a t  du ty  should receive y o u r undi­
vided support.

T he p resen t system  of nom inating  by 
conventions Is w rong  in both theory  and 
p rac tice  for m any reasons. I t  Is p rac ­
tica lly  impossible for a  de lega te  to  rep re­
sen t the w ishes o f his co nstituen ts w here 
th ere  Is m ore th an  one officer to  bo nom i­
nated . I t  also lends to  perm it a  few  
schem ing politicians to  d ictate, e ith e r 
honestly o r otherw ise, th e  nom inations. 
I t  is too frequently  the  case U uu -dele­
g a tes . a f te r  having  been elected for a  
specified purpose, a re  induced, e ither by 
th e  use of m oney or the prom ise of offi­
c ial position, to  u tte rly  d isregard  th e  in­
s tru c tio n s  and  w'lshcs o f  th e ir  co n stitu ­
en ts. thereby p rac tica lly  d isfranch ising  
whole precincts and townships.

I  therefo re  recom mend th a t  a  law  be 
passed providing th a t  all cand idates for 
each elective office, from  governor down 
to tow nship  and w ard officers, be nom ­
inated  by a d irect vote of the  Neclors.

I also recom m end th a t  provision be m ade 
for the  nom ination a t  such prim ary , by a  
d irect N’o te  of the  e lectors of th e  s ta te , of 
a  cand idate  of each  p a rty  for U nited 
S ta te s  senator. By so doing, while under 
the  constitu tion  he cannot be elected by 
a  d irect vote, still the  Teg s la tu re  would 
hard ly  dare  to  d isregard  the  w ishes of 
th e ir  constituen ts, so plainly and fairly  
expressod. and  In th a t  m an n er It m ight 
be possible fo r the common people to  ge t 
some rep resen ta tion  In the  upper bouse 
of congress.

Aa to  S ta te  I to a rd a .
One of the  m ost pernicious custom s In 

vogue in th is  s ta te  is the p ractice of hav­
ing “ hoid'-over” m em bers on s ta ta  
boards and comm issions. In  th is  w ay  
m isbtanagem ent Is covered tip, and th ere  
Is fio way of reforming; abuses w hich 
notoriously exiat in some of our s ta te  
Institu tions. M hen a  new meml>er ac ­
cepts an  appoin tm ent on one of th ese  
boards ho finds him self a  hopeless 
m inority  if he a ttem p ts  to  in au g u ra te  
any  changes, no m a tte r  how .-'necessary ’ 
such changes m ay appear'. By the  tim e 
he has acquired any Infiuenco he has  
generally  fallen In with his associates, 
and ns a resu lt old foggy m ethods a re  
perp e tu a ted  and ac tu a l abuses escape 
correction. T he Governor fC and should 
be. held responsible |o s  the  m anage­
m ent and control of all appointive 
boards. C onsequently the  term  of a lt 
such  appolnlees- should be coextensive 
w ith  the  official term  of the Governor. 
The ki>owlcclge th a t  an  en tire  new board 
w ould have possc.sslon of all the  books 
ond proceedings a t  the expiration of a  
ce rta in  fi-xed tim e Tswuld lend  lo check  
e x trav ag an t or e e lf i^  enUernrises, and, 
in m y opinion, would g rea tly  increase 
th e  in teg rity  and cfficleacy of m ost o f 
o u r s ta te  boards.
