od of placing county oftii’ers iu nnmina 
tion. but the L’olby bill, if passed iu its 
present'condi'itMi. will fall far short of 
accomplishing the desired result.

The bill unjustly {iiscriminniesbetween 
tlie voters of Wayne county and tlie'vO' 
ters of other counties in the state. TluTe 
is a no greater p e r c e n ti^  of corrupt 
people in Wayne county iu any other 
county. If the bill has* in view relief 
from corrupt and unlawful practices iu 
oonveutious, it should cover Che eniiie 
state.

As far as the will of the people is con­
cerned. the Colby bill would probably 
come nearer to it than the present plan. 
It would do away wiili the buying up of 
delegates, the unseating of ttelegares, and 
other 4;orrupt practices which prevail ami- 
are becoming more prominent every year. 
There is no practicable plan for obtaining 
the will of the people when there are 
more than two candidates for au office. 
Our elecliou law conics as ^e a r getting 
the will of the people as any plan that 
has ever been proposed and the Colby 
bill would obtain the same results fur cau­
cus elections.

The Ma il  isn’t furailiar enough with 
the proposed bill to know vihetber it pro 
videa for the expen.'se of tlie caucus elec­
tions or not. If it imposes, an extra bur­
den on the taxpayers we would condemn 
it. Our ta.xes are higb enough now. 
Every item of expense incurred should 
be borne by the candidates for office.

In  conclusion, the underlying principle 
of the Colby caucus bill is all right, 
there’s m erit in it. But the bill should 
be made to affect the entire state and the 
candidates for office should furnish the 
necessary collateral with which to carry 
on the caucus elections.

One firm in Brunsw ick 
h as  been ru ined  by th e  sharp  falling  off 
in  business, a n d  has been forced td dis­
charge  -800 em ployes in  consequence. 
S im ilar reports  come from  F rank fo rt. 
I n  B erlin  and N urem berg, A ustrian  and 
Ita lia n  exporter^ are  now ta k in g  the 
p lace o f th e  G erm ans, who form erly 
con tro lled  th e  field.

A s trange r would 
stand in the  vestibule for a  while and 
then  m ake a pilgrim age up the long 
aisle.; No door opened to him  until, 
flushed and excited and em barrassed, 
he s ta rted  back again , and. com ing to  
some half-filled pew. w ith apologetic 
air, en tered  lU while the  :ioccupant 
glared on him  w ith  a .  look wklch 
seemed to  say, “W ell, if  I m ust, I 
.m ust.’* A w ay w ith  such accursed In- 
dency froth th e . house of God. Let

A gain, th is  woman' o f my te x t was 
g rea t In her k l a d n ^  tow ard  God’s 
m e n eag e r. B llaba ifiay haye been^ a

s trange r in th a t household, but as she 
found cu t he had come on a divine 
mteslon, he was cordially welcomed. 
We have a g rea t m any books in, our 
day about the hardships of m inisters 
and the tr ia ls  of C hristian  m inisters.
I w ish somebody would w rite a  book 
about the joys of the C hristian  m in­
ister, about Ih-e sym pfithics all around 
about him . about the kindness, abo'at 
the  genial couj-ideratlons of him . Does 
sorrow  come to  our home, and is there 
a shadow on the cradle, the re  are  hun­
dreds of bands to  help, and m any who 
weary not through, the n igh t w atch­
ing, and hundreds of prayers going up 
th a t God would restore the sick; Is 
there a  burning, brim m ing cup of 
calam ity placed on the  pasto r’s table;

W here are the sdldiers 
th a t have not beat under the burden 
of grief? W here is the  ship sailing 
over glassy sea th a t has not after 
av.'hUe' been caught in a cyclone? 
W here is tho garden of ea rth ly  com­
fort but trouble hath  hitched up Its 
fiery and pan ting  team, and gone 
through it w ith buruhig plow share o ' 
d isaster?  Under the peiting of ages 
of suffering the great h ea rt of the 
world has b 'jrs t w ith woe.

F or 1,400 years Dec. 25 has been set 

ap a rt by Chrlstendoin as the day on 
w hich shall be celebrated, w ith devo- 
ticiial exercises a n d -_ ^ ea t rejoicing, 
the b irth  of JOtus Cnri.st. Learned 
men have disagreed for centuries re­
garding  the ac tual day, or even sea­
son. th a t the Savior was born, but 
custom has fixed upon our “C hrist­
m as'’ as the “ b irthday.”

W ith the spread of C hristian ity  th is 
g reatest of all C hristian  holidays took 
the place of more ancient festivals. 
Tho K em ans had long celebrated June 
21, the longest day in the  year, as a 
m idsum m er festivnl. o r "S atu rnalia ."  
Then the m asters served the sen 'an ts  
and the Homans gave them selves up 
lo feasting  and revelry and m isrule 
generally. From  th is  celebration 
m any cf our Christm as custom s look 
the ir o rig in—the custom  of decking 
the houses w ith laurels and ever­
greens. the  custom of giving presents 
and the  practice cf engaging In lively 
gam es and sports.

In  the  north  of Europe sem i-barbar- 
cus peoples kindled huge bonfires In 
herrer of the gods Odin and Thor, and 
the D ruids gathered m istle toe .'th en  a 
sacred p lant, particu larly  If found 
grow ing on the oak. These custom s 
were adopted as p a n  of the Christm as' 
celebration.

The early  Goths and Saxons cele­
b rated  Doc. 21, the  sho rtes t day of the 
year, as the  tim e when the  sun ceased 
to  look coldly u>on the  earth , and 
when the days began to lengthen w ith 
the approach of spring. Then was 
cut the  “yule log"—for the season itvas 
called Ju l, or Yuletide. In  la te r  y.fars 
the  yule log was placed on the  h ^ f b  
on Cbristm a$-eve and allowed to burn 
till bedtime. T hen i t  was carefully 
pulled o u t of the  coals and placed in 
the cellar for use In ligh ting  the yule 
log of the follow ing year. I t  was be­
lieved th a t the  preservation  of th is 
charred  log protcefed the  house from 
fire during  the  subsequent year. In 
th is  custom orig inated  the  one of pre­
paring  the  C hristm as yule log, so pop­
u la r in England.

So, w hen you play "snapdragon” 
and a  host of o th e r C hristm as games, 
o r If you ac t w ith  unusual license u n ­
der the  misUetce, or s it around the  
yule log andi te ll hobgoblin ta les  w hile 
the  com pops and the  coal cracks, you 
m ay rem em ber th a t  you a re  doing 
som ew hat as did th e  old Rom ans, and 
as  did th e  basbaroos nations of the 
north long before Christ was bora.

The 
union and the health department unite 
In these protective efforts, and expect 
to root out of the supply the small frac­
tion which still fails to come up to pre­
scribed standards. Samples of the 
milk are collected as it Is being brought 
Into town on the trains; the cans of 
the retail dealers are inspected, and 
the same official attention is now be­
ing extended to the dairies themselves 
and the cattle.

it may seem strange that there is. In 
ihe banks of Canada a sum approach­
ing .$400,000—in 1886 it reached »4i7,- 
108-and 1897 It was $387,666—consist­
ing of unclaimed balances. The sums 
are various, ranging from 1 cent or a 
fraction of a dollar to thousands of 
dollars.* One wonders how many of 
theee balances arise. We have been 
told that many an old man or old 
woman will make deposits and not 
wishing their relatives to know of 
their savings, will say nothing about 
the fact. Should such old persons die 
the only way In which this deposit 
could probably become known would 
bje through the Hst of such sums pub­
lished annually. Again, there are num­
bers of persons vho, having long had 
an account with a bank, will draw aU 
their money eJtceJt $1 or $2. ThW 
helps to account for many a smril 
sum. Naturally, the older banks have 
the. larger accumulation of unclaimed 
monej' in this or other ways. The 
Bank of Montreal and the B'rltltfi bank 
have large sums, but the City aid Dis­
trict Savings bank exceeds either of 
them, having nearly 4,000 separate un­
claimed balances, the agg.-egate of
which is over $80,000. It Is only of 
late years that the government of 
Canada has busied itself in taking cus­
tody of these funds. Not, preeumably, 
that they are unsafe In the hands of 
the ba^kq„. but perhaps that It was a 
paternal duty of the state to control 
them.

D AIRY AND POULTRY.

INTERESTING CHAPTERS FOR 
OUR RURAL READERS.

Gi<« In  C l i r e s e .
The Manhattan cheese factory has 

been having trouble from gas and foul 
odor in its cheese curd, writes D. H. O. 
in Kansas Farmer. The gas would not 
only push tbe curd out of the press, 
but would leave it full of holes. These 
boles are caused by the presence of 
■gas, which In turn Is produced by the 
action of certain bacteria.

The Farm department of the Agri­
cultural College was asked ta  Investi­
gate the, trouble and if possible dis­
cover Its source. A small sample of 
each patron's milk was placed in a 
tumbler and subjected to tbe Wiscon­
sin curd teU. This consists in heating 
the milk up to 98 degrees F., adding 
about teu drops of rennet extract to 
each sample, cutting up tbe curd with 
a knife^to leave The whey out, and 
then allowing the curd to ferment from 
six to twelve hours. Examination of 
these small curds revealed tbe fact 
that two patrons were delivering milk 
that contained these gas producing 
germs in very considerable quantity. 
Another curd contained but little gas 
but had a very foul odor; in fact, was 
filthy. When tbe milk of these pat­
rons was refused the gas ceased to be 
produced in the q^eese.

While tesieg the milk for gas, an- 
dther test was made by heating a sam­
ple of each patron's milk up to 115 de­
grees F., to see the character of the 
odor given off. Two samples had a 
very rank smell, doubtless due to the 
presence of animal odor and from the 
milk absorbing odors from filthy sur­
roundings. One of these had a gassy 
curd in the previous test. Two other 
samples bad a llltlo peculiar odor that, 
it was thought, might be due to the 
cows eating some objectionable plant, 
as Osage orange or rag-weed. Both 
of the above tests show’ very clearly 
the need of more care In handling of 
milk. Animal odor can be removed 
by aerating the milk soon after milk­
ing. while it Is still w’arm, ahd filthy 
surroundings should not be tolerated 
under any circumstances.

Gas-producing germs are rather 
common, and it Is sometimes difficult 
to say Just how they obtain entrance 
to the milk. Two of the most common 
sources of Infection are from the cows 
drinking .water from stagnant ponds 
or creeks, and from fermenting matter 
in the stable. The presence of these 
germs cannot be readily detected in 
the milk. It often happens that they 
are not noticed until the curd Is ready 
to go to press, or even after It Is put to 
press. Their presence is first observed 
by the ciird having an appearance as if 
It had been finely-punctured with a 
pin. If the fermentation goes on It 
may cause the cheese to smell or 
• buff,” and this fermentation' may be 
so energetic as to cause the cheese to 
crack, due to the pressure of the en­
closed gas. On account of tbe difficulty 
of detection and of the Injurious effects 
cf these germs. It should be the duty 
of every patron to Inspect his premises 
and remove every source of infection, 
whether It be the water, the fcod, or 
the surroundings.

T h e  D a i r y  T h e r m o m e t e r .

One tbe most difficult things to 
control in making butter on the farm 
during .the hot months is the tem­
perature, says Colman’s Rural World. 
Few farmers have ice and many no 
facilities for cooling the milk aud 
cream with water. The woman’s in­
genuity Is taxed and so the solution, 
too many times, is to hang the cream 
pail In the well, which, in the majority 
of cases, is a tin one, and the expert 
butter-makers never ripen cream In 
F vessel made of tin. But a pail of 
other material is too heavy to trust 
the cream in when hanging in the well. 
During tbe winter the farmer’s wife 
can get the cream cold enough, and 
she can easily warm tbe cream if she 
knows Just how much to Increase the 
temperature. The one article needed 
for this Is a dairy thermometer. Do 
not churn .ag.ain without one. The cost 
Is only a trifle, but the saving’of worry 
Is immense. Before we learned its use 
and value we were under constant 
strain, lest wc would have the butter 
come a mass of white grease or wheth­
er ’we would be two hours churning..

Test with the thermometer the tem­
perature of the cream, if too cold, set 
tuc cream Jar in a vessel cf hot water 
and stir the cream occasionally to have 
that In the center of the Jar of the 
same temperature as that next to tbe 
sides. If the room in which the churn­
ing is done Is very warm then the 
cream ought not to be too warm. If 
your hardware merchant docs not keep 
dairy thormometers, he can easily or­
der one for you. When once their 
real value Is known, churning will 
never be done without the use of one. 
Don't call this a "new tangled” notion. 
Get one. use It and then report as to 
lU value.

Where I have been en­
gaged la dairying and our output of 
bi-.tcr was delivered to customers 
from. a wagon, it was no trouble to 
lake Our eggs along, and they were 
always eagerly so’jgbt after because 
they were always found to be like cur 
butter—fresh.

We have for the past eight years 
used tbe incubator to the exclusion of 
the bid way of hatching, and we find 
it as much cf an advantage In the j
